John river aad to build’ from Fredericton:
to Monaton. That would be a level coun-
trv.

As for the premier's proposition it was
not practical.

He favored the extension of the I. C.

L R. to Georgian Bay and as eoon as poss-

ible to build further west.
He saw no d.fficulty in running a trans-
continental line from ocean to ocean by
the government. The appointment of a
commission to operate it would keep poli-
tics out of it. ‘

As for the G. T. P. he would have great
pleasure in recording his vote aaginst it.

His re-
marks had a domirnion and natural ring
about them, and they lost nothitig through
the modesty of the speaker.

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HALIFAX ARD
SUUTHWESTERN ROAD
READY IN THE FALL

Hitch at Liverpool, N. S, Over Lo-
cation of the Line, But Other Sec-
tions Going Ahead Rapialy.

Halifax, April 18—(Special)~Work on the
Liverpool section of the Halifax and South-
western Railroad has been temporarily sus-
pended. The difficulty has arisen, it is said,
over the location of the line by the engi-
neers. The Liverpool people want the road
to run through the town and on to Port
Monton, following the shore. This route
would necessitate the contsruction of an
expensive bridge across the river, an un-
dertaing which had not been provided for.

The difficulty is not between McKenzie &
Mann and the government, but pending a
settlement work on the disputed section, |
has been suspended. The work on the other
section is going ahead rapidly and it is said
trains will be running into Halifax early
in the autumn.

OTHER PRECAUTIONS.

No Telephone or Other Wires to Be
Interfered With -- Much Cppo-
sition to a Tobique Vailey Rail-
way Charter-:Other Matters of
Much Interest.

Fredericton, N. B., April 18— (Special)—
A bill to incorporate the Auto Road Com-
pany with power to construet a road from
Rothesay to Gagetown was passed by tne
corporations committee of the house thie
afternoon with a number of amendments.
The company is author.zed to lay raile on
obtaining thé consent of the govermor-in-
council and depositing a sum not less than
$10,000. Authority was given the com-
pany to string wires, but they must not
interfere with the Lnes of existing tele-
phone companies.

A Dbill to incorporate the Tobique and
Campbeliton railway was passed by the
committee with the amendment requiring
the company to deposit $1,000 per mile as
proof ‘of their financial ab:lity to carry on
the work. The bill wiil be brought into
force by proclamation of the lieutenant
governor in council, whenever the mece#-
sary deposit has been made,

The government ordered a similar
amendment to be attached to all railway
bills. now before the house.

€. N. Skinner opposed the passage of
the Tobique and Campbellton railway bill
in committee on behaf of the Tobique
Valley Railway Company and A. P. Barn-
hill was heard in its support. The mern-
bers for Victoria also supported the bill
and Mr. ‘Dweedie intimated that Hon.

MCAULIFFES SHOT
PROVED FATAL

James Alexander, the ltalian,
Dies from Wound of
~ Chief of Police.

WILL REVENGE HIM.

Countrymen of Dead Man, Who
Number Hundreds in the Vicinity
of Liverpool, N.S., Have Retained

Who Was So Badly Stabbed.

Haiifax, April 18 —(Special) — James
Alexander, the Italian wiio was shot by
Chief of Police McAuliffe, of Liverpoo.
(N. 8.), in a scuffle a week ago, died Sun-
day evening. Before he died he made
a deposition to ‘the effect that when Me-
Auliffe fired at him he was acting quietly,
and therefore McAuliffe did not shoot in
self defence.

Friends of the Ttalian have raised funds
to prosecute MecAuiiffe, and have engaged
James A. McLean, barrister, of Bridge-
water. MecAuliffe is himself a sick man.
He received two wounds from the Italian,
one in the shoulder, which is serious, and
there are symptoms of blood poisoning.

Much interest has been excited in the
case. The Italians working on the South
Shore railway number many hundreds, and
it is said they have vowed to be revesiged
for the death of Alexander, who appears
to have been a great favorite wifi, them.
It is said that he was a hard working and
well behaved lad, gnd his, ambition was to
save money enough to bring his sweetheart
out from Italy and get married and setlie
down.

Dying Bed.

The Bereaved Young Englishwoman Had
Waited Since June, the Time Set for Her
Wedding, for Her Lover to Gut Better.

Toronto, ~ April 18—(Special)—Bride and
widow within one short hour is the sad fate
of Mrs. Godfrey S. Morgan, who was Miss
Frances M. HitchinS, of 274 Dover Court
Road.

Mrs. Morgan is the daughter of Major
Hitchins, and five years ago pald a visit
from her home in South of England to her
aunt, Mrs. Harrison, of 269 Dover Court
Road, Toronto, and while here for the first
time miet her future husband. She came to
Canada about a year ago, with the inten-
tion of remaining permamently, and would
have been married last June, but the wed-
ding was postponed by the illness of Mr.

MARY CHANGES I

NEW MILITIA ACT,

Amendments Provide That
Permanent Force Shall
Not Exceed 2,000,

WHO CAN BE DRAFTED.

Only One Son from Each Family Can
Be Taken--Municipalities Which
Ask for Military Aid Must Pay the
Cost—Minister of Miiitia to Be
Head of Forces,

Ottawa, April 18.—(Special)—Sir [Fred-
erick Borden has given notice of several
améendments to h's militia - "~ ‘ain
powers now in the hands of the governor
general, such as laying out military and
brigades, police force in cities, towns and
viliages, are added to those exempt ior
service in the militia.

The permanent force shall not exceed
2,000 men.

The- officer commanding the regiment
must enforce payment when a municipality
refuses to pay for eervices to maintain
the peace, in the meantime the govern-
ment muet collect the amount.

When drafting by ballot has to be done,
at no time shall more than one son be-
longing to the same family in the same
house be drawn un.ess it is impcssible
otherwise to complete the required pro-
port.on of eervice men.

Theé requistion for aid may come from
the justice of the quarter sessions of the.
peace or any three justices of the peace of
whom the warden, mayor ar acting head
of municipality where disturbance has
taken place must be one. If the head o
the municipality refuses to act the reason
must be set forth in the requisition.

Tne governor-in-council and not the
governor general wil in future have the
authority to call out the militia in time
of mneed.

In time of war his majesty may place
in command a senicr general offiicer of hie
regular army when the militia is called
out for active service.

In regard to the appointment of am of-
ficer commanding the militia, it ie made
clear, that he will be under the minister
of inilitia. The bil provides that such
officer is to have either the command or
inepection of 'the Canadian m litia. This
showe that the minister is considering the
idea of appointing an inspector ' general
and general council as they have. already
done in England and doing away with the
officer commanding.

The penalty is fixed at $100 for refusal
to turn out to aid the civil power. The
bill will be brought into force by procia-
matinn.

Albany, N. Y., April 18—The Democratic
stae convention for the election of delegates
to the national convention after two sessions
today, one of which was somewhat, but not
unusually stormy, selected the following
delegates at large® David B. Hill, of Albany;
Edward Murphy, Jr., of Troy; George Ehret
of New York city ,and James W. Ridgeway
of Brooklyn.

As was indicated the delegates were in-
structed by a vote of 301 to 149 for Alton B.
Parker as the state candidate for president.
Tammany was not treated as badly as had
been predicted, being allowed to mname a
delegate at large, Mr. Ehret and an alter-
nate and one of the two electors at large,
Harry Payne Whitney.

The detachment
has occupied a mountain pass bebtwesn
Manchuria and Korea, which it is fontify-
ing with mountain batteries.

No Chance on the Yalu

St. Petersburg, April 18—An official tele-
gram states that there is mo change in the
situation on the Yalu river. The Russian

Sutposts are now on islands of the river,
1,000 yards from the Japanese outposts,
which are preparing to retire.

Plug Says Port Arthur's All Right.

St. Petersburg, April 18—Major-General
PAug, chief of the mulitary staff at Port
Arthur, telegraphs that all statements re-
garding a siege and fall of Port Arthur are
unfounded.

Fourteen Submarines for Russia.

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MANY IMPROVEHENTS

PLANNED FOR PROVINCIAL
LONATIC ASYLUM.

Premier Tweedie Announces That the Standard of Nur:es
Wil Be Raised and Other Needed Changes Made— Dis-
cussion on Increased Stumpage Rates—Other
Business of the Local House.

Fredericton, N. B., April 18—The house
met at 3 o’clock. .

Hon. Mr. Pugsley introduced a bill to
amend 45 Victoria, chapters 34 and 54 Vie-
toria, chapter 11. He explained that the
object of the bill was to reduce the subsi-
dies to branch line railways by $500. On
the ground of urgency it was read a second
time.

The house ‘went into committee of the
whole, Mr. Osman in the chair.

The bill to change the name of the
Provincial Lunatic Asylum and for ouuer
purposes was considered.

Mr. Hazen said that while the bill was
proper enough as far as it goes, he thought
it might have gone further. He had been
in hopes it would be a more comprehen-
sive measure so as to lead to the adoption
of more modern and better methods. The
complaint of medical men is that there is
no alienist who has made insanity his life
study, at the head of the institution. He
understood that many cases might be
cured by an operation, but under existing
conditions such operations were impos
sible.

Imp oveme-ts.at the Asylum,

Hon. Mr. Tweedie—All the suggestions
mentioned by the leader of the opposition
can be dealt with without any further
legislation. There is a difference of opin-
ion withh regard to operations. The attor-
ney-generai and myself visited the McLean
Hospital some time ago, and were inform-
ed by the doctor there that they had very
few operations. In most cases, environ-
ment and pleasing surroundings were used
to effect a cure. That wa$ a splendid in-
stitution and anyone visiting it must feel
that there is a great contrast between it
and our asylum. It is magnificently pro-
vided with baths of all kinds, and we pro-
pose to improve our institution in that
respect; but it would be impossible for us
with out limited means to make all the
changes which might be made. Our jnsti-
tution is a good one, but the means of
the commissioners are limited. There is no
part of our work that we find more diffi-
cult than dealing with the asylum.

As to the nurses, the women “have been
receiving only $10 a month, but they have
lately struck for $12; while the men ‘are
paid from $20 to $25. They are better
trained in Halifax than with us, and we
intend to adopt their system. At one
time I thought an asylum might be man-
aged by a commission outside the govern-
ment, but on further consideration 1 wave
concluded that it is better as it ds, as those
who have complaints to make can reach
the government more readily than they

‘could outside commissioners.

The bill was agreed to.

Increase of stumpage

The bill to confirm certain regulations
made regarding crown timber lands was
considered. “

Mr. Hazen—I am mot disposed to agree
that these regulations should be confirmed
which add twenty-five cents per 1,000 to
stumpage, and 34 to the mileage. I object
to the regniations because it is not justi-
fiable to charge the same stumpage on fir
and cedar as on spruce, and to increase
the te on hardwood by fifty per cent.
1 also doubt the wisdom of increasing the
rates of miieage to the extent proposed.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie—The lumbermen
themselves do not object to the rate of
stumpage. Many of them would have
agreed to $1.50, because they felt it was
unreasonable that we should charge so
little when the New Brunswick Company
was recerving $2. They objected to the
increase of mileage on remewal leases: 1
thought that this was justitied by the
great increase in the value of lands since
1903. Those who bought timber land at
that time could sell their leases for three
times what they pay for them. L'herefore
1 thought it reasonable that those who
had bought their land cheaply should pay
more mileage. The question of the stump-
age on fire is under consideration. We
have no desire to deal harshly with the
lumbermen, but we wish to deal justly
with the province. In regard to lumber
cut on burnt land, that matter can be
considered by the surveyor-general, and it
has been intimated to these operators that
this will be done. If the matter comes be-
fore me I would be disposed to reduce the
stumpage on fir and some other woods. 1

‘may here point out that in Quebec they

pay $2.85 stumpage, as compared with our
$1.25. With regard to the alleged depres
sion there never has been such good times
in the lumber business as during the pasl
two years. The proper time to increase
the stumpage is when the lumbermen
have made money. I doubt whether there
is any such fall in lumber as the leader
of the opposition has indicated. Purchas-
ers are merely holding off to see what the
rate of freight will be. Of course they will
agree that if trade"becomes depressed it
would be right to reduce the rates of
stumpage. 1 think the lumbermen may
feel pretty safe in my hands.
The bill was agreed to.

Bureau of Labor. :

The bill to provide for a bureau of labor
was agreed to in committee.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie explained that this
work would be-undertaken by the provin-
cial secretary and that there would be no
extra cost connected with it.

The bill to amend the law relating to
:ndemnity to members of the legislature
was agreed to in committee without a
division.

The bill to legalize certain marriages
performed by the Rev. Mr. G'adsione was
agreed to.

The bill to amend the act relating to the

.arrest, examination and imprisonment of

debtors was considered in committee, and
progress reported.

The bill to amend the act relating to the
foreclosing of mortgages on railways was
agreed to.

The bill to amend the joint stock com-
pany was agreed to. Hon. Mr. Pugsley
explained that the object of the bill was
to admit of the incorporation of educa-
tional, charitable and benevolent com-
paniés, and also to make bebter provision
for increasing the capital stock of com-
panies.

Frederieton, N. B., April 17.—(Special)
—The dispute over the MoConnell logs
purchased in Quebec a short time ago by
Fred B. Edgecombe of this city hes been
settled by compromise and the bill to
amend the Woodmen’s lien act designed
to protect some 250 N. B. workmen who
had claims against the lumber for their
wages, has been withdrawn from the legie-
lature.

The workmen are to reecive 84 per cent
of the amount due them, providing ther
aggregate claims do mot exceed $25,000. If
they go beyond that emount Edgecombe
and George H. Eaton, Calais, who is act-
ing with him, will not be'required to con-
tribute a sum in excess of $16,000. The
balance now in hands of curator at Que-
bec amounting to about $8,000, is to be
assigned to them by the workmen so that
they will have to put up only half the
amount named out of their own pockets.
The momey is to be deposited m a bank
at once by a disinterested party who will
be chosen to adjudicate on the claims of
the workmen.

All those having claims for wages wheth-
er residents of New Brunawick or Quebec
will be placed on the same foot'ng.

Fred LaForest, of Edmundston, who has
been acting as counsel for the workmen,
left for Quebec last evening to file their
claims with the curator.

When the law committee met yesterday
morning and took up the bill Attorney
General Pugsley suggested that it wae
very desirable that Messrs. Eaton and
Edgecombe and McLafchey, the promoters
of the bill should get together and en-
They
accepted the attorney general's suggestion
and a conference was held lasting over an
hour, but without satisfactory results. An
offer of 55 cents on the dollar was made
but Mr. McLatchey wanted 75 cents and
claimed the parties for whom he was act-
ing would not accept anything less.

When the committee resumed at 3
o’clock it was announced ‘that vae parties
could not agree on a settlement and con-
sideration of the bill was resumed. Mr.
McCready, counsel for Edgecombe, sub-
mitted a statement signed by Mr. Riou,
barrister of Fraserville, Que., which went
fully into the circumstance connected with
McConnell's assignment and subsequent
seizure and sale of his logs.

Riou gave emphatic denial to LaForest's
dontention that it was Eaton who drove
McConnell into bankruptey and informed
the committee that it was the Quebec
creditors . who commenced the proceedinge.
He described the log sale as perfectly legal
according to the laws of Quebec and it
gave Edgecombe a clear title to the pro-
perty. The sale had been eufficiently ad-
vertised and every St. John lumberman
having interests in Quebec knew of it and
could have bid on the logs had they de-
sired to do so.

When Mr. McCready concluded his re-
marks Mr. Pugsley informed the committee
that he had been in consultation with
Messrs. Eaton and Edgecombe and they
agreed to pay the workmen 64 per cent
on a basig of $25,000., which offer he un-
derstood was sat'efactory to Messrs. Me-
Latchey and Clair. If the amount due
was only $20,000 the men would receive 64
per cent and if it exceeded $25,000 the per-
centage would be reduced, as $16,000 wad
the limit.

Messre. McLatchey, Clair and Robert
Forbes, one of the claimants, expressed
themwelves as heing satisfied with the
terms of settlement. The committee spent
some time in considering the terms of set-
tlement in private and finaliy accepted
them and consented to the withdrawal of
the bill. According to the statement pre-
pared by J. W. Purdy, McConnell's ac-
countant, and submitted to the com-
mittee by Mr. McCready, the amount due
the workmen to January 20th was $13,-
195.30. Ae the operation dinighed on Feb-
ruary 10th, it is likely that the etatemente
pervioualy furnished to the committee were
somewhat exaggerated.

Satefaction is expressed here over the
settlement and credit for which is largely
due to the persuasive powens and tact of
the attorney gemeral. It is understood that
ten per cent of the amount to be paid by
Messrs. Edgecombe and Eaton will be set
aside for the payment of expenses entail-
ed by the workmen, including the ser-
vices of Mr. LaForest, $500 being for his
costs. !

Many members of the legiglature while
admitting that the bill was unsound in
principle, it looked upon the question
as a fight between Calais millionaires and
250 New Brunswick workingmen, and
were prepared to eide with the latter.

No member of committee fought more
strenuously for the rights of the working-
men than Premier Tweedie and had he
had his way it is doubtful if there would
have been any compromise.

Under the terms of settlement the work-
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men will ‘receive at least 34 cents on the

dollar more than would have been the
case had not the members for Restigouche
and Madawaska taken up the cudgels in
their behalf with the legislature.

RUSSIAN DISASTiR
AND PRICES

What Response the Market Has Made to the
Reverses of the Campaign-Jspai's Se
curities. -

P

Last Wednesday's disaster to the Russian
fleet outside Port Arthur, with the loss of
ils admiral and two ships, has been reflected,
on the markets, by a rise of 2 points in
Japanese bonds and a fall of 1% in Russians.:
This double movement is interesting because
it is the first time during this war when the
conventional theory of war markets—the
theory that victory advances a nation’s pub-
lic securities and that defeat depresses
them—has seemed to apply. For instance,
the Russians naval reverse on February. T,
though it did put ¢own Russian 4 per cents
8 points within four days, also depressed
Japanese 4s by 5% points. = Not only. was.
this true, but between ‘he severe depression
of February and the end of March, Russian
bonds recovered 8 points, while Japanese’
bonds fell 5 points lower. Even with this
week’s advance, Japanese 4s are 13 points
below the January level, while Russian 4s
are down only 5%.

The interesting test will come when the
time for a new Russian bond issue ‘ap-
proaches. It is plainly belief that such ne-
cessities can be indefinitely deferred, which'
has made possible maintenance of values in
Russian securities. A London actuarial
estimate, at hand this week, is that at the
price of the close of March, the Russian 4
netted the investor 4% per cent, whereas
yield from Japanese 4s would be 6%.—N. Y.
Evening Post.

THE BLAIR MEMORANDUM.

The heated discussion between the party
ileaders at Ottawa Friday over Hon. A.
G. Blair's railway memorandum naturally
whets public curiosity in regard to that
paper. Tt was submitted by Mr. Blair to
his colleagues on December 10, 1902, and
wuas a confidential document in the sense
¢hat while it embodied the policy of the
then Minister of Railways and so deait
writh matters of vital public import, it ‘was
fntended to convert the cabinet to his
wiews and was mnot intended for pubiic
consumption.  The government assumes
that neither Mr. Blair nor any other
member of the cabinet made the paper
public. It appeared, practically in full,
in several Comservative newspapers on
Wadnesday and Thursday. How did they
get it? ds the question to which Ottawa is
now seeking a reply. It is a question
which all persouns concerned are at pres-
ent unwilling or unable to answer.

That the debate on the subject’ should
have led to some warm passages is nob
surprising. The government ap-
pointed Mr..Bair to office and while they
have apparently lbecome accustomed to
being bombarded with extracts from This
famous railway speech it is mnot, strange
that they should betray fresh annoyance
at the unearthing of a document which
shows how solidly he wwas opposed to their
swvhole railway policy in December, 1802,
end which makes his appointment to the
Railway Commission appear -more than
ever difficult to explain.

As for the adviee which Mr. Blair gave
to iz coMeagues in the document which

is now discyssed so warmly, he repeated
much of it n hir address against the G.

have

Blair knew definitely what arrangements
vhe government proposed to make With
the company. His epeech maturally eniti-
cized those arrangementsc in detail. In
the memorandum he advocated govern-
ment ownership and devoted some columns
of argument to justifying that policy. Hav-
ing dealt with the primciple at great
length he proceeded to apply it to the
transportation situation in Canada as he
understood it. He urged the extension of
the Intercolomial to Georgian Bay, thus
securing a conmection, by water trans-
port, with the Canadan Northern. ‘Lhis
he said would place the I. C. R. on an
intereat-paying basis, give the government
some control over rates and guarantee the
carniage of freight to Canadian seaports.
e advocated the purchase of the Canada
Atlantic and its operation as part of the
government system. Later on, he thought,
there should be government railway ex-
tension into the Peace River district—-
when satisfactory surveys had been made.

The Grand Trunk Pacific scheme was
then in preparation. Mr. Blair objected
to any plan which would give lavish as-
sistance and control of transportation fa-
vilities to a private corporation. He said,
on the other hand:

“The ideal policy, as it appears to the
undersigned, for the Government to aaopt,
so soon as it shall be deemed necessary to
take up the subject of a third transeon-
tinental railway, would be to insure, first,
that the railway shall be wholly Cana-
dian. That it shall not promote the car-
riage of our export products or our im-
ports southerly by way of United States
lines of railway; but to and from the St.
Lawrence i summer and the ports of Hal-
ifax and St. John in winter. That the
Quebec Bridge be utilized as a part of said
line, and that the railway be pushed west-
erly from that point by degrees to the
Peace River District, through the Rockies
to the Pucific coast. In the meantime, it
would be well to decline all assistance to
railways to which Government is not al-
ready committed ,and propose to Parlias
ment that railway charters covering this
territory be withheld.

“Such a policy as that above outlined,
the undersigned believes would meet the
hearty support of the Canadian people,
would materially strengthen the govern-
ment and would be regarded as both boid
and progressive. The country is prepared
today, as it has never been before, to as-
sume large responsibilities in order to in-
sure its fuller development, and (overn-
ment, if it fails to act, will lose a splendid
opportunity of proving its capacity an’l
courage bo cope with and solve large
probiems in a manmer commensurate with
Canada’s marvelows progross.”

The other ministers would not listen to
public ownership. They went their way.
What they want to know now is: “Who
unearthed the hidden Blair document of
December, 1902, and gave it to the coun-
try whén the final vate on the G. T. Pa-
cific scheme is only a few days off?

A STRONG LOBBY
AND A WEAK COUNCIL.

For another year the taxpayers of *St.
John will continue to pay into the city
treasury a considerable sum which should
be paid by the banks and {oan companies
and ‘those St. John corporations whose
annual meelings are held beyond city
limits to evade taxes. The banks secured
a compromise agreement at [Fredericton
iwhich defeats the whale purpose of those
citizens who demanded an equitable as-
sessment law which would reach with an
equal hand every business and every citi-
zen who should contribute to St. John’s
pubiic expenditure. As the banks and
similar institutions escape, and no action
has been taken in respect of those com-
panies whose capital is here but whose
headquarters 'is in another county, the
vesult will be that the average citizen,who
has no pull, must go just so much deeper
into his pocket. The taxes of every man
with few exceptions, will be in-
creased unjustly by the Frederic-
ton compromise. The more entenprising he
has been, (the more he has contributed to
the building up of St. John, the greater
will be his share of the taxes which the
banks have succeeded in shifting from
their own shoulders to the shouldenrs of
the ratepayers.

What was needed and what should have
been demanded at Yredericton,
equitable assessment law. What was re-
quired was not a law especially satisfac-
tory to the banks, or to any particular
dlass of taxpayers. Yet the best that can
be said in regavd to the measure decided
upon 1s that the bank managers are pleas-
ed with it. The people do not elect alder-
men and members of the legislature to
please the banks, or to oppress the
banks, or to be intluenced by the banks.

The unsatisfactory outcome of this as-
sessment struggle is due primarily to a
wabbly common council. It is due in no
amall measure, also, to the strong lobby
which worked for ‘the banks as against ali
other taxpayers. No one is surprised that
the bankers sought every possible ad-
vaatage, but not a few are surprised—
not to use a stronger wonrd—that they sue-
ceeded in nullifying for the present at
least, the very proper desire of this com-
munity for the enactment of legislation
which would thig city to justly
apportion the increased taxes necessary

was an

enable

to carry out the work of its various de-
partments.

The council has been
position throughout. 1t has'been said, with
justige, at Fredericton, that members oi
the legislature could not tell what the
aldermen as a body desired, and whether
or not what they proposed at one time or
another, was sabisfactory to the people
they represented. The aldermen, starting
with an inadequate measure, proceeded to
hesitate, contradict themselves, reverse
their own action, and encourage the im-
pression here, and at the eapital, that
they did not know what they wanted and
had a still more vague idea of the proper
remady for the amsessment tangle.

the hantls of the lobby. The saxpayers of
this city get the worst of it, figure it as
you will. The taxes derived from the
banks will fall thousands of dollars below
the proper figure this year. No remedy
for the inequalities of the assessment law
has been reached. No method of reaching
those concerms and individuals who have
been permitted and encouraged to evade
their taxes has been armived at. The city
will have the pleasure of paying some ex-
tra expense in comnection with this mat-
ter, knowing that this year, as in previous
years, certain favored institutions and in-
dividuals have again profited by the in
competency of the aldermen as a body.
Had the Common Council prepared 2
just and adequate measure, completed the
details before thel House mat and consult-
ed with fthe St. John represntatives, a
bill such as twould have obviated the pres-
ent highly uneatisfactory eituation could
have been put through. Such a bill would
have appealed to the Legislature as essen-
tially & St. John matter and a strong ma-
jority of the aldermen, working intelli-
gently with the St. John representatives
in the House, would have carried it mo
matter. how strong a lobby might have
been organized by those upon whom the

‘law mould have imposed the taxes they

should pay.

THE BANK TAX COMPROMISE.

All of the bankers may be eatisfied with
the compromise reached at Fredericton
Friday in regard to bank taxation, but
the arrangement will not be satisfactory
to other taxpayere. In a senee the agree-
ment reached is more equitable than
the passage of the amended  bill
would have been, but as it mow etands
most of the banks will not be paying a8
much as they should into the city trea-
sury. It is mot clear how Mr. Hazen
reachcs. the conclusion that under - the
compromise agrcement the city will derive
$3,000 more from -bauk taxes than it did
last year. TFor that matter the amount
received from the banlks last year was
wholly unsatisfactory and avas mach less
than during the five yeurs previous, dur-
ing which years ithe tax was admittedly
insufficient.

The latest estimate, rexched in the legis-
lature yesterday, ie that if the proposal
to put license fees on branch banke be
dropped, and if all the banks pay ome-
twelfth of cme per cent. on their business,
and the Bank of New Brunswick an ad-
ditional $2,000, the city will receive $13,450
of which the Bank of New Brunewick will
contribute $6,166, the Bank of Montreal
$2,160, the Bank of Briti¢h North Amer-
jca and the Bank of Nova Scotia $1,730
each, and the Bank of Commerce and the
Royal Bank $500 and $300 respectively.

As was pointed out in these columne
@ome daye ago, if the branch banke paid
a fair assasmment and an additional 1'cense
fee of $500, and the Bank of New Brune-
wick received no special conaideration, the
amount the city would receive in bank
taxos would be $17,391 of which the Bank
of New Brunwwick would pay $7,419, and
the Bank of Montreal $3,720.

An aese-sment law wvhich will not
lighten the amsessment of the banks and
increase that of the general taxpayer in
their interest is what is needed. The city
of St. John will not be content until it
has such a law, and one which will reach
the private banks, loan assoc'ations and
steam:hiip companiea (with offices outeide
the city limits), which will escape alto-
gether as the matter stands at present.

THE CRAFTY VICTORS.

In his own good time Admiral Togo gv-&

a etraightforward narrative of the recent
operatiors at Port Arthur, and the world
now hesars what it euspected from the first,
that Admiral Makaroff was tricked to his
death, and that the loss of his battleship,
the destruction of a torpedo-boat dostroy-
er and the crippling of a cru'ser, were
all the result of a Japanere plot which has
no parallel in the history of modern naval
warfare. The Japanese played upon the
daring of the Russian Nelson. The man
who infused new epirit into t}e who'e
Russian nation by his boldneas and ae-
tivity after he relicved Admiral Stark at
Port Arthur, is apparently to go down to
posterity as a commander who lost life,
ship and reputation because he could not
match wits with the yellow man woo wae
pitted against him.

Makaroff's diminished feet was
valuab'e if there was always a chauce that
it might leave the harbor and menace Jap-
anese transports passing into the Guli v
Pechili or the Gulf of Liaotung.

Such were the preliminary steps, aceord-
ing to the official report now eent out
from Tokio. The Russian . commander
took the bait. He steamed out past his
own mines and on toward the impudent
craft which had bearded him. Farther
and farther he left the forts behind him
as the enemy elowly withdrew. Meantime
wireless messages informed the invisible
Togo that the game had begun. His battle
fleet closed in at full epeed. When the
Russian glasses detected the fighting tops
of these oncoming ships they knew that
they were lost unless they gained the
ehelter of the harbor. A second line, of
Japaneee cruisers, appears to have menaced
the retreating Russians in flank and caus-
ed them to steam through the water
which had been mined by Togo in the
darkness eome nighte previous. A mile
beyond the harbor mouth the flagehip
struck something. She hesled over, settled
and went to the bottom. Another ship
reeled from a lighter shodk and etaggered
on into port. The others escaped contact
with the mines and eteamed in under the
batberiess An hour or so later Togo's
ships were again bombarding the stricken
city.

The world wiil be inclined to accept the
Japancee story as accurate, and to wonder
anew at the wonderful kill and initiative
of these terrible Islanders Russia’s ad-
mirale have been weighed in ithe balance
of action and found wanting. What will
the just scales say of her generals when
their turn comes?

THE BLAIR ECHO,

Mr. Blair, it may be guessed, though he
enjoya one of the best offices in the gift of
the governemnt, does not enjoy with it any
great degree of popularity among the mem-
bers of 8ir Wiltrid’s cabinct. His epeeches,
and his letters, and hie confidential mem-
oranda are like John Browm’s soul
Mr. Blair is quiescent, but his anti-G. T.
Pacific words go marching on. Today,
when the final vote on the government's
railway policy i® et land, it is more than
ever clear that the blow which the former
Minister of Railwaye dealt the tranecon-
tinental project in public esteem was one
from which it can mever recover. The
House talked long and to little purpcse
on the . T. P. last year. Once there
wae a vote upon it and it was clear that
the government could hold its majority
togather in both House and Senate, the
promoters and their friends thought it
waa all over. But there were atill ob-
stacles on ‘the rails. The deposit was not
made in form end so the contract was
vitiated. Then came a period of delay and
uncertainty which was most unpleasant
for those to' whom th¢ bargain meant
everything. This mishap gave all criti-
oigm of ‘the project new weight and new
life. It became necessary to make new
concessions to the Grand Trunk. These
were of much a nature as to strengthen
greatly the objections which had already
been made to the contract. Somehow or
other, though the rails had been greased,
the progress of the scheme seemed bound
to be marked by unfortunate incidente.

Mr. Blair's memorandum is another cas¢
in point. The debate on the obnoxious
amendments wae drawing to its close. The
promoters of the railway had reason tc
believe that thed womst was over. Then
came the vevelation -that; in December,
1002, before the Grand Trunk Pacific
scheme took definit¢ form as such, the
then Minister of Railways, who had al-
ready epoken in favor of government own-
erchip, had submitted to his colleagues
a solution of the transportation problem

with government extension and gov-
ernment ownership as ite ch'ef  fea-
tures. This memorandum  ». proved
that the  minister had devoted

much study to the question and had prop-
erly estimated public opinion in regard to
it. He had marked throughout the coun-
try a growing dislike to the system of giv-
ing large aid to private railway corpora-
tions. He knew how important it was,
and how much more important it would
be, to keep in the hands of the govern-
ment @ome measure of control over freight
rates and the routing of freight. He knew,
and he pointed out, ithat public confidence
in the future of the country, evidence of
the mighty growth to come¢, and the trend
of public opinion, all pointed toward ex-
tended govermment control of transporta-
tion facilities as againet comporation eon-
trol of them. He submitted a plan such
as it was the duty of the minister of
traneportation to prepare.

That plan, of mecessity, struck directly
at the Grand Trunk Pacific scheme, whicit
he had reason to believe was then taking
form. The cabinet opposed him to a man
and he resigned, pointimg hiv resignation
by the ablest of his public utterances,
that in which he shattered the railway
policy adopted by the government he was
leaving.

The imporlant question today at Otta-
wa and in every province is not, How did
the Blair memorandum
though ‘that ie interesting chough. The
important question is, How doee the plan

which Mr. Blair outlined in that memor-
andum compare with the Grand Trunk
Pacific scheme to which Parliament is
now asked {o commit the country irreve-
cably?

RETALIATION.

‘The action of the legislature in deciding
against the legislation proposed by Mr.
Flemming in regard to the export of un-
manufaciured logs  from crown lands
causes the Sun to shiver lest New Bruns-
wick be regarded as living in fear of Am-
erican retaliation, and t¢o lament the
cowardice which it thinks defeated Mr.
Flemming’s punpose. But the facts should
give the Sun no concern. They cause no
uneasiness in the minds of men who are
both patriotic and independent, and who
would be quick to resent any course such
as the Sun affects to believe was taken.
Mr. Flemming himself was the only mem-
ber of the committee who protested
against the language of the report, and
even he admitted that bhe believed it
would be unwise to enact at present the
{egislation he had sought. Mr. Flemming,
apparently, does mot feel that the legisla-
ture has so acted in this maftter as to
merit the comtempt of the continent, or
even of those people in the river counties
in whose interest he moved.

Had Mr. Flemming, or anyone else, pro-
duced before the committee evidence show-
ing that a very great quantity of logs from
crawn lands was carried into Maine and
manufactured there, the committee woild
have had before it some useful information.
Had he produced figures showing, even
approximately, the extent of New Bruns-
wick’s loss, Whrough the expont of round
logs from goveriiment lands, the vaiue of
the legisiation he advocated would have
been apparent at once. But Mr. Flemming
did mot produce any such information. It
was said by such witmesses as touched
upon these points that the loss to New
Brunswick was inconsiderable, if, indeed,
the balance of trade in logs was not in
New Brunswick's favor. Prominent lum-
bermen, who ane recognized authorities,
showed the immense value of that part
of our lumber business due to the driving
of American logs down the St. John wviver
for manufacture hel;e. They, with the
pulp mill men, were certain that any gain
to the province which might follow the
passage of a law such as Mr. Flemming
suggested, would not be worth ithe risk
involved by such legislation. These men
were not willing to court retaliation use-
lessiy.

To say that the members of the legis-
lature who stood against Mr. Flemming
in this matter and refused to pass TisKy
legislation when the risk was not worth
taking, were cowardly} and worthy of con-
itempt is simply 'bo argue against the facts.

Whenever the leak to the Maine mills be-

comes so large that it is avorth while to
dtop it at all hazards, the present legisla-
ture, or another, will have plienty of
coumage to stop it.

WHICH WILL WIN 2

Japan's initial successes have beon of &
character to inspire the belief that on land
as well as at sea Russia must give way,
at fleast until such time as she can bring
her weight ito bear, at Harbin or beyond.
But on land Russia is now fighting, and
will be fighting for some time to come, in
territory which is Chinese. If Manchuria
were talcen from Russia could Japan hold
it? An observer who has carefuly weigh-
ed the forces and resources of both na-
tions, Mr. Frederick W. Ford, contributes
a page article to the Boston Transcript, in
the coumse of which he deals with the
probable outcome of the struggle. It will
surprise some to read that he anticipates
Russia; though

a sort of draw, in which
defeated and damaged in prestige, will
still hold the railway to Port Arthur and
so continue to control the ice-free port
which has been one of the great prizes

she determined to secure.
Japan, he is convineed, cannot now be

driven 'from Corea, but he atlaches great
weight to Russia’s tremendous population
and believes her superiority in men will
enable her to retake any part of Man-
churia which may be wrested fromn ther
during the first stages of the war. He says
in pant:— .

“Suppose the Japanese carnied the first
tine of Russian defences, took Port Arthur
and Viadivostock, and forced Kouropatkin
back to Harbin—a herculean task. Japan
woul dhave to have an army of approxi-
mately 300,000 men ‘to take that base. And
then the 'Czar’s armies would only retire
to form a new base west of Harbin, where
e concentration of troops could be con-
tinued. An advance on Harbin would be
a military risk requiring a Japanese Na-
poleon who would have to bear in mind
the retreat from Moscow.

“The presence of a victorious Japanese
army in Harbin would not force Russia to
abandon the contest. The annihilation of
the present Russian armies would settle
nothing. Back of Harbin are obher bases
from which new Russian armies would ad-
vance next year or the year after, or
whenever Russia was ready. Japan conld
not in the end thold the territory con-
quered. She would be compeiled eventu-
ally to retire with a loss of prestige, and
nothing gained. So unless the first im-
portant battles shall show that the Jap-
anese are immensely superior to the Rus:
sians in strategy, ‘tactics and fighting
qualities, it seems likely that they wiil
have to be content with something less
than Harbin. If they can possess them-
selves temporarily of Port Arthur and
Vladivostock, and hold -southern Man-
churia say on-a line from Lizo-Yang to
the Yalu, they will have achieved a great
success. Port Arthur they could hold
during hostilities, once it came into their
hands, if they continue to hold the virtuel
mastery of the sea. Vladivostock most
likely would eventually be retaken by Rus-
sia, though Japan might neutralize its
military value by occupying and fortifying
the adjacent islanids.

“On the other hand, should Russia suc-
ceed in rolling ‘the invading Japanese back
across the Yalu she could scarcely hope
to drive them out of Korea, so long as
Japan has tthe freedom of the seas. 8o, 1t
the reasoning has been correct, Japan cal-
not conquer Russia and Russia cannot
conquer Japan. The final outeome of the
struggle, therefore, may be in the nature
of a draw, with the advantage in favor of
Japan, inasmuch as she probably il main-
tain her hold on Korea. It does not seei
likely that Russia will cease to fight until
her right to thold the railroad to Port
Arthur is admitted and gwu';xutue«l."

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LIGHT AND SHADOW

IN POLICE COURT.

I:cidents of a Day in the King Street Building Where Citi-
zens of All Kinds Come in Contact With the Law
of tha Land.

The forenoon is the busy part of the
day in the police court, and it is but sel-
dom anything occurs to break the dull
monotony that reigns there when court
bas risen and the place is deserted.
Usually when the magistrate is there after
dinner he is busily occupied in writing in
his books, while the clerk at his desk be-
low is similarly engaged, and the old ser-
geant in his black skull cap and grizzled
beard is slumbering peacefully at the cor-
ner of the witness box; for old age has its
weaknesses, and is privileged, even within
the majestic shadow of the law.

There is no sound in the big room ex-
cept the ticking of the clock on the wall,
and the scratching of the busy pen. There
is an unwholesome atmosphere in the
vlace, as though the procession of disso-
lute humanity that has marched through
its precincts in the earlier part of the day
had power to leave an ineffecable imprint
on _it for all time, an intangible pollution
which all the sweet winds ard rains of
heaven shall never be able quite to obliter-
ate. The reporter evidently feels this as
he strolls in, for he walks softly and
salutes the clerk in a low voice as he takes
a seat at the table.

Suddenly the magistrate stops writing
and, leaning over, wakes the sergeant and
hands him a slip of paper with a curt:
“Bring them in.”

'The reporter takes out his pad and pen-
cil, and as the unfortunates come up from
the cells below to take their places on the
prisoners’ bench, makes mental note of
their appearance. There are three cf
them. One is an old man, frowsy, un-
kempt, with long, grizzled beard, which is
most unpleasant to look "at, tangled and
enarled and stained with tobacco juice.
As tl.xe reporter looks at him, he remem-
bers In an indistiner sort of way of having
read in an old book ahout a hoary head
being a crown of glory instead of a badge
of shame, and he is moved to a sense of
con}rnsion for the weakness of this man.

The one who sits next to him is a young
man, young, that is, in years. Youth
ought at all times to be attractive, vet
there is something distinetly repé]lémt
about this face. The eyes are too close
together, and the shagay brows asmose
meet; the mouth is deceitful. with a dash
of cruel sensuality, and the chin, witk the
who}g contour of the face, one feels would
look best behind the bars of a prison,

The third is another type, altogether
different from either. In the old an’s
eyes there yet remained some spark of
honest determination, a something which
might at the eleventh hour yet awake and
redeem, at least in some measure, a life
sodden with the fumes of alcohol and per-
sonal negleat. There was nothing like this
about the second, nothing but a sullen,
ferocious disrespect to wage a war of ex-
termination against society. The third is
more degenerate than criminal, more the
product of weak and foolish training than
absolute wrong doing. There is that look
in his eyes which one sees in those of an
animal when badly frightened—beiwilder-
ment, dumb suffering expressed there, and
nothing more. The look of the eyes is
enough to convince one that this is one
more sinned against than sinning, and the
melanchely twitching mouth and veceding
chin reveal the character at a glance.

But now the cases are called and the
cld man comes first. He is dharged with
being drunk, and ‘is sentenced to three
months in the poor house. which is surely
the bast place for this cld hulk to winter
in, where he will be well taken care of, at
least. Then comes the turn of the other
two. There has been a burglary, and
hese two have been arrested on suspicion.
Slowly but surely the net of evidence is
drawn around them, yet neither cne of the
prisoners betrays any emotion. They have
no questions to ask any of the witnesses,
so they are comunitted for trial at the
superior court, without more ado.

This is the end of the day’s work, and
the reporter puts his pad and pencil back
into his pocket and goes out into the
streets. Tomorrow will bring a fresh
batch, but sufficient unto the day is the
evil thereof, and an hour hence the old
sergeant will be sleeping in his chair at the
corner of the witness box, and the ticking
of the clock will be the only sound in the
big room.

There is much of tragedy, with a little
of comedy, going on all the time within
these walls. Some go to behold the seamy
side because they are obliged to do so; be-
cause of the nature of their duties. Others
a_gai.n find a fascination in the contempla-
ticn of the outpeurings of plague wspots in
our midst, and breathing the putrescent
atmosphere cof the pclice court seems to
have fer them intoxicating qualities of

strong wine.

FARVILLE MEETING

Inspector Carter Explains and Com-
mittee is Named to Con-
sider It.

Introduction of Manual Training Spoken Fo
by E. E. MacCready—Mesting Approves,
and Will Promote Plan at June Meetings
—Mr. Caster Ably Presents Corsoiidation
Advantages.

An excellent public meeting was held
in Fairville Monday might 'to consider the
practicability of introducing manual traiu-
ing into the schools of Fairville and vicin-
ity.

There were present Jas. Ready and Dr.

Inepector Carter presided and, after di-
recting attention to the object of the
meeting and expressing regret for the oc-
casion of the absence of Dr. Inch, intro-
duced E. E. MacCready, director -of man-
ual training for 'the province.

Mr., MacCready gave a very inetructive
address upon the benefite of manual train-
ing in general and outlined a plan by
which it :mightA be carried out in the group
of distriets, ".° ! :

A general discussion followed—the great
majority- 'expressing approval of the idea’
and promising to promote the plan at the
annual meetings in June next.

Inapector Carter then made a stirring
address upon the advantages of consolida-
tion of echools, pointing out what wa?
being done in this direction elsewhere and
chowing the advantages for the scheme
posses%ed by the community centering
around Fairville, with a valuation of $1.-
500,000, and mearly 700 pupile.

Much interest and enthusiasm were ex-
pressed for the advantages of the plan,
which was favored by nearly all who
spoke.

The offer of the board of education to
give 81,000 and half the cost of convey-
ance was explained.

Messrs. James Ready, John Trvine, S.
Campenter, <Capt. Hayes, John Kane,
Amador Anderson, Messrs. Sam. Gault,
Sheldon Pride and others took part in the
discussion,

On motion of Dr. Gray, seconded by
James Ready, a committee was appointed
by Inspector Carter to take .ue matter
into consideration.

INSURANCE INCREASE,

Forty Cents Flat Rate Increase
Piacad on New Business — Will
Be on Rencwals After May 1.

The fire undenwniters, at a meeting
Monday morning, decided to increase the
insurance rates in the east and north sec-
tions of the city by forty cents flat rate.
This does not mean forty per cent. in-
crease, but if the insurer at present pays
$1, he will, under the new arrangement,
pay $1.40; if he pays $3 he will now pay
$3.40, and so on.

This will not apply #to dwellings,
cburches or schools. It will apply to re-
newals as well as new business, but on re-
newals it will not be enforced until May 1.
The other day the rate on new business
was raised twenty-five per cent. This rate
i8 now revoked and the forty cent flat
rate increase is in effect. | Policies written
under the twenty-five per cent. increase of
a few days ago will not be affected by
vesterday's decision. >

The underwriters also decided that if the
city will procure, at once two standard
chemical fire engines, fifteen cents of the
fenty increase will be taken off, but the
rest will stand until the water supply is
made satisfactory.

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TUG SUNK AT END
OF SOUTH WHARF,

The Leader, All Right Satur-
day Night, Was on Bottom
Sunday Morning.

The steam tug Leader, owned by Rains-
ford W. Williams, was left secured to the
end of South Market wharf, Saturday
night, and yesterday morning, after day-
light all that could be seen of the craft
was the top of her smoke stack, she hav-
ing filled and sunk. ;

The Macdonald school building at King-
ston, Kings county, which has recently
been taken off the contractors’ hands, oc-
cupies the site of old Kings county court
house on the public square in Kingston,
and its foundation is in part composed of
the stones which formed the prison of the
celebrated Henry Moore Smith.

The building is an imposing one, con-
sisting of ten class rooms with a fine ex-
hibition hall. The basement contains fur-
naces and playrooms for pupils in bad
weather. The grounds have been added
to by purchase and ample space has been
provided for a large school garden and
playgrounds.

The school when finished will contain
the most modern appliances, and in addi-
tion to provision for ordinary school
branches, there will be instruction given
in mhanual training, domestic science and
school gardening.

OVER FATAL MINES
BY CUNNING TOGO

Complete Story of Japanese
Strategy Comes from Tokio
Showing How Russians Were
Trapped to Their Destruction

" ——Fell Into a Snare of Terrible
Ingenuity -- Graphic Descrip-
tion of Makaroff’s Last Battle
‘and His Awful Death.

Washington, April 17~The Japanese legation last night received the following
cablegram dated Tokio, April 16: :

« Admiral Togo reports that the combined fleet as previously planned com-
menced on April 11 ‘the eighth attack on Port Arthur. !

«“The fourth and fifth destroyer flotillas and the fourteenth torpedo ﬂqtﬂf;i and
the Keryomarn ‘reached the mouth of Port Arthur at midnight of ﬂt,g -12th and
effected the laying- of mines at several points outside of the port, def}ing the en-
emy’s searchlights. . : :

Togo's Strategy
Elates Japanese.
Tokio, April 17, 5 . m.—The Japanese are elated over the successes they have

won at Pont Arthur. They are also proud of the achievements of Vice-Admiral
Togo, particularly of his newest strategy of counter-mining the enemy’s harbor and
decoying him across a field of mines to an equally dangerous flank attack.

The euccess of the system of placing deadly counter-mines is due largely to a
series of careful observations made by the Japanese during their previous attacks
on Port Arthur. The Japanese saw the Russian fleet leave the harbor and return to
it several times and they diseovered that the Russian warships followed an identi:
cal course every time they came out or went in, evidently for the puropse of
avoiding their own mines.

The Japanese took bearings on this course. When the destroyers divisions of
the Japanese torpedo flotilla laid the counter-mimes during the night of April 12-13
the& placed them along this course. The laying of these counter<nines was ex-
cedingly perilous, because if any Japanese boat with mines on board. had been

_struck by a lucky ‘Russian shot she wowld have been annihilated.

The weather of the night of April 12-13 favored the work. There was a heavy
rain, the night was dark and cloudy and the Russian searchlights playing over the
chane] failed to reveal tlie presence of the Japanese destroyers.

How Makarcff Was
Decoyea to Destruction.
_Rear Admiral Dewa was in command of the Japanese squadron which decoyed

- the Russian ehips over the field of mines. His ‘squadron consisted of the cruisers
Ohitoz, Yoshimo, Kagagi, and Takasago, all unarmored vessels, which presented a
tempting bait for the heavier Russian ships. .

Vice-Admiral Togo directed the flank attack. He had the battleships Hatsuss,
Ml.kaﬂl, Asahi, Shikishima, Yashima and Fuji. He waited thirty miies out at sea
until Reir Admiral Dewa signalled him by twireless telegraphy to come in. His ves-
sels then dashed at full speed toward the entrance of the harbor.

All the battleships under Vice-Admiral Togo are capable of a speed of eighteen
kmots and they “quickly covered the distance. 1t is not clear what warned the
Russisns that they had been-trapped, but they probably discerned the battieships
squadron on the borizon and retreated precipitately to the harbor, Vice-Admiral
Togo did not succeed in preventing the Russians from enwei g but did force them
to a disastrous retreat which ended in the destruction of the Petropaviovsk and
the disabling of the Pobieda. After these occurrences the cruisems Nishin and Kas-
augh were used to bombard Port Arthur. They possess the highest angled guns in
the fleet, capable of throwing shells to the elevated Russian landworks, which are
beyond attainment by the average naval weapon.

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A Graphic Dascription of
Makaroff’s Last Battle.

Liao Yang, April 17—The Associated
Press correspondent, believing that the
Japanese would repeat the attempt to
block the entrance to Port Arthur with
fire ships on Easter' eve, went from Liao

Yang to Port Arthur a week ago yester-
day. For four nights I watched with the
gentries ‘on Golden Hill. Three nights
passed qui-tly.

Tuesday night, April 12, Vice-Admiral
Makaroff took to sea with his entire
squadron, including fourteen torpedo
boats. The next night, April 13, in the
teeth of a gale eight torpedo boats were
gent out to reconnoitre. At 11 o’clock I
heard firing at sea and counted seven
shots, but could see mnothing. At day-
break I made out through the light haze
to the southward about five miles from
shore six torpedo boats strung out in line,
all firing.

In the lead and outstripping the others

was a boat -heading at full speed directly
for the entrance of the harbyr. The last
in line was shrouded in steam and lagging.
She had evidently been hit. Tt was diffi-
enlt’ to distinguish our boats, but finally
through’ my 'glass I saw that the leader
and the laggard were Russian and that
the four others were Japantse. The flash
of the guns and the splash of the projec-
tiles as  they struck the water showed the
intensity of the conflict.
{ Thé torpddo boat from which steamh was
qscaﬁi_ng was' firing viciously.  The four
centre craft drew togéther, concentrating
their fire upon her, but the crippled de-
stroyer poured out her fire and was suc-
cessfully keeping off her assailants. The
vessel was the Strashni.

“The unequal combat was observed
with breathless interest, but the net drew
close around the doomed beat. The four
Japanese vessels formed a semi-circle and
poured in a deadly fire. The steam from
the Strashni grew denser, covering her like
a white pall. Still she fought like a des-
perately wounded animal brought to bay.

“Running straight for the adversary
barring her way to safety, she passed the
Japanese astern and fired at them.

At this stage, Vice-Admiral Makaroff,
who had been observing the progress of
the conflict.through a telescope, signalled
to the cruiser Bayan, lying in the inner
harbor, to weigh anchor and go out to the
rescue.

“The Japanese destroyers clung to their
victim like hounds in a chase. They had
become separated, but again resumed close
formation. Small jets of flame and smoke
were spurting from the light rapid firers
varied by denser clouds ‘as torpedces were
discharged againet the Strashni.

“It was the end. The stricken boat
loosed a final round, but it was as if a
volley had been fired over her own grave,
for she disappeared beneath the wayes,
only a little cloud of steam marking the
place where she went down.

Meantime, in accordance with Vice-Ad-
miral Makaroff’s order, the’ battleships
and cruisers in the inner harbor slipped
anchor.

“By this time the entire Russian squad-
ron was in the outer harbor. Besides the
Petropavlovsk I saw the battleships Per-
esviet, Poltava, Pobieda and Sevastopol,
the cruisers Novik, Diana and Askold, and
the torpedo boats. Immediately the tor-
pedo boats dashed ahead and the heavier
ships began to spread out.

“Seeing the flight of the Japanese cruis-
ers, the Petropavlovsk opened fire with
her great guns, but the enemy was out of
range and soon disappearad.

“Qur squadron continued the chase, final-
ly fading from view.

“I waited anxiously for its re-appearance
and in about an hour it came in sight.
Far beyond it the number of points .from
which' smoke arose announced the pres-
énce of the ememy. Nearer and., nearer
came the vessels, and at last I made out
behind our squadron a fleet of fourteen, of
which six were battleships and the remain-
der armored and unarmored cruisers.

“Unable to get within effective range of
Vice<Admiral Makaraoff's ships, the ene-
my stopped 18 versts from shore.. Our
squadron with the Pefrapovliovsk leading,
mear the entrance to the harbor and drew
up in line of battle.

“All wase quiet. It was the hush before
a battle—the hush when every nerve is
strainde to go into impending danger.

“I looked for the Japanese ships but
they were without movement save that
caused by the heaving sea. My glance re-
turned to our squadron.

“The Peropavlovsk was almost without
headway when suddenly I saw her trew-
ble.

DESPERATE ATTEMPI
OF CAR BARN. BANDIT
10 COMMIT SUICIDE

Peter Neidermeier Eats Matches
and Cpens an Artery—Desperado’s
Reaseon for the Act.

Chicago, April 18—Peter Nedermeier,
one of the car barn bandits, attempted to
commit suicide in his cell early today and
not until he was unconscious from the
effects of loss of blood was his condition
noticed. He was taken at once to the jail
lhospital and was revived. His condition
is serious, but the physicians said his at-
tempt would not prove fatal.

The heads of matches were eaten as one
method by which the bandit attempted to
oheat the gailows. The other method was
by opening an artery in:his left arm. This
was ‘done by means of @ lead peneil, with
which he tore a jagged wound in his wrist.
i Guard John Roeder, passing Neidermeier’s
cell saw him huddled on his cot, with a
blanket drawn over dis head. A moan at-
tracted his wttention, and when his at-
tempt to arouse him proved fruitless, he
summoned Jailor Whitman,” and the eell
was opened. Neidermeier was unconsei-
ous, and his clothing and the blanket were
found soaked with blood, which was flow-
ing from a ragged hole in his wrist. He
‘was taken to the jail hospital and the
antery in his wrist was fastened. = Then
it was learned~that he had attempted to
poison himself. In his cell was found a
quantity of matches, from which he had
eaten the heads, and Jailor Whitman said
most of these probabiy had been smuggled
to him by other prisoners.

A letter written by Neidermeier prior
to the attempt at suicide was found con-
cealed in his cot. In ‘the letter the writer
incidentally .expresses repentance for his
career, and he regrets leaving few who
have loved him, but chiefly the letter is a
morbid glorfication of -the writer’s cour-
age and his loydlty to this kind in contrast
with Neidermeier's ~associate, Gustav
Marx. The letter says: There are four
reasons why I should take my own life:
Firet, because of the public boast that I
cannot commit suicide while I am so close-
ly guarded; second, that I canmot cheat
the scaffold; thitd, that they cannot say
they executed made me pay for a
crime; fourth, 'to havé another mystery
for the ignoranf o soive.

JOHN TAYATION MUDDLE,

License Fee Abolished on Branch Banks aad They Are to:Pay
One Twelfih of One Per Cent, on Volume of Business —
Bank of N. B. the Same and $2,000 License Fee—
Other News of the Local Houss.

Fredericton, April 15.—After recess in
the legislature Hon. Mr. Tweedie intro-
duced a bill'to amend the New Brunswick
elections act. He explained that it was to
amend a verbal error in the consolidated
statutes with regard to the term of the
legislature. :

Hon. Mr. Pugsley, in the absence of Mr.
Clair, moved that by unanimous consent
the bill relating to the levying of rates and
taxes in St. John be re-committed. The
motion was agreed to. IHe explained that
an arrangement had been arrived at by
the parties intercsted by which all the
banks would pay ope-twelith of one per
cent annual'v on ihe volume of the busi-
ness.

The banks having their head offices out-
side of 8t. John wculd pay no license fee
but the Bank of New Brunswick or any
other bank having its head offices in St.
John weuld pay a license fee of $2,000 but
its stoekhclders would pay no taxes on
their stock, :

Mr. Hazen said he undersicod this ar-
rangement’ was acceptable to all the ‘panks
and under it that taxation on {he banks
would be increased by. about $3,000.

The Bank of New Brunswick would pay
81,166 on its business in' addition to the
$2.000 license fee. The Dank of Montreal
would pay $2,160, the Bank of B. N. A.
$1,750, the Bank of Nova Scotia $1,750, the
Union Bank $830, the Bank of Commerce
$500 and the Royal Bank $300. The bill
was agreed to as amended.

To Aid Charitable Organizations.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley introduced a bill to
amend the jeint stock company’s act. He
explained that the object of the bill was
to permit that in the incorporation of
companies for charitable, educational cr
benevolent, a provision might be inserted
that the company should hold all property
in trust fcr such charitable objects and
that no dividend should pe declared or
paid. It also made provision for the in-
ereasing of the capital stcek of the com-
pany which had already all its capital
stock paid up.

The h-ouse went into committee of the
whele, Mr. Barnes in the chair, and agreed
to the following bills:—

To change the date of holding the muni-
cipal elections in Restigouche.

To provide further improvements to the
water supply system of Fredericton.

To amend the Fredericton police act.

An act relating to rates and taxes.

Mr. Tweeddale explained that the object
of the latter Dill was that where land of
non-residents was sold for taxes the bal-
ance instead of being retained by the sher-
iff should be handed over to the county
treasurer and held by him bearing interest
at four per cent until claimed by the per-
son entitled to the money.

Hcen. Mr. Pugsley introduced a bill to
amend the act relating  to the supreme
court in equity. He said the object of the
bill was to allow a referee in equity where
his predecessor had given a deed and it
had been lost, to give a new deed with
the approval of the judge in equity.

Mr. Clarke—I would suggest that this
bill should also be made to apply te
sheriffs.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley—That can be done. It
il very good suggestion.

P on. Mr. Hill—\Vill this bill affect any
pending litigation?

Hon. Mr. Pugsley—I am not aware of
it doing €o. The party who has bought
the prorerty wants to get his dezd and
periect his title.

Bil to | cerporate Sussex.

The house went into commitiee on the
bill to incorporate the town of Sussex, Me,
McLatchey in the chair. |

Mr. King explained that -this bill had
been preparcd as the result of an agree-
ment beiween these who: voted in favor
of inecrperation last year and those who
had voted ageinsi it.

Your committee feel that the educational
work being carried on under the farmers’ in-
stitute system cannot help but be of great
benefit to the farming industry. The Hon.
Mr. Farris drew the attention of the commit-
{ tee to the fact that districts in the counties
| of Qarleton, Restigoucne and Gloucester bad
their crops totally destroyed the past season
by a severe hail storm. That the inhabi-
tants of these districts were in some in-
stances unable to procure seed grain for this
spring’s planting, and have petitioned the
government for some assistance. . After the
matter had been fully discussed, it was
! unanimously resolved that in the opinion of
this committee the government would be
fully justified in acceding to the requests
of seods made

Baker Brook Bill.

The house went into committee on the
bill to incorporate the Baker Brook Mill
and Boom Company.

Hon. Mr. Hill moved that sections 3 and
4 of ‘the bill be struck out.

Mr. Tweeddale—In the discussion of
this subject a vemy wrong coloring has
been given to the circumstances of the
case. 1 was in favor of the bill when it
was before the committce and from the
arguments I have heard my sentiments
have not been changed. It has been stated
that Fraser and Company are coming here
for the purpose of attempting to obtain
an arbitary power of expropriation, I do
not think that this is fair for I am sure
they would not adopt any other but sound
business methods. The Frasers are men
of the highest business integrity. In no
instance the circumstances of the casejus-
tify them in coining to this house for re-
dress. The Frasers own large timber
limits on Baker Brook on which there is
an amount of timber variously estimated
at from to 65,000,000 to 100,000,000 feet.
Apart from their holding there is wvery
little lumber on the brook and they have
undertaken to purchase the rights of the
Van Buren Lumber Co. to a mill site for
the purpose of erecting a dam and mill.
The VanBuren Company have no limits on
the brook but they have a mill on the
American side of the St. John river and
their object is to prevent any mill being
erected on Baker brook. This is the same
concern which last winter attempted to
attain legislation for the Winding Ledges
dam. The JXrasers offered .to buy the
mill site from them but they refused to
sell it for less than $4,000, which the Fras-
ers think an exorbitant price. To show
the motives which influenced the Van
Buren Company I may state that after
the Frasers had advertised this bill and
after this house had been in session a
week they went to some one and for a
nominal sum acquired a doubtful title to
land on the other side of the brook which
is occupied Dy Crarr wno holds by posses-
sion. If the Frasers paid $400 for the lot
owned by the VanBuren Co. they might
have to pay still more for the lot on the
othér side of the river for the first lot
would be taken as a basis of value for the
other. When you take all the ecircum-
stances into consideration ‘the justice of
passing this bill will be apparent. The
VanBuren Company pretend that they
will build a grist mill there but mo grist
mill would pay for there are two other
roller mills within three miles. The Van
Buren Company do not want the site for
2 saw mill for they have their own saw
mill on the other side of the river. ‘Lhis
legislature gave the right of expropriation
to this very property in 1805 and that is
a good preeedent to follow.

BY SIR JOHN CORDPEAUX.

It is now some ten years since the Silex
ixpedition left England to discover the
‘orth Pole, and though fresh interest bas
een directed to it from time to time by
elief expeditions, and more recently by the
ablication of the will of Dr. Silex, yet the
arsory reader of the mewspepers may be
lad to have his memory strengthened by
recital of the main facts

Dr. Silex was an intimate friend of my
wn, and I feel that it is my duty both to
im and to the readers of the extraordinary
ory 1 have now to make public, to first
t all give some description of the character
nd persomality of a very remarkable man.
In 18%0—a year before the Expedition left
mgland—De. Silex was best known to the
/orld es & man of vast wealth, and to his
fdends and acquaintances as one whose
/hole life from hoyhood had been devoted
o the study and purchase of rare books.
Al his ideas of beauty and happiness were
onfined to the four walls of his maguificent
:brary. He had mever, so far as I know,
ween in love with & woman, nor had he ever
wen heard to express admiration for @ beau-
iful face. He was content to read sbout
be other sex, and kept his real affections
nd hatreds for the characters depicted in
is books. His world was peopled with the
reations of other minds, and he would not
ear a word against the ones he loved. If
nyone had hinted to him that Juliet was &
illy lovesick wench, the discussion might
ave ended in blows. But even in this case
uliet was to him always the Juliet of the
arly Folios and - Quartos—a goddess en-
aoned in a perfect shrine—and perhape if
0 had only made her acquaintamce in B
ailling edition of the play, ke would have
sarcely troubled to defend her.

Yet Edward Silex was @ man who, if he
ad ever been taken out of hig narrow world
f books, would have made his merk om the
ivee of his generation.

« Physically, he was tall, lean, and broad-
houldered, and bhe would have for

a othlete—which, indeed, he was in his
oyhood—if it had not been for the elight
.00p in his shoulders which spoke of years
t study and @ sedentary life. His clean
aaven features were sensitive and finely cut,
ut there was & quict determination about
i keen groy eyes and the lines of his mouth
»at removed any suspicion of weakness from
is face. It gave one the impression that
© might be weak about trifies, but that in
atters of moment he would exhibit a will
aite foreign to the character of his every-
ay life. His occupation, however, gave 1o
pportunity for the display of any such
ower. The events of his life were very
‘fvial, and most of his difficulties were
carcely worth troubling about.

Intellectually, his mind was more keen
aan powerful. In his own particular line
o was one of the first authorities in Eu-
ope. Men old enough to be his father were
coustomed, in certain matters, to vield te
ae mere weight of his name, and a great
alversity had reccgnized his extraordinary
owers of research by making him an hoa-
rary Doctor of Civil Law. He had a mar-
ellous memory, and his powers of discern-
\ent aunounted almost to en instinct. No
ook-dealer ever dared 'to offer him & vol-
me with a missing page. e would merely
pen the book at half a dozen places, and
ne of them would be sure to disclose the
e, His knowleige of human nature was

mited, but exact within those limits. He
new the bearts anil minds of beok-dealers

s though their lives had been printed on
ne of the pages of their own Books. No
rtifice was hidden from him, and no change
£ expression escaped his notice. -He knew
5 a nicety how far each man would - con-
olentiously depart from ibe (ruth, and how
ar ea<h man’s price might be beaten down.

Dr. Silex read much, and had more than
. superficial knowledge of every subject he

ead about, and a complete grasp of many
f them. He knew more law than many
arrigters, more medicine than & good many
octors, and more theology than half the
arates in London. I¢ he had devoted his
alnd to the learning of a single profession,
i@ would undoubtedly have risen to great
- minence, for he had that power of arrang-
ng faots, and eifting evidence, and weigh-
sg theories, which makes for distinction in
very branch of life.

But here again he was cramped by the
wrrow Spherc of his ambitions. Amnd, in-
leed, it seemmed as though his will, his dody,
nd his intellect had all been stunted by his
urroundings. He had the makings of a
magnificent man, but he was merely a
edant, wasting his physical strength in
iours of useless study, and his intellect in
he pursuit cf useless Knowledge. A man
»f his wealth and talent might have safely
lung himself into the arena of politics,
w~here his powers would have been so quick-
.ned in the cenflict that he would soon have
orne no more resemblance to his old seld
han she lion bears to the domestic cat.

The following incident will show how  the
zeen devotion (o any one subject may destroy
<11 seuse of proportion in a man's mind,
wmd how ludiercus the man can become, it
hat subject Is of a trivial charaoter. It
also, as I now realize, had considerable bear-
ng on the cvents which followed it.

One day in June I called on Dr. Silex
after lunch end found him positively miser
whle. He was standing at the window when
. entered, and I noticed a deep frown on
1ls ferehead.

‘“Well, Silex,”” I said heartily, ‘“how are
you?

“Do you know, Silex,”” 1 =aid, seriously,

want to give you fome advice. You will
belicve that I am your friend.

“You are my only friend, Cordeaux,’” he
answered.
€ll,”" I continued, ‘““if you will take my
advice, you will sell every book you have
and go out from the seclusion of this lib-
rary into the strife of the world. Go in for
law, medicine, politics, anything but this.
Shoot big game in Africa. Try to climb in-
accegsible mountains. Make an attempt to
reach the capital of Thibet. Do anything
but this! 1t doesn’t suit you. You want
bracing up. I cun see You're a fighting man
by vour jaw, and you've sunk to the level
of a tarme rubbit. Go out into the world
and get somo blows, and I reckon you'll
give as good as you get. I'd rather see you
digzing potatoes in a ficld than fussing about
Budlip and his Bible, It is well enough for
me, but I'm fifteen wyears older than you,
and had done mest of my hard work at your
ece.

“Thank you, Cordeaux,” he réeplied with

think you will confess T have made some
name for myself already.”

‘‘Name, mame!” 1 cried; ‘‘yes, you have
made a name, but what have you done for
yourseM, for your country, for the world?
A lot of responsibility lies on your shoulders.
A man like you should devote his wealth
and talents to something great. But I
mustn’t preach, Silex, and 1 must absolutely
0. Good day,” and I left him, half amused,
and half indignant at his childishness.

This apparemnt!y trifling incident, which
had almost passed out of my memory, has
now assumed an importance which justifies
its narration, for if Professor Budlip bad
not written that letter, it is probable that
Dr. Silex would still be buried in his lib-
rary at Hanbury House.

Two days, however, after this incident, I
was astounded to hear that he himself dis-
covered another fresh copy of the Mazarin
Rible, and a month after that I was positively
dumbfounded to read in the papers that Dr.
Silex, the bookworm amd bibliophile, weas
going to spend a million pounds on an ex-
pedition to the North Pole. But an extra-
ordinary change came over him at this time,
and 1 began to flatter myself that ‘my
worde had sunk deeply into his mind. From
a quiet student he became a bustling man
of action, and threw all his physical and
mental energies into the manifold arrange-
ments of the expedition.

It was, as most people remember, of enor-
mous size, consisting of no lese than twenty
ships and ome thousand men. It sailed on
April 8rd, 1891, and, in spite of all our argu-
ments and entreaties, Dr. Silex himself sailed
with it. It reached St. John’s, Newfound-
land, on April 13th, and remained there 2
week. Then it left amid @ scene of great
enthusiasm. I read in the Daily Telegraph
that -as the fleet moved slowly down the
harbor, the captain and Dr. Silex were plain-
ly seén on the bridge of the ‘‘Aurora’’ wav-
ing their caps. Then a reporter described
how they became mere specks as the dis-
tance imcreased, and how in am hour's time
the ships themselves were only dots on the
horizon, and the great Silex expedition pass-
ed out of the world of civilization.

A month later a Danish boat from God-
haven arrived in St. John's, and reported
that she had passed through the fleet in
lat. 58.40 N. and long. §6.20 W., and & month
afterwards the ‘“Iromso,’”’ from Upernavik,
raid that the lookout man on the imast had
secn a few ships on the horizon in lat. 70.10
N, long. 58.16 W. WNot long after that we
heerd from both Godhaven and Upernavik
that the fleet had called at these places, and
many people had letters from their friends
and relations. - But Dr. Silex did not write
me a single line, or £ he did, the letter
never reached me.

After that there was no more mews of any
description. The fleet had apparentiy passed
beyond the tracks of all vessels and disap-
peared into the lomely silence of the Polar
Seas.

A year passed, and no word or sign came
from the North to enlighten the world as
to the fate of the expedition. Under or-
dinary circumstances this would have occa-
sioned no surprise, and certainly mo anxiety
in the minds of the explorers’ relatives. It
was fairly certain that the fieet would have
to spend at least two winters in the ice.

There was, however, one circumstance
which might well bring terror to the hearts
of all those who watched and waited for the
return of the chips, and scientists gravely
shook their heads as they pondered over
maps of the Polar Sea, and jotted down cer-
tain calculations on paper. ©On July 16th,
1892, as some may well remember, the whole
of the morthern part of Europe, Asia, and
America was vigited by one of the most ter-
rible and destructive earthquakes thal has
over heen reccorded in the history of the
world. The loes of life indeed was, consid-
ering the enormous area affected, compara-
iively small, for, with the exception of a
few tawns in Russia, the countries in the
line of the disturbance were either totally
aninhabited or only thinly populated with a
few wandering tribes of Esquimaux and
Samoyads. But the physical effects of the
shock were enormous. Lakes amd valleys
were filled up, rivers fturned from their
couress, gremt mountains levelled into square
miles of rockstrewn plain,.-and in the lonely
wundras of Siberia a mountain of mud, 1,000
feet in height, was cast up from the level
wastes by eome stupendous subterranean
ioree.

Nor did the meas escape the general dis-
turbance of nature. A huge tidal wave
swept from the North and bore the ice down
‘he Davis and Behring Straits as far as the
‘hirtieth degree of latitude, while the North-
srn shores of Siberia and America were
heaped up fifty feet high with gigantic floes
and bergs. The movement of the ocean was
elt all over the wourld, and the tidal wave
was said to have reached the Northern shores
2¢ lAustralia.

It was not strange that considerable anx-
lety was felt about the Silex expedition.
Whether the ships were in open water or
mprisonod in the ice, they must have in-
svitably merished in so gigantic an up-
1eaval, if they had been in the line of de-
struction. But, as one scientist pointed out,
t was, of course, quite possible that they

i 12d been outside the track of the seismic

wave. Its pa'h was very irregular, and it
was noticed .that places a few miles from
some striking evidence of the earthquake’s
sower had been absolutely unaffected. So
nuch so that in Siberia the town of Alaik-
1a had scarcely been shaken by a faint
remor, while a neighboring village had been
‘0 completely leveled to the ground that mo
race of it existed. Moreover, several Arctic
sxplorers said that it was quite possible that
‘he ships had been securely sheltered from
“he North by the rocky bulwarks of some
teep flord, and that they might have es-
caped with a eevere shock, while perhaps
wo miles away from them in the open
itralts nothing could have lived among thé
whirling blocks of ice. However, there was
zrave cause for uneasiness, and many peo-
sle confidently expressed an opinion that
10t a man of the expedition would ever be
ieen agalnp.

This opinion was justified. Another year
sassed, and etill another, and the North re-
‘used to divulge its secret. The ships were
yrovisioned for five years, and six months
)efore the expiration of that time an Am-
srican millionaire equipped two vessels to
70 in search of them. Two years afterwards
hese ships returned, having thoroughly ex-
lored Grant Land, Grinnell Land, and the
North of Greenland. They reported that
hey had discovered many evidences of the
visit of the ships on the coast of Grant
land. Half-a-dozen broken boats, piles of
'mpty tins, part of a rifle, and whole cart
oads of odds and ends, such as men Jleave
ehind them after a prolonged stay in a
lace. PBut not a sign of a wreck or the
émains of a human being.

The result of this relief expedition was
loubtful. Optimists =aid that, if the one
housand men and twenty ships had been de-
stroved, it would scarcely be possible to
xplore so limited an area without finding
:ome trace of the expedition. The broken
oats meant nothing. It was easy to lose a
hoat, or still easier to be obliged to abandon
Jne.

Pessimists, on the other hand, caid that
f the men had been alive, and the ships
float, it would have been impossible to ex-
slore so limited an area without encounter-
ing at least one ship, and they gave it as
their opinion that the earthquake of 1892
had so overwhelmed the whole expedition
that all traces of them were, perbaps, one
hundred feet beneath the ice.

And so the state of uncertainty was inten-
sified, and up to the beginning of this year
women watched with white faces and sick
hearts, and looked at the North with plead-
ing eyes as though asking it either to give
up its dead or send their dear ones back to
them. And men went out and risked their
lives to explore the Arctic regions and res-
cue their fellows from the white tomb of
the Polar seas. But both women waited and
men explored in vain.

Then at last all hope was abandoned, and
the men were written off the books of civil-
izaticn es dead. Their relatives essumed
mourning, and the world forgot. In the
last book relating to Polar Exploration it is
stated that the Silex Expedition was prob-
ably overwhelmed by the great earthquake
of 1802,

On Mareh 20th of this year T broke up the
establisiment at Hambury House. For ten
years the housekeeper had mnled the ser-
vants with a rod of iron, abating nome of
her punctiliousness and precision by reason
of her master's absence. For tem summers

thp reses im the gar8en Bad Sowered and
faded in ell their aceustomed splendor, and
for ten winters the fire had blazed ocheer-
tully in the great library, and the books
were wnired and dusted with a regularity
abeolutely unknown when the Docter him-
self had been in the house.

But on this date T published the will of
Dr. Silex to the world. It was, in effect, a
deed of gift. It required na proof of death.
It simply provided that, if nothing was heard
of him for ten years, bis property should
be disposed of absolutely in the way he pre-
scribed. The provisions of the will are prob-
ably fresh in the memory of everyone who
takes an interest in the legacies of rich
men. (He handsomely provided for the house-
keeper and all the other eervants. ke left
Hanbury House witlf ail ite contents, inolud-
ing the maguificent library, to me, Sir John
Cordeaux, and 1 bave taken up my resi-
dence there. A house and estate of ten
thousand acres in Cumberiand, which had
been in his family for fourteen generations,
was left to a second cousin, John Silex. The
residue o1 the estate, amounting to over one
million and a half of money, and inherited
by Dr. Silex from his mother, the sole heiress
of an Ameriean millionaire, was left in trust
in perpetuity, the annual inconie to be ap-
plied for the bemefit of-the laboring classes
of his own county.

On the mountaing of Cumberland John
Silex reared a stately pillar of white marble,
which gleams in the sun like snow, amd is
visible from half the county. At the base
he has placed an inscription recording that
it had been erected to the memory of one
who had given his life in the pursuit of
knowledge, and his wealth for the good of
his fellow men. Awd in many towns end
villages throughout the iand there are other
monuments, less noble in size and design,
but perhaps erected in a spirit of deeper sor-
row. Some were of stone, some mere crosses
of wood, but beneath none of them lie the
bodies of the men whose names they bear.

This much of the ®Silex Expedition is
known to many of you already. It now
only remains for me to tell you -how the
extraordinary narrative which I bave edited
for your perusal came into my possession.

One evening towards the end of September,
I was sitting in the MNbrary of Hanbury
House and enjoying & cigar after dinner. It
was a raw anight, and I was glad to sit near
the fire. I am a becheior. On this evening
I had no companions but two wire-haired
terriers, who had curled themselves up to
the fender as close as possible. My thoughts
had turned to Dr. Silex, and indeed, it was
hardly possible to help thinking of him in
the room where for s0 many years he had
lived out his studious quiet life. The very
place breathed of him, and, apart from the
fact of his magnificent gift to me, I was re-
minded of him by slmost everything I eet
my eyes upon. I began to wonder, as I
often 4id, whether he was really dead or
whether by some miracle he had escaped the
terrible cataclysm of 1892. It was strange,
I thought to myself, that not a single wreck
had been discovered by the relief expedition.
Twenty ships had disappeared, as though
ihe earth had gwallowed them up.

My meditations were interrupted by a foot-
man, who said that & man wished to see mae,
and that he was waiting in the hall. From
the servant’s deseription, 1 gathered that he
was a rough sort of fellow, and that he had
something to deliver to me. I gave orders
for him to be admitted. 'When he entered,
I saw at a glance, from his clothes and
walk, that he was ®» sailor. His face was
tanned to a mahogany color and pitted with
smallpox. He wore a small tuft of grizzled
bair on his chin, which was otherwise clean
shaven. Under his arm he held a curious
object which looked like a six-inch shell.

“Well, my man,” I said rising to my feet,
and quieting the dogs, -who barked and
growled furiously.

“Are you Sir John Cordeaux?’’ the man
said respectfully.

“l am,” I replied.

“This is for you, then,” he said, and he
handed me the object under his arm. I took
hold of it in both hands and examined it
carefully. It was conical at both ends and
made of some metal, probably steel. It was
perfectly black, amnd covered with dents and
ridges, as though it had been subjected to
tremendous blows, and some steady pressure
that had scraped long furrows in its sur-
tace. I turned it over and over, and looked
at the mamn inquiringly. i

‘““Where did you get it?”’ I eaid, ‘‘and how
dovyou know it is for me?"’

““I am the taptain of the Ardilaun, a Dun-
dee whaler, sir; we spent last winter ice-
bound off the coast of Spitzbergen. We came
across this, sir, shortly after the ice broke
up. It was floating in a small piece of open
water.”’

“But why did you bring it to me?” I
asked.

*“If you look at it more closely, sir,”” he
replied, “you will see. Hold it sideways to
he light; there's something written on ft,
;llmugh the ice has scraped it down pretty
clean.”

I held it to the light and turned it round
slowly. Then I saw a few faint marks on
he metal which suggested an inscription. I
iocked at them agaim, and made out some
letters one Lty one. They formed the.fol-
iowing semtence:

“Whoever will take this to Sir John Cor-
deaux, Hanbury House, London, Hngland,
will receive £500 -roward." 1 took quite five
minutes to puzzle this out; then I looked up
at the man with a quick glance of sus-
»icion.

“l can read it,’” I said, ‘“‘but I really do
not know if it is worth £600. It may be a
fraud, or even the work of a practical
joker.”

“I know mnothing of it,”’ the. man ams-
wercd, “‘except what I have told you, sir,”
and he looked me squarejg and honestly in
“he face.

“It might be worth £500 to me,’’ I said,
waking an effort to be calm, though the
metal case trembled in my hands, ‘‘on the
other hand it might not be worth five pence.”’

The man scratched his head, and looked
as though he were trying to grasp my view
of the case.

‘It seems as though there were somethin’
in what you say, sir,’”” he said, after a pause.
“Yet finding it where we did, above the
Arctic Circle, and knowing when I got home,
‘rom the papers, as how you were a great
friend of Dr. Silex, it occurred to me that
‘t might be from him.’”’

“Well, look here,”” I answersd, only too
anxious to get rid of him and open the
case, “if it is from Dr. Silex and contains
any news of the expedition, I will give you
the £500. If it is nothing of interest to me,
I will give you ten pounds for your trouble.”

‘“Very good, sir.”

““Call again tomorrow,” I said, ‘‘about 12
o'clock. Goodnight.’’

“‘Goodnight, sir,”” he replied, and left the
room. When he had gone, I rang the bell
and again examined the metal casket. It
appeared to me to be made in two pieces,
one fitting on the other like the lid of a
box, and both soldered together in the mid-
dle. When the footman entered, I told him
‘o bring some flles, a chisel and a hammer.

In a few minutes he returned, and then I
set to work to crack this nut of steel and
axtricate the kernel. . It was hard work, and
\_-rhen at last I managed to loosen one piece
from the other, the clock was striking 12.
Irembling with excitement, I drew out the
contents, a hard bulky cylinder wrapped in
oiled silk. 1 quickly tore off this covering
and smoothed out a thick roll of manuscript.
[ glanced eagerly at the writing and gave
a cry of pleasure. The captain of the Ar-
dilaun had earned his £500. The manuscript
:ontained more than three hundred pages of
close writing, inscribed on some fine, trans-
rcarent material like gold-beaters’ skin, and
ag of it was in the handwriing of Dr.
silex.

I threw myself into a chair and commenced
to read. It was not till § o'clock in the
morning that I finished the last page. I had
kept the fire burning brightly in the grate
before me, but, as I made my way up to
my room, I shivered as though I had been
handling a block of ice.

The following is the narrative, given word
for ‘word as Dr. Silex wrote it. I publish it
to the world without further comment.

CHAPTER 1.
The Mazarin Bible.

N0 NEED T0 PROHIBIT
- EXPORT OF CROWN LAND
LGS TO UNITED STATES.

Legislative Committce Practically Unanimous That Situation
Does Not Demand Such a Measure at Present— Hon.
LaBillols Announces More Wharves on St. John
River; Also, New Bridges to Be Bullt—St. John
Jurk Bill Passes—Other News of the House.

Fredericton, April 16—The house met: at
3 o’clock.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley in ‘the absence of the
premier introduced a bill to amend the
law relating to sessional indemnity, and &
bill with regard to the collection of rates
and taxes.

Hon. Mr. Farris introduced a bill to re-
gulate the inspection of diaries and the
export of dairy produce. He explained that
it gave the dairy inspectors the right to
regulate ‘the factories of butter and
cheese, to see that the product was up to
the proper standard and quality. They are
authorized to order any defects in the fac-
tory ‘to be remedied, and to condemn all
impure milk. The bill wiil also estabhsh
regulations and branding of all dairy pro-
duce so that & New Brunswick brand may
beestablished. Aft present our cheese goes
to Montreal and is rated as eastern cheese
bringing from quarter to half cent less

than western. By establishing a Ne

* Brumswick brand this will be vemedied.

Adverse Report ‘re Export of Crown Land

Logs. !

Hon. Mr. Tweedie presented the report
of the committee on Mr, Flenuning's re-
solution -about the exportation of crown
Jand logs, and the evidence taken by the
committee, ‘The report is as follows:

Your committep have carefully considered
% nﬂ resolution and have taken the evi-

tn the opinion, of ¥or o i surhority on
be fled to epeak W authority on
dbe gueigloﬂ involved. Your committee also
have® heard -evidence by the manager of the
Dominion Pulp Company at Chatham, and
also by a gentlentan connected with the
Cushing Sulphite Pulp Mill at St. John.

No évidence was furnished to your commit-
tee of the quantity of lumber cut upon the
crown lands and sent into the United States
itactured state, but the general
consensus of opinion of the gentlemen who
appeargd before your committee was that up
to: the 'present the quantity has been very
smeall. It also ;ppeared that, owing to the

er portion the timber lands of the
provinee upon tlte upper waters of the St.
John rviver being held either by the New
Brunswick Railway Company or other pri-
vate owners, the quantity of lumber from
the crown lands which is likely to be export-
od to the United States in an unmanufactured
condition in the near future at all events,
will be very Hmited.

It also appeared to your committee that,
under the provisions of a statute passed by
the congress of the United States many years
ago, very large quantities of lumber cut in
the forests of Northern Maine are brought
down the St. John-river to the city of St.
John, where it is manufactured and sent into
the United States free of duty. The annual
cut of logs so manufactured at the city of
St. John is estimated at from 60,000,000 to
70,000,000 s cial feet. Your cominittee
were greatly impressed by the advantage to
the people of New Brunswick of this provis-
jon in the law of the United States, because
the industry which ‘is thereby created with-
in the province gives employment to a great
many people, and results in the disburse-
ment among citizens of New Brunswick of
meny hundreds of thousands of dollars per
wear.

It was also shown to your committee that
upon the St. Croix river very considerable

tities of lumber are cut in this province
and manufactured at mills upon the Ameri-
can side of the river; the lumber manufac-
turing industry carried on upon this river
undér these conditions giving employment to
a large number of Canadian citizens.

The' opinion' of the larger number of those
who testified before your committee was that
to adopt the proposed resolution and prohibit
the export in' an unmanufactured state of
lumber cut upon crown lands would, at the
present time at all evemnts, result in very
little benefit to.the people of this province,
while it would work to the disadvantage of
the operators and others engaged in getting
out lumber upon the crown lands of the
province, and at the same time it might be
regarded as irritating legislation which could
be made an excuse for retaliatory legislation
upon the part of the United States which
would seriously affect our people who are in-
terested in the manufacture and export of
American lumber, and also prove injurious
to the pulp manufacturing industries within
the provipee. .

Your committee are therefore of opinion
that, without determining what course it
might be desirable to adopt in the future
under different conditions, it would not at
the 1 nt time be in the public interest t>
Jegisl along the lines proposed by Lhe
resolution. 4

Mr. Flemming—I wish to go on record
as being opposed to the finding of the
committee. Most of those who opposed
my resolution were interested in lumber
mills in Maine. While the mill owners of
the province with one exception were in
favor of it. - :

Hon. Mr. Pugsley—There were three in
st. John against it. Messrs. Cushing,
Murray and Warner.

Mr. Flemming—I object to the report of
the committee because it says that the
legislation which' allows American lumber
to go down the St. John river was for
the benefit. of Americans who owned land
up the river. I am, however, willing to
admit that it might be wise to postpone

aotion.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley—I think an examina-
tion of the report will satisfy the house
that it would not be desirable to adopt
this resolution. No other member but Mr.
Flemming dissented from the report of
the committee, altliough it was composed
of gentlemen on both sides of the house.
The report dose not speak for the future
pbut only that under present conditions it
would mot be advisable to legislate along
the lines of the resolution. The lumber
out in Maine and floated down the St.
John river to St. John is of great benefit
to our people and gives employment to
a great many persons. The legislation
which admits of this being done has noth-
ing to do with the Ashburton treaty and
might be repealed at any time.

Mr. King introduced a bill relating to
the alms house in Kings county. lHe ex-
plained that when the bill was passed for
an alms house some years ago one or two
parishes were exempted from its terms
because they had mever sent any paupers
fo the alms house. It has been thought
that this arrangement should be changed
and that these parishes should contri\'b‘ut,e
to the cost of the building, although they
will pay nething towards maintenance un-
less they send paupers to the almg house.
The hbill had been sent by the municipal-

jty. :
.‘ ’iion My, Pugsley said that the parish

of Kars had never seht any paupers and
never had any paupers and they dbjected
to contribute.

Bridges to Be Erected.

Hon. Mr. LaBillois said when the esti-
mates were passing through it was promis-
ed that I should give an explanation for
the expenditure on public works. This was
proper in view of the lange sums expend-
ed and also in view of the road act. 1
will first take up the criticism of the op-
position with regard to the expediture of
the $38,000 on bridges. 1 have a list of all
the bridges that have been built or re-
paired since the beginning of the fiscal
year and. they number 13o. :

Not one dollar was carried over by the
department from last year and although
some of the work on these bridges ~as
done before “the first of November, most
of it has been done since that date. - I
would also direct attention to what is be-
ing done on permanent bridges wihach are
being erected or will be erected during
the year. I will read the description, of
each of these bridges from which the na-
ture of the work done can be seen.

Buctouche Bridge, Kent County.

This structure consists of one rivetted
through swing draw truss span of 284 feet,
and ome rivetted through fixed truss span of
100 feet. Resting on frecstone masonry sub-
structure with stone and earth embankment
a) s. 'Total length of work, 6% feet.
Very difficult foundation under thirty«five
feet of water. Probable cosi $41,600.

Oromocto Bridge, Sunbury County.

This structure consists of one rivetted
through swing draw truss span of 184 feet,
and one rivetted through fixed truss span
of 100 feet. Resting on granite masonry, with
gtone and earth embankment hes.
Total length of work, 044 feet. Difficult
foundation under twenty dfeet of water.
Probable cost $26,000.

French Fort Cove Bridge, Northumberland
o County.

This structure is located across the mouth
of French Fort Cove, and when completed
will cut off the very excessive and difficult
hills now existing, and replace ‘the existing
decayed wooden structure. It comsists «f a
gteel viaduct made up of alternate 60Xz8 feet
deck rivetted trusses. The twenty-eight feet
spans steel rivetted trestle bent towers sup-
ported on free stone masonry pedestals, and
abutments. The roadway eurface will have a
height of approximately fifty feet above or-
dinary tide level, and the total length of
steel superstructure and masonry approaches
will be 702 feet. Probable cost $25,000.

Norton Bridge, Kings County.

This structure will replace the present
wooden arch Bhurr truss and wooden sub-
structure The new work will have the
roadway surface much higher and the clear
vent way Ynuch longer. The new work will
consist of one through pin-connected steel
truss span of 189 feet, resting on quite ex-
tensive stone masonry or concrete abutments,
with stone and earth embankment ap-
proaches. Total length of work 521 feet.
Probable cost $11,%00.

Hall's Creek Bridge, Westmorland County.

This setructure is located across Hall's
Creek, close to Moncton. It will consist of
one through pin-connected steel truss span of
176 feet, resting on freestone masonry abut-
ments, with stone and earth embankment
approaches. Total length of work, 365 feet.
Probable cost $10,000. -

‘Ward’s Creek Bridge, Kings County.

This structure will consist of one sixty-
three feet through steel rivetted truss »
resting on concrete abutments, with me
and earth embankment approaches. Total
length of work 257 feet. Probable cost $3,800.

Harshman’s Bridge, Westmorland County.

This structure will consist of one fifty-two
feet tbrough steel rivetted truss span, rest-
ing on freestone masonry abutments, with
stone and earth embankment approaches.
Total length of work, 236 feet. Probable cost

3,
River Charlo Bridge, Restigouche County.

This structure consists of ome through
rivetted truss span of 113 feet, resting on con-
crete abutments, with stone and earth em-
bankment approaches. Total length of work
350 feet. Probable cost §7,600.

Bailey Creek Bridge, York County.

This structure will consist of quite a mas-
8lve piece of concrete construction, consist-
ing of two concrete abutments with side
wing walls, all on pile foundations. The
span will consist of a fifteen feet steel string:
er span, cased in concrete and macadamized
on top for road surface. The approaches will
counsist of stone and earth embankments,
with, on the west side, dry masonry retaining
walls. The present structure will be raised
several feet and the adjacent hill approaches
CL;LLhdor:m.l ‘;li‘atal lgfdgm of work to be dealt
with, including roadway cutting, T >
Probable cost, §6,000. o o

Bridges 10 Be Painted.

These are all important bridges and
their construction is absolutely necessary.
In the grant to public works there is an
increase of $5,000. This sum is for the
painting of a number of the steel bridges.
Amoug the bridges that are to be painted
are the Woodstock bridge, the Hampton
bridge, Salisbury bridge, Campbello, St.
George, Lefevere, Fort Elgin and Petit-
codiac. We find that steel bridges cannot
be kept in proper condition unless they
are painted.

‘Besides these stone sub-structures ani
covered superstructures and also with
cedar piers filled with stone. The province
has today a very fine class of bridges, and
in permanent bridges alone we have ex-
pended from a million to a million and a
quarnter of dollars.

New Wharves on St J‘ohn River.

The sum of $12,000 has been set down
for the building of wharves. I visited the
river St. John and Grand Lake some time
ago and became impressed with the great
need of mew wharves for those who had
no railway commumication. The wharves
which we propose to build will be Jocated
at Carter’s Point, Roberts Hotel, Brown’s
Point, Grand Bay, Ketchum's, Upper
Jemseg, Wright's Landing, White’s Cove
and Gagetown and we will also build a
wharf at Caraquet. It is understood that
the dominion government nwill pay half the
codt. The plans will be submitted to the
dominion engineer St. John. Nearly all
these wharves are mew.

There is also an increace in the grant for

steam service this year. The people of
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Miscou Island and Shippegan are in great
need of means of communication and we
propose to subkidize a eteamer which will
run from these islanids to Caraquet. sae
exports from the island of Moscou and
Shippegan are very large. last® year they
exported $132.000 worth of canned lob-
sterm $75,000 worth of codfich, $12,000 worth
of herring, $,500 worth of fich oil, and
§26,500 worth of blueberries, mackerel,
salmon, clams and base, the total amount
of their exporte being $250,000.

Asylum Imprevomens.

I now come to the asylum improvements
which will require $5,000 more this year
than the usual grant. Last year a very
commodious cold storage building of brick
and cement with an ice house was ereci-
ed and fills a long felt want for the care
of perishable provisions. All the work in
connection with this, except the masonry
and roofing wae dome by the staff of the
institution. In the ammex a new cellar
has been made under the old barm and
the moof and ceiling has been repaired
besides other improvements. This year
it is proposed to improve the heating ap-
paratus of the north wing, to place a new
roof on the power house and on the west
wing of the annex, and to build a new
barn and poultry house.

I now come to the item miscellaneous,
which hae exercised a good deal of criti-
cism. This item includes the travelling
expenses of the chief commissioner and of
the eecretary of the board of works and
the horse hire of engineers, examining
bridges in the vicinity of the capital. Last
year the total sum expended was $2,665.

The New Road Act.

In reference to 'the road act I think the
hon. member from Chanlotte made a very
unfair attack on the new act. He said it
would cost 60 per cent to edminister the
amount spent on roads. He algo went on
to say that the inspectors would have to
be paid a ealary of $200 and other gssis-
tance would be needed to carry on the
work of the department which would add
greatly to the cost.
~ Mr. Hartt—I did not say 60 per cent,
but $60,000-

Mr. LaBillois—I do mot see how it 8
possible to cost that much to put the new
act into operation. Suppose the sum of
$70,000 in the additional grant ‘s divided
pro rata for a district. If any superinten-
dent gets five per cent he would be well
paid, but in no case would he get higher
.than 10 per cent.

In the mew act there will be a great
paving in the salaries and commission. The
number of commissionens will be reduced
from about 1,400 under the present act to
about 300. i

As to the diveion of the province into
distriets it was formerly supposed that
one parish would make a district, but in
some cases this is impoesible and it would
De necessary to divide the parish into two
or three districts. At anyrate there will
be a saving of about 1,000 commissioners.

Immediately arter the prorogation of the
house the department nwill proceed to di-
vide the province into districts and the
pew act will be put into force as soon a#
posiible, but it cannot be put into effect
this eummer, as considerable attention will
have to be paid to the important work of
dividing the province, in making districts
g0 that they will be permanent. I hope
the members will take an interest in this
work end render all the assistance poss-
ible.

We want the very best men pcesible for
euperintendents who will take a patriotic
interest in their work, a pride in im-
proving the roads, and rendering a com-
plete statement to the department show-
ing that every dollar was spent in the
public interest. I think that thie will
prove one of the best road acts placed on
the statute book of any province in Can-
ada. All that is needed is good men to
put it into force.

I wish to thank the honorable members
for the valuable assistance they have ren-
dered me during the session and also dur-
ing the year.

It is extremely difficult to meet all the
demands which are being made on the de-
partment. It is estimated there are 4,000
bridges in the province which are dam-
aged by lumber drives and freshets. This
year hag been a particularly difficult one
and it is very difficult for the department
to accede to every demand.

Hon. Mr. Pugsiey introduced a bill to
legalize certain marriagee.

Mr. Young gave motice of motion for a
resolution in regard to Caraquet railway.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley—I would like the hon.
gentleman to consider if it is desirable
for the house to express an opinion at this
time as to the taking over of brench roads
by the dominion government. It may he
that - thie may do more harm than good.
The taking over of an important road it is
now under consideration.

Hon. Mr. Barnes introduced a bill to
amend the act incorporating the Kent
Northern Railway Company.

The house went into committee, Mr.
Burden in the chair.

The bill repécting forest fires in the
county of Westmoreland was agreed to.

St. John Junk Bill Agreed To.

A bill to amend the police act of the
city of St. John was discussed.

Mr. Hazen—This bill relates to junk
dealers in the cify of St. John and the
object 8 to increase their license from
$20 to $35. When the bill came from the
county council of St. John the figure was
placed at' $50 and was amended in com-
mittee on a close division. The hontrable
membens from St. John are not in favor
of the bill on principle but hecause the
couneil want it. I mmove that progress be
reported.

The bill was agreed to.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie introduced a bill to
further amend the schools act of 1900.

The premier explained that this bill re-
lated to the city of Fredericton. There
had been a long standing dispute whether
the city should pay a portion of the county
«chool tax. This wan objected to hy the
city on the grounds that they support the
high school for pupils from all over the
county, who received free tuition.

This has been a burning question for
some yeans and it was thought best for the
government to settle it.

The house adjourned at 6 o'clock.
