The gen al is charged with having sur-
rendered tfis fortress to the Japanese be-
fore its ources were exhausted. The
court adjourned today over the Russian
new ‘year before reaching the most vital
{point in the testimony, namely: General
! Btoessel’s testimony, in opening the nego-
“iations for capitulation.

Stoessel is expected to address the court
spersonally on his own behalf concerning
ithis point. Colonel Kvostoff, a member of
General Smirnoff’s staff, who participated
in' the negotiations, ' testified today that
\Japanese conditions were accepted with-
out discussion because there was no tjme
to consider individually the various points
made. He said he gained the impression
that the parlayings were merely a cover
for a prearranged surrender, and that
when. to his amazement, he saw the white
flag sent in and asked the bearer the pur-
port of his mission he was told:

“To convey greetings of the new year
to General Nogi.”

The testimony of other officers was more
favorable to General Stoessel. Colonel
Golitzynsky, commander of the fort,

FREDERICTON BOARD
OF TRADE AFTER FIRE
INSURANCE COMPANIES

Claim Trivial Losses Warrant Big Re-
duction in Premiums,

Many Other Important Subjeocts
Dealt With in President's Ad-
dress at Annual Meeting--EHm-
merson Abandons Libel BSuit
and Orocket Indictment Dis-
missed. :

(Special to The Telegraph.)

Fredericton, Jan. 13—The annual meet-
ing of the Fredericton board of trade was
held in ‘the city council chamber this after-
roon and was more than usually interest-
ing.

President Geo. Y. Dibblee, in his re-
port, congratulated the citizens' on the
prosperity of the city which was evi-
denced by the fact that not a single busi-
ness failure occurred during the year. The

sanitary improvements and change in as-
sessment law were referred to and in con-
nection with the latter the president com-
plained that merchants and manufacturers
had not received a square deal and he sug-
gested some amends.

Mention was made of the withdrawal of
the steamer Aberdeen from the Frederic-
ton-Woodstock service and the hope was
expressed that the property of the Star
Line Steamship Company, which is for
sale, would fall into the hands of one of
the great transportation companies. [

The train service to Fredericton was
briefly discussed and the erection of a
union station was strorgly emphasized.

In regard to the rebuilding of the Aber-
deen mills the suggestion was made. that
the city council should give Mesers. Fraser
every encouragement with a view of hav-
ing this important industry re-established.

Complaint was made that the service of
ipublic utilities here is not as satisfactory
as it might be and it was suggested that
‘the matter should be inquired into.

Big Insurance Profits.

The president pointed out that fire losses
last year was only $714 and average losses
for the last twenty-five years was only
$5,500, while the citizens pay at least $60,-
000 ‘annually in prémiums. In twenty-five
yvears it was claimed the insurance com-
panies have made a profit of more than
$1,200,000 in this city. |

“Our fire insurance tariff,” esaid Mr.
Dibblee, “is fixed altogether by St. John
agents and while we have good insurance
men here, still they have no voice in the
fixing rates of tariff. I feel strongly that
the cities and towns outside of St. John
should have representatives on the board
of fire underwriters for the province and
if'it is not conceded, necessary legislation
should Be obtained for this purpose.

Another report of the Tourist Associa-
tion by C. F. Chestnut spoke of last year
as being one of the most successful in the
history of the city from a tourist stand-
point. A lot of information was given
in regard to the efforts put forth to ad-
vertise the attractions of the province.

He had
written to Mrs. Twining, who had pre-
sented the park to the city, suggesting
this change but had not yet received a re-
ply. Mr. Chestnut’s suggestions were
warmly approved by the board and he was
promieed its hearty support.

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SEVENTY-FIVE PEOPLE
' CREMATED IN ANOTHER
OPERA HOUSE HORROR

Scores of Others Jump from Windows and Many Will Die--Explosion Caused
a Panic and Women and Children Were Trampled to Death in Mad
Rush for Exits--Whole Families That Attended Sunday School Benefit
in Pennsylvania Wiped Out--Heart-rending Scenes.

Boyertown, Pa., Jan. 13—Between fifty
and seventy-five persons were burned to
death tonight in a fire which completely
destroyed Rhoade’s Opera House in this
place.

The Opera House was crowded with
members of St. John’s Lutheran Sunday
school, 'who were attending a benefit
given for 'that church. While the show
was in progress .a tank. exploded. The
actors endeavored ‘to quiet the audience,
but in their anxiety to make themselves
heard and to avoid the awful stampeds
of the women and children, the coal oil
lamps which were used as the footlights
were overturned, setting the place on
fire. '

The flames, fed by the oil, shot almost
to the ceiling and there was a wild rush
of the 700 persons to escape from the
burning building. Scores of women and
children were trampled on and several,
who escaped being burned to death died
after being dragged from .the Opera
House. ;

In many cases, it is said, entire famil-
ies have been wiped out. The scene
which followed the explosion is indescrib-
able. Scores of persons who were in the
balcony at the time the explosion occurred
jumped from the windows and sustained
fractured limbs and skulls.

To add to the terrible disaster, the fire
apparatus became disabled and the struc-
ture was left entirely to the mercy of
the seething flames. It is almost certain
not a vestige of the bodies of the un-
fortunates, who were overcome by the

emoke and perished ever will be found.
Assistance was asked from Pattstown, but

before the fire apparatus from that city
reached this place, the entire centre of
the structure was a Toaring furnace.

Had the women and children heeded the
warning of the cooler heads in the audi-
ence, the horrible loss of life might have
been averted, but there was: the usual
panic and stampede which invariably fol-
lows at such a catastrophe. The flames
spread rapidly and communicated to the
other parts of the new 'theatre. Men.
women and.children' rushed for the many
exits and the weaker sex and the child-
ren were trampled and rhaimed in the
mad rush to gain the sffeet.

Assistance was at once asked of both
Reading and Pottstown and special trains,
carrying nurses and doctors, were rush-
ed to the scene of ‘the disaster.

Every home within a radius of half a
dozen . blocks of the Opera - House. was
made a temporary hospital: where the
wounded were rushed by .carriages and
other meéans of conveyance. ‘

Boyertown is a borough with a popula:
tion of .about 2,500 and is.located about
midway between Pottstown and Reading.

The fire is not: yet under control, but
it is not thought that it will be' communi-
cated to other property, as.the Opera
House is on a ‘plot of ground by iteelf.

Hundreds of persons surrounded - the
burning structure, apparently - unconscious
of the pending danger from falling walls.
Many parents, who had children in the
Opera House, are pacing ‘to and fro, al-
most maddened by the awful sight.

The night was one of anguish. The

shrieking of mothers who rushed to the
scene as soon as they learned of the fire

was pitiful. As the night wore on - the
crowds surrounding the building grew to
such proportions that it was almost im-
possible for the police force, which had
been augmented by a score of men from
Pottstown and Reading to keep the people
back. One woman, who said she had lost
her entire family in the theatre, was with
difficulty restrained from throwing her-
self into the roaring flames.

At one o'clock a special train from
Reading, bearing physicians and nurses,
reached here, but there was little for them
to do, for the injured who had dashed
themselves to the pavement had been
cared for by the physicians assisted by
the Pottstown Relief Force. A few min-
utes after midnight the rear wall collaps-
ed. The flames broke out anew and those
who 'had vainly hoped to be able to find
the remains of some of their loved ones
turned in despair from the scene of the
catastrophe. :

It is estimated that at least 75 persons
were injured by being trampled . upon
either on'the stairway or by jumping from
the windows of the burning strusture. Of
this number at least a score were fatally
injured, at least a half dozen succumbed
to their injuries after being hurried to one
of the temporary hospitals.

Three children ranging in age from eight
to twelve years and one woman, who were
dragged from the building by persons who
had rushed to the rescue, had been tram-
pled almost to a pulp, the skull of one
of the' unfortunate children. had peen
crushed as though an egg shell.

THAW'S COUNSEL OUTLINES SENSATIONAL

DEFENCE T0

New York, Jan. 13~The Thaw trial
moved with a rush today. After the state
had presented its direct case and Assistant
District-Attorney Garvan had characterized
the killing of Stanford White as a “‘pre-
meditated, deliberate and cowardly mur-
der,” Martin W. Littleton, for the de-
fense, made the opening plea for the pris-
oner. His promise of new evidence was
wensational and held the attention of all
in the court room. District-Attorney
Jerome, seemingly taken by surprise, seat-
ed himself in the witness chair, the better
to hear the outline of the new defense.

Mr. Littleton promised to forge a chain
of circumstances and to produce-a line of
testimony which will prove Harry K.
Thaw was undeniably insane at the time
of the homicide. Evidence of hereditary
insanity and of strange, unusual acts by
Thaw, not even hinted at during the first
trial, were told of by Mr. Littleton, who
said that physicians and nurses who at-
tended the defendant were hurrying here
from Europe; that teachers of the defen-
dant in childhood would come to give their
impressions ‘of “the wide-eyed, distant
‘Boy‘flr :

SUPPORT INSANITY PLEA

In conclusion, Mr. Littleton challenged
the district-attorney to produce a single
reputable physician who would say that
Thaw was not insane at the time he killed
the noted architect.

Mr. Dittleton’s speech fairly bristled
with surprises. He startled the court room
by declaring that after Evelyn Nesbit had
told him her story in Paris in 1903, Thaw
“drenched himself with a poison,” and
after would have died but for the heroic
work of three physicians who labored over
him all of one night.

H. Irving, the
constable, were before Timothy J. O'Con-
nor, J. P., at Harvey on the charge and
the hearing was adjourned at the request
of A. W. Bray, attorney for McDonald,
to allow time to procure the attendance of
the informant. McDonald’s attorney says
he will proceed against Mr. Blight for the
wrongful imprisonment of McDonald.

On October 14 last in the night an iron
safe, used by McDonald in a barn or out-
building near his home, was broken open
with a crowbar and several bottles of li-
quor stolen therefrom and some papers
and a book of memoranda. It is said the
book furnished the clue to the names of
the witnesses used at the trial on which
McDonald is now in prison. This piece
of delicate work, it.is said, was done with-
out any papers being issued by over-
zealous individuals who are now known
and who will be called on to answer to a
charge of burglary.

MAKE THEM WORK

An old suggestion regarding our able-
bodied criminals is being renewed today
in several sections of the Dominion, the
proposal being that prisoners ehould be
compelled to do useful work, that they
be paid something for it, and that where
women or children. were dependent upon
them at the date of sentence the money
be applied to the support of these. Chief
Justice Mulock, in addressing the grand
jury in Toronto this week, proposed that
the jurymen récommend that a new jail
be built, and that, instead of being near
the heart of a great city, such a jail
thould have an immense acreage under
cultivation, and should be at a central
point in the county, where prisoners
tould easily be ' tramsported and set to
work on public roads and other profitable
work in the public interest. He also sug-

gested that prisoners thus engaged should |

be given a small daily cash payment for
their labor, so that when their terms of
imprisonment were over they would not
be turned out into the world penniless,
and be thus driven .again to criminal
methods of obtaining a living.

In Montreal a deputation representing
the Society for the Protection of Women
and Children is to wait upon Recorder
Weir with a sim.iia;j pr:opcea]. This so-
ciety, which for some time has been con-
sidering the desirability of solving the
problem of support of families in the event
of the chief bread winner being sent to
jail, has adopted a resolution suggesting
that the government make provision for
placing the prisoner at some wseful sort
of work, the proceeds from which could
be devoted to the eupport’ of the man’s
family. This would seem ta refer to short
term prisoners, but Sir William Mulock
appears to have had nearly all criminals
in mind.

. St. John has reason to view these pro-
posals with interest because of recent in-
sidents in the local courts. The police
sourt deals with a comparatively small
number of individuals who are arrested
again and again. The fine or the short
sentence works no reform, and frequently
the existence of women and children de-
pendent upon the prisoner makes it inex-
pedient to impose the usual penalties. In
some measure this applies to other local
courts, dealing with the more eerious
offences. Labor, in the open air, is un-
deniably the best thing for the prisoners.
The pay given to them could be made an
effective aid to discipline. The present
plan whereby the country houses its
criminals of all sorts tends to confirm
viciousness and uselessness, ‘and it com-
pels the condemned to render no service
to the state or to relatives whom they
have abandoned. As the population of the
Dominion grows the defects in the system
which Sir William Mulock seeks to cor-
rect will become more and more serious.
The question is one inviting intelligent
legislation, and such legislation can be
made effective nmow much more easily
than eome years hence. The sentimental
judges ' and magistrates who lecture or
threaten offenders, and then release them,
would doubtlese welcome an improved
system of punishment. The law-abiding
majority would endorse a change which
would prevent that sort of coddling of the
offending classes which now finds some
sort of excuse in our inadequate and . un-
intelligent plans for dealing with the
criminals. To make them do useful and
remunerative work outdoors would be bet-
ter than to hide them away in stone cells
or to weep over them and set them at
liberty.

THE GOVERNMENT AND THE

The dredge Fielding is said to be too
large to work to advantage at Yarmouth,
and she could now be of little service in
St. John until spring, since she could not

at Pictou for a long period, and it is said
that while there ehe dredged a channel
two or three miles long, thirty feet deep,
and 600 feet wide, a contract very similar
to that she is to undertake when she be-
gins work in St. John. The government
does well in improving the harbors at
Yarmouth and Pictou, yet it is no doudt
true that from the national standpoint
the work here is much more important
than that upon which the Fielding has
| been so long engaged. The improvement
of this harbor channel and entrance should
have been finished long ago. Had it been
done the government would not have been
showing St. John special consideration,
but merely meeting the demands of the
country’s winter steamship traffic.

At Fort William, not a large, place, but
an important one, and one whose people
have been most active in pressing their
claims upon® the government, very ex
tensive dredging operations have been go-
ing on for a long time. A St. John
visitor who was there some time ago ob-
gserved six dredges at work. The two
rivers which form the harbor entrance
have been deepened and bulkheaded so
that they are virtually canals. In one case
the improved stretch is a mile and a half
in length, and in the other about twice
| as far. This work was necessary, and it

it is useless to pass it unless the govern-
ment is prepared to provide adequate ma-
chinery to ensure its enforcement. Sueh
laws need the stout support of public
sentiment in the first place, but, when
they are passed, there remains an active
minority which for a time at least will
attempt to go on as before. The Scott
Act. has shown us how this works out.
The counties will not spend money en-
ough to enforce the law. They employ
cheap men and cheap methods, and they
get cheap results. The conditions that fol-
low are frequently disgracaful. A provinci-
al law would take the duty of enforce-
ment away from the counties and vest it
in the central authority, but we would
get Scott Act results unless the govern-
ment in power were prepared both to pay
the cost of enforcement and employ com-
petent men who could hold their positions
only so long as they would do their. duty.
The one thing we do not want is temper-
ance legislation brought about by those
who are “for the law but against its en-
forcement.”” When a majority of the peo-
ple of any city or county want license
they should vote for:it, and the license
law should be enforced even more strietly
than it is in St. John. And, when a city
or county votes prohibition, the authori-
ties should mgke that community so dry
that there will be mno doubt about
it, and 'keep it so just as long
as & majority likes the  experi-
ence. That sort of enforcement is
scarcely to be expected from any govern-
ment which has the issue forced upon it
| against its will, at least until it is fully
| convinced that there is a powerful ma-
\jority in the province which will actively
}demand, and keep on demanding, what it
| wants; and which will punish those who
!fail to eatisfy it. If there is any such ma-
{jority it has not yet been organized into
:\a compact and compelling force. And
| without such a force to menace it the gov-

| ernment, like the county councils, will )

TEMPERANCE AND POLITICS

The average politician would be pleased
if the temperance advocates would let him
alone. As the temperance people seek
legislation, they will probably pursue the
politicians until they get what they want.
And, just as soon as the politicians are
convinced that the temperance people can
concentrate enough votes to make or un-
make an administration, the politicians
will vote for any sort of restrictive legisla-
tion that is demanded. The temperance
forces which waited upon members of the
government yesterday demand a provincial
prohibitory law—that is, one that would
forbid the sale of liquor anywhere in New
Brunswick, 4n .any municipality that ad-
opted it, and that would be enforced by
the provincial authorities and not by the
county authorities as in the case of the
Scott Act. The government will consider
the matter, and will be guided to some
extent by the attitude of its supporters in
the House. If the government lfelt sure
of the support of the temperance party
throughout the province it might pass the
act asked for by the Temperance Federa-
tion; but the politicians say that when
the elections come the temperance people

great extent on provincial party lines,
whereas the liquor vote is commonly held
| to be both active and solid. The weak
point in this attitude is that nearly every
politician overestimates the extent and
influence of the liquor vote, although
there is some truth, or has been hitherto,
in the assertion that the temperance peo-
ple do not yet vote as a unit, or anything
like it. With a great many men political
partizanship outweighs the desire for tem-
perance legislation. Lack of cohesion has
done the temperance people no little harm
in point of political influence hitherto.
In St. John, which is accustomed to the
license system, men who discuss temper-
ance and politics often forget that nine
New Brunswick counties now have the
Scott Act, and that, unsatisfactory as it
has been in many places, owing to many
causes, a majority in each of these coun-
ties has resisted a return to license and
the open bar. In the license counties there
has been no recent vote on the system,

temperance is a much greater force in
New Brunswick today than it was a few
years ago, or who does nop know that the
cause has gained ground materially within
the last year. The Telegraph does not
know the official attitude of either party
toward prohibition, and it does not dis-
cuss this matter from the standpoint of
party politics. Either party is bound to
be governed largely by manifestation of
public opinion in a matter like this, which
touches the question of personal liberty.

i «We have fire wardens during the sum-
| mer months stationed at each of our
| chief operating centres. These
! are connected by telephone with the cen-
| tral office, s0 that in case of fire details
| can be transmitted to the settlement with
;the least poseible delay. Tt 1s the duty
of the fire warden:

«(1) To patrol the area under his charge
and to constantly visit lookout stations
on the mountain tops.

“(2) To follow up hunting and fishing
parties, identify them and caution them
in regard to fires.

“(3) To see that fire notices are prop-
erly posted in prominent places and to
transmit word immediately to the settle-
ment in case of fire.

“It is doubtful whether any system of
burning the tops or of lopping off their
ﬁoughs can be made to pay in a spruce
forest, but the necessity for. this is large-
ly. obviated by taking all trees to five or

THE EMPIRE AND THE NAVY

If Britain cannot afford to maintain a|
navy big ¢hough for the purposes of the
Empire, the Colonies must help. This is
the conclusion we are facing as a result of

recent naval discussion in London. “Mr. 1,
Haldane,” says the Montreal Star, “has SUSSEX’S NEW COUNC"‘

raised a serious discussion in Britain by his
recent statement that it would not be pos-
sible for the United Kingdom with its
population of 44,000,000 to maintain a two-
power standard for its navy against Ger-
many and the United States with a com-
bined population of 160,000,000. The Spec-
tator at once met this remark with the
question when it had become the rule to
base naval power upon population. If that
were the basis, China sheuld have a great-
er fleet than combined Europe. The
Times then took up the cudgels against
Mr. Haldane and said that his theory was
‘the very negation of Empire and its com-
mon trusts and responsibilities.” It asks
whether the home defence forces, upon
which Mr. Haldane proposes to depend.
cculd ‘keep open the maritime communi-
cations of the Empire, and adds—‘if we
cannot keep them open, what becomes of
the Empire?” Sir John Colomb, a Con-
servative naval expert, says that ‘Mr. Hal-
dane might, and, indeed, ought to have
added that, if and when that time comes,
the “Empire, having lost control of its in-
ternal communications, will be at an
end.” ”

Britain, says the Star, “has no choice
but to maintain her supremacy at sea. She
is a Maritime Empire. If any hostile com-
bination can be brought together which
can drive the British navy from the seas,
then that combination can make such
terms with the Empire as it chooses. The
two-power standard for the British fleet
has been established by diplomatic and
naval experts; and it would be a temerari-
ous person who would ventlire to question
it. ‘But even the two-power standard has
usyally been applied with some reference
to, the possibilities of the two powers men-,
tioned combining against Great Britain.
Thus France and Russia were for a long
{ime the two powers commonly quoted.

* * * Qtil] in any case, it is not the
British Islands alone against any two-pow-
er standard in the last analysis. It is
rather the British Empire. If it becomes
a matter of Iife or death, the British Col-
onies would come to ‘the help of the Moth-
er Land at once; and we should have the
maritime people of Australia. and New
Zealand, and the shipbuilders of Canada
end South Africa, helping to strengthen
the Imperial fleet.”

But adequate sea power cannot be im- |
provised; it must be built up in advance|
of the emergency. If the Colonies are go-
ing to help the principle upon which they
are to contribute must be agreed upon,
and the contributions must begin to go
forward. i

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TOM DAVID TELLS OF
HIS “BRAINSTORM”

Didn’t Know He
Shot Wife

Says tiis Head Was All in a
~Whirl After Woman Had
Angered Him; Experts Tes-
tify He Had Transitory
Mania.

David has been under the doctor’s care
ince yesterday, and two constables re-

Moday he was driven to and from the court
thouse in a hack. He seems to be consider-
ebly improved in health. He gave evid-
ence in his own behalf today, being on
the stand over two hours. He testified
through an interpreter and proved himself
8 very capable witness, in fact there were
none better among the dozen or so Syr-
fzns, who took part in the case. A great
deal of sympathy has been felt for the
prisoner during the trial, and it is likely
to be manifested more strongly than ever
now that his sad story has been told.

Reserved Case.

Judge Mcleod refused to admit .any
testimony reflecting upon' the moral char-
peter of David’s wife, on the ground that
it was not relative to the case. On this
point he promised the prisoner’s counsel
to reserve a case for the full bench.

At this morning’s session the examina-
tion, of Mokat Husson, a Syrian, was con-
tinued with the aid of an interpreter. His
evidence went to show that he was fam-
liarly acquainted with the David family

fore the prisoner emigrated to this coun-
try; that the father was subject to fits
nnd during these fits he was a dangerous
character, and that the son also was sub-
ject to like attacks and seemingly inheri-
tfd them from his father.

;oDr. Leary, of Lowell, was next called
by Mr. Hazen and his testimony was
strongly in favor of the prisomer as be-
ng a subject for tramsitory insanity. He
had attended the prisoner on several oc-
casions in Lowell, and found him liable
to attacks which he described as transit-
ory mania. During these attacks he was

“% unconscious and not. responsible for his
nets. He assumed a raving condition. Dr-
Leary told of the treatment he prescribed
on such occasions, and in his opinion an
pttack of this kind would result or :be
brought on. by jealousy of excitement.

Mr. Hazen cited to the witness what
ovceurred at McAdam and he replied in
substance that knowing David as he did
he had no doubt that the provocation was
sufficient to cause one of these transitory
manias, and that the man would commit
the act unconsciously.

Dr. Leary was cross-examined at length
by the Solicitor-General, but - his direct
evidence remained unshaken. The doctor
stated his belief that the man might kill
the being that had exgted him and still
be unconscious, and further that after do-
ing the deed talk about it, describing such
s person as like one who walked in his
sleep.

Dr. Sullivan, ambulance surgeon, Lowell,
was next called and his testimony was
abotit along the same lines and corrobor-
ated that given by Dr. Leary.

Karl David, brother, and Geo. Ansara,
father-in-law of the prisoner, were the
next witnesses called and their testimony
was similar to that given by Husson, to
the effect that the father and son were
subject to fits.

The prisoner himself was then put on
the stand and had not finished when ad-
journment was made at dinner time. David
was questioned by means of an interpre-
ter and spoke rapidly and fluently and
showed little excitement. He told of his
coming to this country and of his matri-
monial troubles. His wife had been un-
faithful to him; ‘twice she had left him
and each time he had brought her back
and forgiven her. He next told of his
going to Woodstock to get his wife, how

. Nicholas had accompanied them to the

% train and of the buying of the ticket.

Had a Brain Storm,

Upon the court resuming this afternoon
David continued his testimony describing
his movements from the time he left
Woodstock until he was arrested at Mec-
Adam. ‘He denied that he quarrelled with
his wife on the station platform at Me-
Adam. When she entered the station she
told him that she did not intend to ac-
company him any further. He advised her
to have nothing to' do with Nicholas and
her reply was that she cared more for
Nicholas’ old boots than she ‘did for his
whole body. This remark of hers brought
won, what from the prisoner’s description,
was a brainstorm which played such an im-
portant part in the Thaw trial. He said that
-his head began to swim, the station build-
ing wobbled, his eyes became dim and he
knew nothing more until he found himself
dn jail at Fredericton.

He denied having .made any statement
to Policeman Gardiner about the shooting
swhile on the way to Fredericton.

Dr. J. V. Anglin, superintendent of the
Provincial Hospital, was mnext called to
give expert testimony.

The
custom of branding for insanity was not
now in vogue in civilized countries. He
described the disease known as transitory
mania, which he eaid was usually associ-
ated with epilepsy, but was liable to be
found in people with hereditary tendency
to insanity. An attack was likely to occur
from a sudden shock, such as a disturb-
ance of the emotjons. A person attacked
with this disease would be unconscious of
what he was doing.

Mr. Hazen took up the balance of the
time before adjournment in reading quota-
tions from medical authorities on the sub-
ject of insanity, all of which were concur-
red in by the witness.

The doctor was on the stand one hour
when the court rose and the direct testi-
mony was not completed.

TOM DAVID GUILTY
[OF MANSLAUGHTER

Fredericton, N. B., Jan. 12—The trial of
Thomas David, the Syrian peddler, on the
charge of murdering his wife, which has
been going on before Judge McLeod and
jury in the York circuit court since Tues-
day, was brought to a close last night,
when the jury} after deliberating one hour
and ,a half, returned a verdict of man-
slaughter of the lowest degree, and made
a strong recommendation to mercy.

There was a large crowd in the court
when the verdict was announced, and it
seemed to meet with general approval. The
prisoner, who seemed to be greatly pleased
with the jury's finding, was remanded to
jail until 9 o’clock Monday morning, for
sentence.

Judge McLeod, after thanking the jury
and announcing that he had no fault to
find with the verdict, discharged them
from further attendance. Solicitor-General
Jones and J. D. Hazen, K. C., who con-
ducted the prosecution and defense re-
spectively, with marked ability, expressed
(tihemselves as being satisfied with the ver-

ict.

The contingent of Syrians from Lowell,
who raised funds for David’s defense and
have been in constant attendance during
the trial, were greatly delighted with the
result, The fact that the presiding judge
approved of the verdict is taken as an in-
dication that David will not get a heavy
sentence.

The prisoner, -although a stranger in a
strange land, was treated with the great-
est kindness all through the trial by the
court officials, from the judge down. While
the jury was out deliberating upon the
verdict he was taken from the dock and
allowed to smoke a cigar in the court
room.

The court was thronged when Mr. Ha-
zen began his address on behalf of the
prisoner at 2.30 on Saturday afternoon.
Among the visitors was noticed the pris-
oner’s motherin-law and his two children,
aged five and eighteen months respective-
ly. They sat directly in front of the jury
box and got along well for a time, but
before Mr. Hazen had concluded his ad-
dress the younger one began to cry and
was removed from the court by order of
the judge.

Mr. Hazen's Address.

Mr. Hazen spoke for an hour and fifteen
minutes, making a powerful plea on behali
of the prisoner, which was followed with
keen interest. He dwelt upon the great
importance of the case and denounced in
scathing terms the conduct of the prison-
er’s late wife in deserting her husband and
children for another man. ‘“Had the same
treatment,” said he, ‘‘been meted out to
one of our blood a tragedy would have
occurred much earlier than it did.” He
mentioned the fact that the prisoner be-
longed to a people who had been ground
down by the iron heel of oppression; there-
fore his line of conduct could not be judged
by that of people brought up in a free
country like Canada. The action of David’s
countrymen in coming to his assistance
was warmly praised, and without that, he
said, he would have had no defence.

The crimes of murder and manslaughter
were clearly defined by counsel, and he
argued that David had taken the life of
his wife while in the heat of passion and
urder the greatest possible provocation;
therefore his crime, if it could be called
such, was manslaughter. The fact that the
shooting was done in a crowded railway
station beneath the strong glare of the
noonday “sun, where the perpetrator had
no chance of escape, was proof that he
acted on sudden impulse. He contended
that there was nothing to show that the
crime had been preconceived, therefore it
could not be classed as murder. Some-
thing more than the statement of David’s
wife at Woodstock, that David threatened
to shoot her, should. be required to con-
vince the jury that Pavid was guilty of

If the prisoner
were insane he was not guilty of murder,
if he was not insane he committed man-
slaughter. He pointed out that the medi-
cal testimony of the defence had not been
contradicted, neither had there been any !
contradiction of the evidence that the
prisoner’s father was insane. Authorities |
were quoted to show that transitory mania
occurred in the case of epileptics and per-
sons of insane stry on occasions of |
sudden passion. It having been establish- |

Solicitor General Jones.

The eolicitor general reviewed the case
for the crown calmly and dispassionate-|
ly in an address which occupied fifty
minutes. At the outset he impressed
upon the jury, that he was present as the
representative of the crown to see that
all the facts of the case were brought out
and they were present on behalf of the
yoemanry of the country to decide upon
the facts and to see that justice is done.
The fact, he said, that the accused was
foreign should not weigh against him, as
the British constitution guarantees jus-
tice to all classes from the highest to the
lowest. Even if the prisoner were with-
out friends it would be the duty of the
crown to see that the facts: were pro-
perly brought out. I

After touching briefly on the crimes of
murder and that of manslaughter, the
solicitor general pointed out that it was
not denied that the prisoner had caused
his wife’s death, and it was shown he
had no provocation, other ‘than mere
words.

The evidence was next reviewed, and ‘it
was contended, that David, while in Wood-
stock, after learning that his wife was
living with another man, had made what
could easily be construed into a threat to
shoot her. This coupled with the fact
that the wife said she was afraid he
would shoot her, that he had a revolver
at the time and that he ultimately did
shoot her, must be taken as evidence
that he did make a threat. The woman’s
conducet, on the train to McAdam, should
have convinced David that she did not in-
tend to accompany him to Lowell, there-
fore the provocation at McAdam was not
as sudden as glleged in the prisoner’s
behalf. Notwithstanding her conduct the
prisoner was willing to take his wife
back, and there was no evidence that he
had ever expressed regret for her death.
No matter where 'a man comes from, his
conduct should be measured by the stand-
ard of our own people, and it is on that
basis that the jury should decide whether
or not the provocation was sufficient mn
this case. The laws of this country do
not permit a man to kill his enemy, then
come into court and declare that he was
a bad man and deserved to be killed. 1f
the jury decides that the provocation was
sufficient in this case then they must en-
ter a verdict for manslaughter.

Disregard the Experts.

The solicitor general got over the. de-
fence’s insanity plea rather summarily by
urging the jury to disregard medical
opinions and decide the question on a
common sense basis. The prisoner’s ac-
tions all through, he contended, were
those of a sane man. If he was insane
and unconscious of what he was doing
at McAdam, a fair assumption would »e
that he did not know one person from
another, yet he shot at his wife and
chased her around the room. It would
be a bad thing for the community if
every man with a hereditary taint of in-
sanity should be allowed to hold it up as
an excuse for committing crime. Had
David shot indiscriminately in McAdam
railway station, it would have been evi-
dence that he was insane, but he did
nothing of the kind.

He had every confidence in Dr. An-
glin, and for that reason had not sum-
moned expert testimony for the crown.
It was easy for a man to commit crime
and then come into court and say he
had forgotten all about it. The evidence
of a man charged with a serious crime
must be carefully weighed by the jury.
If the statement of Andrews was true
then the prisoner’s statements must be
wrong, and if he is wrong in one in-
stance he might be wrong in others.

The solicitor general said the fact that
the prisoner had recognized Jack Power
on the train after the shooting, was proof
that he was sane when he shot his wife.
For protection of society and of people
who live in lonely places in the country
the jurors should see that the defense
set up in murder trials is sound and
logical. q

The evidence showing that the prison-
er’s father in Syria was insane was brief-
ly discussed and it was pointed out that the
crown had no means of combatting it,
therefore the jury would have to accept
it for what it was worth. The jury would
also have to decide whether or not the
Syrian friends of the prisoner had ex-
aggerated in their evidence to bolster up
his case. The crown he maintained had
proved its case and when the insanity
plea was put up by the prisoner the bur
den of proof ehifted to the defense, and
the crown must have the benefit of the
doubt as to the prisoner’s sanity.

In conclusion he urged the jury not to
be swayed by feelings of sympathy, and

pointed out to them that it was not so
much a case of the poor woman that wnsl

had ' killed, but; they must remember that & the property has fallep into good handa

The eolicitor general finished his ad-
dress, and at 5 o’clock the court adjourn-
ed until 6.30.

Upon reassembling at that hour Judge
McLeod commenced his charge to the
jury, epeaking exactly one hour. In open-
ing he referred to the indictment against
the prisoner, and remarked that there was
no doubt that he caused his wife’s death,
8o the question to be considered was it
murder or manslaughter, and was he of
sound mind when he committed the deed.
Murder, he defined as the taking of hu-
man life without cause and with express-
ed malice. Mansalughter was described
as the killing of a person while in a sud-
den transportation of passion. In the
case of the prisoner his crime was mur-
der, unless it could be shown that he had
sufficient provocation. As a rule, spoken
words are not considered justification, but
there were exceptions and the matter was
for the jury to decide.

Referring to the insanity plea the judge
remarked that under the law, if a prison-

The conduct of David at
Woodstock in eleeping with the man,
supposed to be his wife’'s paramour, show-
egl no high moral feeling on his part.
The jury must consider what occurred in

Woodstock when determining if there was

it was found that David had preconceiv-

ed a plan to shoot his wife he committed
murder, but if it was not premeditated
but done in .a moment of passion, it
would be manslaughter. Men ought, as
a rule, to control themselves against vio-
lent passion, but all men are not consti-
tuted alike. A man of David’s capacity
with a weak mind could not be Jjudged
by the same standard as a man mental-
ly strong. If the jury decided that Mrs.
David’s refusal to accompany her hus-
band home ‘was sufficient provocation,
then the crime must be reduced from mur-
.der-to manslaughter.

Mark Gallant Fell from Train
Unknown to His
Comrades

Moncton, Jan. 12—Mark Gallant, brake
man on the I. C. R., was killed early this
morning at Red Pine by falling from the
train. Gallant was the forward brake-
man on Conductor Delaney’s special east
bound freight, which passed Red Pine
about 5 o'clock. At half-past seven the
trackman inspecting the road found the
unfortunate trainman lying beside the
track at the pump house. Life was not
yvet extinct but he passed away a few
minutes after being found. One leg was
cpt off and there were other slight in-
juries to the body. He had evidently bled
to death, as the injuries apart from the
amputated leg were af a superficial char-
acter. -

As forward brakeman Gallant usually
rode in the engine and when he failed to
appear there after passing Red Pine, the
enginemen supposed he was in the van,
while the conductor and rear brakeman
naturally thought he was in the engine.
At Newecastle he was missed but not until
the train reached Coal Branch did the
trainmen learn the fate of their comrade.

From an examination of the cars, which
were covered with light snow, it was dis-
covered. that Gallant fell between the box
and coal car, the tracks in the snow indi-
cating he walked off the end of the box in
the dark.

Gallant was about twenty-four years old
and had been on the road but a short
time. He was a eon of Section Foreman
Gallant of Coal Branch, and the body
was forwarded to that place this after-
noon. This makes the third death in two
years in the Gallant family. The elder
brother of the deceased is employed as a
brakeman on the I. C. R.

Ottawa, Jan. 10.—In the house today
Col. Sam Hughes, in a speech, criticized
the conduct of the commandant of the
royal military college, Kingston, and said
that he was unfit for his position and
should not occupy it twenty-four hours.

The reason for this strong opinion on the
part of Col. Hughes was because of some
treatment meted out to cadets which,
Col. Sam said, they did not deserve.

It appears that four boys were accused
of taking articles, such as cake, from
other students. They were given one
month’s rustication. Another student,
the son of Mr. Lancaster, M. P., was
given four months for taking a cigarette
case belonging to one of the other stu-
dents. The commandant of the college
treated this as if it were a criminal act.
The sentence came K to the minister of
militia in the usual way, and another
court sat upon it and with the result that
the minister while, upholding the com-
mandant as acting in accordance with
the established usage of enforcing discip-
line in military institutions rescinded that
part of the sentence which had not ex-
pired. . In other words the cadet in the
interests of discipline should have received
some punishment for taking the cigarette
case temporarily but the minister did not
agree that there was any criminal intent.
The commandant was asked to read the
amended sentence to the students, which
was done.

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Temperance Delegation Hears
by Local Government in
St. John

WILL BE CONSIDERED

Premier Says Matter May Go Befors-
Government Supporters in Houss
Before Final Decision—Looks Fa-
vorable, Says J. Willard Smith—

Speakers Did Not All Agree -

Hearing.

At a meeting of the local government
here Friday afternoon a delegation from
the New Brunswick Temperance Federa-
tion and others interested in temperance
xere heard. The delegation included J..
Willard Smith, president of the federa-
tion; Edward C. Stockford, secretary of
that body; Rev. Neil McLaughlin, Rev.
H. D. Marr, W. C. Cross, J. N. Harvey,
J. R. Woodburn, Charles A. Kee, W. F.
Hatheway, L. P. D. Tilley, Mrs. J. Sey-
mour, Mrs. Porter, G. H. Hutchings and
Rev. C. W. Squires.

Premier Robinson said Friday night that
Messrs Smith, Tilley, Hatheway, Harvey,
Stockford, Woodburn, Rev. Messrs. Marr,
and McLaughlin and Mrs. Seymour ad-
dressed the government. The delegation
asked for a prohibitory law such as is in
effect in P. E. Island, and that it be
passed at the next session of the legisla-
ture, Mr. Tilley, the premier said, spoke
in favor of a well enforced license law,
and Mr. Smith at a later stage, replying
to his observations, said that Mr. Tilley
did not speak for the delegation in that
matter. - _ '

The government promised to notify Mr.
Smith of its decision after it has had suf-
ficient time to look fully into the report
of the recent temperance commission. It
was added that it might be necessary
that the question be considered by the
government supporters in the house before
a final decision is reached. The govern-
ment members present were Premier
Robinson and Hon. Messrs. LuBilloia,
Farris and Barnes.

Mr. Smith Tells of Interview. »

J. Willard Smith, president of the New
Brunswick Temperance Federation, in
speaking Friday evening of the interview
with the government, said that in' the
course of his remarks as president he ex-
plained that the federation was following
up the request made last February for a
prohibition law. He referred to .the work
done by the commission and drew atten-
tion to evidence which accompanied the
report and which he claimed showed that
the adoption of the act in P. E. Island
had decreased the sale of liquor, abolishe
the open taverns and treating, and greatl
reduced the number of cases of drunken:
ness and rowdyism. '

In many respects, he said, it had proved
superior to the Scott act or any other
form of temperance legislation. He said that
in the evidence now before the govern-

ment the premier of the Island and - the ,',’

attorney gemeral had spoken
phatically in favor of the law and the
mayor of Charlottetown,the superintendent
of education, the police magistrate, the
chief of police and the principal mer-
chants testified to the value of prohibi-
tion and the improvements under its rule.
On these grounds they renewed their de
mand for similar legislation at the com:
ing session.

Mr. Smith mentioned that among others
who addressed the government were J. R
Woodburn, J. N. Harvey, Rev. H, B
Marr, Rev. Neil MecLaughlin, E. N. Stock-
ford, W. Frank Hathzway and Mrs. Jos.
Seymour, representing the W.oo 2.

Asked with regard fo the stand taken
by Mr. Tilley, Mr. Smith said that Mr.
Tilley had been invited to accompany the
delegation on account of hi§ efforts to em-
force the present law on geveral occasions.
He thought it was unfortunate that,’ n
view of Mr. Tilley’s remarks that he was
in favor of the rigid enforcement of the
present license law, he should have stated
that he represented the Sons of Temper-
ance.

Mr. Smith went on say that he subse
quently called the attention of the govern-
ment:to the fact that prohibition was one
of the cardinal points with that organiza-
tion and his remarks had been endorsed
by Mr. McKeown.

“Any one who conld say,” added Mr.
Smith, ‘“that we, as representing the fed-
eration, were mot unanimous for prohibi:
tion, would state what is untrue. Mr.
Tilley was there by courtesy as he is not
a member.”

With regard to the probable result of
the interview Mr. Smith said in his judg-
ment the feeling of the government was
favorable to them. Careful consid ration
and an early reply had heen promised.

BLOCKS PROCEEDINGS

Summons Magistrate Who Was to

Albert, N. B.,, Jan. 10—The court of
Police Magistrate Blight at Hillsboro was

M. B. Dixon acted for the prose- |
cution, and A. W. Bray appeared for the
defence.

Joseph H. Irving, a constable, was!:
sworn to prove the service on the de-|
fendant. It is alleged that on Saturday,
Dec. 28 last, McDonald drove to Moncton, |
and that on the way back, after night!
fall, he was met by William M. Burns:
and Joseph H. Irving, who were driving'
together in a wagon. After passing him|
the constable called to McDonald, who;
stopped till the officer came to his wagon |
and asked McDonald for a drink. = Me-|
Donald produced a ‘‘long necker,” and the!
officer then got in the carriage with Me-
Donald and told *him to drive along. Mec-
Donald, not knowing who was in the con-|
stable’s team, asked the offieer .why he|
wanted to ride with him end if there was|
any charge against him. :
» McDonald started to get out of the
team, but the constable immediately seiz-
ed him and called to Burns to help detain
McDonald. Burns then' called out to Mec-
Donald that he must go before Magistrate
Blight, and if he refused he would assist
Irving. The prisoner made a dash for lib-
erty, but was seized and in the tussle
both he and the officer fell to the ground,
and the prisoner was able to escape. The
constable took the team and drove it to!
the dwelling house of James Blight, police
magistrate, where 18 bottles of liquor be-
longing to McDonald * were delivered by
Burns and Irving to the magistrate.

McDonald went immediately to St. John
and consulted a lawyer as to his rights.

McDonald gave bail to appear for trial
today, and then went to Hopewell Hill|
where he retained A. W. Bray, barrister, |
with the result that before Justice Blight
opened his court this morning he was)
served with a summons to appear before |
Timothy J. O’Connor, J. P., at Harvey,|
on Monday next, at 9 3. m., charged with
receiving stolen goods. Irving was also!
served with papers issued by the same|
justice, charged with assault on the high-
way after night.

A search warrant was also issued by
Justice O’Connor to search the premises of
James Blight. All these papers were ex-
ecuted by Constable Hyslop, of Albert.
At Hillsboro this morning he discovered
the liquor—eighteen bottles—in the dwell-
ing house of Mr. Blight and promptly
seized the same and brought it to Albert
by today’s train.

Addresses by Rev. W. W. McMaster,
Rev. E. B, Hooper, Mr. Justice

Bible Society was afforded Friday evening
by the great concourse of people who at-|
tended - the 89th annual meeting of the!
New Brunswick auxiliary held in St. An-|
drew’s church. Stirring addresses were
given by Rev. W. W. McMaster, Rev.
E. B. Hooper and Mr. Justice Haning-
ton. The collection, which will be devo-
ted to the work of the society, a.mounted[
to $69.07. Many people stood in the aisles!
and at the back of the galleries during the|
whole service. .

Hon. J. G.e+Forbes presided and St.
Andrew’s church choir led the singing.
Mrs. L. M. Curran and Mrs. Hemming,
sang solos, and a quartette composed of
these two :ladies. and Messrs. Bowman:
and McKean sang an anthem. The chair-|
man’s remarks were very brief. He dwelt,
with satisfaction on the size of the gath-!
ing as evidencing the interest taken in|
the work of Bible distribution. He men-
tioned the fact that the Bible is now|
printed in 409 languages. He also refer-|
red to the improved financial position of |
the  British & _Foreign Bible Society, !
largely owing to liberality of the Cana-|
dian auxiliaries, but urged still larger|
giving. He also complimented the work
done by the Bible women and ' colporteurs
during the year just closed.

The Secretary’s Report.

George A Henderson, secretary of the
New Brunswick auxiliary, then read his
report as follows:

The emigration work of the Bible Society
has been carried on at St. John West much
in the same way as reported to our last an-
nual meeting and has been in charge of Rev.
Dr. Heine and Miss Wesley. Our represen~
tatives are greatly encouraged and believe
that their efforts are much appreciated by
those for whom the work is done. The scrip-
tures are gladly received and largely read;
5,080 portions in 29 different languages were
given out.

To the English arrivals there were given
2,362, Polish 641, Russian 591, to Swedish,
Norwegilan, Italian and Finnish more than 200 |
each and to the other twenty-two nation-
alities numbers ranging from five to upwards
of 100. We cannot but be impressed with the
value of this work. -

At the close of the season the committee
decided to continue the services of Dr. Heine
as a colporteur, also to employ Rev. George
Blder in similar work, the two to labor in
different parts of the province. Dr. Heine
traveled in Madawaska, Victoria and Car-
leton counties, also in the state of Maine and
along the Grand Trunk Pacific and C. P. R.
lines of railway, while Mr. Elder's fleld was
Westmorland, Northumberland, Kent and
Gloucester counties.

They were hindered much by inclement
weather, but each traveled more than 1,100
miles and between them more than 2,000 visits
were made. They sold or distributed Bibles,
Testaments and portions to a great many peo-
ple. They each report that a good many
houses were found in which there was not a
Btlbil‘e and many persons who knew nothing
0i . .

Our colporteurs read and prayed and con-
versed on religious topics in houses in which
they stopped and were gladly received, meet-
ings were held in a number of places in the
interest of our society and in a general way
the work was well and faithfully done. We
belleve that the action of the committee in
aelcurlng the services of these gentlemen was
wise.

In the city of 8t. yohn the Bible women,
Miss Wesley and Miss Henderson, have been
making their visits as usual, have regularly
Teported and their work will be the subject
of further reference.

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Indian Chief and His Cultured White -
Bride

Denver, Col;, Jan. 8—The marriage at
Santa Fe (N. M.), of Cora Marie Arnold,
a wealthy and ‘highly educated school
teacher of this city, to Albino Chavarria,
chief of the Santa Clara tribe of Pueblo
Indians, marks the climax to one of the
most remarkable love matches of “the
West. The bridegroom is not only a full-
blooded . Indian chief, but he retains the
mancers and customs of his people and
dresses in the bright rich costumes for
which they are famous. The bride was a
teacher in the public schools of Denver, is
a well educated woman, the daughter of a
prominent citizen and an heiress.

The romance is one that runs the whole
gamet of unusual experiences and is a
striking example of love that never did
run smooth. Priests and’ clergymen one
after another declined to marry the couple,
eisters and fathers would not give their
consent, the tribe of Indians threatened
rebellion, the woman was disinherited and
the father committed suicide over what
he felt was the disgrace, yet not once
was there a waver in the determination
of both the woman and the cnief to unite
their destinies by marriage. Fortune,
friends, ambitions and everything that
goes to make life pleasant were sacrificed
by the woman, and her future life is to be
spent in the Indian pueblo, where she will
be surrounded only by the customs of her
husband’s people. i

The romance dates back five years, when
the Mountain and Plains festival was held
in Denver. Chavarria, chief of the Santa
Clara Indians, a tribe of the Pueblos, was
brought to Denver with a large number of
his tribesmen for one of the exhibits. They
were the centre of attraction ot the City
Park, where their tepees were pitched and
where daily the bucks and the Indian
maidens would perform their war and
religious dances to the beat of the tom-
tom and the roll of the drum. Thousands
of persons thronged to the camp. They
were all on a holiday and not a shadow
crossed a face. It.was in one of these
crowds that an attractive womah, of
middle age and happy, met her fate. With
ber arm swinging in that of her com-
panion and with a smile on her lips, Cora
Arnold approached the Indian camp,
Laughing and joking with the merry
crowd, there was nothing unusual until
she saw one Indian, bigger, stronger, and
handsomer than any of the others. Then
the laugh stopped. There were emotions in
her heart that she never knew before, and
something seemed to draw her towisd the
big Indian chief. She spoke to him in
Spanish. He answered. They talked for
a few moments, and the seed of the ro-
mance was sown.

The visit was followed by others, and
finally the Indian was invited to call. He

accepted. The family did not object very
much. It was novel, and it never dawned
on anyone that anything serious might
happen. Then they parted, and the In-
dian chief went back to his pueblo with
the tribe.

The visits attracted considerable atten-
tion. Miss Arnold lived at the Colonnade
flaty, a fashionable apartment house  in
the fashionable Capitol Hill district, with: -
ker stepfather and her two sisters. = One
of these sisters was a teacher in the pub-
lic schools and the other was the wife of
a United States Army officer. The talk,
however, soon died out after the Indian
returned to his people and the public had
begun to forget the incident. Not so with
the sweethearts. They began to corres-
pond, and finally the chief asked permis-
sion to come to Denver to see her. That
caused the first break between her and
her family, for they objected. The reason
was the Indian’s color and his race, for
his personal character was above reproach.
He came dressed in the gaudiest blankets
that the women of his tribe could weave,
and it became a public sensation of the
hour when the two appeared on the streets
together. During this visit they decided
to get married, and she 80 announced to
her family.

That brought revolt and the disruption
became complete. Pressure from every
source was brought to bear and finally the
wedding was postponed. Then came an-
other visit, further dissensions, more news-
paper stories, and a bigger sensation than
ever. Her announcement of her determin-
ation to marry the chief was followed by
her being disinherited. Again the wed-
ding was postponed, but she -would not
consent to giving up the Indian forever.
Then her stepfather, George Wilber, left
Denver for New York, going by boat via
Galveston. When the ship was off the
coast of Florida a dark figure was seen to
creep to the side of the vessel one night
and disappear overboard. It was Wilber,
who went to his death because of the dis-
grace he felt had come to his family.
