Mr. Gibbs is a supporter of the Gov-
ernment. According-to the Mail, a
huge fraud was perpetrated in this
constituency in the interests of the
Grits:—

Though Mr. Gibbs’ actual majority of
votes cast is only about a hundred, in the
present contest, these figures would have
been doubled but for a gross fraud in the
rolls for the township of Pickering for
1872. Mr. Truman White,the defeated Grit
candidate, in his capacity as Reeve,and the
assessor, Mr. Gilchrist, deliberately left
out dozens of Mr. Gibbs’ . friends’ names
from the roll, putting on whole families of
Grits in order to give votes to sons and re-
latives who had no right whatever to re-
cord a vote. By these means Mr, )
succcedel in polling a majority in the
township of 156, while the Hon. George
Brown only had 38 in his contest with Mr.
Gibbs in 1867. Every friend of Union and
Progress should mark this last outrage by
the Grit party, and enter it on the lists
with Proton.

There was a great Government de-

monstration and a Grit counter demon-

stration in Hamilton on Monday night of
this week. The city was in “a blaze of

excitement,” the occasion being Sir
John A. Macdonald’s second visit and
the workingmen's demonstration in
favor of the Government candidates,
who, as stated by us yesterday, were
elected by good majorities. The Mail
says:—

Sir John left Toronto by special train at
half-past six o’clock, accompanied by a
deputation from the Trades’ Assembly of
this city, consisting of about one hundred
and filty members. The train arrived at
eight o’clock, and Sir John was met at the
station by an immense torchlight proces-
sion, with four bands of music. The pro-
cession was more than half a mile in length.
There must have been fully a thousand
torch-bearers. The streets .were densely
crowded with spectators. There has beea
n) such popular gathering anywhere since
the opening of the present campaign. It
showed that Hamilton is alive ‘to the is-
sues to be decided by the pending strug-
gle, and means to crush faction with an
iron heel. A carriage and four were
awaiting Sir John at the station, but so
enthusiastic were the people, that they
detached the horses, and fastening ropes to
the vehicle, pulled it themselves at the
head of the procession. The prineipal
streets of the city were passed through in
this way—torches, fireworks, masic and
the cheering of the vast multitude pro-
ducing together a scene of wondertul
animation. 'The drill shed having been
closed against ‘the ‘people by order of
Colonel Skinner, whose Clear Grit malig-
nity was excited, the procession came to a
halt in the Market St}uare. The crowd
numbered not less than four thousand, and
in point of respectability and enthusiasm
has not been excelled, if equalled, by any
assemblage ever called in Hamiltou. A
large waggon served the purpose of a plat-
form ; and Mr. Donald Meclones having
been appointed chairman, stirring speeches
were delivered by Mr. Charlton, formerly
Auditor of the Great Western Railway ;
Mr. Hewitt, secretary of the Trades’ As-
sembly of Toronto: Mr. Witton, Mr,
Chisholm, and Sir John Macdonald. To
wards the close of the Premier’s remarks a
erowd of Clear Grits who had just left the
Mechanics’ Hall, where a mass meeting of
that party bad beed held, made their ap-
pearance in the outskirts of the assemblage
and commenced howling and groaning with
the intention of breaking up the meeting.
They had just been listening to a har-
rangue by Mr. ‘James Young, but bad
adjourned abru})tly upon the motion of
Mr. McGiverin for the express and declar-
ed purpose of interfering with the meeting
on the Square. Sir John warmly denoun-
ced this base and cowardly proceeding, re-
marking that the same tactics had been
tried at Kingston and had failed there as
they would fgil in Hamilton. The Clear
Grits, who, #%hey could have been iden-
tificd, would have been driven off igno-
miniously, continued their ruffianly game,
and therefore it was deemed advisable 4o
conclude the meeting with cheers for the
Queen, the candidates and Sir John Mc-
Donald. An immense crowd escorted Sir
John to the Royal Hotel, where a short
speech was delivered by the Premier, who
urged the citizens to show by their vote on
Wednesday that they reseoted the infa-
mous conduct of the supporters of Messrs.
Magill and Irving.

No doubt, the improper conduct of the
Grits on this occasion contributed some-
what to the defeat which they ex-
perienced on Wednesday, when Magill
and Irving were beaten by the follow-
ing vote :—

Chisholm, 1436 Magill, 1305
Witton, 1425 Irving. 1281

This can scarcely be called “a narrow
majority,” as telegraphed to the Zele-
graph and Jowrnal of this morning.

The leading journals of Ontario differ
widely as to the actual gains and losses
of their respective parties. The Toronto
Muil is somewhat more candid than the
Globe, but each of these great party
organs is desirjous of making the best
possible exhibit of party strength in the
hope of influencing the constituencies
which have yet to elect.. The Globe of
the 13th puts the case from the Grit
point of view as follows :—

We are happy to say that two more

Quebec courties, hitherto Conservative,
have been carried by the Opposition. Mr,
Boyer was on Friday returned for the
county .of Maskinonge; on the same day
Mr. Lailloux was elected by a large majo-
rity for Temiscouata, making seven consti-
tuencies gained from the Government in
the Province of Quebec. -The Ministerial
journals had before incorrectly reported
!Mr. Bertrand as elected by acc'amation for
the latter county. We were not sanguine
enough to suppose at the commencem(nt
of the election that the Opposition in
Quebec weuld make such rapid progress in
redeeming constituencies as their friends
in Ontario, and yet the fact isso. We
have gained six in Ontario, and seven have
been gained in Quebec. It may have been
that Sir George E. Cartier was over con-
fident, and bronght on the elections which
have resulted so favorably to the Opposi-
sition, earlier than his colleague in On-
tario would bave done under the same cir-
cumstances ; but the fact remains that the
Quebec Opposition have very heavy gains
at the very outset of the elections. We
doubt not they will continue their suc-
cessful progress until the end of the con-
test.

Twenty-eight elections have been held in
Ontario. Of these the Governmént have
carriel sixteen, the Oppostion nine,
and three have returned men unpledged to
either side. Any one who- will examine
the list of constitucncies not yet suffered to
vote, which we published on Friday, will
discover that of the sixty only four can
properly be called so conservative as to
afford a certainty of returning Minisierinl
supporters ; the remaining fiftp-six are all
more inclined to Reform than to the Go:-
ernment. We by no means say that the
whole of these fifty-six will be carried by
‘us. Itis quite probable thet by trickry
1 and bribery some will fall to the enemy:
| but we do say that if left to themselves,
every one of these fifty-six wonld return
Reform candidates, and we are quite cer-
tain that so Jarge a number will decide for
the Opposition as to reuder the exist-
ence of the present Government an impos-
sibility.

The Mail has taken exception to the
Globe’s rating of several members elect.
It says:—

Respectinh the elections in Quebee, the
Globe is seeking to mislecd its readers, as
it is also respecting the true position of
Mr. Cartwright and Mr. Hagar in Ontario,
as stated by themselves. It sayssix seats
have been gained by the Opposition ia
Quebec. Mr. Fournier, elected for Belle-
chasse, was an Oppositionist in the last
Parliament. So, too, was Mr. Pelletier,
member olect for Kamouraska. Jf Mr.
Cosgrain, returned for L’Islet, is a Rouge,
there is no loss to the Government, since
it was represented in the last Parliament
by Mr. Poulott, of the same stripe. The
opposition seem to have made gains in
Miskinonge, Montmagny, and Temiscouta,
though that remains to be seen, while it is
qutte certain that the Government have
won Joliette. The Ministry will be at
last as strong in the Province of Quebec as
they were last session.

A travelling correspondent of the Toron
to Mail, who recently visited Fredericton,
writes :—

It was nearly six o’elock when in com-
pany with the Local Premierand Dominion
member, we called at the Government
House —a plain but large stone building
erected on the bank of the river. The ve-
ception given to us b¥ the Lieutenant Gov-
ernor was most cordial. He is a tall,
gaunt, highly intellectual man. His con-
verstional powers are great. His enjoy-
ment of a joke 18 intense. His freedom
from hauteur of every kind is greatly in
his favor. Though he placed us all on the
most easy footing. we could not forget that
we were in the presence of one of the ablest
of New Brunswick’s sons. For many
years he was in public life, and a power-
ful man in debate.
was on the bench, and graced it by his
presence and adorned it by his learn-
ing. His taste for flowers is well known.
Knowing his ability as a horticulturist we
made some reference to his gardens, zind
were at once conducted by him into and
through them. The geometrical figures of
flowers were admirably conceived and ex-
quisitely carried out. We never saw, even
at Hampton Court, Windsor Palace or the
Crystal Palace, a better combipation of
colours in flower hcds. lle informed us
that the beds, pastures, &c., were planned
lE):y bimself Not » weed did we see.

verything was perfection. lle says that
he is bimself head gardener at the Gov-
ernment House, and makes gardeners un-
der him do as he directs. We wish we
could say as much for the Gocernment
House at Toronto. Governor Wilmot is a
corresponding member of the Royal Horti-
cultural So:iety of London. lis taste for
flowers has inspired a corresponding taste
in several of the leading men in Frederic-
ton, and this was observed in a casual way
when walking through the city.

And at another stage of his correspond-
ence he remarks with a wonderful show of
wisdom —

The local Premier is quite a young man.
Ile is a lawyer, and has beea about twelve
years at the bar. Ile cannot be over forty
years of age. Before long he must take
bis fplace at Ottawa. His quickness of
perception, knowledge of the wants of his
Province, and ability as a speaker, all re-
commend him as a representative man at
Ottawa for New Brunswick.

Is it Mr. Fraser, who probably
accompanied the correspondent to Govern-
ment House, or Mr. Young who has just
beon called to preside over the Executive
Council, or Mr. King, the Attorney Gen-
eral, or Mr. Kelly, who is credited with
* bossing’’ the Governmental machine.

hours at Shediac en route to St. Juhn from
Charlottetown, and accordingly devotes a
quarter of a column to abuse of the rail-
way officials. He has also some sagacious
observations to offer in reference toa square
in I'redericton in respect to the use of
which there is said to be some misunder-
standing between the Celestial City and
the Minister of Militia. For instance, he

remarks :—

The City Council, we are informed, only
desire to make the square, which is a large
one, an ornament to the city, and at the
same time are willing to surrender exclu-
sive possession whenever required for Do
minion purposes. The concession should
be made to Fredericton. We do not think
that Sir George Carticr understands the
nature of Fredericton’s demand. If he
did. 1 feel sure he would grant it withont
hesitation. Noglect of little matters like
this sometimes has more effect in making
a (Government unpopular than many peo-
ple imagine.

big things. Happiness is the sum of little
things ; misery the want of them.

ASTHETIC ATTRIBUTES OF
ACADIA.

BY I. ALLEN JACK, A. B.

The formation of literary and artistic
ideas is due to a number ot varied influ-
ences, either disintegrating the results of
immatured, ungoverned taste, or patching
and renovating the structure originally
well planned but badly put together. I
i true that Literature and art are impelled
by whims of uncertain origin and of only
brief duration, but, like the urdercurrent
which presses back the ripple of a short
lived breeze, the first vital impulse drives
the faltering intellect along its wonted
course, the turgid conceit expands to noth
ing. the weakly affectation dies: then all
is calm, and the stream unchecked flows
onward as before. The artist can not an-
swer whence come the inspirations under
which he acts, but he feels the hidden mo-
tives, and takes his part, almost uncon-
seiously, as the indicator of results in the
origin of which his fellow-workers share.
At intervals, indeed, a musician catches
new strains of harmony from higher angels ;
a painter portrays upon his canvass the
vision of things unseen and scarcely under-
stood by other men ; or the mind of a poet
bears to earth some blessed gift of heaven ;
but few musicians, painters or poets add
much new luster to their master arts, and
too many pollute the shrines at which they
are supposed to worship. Apart from the
promptings and teachings of revealed reli-
gion, morality and civil and social law, and
irrespective of the tendency which induces
iuferior minds to imitate successes of real
genius, no subjects tend so largely to con-
trol the destiny of art and letters as histori-
cal and traditional associations and climatic
ard topographical conditions.

'I'ne Greenlander, shivering in his tent,
devouring the last morsel of blubber pro-
cured at risk of life amid the floes, indites
no odes to the glittering stars and has no
appreciation of the bright auroras flashing
across the sky. The Arab, gazing at the
vista of burning sand. scarcely lifts his
eyes to the eastern heaven, radiant in
morning’s glories, But the dweller hy the
Tiber, amid mementoes of artistic and
literary skill, amid flowers and vines and
beneath a canopy of richest blue, pours
forth his sweet impassioned verses. And
the Teuton from his forest home, amid
crumbling castles, singsof brave Arminius,
Charlemagne and Fatherland. Milton saw
not with the outer sense, and hence was
dciven to create the visions he describes ;

‘Dante possessed the nature of a seer ; while

Sholley, more like faun than mortal, treats
of things unknown to earth, and Gustave
Dore paints at times as though half wak-
ened from some frightful dream; but
these examples are abnormal, and

‘long before the days of Spencer, Shakes-

pear, acd Albert Durer, and thience down
wards,we find a list of bards and painters,
all more or less effected by their own sur
roundings.

If, then, both poetry and art demand as-
sociations of this nature, the question
arises, to what extent Acadia possesses
these requirements for Aesthetic culture?
The student, whe looks only for those
stately structures and giant fabrics which
lead the mind into the classi¢ age, will
find nothing to delight him in Acadia. No
massive pyramids rise in grandeur in her
desert places ; no solitary Memnon greets
the sun, rising behind the dark pine
forests ; no stately amphitheatre or marble
temple lies concealed behing her hills.
Even the ruins of old cathedrals and noble
abbeys which, in Earope, mark the geniuas
of the middle ages, are wanting here, and
no crumbling towers or gothic gateway
glimmers in the midnight moon. But the
tourist, wandering among the marshes,
will sometimes find the fossc of an ancient
fort, the faint remains of a grass-gown
parapet or a row of willows planted by the
French ; the sportsman, pushing his way
through tangled thickets and fleccy spikes
of fireweed, among halt burnt rampikes
and whitened stumps, will sometimes
stumble on an old log hut; and the
farmer’s plow will, at times, expose &
pointed spear or arrow head, or an old flint
hatchet. The careless eye sees nothing in
these relics, but the poct’s genius will, in

their contemplation, produce a host of

fancies, and the student will, by their
means, unravel many interesting fucts.

Owing to the restless and nomadic
nature of the Indian race, and the want of
written language among the northern
tribes, few of their legends have been re-
ceived by us intact, but I take from those
within my reach a single tale which por-
trays in the Indian of by-gone ages as
brave a spirit as that displayed by the
knightly hero of the Tarpeian rock.

The dreadtul Mohawks had then been on
the war path, and had swept the country
as far as the head waters of the St. Jobn,
till the peaceful tribes of Acadia had fled
at their approach. The strangers still.
pressed forward, but, with surprise and
disappointment, found the wigwams all
deserted, while the smouldered embers of
camp fires told them that their expected
victims had departed many days. At
length they found a maiden who, by
threats and promises, was induced to pilot
them down stieam. The girl, however,
seemed so well contented with her lot that
at last she gained their ansuspecting
trust, and having fastened the canoes
together, they often left her in sole control,
with strict injunctions to keep the middle
channel and let the current drift them
down. Thus they floated one sum-
mer’s right beneathr a calm. bright
moon, which showed in marked and
almost supernatural relief the vast
flotilla with its freight of sleeping braves,
and one single wakeful object, the maiden
silent and almost motionless. Beyond the
shaded mazes of the river a sound at length
broke the stillnessas thongh a wind among
the trees were commingled with the surl.
The sound grew louder, and the maiden
shook her loosened locks, pausing but a
moment to hearken, and then resumed her
task. Then the mirrored surface of the
stream began to change, a thousand ripples
played about the fleet, a thousand mimic
whirlpools twirling round and round, with
bits of sticks and leaves, and tiny flakes of
foam. Then rose before them, like the
mighty spirit of the river,a great white
sheet of foam sending clouds of spray and
mist aloft into the clear night air, and then
a single chieftain woke : at his cry a bun-
dred men sprang up and every arm was
strained to reach the shore, but all too late.
—th> piercing cry of agony washushed for
ever in the roaring of the Falls : the maid
en’s wild and joyful chant wasalso silenced.
but her father and her tribe were saved!

Among the archives of the Algonquir
race this is almost a solitary sample of a
plain unvarnished tale, bat all true Indian
stories have their own peculiar beauties
and in almost every instance there is »
strange and almost ghost-like character
which marks this class ot legendry, and
renders it so utterly distinct from that o
any other people, that it must herealter
cause regret that noskilful hand hassought
to bring together the scattered corner-
stones of many an intellectual castle which
the poet and the painter might adorn. ]
do not think indeed that from the Indian
period of our history we can glean the
nuclei for our most noble intellectual
fabrics, but, apart from other objects, it
would certainly seem wise, in an age
of active mental competition, to cherisl
whatever partakes of pleasing novelty or is
caleulated to suggest new trains of thought
To him whose object' is to secure the peo-
ple’s favor, or to purchase vulgar plea
sures, it would be uscless to suggest that
the study of humanity produces knowledge,
and that knowledge of every kind is pow-
er ; but the poet and the pure ideal painte:
feel the need of teaching ; they seek t«
learn of nature in its truest form,
they know their object can only be obtain-
ed by carefully comparing results produced
by causes of every form. The proper teach
ings ot the Eleusinian mysteries were lost
to those who did not understand ; the
graces of the purest ritual might earn de
rision only from untrained observers : and
1 hold it almost worse than useless to seek
to bury in oblivion results which even the
rudest savage has produced for some espe-
cial object. The custom may appear ab-
surd, the legend may seem based on that
which could not be, bat, upon a full inves-
tigation, it will almost certainly appear
that custom and legend were born from a
rude uncultured genius, either seeking to
create and perfect some form of saving
giace, or to portray a real occurrence or,
perbaps, a burning fancy lit with the fire
of poesy.

Watchmaking in Switzerland.

[From the Swiss Times of May 30th.]

WE have already drawn attention to the an-
nual meeting of the Society of Arts held
on the 23rd current, under the presidentship of
M. Th. de Saus-ure, and are now able to furnish
some further details.

. Professor Soret, in delivering a most interest-
ing report, passed in review the operations of
the Industrial section, in reference to Com-
merce, laying great stress upon the competition
that has taken place in the manufacture o
chronometers. This competition was institated
with the object of testing the workmanship and
preeision of ehronometers turned out by Gene-
vese manufacturers, and none but those adopted
for pocket use were admitted. They were de
posited in charge of the authorities at the Ob-
servatory, and underwent the most searching
ordeal possible to be applied to pocket instru-
ments of this class. The jury specially retained
to decide the difficult question as to whom to
award the palm of excellency unanimously de
cided in favor of Messrs. J. M. Badollet & Co.
This firm having carried off the sole prize by
exhibiting a chronometer which fulfilled in the
highest degrece every condition required, erown-
ed their first success by gaining honorable men-
tion for two other chronometers. The allusion
to this triple honor was received with enthu-
siastic applause, and Professor Humbert, Presi-
dent of the Fine Arts Section, closed the meet-
ing with a happy and humorous dissertation up-
on subjects connected with this department.
