THE SUPERANNUATION FUND.

Mr. Tilley said careful calculatioii
showed that it 'would be impossible to do
‘without the Superannuation Fund ; but as
it was complained that the pércentige
paid was too high, the matter would be
arranged by requiring the Civil Service to
pay only one half, and letting the countr'y
pay the other half. He moved a resolu-
tion to that effect. He also stated that
inducements would be offered to those
getting too old for service, to take advan-
tage of the Act.

Mackenzie thonght Government had
taken advantage of the act to force men
out, in order to put in some friend of the
Government.

8ir John A. Macdonald denied . this,
thought no such instance : eould . he'
namet. If Government erred at all, it
was in the direction of allowing persons
to remain in the service, after becoming
too old or too ill for their work.

Mr: Anglin, in his much loved spit-
fire fushion, denied Sir John’s state-
ment, and said the Minister of Fihances
had forced out of his office, the Col-
lector of Customs at Fredericton, who
was in every way efficiént, in order to
‘give the office to one of his ewn retain-
ers.  Mr. Tilley was very fond of putting
his relatives in Government offices.

But T. W. A. had gone too far, his
spite as usual running faster than his
sense, and he received & feply calculat-
ed to awaken some reminiscences which
he would willingly let die.

M. Tilley rdse, speaking . with great,
emphasis, and looking Anglin steadily
and meaningly in the face, said: “Bein

a descendant of the Loyalists, whose love
of the-old flag (not rebellion against it,)
brought them to our shores, 1 have of
course a much larger number of relatives
than a gentleman who arrived in the coun-
try at a much later date; but in the whole
course of my publiclife I have not ap-
pointed very many of these relatives to
office.

Mr. Tilley then went on to explain
that the Collector at Fredericton was 75
years of age, and becoming too feeble to
discharge the onerous duties of his
office.

Mr. Anglin winced under the first part
of this reply, as he understood thexhid-
den meaning and painful stings of Mr.
Tiley’s'words. Later on in the evening,
Mr. Tilley, who now shows a disposition
to resent the studied sneers of the mem-
mber for Gloucester, followed up his
blow with another, when with well feign-
ed zeal, and the severest irony, he un-
dertoox Mr. Anglin’s defence, and spoke
of him as' being “so extremely liberal
and generous in his religious and politi-
eal opinions, so careful of the feelings of
those who differed from him, and in every
way the embodiment of everything that
was gentle‘ amiable, and lovable in
humanity.”

Mr. Anglin has a retentive memory,
strong lungs, and a fair knowledge of
public questions, and ought to occupy a
more influential position in the House.
The only hindralice i8 in himself. His
sneers at every attempt to develop the
resources of our young Dominion, his ex-
pressed-and implied contempt, for men of
New Brunswick whose names comman:

A'LIGHT ‘DISCUSSION.

On motion of Hon. Dr. Tupper, House
went into consideration and spent several
hours in discussion of a resolution. de-
claring it expedient to provide. for the in-
spection of gas and gas metres.

A long chscnssion followed, many being
opposed to the Government interfering
with the guantity orquality of gas in any
way.

This policy
shiould be stated in terms so simple that
savages can understand them, and ob-
served so punetiliously that they will
knbw what to depend upon. Obey the
laws; obserye the treatles, behaye
yourselves and you shall be protected
in all your rights and provided with
what you need. DiSobey afid you shall
be punished. This last act of treachery
should be severely punished, but not by a
massacre of women and children, which
is what wars of extermination generally
result in. Nor should other Indiaus who
have not committed wrongs suffer for
those who haye, any more thai as though
they were white men. et murder and
bad faith be punished, but let us not imi-
tate the savage vengeance of these bar-
batians whose condition to-day is a re-
proach to our civilization.

The managers of the Cunard line of
steamers have a generous way of doing
things: The stock of provisions for the
emigrants by their steamer, who passed
through Worcester, Mass., last week,
being found to be larger than was re-
quired, fifty boxes full were turned over
to the police by Mr. Alexander, the agent,
as the train passed through that city.
They were delivered to the clerk of the
overseers of the poor fdr distribaition:
Each box contained a loaf of white bread,
three large pieces of corned beef, half a
loaf of brown bread and an orange, and
undoubtedly proved acceptable to many
needy families.

A valuable horse belonging to the city
of Boston died last Monday and wa3
takett to Ward’s Wharf to be disposed of.
