GLOUCESTER, Eng., March 8.—Benwell 

wrote his father from Liverpool that he was 
much surprised to find on his arrival there 
that another young man named Pelley was 
going with them, apparently on the same 
understanding as himself. He was afraid 
Birchell had two strings to his bow. The 
Colonel subsequently heard from his son by 
postal-card and letter from Queenstown 
that he had talked the matter over with 
Birchell, who said Pelley was the under­
writer for Lloyd’s Shipping Agency 
at a large salary and was going across 
as his guest for the benefit of his 
health. On his arrival in New York Ben­
well wrote his father, giving a minute ac­
count of the passage. He said Birchell kept 
to his bed in the cabin five-sixths of the 
time, and avoided the other passengers.

"I received no letter after that one," said 
Col. Benwell. “I was getting very anxious 
when I saw a brief announcement in a Lon­
don paper last Monday that F. C. Benwell 
had been found murdered. I cabled im­
mediately to Birchell’s address asking if my 
son was murdered. I got no reply. Tues­
day night I got a letter from Birchell

NOT DATED, 
though the postmark showed it was mailed 
at Niagara Falls, Feb. 20—three days after 
my boy was murdered. In this letter 
Birchell said my son was so pleased with 
the farm prospects that he wanted a part­
nership immediately. He asked me urgent­
ly to send £500 at once. He said my son 
was writing me by the same mail to urge 
the same thing. I have sent a full state­
ment of the matter with Birchell’s letter of 
Feb. 20 to Lord Knutsford, Secretary 
of State to the Colonies. Yesterday 
I received a letter from Pelley's father 
which indicates that Burchell made

SUBSTANTIALLY THE SAME PROPOSALS 
to him about his son as he did to me about 
mine. Pelley also wrote his father from 
Liverpool that he was very much surprised 
to see my son there."

"Did your son take much money to 
America with him?” was asked.

"No, I am sure he could not have had 
more that £15 with him when he landed in 
New York. The arrangement was that I 
was to send him some money. But he took 
a large outfit of clothes with him and I 
insisted that he have them all marked with 
his initials so as to have no trouble in the 
custom house.

BENWELL AND BIRCHELL TOGETHER AT 
EASTWOOD.

WOODSTOCK, Ont., March 7.—The In­
quest on the remains of F. C. Benwell, 
found murdered near Princeton on Feb. 21, 
was resumed at Princeton this afternoon. 
Geo. Hay, brakeman, positively identified 
Somerset, or Birchell, as having got on the 
train at Eastwood at 3:45 on Monday, 
Feb. 17.

Conductor Poole swore that two young 
men got off his train at Eastwood at 11:14 
on Monday, Feb. 17. One was dark 
complexioned and wore a moustach. They 
got on his train at Hamilton. He was 
certain they were not on the train between 
the Bridge and Hamilton. He did 
not remember where their tickets were 
from, but the tickets themselves could be 
secured. Two trains left the Bridge after 
him-one at 7:35 and one at 7:40 left 
Hamilton before him, his being a local train. 
Neither of these two trains stopped at 
Eastwood, so that the passengers might 
have left the Bridge by either of the other 
trains and have got on his train at Hamil­
ton. A piece of baggage—a curious looking 
gun case—was put off the train at East­
wood that morning. He did not know 
whether or not the piece of baggage be­
longed to the men who got off at Eastwood. 
He thought the overcoat was of a lighter 
color than the one found on deceased.

Matthew Virtue swore that he was going 
to Woodstock on the accommodation the 
morning of Feb. 17. He saw two men get 
off the train at Eastwood, but could not 
describe them particularly other than that 
one man wore a cape on his overcoat.

John Crosbie, second concession of Blen­
heim, sworn—On Feb. 17 was going to East 
Oxford. Met two men a little east of 
Robinson’s blacksmith shop, on the 
Governor’s road. This would be between 
four and five miles from the scene 
of the murder. Both were young men. One 
was of medium height, light complexion, 
dark felt hat and overcoat, with cape.

GLOUCESTER, Eng., March 8.—I went to 

Upper Norwood last night to see David 
Stephenson, and found him in bed, 
prostrated by the news of his son-in-law’s 
alleged crime. He is a white-haired man. 
76 years of age, and the family fear that 
the shock will have a serious effect on his 
health. A doctor is attending him. Mr. 
Stephenson said:

"It is quite true that my daughter is the 
lady mentioned in the case. Her marriage 
was in direct opposition to my wishes. It 
took place without my consent. My 
daughter first met Birchell at a party given 
by one of my intimate friends. They in­
stantly became attached to each other, and 
had only been engaged three months when 
Birchell asked me to allow the wedding to 
take place.

“He gave as the reason for the sudden re­
quest that he had important business af­
fairs in Canada which necessitated instant 
attention. He refused to cousent to the 
marriage, saying it was too sudden to be 
proper.

“Birchell never mentioned anything 
about business, except to say he was a 
wealthy owner of large estates in Canada. 
He seemed a thorough gentleman, and had 
plenty of money. I inquired and found ho 
had been at Oxford University and was the 
son of a clergyman of the Church of Eng- 
and living somewhere in Lancashire. I 
have a letter from an eminent churchman 
at Oxford giving Birchell the highest char­
acter.

“I spoke to my daughter about the hasty 
wedding, and advised her to wait until I 
had made exhaustive inquiries as to Birchell’s 
career. She declined and said she would 
marry him, as she loved him dearly. Bir­
chell did not broach marriage again. I 
considered that he was going to wait until 
I gave consent.

“One day I was surprised to hear my 
daughter had been married secretly the day 
before. Two of my daughters were 
present at the ceremony, which was by 
special license. The couple never came to 
see me, but went direct to Canada. I re­
ceived letters from each of them while they 
were there. They ultimately returned to 
England and I forgave them. They lived 
in my house some time.”

The 
underwear matched exactly that found on 
Benwell’s body, and the clippings from the 
garments which he wore correspond 
precisely to the places where the markings 
are upon the rest of his furnishings.

In one corner there was a pile of waist- 
coats, white and light ones for summer 
wear, darker, heavier ones for winter use. 
In another place was a heap of trousers and 
jackets, and in one package a cafe au lait 
light overcoat, a heavy cape coat and a 
hunting jacket, hats, handkerchiefs, top 
boots, shoes, slippers, toilet articles, and all 
the one hundred and one other indispens­
ables of the well-to-do English traveler lay 
scattered about.

One possession of poor Benwell s had a bit 
of pathos about it. It was a heavy gilt-

StCIVIL SERVICE AND COST OF LIV­
ING.

An inquiry recently made by direction of 
the Government of Hong-Kong into the 
cost of living there in its relation to salaries 
paid to officers of the civil service is not 
wholly without interest in our own coun­
try. The report of the commission shows 
that in the last ten years the cost of living 
in Hong-Kong has increased 20 per cent, 
for Europeans and 10 per cent, for Chinese, 
and it appears that clothing is the only 
article cheaper now than ten years ago. 
Rent has increased from 100 to 150 per cent, 
for Europeans and 100 per cent, for Chinese, 
servants’ wages 10 to 15 per cent., and cost 
of medical attendance 100 per cent., while 
imported articles have risen in proportion 
to the fall in exchange. This decreasing

Or THE 211 presbyteries of the Presby­
terian Church in the United States 51 have 
announced their votes on the overture with 
regard to the revison of the Westminster 
creed. One presbytery voted neither for nor 
against revision, but puts itself on recordas 
wanting an entirely new creed. This is the 
Presbytery of Albany, in which there are 
G6 ministers and 9,755 communicants. There 
arc 35 presbyteries anxious for revision; 15 
oppose revision. It is curious that among 
these 15 professing to be satisfied with the 
various doctrines of Calvinistic belief, ten 
are of Pennsylvania. In fact, almost allthe 
Pennsylvania presbyteries so far voting on 
the overture appear to be in favor of the 
present creed. The other five presbyteries 
oppose to a revision are those of Kansas 
City, Mo., Long Island N. Y., New Bruns- 
wick, N. J., Wooster. O , and San Fran- 
cisco, Cal. The General Assembly will 
meet in May, and there will be a brief 
discussion on the subject.

The City Council of Frankfort, Ky., has 
passed an ordinance prohibiting the sale of 
cigarettes.

Mr. Matthew Burnett, who is now in 
Britain for a year’s rest, has given 263 years 
to temperance work in Australia, during 
which period he has been instrumental in 
leading 177,500 to take the pledge and 150,- 
000 to don the blue ribbon.

In many places in the United States it 
was the custom to have postoffices in 
saloons. Since the new postmaster-general, 
the Hon. John Wanamaker, took office all 
this has been changed. He says there shall 
be no more saloon-keepers in postoflices, and 
no more postoffices in saloons.

The Glasgow Reformer says: “At a re­
cent meeting of the Altrincham Board of 
Guardians, it was reported that in conse­
quence of the doctor prescribing cod liver 
oil instead of intoxicants, the deaths had 
been so much reduced that the undertaker 
refused to make coffins at the current con­
tract rate.

It was not Solomon, nor Benjamin Rush, 
nor Charles Jewett, but Shakespeare, who 
said: “O, that men should put an enemy 
in their mouths to steal away their brains!”

Rev. W. F. Burgess says it is a sad fact 
that the four Protestant nations most 
interested in missions—viz., Germany, 
Holland, Great Britain and the United 
States of America—are also most closely 
identified by the liquor traffic with those 
same countries they are trying to evangel- 
ize. Christian America lias been sending 
liquor to other countries at the rate of 
6,000,000 gallons per year, including 807,- 
000 gallons to Africa. For every missionary 
sent to Africa, America is sending 100,000 
gallons of Boston rum. For every 100 
souls converted to God by American 
missionaries, 1,000 is ruined by American 
rum.

Mr. Joseph Thomas, the African ex­
plorer, has once more expressed with char­
acteristic fearlessness his views upon the 
results of European intercourse with the 
African race, which he unhesitatingly de­
clares, instead of being a blessing, has been 
little better than an unmitigated curse. At

—If you got 
a patent of invention for an article you 
could prevent the making or sale of it ex­
cept with your consent. A patent would 
cost from $30 to $40. It depends some­
what on the article patented.

FARQUHAR. —A rented 100 acres on
which he resides for a term ending in 1894, 
and in 1889 A and B leased adjoining 100 
acres as partners for one year, each taking 
50 acres to work; A does all the plowing on 
said 50 acres, after which he made an as­
signment. Can A assign his interest to his 
creditors? ANS.—Yes, unless there is pro­
visions in the lease preventing him from 
doing so. If the lease is properly drawn 
there is.

Hepworth.—What is the law for a land­
lord to get his rent? Is he to leave so 
much? ANS. —He can distrain for the rent 
when due and the tenant can claim ex­
emptions from distress of all goods exempt 
from execution for debt, provided he gives 
up possession of the premises, but not 
otherwise. The landlord must before or at 
time of distraint notify the tenant of his 
right to such, exemptions if possesion is 
given up.

ONTARIO CIVIL SERVICE.— DOES the Pro- 
vincial Government have civil service ex­
aminations the same as the Dominion Gov- 
erment? If so, when are they held? Axs. 
—No, but the Lieutenant-Governor-in- 
Council is authorized from time to time 
and as occasion may require to appoint 
examiners of candidates for office or em­
ployment in the civil service of Ontario, 
and power is exercised whenever occasions 
require it.

SCHOOL CONTRACT.—Can the son of a 
school trustee have a contract for lighting 
and sweeping the school, the boy being 
about 12 years of age? It is done to evade 
the law, as said trustee often assists in 
doing the work; only the contract is in the 
boy’s name merely to keep said trustee from 
direct violation of school law. AnS.—The 
trustee’s seat is vacant and the contract is 
void. It is the duty of the remaining trustees 
to order a new election. See section 247 of 
the Public School Act.

MANCHESTER.—Does a mortgage ever 
run out on house or land? Does it require 
writing to be renewed at any time, or does 
it hold good so long as both parties are 
agreed for it to remain on said property? 
AnS.—The mortage stands good as to the 
land for ten years from the lime the last 
payment should be made or was actually 
made in the absence of an acknowledgment 
or agreement for renewal in writing, but 
the mortgagor remains personally liable on 
bis convenant to pay the mortgage principal 
and interest for twenty years after it was 
duc or part payment or acknowledgment in 
writing.

MosA.—An agreement between trustees 
and teacher is binding when not in contra­
vention of the Public School Act. It 
should provide for more than fixing the 
salary, and when payable, e.g., the length of 
time for which the teacher is engaged, also, 
whether the salary is wholly cash, or part 
cash and part board and lodging, sec sec­
tion 151 of the act. The trustees are not 
responsible for the doctor’s bill in case of 
illness of teacher, but must pay the salary 
for four weeks of such illness if certified by 
a medical man. See section 157 of this act. 
The superannuation fund is contributed by 
the teachers, not the ratepayers. See sec­
tion 191 of the act. We don’t remember 
the agreement to which you refer.

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EFFECTUA WOMAN AND HOME. Caste and Starvation in India.

The collector of Ganjam, the famine 
stricken district in India, in a recent report, 
summarized by The London Times, states 
that the caste difficulty has been constantly 
recurring in regard to the relief kitchens. At 
Surada Panos children were found starving, 
the parents refusing to take them to the 
kitchen, while Bouris, who were formerly 
brought there, deserted when they got the op­
portunity. He thinks the legislature must 
step in and make it a punishable offense for 
parents to allow their children to starve when 
food is to be had with every regard to caste 
prejudices at the government kitchens. As 
it is, force had to-be used to bring them into 
the kitchens, and this is not always success­
ful. Threats and persuasions alike failed, and 
it was only by compulsion that the Bouris 
were brought into the kitchen.

The same tactics had to be pursued at every 
kitchen visited by the collector, and the con­
sequence was that in some instances, notably 
at Surada, the villages were deserted on 
hearing of his approach. “I cannot but re­
peat what I have already stated, that the 
people would have died rather than have vol­
untarily come to the kitchens. Not until it 
is made a penal offense for a man to threaten 
loss of caste for feeding at a government 
kitchen, or for a parent to allow his children 
to starve when within a reasonable distance 
of such kitchen, will the difficulty be got 
over. When some inhuman parent has suf­
fered the extreme penalty of the law for 
killing his child by starvation, in lieu of tak­
ing him to tho kitchen, we shall hear no more 
of the so termed caste objections on the part 
of the Bouris, Panos, Dandasis, and so on.”— 
New York Times.

Value of Women's Personal Charms—Words 
That Try Men's Souls—How to Sit in the 
Saddle —The Perfect Home —Many Things 
of Interest to Fair Readers.

No one will deny that the education of wo- 
men has increased and grown enormously 
during the last few years. A different stand- 
ard of perfection has been raised, and, above 
all, strange and new requirements have been 
added to the old code. Woman is still to re­
tain her charms; all that art can do in dress, 
grace and refinement, and seduction of man­
ner are as keenly appreciated as ever. But, 
besides these light and airy graces of the old 
school, it is now felt that the more grave and 
serious parts of education must not be found 
wanting in a woman.

She must do more, from a literary point of

The body should be balanced exactly in the 
middle of the saddle and far enough back to 
grasp the second pommel with the right knee 
comfortably while the left one is just spanned 
by the third pommel or leaning horn.
