torney or Agreement, including all necessary Entries and Cer-
tificates, six shillings and three-pence, but in case such Entries
and Certificates exceed eight hundred words, at the rate of
eight-pence for every additional hundred words. · 45

For régistering Certificate of Judgment two shillings and six-
pence, satisfaction thereof two skillinge and six-pence.



For entering Certificate of Payment of Mortgage Money,
including all Entries and Certificates thereof two shillings and
siz-pence.

5 Drawing Affidavit of the Execution thereof, including the
swearing of the witness, when done by the Register or his
Deputy two shillings and six-pence.

For searching Records relating to the title of any lot or parcel
of land not exceeding four references one shilling and three-

10pence, and one shilling and three-pence for every additional four
distinct references, and so in proportion for every number of
searches made.

For every Extract furnished by the Register, including Cer-
tificate nine-pence for every one hundred words contained
