THE NOVENA OF ST. FRANCIS
XAVIER.

It Is the universal custom of the fathers
of the Soclety of Jesus to celebrate in
their churches, every year, s novena to
the great St. Francls Xavier, which s
called the “Novens of Grace.” Thisnovena
always begins on the 4th of March and is
brought to a closs on the 12th, This
eustom, which was followed in Quebee in
the eatly days of the existence of the old
Feench colony, was religlously adhered to
long after the last Jesuit of the anclent
College of Quebec slept the “dreamless
sleep of death.” It wasa@lso adopted in
Montrea!,and s stillattended, in the great
Ghurch of Notre Dame, by large numbers
of plous Canadian Cathol'~, Bat it is
aaturally in the churches belongling to the
Jesults that ome expects to find the
novens celebrated with the greatest
forvor. The fathers spare mnothing that
could do bonor to the great Salnt—one of
the most illustrious members of their
order, wishing to make all Catholics share
the graces promised by St. Francis Xavier,
and bopeful of seeing others imitate their
example ; slways anxlous that good may
be done to eouls, no matter by whom or
in what place. ‘

The explanation of the origin of the
novens, and the prayers used at it, have
been printed in French and distributed in
leaflet form—but as I have not seen any
in Eoglish I am goiog to offer a little
translation of it to the readers of the
REcoRD,

Towards the close of the year 1633,
the vice-roi of Naples issued an order
for the magnificent decoration of &
church, in which be wished to have
celebrated with great pomp the Feast of
the Immaculate Conception, The
Reverend Father Mastrilli was super-
intending the preparations, when a
hammer weighing about two pounds
fell on his head from a height of over a
bundred feet, and etretched him on the
floor, bathed in his bleod, whence he was
lifted, wounded, it was thought mortally.
The last Sacrements were called for,
but the dying Father was only able io
receive Exireme Unction,

Father Mastrilli was already mourned
as one dead, when all at once a sudden
serepity lighted up his countenance; he
opened his eyes and turned them
humbly to his bedside;—whispered
words, accompanied by tears, glances
towards a person who seemed to speak
%0 him, a movement of his hand apply-
ing to his wound a relic of the True
Cross, all caused the spectators to think
that the sick man was the recipient of
some extraordinary favour,

At length the Father raliied, and ralsiug
his eyes and hands to heaven, cried: “My
Fathers, I am cured, and it is to St
Francis Xavler that I owe my cure.” At
these words, those who stood round him
recited a Te Deum in the gratitude of their
hearts. . . . Father Mastrilli dreesed
bimself without difficulty, and prostrating
himself before a picture of his celestial
physician,remained a long time absorbed in
prayer, Then rlsing, he reported himself to
the Father Rector, after which he occupied
two hours in writiug out the full account
of what had happened to him.

8t, Fraucls Xavier, to whom Father
Mastrilli had always professed a tender
devotion, had appeared to him, his face
radiant with glory; be had told the sick
man to apply & relic of the True Croes to
his wound, and had exacted from him a
vow that he would go to Japan, there to
work for the martyr’s palm, after which,
giving him much salutary advice, for the
sauctification of his soul, the saint assured
him that :

“All those who during the space of niae
days, from the 4th to the 12th March,
should each day implore his (St. Francis
Xavier’s) intercession with God, confess-
ing their sins and recelving Holy Com-
munion during the novens,should experi-
ence the benefits of his favour in obtain-
ing from God & favorable answer to their
prayers, provided thoir reqnests were for
@od’s glory and their own salvation,”

Soon after this occurrence Father Mas:
tellli set out for Japan, and passing
through Rome and Madrid he related to
Pope Urbain VIII. audto the King of
Spain, Phillp the IV., as well as to the
eptire court of the latter, the great
miracle, the fame of which had already
extended far and near.

Almost immediately upon hisarrivalin

where he was kept confined for four days,
after which he was beheaded.

The Novena has ever since been prac-
tised all over the world, with an efficacy
and evident blessing that have caused it
to be called the Novena of Grace.

4Ope can scarcely,” writes & plous
author in 1701, “relate in detail all the
graces that have been obtained during this
Novena, particularly in places where it
has been publicly observed. Experience
has shewn that there is no necessity, spir-
{tual nor temporal, in which we may not
bope for prompt assistauce when we have
bad recourse to this great Saint, making
in his honour the Novena of Grace.”

The following prayer ls the one recited
by Father Mastrilli, and which may be
considered as the distinctive prayer of the
Novena.

PRAYER TO 8T FRANCIS XAVIER.
Amiable and plous eaiut, ever full of
charity, iv union with thee I respectfully
adore the Divine Majesty, and because I
take especial delight in the graces which
thou hast recelved from God during thy
life, and the glory bestowed on thee after
thy death, 1 fervently tbank Him, and
supplicate thee with all my heart to
obtain for me, by thy powerful interces’
sion, the all important grace of living and
dying well. I further beg of thee to
o{uln for me also (here mention your
request); and if what I a:k be not for the
glury of God and the welfare of my eoul,
procure for me what will best promote
both of these objecte.

It s advisable to add: 1. The collect for
the Feast of St. Francis Xavier. 2 Three
Our Fathers and three Hall Marys, in
memory of the great devotion felt by St.
Francis for the most Holy Trinity, 3.
Ten times, Glory be to the Father, etc, in
gratitude for the bleseings accorded by
God to St. Francis during the ten years of
his apostolate.

$0 do the same. Strong hopes are enter-
tained that there will shortly be enough
won back to the Liberal ranks to endanger
the position of the Government.
Mr. Wilfred Blunt has withdrawn his
agtion against Messrs. Balfour and Byrne
for talse imprisonment,
Mr. Juo. D'lion, M. P., has been arrested
in Dublin, He was released on bail. Mr.
Wm. O'Brien says that his arrest will not
interfere with the progress of the Plan of
Campaign.
Mayor O'Keeffe, of Limerick, Parnellite,
has been elected for Limerick, vacant by
the resignation of Mr. Henry J. Gill.
Mr. Wm. O'Brien stated in an inter-
view on the 17th inst, that the arrest of
Mr. Dillon and himeelf proves that Mr.
Balfour is compelled to recommence the
work he began in September, and that
Coerclon has been, as it always was and
always will pe, a failure.

It was forty years ago, The winter of
18478 1 spent in Paris where | was a
witness of the revolution of February,
Soon afterwards I left for Italy and re.
turned to Paris in June, a few days
after the insurrection, which had been
put down only by four days’ tighting in
the streets. Here I met my father, a
venerable minister ot New England, and
my brother, now Judge Field of Wash-
ivgton,  We had our lodging at the
Hotel des Girands Ambassadeus, in the
Rue de Lille, to which came one day a
night dignitary of the Catholic Church,
since he was at once a French Arch-
bishop and & Roman Cardinal. This was
Cardinal de Bonald, Archbishop of
Lyons. Madame announced to us the
arrival of Monseigneur, and asked if we
would like to be presented to him, a
courtesy which we accepted, and were
introduced into his apartments, As my
father could not speak French, I had to
be his interpreter. We found a man
venerable in years; with the quiet dig-
nity of manner which is generally
observed in one of exalted station; of a
serious, thoughtful countenance; with
An expression pensive even to sadness,
which is apt to come wita a life passed
in a seclusion like that of the cloister,
His face showed lines of care, as well as
of age, and yet with all there was in it a
serenity and peace which could come
only from Christian faith,
Those were days of trouble for the
Courch. The revolution had caused a
general agitation, and men’s bearts were
falling them for fear., But he seemed to
dwell in an atmosphere which no outward
changes could disturb. The experience of
a loug life had taught him that such
changes could not ehake the foundation
on which he rested. He said: *I am the
oldest member of the Chllega of Car-
dingls.” Thus he had seen all the French
revolutions, They had come and gone,
aud the Church bad ontlived them all.
One could not look on such a counten-
auce without a feeling of profound
reepect, 1 thought with what veneration
the Catholics of America would look up
to such an apostolic man, and ventured
to express faintly a wish that even 2t his
advanced age he might be permitted to
see this land of the future, The old
man shook his head., 1 shall never forget
the tone in which he answered “My uext
voyage will be for eternity,” It was easy
to see that he had long siuce passed the
period of ambitfon, and even of curiosity
to see strange lands and peoples, His eye
was fixed on the horizon of this world,
which he was soon to pass. I have often
since recalled the picture of those two
gray-baired men, so close to each other,
and yet ¢o far apart; men of diffurent
countries and of different creeds—ihe
Frenchman and the American, the Catho-
lic and the Protestaut, the Puritan and
the Cardinal. Jt seems as if such men had
nothing in common ; as if between them
there was a great gulf which could not
be croesed ; and yet, though so far apart,
how near!—for though they could not
speak a word to each other, yet in their
hearts they held to the rame bleesed faith
in the same Divine Lord. Such men can-
not be divided by oceaus or differences of
rice or language. At the close of the
interview they parted to see each other no
more on earth, Both soon crossed the
silent sea, to mees, I doubt mnot, on the
heavenly shore.

The funeral of Mr, E. D. Gray took
place on Saturday, 81et of March, in Dub-
lin, By desire of the deceased, it was
intended to be of a private nature, and
indeed there was no demon-
stration of eny political nature.
The arrangements were of the simplest
character. BStill from the number and
representative character of the mourners,
it was unparalleled in the ocity. These
included gentlemen of all ranks,
creeds and politics, The Oath-
olic oclergy attended in large hum-
bers, and there would have been many
more, were 1t not that the religious rites
of Holy Week made it impossible fox
very many to attend. The floral tributes
of esteem and regard were numerous
and beautiful, attesting the worth and
populatity ot the eminent citisen,
Business houses were closed along the
route of the funeral’ cortege, and the
blindsof private houses were drawn, even
where the proprietors were opposed to
Mr. Gray in politics, Deceased died at
the age of forty.two years, three months.

The Vespers was sung by

A FRAUD,

A disreputable swindle has been at-
tempted on the Belgian Catholics living

at Little Sturgeon, Wisconsin, by the
Protestant Episcopalian Bishop of Fond
du Lac in the same State, Dr. J. H,
Hobart Brown, He has been encour-
sged in it by the Protestant Bishops,
Doane of Albany, Dix of New York, and
Seymour of Springfield.

UNITY OF FAITH,

The yearnings of the Protestant secis

during the last few years for Unity mark
quite a new phase in that ever.changing
system. It has been well dinned into
our ears that it never was the intention

or the wish of Christ that there should

be unity or uniformity of either faith or
Church Government among His dis-
ciples, in fact that it is not even desir.
able that there should be such unity.

In vain, as far as Prostestants were

concerned, did Oatholics point eut

that Christ and His Apostles insist upon

unity of faith, and submission to the
divinely appointed pastors of His
Church, From Jurien down to Doetor
Cummins we were told that some doc.
trines are esseniiai, and others nom-
essential, and that it is sufficient to
agree on the fundamental broad prin.
ciples of Cliristianity, and that as to the
pastors of the Church, every denomina-
tion has within itself the right of appoint-
ing pastors as iteelf may deem fit.
Nay, some sects go s0 far as to maintain,
more logically, that every congregation
has this prerogative.

Of late, however, a new light has
broken out, It is found by experience

that the division into difterent sects is
an insuperable obstacle to the conver-
sion of heathens; and that even among

communities that are already Christian,
the efficiency of religious teaching is
much impaired, and a spirit of
dissension  engendered which is
not st all in accordance with the teach-
ing that “every kingdom divided sgaimet
iteelf shall be made desolate, and every
city or house divided against iteelf shall
not stand.” (St. Matt. xil,, 25), And
“be not carried away with varions and
strange doctrines,” (Heb.xlii,,9.) “For
he is not the God of dissension, but of
peace ; as also I teach all the Churches of
the Saints,” (I Cor. xiv., 33.)

Heathen nations especially are much
scandalized at the Irreconcilable differ-
ences which characterize the misslonaries
which are sent to them, all professing to
teach the real doctrines of Christ,’though
they cannot agree what those doctrines
are.

HOW A SCHOOLMASTER BECAME
A CATHOLIC.

LETTER X.

So far in these letters I have, in &
cursory mauner, looked at Catholicity
and Protestanism, as they appear in
history ; and bave, as nearly as I have
been sble, strictly adhered, up to this,
to the order of my first studies, From
this point I took a retrospect of both.
But now when I could look back upon
them, with a clear eye, and see them as
they have been, Catholicism as it bas
moved, with & steadfest aim and un.
diverted steps, from the very beginning
of Christianity down through the cen-
turies to the present; often opposed,
often assailed, but with the ehouts of
victory always on its lips ; alluring to its
side the wisest, and, atter making them
the best and noblest, sending them back
into the world to spend the remainder
of their lives in doing deeds of meroy
and benevolence; even extending its
empire and influence amonget the
nations and infusing into them a spirit
of culture and progress that raised them
from barbarism to the higrest state of
oivilisation; bearing on its fostering
bosom the weak and decrepit and giving
to friend and foe alike, in the hour of
distress, 8 generous welcome and the
tenderest care; and holding aloft for the
benefit and encoursgement of all the
torch of learning and the eneigns of true
liberty : and Protestantism, a name that
designates nothing, that will outlast &
dsy; that has been a cloak for every
theological phantasy and a shelter for
every imaginary form of fanaticism; that
bas lamentably failed to exhibit in its
principles or professions, consistency or
order, and hLas sigually miscarried
in all its serious undertakings ;
and whose short but turbulent
bistory shows to & demonstration that,
whatever else it may be, it is & confusion
of tongues and lkingdom divided sgainst
iteelf—when I say I looked back upon
both and eaw all this, the blind reverence
for Protestantism, to which I had been g0
carefully trained, left me altogether; and
for Catholiclsm, a word which for the
greater part of my life I bad delighted to
ridicule, I had something above common
respect. And this made s Catholicof me ?
Nothing of the sort, my friend; I was too
heavily handicapped with inveterate
prejudices to surrender so readlly. I
could not very well have read many
eccleslastical books without coming acrose,
and peying some slight attention to occa-
stonal discussions of doctrine; but further
than & general opinion that the Catholics
belog always and everywhere the eame
in thelr beilef, bave all the probabilities
in thelr favor againat the Protestants with
their ever-changing opinione, I had not
advanced. I had adopted no temet mor
dogma peculiarly Catholle. For the first
time I halted. It was hizgh time to do eo;
for I saw well enough that I was on the
bigh-road to “Popery.” And when I
plainly realized the fact, I shrank within
myself. This revalsion I can fmpute
to nothing but an uprising of fngrained
prejudices. On every side I looked
for sn excuse to make a halt,
I bad often hesrd it sald that
the principles aud representations of
the Catholics are wonderfully seductive to
those that are mot specially trained to
meet them. But this, the best I could lay
my hauds on, for the moment, could not
apply to me, since I had examined hardly
anything so far but dry historical facts.
A better one came at last; the rapid
change in my knowledge of church affairs
bad produced too great & reaction; a little
enthusisem, or something like it, had, g:g
haps, overlsid my judgment. No doubt I
had been golog too fast and too inconsider-
ately ; [ would take a rest. But rest I
could not ; all day long and a good part
of the night, I was roving into the past
and looking into the condition of the
present. Satisfied, though se I was, that
the Protestants are no safe guides in
Christisnity, I had not the courage to
examine the teachings of the Church.
I dreaded the result; what would every-
body eay, if I should {urm “Papist{”
couid I not admire the Catholic Church,
in secret, if I liked; and give Protest.
antism & civil go.-by? Perhaps I
could mansge it in some way
(without whatever evidences of being
the only true Church they may have)
without goining the Catholics after all.

One day while I was in this haiting
state, I was told by a person, with whom
I was having & talk on the subject of
churches, that it makes no difterence
whatever to what church a man beiongs,
provided he lives a virtuous life. AsIwas
not prepared to dispute it on the spot,
I took it home, to look at it, At that
time I was, from lack of information,
altogether unqualified to consider the
subject; but I did not fail to see that it
was a remarkable statement for solifi.
dian to make, and that, even if it can be
maintained, it tells as much for the Cath.
olic Church as for any other.

Granting
this—though it can only be grauted with
the reservation that all its chief doctrines,
for Instance, the foundation vfthe Church
on Peter, transubstantiation, purgstory,
extreme unction, are either expressly con-
tained in or lmplied in the New Teata-
ment: or at least mentioned in such a way
that if they are not held to be implied, so
nelther ¢an many of the chief dogmas re

tained by Protestantism, be beld to be
sanctioned—yet, granting this, what does
the omission amount to?! We are no

where informed that the New Testament
contains the whole body of Christian doc

trine, And it is clear that it does not:
that it consists of a series cf narratives
and letters, the latter in particular re.

ferring to a body of doctrines entrusted
to the kceping of a visible Courch. What
18 required to be shown is that these
Roman Catholic doctrines are contrary
to Scnpture; and this cannot
be shewn. Granting even that
they were not fully developed at
the time when most or all of the New
Testament books had been written, this,
on the supposition of a visible Church
having been constituted, would offer no
sort of difficulty. This gradual develop-
ment of doctrine is strictly in accordance
with what we gather from the analogy of
Nature. We are in no respect judges of
the way in which it might have pleased
God Almighty to communicate his reve.
lation to mankind: at any rate, this is
Butler’s own argument. It might have
been—judging from analogy, we should
infer ‘that it would be likely to
be—communicated in a gradual way.
Thus the dogma of the Immaculate Con-
ception of the Virgin, 1n no respect
opposed to the text of Scripture, might
very well have been left to be brought
to the light, after a long process of incu-
bation, by tkis same visible church, And
with regard to other dootrines formulated
at an earlier period, such for example
as theinvocation of saints, it is absolutely
ludicrous to contend that they are un-
scriptursl, or that they substitute
another kind of meditation for that of
Christ, for, if Paul prayed for his converte,
if the prayer of faith saves the sick, it
the prayer of a righteous man avails, it
isidle and indeed wholly without war-
rant from ccripiure to sffirm positively
that prayers and supplications offered
up by those who bave put oft this tem
porary 'gerb of flesh can do nothing,

Now, the Church of Rome precents
herselt $o us not only with wmsavy of the
signs and appearances which we should
expect to find in a visible Church, these
signs and appearances being noted in
her alone, but with the positive assur.
ance that she and she alone is the vis-
ible Church. She informs us, as a con-
sequence of this, that only for those
within her pale is there a reasonable
hope of salvation,

If thisclaim can be absolutely disproved
or shown to be ridiculous, there is an end
to it, as under similar circumstances
there would be an end to Christianity.
Bu* no reasonable man supposes that any-
thing of the kind can be done in elther
csse. Sane Protestants are, therefore, on
the grounds set forth in the analogy bound
at least to comport themeelves towards the
Roman Catholic system in the same way
ss the author declares that sceptica are
bound to comport themselves towards
Ohristianity in general. “A doubting
apprehenaion that it may be true” willlay
them under serious obligations to it ;
compel “a reverend regard”’to it under this
doubtfulness, “a regard mot the same
exactly, but in many respects nearly the
same with what a full conviction of its
truth would lay them under.” But we
may go farther than this. One of the
strongest pleas urged by Bishop Butler
with the view of inducing people to
embrace Christianity 1s the prudential
ome, It s, on the whole, he
says, the safer side to take.

Fredet’s Eucharlstic Mystery was the
little book that I first read on this dogms,
How often we hear it eaid that the
Catholic faith s not scriptural! Fredet's
boock opened my eyes: and when
they were opened I saw what
I bad never expected to see, that scripture
and ecripture alone, soundly establishes
the truth of the Catholic teaching on this
subject, When I had finished with this
book I was thoroughly convinced that
outside of the Catholic Church there can
be no Holy Commuuion.

Were Ito trace the “successive steps,”
as I intimated at first, I should here pre.
sent some of the proofe that sustain this
dogms; but they will be more in place
hereafter. In Fredet’s book and other
books I wae for a long time puzzled to
understand how it {s that Catholics attach
so much importance to the authority of
the Church.

%It is the teaching of the Church,” and
“approved by the church,” were con-
stantly occurring expressions that I could
not understand. 1 had to learn the Cath-
olle conception of the Cburch, In my
pext letter I hope to show what I collected
on the subject.

EFFECT OF THE HOLY EUCHARIST.

The Holy Eucharist, in common with
the other pacraments, confers sanctify-
ing grace, but more abundantly, because
it contains the author of grace Himself,
and therefore the church says “in this
sacred banquet the soul is filled with
grace,” Its particular effect (that which
distinguishes it from other sacraments)
18 the gift of spiritual nourishment. Our
Lord instituted it under the species of
bread and wine, to rignify that it pro-
duces on the soul all the effects that
material food produces on the body, “my
fiesh is meat indeed, and my blood is
drink indeed.” Material nourishment
benefits by becoming one with us, It is
not simply conveyed into the stomach,
but it spreads allover the body, loses its
own pature, enters into and becomes a
part of our system. In like manner
Carist in the Eucharist unites Himself
to us, and becomes one with us, “He that
eateth my flesh and drinketh my blood
dwelleth in me and I in him;” only with
this difterence: He ia mot changed into
ue, but we are changed into him,
Just as material bread, when united
to us, restores, preserves and increases
the body, so the Bread of Life reatores,
preserves and augments the soul. It
restores the soul inasmuch as it remits
venial sin and gives back what is daily
lost through the heat of concupiscence,
as corporal food supplies tnat which is
daily lost by the natural heat of the
body. It enkindles the fervor of charity
which is opposed to venial sin, It pre-
serves the soul from future mortal sin,
for as the body is preserved from the
death by natural food, so the soul is pre-
served from the death of sin by spiritual
food, “He that eateth of this bread
shall never die.” This preservative

ance of grace, which gives a title to a
large supply of actual grace by producin,
spiritual delight which renders the sou
less sensible to senauality, by putting to
flight the demon who suggests inordin-
ate desires, by diminishing concupis.
cence, hindering and weakening unruly
appetites, by impreseing on us the mind
and spirit of Christ, His sacred
humenity, His sweetness, His charity,
and all His virtues, and finally by making
us share His life, “he that eateth me, he
shall live by me,”

This Holy Sacrament not only restores
what we have lost, but alto gives far
more. It causes us to grow in grace, as
weil a8 preserves us from sin, By it we
are led on from grace to grace, we are
made more and more perfect until we
reach the end of our journey, just as we
read that the prophet Elias, by that
mysterious fond the angels gave him, was
supported forty days and forty nights un.
til he came to Horeb, the mount of God,
Therefore it is, and alro because it con-
veys life eternal, “he that eateth my
ficsh and drinketh my blood, hath ever-
lasting life,” and is highly emblematic of
eternal bliss, that we call this sacred
banquet “the pledge of future glory.”

DOGE BALFOUR.

HOW THE MODERN TYRAN® LOOKN TO AN
AMERICAN WOMAN.
Boston Pllot.

Writing from old Venice to the Boston
Herald, Gail Hamilton recalls, with a few
vivid touches, the datk days of tyranay
when the Doges exerclsed a power almost
omnipotent, and their wretched slaves
groaued in pain and blindness. Now the
Dogesare gone. “Incredible, inexplicable
but indisputable—it is the Doges who
have disappeared; it s human mind
chained to the gondola benches, burfed
beneath solid walls under water, crushed
and torn In torture chambers, which con-
quered, which prevailed, which is free to-
day. The Dogesand their pride and thelr
hatreds are gone, and in their very haunts,
their strongest fastnesses, the thought
which they steadfastly and successfully
held in thrall mocke &t their conceit and
egotism, laughs to scorn thelr haughty
assumption and does not so much assert
as unconscloualy exerclse the liberty they
loathed.”
But the tvranny has not died with the
tyrants of Venice, Gail Hamilton does
not revive their hated memorfes to
condemn the dead past, but rather to
ask 1 —
What of it all 2 Why just now this :
That up in the Northwest of Europe—an
energetic and adventurous land, in which
we have the first right in the world to be
interested—they seem not to have learned
the lesson of the Bridge of Sighs.  They
seem not to have learned that the human
mind is the strongest force of mature.
Mr. Balfour seems to think that the flimsy
prisons of Ireland are stronger than the
stones of Venice. Mre. Froude has gone
round the modern world in vain and
penetrated the depths of hietory to little

urpose when he jauntily consigns Ire-
rand forever to the military rule of Eog-
land.

He continues sleepless from
anxiety and waut of proper sleeping
accommodations, having nothing bus the
plank bed to lie on,’”

bhandcufted to the police barracks, and
bail was accepted by Mr. Considine, R,
M,, for their appearance. A public
meeting was subsequently held, the Rev.
J. Ryan in the chair, and a resolution
passed condemning the action of the
authorities. At aspecial meeting of the
Kilkenny Branch of the League strong
resolutions were passed on the subject,

tive and pursuers narrowly escaped sink-
ing in a bog. Eventually John Sullivan
was secured, and both prisoners were
brought before a Resident Magistrate,
and remanded to Tralee Jail for eight
days.

lines, although not of the length that we
would prefer, are, nevertheleas, easy and
flowing, Then treating of the grander
scenery of the great Lake, they, as is
fitting, roll majestically. A few more
such poems, and the rocky wilds around
Lake Superior will rival the fame of
fabled Olympus and its gods,

The prose tales make up the greatest
part of the volume, They are thor-
oughly original, in as far as they
are works of fiction, and as regards
their language. It is only fitting that it
should be so, for there is nothing more
original than the state of society with
which they deal. The North-Weet Ter-
ritories may have a great destiny; a con-
summation most devoutly to be wished,
At present they are like tbat animal in
nature which is described as the non-
descript. (See ch, v., Waterton). They
belong neither to barbarism nor to civili-
zation. Aspiring to be less barbarous,
they have no claim to be civilized, If
government can do anything, it will be
done; for they have a double allowance
of this civilizinginfluence. There is over
them a governor, the meekest of men,
appointed by the federal power at
Ottawa, Nominally he wields the sword
for the encouragement of the good and
the punishmentof evildoers. But there
exists another and a fiercer force
which grants them the grace to wear the
emblematic weapon in the scabbard,
This force is no other than the mounted
police, which derives its authority from
the same federal source, and which act
ually rules the iand. Dnes there occur a
disturbance, or is there a crime com:
mitted anywhere, these vigilant troopers
are at once on hand; and they seldom
fail to execute justice and judgment., In
this they could not well fail; for they are
themselves the judge and jury, the
accusers and the witnesses, In the
story of tne “Lean man,” a rumour
having been spread that oll the white
men in & district about two hundred
miles from the head quarters of the
police, were to be massacred, the force
at once proceeded with great power and
majesty to the threatened locality, They
are thus described when on march :
“Presently there came up the trail a gal-
lant troop of mounted police, their accou-
trements and scarlet tunice, their white

and value most, Finally, when it pleased
God the malady ceased—and death also.
Then our Indians became brave anew,
and the mothers, difterent from Rachel,
were notinconsolable, When they ceased
to fear for themselves they dried their
tears, Moreover, the Free Traders had
just made their appearance at Great
Slave Luke, and could the Indians
think of anything else? Oh! the Free-
traders! tis & magic word for the Indians,
Your Lordship is aware of that. Our
credulous Montagnais had the simplicity
to think that the arrival of the Traders
in the south would be for them the be-
ginning of a new era, an era of prosperity
and of bappiness, in a word, that the
golden age was about to begin for the
sons of the forest. Consequently, for

I embarked, bappy,
neath the guard of God, the 30:h of Sep
tember, I will not relate, My Lord, all the
incldents of my journey, which wae long,
toilsoma and dsogerous, I will merely
sketch rapidly some few particulars. The
place I went to, called Lrra-tcherre, had
never been visited by a miseionary. Those
who had gone furthest in this direction
had stopped st the Oomglny'l fort, and
five years sgo [ had the honor of accom-
fm{lng your Lordebip to this post. The
ndians of Irra-tcherre form a band of
wanderers belonging to all the tribes of
the Vicarlate of Athabaska-MacKenzie,
—hence they are not the best, They are
not radically bad, but ignorant and brutal,
living always far from the miselonary. It
was the desire to instruct them a little
that made me undertake the journey to
Irra-tcherre, The morning after our
detnture mow began to_fall in great
flakes, It wae winter, Since then, we
bave not seen the ground. Your Lord-
ship knows the country, as far as the
Cgl‘npmy’l post, needless then to speak
of it.

From this spot, the lake gets constantly
more narrow. You might think it a great
river were it less trouble, The approach
of the lake s very difficult, because of the
enormous boulders that fringe the shore
far out into the waters. Here and there
you perceive little islands of stome, the
only places where the boat may find shel.
ter in case of aetorm. Except those little
gunlu rocks, we meet but one large

sland, dotted with willows and aspin
trees. The oars were thickly coated with
ice, which it was necessary to break with
axes from time to time. "Vhen we reached
Irra-tcherre the fourteenth day after our
departure, the snow was a foot and a half
in depth. The rivers and little lakes
formed a solid bridge of ice, upon which
travellers and sleigbs could pass without
danger. The great lake alone was still
open to navigation, Having only
canvass tent to guard me, trembling with
cold (at least 20 degrees cent. grade) not-
withstanding my wish to do more, I muet
fain be content with hearing confessions,
conferring baptism aud giving a little
good advice to the flock (alas! almost
lost) the greater part of whom I then saw
for the fiist time. Iremained three days
with the Indians. My time was well
employed and I hope my visit was of some
use to the poor Indisns; at least they
thanked me and begged that I might
return sgain. I would willingly consent
to do so, Whatever it might cost I would
account that nothiog, but it is too far and
too difficult of access, The eve of my
departure they gave a feast and a Mon-
tagnals dance. Of course I had to witness
the latter, and be a guest at the
former, The feast, if we may call it
such, consisted of bolled bhear’s meat,
and a few pots of flour in boilig water,
which dish they term, as you know,
Rababo. For sure, many a lady’s poodle
would have turned up its nose had it
been present at the feast. As for me, My
Lord, I avow that I emacked my lips like
a true red skin, It is almost & scandal to
speak of the dance, but what does your
Lordehip think of a pastor assisting at it}
Nothing, I am sure, because our Indians
are very Innocent, Your Lordship has
doubtless time and sgain heard
the frightful hurrahs of our Montagnals
during their charivarl. But I doubt if

ou have ever witnessed the dance, and it
s 80 pretty, that I take the liberty of
saying & word of the one I was forced to
be present at. Your Lordship has often
seen a great flock of ducks beating the
air with their wings and giving forth their
Coin Coin. 1t is a perfect imitation. The
dancers, as by an electric motion, extend
violently their arms, slightly bending the
legs, the feet scarcely move, all together
utter ferocious shoute and this simultane-
ous howling {s modestly dubbed by our
Indians “The National Song.”

The i8th Oct. I took leave of the In-
dians at Irra-tcherre. The wind was favour-
able. We went under eail for two days
and & night and reached a point called
“Point of Rock,” where the Montagnais
were to await us, The cold was severe,
srd unfortunately wood was scarce. We
had to go two miles for it and then
carry it upon our shoulders to the camp,
The Indlans had not reached the place of
meeting; they came only on the morrow
far into the night., I at once began my
work of baptiems and confessions, I
was literally freezing, I caught a bad cold
that confined me to my tent for several
days. The 24th we pursued our way
towards St, Joseph, and, thanks be to God,
we arrived without very great diffi-
culty. At noon, on the 23th, we were
obliged to go to a little island and
remain captives there until the waters of
the Lake formed an immense bridge
of eolid ice. From the 28th began for me
a new mode of exlstence—the wigwam
life with the Indians, Your Lordship
knows what it is to live thus among the
savages; how the Montsgnais, in particu.
lar, are cereless, dirty, diegueting aund
what beautiful disorder reigns within
their wigwams. Let it suffice to say, My
Lord,that in the wigwam which I inhabited
during four weeks I had the advantage of
performing & rude penance. We were
twelve persons, and needless to say
we elbowed one another. But let
us be silent upon the interior of this Red
Skin palace; let the ladies do their kitchen
work witbout any comment; let us not
look at my left hand neighbor, a good
old fellow, who was constantly hunting
for “millepeds,” which he exterminated in
a summary and not over palatable man.
