authors. The greater part of these re-
culations regard the preservation of good
order in the city and suburbs of Quebec.
The establishment of markets, with pro- |
visions for the protection of citizens and |
of farmers, and the accommodation of
traders—the prevention of five and the
cleanliness of the city—are treated with |
exactitude and precaution in these regula- |
tions. These early legislators of our
country were certainly not behind their
steeessors in endeavouring to maintain a
high moral tone in the colony. The
stringent rules applied to keepers of houses
of public entertainment will bear favorable
comparison with anv modern legislation,
cither of the prohibitory or permisive
stamyp: while those adopted in regard of
vagraney, mendicancy and immorality, do |
honor to the legislators who enforced, and
to  the peopk who accepted them.
