INSURANCE MANAGEMENT.

There is no post of duty, in the elaborate 
organisation of forces by which mercantile ope­
rations are wrought ont, that requires more 
skill And experience than that occupied by the 
fire underwriter. It is a position to which are 
attached most weighty responsibilities. A 
successful insurance manager must be a man of 
ability, though there need be no approach to 
genius-; brilliancy even is not requisite. A 
cool judgment, decision of character, and a 
good knowledge of human nature, are quali­
ties that are constantly called into play. He 
most be enterpfiRing, without being rash ; 
cautious, but self-reliant and energetic ; while 
keeping his rate book in view he should not 
fear to experiment in a direction which gene­
ral principles and intuitive knowledge seem 
to indicate as a wise course to follow. To 
adhere strictly to rates and rules on every 
occasion, is to play the part of a mere machine; 
the business of e true underwriter is to say 
when these guides shall and when they shall 
not be followed—when the ordinary routine 
shall be departed from in order to effect a 
particular object. He should know when to 
■ay " Yes” and “No;” and the answer once 
given, should rarely be departed from. He 
should be acquainted with the movements of 
trade, and for this purpose ought to be as 
diligent a reader of the commercial journals 
as though ho were directly interested in the 
results which go to constitute success or fail­
ure in each branch. This lie ought to do with 
special reference to the “ moral hazard” of 
insurance, which the underwriter should learn 
to weigh with precision, for on his ability to 

'do this, depends more than on anything else, 
the success of his company.

Losses, heavy losses, will at times be suf­

fered, snd then the underwriter is put on 
h* trial—then it may be seen what stuff he 
isj made of. He is usually treated at the 
->4tset to blame, sometime! made the butt 
i ^ ridicule. Then the croakers who applaud­
ed his management in fair Weather times, 
Ixjgin to wag their heads and look wise,— 

*“F)h! I foresaw it;” “I knew it would come 
hr this !” Others chuckle with delight Irecause 
a rival perhaps has met with a blow. All this 
s If mid be treated with tlie indifference and 
e<fitempt it deserves. If an error has been 
cramuittcd, let it be carefully noted and then 
avoided next time.

ïn the settlement and disjxwd of the loss, 
gifeat judgment is required.^ Some managers, 
afjer satisfying themselves as to the cause of 
the loss, begin, in their excessive zeal,’ to 
lo4k for flaws and loop-holes in the contract, 

daily if the claim is heavy. The company 
dunged into litigation ; lawyers and wit­

nesses are feed; costs and expenses are heaped 
up, and generally with this result—Verdict 
fof the Plaintiff. While the opposite evil of 
pacing,unjust claims is always to be avoided ; 
\v(f are satisfied that some managers and com­
panies do themselves great mischief by too 
mfch litigation. Judges and juries are inclined 
toilook with disfavor and even suspicion on 
companies that come very often into court, 
anil are disposed to give the insured the full 
benefit of all their doubts and misgivings ; so 
th^t while it seldom pays the company di­
rectly, it gradually acquires for it the reputa­
tion of dicing litigious, which in the public 
estimation means an unwillingness to fulfil 
its engagements. It is impossible to lay down 
any general rule which will apply to all cases, 
mi a sound general priciple may be stated in 
these terms Where the insured has seted 
in good faith, believing himself to be protect­
ed, and having paid his money to secure the 
benefits of insurance, he is entitled to such 
benefits, even though he may have inad­
vertently violated a condition of his policy, 
so long as he has not done any act which 
would have the effect of materially increasing 
thè risk.

There are two or three cases that might be 
adduced as illustrations. In such esses as 
thf Magill fire at Hamilton, there can be no 
question that the companies are discharging 
an]imperative duty to themselves and to the 
public, in unravelling ‘ the-' iniquity in which 
thi first fire had its origin, and to which the 
seçond fire may with little doubt be ascribed. 
Tltey have laid bare a dark plot to shoulder 
upon the companies by the crime of arson, 
th# results pf an unsuccessful business. In 
thi case of the schooner Garry Owen, scuttled 
an£ sunk by the captain, as there is little 
reason to doubt, the Montreal Assurance 
Company could not do otherwise than resist

I J

payment. Another case is pending in «hick 
a large mercantile firm of Toronto appear as 
plsintiffs; that, on the other hand, it seems to 
us should, according to principles of equity 
snd fairness, be settled without going to court ; 
the reasons for this opinion we may assign 
when it is no longer tub jndict.

In all these matters there is room for the 
exercise of wise discrimination on the part 
of the manager in advising his directors as 
to the course they should adopt. Upon his 
judgment depends chiefly all the conse­
quences involved.

In the management of agents, too, there is 
scope for the exercise of all those qualities 
that go to make a successful insurance mana­
ger. While holding them with a firm rein, 
he should extend every encouragement to 
exertion. All his communications with them 
should be characterized by that courtesy 
which begets friendship and sympathy, and 
enlists that sealons co-operation on the part 
of agents which lias so much to do with the 
success of a company. Wherever insurance 
business is conducted as it is in Canada, the 
good-will of agents is a matter of the greatest 
consequence. Agents usually represent seve­
ral different companies, and to them is gene­
rally referred, by the insured, the duty of 
saying with which particular company any 
given risk shall be placed. He may, there­
fore, send all the choice risks to a favorite 
company, and turn the good, i«ad, and indif­
ferent into other companies. If a manager 
is crabbed, pert, fickle, uncivil, unreliable, 
litigious, fault-finding, dissatisfied, uncommu­
nicative, ambiguous, or in any way dis­
agreeable, the agent soon conies to know of 
it, and governs himself accordingly.

WEIGHTS AND MEASURES. *J

A report by a committee of the Senate, 
relating to our measures, weights and coins, 
has been printed, and presents some in­
teresting facts. In the matter of weights 
and measures, we are in little better than a 
seini-civilized state. When grain and seeds 
were sold by bulk, there was reason in the 
disparity of weight between different varie­
ties of grain ; but now that everything of 
the kind is sold by weight, and not by mea­
sure, not even a decent excuse can be set up 
for the maintenance of the present incon­
gruity. As the committee show, there is an 
entire want of uniformity between the dif­
ferent Provinces, most ctinibrous, perplexing, 
snd altogether undesirable. A bushel of In­
dian com in Ontario weighs 56 lbs., in Nova 
Scotia 68 lbs, and in New Brunswick 60 lbs.; 
barley weighs 48 lbs., 52 lbs., and 50 lbs. m 
the same Provinces respectively; oats weigh 34 
be. in Toronto, 32 lbs. in Montreal, and 36
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John. A certain kind of grass- which no satisfactory solution has yet been by letter. Os this, both note an.l cinquelbs. in St
seed weighs 14 lbs. in Ontario, and 66 lbs. 
in New Brunswick ; malt weighs 36 lbs. in 
Ontario and Quebec, and 39 lbs in Nova 
Scotia. Still more remarkable is the fact 
'that in Halifax a bushel of foreign barley is 
62 lbs., and home-grown only 48 lbs. In 
Toronto, rye is bought sometimes at 66 lbs.; 
and often at 60 lbs. to the bushel. Coals are 
measured in Quebec by an imaginary mea­
sure, styled the “Imperial Winchester” 
bushel ; in N<*a Scotia, 2,240 lbs. make a 
ton of coal ; in the other Provinces the ton 
is 2,000 lbs. In Quebec the arpent and the 
mifi.it, though autiquated and even obsolete 
in France, are still current. The old Eng­
lish wine gallon and the English W inchester 
bushel have ako been retained in some parts 
of the Dominion.

The committee urge that these anomalies 
should be "removed by a comprehensive mea­
sure, and insist that another session should 
not be allowed to pass without its adoption.

The‘metric system is strongly recommend­
ed ; and the powerful argument that some 
fifteen countries, with an aggregate popula­
tion of fottr hundred thousand people, have 
wholly adopted it, is adduced in support of 
that recommendation. In five countries, 
with a population of one hundred and eighty- 
three thousand, it has been partly adopted ; 
while in the United Éangdom, L nited States, 
and Prussia, it is simply permissive. It will 
be remembered that a strong effort was made 
by the American Boards of Trade, scarcely 
two years ago, to buy and sell grain by the 
cental or 100 lbs., but without success. Those 
who adopted the new system were forced, in 
a short time, to retrace their steps. The re­
sult of this experiment cannot be held to 
condemn the principle, which is thoroughly 
sound beyond a doubt ; it only shows that 
people are not easily driven out of the ruts 
and grooves in which they move. Such an 
object can dnly be effected by bringing to bear 
the full influence of a legal enactment. A 
uniform metric system would greatly simplify 
commercial transactions and expedite busi­
ness. Who, that understands reckoning 
money by dollars and cents, would be willing 
to go back to the old system ? It is neces­
sary to complete the reform which was in­
augurated in the legalization of the decimal 
currency, by adding the metric system of 
weights and measures, and the werk would 
be finished. The simplicity and beauty of 
the system, when once we are familiarized 
with it, would be so apparent that a return 
to the existing arrangement would be prac­
tically impossible.

TRADE REVIEW.

Notwithstanding the warlike preparations 
that have boon going on for some time back, 
and the forwarding of troupe and stores to 
our far west—for we are to have a *' Far- 
West ” now«~to say nothing of Fenian un­
easiness, trade in e' cry department has ex­
hibited a fair amount of activity this spring. 
The volume of exports has been Urge from 
this port, since the opening of navigation, 
principally to Montreal for shipment to 
Britain. Spring wheat and i>eas formed the 
bulk of the articles, and as they have moved 
off at prices considerably in excess of the very 
low rate* current in the winter, there is no 
doubt that transactions have been profitable. 
Montreal re]>orts indicate a remarkable ac­
tivity in the export trade, and a very large 
increase over the transactions of last year. 
The quantity of wheat received up to 18th 
May, last year, was 231,000 bushels. This 
year the quantity was 897,000 bushels.

The 
capacity of the Northern Railway ia being 
severely taxed to bring down the con­
stantly increasing quantities of this valuable 
article of export, and there can be no doubt 
that the trade of the present year will ev 

• hibit a considerable increase over the heavy
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totals of Inst year, which were the largest 
ever shown. Wo htvxr, tii.it nlrcnsly, there 
are piles of sawed hmibsr in -preparation for 
shipment, by the Nipissing Railway, and it 
is probable enough, that in the case of this 
rued, as with every other that hns been 
opened in this country, * devçlopement of re­
sources may take pince which no one could 
have expected. While on this subject it may 
be as well to notice that intelligence was re­
ceived on Wednesday, by cable, that the rails 
requisite to complete the road to Uxbridge 
had been purchased in Wales ; this is a very 
satisfactory earnest of an early completion.

Square timber is now l'oing rafted in r nr 
bay in the booms of tho Northern Railway, 
and considerable quantities of hal'd wood are 
being shipped along the lines of the Grand 
Trunk west anil. G rest Western. Large quan­
tities have also been manufactured in tho 
neighborhood of Arthur and Garafraxa which 
will, doubtless, be increased next year-when 
the Torot .o, Grey and Bruce Railway opens 
facilities for an easier transport to this point. 
Prices ari being well maintained, and manu­
facturers report a firm feeling in Quebec for 
every article except elm, which is in prior 
demand. The timber trade depends, of 
course, entirely on the English market, and 
in the present depressed state of trade there 
which prevents building operations being 
carried ont as extensively as otlicrwise would 
be the case, we can lot look for more than 
ordinary activity.

The various branches of- the importing 
busiueas exhibit a fair degree of prosperity. 
There has been a good demand for goods both 
in Montreal and at this point, and remit­
tances are generally satisfactory. The long 
credit system, however, is still in force, and 
until effectual measures are taken to abate 
that evil, wo cannot look for any great dimi- 
ution in the amount of the bad debt* which 
eat away the heart of profit Snd spoil the 
labor of years.

Canadian- Instraxce Offices.—About twr 
years ago the Legislature passed an Act compel­
ling Insurance offices carrying on business withii 
the Dominion to make certain deposits and carry 
on their business in a certain way. Of cours» 
there waa a strong opposition to this ; hut the 
Government carried the day, and the exodus of a 
considerable number of the weaker institution- 
followed. There are now no leas than forty office­
carrying on business in Canada. Out of these 
thery are only six Canadian. There are, however, 
twelve agencies of offices haring their head 
quarters in the United State*, and no less than 
twentytwo agencies of English offices. In spite- 
of the proximity of the famous New York sys 
tern of Life Assurance, which has received such 
laudatory notice from our legislators, the English 
office* in Canada double in number that of theii 
rivals from oyer the frontier. This carries out 
the views expressed in our last issue that amongst 
Englishmen, both at home and abroad, more con­
fidence will always be placed in a well-managed 
English office than any American one. This i- 
from the simple reason that the finance of Englsl; 
investments is more understood and more reliabb 
than those of the Ameri-wn securities. We do 
not doubt that our < '.-madia n brethren have bettei 
opportunities of judging of the performances o! 
the American offices than we have as" yet in thi* 
country. The fact that twenty-two Engl is! 
offices hove, nevertheless, found it-profitable tc 
deposit about half a million sterling as deposit 
alone with the Canadian Government, shows that 
their businese must be of a lucrative and increas 
ing character. Ww recommend to our readers - 
tabular statement of the names and amount, ol 

. deposit of the various offices carrying on busines?
_ in the Dominion, whieh.we reproduce from the 
columns ci the Canadian Monetary Timet, in thi- 
jssue. Amongst the office* width emigrated mai 
"be mentioned the Branch of the European Arsu 
ranee Society, ami several American offices 
Those which remained do not seem to have auf 
fered from the operation of the law in any way, 
all prophecies notwithstanding.— London {Eng.), 
Ina.

ASSIGNMENT OF THE POLICY.

An (alignment is a transfer by writing, as dis 
ngni.shed from one by delivery. There can I* 
o assignment without a change of interest; hence 
ire cannot assign an instrument to himself ; noi 
in two men. equally interested, assign to them 
■1res. A valid assignment of the insurance con 
act in the broadest legal sense, by consent of tin 
aderwriters, by statute or otherwise, vests in th 
.signe,, all rights of the assignor, legal and eqnit 
de including that of action. The stipulation 
" most, if. not all fire policies, require that a)

; efignments of the contract, or of the subjec;- 
rvered thereby, to be valid, must l>e assented t 
r the underwriter, in writing, thereupon, sucl 
mdilioL is held to be legal; and is to lie strict!} 
instmcd.
The fire insurance contr-ict being a persona 

. ic, not negotiable in it* character, and the un 
! rwriter having the right of personal selection 
• sy be willing to insure one person and not an 

her, as the transfer might materially affect th 
ik, or might virtually create a new risk whicl 
e underwriter might not be willing to assume 

1 ence the consent of the insurer would seem t<
> absolutely essential, and it is so made in th- 

V rm of a condition precedent to the validity o! 
n v assignment of the contract of insurance itself, 
il "of all or any of the subjects covered thereby.

When underwriters consent to an assignment,* 
tl ey may reserve all of their rights. The form 
u nally adopted fur this purpose, and printed 
u mn the policy, is as follows:

“The —Company hereby consent that the in

It is not necessary that representation of the 
ni ture of the interest of the assignee in the prop-

c jasent to an assignment, the clause requiring no- 
eflje of “other insurance" thereafter ma<le, become-

red; hence, when a policy has been assigned 
h the consent of the |underwriters, it is ne 
ger in the power of the assignor to do anything

assignee (This ruling evidently applies t. 
s where the assignment of the contract is ac- 
panied by a transfer of the property. )
'ransftr of the Subject, The stipulation that 

f this policy shall be assigned before a loss,

A general assignment by the insured of all hi- 
pe '«tonal estate, for the benefit of his creditors, 
wi bout the consent of the insurer, does not void 
ri policy, oa he still hold* an insurable interest 
in the estate, unless it is made a condition prece- 
le it of such assignment that all debts shall b. 
re rased; and even then an insurable interest will 

tain, if there be, or probably may be a surplu» 
if er paying the debts. ,

4mignment on the Contract. It is held that th* 
po ij*y is not an incident to the subject» covered,

In case of s sale and transfer of angers, under 
"usumnee, the policy waa assigned therewith, en- 
■ofseil as follows, “ Payable in case of lews to 
'ïdwsrd C. Bates." The policy thus endorsed was 
«eut to the company with s request “that the en- 
’ornement ft- aftnroved,'' but nothing was said of 
he sale and transfer of the sugars. The policy 
«•as returned duly endorsed *' consent is hereby 
riven to the above endorsement.'* A loss occurred 
!n which the sugars were destroyeil: the company 
eclined to pay the insurance on the ground that 

‘he insured w.i* not the owner of the property 
it the time of the loss, and that the owners of 
he sugars went not the party insured nnder the 
roliey. At the trial, this defence was over-ruled, 
md a venli-d was given against the company. 
Upon appeal this verdict was set aside, ajid a de­
rision was given in favor of the company ; the 
ladge in the coprae of his remarks saying “Viewed 
in any light, the plaintiff raiinot reeover. Pnr- 
■hase of the property insured was made by the 
•daintiff, but he did not secure the consent of the 
•ompany to the sale, ami they had eo notice of 
'he transfer prior to the loss. They consented in 
•hase the property of the assured should be des­
troyed, that they would pay the amount to the 
'ilaintiff, hut they never consented that the policy 
dionlil continue for the benefit of any one except 
to the assured."
I The deposit of s policy of insurance with a 
creditor of the insured as security for a debt, givei 
■inch creditor • lien upon the proceeds of the 
nolicy, "and hie rights are not affeefed by the pro­
hibitory clause against assignment without con­
sent. If the-ingured lie permitted to retain posses- 
»ipn of the policy after assignment, and after­
wards assigns »n«l delivers it to a third party, 
whether absolutely or as security for a debt, the 
•quity of the person to whom it is thus delivered,. 
wnen acting in pood faith, and without notice of 
prior assignment, is superior to that of the original 
issignee, ami entitle* him to retain to his own use 
ill ninnies that {the insurers may have been com­
pelled or have consented to pay.

Assignment of the, Loss. No assignments of a 
oolicy should he assented to after a loes. The 
nterest of the insured, keing a mere chose in 
iction and gnardeil bv the restrictive clause no 
'onger, may, like any other debt, be assigned with- 
iut the consent of the company ; all stipulations 
in the policy against assignment after a loss are 
mil and void. It is held: That an assignment 
>f the interest of the insure«l, executed after a 
oss occurs, carries, not the policy, but the claim 
ir debt against the insurers" for the loss, and is 
herefore not a breach of the restrictive clause 
igainst assignment without consent.— Monitor.

8URANCE COMPANY.I —-1

$Tiit Seventh Annual Meeting of tlii» Company 
wjs held on Wednesday, April the 6th, in London 
(tfcg.) Mr. F. W. BuaiO, M. P., the Chairman 
ofihe company, presiding.

The Directors in submitting to the proprietors 
thi result of the business for 1869, stated, under 
till head “Premiums," that the proposals received 
during the year numbered 739, for £2fi8,930, «nm* 
isAiml. Of these 63 for £24,600 were decline!, 
tnp 105 for £204,710, were the jioliries issued, 
voiding a new premium income of £6,030,10,.6d. 
It-may be interesting to state that the present 
s virage amount of each policy in existence very 
nearly equal, £450 and the average age 37, whilst 
thê average duration of the policies in force is jus 
ovlr three year*. The total income of the yeai 

£84,022. Under the head “ Claims, ” th' 
n«nb. r of death*' was stated to have been 15 
during the year, and the amount paid £4,392.19* 
an| providing for £4,700 together £9,092.19* 
Tlje account* and balance are thus .dealt with in 
tha Report:—“The accounts as certified by the 
auditors show after payment of the claims (£9,092)

■a above, re-nsmmnrra (£4,699). surrender valors, 
munissions and all exjien*-*, together with 5 
er cent, interest to the proprietors, a balance en- 
Lling the directors to add the sum of £9,600 to 

•he accumulation fund, the amonnt of which is 
tow £51,600, and equals 50 per cent, of the total 
remiums received on the existing policies. " 

The retiring directors are Mr. C. B. Colchester, 
Mr. Alderman Dakin, and Mr. Alderman Hale, 
ill of whom are eligible for re-election. The fol­
lowing iinportalit paragraph concludes the Report: 
—“Hitherto the accounts have always been 
left for inspection at the Company’s office, hut 
ifter the event» that have taken place in the Life 
Assurance world, the directors prefer rirvnhting 
i heir 4»lance-sheet in detsil. They likewise have 
deemed it their duty in the interest and for the 
■otisfaetion of share ami policy-holder alike, to 
have a valuation made by Mr Samuel Brown, 
President of the Institute of Actuaries, who is now 
•ngaged in the various calculation» neci*saary, and 
whose report will be submittal to the meetit^. " 

The Chaimum, in oftening the proceeding», said 
‘he Report of the Directors and the copy of the 
•iccouuts had been in the hands of the shareholders 
for some days, and he presumed they might he 
taken as read. It therefore became his duty to 
move that the report and the account* be received 
ami adopted; And, in doing so, he might say that 
after the agitation which had affected the public 
so considerably lately, the directe;» felt it- was 
their duty not only to the shareholder*, hnt also 
to person* holding polioie* of assurance», that the 
fullest examination possible should he nuule aa to 
'he state of the Company's affairs, and that they 
should not spare any ex]>eii8e or any trouble in " 
arriving at suck a report as would, upon the face 
of it, .and after close examination, carry confi­
dence with it It war, limier these .intiinstance», 
essential that they should lie particular in the 
•pereon or itorson* they selected to perform the 
duty; and hc Was happy to be side to say they, 
succeeded in obtaining the valuable aid of Mr. 
Brown, who stood second to none in hi* profes­
sion, and whose character for integrity and ability 
generally no one could doubt, bnt rather would 
lie impressed with the conviction that what came 
from him in the shape of a report must be the 
friith. (Hear, hear.) He had no reason to be­
lieve bnt what the shareholder» would think they 
hail adopted a snfe and right course. It wss, no 
doubt, an hnjiortant matter where person» were 
annually paying in sums of money for the pur- 
|tone of securing a benefit to those who are dé­
cident upon them after their ilrath; and it was 

"only right that *uch persons should feel satisfied 
md secure that the money would be handed over 
to those for whom it was intended at the teimina- 
tion of the polity. It was with that view, then, 
that they took the step to which he had alluded. 
They believed they were a Company with every 
prospect of considerable and increasing succès», 
and they felt tliry should put themselves in that 
position before the public, and remove from their 
minds any feeling of want of confidence which 
might exist (Hear, hear.) In examining into 
their affairs they had also adopted a course under 
the advice of Mr. Brown, namely, that they 
should adopt the rule of a 3 per cent interest. 
There was no doubt whatever hut that they would 
obtain more than 3 per cent, for the money they 
invested, ami, there fore, on paper they were carry­
ing ont a suggestion which ap(wrently told against 
'lie Company. The directors of course were not 
bound to invest at that rate of interest ; And 
ilthougb on ps|ter that was the calculation, and 
it was against the apparent interest of the Com­
pany, yet the qourse they adopted, seeing that 
they were sure tp he able to invest at not less than 
the interest named, was the right one, because if 
hey could show a favourable statement of ae- 
•unuts with that system existing, in the result it 
was fourni to he a prosperous Company. (Hear, 
•tear.) One circumstance against the interest of 
the Company this year wes, that it had been an 
exceptionally heavy one as regarded mortality.
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They hul had a very severe winter to contend 
with, a great variety of temperature, and the 
usual consequences of it ; but if they had been 
thua affected this year, it was no reason why th. 
death-rate should exceed the usual average foi 
the future. He thought it would be better, and 
that it should be doing greater justice to Mr. 
Brown, to have his own report read. That would 
tell them more clearlv than he could the view he 
he (Mr. Brown) took"of the Company, and it was 
a view he felt satisfied they might safely rely 
upon.

The report hiving been read.
The Chairman said that it waa so full and so 

clear that he ahould only injure it by attempting 
any addition to it. He should, therefore, leave it 
to speak for itself; feeling sure it was sufficiently 
eloquent to do that. He would conclude by mov­
ing that the report be received and adopted. 
(Hear, hear.)

Mr Mackenzie said that under ordinary circum­
stances he should have been contented with aitn-

Cr seconding the rejiort, lwcause the eliartholdera 
d bad before them copies of the accounts, the 
balance sheet and the report, which contained 

every information which was required as to their 
position, but, inasmuch as during the past twelve 
montha then- hail been a perfect renie in the Life 
Assurance world, he thought it lair, not only to 
the shareholders and to those who were deeply 
interested—namely, the {«liry-lioldera, but to the 
directors also, toeuter into a full explanation of their 
affaire. .(Hear, hear.) He might commence In­
stating that under the deed of settlement ten years 
would have elapsed before the full inquiry would 
be made, eo as to ascertain whet bonus could be 
paid; but considering the panic which had prevail­
ed, and the immense amount of distrust of Life 
Assurance aaamanies which was manifested by a 
great portion of the {«nutation, the directors felt 
it their duty to the shareholders, to the policy­
holders, and to all concerned in the conduct of 
their affairs, that their position should he at once 
ascertained, and that the remaining three years 
should toot be allowed to elapse before that step 
was taken ; the greet object they hod in view heing, 
of course, to satisfy the public that they would be 
perfectly safe in insuring their lives in the London 
and Lancashire. (Hear, hear.) They knew that 
in order to get at their correct {«eition, they must 
not simply take the assets in hand, and the liabi­
lities, but the liabilities on all existing policies of 
the company; anil as against those liabilities they 
hail alio premiums, Ac., to he paid on existing 
policies. Well, all these had been taken into con­
sideration, and, with the assumption that they 
only made 3 pur cent, for the money they invested, 
they were on a safe lisais. At the present time, 
no doubt a much higher rate of interest would 
be obtained. (Hear, hear.) They hid also to 
take into consideration the premiums they had to 
lay, and other expenses, which were designated 
“loading.’’ The question raised, with regard to 
the Albert and Luropean, in Chancery, was, 
whether they were right in allowing credit to be 
token for “loading, and Vice-Chancellor James 
decided that, in his opinion, they were justified in 
doing it, discharged the petition, end declared the 
com|«ny aolvent. No less than £72,669 repre­
sented the value, and was deducted for their load­
ing, and they would at once see that haring aje 
plied this second test, and come favourably out of 
it, they were proved to lie not only in a sale 
position, but a very pco»|«Tou* one. ( Hear, hear). 
As to the rate of mortality that would naturally 
vary from year to year, this year they hsd had a 
severe test sgidn by the mortality being above the 
average. Tory bad'als > token a further step t«> 
satisfy everv one; They had not hitherto published 
their balance-sheet, but looking at the suspicion 
which existed they determined to publish «'this 
year. It was before them ; it bad been very care­
fully tea|ted, examined and enquired into by the 
auditors, who had certified as to iu accuracy. 

4 They probably knew that Mr. Cave, the President 
of the Board of Trade, • under the late Govern

nent had introduced a hill into the House, of i 
tevere nature, with the view of furring Life As 
.iiranci. Companies to take the very step* they had 
lone in order that the fullest information might 
he given to the |»licy holder*. Up to the present 
:ime they hsd not had the least right to look into 
the affairs of a proprietory Company. Hr was 
ine of those who thought that they should have 
that right, and was glad that the pro{*ieed Bill 
would give it to them. When a Company was 
carrying on a legitimate and *|»reper business, 
there was nothing to fear from piihmi Ity; and, he 
was glad to asy, they looked quite * much to the 
inti rest of the policy-hbldera as the shareholders. 
They had no objection to the till pausing. and were 
quite resdy to romjily with its {«vvisions, ami 
give every support to it they could (hear). He 
could safely anil confidently state that the Society 
ha<l lieen isopnsi, was proajicnm* now, and, 
with the kind assistance of the shareholders, the 
policyholders, and their friends, wnuld continue 
to be prosperous from» year to year (hear). Tliev 
would rather have a small safe business con­
ducted upon economical principles than a large 
risky business (hear, hear), a* it was not always 
those who represented tlieir liabilities at nine er 
ten million*, and their annual revenue at £400,000 
or £500,000, which were the safest. Considering 
the great stagnation which had taken place in 
husinesa, ha thought the number of in- w premiums 
was highly satisfactory, amounting to within 
ai«ut £40 to what they generally were. He hoped 
these explanations would he satisfactory.

The motion was put, and carried, unanimously.
The retiring Directors and Auditors were re­

appointed.
i... Chairman then aaid that there was eoroe 

special resolutions which the meeting would lie 
asked to approve of, and he would move the first, 
which was as follows:—“That clanaa 37 of the 
Deed of Settlement he varied, and hwd as under,

•hall, for the present, be eight, and shall not at 
any time, be less than five nor more than twelve;

“Thatin addition to the ipveatmciiti of the 
coni{iany’a" funds, authorized by the 140th clause 
of the Deed of Settlement, the directors b* em­
powered to invest the same, or ant pert thereof, 
in the debenture stuck of any railway er other 
public company in Great Britain or Ireland ; arid 
in the bonds or ether securities of the Government 
of any colony or dependency of the V nited King­
dom, or the Government of British India, or in 
any stock of any railway company guaranteed by 
such laat-nientioued Government; find that clause 
140 be read, so as to give effect to this provision."

These resolutions were seconded and adopted 
unanimously.

The usual vote of thanks to the directors having 
been adopted, the chairman briefly acknowledged 
the vote, and the proceedings ter urinated.

GOOD BUTTER.

There is nothing connected with dairying more 
cert» n than the fact that everything a cow eats 
or dr nks affects the flavor of the milk and butter. 
Turn ps, carrots, onions, catywge, grass, hey, bran, 
or co n meal, each give, when eaten by the cows, 
a distinctive property to the milk, which con­
tinue i in a greater or less degree In the butter and 
cheei : into which it is manufactured. The color 
of be :ter (well and properly made) depends more 
upon the feed given to the cow than U|ion all 
othel causes together. In testing butter, it-does 
not r «mire an expert to trace bed flavor to it» 
origii al cause. Stagnant water asserts its pres­
ence jy its uumistakeahle musty odor ; all pun­
gent Vegetable» proclaim their ascendancy ; the 
fine, swe>-t grasses, impart that delicious fragrance 
whicu gives to butter the highest value. A cool, 
dry, well-shaded and well-ventilated milk room 
is aid» a matter of great importance. Milk kept 
in a «lose, musty, or unclean room, will certainly 
be greatly injured.

In .Dutchess County, N. V., those farmers who 
eujoj the highest reputation for tine butter ignore 
wash ng, but it must be taken into account that 
their butter is sold and consumed immediately 
after it ia made. From ol*ervation and experi­
ence, we conclude that butter for immediate a*e, 
if we 1-workrd and treated properly, lias a higher 
tlavo when not stashed, but when junked for 
keen ng any length of time, it ought to be well 
wasljed in pure, cold, spring water. The high 
giad s of rich, yellow Irish butter, made for export, 
are a|w*y* washed ; the lighter and more délicat» 
Hols ein, made for immediate consumption, gener­
ally » not washed, and keepa poorly.

Oi e of the greatest faults at the "West in mak­
ing 1 utter, is that too much salt is used. A large 
aruoi nt of Western butter is cured ’with coarse 
sa^t. ! This fault has been pointed out very often, 
but t still exists to a great extent. Butter salted, 
so ai to be pleasant to the taste, will bring five 
cent* i*t pound more in some markets than ii 
w»u|d sell for if there had been a quarter of an 
ounce more salt to each pound. The coarse salt 
of commerce ia not pure ; besides, being hard to 
dissolve in butter, it continues to be gritty and 
nupVasant to the taste. It is not generally clean, 
nor toes it amalgamate with the butter or cheese 
full)?. Liverpool salt, of Ashton brand is the best. 
Thekniouiit of salt used by most good butter 
makers ia one ounce to a pound of butter, but the 
saltihg only plays a very limited part of the pro- 
cess k>f making good butter.1 Over and abovi 
every other considérai ion, s rupulous neatm-a- 
must be observed in milking, in the maiiagemen 
of the cream, in churning, in working the butter, 
in pecking, and in everything else.

Tpe kind of cooperage used in («eking butte? 
for market ii of special importance, and this ii 
overiooke 1 in most Western localities. One o 
the jeasons why Western butter is at a low stand 
ardin markets abroad, is that the cooperage i.- 

| very poor. Many farmers and dealers do not

We ail vise the use of the Now York “Welsh 
Tub,” the “Half-firkin Tub," and the hundred 
pound “ Firkin."

Afier butter is packed, the top should 
te neatly covered with white muslin, after it has 
been washed free from starch or sizing, and thor­
oughly soaked in a clean sweet brine. Upon this 
covering should be spread s thin layer of fine, 
clear salt; dairy salt will do, but fine table salt is 
better."—-V. r.

ALIENATION.

Alienation kpplies (wrticularly to sn abmluU 
conveyance of real pnqierty; hence, »ny transfer 
of.real estate, short of the conveyance of title, is 
udt alienation. If insured property be «old, before 
loss, the policy is void unless transferred with the j 
pnojicrty, by consent of the underwriters. If «old 
in (wrt only, the policy will hold good as to the 
portion unsold, unless expressly otherwise provid­
ed by the (wlicy. The effect of s conveyance is te 
terminate the insurance; and a re-pureliaie can­
not restore it. Held: that an,-alienation had oc­
curred when the insured luul given ainolnU deed 
and taken back an agreement for recovery, and 
provided he should pay a certain sum in a given 
time. Held also : That a conveyance, absolute 
in form, though given ge a security for debt mere­
ly, avoid* the (islicy; and this though only an 
undivided interest in the property is insured. 
Bût a merely nominal transfer, aa collateral secu­
rity for debts, which are subsisting liens upon the 
property, will not avoid the [>olicy. A transfer 
which lessens the interest of the insured in pre­
venting destruction of the property, will avoid it. 
Mortgage of property insured is not alienation, 
unless made so by the conditions of the policy.
A mortgage and » foreclosure are both necessary 
to make a change of title. Transfer of insured 
property to so assignee, under a decree of bank­
ruptcy, is alienation. But a policy is not voided 
by • compulsory sale or execution, if ^he insured 
retain the right of redemption. An agreement to 
*11 but where the de- d is not made, nor the pur- 
hase money paid, does not direst the insured of 

uis interest in the property, so long as he remains 
in possession and the contract is not performed 
Ihwcent of title to heirs is not alienation. A lease 
i* simply » change of possession and ia not aliens 
tion. Where change of title voids a policy by 
its stipulations, a division of partnership goods, 
liefore lues, each (partner taking a portion, is 
hange of title apd consequent alienation. Where 
•ne of three partners, before a lose, sella his intér­
êt to the other two partner», without notice or 
.onsent, the entire policy ia void (f) by reason of 
-uch transfer. When the underwriter has ..ssurn- 
-d the affirmative of the i>sue of alienation of in- 
mred property, the burden of proof is upou him.
