LONDON, Nov. 14.—The Barb aiu 
are continuing their pursuit of the 
defeated Bulgarians in the Cerna 
herd and havi captured the'village 
of Iven, according to a Reuter’s de­
spatch from Salonica. Iven is five 
miles north of Pclog, reported cap- 
tured Sunday, and is about ten miles 
within the Serbian border. Its cap­
ture, if confirmed, also means that 
the Serbians have effected 
crossing of the Cerna River.

The French War Office, corroborat­
ing the Salonica despatch, says the 
Serbians have won a brilliant victory 
over the Germans and Bulgarians in 
the Cerna district, south-east of 
Monastir, the War Office announced 
Monday. The Serbians, supported 
by French artillery, forced the Teu­
tonic allies to retire a distance of 
nearly two miles, and captured about 
1,000 prisoners.

On Saturday the Serbians inflicted 
a further defeat on the Bulgarians, 
capturing the whole of the village of 
Polog by assault and the whole of 
Cuise hill.

Why Do Returned Soldiers Reenlist?

“What stronger appeal can there 
be than that -of the returned men 
ready to go back to the front, asked 
Sergt.' (Rev,) Mellor of the 236th.

When there is lack 
of this fervor, there is the closed 
door to the soldier and there is no 
true British subject. Where there is 
that closed door, there is no right 
to expect protection from the King.

“There is a superabundance ot 
false patriotism. Whenever I see a 
flag waving, I look for the motive that 
is causing that action. I knew an old 
good lady, (but I don’t think she is 
s-i good now) who kept the flag flying 
before the farm house door.

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—Canadians Hot Fully, Aware of Their Responsibility Said 
Labor Leader—Stirring Appeal for Becrnits.

McCall’s Fashion For December Are HereSamuel L. Landers, editor of the 
Labor News, Hamilton, created an 
indelible impression on the huge ga­
thering which thronged Griffin’s 
theater last evening. The crowd ex­
pected an inspiring address and was 
pot disappointed. Mr.'Landers had 
spoken at some length in a most stir­
ring appeal to young men to don the 
khaki and when he sat down, chair­
man Capt. McLean arose and declared 
Mr. Landers was too modest to state 
that he had enlisted on Saturday and 
had been passed by the medical board, 
that he had been offered a commis­
sion, and refused it, preferring to go 
as a private in the 205th Hamilton 
battalion. When the audience héard 
this, they buret into cheers for Mr. 
Landers.

Captain McLean in opening the 
meeting announced the enlistment of 
44 men last weelc by the 235th, which 
breaks all records in Canada. “I wish 
it thoroughly understood that the 
2 6th and 254th battalions are both 
working for one good end, and that 
there will be no rivalry. But I be­
lieve there will be a generous emula­
tion to see which will do the best. 1 
hope to see a joimvecruiting meeting 
held in this opera house soon.”

Mr. Landers was introduced as a 
standing refutation of the statement 
hat labor is not willing to go as far as 
other classes in the defence ot the em­
pire. Since war has broken out, he 
has been deeply interested in recruit­
ing and has held meetings in all sec­
tions.

“I have spoken in about half dozen 
Griffin theaters in Ontario," declared 
Mr. Landers in opening his address. 
Wherever John Griffin and his son 

Peter have houses they are thrown 
open for recruiting and patriotic pur­
poses.

“I was always opposed to military 
rule simply because I was in the same 
boat as others, opposing it on a gen­
eral plan. It was not that I spoke a- 
gainst the Canadian militia. At Port 
Arthur, I declared we needed a Cana­
dian defence. Yet I had at the same 
time an antipathy,to military despot­
ism. When war broke out, like all 
good Britishers, I was sure the Bri- 
ish were in the right.

Canadians Do Not Understand
“The people of Canada do not un­

derstand the situation. If they did, 
we would not find our battalions un­
filled. I don’t believe the Canadians 
are slackers, but I do believe the 
young men of Canada have not awak­
ened yet to the need.

“Why is it that so many ot our 
returned soldiers are enlisting if it is 
sc terrible over there?

“Casualties are heavy, • but who 
knows when death will come even at 
home? Who would not make the sac­
rifice for all that is best and dearest?’

“Why is it that such recruiting 
meetings as these are everywhere ne­
cessary?

“It is really the lack of knowledge, 
If we lost the war, the young men 
would say, ‘If we had only known,’ 
We will win, but we may not win as 
wt would like to win. If we don’t de­
feat them as they ought to be "de­
feated, your posterity will have to 
fight them fifty years from now.

“At the present time the war is 
won, but not finished. If we can pile 
1* the men, we can stampede the ene­
my. For that reason I appeal to the 
young men to line up. You ought to 
get 140 men in one week in the 235t‘h 

Compulsory Service
“Some people say of compulsory 

service, we are not ready for it in a 
democratic country. The fundamental 
principles of democracy are based on 
equality of responsibility. It is about 
time the government registered. I 
don’t believe in conscription as we 
unoerstand it, but I will do all I can 
to bring about an equal responsibili­
ty and make some men go who won’t.

mittee Workers Become 
ExcitedNo Intention to Violate Act,

and the enthusiasm manifested, the 
outstanding feature of the meeting 
was an eloquent and stirring patri­
otic address by Mr. F. E. O’Flynn, of 
Belleville.

Shortly after eight o’clock, Mr. 
Fred Mullett, a leading business man 
and one of Bancroft’s most progres­
sive citizens called tne meeting to or­
der and was elected chairman. Mr. 
Mullett might now claim to be num­
bered among the veterans, but he still 
takes the keenest Interest In r-btie 
affairs, and so far from having suc­
cumbed to the Indolent conservatism 
of age, his outlook and attitude to­
wards social and national questions 
are more like that of the active and 
vigorous young man of twenty-one.

In his brief address as chairman, 
he said he thought it well that elec­
tors should frequently meet together 
and discuss problems affecting the 
common interest. This was more 
than ever necessary during the pro­
gress of the war. It required the 
best thought and consideration of all 
parties to deal with the Important 
questions now before us.

The first speaker called upon was 
Mr. J. O. Herity, editor of The On­
tario, Belleville. He addressed the 
audience briefly along patriotic and 
general lines.

Mr. F. E. O’Flynn In the couurse 
of his half-hour address was applaud­
ed again and again. He'delivered his 
speech apparently without long pre­
paration, but seldom during his long 
public career has he spoken more elo­
quently or effectively. As he appeal­
ed to the loyal and patriotic senti­
ments of his audience for further 
sacrifice in the prosecution ef the 
great struggle in Eurbpe he aroused 
a strong response from his hearers.

Dealing with the question of more 
effective organisation, Mr. O’Flynn 
said that in Canada we were govern­
ed‘by the party System. It was -the 
most effective and fairest method of 
government that had yet been de­
vised. Undér the party system of 
sponsible government It was well 
that both parties should be effectively 
organised and- vigilant.^ The public 
Interest demanded this in time of 
peace but the demand was much 
greater in time of war. It was not 
the time to stir up bitter partisan 
strife but rather to organise for 
more effective assistance and co-op­
eration in prosecuting the war.

Then we should not gain the Im­
pression, continued Mr. O’Flynn that 
all the good men were to be found in 
any one party. We should endeavor 
to be fair to those whose opinions did 
not agree with our own. It was not 
well that all should see things from 
the same angle. A vigilant opposition 
always meant a better and more ef­
fective government.

The stu­
dents are, for the most part, young men actually 
engaged as wage-earners in the various trades. 
They find that the college instruction is of prac­
tical value, giving them increased efficiency and 
leading to rapid promotions and higher wages.

The Memphis Manufacturers’ Association is 
enthusiastic over the work. Its members not 
only urge their employés to take it up, but con­
tribute money to help pay the expenses. The, 
only charge to the student is a $5 fee which cov­
ers the cost of his books. The professors of the 
University receive merely nominal pay for their 
teaching, devoting their time and effort to it 
because of a genuine interest in helping* the 
workingmen to better their condition.

Many persons, imbuhed with the old notion 
that a college exists only to disseminate classi­
cal learning and culture, will object to such ex­
tremely * practical and utilitarian instruction. 
The average citizen, however, will rejoice in 
such a disposition on the part of colleges to get 
down to earth, recognize present social and in­
