forty and fifty men will soon be in full
blast in this city. The industry will

will he operated as a.branch of the
business of J. M. Humphréy & Co.
Ald. R. T. Hayes, of the firm of J.
M. Humphrey & Co., in conversation
with The Star this morning, told -the
plans for this extension of their busi-
ness. They have leased a section of
-the old Boss blscuu factory on the
corner of Clarence \ ahd St. David
streets’ and expect to have it ready to
start operations in five or six weeks.,
A large quantity of the most modern
shoe making machinery has been con-
tracted for and is now arriving .from
Boston and Montreal. = The.’ superin-
tendent of the factory, who has had
extensive experience in Lynn, Magss,,

, I8 in this city and is looking after the

work of fitting up the machinery.

A’ few experts in this line of work
will be brought to the city to act as
foremen and to train the other em-
ployes, but the firm intends to employ
local help as largely as possible. From
the start between forty and fifty men
will be employed and the number: is
expected to increase as the business
grows.

The factory will speciatize on staple
lines of beavy goods at present. The
éktent to which ‘other lines will be
taken up will depend on the success of
the venture and the demand for such
products. For many years the firm
has been importing several hundred
thousand dollars’ worth of these goods
from outside points, chiefly Quebec,
and Montreal, and they recently decid-
ed to endeavor to make at least part
of this stock in St. John and give local
men the benefit of the work.

GALVESTON, Texas, July 2 — Gal~

veston has weathered a repetition of
the wind and tidal wave of 1900 which
surfaced the city, taking a total of
thousands and causmg a property loss
counted in millions of dollars, without
the loss of a single life in Galveston,
and a property loss trivial in compari-
s0on.’ To the seawall alone is attribut-
ed the fact that the city is standing to-
day. In the vicinity of Galveston the
loss of life as a result of the storm is
placed at 10, members of a fishing
party at Tarpon Pier, several miles
in the Gulf. "The total property foss is
estimated at $100,000.
. Finished but four years ago at a cost
of $2,000,000 by the government and
Galyveston County, the seawall, a gi-
gantic mass of marble and. xconcrete
stands 17 feet high and 17 feet thick
at the base and gradually sloping at
the top, yesterday withstood the on-
slaughts of the raging gulf as white’
capped wave after wave was hurled
against it. Whether or not this mass
of construction was damaged by the
action of the water can only be told
when the water of the gulf finally
falls back to normal.

Galveston Beach will have to be ree
built. When the seawall was con-
structed the encircling band of .con-
chete and steel was laid to the rear of
the bath houses and below the beach
stretched out 1,000 feet to the water.
Between the water line and the wall
were the two bath houses, Murdocks
and Breakers, ' constructed in recent
vears at a cost of $25,000 each. These
were swept away. and scattered  the
nine mile length of Galveston Island.
A mile to the west and at the end of
the sea” wall ' boulevard unscratched,
stands the new surf bath house, com-
pleted at a cost of $40,000. Standing on
piling driven as deep-as those support-
ing the seawall, this new hotel and re~
sort successfully withstood the on-

ABINGTON, Mass., July 18.—Return-
ing to the farm on which he_had one
time worked, Lawrence Nelson, jr., an
escaped lunatic, met his former em-
ploye,r, Desire A. Vanderpool, - -a
wealthy . farmer of West Abington,
watering flowers in his door-yard, and
fired four shots at him, .three of which
took effect.in vital parts, causing al-
most instant death. One of the bui-
lets entered Vanderpooljs head, another
the neck and the third was located in
the abdomen. Nelson then walked off
with the smoking revolver in his hand
and after telling several people that he
had shdt a man, accosted two young
men who were riding in a earriage and
asked to be driven - to the Brockton
bolice station, saying that he had shot
2 man and wished to give nimself up.
The boys, thoroughly frightened, com-
plied, and Nelson - was locked up in
Brockton.

When-asked by the Brockton police
why he committed the crime, Nelson
according to the police; sald:

“I won’t stand for any man throwing
acid over me whilé I am working,”
Nelson worked as a farm-hand at the
Vanderpool farm for three days last
March, leaving because he said he had
a better jobh. He is helieyed to have
escaped from:An ingane asylum at Gon-
cord, N. H.. afd said hi§ home was ‘tn
Nashya, N. H.

ARRIVED TAST MARCH.

Nelson. first arrived in town last
March, when he came to the farm of
Geo. P. Wiggins, adjoining the Van-
derpool farm and asked for work, say-
Ing he had mnot done anything for a
month. Wiggins put him to work, but
after four days Nelson left and entered
the employ of Vanderpool as a farm-
hand. His stay gt the Vanderpool farm
was even of shorter duration, quitting
work on the third day to accept, he
said, a better job. While working here
he appeared rational, except that he
had a habit of jumping up in the mid-
dle of his work and going off for sev-
eral hours.” "On leaving the Vander-
pool farm Nelson Séemed to be on very
friendly terms with Vanderpool and
his family. :

This morning “Nélson appeared at
the house of Solomon Reed on Han-
cock street, next ' to the Vanderpool
farm. “Thére ‘He tatked with Reed and
two neighbors, Michael Gorman “and
Bernice Blanchard. Aftér ascertaining’
that “the old man,” meaning Vander—
pool. was at home, Nelson started off
towards the farm,

FOUR SHOTS FIRED.

Hardly had the. three nelghbors re-
sumed their Sunday morning chat when
four shots, fired in- quick succession,
were heard from the direction of the
Vanderpool farm. Running towards
the yard the three men behéeld Nélson
walking leisurely out to the road with
the smoking revolver swinging aimless-
Iy by his sidé. Nelson avoided the men
who, -upon entering the :yard, feund
Vanderpool dying near his doorstep
with his head resting -in his wife lap.
In this positipn:-he expired a few min-
utes later. The men then started off
on the track of the murderer.

The reports of the. shots, breaking
in upon the_Sunday peace and quiet
of the neighborhood, caused a great
commotion’ and ‘ds Nelson walked
down the road he was seen and spoken
to by many of the residents.

Monument to Late
Gunner Harvey

e e

MILITIA PRESENT
Service Conducted by Arch-
deacon Raymond---Hand-
some Stone

The monument to the memory of
Frederick David Harvey, gunner in No.
1 Battery, 3rd Regiment C. A, who was
run over and killed by the Ocean Lim-
ited at Cedar Hall, Que.,, on August1l
last, was unveiled with appropriate
ceremony at Fernhill cernetery yester-
day afternoon. The 3rd Regiment Ar-
tillery under the command of Lt. Col.
Baxter,” attended in a body, as also
did officers and men from the 62nd, St.
John Fusiliers. Venerable Archdeacon
Raymond, chaplain of the Artillery, as-
sisted by Rev. Chas. W. Squires of
Carmarthen street Methodist - Church,
who had beén the pastor of the dead
Artilleryman, conducted the brief but
impressive services. d

The Artillery and Fusiliers, about
three ‘hundred and fifty strong, par-
aded at the Barrack Square and
headed by the Artillery Band, march-
ed to Fernhill. Many hundreds of cit-
izens followed the mili‘ia to the cem-
etery, where about five hundred were
present when the monument was un-
veiled.

The troops on reaching Fernhill form-
ed 'in hollow square about the grave.
The monument draped with g Union
Jack wa€ in the_ centre. A funeral
march was played by the band, after
which there were Scripture readings
by the two clergymen, followed by
vrayer. Those present, lead by the
Artillery Band, sang Nearer, My God
to Thee. The band also played the
accompaniment for Peace, Perfect
Peace, which was sung by a special
quartette. *The monument was unveil-
ed by Major W. H. Harrison, com-
manding officer of the battery to which
the deceased belonged. Major Har- |
rison in a brief address,; alluded to .the
dead soldier’s popularity among his
comrades and also touched upon the
circumstances of the accident which
resulted in Harvey’s death. At the
close of his'remarks Majo rHaruson
drew the cord which unveiled the mon-
ument and raised the flag to the head
of the staff.

The near relatives of the deceased
were present during the ceremony.

After the unvelling the members of
the corps present, and the genz2ral pub-
lic also, passed about the grave and
viewed the monument. The stone is
of polished grey granite of chaste de-
sign. Upon its face Is the tollowlng
inscription:

In Memory
Of Gunner Frederick D. Harvey,
Accidentally killed
At Cedar Hall, Que.,
Aurust 11, 1908,
‘While.on Duty.

The badge of the Canadian Artillery
surmountis the inscription, while above
all is the sentence: ‘“Erected by mem-
bers of No. 1 Battery, 3rd Regt., C. A.”

After the céremony the troops re-
turned to the Drill Hall and were dla-

missed.

Toward four o’clock. the Roxana,
reeling homeward across the bay under
all the sail good judgment would carry,
slipped into a squall heavier tharn the
rest. She lay over until her copper
plates glistened in the sun, and, as the
angle ‘of the deck steepened to the hoil-
ing water in her lea, the women
screamed and scrambled for the upper
2ail.

The captain struggled to slack away
the sheet, but there was no time for
measures of relief. On one moment
the Roxana was bottom up and the
water was black with bobbing heads.
In another the Roxana had vanished
and one by one the heads began to fol=
low her.

Fdrtunately the tug Lamont was
keeping a sharp lookout. Capt. Keyes
saw the sloop heel over in the gust
and fail to come back. In stantly ‘he
headed for the boat, but before he
could reach it ten of the passengers
had gone down,

SACO, Me., July 17.—An unknoww®
man threw himself in front of a Ports
land-bound express train on the East=
ern division of the Boston and Maine
railroad this afternoon about 4 o’clock
and was instantly killed.

Sails Across the Irish

»  Channel

NO MISHAEAR

Caused Recent Scare— Doctor
Has Been ‘Experimenting
Secretly

LONDON, July 19.—The Daily News
today introduced another English avi-
ato rto the public in Dr. M. B. Boyd,
who , seems to have invented a ma—
chine infinitely less unwieldy but just
as serviceable as the Zeppelin. During
his elght years of oxpeérimenting Dr.
Boyd has spent &£20,000, and is now
brepared to place his invention on the
market. !

This is 4 dirigible airship, and its
secret trials n April and May explain
the alarm caused by what was then
termed the scareship. One of his
night flights was across the Irish chan-
nel at a speed of thirty-two miles an
hour. The distance coveréd was nine-
ty miles on that ocecasion, but the air:
8hip has travelled 350 miles with oniy
One dascent.

Comfortably houséd in a hugé shed
lurge enotigh to hold threé airships,
this unknown machine reposes safe
from prying eyes, while a guard of
Several men patrols the ground day
and night, on the look-out #5¢ Intrid-
ers.

Dr. Boyd has been perfecting airship
inventions for eight years; but the fin-
ished product of his ideas has only
been built less thafi ‘a year. Last
March Dr. Boyd began his trials, and

continued them by night with the ut-

most secrecy throughout April and
May. In the latter month he began
to travel long distances.

On May 18 came news: frpm Belfast
that inhabitants had witnessed “the
flight of '@ dark body bearing a bril-.
liant light which passed over the
city at a great height.”

“THat wds the occasion when we ac-
éomiplished our longest flight, said Dr.
Boyd: “On tHat nighit we flew aeross
thé Irish channel, and I hdve plenty
of proof of the fact. Where we crossed
the distance from shore to shore is
about thirty miles. We accomplished
the joutney in one night, in one long,
eentinuous flight; and we attained an
average speed of thirty-two miles an
héur.

SHAP OF THR MACHINE.

“The form 6f construction of my air-
ship is knowhn to very few people be-
sides myself,” the inventor continiied,
“and they are all pledged to secrecy.

[IMBER SUPPLY OF
THE UNITED STATES

550,000,000 Acres With Total
Standing of 2,500 Billion
Board Feet

WASHINGTON, July 19.—The de-
bartment of agriculture issues the fol-
lowinig on our timber supply:

“The original forests of the United
States which in the quantity and va-
riety of their timber exceeded -ha for-
ests of any other region of similar
size on ‘the globe, have been reluced
by cutting, clearing and fire from an
acreage of 850 million to one of not
more than 550 million, with a total
stand of some 3,500 billion board feet.
“Most of our forests are private
property. About one-fifth of the stand-
ing timber in the country is held by
the federal government in national
forests, Indian reservations, national
parks and on the unreserved public do-
main ,and by the states in state re-
serves or other state lands. These
public forests contain more than 100
million acres of saw timber.

“The private forests are of two dis-
tinct classes (1) farmers’ wood lots and

corporate. The wood lots are
scattered and detached remnants of
the original forests. They are mainly
in the eastern half of the United
States and cover some 200 million
acres, with a stand of perhaps 300
billion board feet of saw timber and
11-2 billion cords of wood. Aside from
their protective and ornamental value
they furnish much firewood, many
posts, poles and crossties, and some
lumber and cooperage stock.se

“The large private holdings contain
about 1,700 billion feet. These holdings
generally include the best timber in
the regions in which they occur. They
are the principal sources of the lum-
ber which is used today, and upon the
manner in which they are managed
depends in a large degree the timber
supply of the future.

“The value of th; forest products of
the United States in 1907, the last year
for which detailed data are available,
was approximately $1,280,000,000.

“The fact that timber has been
cheap and abundant has made us care-
less of its production and reckless in
its use. We are cutting our forests
three times as fast as they are grow-
ing. We take 250 cubic feet of wood
per capita annuallly from our forests,
while Germany uses only 37 cubic feet
and France but 25. On the other hand
‘Germany makes her state forests pro-

wood per acre.

““The necessity for more farm land
may eventually reduce our total forest
area to 100 million acress less than it
is at present. It is entirely possible,
however, to produce on 450 million
acres as much wood as a population
much greater than we have now will-

Only two or three years ago Greaf
(Britain’s naval experts by their de-
velopment of the Dreadnought type of
battleship revolutionized naval con-
struction, practically rendering obso-~
lete the bulk of her own navy and of
the navies of ‘all the other powers.
Since then her rivals have taken to
bullding Dreadnoughts with such suc-
ces that the British people worked
themselves into a pamic recently over
their competitors’ progress. And now

The new additions to the British fleat
are to be known as Super-Dread-
noughts, owing to the fact that they
are to be superior to the great vessels
of the Breadnought class so much ad-
mired, alike for their strength and
their speed.

The great guns are to be so arrang-
ed that six will fire ahead and as many
will fire astern. These weapons will
be able to put a shell with ease through
12-inch or 13-inch armor of the latest
type at any range. up-to 8,000 vards.
Imagine a shot penetrating armor of
such thickness at a distance of four
and a half miles. The total weight of
the metal the guns will be able to fire,
broadside, is 13,000 pounds, against 6,
804 in the case of the Dreadnoughts.
Marvelous will be the speed of the new
vessels, for it ‘will' ex¢eed that of any
ship afloat ,except a few of the New
York liners—the Lausitania for in-
stance, which steams at 25 knots an
hour, 2% more than the speed of the
Super-Dreadnought. Germany has
been. laying down Dreadnoughts - of
great power; but the Super-Dread-
noughts will eclipse them. The Super-
Dreadnought, with its 10 13.6-inch 85~
ton guns will be more to be dreaded
than the largest German Dreadnought,
the Ersatz Geowulf, which has 12 12-
inch 51-ton guns, or than the next Ger-
man vessel of this type, the Posen,
which has 10 11-inch 49-ton guns. The
Ersatz Beowulf is more powerful than
the first Dreadnought, but it will be
inferior to the new British battleship.

FOR THE CHILDREN

Not the least of the many meritori-
ous laws for the amelioration of social
conditions which stand to the credit of
the Liberal government of Great Brit-
ain Is an act designed to protect child
life and morals. The legislation not
only forbids the sale of liquor oy to-
bacco to children, but goes into the
home to ensure the rafe and decent

.treatment of the children there. Under
sthe provisions any person other than

the relative of an infant who under-
takes the custody of such child, for
payment, for a longer period than
forty-eighi hours must notify the .ocal
authorities, who will thereupon appoint
a suitable person to visit the house at
frequent intervals and see that the
child is properly treated. The object
of this regulation is obvious. The pub-
lic authorities must protect the child
against the carelessness, sometimes far
from accidental, which brings young
lives to an end. With the same ob-
ject in view the law allows the muni-
cipal power to remove a child from
premises that are crowded or unsani-
tary, and from the custody of persons
who, by reason of inebriety, or of
criminality, or of ignorance, or of imi-
morality, are unfit to take charge ot
children.

This is the paternalism that Kipling
shrieks against, the waste of raoney
which should be going into guns and
bayonets. TUndoubtedly the enforce-
ment of the law will cost money and
will tread on some individual ccrns,
but:—

At the recent Women’s Council meet-
ing in Toronto the case was mentioned
of one Ada Jurcke, drunkavd, thief
and general vagabond, who died
seventy-five years ;ago. She had 836
descendants, of whom 700 were located.
Of these 106 were illegitimate, 144 were
beggars, 64 ‘Were kept-hy charity, 18{
were women of ill fame, and 76 were
criminals, -7.0f them being murderers,
In 75 years -this family cost the state
$1.250,000. It might have cost’ a hun-
dred dollars or so to have given-. this
Ada Jurcke, when she was child, a
decent home. "
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BRITISH TRADE WITH CANADA

Recently compiled statistics in refer-'
ence to Canada’s trade with. Britain
and the United ‘States have caused
British newspapers and commercial or-
ganizations to see and to confess the
superiority of American methods for
attracting foreign business and, fortu-
nately, at the same time to take steps
to remedy the defect.

During the five years selected for
comparison in the published statistics,
the years ended with March 31 of 1869,
1892, 1899, 1904 and 1909, the course of
British sales to the Dominion was uni-
formly downward except in one year,
1904, while that of imports from the
United States was uniformly upward
except in the same year. For example,
in 1869 the percentage of Canada’s im-
ports credited to the United Kingdom
was 56.2 per cent., while that coming
from United States wWas 34 per cent.
In 1892 the percentage of British im-
ports into Canada. had sunk to 35.6 per
cent., while that of American imports
had risén to 44.9 per cent. For the
fiscal year ended March 31, 1909, only
23.6 per cent. of Canada’s imports was
derived from - the United Kingdom,
while 60.4 per cent. came from the
United States.

This condition exists in spite of a
tariff preference, amounting to about
33 per cent. for British importations.
It is true that the aggregate value of
British goods imported into Canada
has undergone a very large expansion
between the first and the last of the
five years named, but the fact remains
that in a rapidly expanding market
British. manufacturers far from re-
taining the share of Canada’s trade
ossessed by them in 1869 have seen it
halved.

What are the reasons why Britain’s
commerce with Canada has not held
its own better. during the last forty
years? An attempt to answer the
question has prompted. an investiga-
tion by the British Board of Trade.
The report which has been published
eénumerates & number of causes for
the success of American competition.
It points oyt, for instance, that British
heads of firms do not obtain minute
first hand knowledge of Canadian
conditions by visits to Canada, where-
as United. States manufacturers keep
in close touch with the Canadian mar-
ket. The report avers, too, that Am-
erican, and for that matter German,
manufacturers also are more ready to
adapt themselves to Canadian require-
ments and to fill orders as the buyers
want to see them 'filled. Then again,
the packing of American goods is ad-
mitted to be better. British hardware
is often made up in parcels of brown
paper,whereas American hardware Is in
wooden boxes with sliding lids, so that
it can be shown to the purchaser
casily and without trouble’ It is fur—
ther conceded that British traders do
not advertise in the right way and in
the most suitable newspapers, whereas
American firms have ‘reduced adver-

tising to a science. Finally, tho British

to those improved methods /of Imperial
business communication—al of which
cannot but help ‘to overcome the
handicap under which British goods
labor in this counfry in spite .of the
impartial tariff.
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PROVINCIAL AND FEDERAL

“Do you not remember tie Moncton
convention?” asks a correspondent who
advocates the conduction of ‘provincial
politi¢s on party lines. ‘We assuredly
do remember that notable ‘gathering
when the opposition to Hon. Mr. Blair
invoked the aid of the federal Con-
servative party for his defeat. And
We also remember that the opposition
Wwas disastrously defeated in the -elec~
tion following and ip subseqiuent elec-
tions until they abandoned’ the party
lines. policy and found themselves’ op-
posed to a government whigh. appeaied
for support to one party alone 6n fed-
eral issues. We are aware that there
is’ something to pe said in favor -of
straight party divisions in a]] popular
elections, that in every province save
New Brunswick and possibly Alberta,
the legislatures are divided strictly be-
tween Liberals ang* Conservatives.
And we surmise that New Brunswick
affairs, by force of political gravity,
will eventually descend to the same
level. But it is unmistakable that at
the present time this federaj party
lines poliey is unpopular in New
Brunswick, that the provincial leaders
who insist upon it not ‘only .alienate
the support of independent opponents
but cannot command the unanimous
support_ of the federal party - in whose
name they appeal. Aside altogether
from matters of principle, the present
opposition are making a tactical mis-
take in limiting their appeal for sup-
port to the Liberal party alone. There
are many Conservatives keenly dissat-
isfled with the Hagzen government
whose support Mr. Robinson could
have for the asking, just as Mr. Hazen
won much Liberal support in the gen-—
eral election. And those Li rals . who
voted for Mr. Hazen then in spite of the
strong appeals fo their part.‘mldyalty.
are not likely to leave him for similar
appeals or for other reasons han their
conviction that he has failed tgimake
g0ood as a practical and progressive
administrator of provincial affairs. We
believe that he has not so far justified
the faith the people reposed in him
and that a winning case can be made
out against him on purely provincial
issues. But the opposition have
chosen not to indict him upon these
grounds, and by imparting extraneous
and irrelevant issues have given him
material for argument that they have
not sufficient confidence in themselves
and their cause to attack him on- his
provincial record.

THE TEST OF THE 1. G. R,

In declaring that the Intercolonial
should be run on the same progressive
and prudent business basis as a com-
vany owned railway, Hon. Mr. Em-
merson states the test by which the
system of government ownership must
stand or fall; and at the same time,
probably unconsciously, he makes the
strongest possible criticism of that
sy8tem. Government ownership—the
dpeMtion of public utilities by the peo-
vle and for the people; that in' theory
is the panacea for most industria] ilis.
Many well-meaning reformers look
forward, as to a final goal of effort, to
the nationalizing of all railwaysy, tele-
phones, telegraphs, tramways and sim-
ilar instruments of public service. Yet
here is the criterion for a government
railway set forth by the one man in
Canada who has ‘the most experience
and knowledge of its operation—that it
shall be run on the same basis as a
fompany road.- What = wonder many
xnd, continually Jnore are saying, in
these cirgumstanges, Why not make it:
a company roadf Has gk X

However, that is not presently a live
question. The government has inau-
gurated a new deal—a Board of Man-~
agement with practically independent
powers in all matters of operating ad-
Ministration. They are to see what
they can do. And the best that cgh
be expected of them, as so staunch a
defendant of the People’s Railway as
Mr.- Emmerson, admits, is to run it
like a company  ‘road. By this, " we
take it, Mr. Emmerson means that the
management of the Intercolonial must
not only be as free from political
abuses as an independent company, as
honest. as a good company, and as
economical, but also as active as a
vigorous progressive company in de-
veloping the road, its territory and its
traffic.

Undoubtedly the new Board can
make many reforms. They have donec
a great dea] already in the way of
saving money on contracts, on staff
on train service and equiment, “on
coal, etc.—all of which is praiseworthy,
but all of which touches but one side
of the problem. Some of the re-
strictions and retrenchments made by
the Board have aroused reséntment;
and one answer to criticism is that g
hard-headed company operating the
road on business principles would do
these very things. And doubtless it
would. But such a company, while it
would probably scale down the staff
and service commensurate with pres-
ent traffic, would devote the best of
its brains and energy to the produc-
tion of more trafic. Is the Board do-
ing anything in this direction?

the market, to conquer the forces that
! threaten to keep: him forever g poor,
! downtrodden farmer.

Providence sometimes seems to smile
on the man who puts in one ¢rop and
walits for rain and sunshine and then
cries for laborers to harvest his crop.
-But that man is helpless when the in-
evitable frown of Providence is upon
him, A little less dependence upon the
uncertainty of luck and a little more
exercise of business .shrewdness and
scientific insight must follow if the
farmer is to maintain continued pros-
perity for himself and the country.

“Did Mrs. Currey treat you well?
asked Mr. Hanington, in continuing
his direct examiration of the witness

Counsel for Dr. Currey objected tq

Again Mr. Skinner raised an objec
tion, and Mr. Hanington put the ques
tion again.

On her cross-examination by Mr.

She
had gone there to take care of three
children. She remained in the employ
of Dr. Currey as nurse girl for two
vears and during that time a child had
been born. During the remainder of
the examination, the witness showed
some slight hesitation in responding to
the questions. |

The witness stated that Currey would !
come home_and be laid up in bed. Mrs. |
Currey had requested the witness to
kéep the children quiet. Currey passed
through the kitchen and witness could
smell his breath. Witness was in the
employ of Currey for two years as
nurse girl and latterly had meals Ir-
regular at the household.

To Mr. Teed, Miss Graham statrfrl
that Mrs. Currey had assisted her in
the care of the children.

On further cross—examintaion by Mr. |
Skinner, the witness stated she did not
think there were other girls in the
household exca2pt Victoria Short and
herself. This concluded Miss Graham's
evidence.

Mrs. Currey then resumed the stand
and her direct examination was con-
tinued by Mr. Teed. She did not re-
member that she had cailed Currey
a coward, but told Currey he should
horse-whip Horace, who had been te}.l—
ing yarns to her children. She was in
the city at the time the raft had been
built. Currey went down to the shore
to seé the raft, and was very angry.
He scolded the witness about the raft
for fully two hours.

George H. Clarke entered the room
about this time and Mr. Hanington put
a motion to have him called. The court
granted the request and Mrs. Currey
retired for a time.

Mn Clark said he resided in West St.
John and had worked for Currey build-
ing a verandah and making improve-
ments at Woodman'’s Point. He noticed
a nurse girl and servant at the Currey
home. At a meal Currey had given him
some “Limerick” cheese, and he did
not care much about it. .

Mr. Teed—''Did you make ‘arrange-
ments for any improper relations with
Victoria Short and did Mr. Currey hear
you in conversation with her?”

The witness responding strongly to
this question, calling Currey a liar if
he said any such remarks. Nothing of
the nature had occurred. Friendly rela-
tions had existed between Currey and
*Vickey” Short.

8kinner, the witness stated e had no
extended conversation with the girl. He
had nothing particularly to do with
any of the girls, other than common
decency.
