There are no truer fissures than
compound veins, but they received that
name before compound veins were really
understood and recognized.

ORE ON THE WALLINGFORD.

The Sophie-Record Range Promises
Some Valuable Mines.

The recent discoveries in the Velvet,
and the Victory-Triumph; are attracting
considerable attention to that section of
Sophie and ord mountains, and now
comes what is probably an important find
in the Wallingford up.

i.l’c'.»hn Y. Cole Tells About the 0. K.
Mountain—Rich Ledges.

With a Hand Apparatus He Ground
Up the Ore and Took Out $5,000.
The 0. K. and I X. L.

The discovery of rich placer claims in
Sheep creek on O. K. mountain has at-
tracted considerable attention to that sec-
tion. John Y. Cole of the White Bear
is a pioneer of the O. K. mountain sec-
tion, and to the Miner he said: “I located
the O. K. mineral claim in June, 1892.
I found the lead on the claim, and think
that the gold now found in the placers of
that vicinity comes from that lead. I
struck some pockets near the surface, and
took from these enough gold to carry on
the development work. 'I'his gold was ex-
tracted by means of a hand crusher and

will readily understand that the pockets
were very rich. This so encouraged me
and my associates that we purchased and

installed a five-stamp mill. With this mill,
although it was little more than a toy, we
cleaned up $15,000 in a short time. This
attracted the attention of the promoers,
and we had several offers for the property.
Finally we sold out for $45,000 to a syndg-
cate of Spokane and Seattle capitalists,
headed by J. L. Warner, who in Novem-
ber, 1895, organized the O. K. Gold Min-
ing company, with $1,000,000 capital, for
the purpose of operating it. This com-
pany commenced work on an elaborate
scale. It put in an additional 5-stamp
quartz mill, two '60-horse boilers, an 85
horse power engine, a five-drill compres-
sor and four slugger drills. The property
was developed by three tunmels and a
winze. The company extracted about $33,-
000. The expenditures of the company
were greater than the receipts, and owing
to the fact that it was crowded by its
creditors, the company was placed in the
hands of a liquidator, and has been in his
bands for something over a year. I think
with proper development work that the O.

There is evidently deposits o? high grade
ore there, and I feel certain that they will

Sampling and Valuation of Mines

By H. E. D. MERRY

The following lecture on sampling and
valuation of mines and properties Wwas
delivered before the school of mines on
Friday the 14th, by H. E. D. Merry, M. E.:

1 have chosen as the subject for this even-
ing one that is difficult to explain without
practical illustration, and the time at my
disposal will not permit me to treat it in
full, but I will endeavor to make the
main facts clear. When on the spot, one
point follows another as circumstances
arise, and are easily explained, whereas in
a paper of this sort one 18 apt to omit |
essential points that do not arise to the
mind until too late. MYy reason for choos-
ing ' this subject is the | fact that I have
frequently been asked: “What do you
think of this? Do you think it carries
old?’ and at the same time have been
anded a small piece of ore or rock for in-
spection, and because the spgqmen-—I will
not say sample—looks promising, or may
carry a little mineral, such as iron pyrites,
the eyes of the inquirer, (generally a pros-
pector)’ look fondly at it and he thinks
wonders and expects others to do_the
same. Taking a cold blooded view of the
case, the only answer that can reason:
ably be made is by another g’estmn,
pnamely: “Does it carry any gold?” Then
the reply comes: “Oh, I have had no
assays made!”

Or on occasion I have seen some young
prospector standing around an “‘old timer
who, with a piece of ore in his hand, has
the assurance to state, Wlthout any 30\11}-
dation other than his judgment: '};hls
piece of ore will carry $100 to the ton.

Now, gentlemen, although iv_is simple
for a mineralogist to distinguish most of
the minerals containing metals of com-
mercial value on sight, and to even make
a very close estimate of the contents, it is
equally as impossible for any man, how-
ever clever he may be, to state with cer-
tainty that a piece of ore does, or does not
carry gold, unless it is visible. Such being
the case, even when viewing ore from a
well known mine, it follows that to posi-
tively state that a piece of ore from a pros-
pect on which no assays have been made,
does or does not carry gold, would be even
more hazardous. I have taken a lump of
ore on many different occasions from dif-
ferent parts of the world, and have broken
them in two, and on assaying both halves
separately, have time and again proved
that one half may assay hundreds of dol-
lars, while the other half may only. con-
tain a trace or nothing. This being so, it
is evident how useless it is for one seeking
knowledge to have an assay made on one
piece of rock or ore; it maﬁ have a trace
or a thousand dollars; if the former, the
owner either thinks the assayer has rob-
bed him, or thinks his claim valueless, and
disposes of it for a mere song; Or if the
latter, he gets an exalted idea of his prop-
erty, and frequently in consequence, loses
a chance of a good sale by holding out for
a prohibitive price, for although by chance
he may have noci(ed off a piece carrying
$1,000 per ton , it represented no quantltty;,
and judicious sampling would just as prob-
ably reduce an average result to a few dol-
lars, as judicious sampling in the other case
migilt increase the result from a trace to

many dollars.

In order to arrive at the value of a prop-
erty it is absolutely necessary that such
samples be taken. In valuing a prospect
there is, of course, less work than in valu-
ing a developed property, and while no
one expert can see a foot deeper into the

ound than another, there are certain in-

ications that make a prospect promising
or not, sometimes irrespective of its sur-
a prop-
erty of this description these indications,
or the lack of them, have to be taken into
consideration, having a very important
bearing on the case, in addition to correct
sampling and assay results.

I will now endeavor to explain what I
consider correct sampling, and if not too
late when that is done, will state what I
consider some of the indications necessary
to make a mine, although it is hard to ex-
plain, there being so many different cir-
cumstances connected with such, and ex-

rience is the only tutor that renders
it safe for us to judge.

_With regard to sampling, the idea is to
discover as near as possible, the quality of
ore that can be mined, and ship ed, either
with or without, sotting. The first thing,
therefore, is to obtain average samples of
the ledge, or such of it as is possible,
and when there are streaks of ore that
can be readily separated by sorting from
the main body, it is necessary to obtain an
average of such streaks, in addition to the
general average, for although the latter
may assay only a few dollars, the streak
may be rich, and whereas, it might not
pay to ship all the ore, it may pay to
work the mine for the benefit of such a
streak. In valuing/ an undevel-
oped prospect to obtain these average
samples, it is necessary to break off pieces
across and along the ledge—which we will
presume the prospector \élgs stripped for
some considerable distance--in sections for
every five or six feet, calling the first six
feet ‘sample No. 1, second six feet No. 2,
and so on, or if not stripped, sample across
and along the ledge where exposed.
fact, the-ledge or vein must be sampled in
sections wherever exposed, either in a

rospect or developed property. The num-

er of samples assayed must be govern-
ed by the pocket of the sampler. Affer
obtaining such samples, that may weigh
anything up to 150 pounds, but do notf
often exceed that weight, place them in
separate sacks, numbered for identifica-
tion, then with a flat headed hammer, or
sledge, and a mortar, which can be made
out of the end of a three-inch gas pi
turned smooth, break each piece separately
and place in a sheet of canvas, and when
all t}l;e jeces of No. 1 sample have been
broken (each, say to the size of a walnut)
and reduced ‘in size, they are thoroughly
mixed on the canvas, flattened out into a
circular heap, and the pile divided into
four quarters, the two opposite quarters
of which are thrown to one side (or kept
as duplicate of sample) and the other two
quarters_ broken uyi; thoroughly mixed,
and divided again;_ the operation o break-
ing, (reducing in size to about one-quarter
each time) mixing and dividing being con-
tinued until a sample convenientlg small
for packing to assay office is obtained;
and each sample having been treated separ-
ately in this manner, we have the samples
marked No. 1, 2, 3, etc, and a record in our
pocketbook of what each sample represents
and are thus able to pack to pa.mﬁ or town
920 or 30 samples weighing in t emselyes
one-half pound to one pound a piece, being
reduced from samples weighing 150 pounds,
and representing in their turn many tons
of ore. And on receiving our results from
the assayer, we know that for the first
six feet our ledge will assay so much, the
second six feet so much, and so on; and
having sampled the streak we find it is

It is advisable to take the samples in
duplicate, as in addition to checking the
work of the assayer, it checks up the work

samples have been taken with care, an

treated with judgment all through, the as-
say is generally more correct than the sam-
ples, which, taken from -the mine, are at
the best, only approximate. Having
made notes of the country surrounding the
prospect, the nature of the country rock,
character of ledge, width and length of
ledge, kind of vein, we are able with
practice_to state, with more or less degree
of certainty, the likelihood of the perman-
ency of the ledge. And having the results
of our assays, we are able to judge whether

| the price.asked for the property, _condi-
Itlons surrounding, such as accessibility,

water, timber and other facilities render it
practical and prudent to spend money 1n
developing such a property.

It often occurs that the developments of
claims adjoining serve ‘as a guide, but not
always.

While some prospects are a long way
from transportation in this country today,
I do not consider such a feature sufficient
to condemn a Property that would other-
wise be valuable. The developments that
have taken place in British Columbia in
the last three years have proven _that
wherever a mine is of value, rai
transportation surely follows, and by the
time a prospect is sufficiently developed to
ship ore and to be worked economically,
transportation will be near at hand.

We have instances of this in many garts
of British Columbia, Rossland itself being
a good illustration. Three years back we
had no railroad and now we have two.

On the other hand, development could
be recommended on a low grade property
near transportation, that otherwise would
be “turned down,” not because the prop-
erty may not some day become valuable,
but from the fact that there are from an
investor’s point of view, other properties
that offer more advantages, being nearer
transportation, other conditions being
equal. Yet it may, in many instances, pay
the owners of the isolated prospects to
do development work, having the prop-
erties already in their possession, and to
await the coming of the much-desired rail-
road, by which time the work done will
put the claim into better shape for exam-
ination, and in many cases add consider-
ab’}y to the value of the claim.

here are a thousand and one things to
be taken into consideration by an engineer
before recommending or condemning a
claim, which are hard to enumerate. With
regard to the question: “What values
would be required to render a property
worthy of recommendation?” it depends
entirely on the surrounding conditions,
nature of the ore, cost of treating such
ore, on the spot or by shipping to a
smelter or other reduction works, and no
general rule can be laid down, for we have
in California gravel worked at a profit,
carrying, I believe, only 10 cents per ya.rci
(about 2 1-2 tons), and the great Tread-
well mines of Alaska, averagin, about $3
per ton, paying immense dividends, and
yet there are many classes of mines with
ore carrying $30 to $40 per ton that cannot
be treated on the spot, nor shipped, at a
profit, owing to their locality and char-

expert is an experienced meta]furgist, or

I think you will have gathered from the
foregoing that whatever the nature of. tlge

¢ value of a property is systematic sampling.

In the case of developed property, the
sampling has to be done with
even more care, and instead of only chip-
ping off pieces, a small grooye or channel
18 cut, and all matter obtained by this
p_roce(fure goes into samples, and in addi-
tion to correct sampling, in sections, it is
necessarly_' o know the quantity as well as
the quality of the ore in sight, and such
is done by measuring between the levels,
the width and length of veins, distance be-
tween shaft and winze or upraise, in fact,
obtain the cubic contents in feet of the ore
blocked out ready for stoping, and having
taken the weight of a cubic foot of the
ore in question,. and making certain de-
ductions for probable and possible faults
or narrowing of veins, and having our
assay results from the samples taken, we
can calculate that we have so many tons
of ore assaying so much, and if indications
are suth as to warrant it, we may expect
an equal number of tons more, at leasi,
before the mine l]ﬁives out. We can, there-
fore, base our calculations on such figures,
deducting cost of mining, freight and treat-
ment, interest on capital, outlay, sundry
and_dead charges, when recommending or
condemning a property.

I beg to offer a word or two of adyvice to
prospectors, and that is, do not deceive
yourselves bg getting only picked speci-
mens assayed; do not deceive others by
making false representations, as by teilin
an expert exactly what you have, an
showing some of the ore; he may see
more than you do in your statement, and
feel inclined to investigate the matter, and
whereas he is always pleased to find a
property better than represented, he is
generally very wroth when taken miles
over a rough country: under false repre-
sentations. If the property is as good as
represented, although it may not suit him
in other respects, he will not condemn it
to other would-be investors, but if taken
on a “wild goose” chase and finding noth-
ing but a “wildcat,” he will probably vow
vengeance on the head of the author of
such waste of time and money, and seize
every opﬁ»ort\mity to warn his friends
“not to have anything to do with that
man; he fg,oled me; his claim ain’t worth
a ——.

THE SHIPMENTS OF ORE

There Were 3,916 Tous Sent to the
Smelters—There Has Been a Strike
of Two Feet of Copper Ore on the
Wallingtford.

The. Velvet on Sophie mountain has
one of the largest ore showings in the
camp. On the 160-foot level the ledge is
45 feet in width. The ore, too, is of a
shipping grade from wall to wall; that is
to say, it will average at least $25 to the
ton, and there are portions of it that will
go much higher than this. It is as fine a
showing of ore as can be found anywhere
in the camp. : .
There was considerable excitement oc-
casioned among owners of property in the
Sophie-Record mountain section by the
discovery during the week of a two-foot
vein of high grade ore in the shaft of the
Wallingford at a depth of 40 feet. The
find is regarded as another evidence that
this section will in time furnish several
shipping mines and add considerable to
the output from the Trail Creek division.
The shipments of ore during the week
just closed set another high water mark.
The week before last it was the largest on
record up to that time and this week was
343 tons higher.

Development continues in the Columbia-

The Mining Fever Has Taken Hold
of the Metropolis.

More Attention Directed to the Boun-
dary Country Than to Any Other
Canadian Mineral Region.

~“I have never seen New York people so
intérested in mines before,” remarked P.
A. O’Farrell last evening, to‘a representa-
tive of The Miner, “as during my last visit
to the east. The boom in copper has made
vast fortunes for lots of New York and
New,. England folk, and stock in copper
mines are absorbed as voraciously by New
York and New England capitalists as Kaf-
firs were absor] by Londoners during
Barney Barnato’s heyday. One curious re-
sult of the boom was that London sold out
its holdings in Anaconda to New York. I
think this is the first instance on record
where New York bought mining shares
from London. London originally bought
Anacondas for £5 a share, and New York
repurchased these shares all the way from
£5 to £9 a share. The Parrot, the
Butte & Boston, and the Boston & Mon-
tana have made big money for their New
England stockholders, and as these mines
are in good hands they are as_ eagerly
sought after as first class railroad securi-
ties. I was ass in Boston that one

| famous operator there made $8,000,000 dur-

ing the boom, and he is still a bull on Bog-
ton & Montana. The great legal battle

MICEIGAN COPPER MINES.

They Do Not Get Leaner With In-
creased Depth.

Natural interest is felt in recently pub-
lished assertions in eastern papers tl'la.t
Lake Superior copper mines are growing
leaner with depth, and decreasing in ore
value as the workings go, d(_)’wn. Apart
from the inevitable ‘‘working of street,
or any statement and with any argument
to put stock up or down, the matter is on%
deserving notice on general. grounds. I
Michigan copper ore veins grow poorer
with increased depth, the fact is of interest
to copper miners everywhere. It has been
generally assumed that at the depth of a
mile below the surface some Lake Superior
copper mines showed no exhaustion o
quantity nor any diminution I value, and
that the downward limit of rofitable
working could be determined only by the
degrees of heat in 'sinking on any amayg-
daloid lode. Such view, while attacked,
has not been overthrown, and the argu-
ments directed against it seem susceptible
of contradiction. The chief argument ad-
vanced by those who claim that Lake Su-
perior copper mines are ; eiel.i;
array of figures showi: g lessen
age of copper in the ores mincc a:dl miile
in the Tamarack, Atlantic and Quincy in
1898 as compared with 1887, 1886, and 1876.
While this certaintly would, by itself,
seem to substantiate the claim of decreas-
ing values, yet every miner knows that
unless accompanied by full and accurate
details, such data are of no value. Such
figures may upset the street, may bull or
bear the stock, but in the aﬁsepce of cer-
roborative showing no miner will consider
the question more than raised. Assuming,
for the sake of argument, that everythin,
claimed, by the published figures referre
to may be so, they prove nothing. True,
they suggest that as the workings extend

and thus di-
rétly imply that a limit will be reached
where the ore has not suificient percentage
of copper to pay for extraction. But the
question so important to the copper miner
everywhere—does the ore give out at
great depth?—is not thus determined. In-
deed, it is probable that were full and
exact data forthcoming, the truth would
be apparent that so many other things
enter into the problem as to indicate that
the reverse of the assumption was in line
with the facts, and that the ore averages
were up to former standards. “Averages’
are referred to. It is only by “averages
that the increasing or decreasing value o
a great mine can be rightly determined.
In such enormous depths as those attained
in the Lake Superior district the picking
out of the work of isolated years consti-
tutes misleading comparison. Take, for
example, the Quincy mine, one of the
three mentioned. In a letetr to the Bos-
ton News Bureau, H. J. Stevens, a well-
informed local correspondent, shows that
‘the Quincy mine was merely a fair one to
a depth of 1,000 feet. From 1,000 feet to
1,200 feet tie rock was so lean that it did

not pay for stamping. Beiow the
ever before, and has remained so,

e also brings up a factor of considerable
trict closer milling is now the rule. *It
costs but one-half to two-thirds as much
money to stamp a ton of rock as it cost
ten to twelve years ago, thanks. to im-
proved machinery and methods. This en-
ables’ mine managers to stamp rock at a
profit which
metal must have been discarded one or
two decades ago. This reduces the per-
centages from rock stamped, but increases
the percentages from rock mined.” Re-

So far as observable, there is
nothing in the present. onslaught on the
Lake copger mines stock to warrant cessa-
tion of downward operations on_copper
properties.—Mining and Scientific Press.

WILL NOT BE PRESSED

Practically Decided That Kettle River
Bill Is Not to Ceme Up.

S0 Says Mr. Wainwright of the Grand
Trunk-The Government Will
Not Take a Stand.

Ottawa, April 22.—After all the fuss
that has been made, it 1s now practically
decided that the Kettle River Valley bill
will not be brought before the house this
session. - Mr. Wainwright of the Grand
Trunk, said today that the C. P. R. had
put up a big lobby against the measure
and the chances of getting the bill passed
were extremely slim. Some say the gov-
ernment is not prepared to take a definite
stand on the bill, and it is known that
certain liberals who voted for the charter
last year have changed their views and
would vote abainst it this year.

Thé Deadly @ueen Stove acd Ac-
compnnfn.mu the Cause.
;Eﬁplent W¢:k of the Fire Department
7 Prevents Much Heavier Loss—

$1,200 Limit of Loss.

Shortly before 11:30 Thursday morn-
in April 20, a  passer-by noticed
that the corridor on the second floor
of the Florence hotel was on fire
and warned the proprietor of the fact.
¥nstead of at once notifying

department the people around the house
ende{wored_ to put out the fire themselves
and it was mot until it was evident that
their efforts would prove futile that the
fire department was called upon. They
were promptly on hand and quickly ex-
tinguished the flames on the second floor.
In the meantime the flames had mounted
to the attic, which was in a blaze, and it
was some time before it could be reached,
but the bravery and good discipline of the
men, and the efficient direction of Chief
Guthrie and his assistant, . Charles Col-
lins, overcame every obstacle and the last
spark expired about 12:15 p. m.

The cause of the fire primarily was a
queen stove, as usual, but to the per-
nicious habit of having wires strung from

ridors, on which men’s clothing was hung
to dry, the-fire may be most fairly attri-
buted. This practice will be stopped by
Chief Guthrie. In this case the wires
were full of clothes, a heaping, rousing,
roarinig fire had been built and that partc
of the building left to take care of itself,
which it did, to the owner’s loss. Some
of the clothes’ caught fire and spread rap-
idly along the lines to the wooden parti-
tion, which was very dry, and the whole
place was in flames at once.

Relative to the five men whom I ap-
pointed on the lst instant I find that,
after 17 days trial, they are sober, in-
dustrious, and steady, physicially and
otherwise well qualified to make good fire-
men.

I would suggest that the contract for
gmforms be granted as soon as possible,
in order to have the department in uni-
form by May 15th.

THE WATER WORKS SYSTEM.

It is of the utmost importance that the
ratepayers should be thoroughly informed
of what they are voting on when the by-
law for civic control of the waterworks
system is placed before them.- There is
an impression among some of the citizens
that, if an understanding is not arrived
at with the present water and light com-
pany before the submission of the bylaw,
all negotiations  will terminate be-
tween it and the city. This, however,
is not the case.- The ratepayers, if the
bylaw is carried as it is framed will, - by
their endorsation of it, give the council
power either to purchase or construct
a system within the amount specified, and
this, of course, will enable the council, at
any time prior to final ratification of the
bylaw and the affixing of the seal of the
corporation (after which tenders
would be advertised for, for the
construction of a. new system),
to treat with the company for the taking
over of the presemt plant. By their: ap-
proval the voters, & will indicate their
confidence that their Tepresentatives will
safeguard their interests 4nd, if the pres-
ent plant is acquired, will not pay for it
a price which will preclude the, possibility
of giving the city a thoroughly, etficient
and satisfactory system with fhe—sum at
their disposal.

The fact must not be lost sight of\that
the city engineer has declared the prese
plant defective and the supply obtained
from Stoney creek to be inadequate tor
the growing meeds of ‘the city. If this is
so, and Mr. Smith i§ a most capable en-
gineer and made a thorough inspection of
the present system, then a considerable
amount will have to be expended on re-
pairing the present system as well as on
supplementing the Stoney creek supply
with a supply drawn from Rock creek or
some other source. ;

It should be remembered that Mr. Nor-
man of the Rossland Water and Light

Company, who. has been conducting the | p

negotiations with the city on behalf of his
company, frankly admitted -that his sys-
tem was inadequate and he expressed his
company’s willingness, in the event of an’
understanding being arrived at to perfect
his system to the satisfaction of the citi-
zens. The understanding of which Mr.
Norman spoke, however, involved the
handing over of privileges which the city
now owns and which it should be very
chary of parting with. Mr. Norman
wanted for his company a guarantee of
the continuance to it of the franchise of
supplying this city with water, and in ad-
dition, the granting to it of the rights
over the other sources of water supply
within easy reach of the city.

The corporation' at present possesses
the right over all sources of supply ex-
cept Stoney creek, from which our water
is now taken, and which belongs for this
purpose to the water and light company.
That the city should part with such a
valuable - pc ion—a PC ion which,
with the growth of the community,
will rapidly increase in importance
is not to be thought of, and Mr.

that the company itself is fully alive to
the fact that before very long it would
have to admit itself unable to supply a
community increasing as Rossland is.
While then they are entitled to a reason-
able amount for their plant they ought
not to demand for an imperfect system
what would be asked by a company in a
position to offer the city unlimited sup-
ply and perfect service.

The council, apparently, desires to treat
the company fairly, even generously, and
with this feeling the citizens will not
quarrel, but there should be kept steadily
in view these facts: that the present plant
is imperfect; that the present supply is
inadequate; that the city has the exclusive
right over sources of supply, any one of
which would be adeguate for many
years to come even with  our
rapidly  increasing population, and
that the city engineer has ad-
vised the construction of an entirely new
system, the cost of which he places at
$159,000, and which would give a total
supply of 2,126,750 gallons in 24 hours,
sufficient for a city of 23,000 souls. This
system would have Rock creek as its
source, and if the city increased beyond
the population, mentioned above, the sup-
ply thus obtained could be supplemented
by a feeder from the South Fork of Mur-
phy creek. The cost of giving this in-
crease, whenever it might be demanded,
would be only $45,500.

It is to be hoped that a satisfactory ar-
rangement will be arrived at between the
present company and the city.

IS COMING TO THE FRONT.

The time was in the history of this
camp when the uncovering of a vein of
ore, 45 feet in width, like that recently
met in the Velvet, would have peopled the
hills in the vicinity of where the bonanza
was found with prospectors. Yet such an
incident, as important as it is, scarcely
causes a ripple of excitement, and the land-
scape in the vicinity of the Velvet is said
to be unfretted to any great exient by
the feet of prospeétors searching for new

thought that all the good ground in that
vicinity is staked. This is not true, as
there is some ground in that vicinity that
has not yet been pierced by the posts of
the locator. Recent developments in the
Wallingford group, where a vein of high
grade ore has just been uncovered, would
indicate that the mineral zone in 'that
vicinity is very extensive. The ‘Walling-
ford is four miles from the Velvet, and yet
it is claimed that it is on the same mineral
zone. There are several intervening prop-
erties like the Anaconda and Leiter
on which work is being carried on, and
these doubtless will in time have luck
similar to that which has favored the Vel-
vet, the Wallingford and the Victory-Tri-
umph. The only properties on which any
great quantity of work has been done are
the Velvet, the Victory-Triumph and the
Wallingford, and the results attained are
of a highly satisfactory nature. The Vel-
vet is conceded to be a mine by even the
most pessimistic, while the Wallingford
and the Victory-Triumph, it seems, need
only a little more development to put them
in a condition which will make them pro-
ducers of ore. Besides there are several
other properties which promise, with a lit-
tle devclopment, to turn into pro-
ductive properties.

The section where these properties are
located has, to a certain extent, been over-
looked in the desire to get properties close
to Rossland. This is not as it should be,
and now that the possibilities of the sec-
tion are beginning to be understood, there
should be in the future more attention
paid to it. The discoveries made will
dqubtless have a stimulating effect on the
development there. One or two rich cor-
porations, and among these is the B. A. C,,
have promising claims in this section which
are now lying dormant. The only work
that is being done upon them is the an-
nual assessment required by law. Opera-
tions should be commenced upon them at
once, and it now seems certain that they
will, when developed, give as good ,re-
sults as the mines on Red mountain.
Rossland is to be congratulated in- the
fact that she has such a promising mineral
belt as that of Sophie and Record moun-
tain section in her immediate vicinity. It
is now certain that it will prove a source
of a great deal of this city’s prosperity.
Under the circumstances. the. citizens
should, by évery legitimate method, en-
courage its development. Roads should be
provided, and an endeavor should be made
to induce the Red Mountain railway to
| construct/a branch line for the purpose of
opeming up this rich mineral zone.

In other words, the contention is made
that it would be better for the Boundary
Creek country to be under the monopoly
of one railroad with severe grades, than
to have railway competition and a com-
pe.tmi line of easy grades.

With
no competition it coul overcome its
steep grades by charging rates high
enough to meet the stiff operating ex-
penses, and leave it big g})‘oﬁts beside.

Could not the C. P. R. company, with
all the money which it controls—suffi-
cient, it has been said, to purchase the
house of commons railway committee—ob-
tain better newspaper service than
this. Of course, in this in-
stance, the price was small, but
even then why should it pay for argu-
ments which make it the laughing stock
of a foreign community? It only furnishes
another instance of the absolute poverty
of argument possessed by this great mono-
poly. It would be less humiliating and
more prudent to reserve its funds for the
corruption of dishonest legislators than an
incompetent press. It seems to be the priv-
ilege of a member:of parliament to sell
himself, but the people will not put up
with it in a newspaper. All that is re-
q\.lired from a member of parliament is
his vote; he does not, as a rule, need to
make an ass of himself by speaking; a
newspaper, however, is compelled to earn
its bribe by an attempt at argument. As
a venal paper is almost always an utterly
incapable one, results such as the Spokes-
man-Review has referred to are certain
to occur.

THE DOMINION SENATE.

The movement within the ranks of the
liberals to abolish the Dominion senate is
due almost entirely to party hos-
tility to athat body, and not to
a desire for the general good of
the country. At the present moment the
senate is a decided check—perhaps too
strong a check—on the administration. The
Government is liberal, while the senate is
conservative, and so strongly so that every
government measure with which it can find
fault it will defeat, as it did the Yukon
railway bill. The ‘long lease of power
which the conservatives enjoyed, from 1878
till their defeat at the last general elec-
tions, enabled them to fill the senate with
worn out politicians of their own party
stripe, and, of course, men of that stamp
are the most docile tools when their
friends are in power, and the most unpli-

at the head of affairs. Their hostility,
then, amounts to a passion. The present
liberal administration found this out at
the last session of parliament, and the ery
that was raised throughout the ministerial
ranks was re-echoed by every liberal office-
seeker and ward politician in the country;
who immediately called loudly for the abo-
lition of this stumbling block in the way
of progressive government. Such an ex-
treme measure, however, was not counten-
anced by the real leaders of the party, or
by the thinking element within if. Sir
Wilfrid Laurier while anxious for such a
change as will rob the senate of the power
which can only retard the progress of good
legislation, is evidently as strongly opposed
as any conservative in the country fo its
entire abolition. He, no doubt, recognizes
that there are within his own cabinet men
who, were all check on them removed,
would ruin his government in the esti-
mation of the people in the copurse of one
session, and as he seems unable to hold
these men within bounds himself, it is
convenient to have some body to take that
duty off his shoulders.

The senate, even as it is at present con-
stituted, can be a danger to the country
only when its friends are in power. When
the other party have control it may be a
means of safety to the country. If, how-
ever, it were reconstructed and filled with
capable and honest men it would be an
excellent and useful institution under any
circumstances.

THE CORBIN CHARTER.
It is certainly beginning to look as if
the Canadian Pacific Railway company had
made no‘idle boast in asserting that it had
enough money to control the railway com-
mittee of the house of commons, and that,
therefore, the people of the Boundary Creek
country need expect no relief from
threatened railway monopoly by the con-
struction of the projected Kettle River
Valley road. The latest advices from
the federal capital are that Mr. Corbin
has abandoned all thought of applying for
the charter on the ground that his appli-
cation would certainly be refused. It is
understood that this course has been de-
cided on by the advice of Mr. Bostock, the
member for this district, to whom the in-
troduction of the bill was entrusted. Mr.
Bostock found the combination against the
bill too strong, and so advised the appli-
cant. We are inclined to the view, how-
ever, that Mr. Corbin should have allowed
the matter to come to a test. He cer-
tainly would have lost very little, if any-
thing, by so doing, and the country would
have been the gainer to the extent of
knowing who were its friends.

It is surmised that the finish was given
to all hopes of success before the commit-
tee by the discovery that an understand-
ing had been arrived at betwen the C. P.
R. and the Grand Trunk whereby the
latter road was to withdraw its opposi-
tion to the designs of the former in return
for concessions in regard to Eastern rail*
way jobs. f

It is a meloncholy reflection for the
people of Canada that they cannot escape
from the domination of fhis big corpora-
tion, which, viper-like, is draining the life
blood of the nation. If alone the C. P. R.
is unable to effect its ends, it enters into
a deal with its great rival, which is only
second to it in its questionable methods of
operation, and by their combined weight
they crush out any little independence that
parliament may struggle to retain. A con-
spiracy of such a nature it would be mere
quixotism in any member to defy, and the
interests of a district with much greater
influence than that possessed by the Boun-
dary country would naturally be sacrificed.
It is said that some of the liberal members
who voted for the charter last time had
announced their intention of opposing it at
this session. No doubt Hon. Israel Tarte,
whose sinister reputation as, the friend of
corruption has become a bye-word through-
out Canada, took these gentlemen in hand
in his usual “thorough” manner. It would
not do to say that his argmnents ha: been
supplemented by bribes from the railway.

The several theories advanced in ex-
planation of the genesis of auriferous
lodes suggest certain practical conclusions
of interest to the prospector. As, in the
first place, two great solvents in nature
seem to have been chlorine and silica, it
follows that the auriferous lodes may be
looked for chiefly in the neighborhood of
the acid siliceous eruptive rocks, or such
as may have been subject to chlorine sol-
vents. As in the second place, gold is of
highly insoluble nature, the natural auri-
ferous solutions will probably have con-
tained a very small proportion of the prec-
ious metal. Hence the formation and en-
richment of* auriferous deposits will have
extended over an enormous period; and,
consequently, the richer lodes will gener-
ally be encountered in the older igneous
and sedimentary rocks, since these have
been longest exposed to lode-forming in-
fluences. Porphyrieg_‘ and other igneous
rocks penetrating sedimentary beds are,
as well as the beds themeslves, frequently
traversed by auriferous veins. Gold de-
posits also occur in strata which have
either been penetrated by eruptive dykes,
or have been subjected to extensive at-
mospheric alteration.

was 78,839,610, .and in the United States
for the same period the number was 70,-
000,000. The average toll per message in
the United States in 1895 was 23.3 cents,
and in 1896 it was 24 cents. These figures
serve to show the enormous magnitude of
the telegraphic business. When the money
paid to telephone and cable companies and
in postage on letters is added, it shows
that mankind pays an enormous amount of
money annually for the delivery of mes-
sages in business, pleasure, love and to
serve the ends of justice.

The facts embodied in the above reveals
one of the dominant characteristics of
human nature. This is the ever present
desire of man to communicate with his fel-
lows. It is born of our sympathy for one
another. It is this desire that makes the
thickly populated portions of the world a
regular maze of wires, which run in every
direction. These wires lie in the bottom
of wide oceans and run over mountain
ranges, and there are but few points that
are too remote to be reached by them. It
is true that a great deal of business is
transacted over them, but the main cause
which led to their comfstruction was that
people might communicate quickly with
one another when occasions of joy or sor-
row ensue. The telegraph wires are doing
more to make nations tolerant, and to
bring them closer together and make them
liberal and friendly, than any other agency.
It makes neighbors of nations at opposite
ends of the earth, and ultimately will do
more to bring about the universal peace
that the Czar has said so much about re-
cently than any other method that can be
employed. When a nation is overwhelmed
by some great calamity the entire world
knows of it -almost as soon as
it happens, and sympathizes with
it in its misfortune. Therefore it
is ever possible to bring about the
mjllenium the telegraph will be an impor-
tant factor in producing such a desirable
result. This may be so because the tele-
graph is humanizing mankind everywhere,
and is thus obliterating arbitrary geogra-
phical lines.

JOHN F. M'CRAE RETURNS

Did Missionary Work for Rossland
While He Was Away.

The Force on the Iron Oolt to be In-
creased and the Development
Work Pushed. //

Alderman J. Ferguson McCrae return-
ed yesterday after a month’s absence in
the east. While he was away he visited

Toronto, Montreal and other eastern
cities. When Mr. McCrae returned he
was in the,best of health and spirits and
looks as though he had enjoyed himself
while he was away.

Most Important Mining Case Ever
Held in British Columbia.

Geological Sketch of the Conditions of Rossland Camp Given by

\What promises to be the greatest min-
ing case ever held in Canada, and in
many other respects one of the most im-
portant trials now pending in the west,
commenced Thursday, April 20, at 11
o'clock, in the improvised court room at
the Miners’ Union hall, before His Lord-
ship Mr. Justice Walkem. The learned
judge took his seat punctually at the hour
named and Registrar Schofield called the
case of the Iron Mask Gold Mining com-
pany vs. the Centre Star Mining & Mill-
ing company, George Gooderham and T.
G. Blackstock. At the hour of opening
and throughout the day a large audience
patiently watched the proceedings and
listened to the remarks of counsel ex-
plaining the details of the case, with evi-
dent interest. In addition to the experts
a large number of mining engineers, mem-
bers of the local bar, land surveyors, and
men interested in mining matters general-
ly were noticed in the court room. At
the suggestion of counsel the official sten-
ographers were duly sworn, C. H. Sholes,
C. B. Eaton and K. J. Lake taking the
oath of office. Then the case commenced
in earnest. 5

E. V. Bodwell, Q. C.. A. H. Ma_cNelll,
Q. C., and L. P. Duff appearing for the
plaintifi§; and E. P. Davis, Q. C., and A.
C. Galtor the defendants. T. P. Galt,
parrister, of Loronto, being associated in
the case with Messrs. Davis and Galt.

Mr. Bodwell opened the case for the
plaintifis by stating that as the pleadings
were already before the court (they ap-
peared in The Miner of the 19th) he
would proceed at once and put in the
documentary portion of his case. This
consisted of: 1. A certified copy of the
record of the Iron Mask mineral claim
dated 23rd July, 1890, showing that the
claim was recorded by E. S. Topping.

Certificate of title of claim,
showing title to be in the Iron Mask com-
pany of Lot No. 688, group 1, Kootenay
district. Mr. Bodwell then read the evi-
dence of Peter Joyce taken before the
registiar on April Ist, last. Joyce stated
that he had been employed as foreman
on the Centre Star for about three and a
half years, and that he had been in charge
of the mining operations ot the property
during that time. He left the company
on March 30th. Joyce described the cross-
cut 1an by the Centre Star from their
main workings in a northerly direction
into the Iron Mask claim. The work was
stopped because they supposed they were
in other people’s ground. A quantity of
ore was taken out of the workings and
sent to the Trail smelter. It was admit-
ted by counsel that ore to the gross value
of $6,300 was taken out of the Iron Mask
ground and sent to the smelter. If the
smelter returns can be obtained they will
be put in later, if not plaintiffs will be
at liberty to show a greater amount of
damages, if they are so advised later.
Mr. Bodwell then stated “This concludes
our prima facie case.” ;

Iupopening his case for the defense Mr.
Davis put in exhibit 14, a very prettily-
made model, showing parts of the Centre
Star, Iron Mask and War Eagle worklpgs,
including the disputed ground. he
model is about 4x5 feet. The face shows
the workings, and raised above the face,
held up on pins and wires, is suspended
an exact copy of the workings as they now
exist in or about the dispu'_;ed territory.
All the shafts, tunnels, drifts, upraises
and winzes are clearly shown, s,pd by in-
génious methods the countour of the sur-
face is described as nearly as possible.
The whole model is on a scale of 20 feet
to the inch, and was prepared by Theo-
dore Simons, on drawings and surveys of
Roy H. Clarke. :

Slowly, patiently and with the greatest
care and attention to minute detail, the
learned counsel proceeded to explain his
case by the model. = g

There were, in the mining part of the
suit, said counsel, only three chief fighting
points: g

“First—Is there an apex of a vein on
the Centre Star ground at the point
where we claim it?” ; it

“Second—Is thereta vein continning
down from that apex (assuming that
there is an apex) continuously into and
through Iron Mask ground; or as it was
put in the affidavits, is there a continu-
ous vein, or any vein whatever in the No.
3; that is, the inelined shaft? ]
“Third—Assuming the apex and the vein,
is that vein, as all other veins which meet
the flat fault, cut off. entirely and its
continuity destroyed by the so-called flat
fault?”

“The only other question,” added coun-
sel, “that will take up any time 18 the one
of damages. As to this there were four
or five carloads re taken from the Iron
Mask ground. This was not disputed and
formed only a very trifling pant of the ac-
tion. The main question 11 issue—the
only question we are 1 terested in—is the
question of whether or not, as I said be-
fore, we have a vein with an apex In
Centre Star ground, which passes down
from the Centre Star ground into Iron
Mask ground, which continues on down
in an unbroken sheet and is not cut off
or has mot its/ continuity des_stroyed by
this so-called flat fault. That is the thing
which is of importance.” o

Incidentally Mr. Davis remarked: “So
far as following the vein down is concern-
ed we are not trying—have not tried—to
cross the vertical dyke—are not trying to.
We may in the future, probably will, fol-
low down from the War Eagle, because
this vein, the north fork of the War
Eagle, runs over on to War Eagle ground,
an§ we will come down from that side.

Referring to the question of trespass,
counsel stated that Durant took the ore
which they now admitted was Iron Mask
1, fully beliegng at the time that it be-
onged to the Centre
fendants,” Gooderham and Blackstock,
committed no trespass or had anything to
do with it.

| Counsel claimed that, so far as they
could in their own ground, they would
show up the ‘vein in dispute, and would
show a continuous sheet of ore; and as a
result of that it must be found that all
the space between No. 3 shaft and No. 2
shaft is a continuous sheet of ore. Then
having established that sheet of ore be-
tween those points, some three or four
hundred feet in lateral extent and over
300 feet in depth, evidence will be put in
to show that that sheet of ore must con-
stitute a strong vein, so far as the vein
itself is concerned.
vein, the next question follows, whether
or not the continuity of that vein is
destroyed by this so-called flat fault. It
would be remarkable if it did so, but the
appearance of the flat fault will be de-
scribed at 11 different places, and it will
be shown that instead of being of riﬂary
importance it, the fault, is a fracture
which has had as little effect on veins or
other fissures that it crosses as one could
probably find. It has not displaced the
vein at any place. Intersection with veins
at seven different places will be shown,
and the largest throw which exists any-

where in any of the seven placesis about a
foot and a half. In some places it is-less
and in other places there is no displace-
ment at all. As to width, it is a thing
jonly a few inches or so wide—not a num-
ber of feet, as has been stated. In every
instance the vein is found immediately be-
low the flat fault.

An Empire of Mines.

Popular interest in Monady’s proceed-
ings at the Centre Star-lron Mask suit was
centered in the evidence given by Clarence
K;ng,gthe great cﬁnsultmg geologist and
mining engineer. He gave a brief geologi-
c?.l sketch of the conaitions foundgin (t):ﬁle
Rossland camp, and the relations they
bore to the general conditions- elsewhere.
The value of Mr. King’s evidence to the
mining world, and especially to geologists
and engineers interested in this camp will
be readily understood.

E. P. Davis in opening the examination
elicited the facts that Mr. King, after grad-
uating at Yale, had been appointed on the
geological survey of California ; had investi-
gated the Comstock lode, on which he had
written a memoir; had instituted the
United States geological
he was the first director, and that gener-
ally he had a wide and accurate knowledge
of mines and mineral formations all over
this continent, Europe, North Africa and
the islands of the Pacific. He had made
im examination of the mines of the Ross-
and camp. In regard to his conclusions
thprem r. King said:

. The district immediately about Ross-
land is, as is commonly known, a part of a
very great whole, which whole is the
mountz);m system that borders the Pacific
from Cape Horn to the Arctic sea. It is
a system thus covering an arc of nearly
half the great circle of the globe, and has
its widest expansion about the latitude of
San Francisco, where it is 1,200 or 1,400
miles wide. That mountain system ranks
next in physical importance to that of the
east and west system which traverses
;%mi:; ::d Eug‘ope,fbut unlike that system,
: empire of mines; and its geol
beside having a high abstract igtex:sgt}:
lies at the basis of the knowledge of min.
ing for this immense area. The quantities
involved in this system of the Cordilleras
are great almost beyond belief. They in-
volve the superposition of strata amount-
ing to over 120,000 feet in actual measured
thickness: they involve a history from
very near the dawn of geological history
—absolutely until today, of enormous dy-
namic action and effect. And this dyna-
mic action has consisted in the upheaval
in the depression, in the ecruching and
folding together, and in the dislocation of
enormous blocks of this great territory.
The sedimentary series which I have said
amount to over 100,000 feet are derived
from the older rocks in their immediate
neighborhood. So far as we have been
able to see, ‘those sediments have neger
traveled to very great distances. Some-
times a series of strata amounting in all
to 40,000 feet have been piled up conse-
cutively and continuously and - without
break; but all these series of various epi-
sodes of sedimentation have ended in a
destructive dynamic period, and they have
been crushed, uplifted or depressed, -and
then the process of sedimentation has be-
gun under_ new terms. These dynamic
events which punctuate, as it were, the
history of the whole of these Cordilleras,
are due undoubtedly to the unbalancing
of the forces of gravitation and of equili-
brium. It is very well known to geology
that if you load any area with a heavy
mass of sediment that area subsides; that
if you unload any area, that area will rise.
Consequently, whenever an area . rises
near an area which is stable or is sinking,
there is a dynamic strain, and if that
strain passes cohesion, passes the point
of the elastic limit of the rocks, or the
cohesive limit, they are ruptured by these
tremendous strains, and the action usually
ends in the eruption and readjustment of
the equilibrium—an eruption of. melted
matter from the subjacent area. is in
these periods of stress and strain to which
the rocks and whole distances, and whole
enormous areas and s and whole
mountain ranges, have been subjected
that the crushing and straining and frac-
turing and takes place, which is

survey, of which

I do not mean to indicate that every
crushed area, or ev fissure or block of
country is the birthplace of a mining dis-
trict, because mineral veins owe their ori-
gin to two processes: one is the fissuring
of the rocks, or the solution of soluble
rocks on lines of fissure, and the second
process is the filling or éeposition of min-
eral matter on, in, along and near these
fissures. So that a mining district re-
quires the two periods of action; I mean
a block .of country requires the two classes
and periods of action to bring it from an
amorphous mountain mass into a mineral
district. These periods of crushing have
never occupied a very great part of the
geological history; they are sudden, con-
yulsive episodes® which follow periods of
accumulation of strata, periods of upheav-
and periods of depression, but short as
they are they have ended in deluging én-
ormous tracts of this Cordilleras system
with eruptive rocks, molten when they

h have cooled under
or upon the surface. There are fields of
these eruptive rocks which cover many
thousands of square miles; there are oth-
er fields which are extremely small. And
as I say, these periods began in the earl-
ave gone on
practically to the present.

The study of these rocks which have
been erupted in these various periods has
resulted in a fine classification as to
species, and in a certain measure as to
origin, and also to a rougher classification
in time; that is to say, the rocks which
we know to be earlier than the dawn of
life, which we will put at the base of the
Cambrain, are of a different class from
those which are erupting now from pres-
ent volcanoes. They have shades of dif-
ference in texture and in composition, m_xd
in the relative proportions of their dif-
ferent elements; but, chiefly, their distinc-
tion is one in decompositions; that is to
say, it is very rarely we get from the earl-
iest period any form of a lava:-which is as
fresh and as new as these which are being
erupted now. They have undergone chem-
ical decomposition more or less.

So that in a general rough sort of way,
the ocular examination of a disgrict  of
erupted rocks usually gives rise to a fair-
ish” judgment of about when that district
was built. ~ ;

Now, the rough examination which I
have made of the geol of this imfne-
diate region, when here four or five years
ago, leads me to compare it as fairly near
the many deposits which have come to
the surface—-—tg% _miany outflows which
have come to the'surface—to what is called
middle geological time, or the .be-

inning of the Cretacean period. They

ear a-certain textural resemblance to the
rocks of that period. They may be later
or they may be earlier; so far the data are
wanting for the exact position, but for all
practical purposes they may be assigned
to a middle geological period. We are
here as is properly known, I believe, on
the vent_of an extinct volcano, one which
undoubtedly reared its head high above
the present surface, and one which went
through various episodes of eruption.
These episodes are recorded here, first,
in a complex mass which represents the
base and center of a volcano; and, second-
ly, by a later and overlying eruption of
fragramentary rocks which were undoubt-

‘|edly associated with the extrusion and

ejection of water, so that to a very large
extent they show the effects of water.
They are often muds, and they are all to
be classed under the head of tuffs, vol-
canic tuffs. They surround the region in
a ring; you can see them half way from
here to Trail creek, you can see them be-
tween here and where the Red Mountain
railroad descends towards Sheep creek;
they are on the top of mountain,
and they are on the other side of the val-
ley to the southwards, forming in general
a ring, leaving this” central axial part of

the volcano an isolated mass of dark,

the property will join the list of regular jusually fine grained rock having a width

'of a mile or a mile and a half north and
south, and, perhaps, five miles east and
west. The rocks of that central mass are
those which enclose the veins of the dis-
trict, and they are the rocks which are oi
interest to the miner here. They have
been more or less studied by the Canadian
geological survey, and they have been
compared by Mr. Ferrier with the stand-
ard types from other localities. I have
myselt had the opportunity of going over
with him the thin slides or thin micro-
! scopical sections of these rocks and com-
paring them with the Pearson types,and
chips in small pieces, but enough to make
comparison from a similar district to the
east of here. ' The rocks as you walk over
the surface show three easily, reasonably
well-defined types; one is the rock which
we see here in the cut before us. 1 have
'not examined the cut particularly, but I
have seen enough to realize that the bulk
of it is of a type of rock which forms the
hi'l directly in front of us dand which is
the country rock of these immediate

neighboring mines. That rock has a dark,
greenish-gray color, usually of fine grain,
,sometimes coarser grained rock, which is
very tough, breaks with difficulty under
the hammer, is difficult to scratch, and un-
der the miscroscope, as well as in plain
ivision, is often seen to be porphyritic,
‘and in place the priginal structure has
.been more or less obliterated by compres-
 sion and subsequent chemical action. The
,microscope shows this rock is an augitic
|rock, formed of augite and triclinic feld-
spar; and a considérable and varying pro-
portion of monoclinic feldspar. To
the east of here -and in the
neighborhood of the Iron Horse claim
,there appears a darker; much-closer grain-
,ed series of rocks formed like these of
'augites and triclinic feldspars, but with
ess or none of the monoclinic feldspar,
and each following”very near the type
known as gabbro. At the éxtreme west
of the body where the Josie ravine comes
down towards Sheep creek and meets the
road from here to the mines, there out-
crops a considerable area of a third var-
iety of eruptive rocks of the same general
family, which consists of hornblende,
monoclinic feldspar and orthoclese. These
three types are undoubtedly local varia-
tions of the same general melted mass.
Every one who has studied volcanoes, or
volecanic = districts must realize—must
know—that one of the peculiarities of the
average volcano the world over is that it
erupts at one period one type of rocks,
and another at another. But on examina-
tion these rocks are all found to possess
certain family characteristics, and are.
from a petrological view so related to one
another that it is seen clearly that they
are differentiated from one great molted
magma. The manner of this differentia-
tion is somewhat of an enigma, but it is
perhaps explicable on the basis of separa-
tion by specific gravity of the crystals de-
veloped in this magma. Be that as it may,
here these three differentiations from one
magma have come to surface successively
and, perhaps, alternatingly, and together
from this central mass which is the green,
dark, heavy country “rock of the imme-
diate neighborhood.

We therefore find that there are, since
other periods have overlapped to a cer-
tain extent, alternations of the three
types of rock in the mass. Subsequently
to this there has been a strain from
north to south which has opened up near-
ly vertically, and cften parallel, a system
of fissures through this mass which have
been filled immediately by intrusive
dykes, and that is the rock which is the
basis of this district.

Mr. Davis: ' From your examination
of the ground in dispute of the Rossland
camp, what conclusion have you come to
as_to the character and structure of the
veins .here, the causes which have pro-
duced them, and their points of resembl-
ance and of difference from the veins you
have found in other places? You might
just go into that pretty fully, Mr. King.

Mr. King: ' I should say that gll of the
larger veins, at , and perhaps the
smaller ones also, belong to*a single type.

such a mass of rock as this, chemical solu-

and certainly some of the larger ones, and
erhaps many of them, are ~ what are
own as shear zone fissures.

in Mexico, I am working a mine of that

Shear-zone differs from the single fissure
in an important particular. While a_ sin-
gle fissure may result from a vertical ac-
tion, or even be the resultant of two hori-
zontal compressions, through compressing
forces, the shear-zone is always made un-
der very high compression—compression
which holds the rock tightly together,
which prevents a wide openimg of fissures,
and that shear-zone is always the result,
or almost always the result of a disturb-
ance of opposing couples,vof what are
technically called “couples’” of pressure—
the disturbance of that couple by a verti-
cal complement or a vertical force; while
the plain, open fissure may result from a
direct upward thrust, the shear-zone is al-
ways the result of a very powerful com-
pression; and since that compression is
very great, and almost equals the disturb-
ing force, whatever it is, that produces
the fissure, it is apt to break, and always
does practically break in more or less
parallel seams or fissures; that making a
family whose exterior boundary is always
assignable, if you.crosscut, or find the
surface well exposed, and study the
ground. Instead  of ‘i)eing an indefinite
amount of parallel _ﬁm,bextq:dmg into
a country an undiscoverable distance, it
is always a discoverable and limitable col-
lection or family of more or less parallel
fissures. Since these forces are never
mathematically adjusted to each other to
be in exact opposition, the result frae-
tures are not absolutely parallel. the
case, for instance,of a slight torsion of a
body there might be a family arrange-
ment of the fissures, a slight family; but
in general, and practically for a miner’s
purpose, tiley are a series of parallel plat-
ings of the rock.  Now, these nﬂlatmgs
may or may not have slipped at all; that
is'to say, a movement on any one plane
may have infinitessi y small, may
have been less than a hundredth of an
inch. When these veins are thus fissured

—which is always the befummg oint—
if they are fissured so deeply that they of-
fer avenue for the deepseated thermal
waters, there is immediately an action of

Those
lutions, being hot at great: depths and
under pressure at great depths, have
their solvent power enormously increased,
and their function is indeed to dissolve
and find their way up through any. aven-
ues they can, and according to their chem-
ical nature, to dissolve or replace or de-
posit their load of dissolved matter. It

peculiarity of this class of veins that
their mineral deposits within the general
limits of the exterior fissures of this shat-
tered and plated zone may be deposited
on any one plane, or they may eat up all
the rock between two planes and deposit
another matter in its place, or they may
occupy the whole zone, or they may min-
eralize one particdar fissure and go
through a small crack into another fissure
and travel upon that and so on.' Accord-
ing to the accidents of structure and
movement,, they may mineralize upon
one or all of the planes. These veins are
of enormous extent in some places. They
are well known to reach 100 or 200 feet in
extent; that is, the shattered, plated ser-
ies. T am myself mining today a vein
which is 150 feet thick, with six or seven
of those well marked divisions.

Now, the veins of this camp, so far as
I have seen them—that is to say, such as
I have recently studied, and I feel very
sure from what I saw before that the Le
Roi is in the same category—are shear-
zone veins, that is to say, they occupy
this plating due to parallel fissures. They
are fissure-veins essentially; in particular
they are shear-zone veins; that the pecu-
lior mineral combination which here
foru.s the ore and which is a part of these
veins which occupies the greatest interest
is a mixture of pyrrhotite and chalco-py-
rite. and copper pyrites, and it is seen
over the neighborhood of these veins and
in portions of these veins, that atom by
atom the crystals which made up this
original rock have been replaced by these
mineral solutions; in other words, that
they have made or taken a cast,
you may say, or filled up the whole form,
and now occupy the area or bulk, the cubi-
cal contents, of what was formerly the
crystalline ingredients of these rocks.
