Things have happened in Russia
with startling promptitude and just
as predicted in this column. For no
one in his right senses believes that

any apparent cause, sent his déar]y

Russia, when the redoubtable grand
duke, with an iron fist, would grasp
the reins of government, deposc the
czar and raise the standard of Pans-
lavism, much in the same manner as
Islam has raised the green flag of the
prophet, proclaiming a holy war.

It is plain that the czar’s suspic-
ions were aroused by the uncalled for
praise bhestowed by the British and
French press so persistently upon the
grand duke about ‘“his masterly re-
treat’” day after day when they and
he knew how utterlyv undeserved this
was. And, as usual, no doubt there
were among the grand duke’s accom-
plices some who played a double
game and through these, using fem-
inine intercession and help, czar and
czarina were “put wise” as to what
was going on at the front and among
the army, where the plain soldiers
were one solid mass of grand ducal
followers. That this cannot also be
said of the officers, whom the royal
commander-in-chief treated as dogs,
inflicting unheard of punishment for

trivial breaches of discipline, may
well have been the cause of his down-
fall—The Great Divide.

HE last of the fishermen’s catch

has now been received here and
the only fish remaining is what
thay be held by Green Bay mer-
chants. The stock of fish at pre-
sent held by firms here is no
larger than the stock held at this
season last year,-which -is about |
150,000 qtls. The usual winter ex-
port of fish is about 50,000 qtls.
per month; consequently if ton-
nege is available for export, the
stocks held in April will be very
small. No fish can be cured for
the Brazilian market until next
July, hence stocks for Brazil
now held will not be sufficient to
supply that market after April
The stocks held by Harvey & Co,,
Job, Baine Jobnston, Bowring and
Goodridge are the smallest those
firms have had stored at this sea-
son’ during the past fifteen years.
Baird’s Smith’s and Monroe hold
fa‘i'rly good stocks but not larger
than usual.

The whole of the cod oil in the
hands of fishermen has passed to
the exporters and there is no cod
oil to come in except what is held
by a few northern business men.
The. price of cod oil will be higher
in April than it has been for forty
years. Last spring over 700 tons
of cod oil was held here and as
much as $150 per tun was paid for
some of it. The present holdings
of the trade do not now exceed
500 tons and before April cod oil
will be scarcer here than it s has
bten since cod oil was first ex-
ported. Cod oil will easily fetch
$160 to $165 in -the spring; $150
has already been paid by local
firms for 100 brl. shipments from
northern business men. The
steamer that left for New York
last week took about 1400 casks,
which was: all ‘the big exporting
houses could/ collect together.
They expected to ship 2500 casks’
by that steamer but could not se-
cure the additional 1100 casks. The
Trading Oo. was offered $157 per
fin “for 1600 casks by a local firm
15}; week but declined the offer.

SHOULD BE BACKED
AGAINST THE SAME
WALL AND SHOT

MONTREAL, Dec. 15—In the
course of a notable address on the
murder of Edith Cavell at the Wind-
sor Hall, last week, Hon. James M
Beck, of New York, urged that at the
end of the war an international tri-
bunal be appointed to try fairly al
the “vons,” who authorized the mur-
der of innocent people in pursuance
of Germany’s policy of terrorism.

This suggestion he followed up with
the hope that every one of them
found guilty should be backed against
the same wall as Miss Cavell and shot
an idea that was gretted with
great applause.

The rest of Mr. Beck’s address wasg
devoted' to the Cavell case, showing
the utter injustice of it, even under
the infamous German laws, and to an
eloquent vindication of the Allies
cause.

He was also loudly cheered when
he declared that the first attempt of
Germany to obtain a foothold in Can-
ada would mean war with the United
States.

SHIPBUILDING ON
THE CLYDE

Only one large passenger liner has
been or is likely to be turned out on
the Clyde this year. That is the twin-
screw geared turbine steamer Actea-
roa, which is being fitted out in the
Fairfield Basin. She is a vessel of 15.-
000 tons, owned by the Union Steam-
ship Company- of New Zealand. All
other vessels of this class have been
delayed in cons;ruction owing to the
war. There are at least four of these
high-elas liners on hand—an Orient
vessel at Clydebank, a Lloyd Sabaudo
liner at Dalmuir, and two® Canadian
Pacific liners Melita and Minnedosa,
which Messrs. Harland and Wollf
have sub-contracted at White-inch.
Practically nothing is being done on
these ships at present. Several good-
class liners of smaller size have been
turned out on the Clyde this vear. how
ever,

“SOMETHING DOING”

SAN JUAN, Porto Rieo, Dec. 15—
The French cruiser Descarte stopped
the Porto Rico liner Coamo a few
miles off shore early this morning
and sent a visit-and-search party
aboard, and took off to the warship
four firemen of the Coamo—three
Austrians and a German.

The Descarte was looking for Wal-
dmar Hepp, ,the German Consul here,
and John Stubbe, the Austrian Con-
sul, who are reported to be return-
ing to San Juan fromm New York on
the Coamo; but-they were not found
on board. In making the search the
Descarte’s officers examined all the
passengers, as well as the entire
crew. Those Germans and Austrians
of the crew who were found to be
naturalized American citizens  were
not melested.

Chief Steward Schaade of the Porto
Rico liner Carolina, bound from San
Juan to New York, was taken from
that vessel by the Descarte last
night.

The Coamo and the Carolina are
American steamships, owned by the
New York and Porto Rico Steamship
Company.
