' the world., It was taken from the
jurisdiction of the Church in 1802 and
converted into a temporal electorate.
A few years later it came under the
Austrian Government, then Bavaria
ruled the city for a number of years,
and finally, in 1216, it again became
' a part of Austria and is regarded to-
‘'day as one of the real gems in the
’Imperial Crown.

' _ Religious Persecution.

The Church of St. George, while
not as old as the two above men-
tioned, contains some remarkable stat-
ues, such as one of each of the Twelve
Apostles carved in red marble. The
Colleze Church is an excellent exam-
ple of the baroque, and has a lofty,
imposing dome. It is, however, re-
garded as modern from the fact that
it was completed in the eighteenth
century. Near this church on the
University Platz the public market is
held, and by visiting th¥s place early
in the .morning one gets an excellent
idea of the peasantry of this sec-
tion—splendid, hardy mountain peo-
ple—thrifty and c¢lean. The butter
women are especially picturesque as
they move about the market in, their
gay clothes balanéing huge butter
‘tubs on their heads. The market
lasts only an hour or two and is a
busy place for the time being,

A Roman Memory. A
Tho old part of the town talrl)

reeks with reminders of the time when
Salzburg was a_ Roman px‘ovincé. The
summer riding school of the Austrian
cavalry adjoining the stables of the
former Prince Bishops was once a Ro-
man amphitheatre, and its three gal-
leries are hewn in the rock. Roman
inscriptions are all about and one can
readily . picture the gladiatorial com-
bats which took place in this ancient
place of amusement in those days
when the mere turning down of a
thumb by the Roman governor meant
death to the.vanquished. Many of
the early Christians, too, went to their
death in this arena--today a training
school for eavalry. officers and one of
the show places of .the city.

Even more interesting than the rid-
ing school is the rugged old St. Peter’s
‘cemetery. It lies Immediately be-
neath the Castle Rock, into the face

(3othic church of St. Margaret in the
enter of the burial ground was built
during the early part of the fifteenth
‘entury while the Church of St. Pe-
ter’'s nearby is a Romanesque edi-
fice dating back to 1131, It contains
a rhorument to the composer, Michael
Havdn, a brother of the more cele-
hrated Jeseph Hayvdn, whose body
rests in St. Peter’s cemetery, .and a
tombstone of St. Rupert dated 718.
1t has been well said that Salzburg
is a city of contrasts and this is ex-
emplified by the fact that one of the
old caves in the rear of the cemetery
has been converted into a wine room
and a gate from the burial ground
leads -directly into. a room full of ta-
bles where the wine is served. At
first this rather shocks the American
sense of propriety, but after mingling
with the crowd at the tables, seeing
how well behaved everyone is, and re-
membering that the drinking of wine
in that eountry is universal, one. soon
forgets that just behind the living sit-
ting at the tables and benches en-
joying themselves lie the remains of
their forefathers who had gone .to
their final rest generations ago.
Birthplace of Mozart.
Salzburg was the birthplace of the
great Mozart, and his home on the
third floor of a house on the Getreid-
egasse is pointed out with much pride
by the residents. During his life-time
the people of the town refused to
listen to hu .musie, and.in many ways
embittered his life to such an. extent
that he is sald to have died at the

‘ laid floors.

thinking his life a
f-atlure,. A few later Salzburg
began to do him honor by opening
the Mozart Museum, where today the
lover of music may revel in r&hls of
this unegualled meiod The spinet
used bv him and various other inter-
mementos of his life have been
gathered :ugéther.

Salzburg has made use of its rocks
even in its fountains, for the one on
the Residenz Platz shows four horses
and the figure of Atlas, all of which
were hewn out of a single rock. A
number of monumentis are sca.ttergd
throughout the city, but the one in
which Americans are usually most in-
terested is the life-sized. marbie statue-
of the late Empress Elizabeth of Aus-
tria, who was assassinated during a
visit to Switzerland several years ago.
The statue stands in the new. part
of the town near the railroad _sta-
tion and is backed by the luxuriant
foliage of a park. The figure is cut
from a single block of marble and is
of the most delicate workmanship,"
and said to be a perfect prototype
of the much-beloved wife of the Em-
peror Franz Joseph.

The market recently became
quite bare of Norwegian cure, but an
arrival from Iceland. kept the mar-
ket supplied until todday when a
steamer from Norway arrived with
about 455 tons.
