In Belgium Becomes Stead-
. ily ' Wd¥se and Worse

Berlin, Dec. 7.—via London, Dec.
8.——The German government issued
a statement in defense of the trans-
ference of Belgian laborers to Ger-
many. It says the measure is by no
means a hardship for the laborers,
but a social necessity.

Owing chiefly to the British em-
bargo againsi Beigium's overseas
trade, which before the war sup-
ported a large part of the industrial
pc:')pulation; large numbers of Bel-
gian workers are idle, the. state-
ment says, ‘and conditions are
growing worse. Many families, after
spending all their savings, have be-
come objects of public:charity. This
state of things is not due, as asser-
ted in Belgium to German requisi-
tions of raw materials, it is explain-
ed, for these requisitions occurred as
a . rule only :where factories were
unable to continue operations.

Of 1,200,000 employes engaged
in Belgian industries before the war
505,000, including ‘168,000 ‘women
are now wholly without work and
150,000, including 46,000° women,
are partly without work, making a
total of 655,000 persons dependent
on public aid. In addition to these,
there are 293,000 wives and 612,-
000 children of men without work,
so that 1,560,000  persons, or one-
ﬁ.fth of the total Belgian - popula-
tion, require assistance.

More than 300,000,000 francs al-
! ready has been spent in supporting
these persons and 20,000,000 francs
monthly will be required henceforth.
These masses of idle people, the
statement says, are -degenerating,
and drunkenness and social deprav-
ity are resulting.

The statement goes on to say
tthat the labor “situatiom—in Belgium
| has grown worse and that conditions
| are now such as to necessitate im-
| provement; hence ordinances must
; be enforced more vigorously in order
jto relieve  the situation. Before

compulsory transport, however, ev-
ery idle person is, offered the eppor-
| tunity to accept profitable work -en
contract -and compulsion is resort-
ed to only where ‘the laborer stub-
bornly refuses.

Workmen coming to Germany are
placed on the same footing as Ger-
mans and are earning higher wages
than they ever could in Belgium.
Steps have been taken to send part
| of their earnings to their: families
! in Belgium. The laborers also are
| permitted to make regular visits to
their homes and families are allowed
to accompany them to Germany if
that is desired. Provision is made
for religious services in their own
language. ¢ ;

In view of the circumstances, the
statement says, the transportation
of workingmen to Germany means
a considerable betterment in their
position. Inasmuch as hundreds of

Washington, Dec, 9—New restrict-
ijons on American:trade with Russia
were announced yesterday y the
British embassy in a circularrsétting
forth conditions to govern shipments
passing -through the  blockade lines
into Sweden, through which coun-
try must American exports to Rus-
sia be handled. Aside from goods
destined for the Russian government
only thirty-four commodities can
be sent to Russia under the regula-
tions ‘and rigid conditions must be
complied with before letters of as-
surance of the shipments will be-is-
sued.
The ‘step is believed here to be
the outcome of a conflict in the
trade policies heretofore followed by
Great Britain, Russia - and Sweden
understood to have as its object the
limitation - of Russia’s imports
through Sweden to necessities, par-
ticularly war goods.
