Managua dated the 87th says: Shortly 
after two o’clock in the morning twenty- 
two boats filled with marines and seamen 
were lowered from the warships and Ira­
ni odlatly after the vessels came around 
bows on and advanced in a line toward 
the Government pier. Each large launch 
carried a machine gun forward. There 
was a great crowd at the pier, but no 
hostile demonstration was made. The 
landing party marched without opposi­
tion to the custom house and hoisted the 
British flag thereon, 
marines occupy the principal square of 
the city. Rear Admiral Stephenson has 
declared martial law.

Order is maintained by the British 
marines, who patrol the streets. The 
populace is quiet. ' The landing party 
commanded by Captain Frederick French, 
of the Royal Arthur, who immediately 
issued a proclamation assuring the citi­
zens that their rights would be respected, 
and that they might pursue their voca­
tions without fear of molestation. The 
proclamation also contained a warning 
that any acts of hostility would be opposed 
with tho full force of the fleet.

A Colon despatch says that the Nicara­
guan forces at Corinto withdrew, crossing 
the lagoon separating the town from the 
main land, and are now strongly en­
trenched there. The British ships had 
taken a position from which they can 
open fire if the Nicaraguan forces should 
attempt to Into référé with the occupation 
of the town.

Mrs. Brown came in/ 
from the • •oot and, creeping up to the 
sister, drew a heavy revolver from under 
her cloak and dealt blow after blow 
the nun, who fell back, and the furious 
woman was about turning tho revolver 
so as to finish her work with a bullet 
when Mr. J. E. Krafts, an advertising 
agent for tho Star, sprang forward and 
drugged her away from her victim. In 
tho souffle the revolver fell on the floo^

Two policemen secured tho Woman, 
who talked incoherently of tho affair, 
but persisted that the nun had tried to 
shoot her, and that she had simply taken 
the weapon from her. She gave her 
name as Mrs. Ellen Brown, of 20 Cacr- 
Howoll street, and said her husband had 
been dead for three years.

In a rambling way she said that 100 
years ago her family in France had been 
robbed of $260, (XX),000 worth of property 
by tho Roman Catholic Church, and that 
she only heard of it a few months rigo, 
leaving tho Catholic Church in conse­
quence. Tho Archbishop had admitted 
the theft. She said she was an Ameri­
can, and in her country a woman could 
shoot a nun down and nothing would lie 
said. All she wanted was a fair trial in 
open court. . Tills was the nineteenth cen­
tury, not the Dark Ages, and she was 
sure all unprejudiced people would be­
lieve her story. She declared that, the 
Roman Catholics would kill dno of their 
own denomination as soon as a Protes­
tant for $100, ami averred that emissaries 
of tho Church had tried to prevent her 
proving her claim to the trifling fortune 
of two hundred and fifty million inFrance. 
They had even gone to tho extent of try­
ing to kidnap her. She kept up an in­
sane harangue as wild as tho wildest 
anti-Roman 1st could well conceive.

When the woman was examined at 
police headquarters, she stated that she 
liad come from Montreal, and did not 
remember ever having been at the address 
she first gave as 20 Caer-HoweU street.

Crimson clover is a rapid grower. 

When seeded in July and August it makes 
an excellent fall pasture, and matures in 
the spring about one month earlier than 
tho common red clover. It probably docs 
not contain more of tho manorial 
elements than the rod clover for the same 
sized crop, grown under the saine condi­
tions. It will produce more seed than 
the common or “Mammoth” clover, since 
the heads and seeds are larger and it is 
capable of being fertilized by the honey­
bee, thus usually insuring a full seed 
crop. A seed crop will range from six to 
ten bushels per acre, though probably the 
average is nearer six to seven bushels.

While wo have had reports of successful 
spring seeding whore poor catches of other 
grasses have lieen secured, it is tho opin­
ion tlmt for New Jersey, at least, spring 
seeding is not likely to prove as successful 
as with rod clover, inasmuch as It makes 
but a small growth after tho hot season 
begins. Seven experiments upon spring

These corpuscles are 
elliptical bodies, one to two millimetres 
in length. To tho naked eye they appear 
to bo elastic, semi-transparent bottles with 
white stripes.

Fifty-one 
are princes in the royal household ; but 
Easter is queen. She wears a richer 
diadem, and sways a more jewelled 
sceptre, and in her smile nations are irra­
diated. We welcome this queenly day^ 
holding high up in her right hand the 
wrenched-off bolt of Christ’s sepulchre, 
and holding high up in her left band the 
key to all the cemeteries in Christendom.

My text is an ejaculation. It Is spun 
out of hallelujahs. Paul wrote right on 
in his argument about the resurrection, 
and olieerved all the laws of logic, but 
when he came to write the words of the 
text his fingers and his pen and thé parch­
ment on which he wrote took fire, and he 
cried out: “Death is swallowed up in vic­
tory !’’ It is a dreadful eight to see an 
army routed and flying. They scatter 
everything valuable on the track. Ùn- 
wheeled artillery. Hoof of horse on breast 
of wounded and dying man. You have 
read of the French falling back from Se­
dan, or Napoleon’s track of ninety thou­
sand corpses in the snowy banks of Rus­
sia, or of the five kings tumbling over the 
rocks of Bethoram with their armies, 
while the hail storms of heaven and the 
swords of Joshua’s hosts struck them with 
their fury. But in my text is a worse dis­
comfiture. It seems that a black giant 
proiKised to conquer the earth. He gath­
ered for his host all the aches and pains 
aifd maladies and distempers and epi­
demics of the ages. He marched them 
down, drilling them in the north-east 
wind, amid the slush of tempests. He 
threw up barricades of grave-mound. * He 
pitched tents of charnel-houses. Some of 
the troops marched with slow tread, com­
manded l»y consumption ; some in double- 
quick, commanded by puèumonia. Some 
lie took by long besiegement of evil 
habits and some by one stroke of the 
battle-axe of casualty. With 
he pounded at the doors of hospitals and 
sick-rooms and won all the victories in all 
the great battle-fields of all the five con­
tinents. Forward, march ! the conqueror 
of conquerors, and all the generals and 
com mandera-in-chief, and all presidents 
and kings and sultans and czars drop 
under the feet of his war charger.

But one Christmas night his antagonist 
was born. As most of the plagues and 
sicknesses and despotisms came out of the 
East, it was appropriate that the 
queror should
quarter. Power is given him to awaken 
all the fallen of all the centuries and of all 
lands and marshal them against the block 
giant. Fields have already been won, i... 
the last day will see the decisive battle. 
When Christ shall lead forth his two bri­
gades, tho brigade of the risen dead 
and the brigade of the celestial host, the 
black giant-will fall back, and the brigade 
from the riven sepulchres wiil take him 
from beneath, and the brigade of descend­
ing immortals will take him from above, 
and “death shall be swallowed up iu vic­
tory.” The old braggart that threatened 
the conquest and demolition of the planet 
has lost his throne, has lost his sceptre, 
has lost his palace, has lost his prestige, 
and the one word written over all the 
gates of mausoleum and catacomb and 
necropolis, on cenotaph and sarcophagus, 
on the lonely cairn of the Arctic explorer 
and on the catafalque of great cathedral, 
written in capitals of azalea and calla lily, 
written in musical cadence, written in 
doxology of gréât assemblages, written on 
he sculptured door of the famfty vault, is 
“Victory.” Coroual word, embannered 
word, apocalyptic word, chief wohl of 
triumphal arch under which conquerors 
return. Victory I Word shouted at Col- 
loden and Balaklava and Blenheim ; at 
Megiddo and Solferino ; at Marath 
where the Athenians drove back 
Medes ; at Poictiers, where Charles Martel 
broke the ranks of the Saracens ; at Sala­
mis, where Tlieinistocles in the great sea- 
fight comfounded the Persians, 
door of the Eastern cavern of chiselled 
rock, where Christ came out through a re 
cess and throttled the King of Terrors 
and put him back in the niche from which 
the celestial Conqueror had just emerged. 
Ah 1 .when the jaws of the Eastern mauso­
leum took down the black giant, “death 
was swallowed up In victory, ”

I proclaim the abolition of death. The 
old «Antagonist is driven back into mytho­
logy with all the lore about Stygian ferry 
and Charon with oar and boat. We shall 
have no more to do with death than we 
liave with* the cloakroom at a Govenor’s 
or President’s levee. We stop at such 
cloak-room and leave in charge of the

wheels. The weight is well distributed 
on both front and roar wheels, thus 
avoiding either upward or downward pres­
sure on the team. Tho tilting of the cart 
is effected by a crank and gear mechan­
ism in connection with a rack and pin­
ion, which not only renders easy the tilt­
ing of a heavy load, but is also of great 
advantage when it is desired to load the 
cart with shovel, as tho cart can be firm­
ly hold in any position from level to com­
pletely dumped.

Stool wings are attached to either side 
of the cart at the tailboard for tho purpose 
of spreading the stone to the entire width 
of the track of wheels. Tbo stone ns it 
escapes from tho cart is levelled by means 
of a steel scraper attached to tho bottom 
of the tail-board.

This scraper is pivoted at the centre' 
and is adjustable at either end liy means 
of horizontal lover ou back of tail-board. 
This feature is of great value, ns in the 
construction of stone streets it Is necessary 
In many cases to spread thicker in the 
middle of the road than at the sides ; If the 
scraper was stationary this could not be 
done, but as it is adjustable it can be 
spread thicker on one side than on the 
other. This adjustable scraper will also 
be found very useful when it is desired 
to spread but half tho width of the cart ; 
thus, if the road to bo constructed is 
twelve foot In width, the smaller size 
cart will si read to a width of five feet, and 
it will readily be seen that after tho cart 
has spread two widths there will be two 
feet of roadway yet to spread, or three feet 
less than the width of the cart ; by adjust­
ing the sçraper and driving one wheel ou 
the stone already spread about three feet, 
from tho edge, the remaining two feet 
can bo easily spread.

In Localltle* Where They are In Une Ronds 
Kept in Belter Condition.

It will be some years before all or even 
» majority of our country roods will be 
improved by gravelling or macadamizing, 
but in tho meantime it is necessary to 
urge the adoption of some means to keep 
the ordinary earth roads from becoming 
impassable for a few months during 
the wet season of tho year. One Import­
ant move in thi*direction would be tho 
use of broad liras on all vehicles used for 
hauling heavy loads. The only difficulty 
in the way of this is to get fanners and 
teamsters to make the olian 
law-makers realized this an 
a law which provides that a man using 
on his wagon tiros of a certain width 
shall have a rebate of one-half of his rood 
tax. In buying a new wagon the differ­
ence in cost is slight as tho wider 
tiros may bo thinner and the added 
strength in the wider rim makes a strong­
er wheel. To take from a wagon already 
iu use the narrow rims and tires and re­
place them with wider ones only costs 
about $15. Farmers who have had experi­
ence in broad tiros assort that in a com 
field where thirty bushels was considered 
a good load on narrow tires, they can 
haul fifty bushels with greater ease on 
broad tires.

Select tho brood lient suited to your 

fancy and surroundings, then brood pure. 
Avoid inbreeding, for no farm animal 
will so quickly deteriorate from lt as the 
hog. Select a pure bred sow from one to 
two years of age, of good length, heavy 
quarters and a short snout. Tho boar 
should also bo heavily quartered, well 
proportioned and evenly made. Sows 
should be bred to farrow alxiut tho mid­
dle of April and the pigs should be kept 
growing until ready fc* market. Fall 
pigs, unless weighing fry»i thirty to 
forty pounds when going into winter 
quarters, are usually unprofitable. Feed 
the brood sow sparingly of com but givf 
her plenty of bpan and middlings, Boroo 
feeders ar-guc that a sow will do better 
at farrowing if she bo thin In flesh. This 
is true if she has been fed on com, but if 
fed as recommended above, she will do 
much better by her pigs if in good flesh. 
A few roots and an occasional feed of 
clover hay are very healthful and will be 
enjoyed by tho sow- Care should taken 
not to oyprfpod her fqr a few days preced­
ing farrowing and for. two weeks after, as 
the pigs cannot dispose of too much milk 
at that age. But after that feed thq sq\y 
all she will eat of a mi^efl ration of com 
meal, oat meal and bran, with ground 
barley and middlings for an occaslçnal 
change. As soon as the pigs are old 
enough to eat slop they should he allowed 
tho freedom of a pen apart from the sow. 
where they can be fed separately.

While the value of tuberculin as a test 

for disease seems to bo far from infal­
lible up to the present stage of Its 
ploy ment in this direction, some of 
well-posted farmer? regard it favorably, 
basing tliçlr opinion on personal expert- 
tfhee and observation of its use elsewhere.

E. L. Moore of Framingham (Mass. ) is 
one of these and reports his ei{ erienoe 
during ti‘° post year as follows :

‘•My thoroughbred cows wore first test­
ed with tuberculin in March, ’t>4, by Dr. 
J. E. Gardner of Hartford, tho herd in­
cluding twenty cows and hclfera with one 
bull, Out of «11 receiving tho test 
llghtçep were pronounced healthy and 
three diseased, the latter proving tubercu­
lous when slaughtered. There was no 
potieenble effect on the health of the stock 
or their milk as to quality or quantity.

“No bad effects have beep noted since 
tho cows were sub>«*’ted to tho test. All 
the çuw» have hod healthy calves since 
that time, except one now duo hud prom­
ising. Of tho eighteen animals which 
stood the test five were sold „nt fancy 
prices on tho strength of the test. Of tho 
remaining members of tho herd two were 
tested with tuberculin iu Octoltfr by the 
cattle commission and in Doember again 
iUbjcted to a private test and pronounced 
sound."
