Buffalo, May 80.—A severe rain and 
wind storm passed over Buffalo and 
vicinity yesterday afternoon, causing 
considerable damage to property and 
Injury to a number of people. In this 
city a 90-foot smokestack at the works of 
the Buffalo Cast Iron Pipe Company was 
blown over, and in fnllng it crushed in 
tho wall of the foundry building. Andrew 
Rledle and Valentine Hahn, workmen 
In the foundry, were probably fatally in­
jured, and 20 others wore slightly hurt.

The Stilly Islands.
A letter written by a New York artist
