Hydro-radial nllwny of the province
of Ontario was formally opened to
traffic to-day, when upwards of six
bundred municipal  representatives
from the cities, towns and townships
visited London and participated in the
trip to Port Stanley, and afterwards
the celebration of the event in the
Masonic Temple. At the banquet
Hon I. B. Lucas said : “The Hydro-
radial is the child of the Hydro-elec-
tric, and, knowing the parentage, we
have great hopes ot the child.” That,
indeed, seemed the spirit of the gath.
ering, for everbody wass interested in
the Niagara power movement and
satisfied that Hydio-radials would
prove a boon to Ontario.

Rail-
way, which for forty years bad been
operated by steam railway compani s,
passed back into the hands of the city
on the first of the mcnth, and for some
time prior to that the work of electri-
fication had been going on, with the
result that, almost from the inaugura-
tion of the electric seryice, the road
has been smoothly operated.

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Another Letter from the Front.

June 24, 1915
Editor Athens Reporter

Dear Sir—I was pleased to re-
ceive your paper last evening and
read with much interest about your
town in which T learned to make
cheese. That was in 1906, and since
then I have no doubt there have been
several changes since I came to Eng
land with the 60th Rifles of Moose
Jaw. 1 think perbaps you and your
readers might like to hear some of the
fun we are having with our triends,
the Germans.

I bave had very wany narrow es-
capes, a few of which I will endeavor
to relate. On April 22, which is fresh
in the minds of all Canadians, we
were comfortably billeted on a farm in
Belgium when the now familiar sing-
song noise was beard in the air. Of
course, you know what that means.
The Germans had started to shell us,
The command was given for us to be
ready 10 move at a moment’s rotice,
and when we got the command, it was
.carried oat with the usual British
calmness.

The next thing we saw was choking,
balf blinded French soldiers. They
were terrible spectacles to behold,
faces black and blue, fainting and
gasping for breath. We moved up
closer to where the shells wers coming
from. We were told we might rest
but to be in readiness to go anywhere.

The next morning we heard the
French were veing heavily attacked,
whereupon we were rushed up im-
wediately to their assistance. But
we found on reaching there that we
were really not needed, but wight be
at any time. We toock up our abode

by the eide of a road in the rear of
many guns. It was not very long
before the Germans started to shell

these guns and “incidentally the road
on which we were. How I escaped,
still remaing a miracle. We lost a few
of our number right there. Shortly
after, an order for an N.C.0., wmyself
and a few others to take up a
position closer. to the line. Believe
me, it was fierce travelling hetween
two fireg, the French nnd the German.
We arrived at our destination, our
pasition proving very unhealthy. In
tact I was standing outside what had
once been a farm house and watched
various other houses on adjoining
farms being blown to pieces, and was
wonderiog when they weic going to
sbell our position. Luckily a 1elief
came for us before this happened, but
oo going home two of our . boys were
struck with shrapnel bullets. We
8 ayed with the French troops until
we were called on to aid our own div-
ision which was plugging AWAY Dnear
Hill 60. We suie got a reception
not the kind a married couple get with
rice, but we got a h:il storm of lead
and steel. The shells were frem eight
een pounders tc Jack Johnstons which
weigh nearly one ton. Tt is wonder
ful how I escaped on that day. Men
were falling in scores, only to be re-
placed by reinforcements. I shall
never forget how we made those
Germans go. It was a case of us go-
ing over dead bodies. Afer doing
such good work on the 220d of April
and this time our boys returned for a
rest. A friend of mine, Corporal
Fernie, late of Brockville, was blown
completely off his cycle. Everybody

this borrible place that I feared my
section commander would be left, so I
offered him a cycle I hud. His fuce
was bleeding badly but he would not
accept but thanked me, saying we
would both walk. Luckily I came to
a first aid man who dressed his wound.
This terrible journey I shall never
forget and I am continnally wondering
how I escaped injury.

Our next trip proved very exciting
also. A small party of us was sent
to hold a bridge on a canal which
during this war has seen some men go
go under and which is stained with
blood. Everything went smoothly for
a few houts when our friends the
Germans  (not much) must have
thought we were short of souvenirs so
they rent over about 200 of all sizes
and descriptions, which landed on and
around my hole in the ground (dug
out). We stayed here about tiree
days, in which time we lost two men,
killed by shrapnel. We moved then
to trenches once owned, by the Ger-
mans but now owned by the British,
Here we stayed for eighteen days and
in that time my shoes and equipment
were never once taken off. I did not
have much sleep but we all fared alike,
always ready with fixed bayonets to
charge.  One evening I saw shells
drop right among a company of French
Red Cross men. T can bot say to the
number killed bus the groans were
sad. In afew days we were told that
there was a rest coming, After five
days rest we were taken back again.
We got back there without accident
but it was rot long before the enemy
began suiping at us.

The stench of the numerous dead

was in such a hurry to get away from

LIGHTNING RODS

Prof. Day, of 0. A. C., Sends Out
a Warning.

Prof. Wm. I1. Day, of the department
of physics, Ontario Agricultural Col-
lege, Guelph, has sent out another
warning against inferior
rods. He says:

One of the same companies that
bunceed the farmers w:th srou-centred
rods last year is reported to be selling
the same rod again this year, Watch
cut tor them,

There is no difficulty
these rods. The outside cov cring is a
thin sheet of ccpper. iaside of the
copper is a strip ot galvanized steel or
iron  one-halt inch wide and two
galvanized  stcel or__ iron wires
about No. 10. The copper sheath
is . twisted round the strip  and
wires, giving the rod a corrugated
appearance. The steel or iron will
rust out in from five to ten vears. Ior
rhotegraph of what happencd to a red
of this kind in less than cizhit years
sce figure 34, bulletin 220, which may
be had by writing the Department of
Agriculture, Toronto.

Flies in Hecuses.—Windows and
doors should be properly screened,
c¢specially those of the dining-room
and kitchen. Milk and other food
should be screecned in the summer by
covering it with muslin; fruit zhould
be covered also.

Where they are used, especially in
Lublic places, as hotels, ote., pittoons
should be kept clean, as there is very
grave danger of flies carrying the
germs of consumption from unclean
spittoons.

Flies should not be allowed to have
access to the sick room, especially in
the case of infectious diseuses.

The faces of babies should be care-
fully sereened with muslin,

To Kill Flies in Houses.—Alix two
tallespoonfuls (one ounce) of 40 per
cent. formalin (a solution which may
1o obtainea from any drug store at
about 40 cents per pound bottle), with
one pint (sixteen ounces) of cqual
berts of milk and water. This mix-
ture should be exposed in shallow
plates, and a piece of bread piaced in
the middle of each plate will enable
the flies to alight and feed. All dead
files should be sw ept up and burnt. The

Why Teeth Chatter.

Although the muscles which affect
the action of the jaws are especially
under the control of the brain, the
chattering of the teeth is really a
spasm caused by chill or fear, and all
fpasms act independent of the will.

There are many men in Canada who
are anxious to go and play their part
In the great war, who are willing to
g0 as officers, but from want of ade-
Quate military training, or for other
reasons, are unable to obtain commis-
sions. There are other men who
would prefer to join the ranks simply
because they realize the enormous re-
sponsibility of the wastage of life
Which results from the bad leadership
of an improperly-trained officer.

Some of these men hesitate to go in
the ranks, merely because they are
uncertain of finding the congenial
companionship of men of similar
training and tastes

Now, there is an organization in
Canada exactly suited to the require-
ments of such men, and its existence
should be brought clearly to the notice
of every young men in Canada.

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10 GIVE BATTLE
- 10 HUN HORDES

Russian Grand Duke Plans to
Stop Warsaw Drive

In Terrific Contest Upon Ground
of His Choosing.

(By Hamilton Fyfe.)

Petrograd Cable.——The Russians
are to make a supreme attempt to stay
the German advance upon Warsaw.
They are to venture a battle, the de-
cision of which will change the char-
acter. of the campaign in the east.
Officers of the general staff in Petro-

grad say that the battle which is now
beginning, aftter the preliminaries of
the last few weeks, is to be on a scale
vaster than those on the Dniester and
the San.

The situation must be reckoned from
all points of view as the most serious
since the beginning of the war. A
semi-official statement issued to the
newspapers last night declared that the
outcome of the engagements now in
progress upon ground chosen by the
Grand Duke Nicholas, for a dacisive
trial of strength, will mark a change
in the whole character of the eastern
campaign.

Needless to say, the ground has been
chosen with a view to taking the en-
}my at a disadvantage. The Russian
armies are in a region which has been
carefvlly fortified and
communications.

This region is the famous three for-
tress triangle which has figured prom-
inently in the works of military writ-
ers for a generation past. The apex of
the triangle in Brest Litovsk, the
pase extends frem lvangorod to Nowo
Georgiewsk. Already both these Vis-
tula fortresses have been in action.
Very large forces have “een brought
up by both sides,

It is not anticivated that the strug-
gle will be long drawn out. Russia
awaits the issue calmly, and fervently
murmurs “amens” to the Grand
Duke's message to the people in the
order of the day.

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COTTOM KEPT
THE WAR GOING

Would Have Znded in April Last,
Says Scientist,
N

If Britain Had Declared It Con-
traband.

London Cable—If cotton had been
declared contraband at the outset, says
Sir Willlam Ramsay, in an article in
the Evening News, the war would have
been over Ly last April. A similar
statement is made by Hilaire Belloc,
in Land and Water.

Paul Coudurier, London correspon-
dent of the Paris Figaro, asserts that
early in the war the French Govern-
ment requcsted the British Govern-
ment to put cotton on the list of con-
traband, and that Great Britain re-
fused to do so, for two reasons: Figst,
because the cotton dealers of England
were opposed to such a step because
German cruisers then chasing
British ships, and m:znt sink all the
cargoes of cotton sent to this country;
and, second, because the allies took
every prec:ution not to offend neutral
opinion.

It is pcinted out that neither of
these reascns now has any force. In
regard to the first, there are no Ger-
man ralders; and with regard to the
second, Mr. Coudurier says:

“We are standing for public rights,
when to'be more than fair to the rest
of the world is danger to ourselves in
this struzgle for life and death.

According to Sir William Ramsay,
assurances have been given to the
French Government that the import of
cotton Ly Germany has been stopped,
although Mr. Asquith admittnd_' on

Paris Cable—The press here is
beginning to realize she imvnortance of
the cotton question. The Echo de
Paris prints a strong r,-ditoriu],» con-
cluding as follows:

“Public opinion in France, as in
England, must demand the placing of
cottcn on the list of contraband.”

The Echo dismisses the American
note to ingland on cotton somewhat
Aavalierly, with the comment:

“Its purpose evidently is the estab-
lishment of a claim for damages
later. Furthermore, Great Britain
cannot settle this matter until the
American-German dispute, from which
it prises. the blockade being Great Bri-
tain's rcprisa: against submarine war-
fare, is settled.”

The ¥cho g French Govern-
ment was fa to the project of
nmaking cotton contraband, but was de-
feated by lLord Haldane, who said
Germany could do without it. Events
show the contrary, says the Echo,
hence it is the allies’ duty to arrest the
traffic at all costs.

The Temps comments on the Ameri-
can note in similar terms:

“Gierman submarines drown Ameri-
cans as punishment for selling arms to
the allies, which they have a right to
do. British and French ecruisers ar-
rest ships carrying morchan to and
from Germany, but. indemnify ship-

characteristic of the methods of the
different Dbelligerents. America will
take that into consideration.”

For Violation of Norwegian Neu-
trality is Gifered.

Christiania Cable, via London—
The British Government, through Sir
Edward Grey, Secretary for Foreign
Affairs, has expressed regret to the

The press expresses satisfaction with
the terms of the note, although point-
ing out that it was considerably de-
layed.
