THE IMMENSITY OF CANADA,

The area of the Dominion of Canada is
estimated at 8,397,000 square miles, or
including its water gurface, 3,519,00d
sqnare miles, Tt is the largast of all the
British possescions, constituting 40 per
cent. of the empire, the total area of
which is over 8,000,000 square miles.
Canada lacks only 237,002 gquare miles
cof being as laige as the whole continent
of Europe ; it is nearly 30 times as large
ag Great Britain and Ireland, and is 500,
000 square miles larger than the United
States, exclusive of Alaska, Canada
covers rather more than one-fourteenth
partof the earth’s surface, but contains
only one two hundred and eighty-sixth
purt of the population of the world
Canada extends from the Atlantic to the
Pacific ocean, a distance of 3500 miles,
and from the United States boundary to
the Arctic ocean, a distance of 1400 miles,
