May 17.—Mr. Davin intro­
duced a bill to amend the audit account 
so as to increase the class of things for 
laws compels the government to call for 
tender.

Mr. Sutherland introduced a bill to 
provide for the inspection of steam boilers 
and respecting the examination of station­
ary engineers.

The second section providing that no 
canal should be open for traffic between
six in the morning and ten in the evening 
was defeated, it being understood that 
this course should be the one outlined in 
the departmental instructions. The re­
mainder of the bill is not to be proceeded 
with this session. Progress on the bill 
was reported.

Mr. Charlton’s seduction bill was re­
ported in so far as it raised the age of 
consent from 16 to 18. The balance of 
fte bill was struck out.

Mr. McAllister and Mr. Costigan op­
posed the bill, stating that the company 
has not performed the necessary surveys, 
and that the interests of their constitu­
ents would not be served by the proposed 
legislation,

Mr. Blair asked the House to consent 
to a second reading in order that the bill 
might go the railway committee. As the 
road proposed to connect with the Inter­
colonial it came within federal jurisdic­
tion.

Sir Charles Tupper said surely Mr. 
Blair would not propose to override an 
act of the provincial legislature for a local 
work. There could be no more “mon­
strous injustice,” no more “extreme in­
vasion” of provincial rights,

Mr. Blair replied that he did not pro­
pose to do anything of the kind and as­
serted that Sir Charles was talking about 
something he knew nothing about.

The expiration of the hours alloted for 
private buis brought the discussion to a 
close.

Ottawa, May 18.—Mr. Fielding an­
nounced that on Tuesday next he would 
again invite the attention of the House 
to tariff resolutions.

Mr. Foster expressed regret at the de­
lay owing to the uncertainty existing in 
business world. No one knew what the 
changes yet to be made would be. The 
preferential clause opened up a doubt as 
to what, countries could participate under 
it, and it opened up the range of the fav­
ored nation clause. He desired to pro­
test against further postponement.

Mr. Fielding denied that there had 
been any. unusual delay. The tarrif reso­
lutions in 1894 were brought down on 
March 27 and were not disposed of until 
July 12. The tariff revision was under 
consideration in 1893, so that the uncer­
tainty went through 1893 and half wav 
through 1894.

Sir Hibbert Tupper denied the exist­
ence of uncertainty m 1893 and 1894,- be­
cause the government of that day were a 
unit on the principle and basis of revision, 
namely the principle of protection. Here 
was a cabinet said to be composed of the 
ablest men in the counrry, and yet they 
had taken longer time to propound a tariff 
than any British cabirat had ever done.

Messrs. Graig andmDavin talked, al­
though there was nothing more to say. 
Mr. Davin talked for a long time.

When he sat down the motion to go 
into supply carried.

Sir Henry Joly’s estmates for the in­
land revenue service was first taken up.

Mr. Domville complained of the aboli­
tion of the office of inspector of weights 
and measures in Kings county without 
the member for* he county being consult­
ed and the inspection placed in the hands

of the assistant, Mr. Richard, an officer 
in the county of - Kent. He advanced 
arguments in favor of abolishing inspec­
tion, intimating there was a good deal of 
sham about it. If it was not to be, then 

•Mr. Scovil should have been retained be­
cause he had done all the work. Mr. 
Domville declared in a petition ■ placed 
before the House that Mr. Richard was 
an active partisan against the Liberals.

Mr. Mclnerney denied this and defend­
ed the change on the ground that Mr. 
Scovil was 72 years of age, that the 
change was an economy, and that Kent 
county was in the middleofthegroup serv- 
by this inspetor—Kings, Westmorland, 
Albert, Restigouche, Gloucester, Kent 
and Northumberland.

Mr. Domville said he did not reflect on 
the minister for what was done, but on 
his advisors in the department. There 
was a good deal of cross-firing between 
Mr. Mclnerney and Col. Domville.

Sir Henry Joly replied that he did not 
wish to offend Col. Domville, but he was 
discharging his duties to bis country. 
Kent was in the centre of the district, 
and the change was made in common 
with similiar changes in other parts of the 
country. The matter was dropped.

Mr. McMullen moved that the £800 re­
ceived by Deputy Minister Miall * as in­
spector of standards, in addition to the 
£3,206 paid him for his salary as .deputy, 
be struck out. . .

Mr. Davies asked Mr. McMullen tp 
withdraw his motion, and Mr. McMullen 
agreed to do so if Mr. Joly would promise 
to reduce the expedditure of the inside 
service of his department.

Mr. Joly declined to give pledges,
The chairman declared the motion lost 

and declined to count the committee. 
Protests ensued from both sides of the 
House Mid a most disorderly scene en­
sued. Finally Mr. Prcfontaine moved 
another amendment, that the salary be 
reduced by £799. On a vote 37 support­
ed the amendment and 62 opposed it. 
Only seven or eight of the opposition sup­
ported the motion to reduce , the expenses 
of the civil list. Mr. McMullen declared 
be believed in a consistent policy of econ­
omy in the puhlic-service.

20,000,000 of three’s, 8,000,000 of one’s, 
2,5000,000 of twp’s, and 7,000,000 post 
cards. • The supply to the public will be 
issued on June 19, and they are expected 
to last three months.

Mr. Fielding presented a special esti­
mate to the House of £26, or expenses

Mr. Sutherland thought the officers in­
vited to go should have, some allowance 
besides their pay, but Sir Richard Cart­
wright did not agree to this.

Sir Charles Tupper said if the govern­
ment asked for an additional sum the 
House would grant it.

On motion to go into supply, Mr. Fos­
ter attacked the government for letting 
the contract for engraving of Dominion 
notes and stamps to the American Bank 
Note Company of New York, on the 
ground that they were aliens and that the 
specifications had been altered in their 
favor so that they were allowed to import 
their dies, which represented the major 
portion of the work.

Mr. Fielding replied as to the wrong of 
allowing Americans to come into competi­
tion with Canadians, the matter being 
opened to public tender, there were bound 
to accept the lowest tender from compe­
tent people. If they had confined the 
field to Canada, he was afraid they would 
have had no competition at all. As a 
matter of fact, the department received 
only one Canadian tender accompanied 
by the requisite deposit. The Burlaod 
Company evidently thought they had the 
game into their owm hands, so they ten­
dered £30,000 higher than their eld con­
tract, making a difference against the 
public in favor of the Borland company 
for the term of the contract, five years, 
of £153,000. It was fortunate, therefore, 
for the taxpayers of Canada that they had 
a tender from outside the country from 
the American Bank Note Co. of New 
York. The Borland company had grown 
to believe they had a monopoly. The 
tender of the Borland company amounted 
to £646,000; the tender of the New York 
company to £623,000. In reply to Mr. 
Foster’s arguments that the permission 
to manufacture the dies in New York left 
the main part of the artistic work to be 
done abroad, Mr. Fielding said tnat the 
making of the, die represented one per 
cent, of the contract, or £6,000 on £523,- 
000. Ninety-nina per cent, of the cost of 
the work would be done in Ottawa by 
Canadian workmen who had already erect­
ed a good, fireproof building in Ottawa for 
the New York Bank Note Co. Mr. Bur- 
land had offered, after the American com­
pany’s tender had been accepted by the 
government, to do the work for the same 
amount--in other words, Mr. Fielding 
said, after endeavoring to hold( up the 
government for $160,000 more that his 
own current prices, Mr. Burland, finding 
out that the public were not at his tender 
mercies, was prepared to come down.

The House went into committee of sup­
ply at 10.30 o’clock, the opposition not 
offering any amendment on the subject of 
the engraving contract.

In supply on New Brunswick harbors 
and rivers, Mr.. Tarte stated in respect to 
the vote for Negro Point breakwater in 
St. John harbor, £16,000, that the scheme 
was to connect Partridge Island with the 
mainland, but no money would be spent 
until a thorough survey was made.

On the vote of £16,000 for St. John 
river Mr. Tarte stated that they were 
going to dredge the Oromocto shoel and 
other points with the hope of making a 
channel ten feet deep between St. John 
and Fredericton and four feet deep from 
Fredericton up to Woodstock.

The House spent the remainder of the 
sitting in supply on appropriations for

public works, making considerable pro­
gress and adjourned at 12.30.

Ottawa, May 21.—The House began 
its proceeding today with a motion by 
Sir Richard Cartwright to adjourn till 
Tuesday. This was carried and it was 
stated that the House would not sit 
Thursday, Ascension day.

Sir Richard Cartwright- announced that 
the government had received a formal 
communication from Her Majesty’s gov­
ernment to the effect that they appiwed 
of the arrangements of the Fast Atlantic 
line.

Sir Charles Tupper—Is the honorable 
gentleman in a position to say generally 
what the terms of the arrangements' are?

The Minister of Trade and Commerce 
—The arrangements are those substan­
tially which were previously communicat­
ed to the House. An offer was made by 
the Messrs. Petersen, Tate & Co. to per­
form the fast Atlantic service at a stipu­
lated speed rather exceeding 20 knot an 
hour, say 600 knots per day, from port to 
port. This is to be done in consideration 
of £600,000 a year to be paid by us and 
£260,000 or thereabouts to be paid by 

” ' ’s government. Of course, I 
at the earliest moment, lay on the 

table the contract and details.
Mr. McMullan wanted to know how it 

was that while the other railways charged 
ft>r bicycles the Intercolonial, which was 
run at a loss of half a million yearly, 
should be carrying them free. Mr. Blair 

’ replied that the Intercolonial was run at 
a short loss, as Mr. McMullen said, and 
read a telegram from Mr. Pottinger, who 
stated that the Intercolonial and all other 
railways formerly carried wheels free un­
der certain conditions. The Canadian 

^Pacific and Grand Trunk had changed 
their methods, but the Intercolonial, 
which had not yet found the transport of 
bicycler a serious inconvenience, conclud­
ed to wait for the solution of the bicycle 
transport qu&tien.

Among the private bills advanced a 
stage were the Restigouche and Victoria 
Rauway Company bill and the Resti­
gouche -Railway and Bridge Company, 
noth of which had a second reading, and 
Mr. McAlister read despatches from the 
public meeting at; Campbellton opposing 
these bills. After, discussion it was ag­
reed to pass the second reading and allow 
discussion to take place in committee.

Supply was then taken up, when à dis­
cussion took place on the necessity for 
more dredging in the Maritime Provinces.

Mr. Bell, of Pictou, and Mr. Macdon­
ald, of P. É. I., brought up the question 
of (the dismissal of the captains of the 
dredgeeFMr. Tarte maintaining that these 
were temporary offices.

Estimates for public works were passed 
and miscellaneous items, among which 
was a vote of £6,000 for a statute of the 
late Alexander Mackenzie.

The steamship subsidy votes were pas­
sed without much comment, as there 
were no changes.

The veto of £126,533 for the ocean 
mail service was passed without remark, 
leaving the discussion to take place later.

Ever since the great Scythian uttered 
that marvelous truism, “Wine bringeth 
forth three grapes, the tiret of pleasure, 
the second of drunkenness, the third of 
sorrow”, ever since that time the wisest 
and best men have spoken against the 
free use of intoxicating drink.

Centuries ago the great Athenian 
orator declared that “to drink Well was 
a property meet for a sponge, but 
not for a man.” Centuries ago it was de­
clared by Senica, the great moralist and 
philosopher, that “to supjfose it possible 
for a man to take much wine and retain a 
right frame of mind, was as bad as to argue 
that he might take poison and not die.” 
Centuries ago Agustine, speaking of wine, 
said, “It was the root of all crimes, the 
spring of all vices, the stain of honesty, 
and the corruption of the soul.” Cen­
turies ago a Chinese emperor made a 
proclamation, saying, “Let the men who 
brought intoxicating drink within our 
borders be banished from our kingdom 
forever and ever”. For many centuries 
the greatest orators, the wisest philoso­
phers, and the best teachers of morals 
and religion have spoken against the free 
use of intoxicating drink. And to day 
the wisest and best men of every religion, 
of every shade of politics, and of every' 
nation, are denouncing the liquor trade 
in stronger terms than have ever been 
used before. In view of all this, is it not 
strange that' such a great social and 
moral evil has not been eradicated long 
ago, as so many other wicked laws and 
cruel, barbarous customs. I cannot 
understand it at all It seems most mys­
terious to me.

As a pretended solution of this enquiry, 
hoWever, I have had presented to me the 
fact that it has always had the sanction of 
established usage. But it can lie very 
readily perceived that this is a very un­
satisfactory explanation. When we read 
in ancient history of the terrible scenes 
which took place in old Roman amphi­
theatres v;e are shocked, we are horrified. 
But all of that had the sanction of estab­
lished usage. Men ~ and women of the 
very highest hanks in society regularly 
attended those places to witness the out­
pouring of human blood. An evil like 
that could not he tolerated in our day. 
Amphitheatres, as they existed m olden 
times, have since become a thing of the 
past; the mighty coliseum itself is a ruin; 
but this trade has been permitted to live 
on all through the centuries, and up to 
this very day is debasing, blighting, ruin­
ing and slaying more souls every year 
than were ever sacrificed in those old 
Roman amphitheatres. The slave trade 
had “the sanction of established usage,” 
and it was argued by some that it could 
never be abolished; but it was, and we 
can hardly believe now that the genera- 
tion of our own race has not yet entirely 
passed away who saw that contaminating 
traffic carried on among our own people. 
The slave trade is wiped away. We 
wonder that it was permitted'to exist so 
long; but this is a trade as bad as that 
was a trade in that which enslaves the 
bodies, the passions, the souls of men. 
Bull fights have had the “sanction of 
established usage” in Spain.-JYe turn 
fn .i u—,1 mini r n- ■■
we yet tolerate an evil that has a much 
more powerful influence over the minds 
of men than that barbarous custom so 
characteristic of Cruel, cruel Spain. I 
say it is strange that this should be so. 
As Senator Summer slid: “Man is a pro­
gressive being. We are or ought to be 
wiser than our fathers, for every genera­
tion inherits a knowledge which has been 
steadily accumulating from century to 
century ” And if we look over the his­
tory of our race from the dark ages up to 
the present time, wfc will find that as a 
general rule, in proportion to man s ad­
vancement and enlightenment, cruel laws, 
barbarous customs, and social and moral 
evils have been wiped away.

But though it is strange thet this evil 
still exists, yet it is most fearfully true. 
Almost every day we read of some of the 
terrible effects of the trade. If we take 
our largest city, Montreal, and look into 
the general state of society there, we are 
shocked at the depths of misery and 
degradation to which men and women can 
be brought. But the feason of it all is 
very plain for .there are 1400 liqnor 
saloons in Montreal. And so this" work 
goes on in every province, in every city, 
in every town and ill every village "in our 
Dominion. In our Dominion did I say ? 
Nay; but this itself is one of its smallest 
fields. Go 'with.me some Saturday night 
to the city of Glasgow in Scotland. We 
will make through all her streets, we will 
look into' every alley, and on that one 
night alone, we will see 80,000 men and 
women reeling to and fro in a, state of 
drunkenness. The law deals with over 
80,000 drunk and disorderly cases in 
Glasgow' every year. Go with me to 
London. We will examine the police re­
ports of that great metropolis, and we 
will find there are 33,000 drunk and dis­
orderly cases among women there every 
year; and we will find too, that every 
year there are 2500 children under four­
teen and 500 under ten years of age picked 
up off the streets drunk. There are over 
14,000 liquor saloons in' London. Turn 
your eyes to our own continent again, 
and look in New York city. There you 
will find 10,000 liquor qaloons, and 15,- 
000 children depending upon th^city for 
support^ New York spends 870,000,000 
every year in intoxicating drink. Go to 
San Francisco, and Biere you will find 
5000 liquor saloons running night and 
day. All through the nights as well as 
the days, those 5,000 liquor saloons con­
tinue unceasingly to deal out death and 
destruction to perishing men and women. 
Go to Chicago and there you will find a 
liqufir saloon to every forty inhabitants 
and a policeman to every two hundred. 
The U. S. spends 8700,000,000 every 
year in intoxicating drink, and in that 
country in two years there were 3000 
women who died from the effects of brut­
al treatment at the hands of their- hus­
bands w'tien drunk.

Is it any wonder, I ask, that the 
women of that country are using almost 
superhuman efforts to have the trade 
wiped away.

I trust you will pardon me if, just 
here, I refer to the fact that, not only in 
the U. S., butin our own country, also, 
it is becoming more and more customary 
every year for liquor dealers to employ 
young women as bar-tenders. Such a 
prostitution of female virtue, it does seem 
to me, must have been invented by the 
Infernal Powers of Darkness and not by 
.man himself. These young women may

go into those places pure and innocent 
and spotless as the very angels of Heaven, 
but I tell you they wifi not carry «a their 
work there and remain unstained. So 
beautiful flowers are taken up and trans­
planted into our houses to make them ap­
pear attractive; so are these young girls 
induced by heavy salaries to stand in 
those bar-rooms to attract and dewy and 
gain the custdm of respectable young 
men. But the flowers which we trans­
plant into an impure air gradually be­
come more delicate and can never again 
be as healthy and vigorous as where they 
were growing outside in God’s pure at­
mosphere; and these young girls may go 
into those places with the strongest vir­
tues, the most healthy tastes, and the 
purest instincts; but they will not breathe 
the vitiated atmosphere of those dark 
places of sill, long before their virtues 
will weaken, their tastes become pervert­
ed and their instincts corrupt.

Who are we that we should boaSt of 
the civilization of the 19th century? 
What are we that we should look down 
on nations less civilizedj We turn with 
feelings of horror from the “profane rites 
of unnumbered savages and from their 
worship of a fetish in the wilderness;" 
and we send out missionaries to educate 
and Christianize them. Oh, yes! we do 
that; for four years ago there was a ves­
sel sailed for the v .tern coast of Africa 
having on board urteen missionaries, 
eleven cases of gin, and ten thousand 
casks of rum. But this does liot surprise 
us when we are told that the world spends 
just 180 times as much in intoxicating 
drink as is raised for missionary purposes. 
It is right and all important that, as a 
race, we should do all we can to draw 
the darkened souls of other nations from* 
following alter false gods—to stay the 
march of a crushmg judggemaut;—but so 
long as the millions of out own race sitig 
songs to the gods of Bacchus—so long as 
Satan’s infernal chariot of intemperance 
contiguës to roll all up and down out own 
land, crushmg with ite bloody wheels more 
souls every year than were sacrificed to 
juggernaut;—so long as this continues, we 
must expect as a race to have this thrown 
back upon us, “cleanse thyselves first."

Newman Hall said that “what it costs 
the world every year for intoxicating 
drink would place a bible in the hands of 
ever human being on the face of the 
earth. And is there no incongruity in 
fact that we send out missionaries to 
teach the way of life to the nations who 
know not God, and, with those very mis­
sionaries, rum, to lead them into the 
ways of death? And missionaries tell us 
that this is one of the greatest obstruc­
tions in their work. Seme of these 
heathen people knew nothing at all about 
this evil until the white man took it to 
them, and they complain against it most 
bitterly, and are led to hate our race. 
Nearly a century ago one of our Ameri­
can Indians when replying to a missionary 
at a council, said: ‘‘Your peopl^came 
to us; they asked for a small At, we 
took pity on them and they sat down 
among us. We gave them corn and 
meat; they gave us poison in return. * 
* * They brought strong liquor among 
us, it was strong and powerful and it has 
slain thousands. When your religion 
make-s white people less disposed to cheat 
Indians we will then consider what you. 
have said.” These Indians, you see, 
sidered themselvee cheated into liquor; 
aud so they were. They "called it “fire 
water,” and so it is. An aonronj-oOp
liquid form; but fire, because it burns the 
body—it burns the brain—it bums the 
soul; it bums in life,—in bums in death 
—it bums to all eternity! An autocratic 
Metabele chief said, “This beer you 
brought my people is the source of all 
quarrels among them. I stop it.” And 
how long I ask you, are we going to con­
tinue tii license an evil which even bar­
barians refuse to submit to? Shall we al­
low savages to be our teachers in a mat­
ter of moral and social reform? It is a 
shame upon our Christianity and a blot 
upon our civilization—a dark stain upon ‘ 
all Christian nations. And the fact that 
it is such a national evil is one ef the rea­
sons why I wonder at its continuimce to­
day. Prince Leopold said before he died 
that “the only foe Great Britain had to 
fear was iptoxiedting drink.”

The mighty rulers of the different great 
nations have their respective political 
problems to solve to-day. Russia has 
more than one national question of a 
complex nature to deal with at the pres­
ent time; but, we are told that in the last 
seven years she spent enough in intoxi­
cating drink to feed every man and wo­
man and child within the borders of her 
vast empire. This then is the most im­
portant question for her legislators, Ger­
many has been shoched at the terrible 
increase of crime during the past few 
years. Hër emperor declares the cause 
of it to be drink, and h*s again and again 
urged upon his advisers to legislate on 
this great question. France is corrupt 
with innumberable and unmentionable 
vices, but if she prohibits this trade their 
foundation will be removed, aud the 
whole nation purified. Great Britain 
has been trying to solve the Irish ques­
tion but the Irish spend enough every 
year in intoxicating drink to make them 
prosperous and contended. Ten million 
dollars more last year than the whole 
rent-roll. Canada has been agitated ever 
the trade question. Shall we have a tariff 
for revenue only or a protective pdicy? 
I can tell our legislators what we of both 
political parties want^kxlay. We want a 
protective policy; a policy that will pro­
tect us against free trade, or any ether 
trade in that which is every year blast­
ing the lives of some of the noblest tnen 
and fairest women in this magnifient 
Dominion.

For niy own parti believe that fiiture 
generations will hold these Christianigov- 
ernmeuts responsible for the maintenance 
of this evil in an enlightened age. [For 
centuries the voices of all good men have 
been heard speaking against it. Tbdày 
“the blood of millions crying from! the 
ground" demands that it should be Abol­
ished, and, if they continue to repiain 
deaf to it all, depend upon it their n*mo- 
ries will be blackened by future gehera- 
tions. For, as we wonder at “thh es­
tablished usages” of the daak agesv and 
look down upon those characters in’ his­
tory who stood out against moral aid so­
cial reform, keeping up cruel lawi and 
wicked barbarous customs as long ap they 
could, so will future generations, kith a 
knowledge of the light these governments 
have today, hold them responsible lor the 
continuance of this inhuman relid of the 
dark ages. Great indeed, then, pre the 
responsibilities which rest upoti thi legis­
lators ef all Christian countries; but, at 
the same time it should be remejnbered 
that theirs are most glorious opportuni­
ties; opportunities which if improved, 
even now, would place their name! among

those of the world’s greatest benefactors 
in those histories which are to be written 
in the years to come.

But after all, governments are not 
alone responsible for this fearful modern 
evil. Not at all. They are elected and 
supported by the people; so that, al­
though they are perhaps more directly 
responsible, yet the responsibility must 
,at least indirectly rest upon all.

We in Canada have been promised the 
privilege of fighting this evil at the polls. 
There is not toe slightest doubt but that 
this privilege will be granted to us before 
long. Who among us then is not directly 
responsible at this time? Every man no 
matter hew humble his position may be, 
has now before him a golden opportunity. 
I would earnestly call upon all who have 
votes to especially remember at this time 
that you are responsible beings, respon­
sible not only for the talents entrusted to 
your care, but also for every opportunity 
which is given to you for lessoning the 
ills of humanity. And, depend upon it, 
that He, whs hears, the cries of the 
wronged and wretched and looking down 
from heaven upon the sons of men, sees 
His own most glorious image defaced 2 in 
every direction beyond recognition, will 
hold us all responsible if we fail to im­
prove the opportunities which, as we 
said are soon to be given to us. Realiz­
ing all this, let Done of us fail to attend 
the polls when the plebiscite is taken, 
but let us all vote for an entire prohibi­
tion of the ram trade. We stop at noth­
ing short of an entire prohibition of the 
whole thing.

Total abstinence is good, and ite ex­
ample beneficial. Moral suasion is an 
important factor in the elevation of soci­
ety. But we want a law passed that wil 1 
wipe toe whole thing out, so there can be 
no more drunkards made. A prominent 
man, opposed to prohibition, said, “you 
can't make men good by law.” “No,” 
was ths reply, “but you can keep them 
from doing harm.” There is where the 
point is exactly. “Can keep them from 
doing harm;” and especially from doing 
harm to others. “It is the function of 
geod government.” said Gladstone, some 
time ago, “to make it easy to do right, 
and hard to do wrong." Now if that is 
true, surely prohibition is an act of good 
govern ment. And we believe that no 
better and kinder, and moie merciful and 
humgne law was ever enacted in the.halls 
of legislation. Why just consider it for 
a moment and then we have done.. Pro­
hibit the trade and there would be no 
more drunkards to degrade society. Pro­
hibit the trade and those homes of de­
bauchery, where incarnate devils trans­
form woman’s purity into loathesomeness, 
would crumble to the dust. Prohibit the 
trade and according to Sir Wilfred Law- 
son, “nine-tenths of the misery of our 
people would be removed.” .

For that we work, for that we plead, 
for that we must vote when the opportun­
ity is given to us. And, if we succeed in 
carrying this question, we believe that the 
government will nb longer turn to us 
deaf ears and hardened hearts; but that 
He, whose ears are always open to the 
cries of the mourner, will, in Hie own 
good time, speak to them that they hear 
us, and touch their hearts, that they 
crown our efforts with success. • And 
when governments are made to believe 
that a revenue raised out of the want and 
woe and suffering and life -blood of the

And the feeblest woman who has joined 
in the work will not. have lived all in 
vain;»for ere the world recedes and disap­
pears from her view, swift winged mes­
sengers trill carry an account of her stew­
ardship to heaven and the redeemed ones 
there will join in pronouncing,these words 
of everlasting commendation, “She hath 
done what she could.”

About Tomatoes.

These vegetables should be grown in 
every kitchen garden, as they are not 
only most acceptable additions to the food 
supply, but very beneficial to the health. 
As soon as the danger from frost- is over, 
the plants should be set out in deeply 
turned soil. The soil should be fertile, 
but it is not a good plan to use fresh 
manure. If to highly manured they will 
run to bush instead of fruit. But if the 
soil is fertile, they will put on fruit with 
comparatively little bush. As soon as 
planted they should be staked like gar­
den peas, if one wishes fair, well-ripened 
fruit.

If well supported by strong brush, the 
vines will grow from four to five feet high, 
and the fruit will not decay from damp­
ness and black rot, as it will do if the 
vines are allowed to trail on the ground. 
If there should be a vigorous growth of 
vines, from time to time they should be 
pinched back.

In addition to their value for cooking 
and table purpeses, tomatoes have a 
medicinal importance that is not gener­
ally appreciated. The slight acidity of 
the fruit has a cooling affect, which 
makes it peculiarly desirable in summer. 
It is said that a free use of this fruit at 
meals goes a long way to alleviate the 
danger from malaria, and to keep off the 
fevers that are so common in all agricul­
tural districts.

MARVELLOUS CURES.

More than ton years of my life were 
lived on a plantation, and were I asked 
now what feature of farm life caused the 
most unceasing, unrequiting labor to farm 
wives and daughters, I should unhesitatly 
say: “Bringing in and taking out the 
water necessary to. keep the house and in- 

tee up to that mark of cleanliness, 
which is deemed but a step behind godli­
ness.” Could the numberless hours, toÉTm^^temple 
swmed in travel to and from the ciste*», 
and from the waste barrel, be devoted to 
reading, rest and the planting of flowers, 
how iafinitely brighter »pd happier would 
be'the farmhouse woman. A sink in the 
kitchen, with a water tank to supply it, 
and a bathroom with proper means of 
taking off the waste water, are undream­
ed of comforts in. thousands of farm­
houses. I will describe a simple device, 
which can be constructed of material 
that accumulates about every farm.

In the bottom of an empty flour barrel, 
saw a square hole of about four inches, 
and of the same size through the kitchen 
floor. Place the barrel over this, so that 
the two aperatures come exactly together, 
and secure the barrel firmly on the floor 
with several nail*. Into the top of the 
barrel fit an ordinary tin dishpan, having 
cut in the bottom of it a small hole that 
can be stopped with a bottle cork. The 
pan rests on and is secured to, with four 
small.screws, a four-sided wooden gutter, 
which extends from the bottom of the 
pan Agpugh the aperature in barrel, and 
rests on another gutter lying along the 
ground and emptying in(o the garden or 
some convenient ditch. Thus we have a 
homely-'but useful sink. To supply it 
with water, take the largest hogshead or 
barrel to be had, and elevate it outside 
the kitchen w«ill a foot or so above this 
sink. Put a faucet at the end of this 
pipe, over the dishpan, and your kitchen 
is supplied with water, as well as means 
to get rid of it. Any rough logs or planks 
will do to budd the elevation on which 
the hogshead is. to rest, and it must be 
filled’from the roof gutter. Even though 
it become empty occasionally from lack of 
rain, it were better economy to pay a boy 
a few cents to fill it than that time and 
strength be wasted by the farm wife in 
dailÿ travel with heavy bucket te and 
from the cistern. #

Report ef » Visit te the Head of a New 
School of Medicine In Peris.

Here Is what happened, according to 
a Paris newspaper, at the visit of a 
Parisian journalist to the offices of Dr. 
Dumas, the head of the Vltalist School 
of Medicine, and a locally recognized 
authority on occultism.

This worderful muriated metal pos­
sesses the power to destroy odors to 
such a degree as would sweeten Llm- 
burger cheese. No "high" meats need 
go to waete when there is chlorid of 
calcium to be had.

Wines are served at all the table 
d’hote places In the city with 25 and 
50 cent dinners, and I have heard peo­
ple express astonishment thereat. It 
need surprise no one. These wines are 
the cheapest California clarets, cost­
ing by the barrel from 15 to 20 cents 
a gallon As there are five quart bot­
tles to the gallon and ten pint bottes, 
It will be seen that the prices are re­
spectively 4 and 2 cents each. Table 
d'hote claret 1s nearly as cheap as 
water.—New York Press. *

The Japanese Spaniel.
The most valuable of small dogs fa 

the Japanese spaniel. A dog a year 
old, weighing 3 1-2 pounds. Is worth 
$200. The dogs seldom weigh less than. 
3 1-2 pounds, but as they decrease in 
weight they Increase in value. A three- 
pound -spaniel Is worth more than one 
weighing 3 1-2 pounds, and one weigh­
ing 2 3-4 or 2 1-2 pounds very much 
more. Japanese spaniels have been 
sold for as much as $500.

There are large Japanese spaniels 
that are not Imported and have no 
special value; the small dogs are very 
rare and their rarity, doubtless, adds 
considefc.bly to their value, but they 
are highly prized otherwise. They are 
good-natured, lively little creatures. 
Their markings are .black and white, 
and white and yellow, and some dogs 
are ma ked with all three colors. The 
Japanese spaniel lives about ten yearn.

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THE MOSQUITO AS A PHYSI­
CIAN.

Some one has discovered that the mos- 
tiuito is not the unmitigated nuisance 
that he has generally bem thought, bnt 
is a volunteer inoculator against malaria.
He simply lances the patient and inserts 
his “lymph,” singing the «while from 
sheer joy at his unappreciated philan­
thropy. He does not even, we are told, 
collect a fee in the form ôf blood, the 
redness that is noticeable when a success­
ful “spat” spreads himself out over the 

> epidermis of the ingrate he is doctoring, 
being due to the discoloration of his heal­
ing lymph in contact with the blood. It 
is, moreover, asserted that he never 
makes a mistake by vaccinating a person 
who is not susceptible to an attack of ma­
laria. Says the authority we quote—the 
Boston Transcript.

In this respect its sense is more accu­
rate than thd moet skilled and experi­
enced pathologist. This also proves not 
only its unerring instinct, but that it 
never wounds unnecessarily. Its thrusts 
are those of a skilled and humane sur­
geon, and even more unselfish, for hope 
of a fee never quickens him, nor does the 
malediction of his {«tient deter him in 
the fulfilment of his duty.

This, it must be confessed, is a new 
view of the bird. He is not generally 
regarded as an unselfish benefactor among 
the children of men. He is blessed 
however, with not understanding their 
speech; for the feelings of the most per­
sistent philanthropist would be wounded 

. by the hasty things that are said of the 
mosquito to his very face, or, at least, 
within the aone of his unsoothing lullaby.
But it is a great pity that his motives are 
so sadly misunderstood. The licensed 
physician, who goes about in a gig, is oft­
en as disagreeable ae he; but he takes 
fewer risks—for himself—for he makes it 
plain that his intentions are the best 
The mosquito should not be so reticient 
about his purposes. He might well waiwa-__ a préface—to -Yjfitmprofessional etiquette and advertise, or 
he might send in a bill occasionally—in­
stead of merely inserting it without wait­
ing for a reply, es he does now. He ought 
to do something to show that he is being 
taken “for m edicinal purposes on ly" ; for the 
great mass of humanity do not mind tor­
menting themselves for their own good. 
If he would only let ue know that we are 
sick before he cures us, we would not 
feel so badly about it. Then, too, he 
might have the decency to call in profes­
sional hours, and to respect another mos­
quito’s patient. Professional style is what 
he needs. He should shut off his drum 
attachment and apply cocaine before he 
operates. The up-to-date civilized prac­
tise of medicine has some points in its 
favor after all.

Where one's jaith in this new discovery 
respecting the character of the mosquito is 
most severely tried, is in the apparent ab­
sence of motive for the insect’s charitable 
behavor. Why should he live laborious 
days and keep himself awake nights by 
beating a gong, just to look after the 
health of people who are strangers to him 
and who never by any chance seek his ac­
quaintance. We do not worry about his 
health; we are only concerned about his 
death. Then if he does not feed on us, 
where does he feed? He comes to us 
thin and he goes away fat, he comes to 
us colorless and he goes away red, he 
is frequently caught in the act of boring 
his way into the very place where we 
keep our blood; he may be as innocent.as 
an alderman—says he is—but even so 
wooden-headed an insect as he seems to 
be, would admit that appearances are 
iigainst him. Then why don’t he stop 
when the patient is already inoculated at 
every visible point? He seems too reck­
less for a doctor, too indiscriminate v a 
philanthropist, too eager for an altruist. 
It is likely that mankind generally will 
continue to distrust him and assist at his 
obsequies whenever possible.—Ex.

TUBKEY AND GBEEGE
Turkish Commander to Negotiate 

Terms of Peace.

Larissa, May 23.—Fdhem Pasha, the 
Turkish commander, has disbanded and 
sent to their homes most of the Albanians 
in his army.

Paris, May 33.—Prince Ferdinand of 
Bulgaria had a long conference to-day 
with M. Honotaux, the minister of for­
eign affairs. It is understood that the 
Greco-Turkish armistice will be prolong­
ed if, at its expiration, the peace nego­
tiations should not be finished.

Canea, May 23.—Col. Stauios with 
the last detachment of the Greek expedi­
tionary force embarked for Greece this 
morning.

Athens, May 23.—It" is reported hero 
semiofficially that Edhem Pasha, com­
mander of the Turkish army in Thessaly, 
has informed the Greek officers who, in 
conjunction with Turkish officers, are 
arranging the neutral zone, that he is em­
powered to negotiate the terms of peace 
with Greece direct.

Athens, May 23.—The officers a 
pointed to fix the neutral zone on the 
frontier have completed their work. It 
is announced that both armie% are to fall 
back and leave a neutral zone 800 metres 
in,width. All of the passes are included 
in this zone except Phurka, which the 
Turks hold.

Athens, May 23.—It is again semi­
officially asserted that Edhem Pasha, the 
Turkish commander in chief, has repeat­
ed his statement that peace must be nego­
tiated with him, and is now pressing for 
the appointment of a Greek plentipoten- 
tiary to conduct the settlement of terms.

M. Deligorgis, a former foreign minis­
ter, has been elected president of the 
Cretan central committee.

Gen. Smolensk! has sSnt telegrams to 
the Athenian newspapers denying that 
he ordered a retreat except in pursuance 
of the commands of the Crown Prince 
Constantine.

The Berthet column (Italian) insisted 
on coming here, several of the volunteers 
refusing to return to Italy on the ground 
that they are liable to arrest as deserters. 
The government has decided that the 
column must return to Italian territory 
and wi’-l undertake to board and lodge 
only those liable to arrest.

London, May 24.—According to a des­
patch to the Daily Graphic from Corfu, 
it is reported that Col. Manoe attempted 
suicide while in jail. He has been sent 
handcuffed with his entire staff to Athens 
for trial by court martial. V

London, May 24.—The Athens cor­
respondent of the time says: “Owing to 
the disquietude caused by the presence in 
the city of large bodies of volunteers, the 
government has hastily recalled the force 
of gend’armes sent to Arta, and will take 
measures todeport these dangerous allies

Spain Refused.

Bishop B. W. Arnettt
SWAYS AUDIENCES WITH HIS 

MASTERLY ELOQUENCE.

He Writes a Letter of More Than 
Usual Interest to Suffering 

Humanity.

Washington, D. C., May 20.—The se­
cret archives of the State Department, 
which have held the consular reports in 
the Cuban war from the public, were 
partially disclosed yesterday in the Sen­
ate by Senator Foraker, of Ohio. Especi­
ally startling was the' letter from Secre­
tary Olney, in which this country offered 
mediation to Spain, and the refusal of 
that country to accept the proffered aid. 
While one of the consular reports was 
read without the name oÇ the author be­
ing disclosed, it is stated to be a com­
munication from Consul-General Lee, 
which fully sets forth his idea of the con­
dition that exists in Cuba. He could not 
understand the truth of the claim that all 
the provinces of the island were pacified, 
except that of Santiago de Cuba.

Summing up this report stated: “I 
conclude that the war will drag its 
weary length along so long as the insur­
gents can dig sustenance from the ground 
on the one side or money be obtained by 
the other."

The sufferings of the inhabitants con­
sequent upon the situation are described.

The letter from Secretary Olney to 
Spanish Minister De Lome, under date 
of April 4, 1896, is the one in which 
intervention is sugg^gted. In opening 
Mr. Olney said: “It might be well deem­
ed a dereliction of duty to the Govern­
ment of the United States, as well as a 
censurable want of candor to Spain, if I 
were longer to deferofticial expresssion as 
well of the anxiety with which the Presi­
dent regards the existing situation in 
Cuba, also his earnest desire for the 
prompt and permarent pacification of 
that island.”

The Secretary points out the interests 
endangered, the capital squandered and, 
in short, the state of Anarchy existing. 
The United States was interested finan­
cially, but at this stage he would not 
suggest intervention He fwould like to 
suggest eo-operat ion with Spain to pa­
cify the island, on the basis of self-Gov- 
emment for its people.

Mr. Foraker read the following extract 
from the Spanish Minister, Mr. De- 
Lome’s reply, which was dated Juqe 4, 
1896: “In brief there is no effectual way 
to pacify Cuba, unless it begins witjh the 
actual submission of the armed rebejlfi to 
the Mother Country.”

The letter further argued, that the 
Cubans were wrong ae to motiv • and me­
thod, and that Spain would contint* her 
efforts to subdue the rebels.

With strawberries have the earth just 
even with the crown of the plant. No 
roots exposed and no earth over the top 
of the plant.

The growing of berries for family use 
is easily done. The growing of 
berries largely, and selling them in 
a good market requires considerable skill 
and a special business tact.

Many a bright boy may receive his 
first incentive to business and earn his 
first money by growing .berries or vege- 
etables. Give them a patch qf ground 
and encourage them in this work.

The business or professional man, al­
most broken with care, may recover 
health and strength in the pleasant work 
of horticulture. It is restful to both mind 
and body.

See to it, that you have a variety of 
vegetables coming into season throughout 
the summer. If the summer ié a dry one 
water your plants and give thefti a chance 
to make glad the palate of the whole 
family.

To assert that every strawberry plant 
of any given variety is equally good no 
matter how the one may have been allow­
ed to run down by neglect, or the other 
bred up by careful selection anil high cul­
ture, is an error, and an error of a very 
harmful kind. It is as erroneous as to 
hold that one herd or strain of Jersey 
cows is as good as any ot|ier herd or strain, 
although one might have been highly and 
judiciously fed and bred from only the 
best cows and the other herd or strain 
had been starved or bred from scrubs for 
twenty generations.

Who should grow berries? First of all, 
farmers everywhere, for family use. Far­
mers must grow berries or do without. 
No one can grow them as cheaply as the 
farmer. They may be produced ready lot 
picking, at two cents per quart. The 
farmer saves cost of picking, packing, 
boxing, crating, freight, express and pro­
fits of growers. He gets them at first 
cost, fresh from the vines, aiÿl to the ex­
tent of hie own family, has the best mar­
ket in the world—a home market. He 
can select the best land and : location on 
his own farm, and is sure of * profit with 
half a crop.

VWth great delicacy, none of the gen­
tlemen who attended the court of Cath­
erine of Russia presumed to appear hi 
the imperial presence with more than 
a mere suggestion of a one-day hairy 
growth on the upper lip.

The so-called Titian whiskers, also, 
used by Correggio to the depletion of” 
saints and holy men, were best devel­
oped on Moms, a theologian who went 
to hte reward In 1692.

Péter Martyr, a reformer, who died 
In 1562, had a style of beard that is 
hard’ to Imitate, and could only be 
maintained by a man with a heavy hir­
sute growth, In the frequent hands of 
an expert barber.

The cheek whiskers of 1645, a hideous 
style, was given to Europe by Can den, 
the Prime Minister of Philip IV. The 
style died with Candee, and has never 
been revived, except by comic opera 
comedians.

John Calvin wore the spiral beard of 
1564. He did the best he could to the 
whisker line. The twin whiskers of 
1654 ere reproduced as the regulation 
chin dressing of the King’s arque­
busiers of that day.

John Taylor, “the water poet,” amus­
ed his fntende with the old corkscrew 
beard, that to, frequently imitated to­
day to France and Italy.

The "swallowtail beard" was another 
hairy freak of a theologian. Jerome 
Weller, who died In 1572, and Erasmus 
Schmidt, a Greek scholar, failed to 1627 
to popularize the triangle beard. The 
bushy whiskers of Captain John Smith 
might have been worn later bjr Harry 
Morgan, Captain Kidd, or tuny old 
shiver-my-tlmbers buccaneer.

The “Hocus Focus" beard gets Its 
name from Hocus Focus, Jr., the auth­
or of the Anatomie Begerdemaine. All 
magicians effect this cut, as they ima­
gine it helps them to look quite devilish.

The square Aeard of 1596 is anther 
growth on a tfroologlan’s chin—J. Kime- 
dantius.

The rabbit's tail of 1560, the shoe­
maker’s beard of 1575, seen in portraits 
of Duke Sully and Hans Sachs, the 
poet ; the Italian fashion- of 1648 ; the 
‘T’ beard that prevailed at the French 
and German courts to 1649; the stilletto 
beard, which is suggested by a por­
trait of Charles IV., King of Denmark; 
the double tuft of Cardinal Borromeoi 
in 1631, and the remarkable curled 
mustaches and pointed chin beard that 
always figure in pictures of the great 
Gustavus Adolph vis, are a few of the 
distinctive styles in beards that find 
imitators in this day.

AN UNEXPLORED WORLD OF PLANTS 
AND AN MALS.

Roraima, on the Bonier» of British Gui- 
an», Lifte Its Mysterious Forest-Clad 
Tableland *600 Feet la the Sky- Can 
lie Reached Only by Balloons.

Evidence which has been unearthed 
during the past year as a result of the 
Venezuelan dispute, and . muen of 

^which is now laid before the public, 
reveals the existence on the borders of 
British Guinea of a new wonderland. 
In addition to a marvellous mountain, 
there have been found relics of a form­
er civilization that existed in Am­
erica ages l.etore the time of its dis­
covery by Columbus. The Spaniards, 
as we know, found races that were 
white, or nearly so.

But these later discoveries go to 
show that long interior, at a time, in 
fact, probably coeval with what we 
call the Egyptian civilization, Am­
erica was peopled with a white race 
as fully cultured, as advanced in the 
sciences, and as powerful on their own 
ground as the ancient Egyptians, and 
as handsome in personal appearance— 
If some of the heads and fa--es on the 
specimen» of pottery may be accept­
ed as fair examples—as the ancient 
Greeké.

It has long been known that Am­
erica possesses extraordinaty reties of 
a firmer civilization in what are k iown 
as the1-great "earthworks,’’ which are 
still to .be seen scattered about in 
many parts of the continent, and 
which, as vast engineering works, chal­
lenge comparison- with the pyramids 
themselves, Sut -now discovery has 
gone much fpqt'herf baa-reliefs and pot 
tery havg been found that set forth 
with, marvellous fidelity many minute

[ils pre-hHtoric peo- 
1 appearance and 
id habiliments; the 
Ihe heir and thé 
lartlculars that can 

oqly by inspection and 
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Matffe of th=m relate to the custom of 
human' sacrifice, which, as most peo­
ple are probably aware, prevailed- 
largely In America when the Spani­
ards first landedi though few, perhaps, 
know the terrible extent to which it 
was carried. Prescott tells u.s that iew 
writers have'ventured to estl-mate the 
yearly number of victims at less than 
20,000, while many put it as high as 
60.000 in Mexico alone.

If we consider that the lowest of 
these estimates represents an average 
of some four hundred a week, or 
nearly sixty a day, such figures are 
appalling. And now we learn beyond 
the possibility of a doubt that the 
same practice obtained in America in 
■times that itiust have beer, ages be 
fore the Spanish conquest, and. Judg­
ing by the frequency of the representa­
tion» of such things in these old bas- 
reliefs, as extensively.

In these Sculptures we cfLn see the 
very shape of the knives used : the 
form of the plates or platters on which 
several heads of victims weie placed, 
and other such details; and in a cer­
tain series we are enabled to note the 
curious point that, while tit., officiat­
ing priests always wore fan beards, 
the vfettms appear to have usually pos­
sessed’ no hirsute adornments, or to 
huve^ "shaved glean." as we term It.

and Mr. Barrington Brown actually 
visited the Roraima region and reach­
ed the foot of the mountain, and their 
successor did not, what they have to 
say of it would seem to have the great­
er weight. It was about sixty years 
ago that Sir Robert, the famous ex­
plorer and scientist, made his report 
of Roratma—pronounced Roreema by 
the Indians of British Guinea—to the 
Royal Geographical Society, and that 
m*-velloue report was as full of ro­
mantic fascination to the averag; 
reader as tor the man of science. Only 
one other traveler. Mr. Brown, has 
reached the foot of the muntain since 
Schomiburgk’s time, but no one has 
added anything to the wonders reveal­
ed by him, and all have confirmed the 
statements of Mr. Brown and Sir 
Robert Schom-burgk as to its absolut-* 
inaccessibility. \

One of the reasons why the moun­
tain is so difficult of approach that 
only two explorers have ever reached 
Its base, is the superstitious terror1 
with which it is regarded by th3 
Indians, who cannot be induced to aid 
in cutting away the impenetrable 
forests which surround it, and which 
render the travelers* progress impos­
sible. As to the unusual character o£ 
the vegetation and undergrowith of 
this forest, there is the valuable testi­
mony of Richard Schomburgk, Sir 
Robert's brother, a botanist ot wide 
reputation, who had traveled in Asia 
and Africa In search of orchids and 
other rare .plants, and who says that 
the country around Roraima is, from a 
botanical point of view, one of the 
most wonderful in the world.

“Not only the orchids,” he says, "but 
the shrubs and low trees were un­
known to me. Every shrub, herb and 
tree was new to me, if not as to fami'y, 
yet as to species. I stood on the border 
of an’ unknown plant zone, full of 
wondrou-- forms that lay as tf 'by magic 
before me.”

Out of this dark, mysterious tropi­
cal forest abruptly rises the mountain 
Itself. Its inaccessible .summit Bs a 
great table land which, it is believed, 
has been isolated from the rest of the 
world for untold ages. This is no wild­
erness ot ice and snow, but a fertile 
country of wood and stream and prob­
ably lake. As described by Mr. Bar­
rington Brown, it Is "a great table of 
pink and white and'red sandstone,- 
‘interbedded with red shale,’ and it 
rises from a height of 6100 feet above 
the level of the sea, 2000 feet sheer Inti 
the sapphire tropical sky. A forest 
crowns it.

The highest waterfall in the world- 
only one. it would seem, out of sev­
eral—tumbles from its summit, 0000 
feet at one lean. 3000 more on a slope 
of forty-five degrees to the bottom of 
the valley, broad enough to be seen 
thirty mires away. Even the length 
of the mass has not been determined. 
Mr. Brown says it is from eight to 
twelve miles.

And he cannot help speculating whe­
ther the remains of a former creation 
may not be found at its top. At any 
rate, there is the forest on its sum­
mit; of what trees is it composed? 
They cannot well be the same as those 
at its ba«e. At a distance of fifteen 
hundred feet above sea level, the 
mango tree of the West Indies, which 
produces fruit in abundance below, 
ceases to bear. The change in vege­
tation must be far more decided where 
the difference is between five thou­
sand and seven thousand feet.

Thus for millenniums this isand of 
sandstone in the South American Con­
tinent must have had Its own distinct 
flora.

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AH these curious arid interesting 
facts are given in the Introduction to 
a new book, which, appearing with 
much timeliness, in view of the Vene­
zuelan dispute, is ifiaw attracting uni­
versal attention in? England and has 
Just been published in this country by 
the New Amsterdam Book Company. 
It to entitled "The Devil Tree of El 
Dorado," and Is written by Frank 
Aubrey and based upon the mystery 
of the mountain of Roraima 

The author has given his fancy the 
fullest range. One of his conceptions 
to the mythical devil tree, which de­
vours human beings, and which takes 
the place of a public executioner .being 
In itself a hideous device worthy of 
the Spanish Inquisition. The story it­
self is full of a horrible fascination, 
but to the Judicial mind tne facts 
which, preface the fiction are tar more 
interesting and romantic thaï, the tale 
woven from them. The author states 
that one of the objects of his work 
has been to direct England’s atten­
tion to Roraima Mountain in connec­
tion with the Venezuelan question.

"Shall Roraima be hand»! over to 
Venezuela?" he asks. “Shall the mys­
terious mountain long known among 
the wonders of our earth—regarded by 
many as the greatest marvel of the 
world—become definitely Venezuelan 
territory? This 1s the question that 
hangs in the balance at the time these 
words qre written—that is inseparably 
associated, though many of the public 
know it not, with the dispute that has 
arisen about th# boundaries of British 
Guinea.

“It has been suggested that if it is 
too late to retain the wonderful Rorai­
ma as exclusively British—and to ef­
fect this it would be well worth our 
while to barter away some other por­
tion of the disputed territory—then an 
arrangement might be come to to 
make it neutral ground. Standing, as 
it does, in the corner where the three 
countries—Brazil Venezuela and Brit­
ish Guinea—meet, it to of importance 
to all three, and, no doubt, in such an 
endeavor, we should have the support 
of Brazil as against Venezuela.

"Will no one explore Roraima and 
bring us back the tidings which it has 
been waiting thesa thousand years to 
give us? One of'the marvels and 
mysteries of the earth lies on t’-e out­
skirts of our colonies, and we leave the 
mystery unsolved, ihe marvel uncared 
for.”

It is perhaps not generally known 
that Roraima Mountain, one of the 
earth’s greatest masteries, one of the 
most stupendous wonders of the world 
is situated within the disputed Venezue- 
Ian territory. On tae map drawn by 
Sir Robert Schomburgk for the British 
Government, Roraima stands within 
the British domains but on the map 
drawn by Mr. Barrington Brown, the 
Government explorer who succeeded 
Schomburgk, and whose work was 
based upon that of his predecessor 
Roraima is placed jinside the Vene­
zuelan boundary,, anfi no explanation is 
given for the appartint contradiction. 
Again, another authority. Mr. Im 
Thurn, Curator ot !the Museum of 
Georgetown (the capital of the colony) 
says in his book, "Among the Indians 
of British Guinea,1* - that Roraima lies 
on the extreme edge of the colony, or 
perhaps, on the other side of the Bra­
zilian boundary. Bo that the exact 
location of thte mtrve] among moun­
tains seems lnvesteqjjn much obscurity.
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There are about 1, S00 submarine cables 
now in existence, coi «ring a distance o f 
162,000 nautical miles- Their cost is e#a. 
timated at $200,000,0(0.
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very probably issuing from some 
lake on the summit. Have we here a 
group of unknown brothers cut off 
from the rest of their kind?

One more wonder remains to be told. 
The traveler speaks of two other moun­
tains in the same district which are 
of the same description as Roraima— 
tables of sandstone rising up straight 
Into the blue, one larger than though 
not as high as Roraima Itself. It to 
only because of their existence, and 
because, for aught that appears, they 
may be equally inaccessible with Ro­
raima. that one does not venture to 
call Roraima the greatest marvel and 
mystery of the earth!

The appeal, to the Imagination seems 
to have stirred even the sober, cauti­
ous scientist Schomburgk. Speaking 
of the geographical structure of the 
region which leaves little doubt that 
It was once the bed of an Inland lake, 
he says:

‘'May we not connect with the former 
existence of this Inland sea the fable 
of the Lake Parima and the El Dora­
do? Thousands of years may have 
elapsed; generations mav have been 
buried and returned to dust; nations, 
who once, wandered on Its banks may 
be extinct and exist no more in name; 
still, tradition of Parima and the El 
Dorado survived these changes of time; 
transmitted from father to son. Its 
fame was carried across the Atlantic 
and kindled the romantic fire of the 
c’livalric Raleigh."

Most authorities—Humboldt, as well 
as Schomburgk—agree in giving Brit­
ish Guinea as the probable site ot this 
traditional city. -

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SPECTROSCOPE AND ASTRONOMY.

The Marvelous Instrument That Regis­
ters the Light Chemicals.

In 1859 the spectroscope came upon 
the scene, perfected by Kirchhoft and 
Bunsen along lines pointed out by 
Fraunhofer half a century before. That 
marvelous Instrument, by revealing the 
tell-tale lines sprinkled across a pris­
matic spectrum, discloses the chemical 
nature and physical condition of any 
substance whose light is submitted to 
It, telling Its story equally well, pro­
viding the light be strong enough, whe­
ther the luminous substance be near or 
far—in the same room or at the con­
fines of space. Clearly such an instru­
ment must prove a veritable magic 
wand in the hands of the astronomer.

Very soon eager astronomers till over 
the world were putting the spectro­
scope to the test. Kirchhoft himself 
led the way, and Donatl and Father 
Secchi, in Italy ; Huggins and Miller, 
In England, and Rutherfurd, in Am­
erica, were the chief of his immediate 
followers. The results exceeded the 
dreams of the most visionary. At the 
very outset. In 1860, It was shown that 
that such I common terrestrial sub­
stances as sodium, Iron, calcium, mag­
nesium, nickel, barium, copper and zinc 
exist in the form of glowing vapors in 
the sun, and very soon the stars gave 
up a corresponding secret. Since then 
the work of solar and sidereal analysis 
has gone on steadily in the hands of a 
multitude of workers (prominent am­
ong whom in this country are Professor 
Young of Princeton, Professor Langley 
of Washington, and Professor Picket­
ing of Harvard), and more than halt 
the known terrestrial" elements have 
been definitely located in the sun, while 
fresh discoveries are in proepetifc 

It is true the sun also contains some 
seeming elements that tire unknown on 
the earth, but this Is no matter for 
surprise. The modern chemist makes 
no claim for his elements, except that 
they have thus far resisted all human 
efforts to dissociate them ; It would be 
nothing strange if some of them when 
subjected to the crucible of the sun, 
which is seen to vaporize Iron, nickel, 
silicon, should fail to withstand the 
test.

An Electric Buslu 
A plant which'shows decided electro­

magnetic properties, the phytolacca 
electrica, was recently found in Nicara­
gua. If one of the branches of this 
plant is touched by the naked hand 
a shock is felt similar to'that produced 
by the discharge of a Ruhmkorff coil. 
The influence upon a magnetic needle 
becomes plainly evident at a distance 
of seven or eight steps from the plant, 
the needle deviating from its proper 
direction. This influence increases as 
one gets nearer to the plant, and If the 
magnetic needle Is brought into the 
midst of a phytolacca bush it will as­
sume a stead circular movement.

The ground upon which, this plant 
thrives does not show even a trace of 
Iron or any other metallic—substance 
which wpêld be likely to influence, a 
magnetic needle, therefore there is no 
room for‘doubt that the curious plant 
really possesses that peculiar property. 
The Intensity of the phenomenon seems 
to depend entirely upon tfie

"TTiis sounds paradoxical, for clay is not 
a substance that is very susceptible to 
heat yet there fc ho other material in 
the trick except clay, and it burns in 

nterment, £ brighter flSme and gives a steadier 
after by1 light than any cotton wick. This new 

wick ie made of potter’s clay, and is 
perforated by very minute holes, up 
through which the oil passes by capil­
lary attraction. In shape it is similar 
to the old cotton affair—flat ,vt . cylin­
drical. When In a plastic state fila­
ments of unspun vegetable fiber are 
mixed into the clay, and when this wick 
is burnt or “fired" it hardens while the 
vegetable matter is consumed, leaving 
numerous small holes through which 
the oil readily passes. This wick 'does 
not need to be trimmed. When made 
it Is filed off. square at the top, so as 
to cause it to give a well-formed flame. 
As the oil has a perfect passage Up to 
the flame, it cannot emit an odor. Its 
inventor claims that its consumption of 
oil is but one-third that of the cotton 
wick, while producing the same ameunt 
of light. ‘ "
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A New P-.*per Process.
