A Gigantic Collapse.

NO ENTHUSIASM, NO CHEERS.

A GRIT WATERLOO BY 
OWN ARMS.

THEIR

Mit. blare's speech.

We shall endeavour now as 
we promised in our last, to lay 
Mr. Blakes leading points before 
our readers adding to each point 
a note of our own. After Mr. 
Burchill had finished reading 
the address Mr. lilake began 
He said he was thankful lor 
the personal allusions made to 
him in the address, and express 
ed the pleasure he felt at ad­
dressing such a fine audience as 
those assembled around him. 
He said his voice was not very 
strong, but he would do his best 
to make himself be heard. He 
said he had to talk upon an im 
portant matter, one that con- 
cerned everyone who listenec 
to him, just as much as it con­
cerned him,

said it was his business there to 
keep his mouth open for an hour 
or so, and it was the business 
of the audience to A-eep theirs 
shut. [This is the eighth time 
Mr-Blake has repeated this joke 
in the Maritime Provinces. The 
joke comes down frem the time 
of Swift.] He then stated what 
he conceived to be the people’
duty in informing themselves in 
telligently on the public questi­
ons of the day,thinking for them­
selves and going to the bottom 
of the questions before them,and 
when they go the polls, voting 
on their intelligent convictions 
He likewise discoursed with 
happy ease, and logical accuracy 
on the principles of responsible 
government, aud what consti­
tuted it from the elector up to the 
elect,and after subscribing to the 
hoary doctrines of the old Free 
Trade schools said we were now 
engaged in this country in s 
struggle lor freedom,not of re 
ligious or personal freedom 
but of

FREEDOM OF PROPERTY. 
The greatest attribute of value 
of all these things which we are 
engaged in producing from year 
to year is their power of being 
exchanged foi^ these things 
which we do produce, but 
which we yet require. Any 
limitation which is not require! 
for govermental purposes upon 
that freedom of exchange is un 
questionably a restriction inju­
rious- to the individual whose 
right is restricted,and those who 
propound to a free people a po­
licy of restrî^jùm must be asked 
to give a sMÎsfactory _ 
why that liberty, which but for 
the law proposes to be enactec 
would exist, should be restrain­
ed. I want you to recollect that 
a protective law which is really 
a protective law is a law de* 
signed to prevent us from doing 
what we will with our own, to 
prevent us from trading where 
we otherwise would trade, anc 
from purchasing from the person 
in the market, the article we 
would purchase if we were free 
to purchase where we chose.

Protective policy is to protect 
what our own people can make 
as well as their neighbours,from

Mr. BlaAe goes on;—Now, 
jefore I go further on thin sub. 
ect, I want to say to you that a 
treat excuse, of course, for a 
ligh tariff, which is necessarily 
a limiting and restrictive tariff, 
is found in the necessities of 
revenue. Therefore, those who 
go for a protective tariff have 
naturally a tendency and inclin­
ation to find reasons by which 
those high tariffs may be sup­
ported, and those reasons are 
found in a large expenditure 
which necessitates a large rev­
enue to meet it. We who be­
lieve in taxation being made as 
light as possible, who are of the 
somewhat musty and stale opi­
nion that taxation is a 
burden and not a blessing, 
an evil and not. a benefit; 
we who are of the opinion that 
the public expenditure ought 
to be kept down within the 
lowest practicable limits m or­
der that the revenue drawn 
from the people may be as light 
as possible, are therefore, in this 
particular, also at issue with 
those who would t advocate the 
policy of restriction. These 
gentlemen, as I have said, go 
for large expenditures, and I am 
sorry to say that" they generally 
succeed when they have power 
in effecting a large expenditure, 
which .involves a large revenue 
and hi&h taxation. But such is 
not the attitude which they as­
sume when seeking power. He 
pointed out then that before the 
last election Sir Leonard Tilley 
said iu St.John that $23,000,000 
is all they would require to car­
ry on the public services of the 
country and that there would 
not be an increase of taxation, 
but only a re° djustment of the 
tariff, that aid not want the 
taxes increased but he wanted 
them properly imposed.

[Precisely. He wanted, as 
he afterward accomplished, the 
taxes made less on those articles 
which the Dominion cannot 
produce, but increased on those 
articles which she can produce 
as well as other countries, for 
the twofold benefit of rai 
revenue enough to wipe out the 
deficits created by Cartwright 
and to defray the current ex­
penses of the administration and 
at the same time giving encour­
agement and opportunity to onr 
own manufacturers to make 
their own cotton, and woollen 
cloths, their ropes, their canvas, 
their furniture, their boots and 
shoes, their sugar,and their nuts 
and bolts, and a hundred other 
things. He and his party 
hesitated not to say they want­
ed a policy like unto that which 
built up the United States, and 
which turned her in a few 
years from being the common 
market of other states, to being 
the supplier of other states.— 
Ed.]

He charged Sir Leonard Til­
ley with making promises be­
fore the elections that he has 
broken since the elections; that 
Sir Leonard said that had his 
friends remained in office they 
would have expended buL$22,- 
500,000 per year, whmT Mr. 
Mackenzie had expended $23,< 
500.00, and then he pointed out 
that when Sir Leonard came in 
he actually increased the expen­
diture for 1880 to $24,850,000 
while this year it would pro­
bably reach $27,000,000.

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MR. BLAKE’S SPEECH.
Continued from first page.

As to the increase from 123,500,000 
by Mackenzie, to 26 millions and 
oJd now, the answer is clear and 
convincing. As the country grows, 
so must our expenses grow, and the 
needs of the country had so accumu­
lated when the present Government 
came in, that they had to grapple 
with them. But let us see how ex­
travagant they have been. The ex­
penditure this year will be say $26,- 
500,000 but there is likewise a sur­
plus of $3,500,000. Taking the sur­
plus from the expenditure we have 
$23,000,000 or a half a million less 
of real expenditure this year, than 
Mackenzie had. Some may say, 
how can yon subtract surplus from 
money expended ? In this way. 
The Canadian Pacific Railroad was 
to be built and Mr. Blake and Sir 
John are alike committed to it. 
Now besides the annual expenditure 
there is what is known as a “ Cnpi. 
tal account.” 't hus when we borrow 
say ten millions for a great work 
the people are not taxed the next 
year to pay that amount in lump.
It is added to theNalional debt.and 
the yearly revenue merely pays the 
interest on it,' till the time for re­
tiring it by instalment comes. To 
carry on the building of the Canada 
Pacific, Mackenzie had to borrow,or 
rather Cartwright borrowed for him; 
to carry on the road Sir Leonard 
Tilley has had to borrow. All the 
amounts so borrowed have gone to 
make up the National debt. Last 
year $8,000,000 were needed for the 
railroad but Sir Leonard did not run 
to England for it. He had a sur­
plus of 3 and a half millions and this 
he expended instead of borrowing 
and increasing the* National 
debt by that amount. The balance 
of the 8 millions was made up by 
savings banks deposits, and 
an issue of paper currency. 
Thus it will be seen that this very 
year, over which Mr Blake so plaus­
ibly lamented the real expenditure 
has been less than under the econ­
omical Mr Mackenzie.—Ed.] He 
argued at much length, and with 
much grace that taxation should be 
reduced at the earliest moment 
that a surplus revenue is a tempta­
tion to unnecessary and extrava­
gant expenditure. You will find if 
you examine the public accounts for 
the seven years of the previous ad­
ministration that as soon as ever 
there was an expansion of the rev­
enue so soon the expenditure ran 
up. All governments are liable to 
yield to, pressure, and it is a very 
important factor in limiting the 
pliability of governments that they 
should be able to say to those who 
ask them for momey, “we have no 
money to give.”

[Our readers will see how vèry 
hard it is to please a man who does 
not approve of surpluses, because 
they lead to extravagance. This i8 
about as sensible as it would be for 
a Chatham merchant to begin to 
groan because he saw his profits 
largely increasing, lest this might 
lead him to extravagance. It shows 
however that nothing will please 
Mr. Blake short of—a Premiership 
He does not want Protection, he 
does not want surpluses, he simply 
wants to be premier, and to have the 
power and the spoils. When the 
National Policy,or “NationnPulicy 
as Mr Snowball calls it, first became 
law, Cartwright, and Blake and the 
rest predicted that it would not give 
us revenue enough because it would 
crush the life out of the country. 
Now they have a surplus and Mr. 
Blake is mad. One thing is ccr 
tain, Cartwright had no surpluses— 
he had deficits, and that seems to 
be what Blake is after.—Ed.]

DIRECT TAXATION.

He said.—Our taxation through 
customs duties was, for some years 
before 1878, at varying rates, 11,12 
13, and in the last year 14 per cent 
on all imported goods. On some 
goods it was more on some goods it 
was less, but the average was as 
have stated. I take the figure last 
named, although it is higher than 
the average of these four or five 
years There was a dificrer.ce in the 
mode of making the eu'ry which 
makes its reasonable to assume that 
14 per cent, was the average. Now 
perhaps you all do not know What

times wished that ray fellow coun­

merchants they should pay directly 
to the tax-gatherers.

[What do our people think of 
this? Mr Blake would have them 
not pay to the merchant, but hard 
cash to the laxgathcrer. That is 
once a year the tax gatherer would 
come around and present It's bill to 
the head of the family for $30 or $40. 
Now the poor m:- u pays his tax to 
the merchant, in labor or in the pro­
duce of his farm, or in the work of 
his hands. The mill man, or the 
deal carrier works his week and gets 
provisions or clothes for his labor, 
paying bis tax at the same time he 
gels the article;—but if Mr. Blake 
had his way the poor labourer would 
have to find the cash and pay it to 
the Government tax gatherer. Could 
he get tbc cash always for his labor 
to pay his tax? The farmer who 
comes into town now with his farm 

j produce gets goods in exchange, 
paying his tax indirectly by said 
farm produce. Now if Mr. Blake 
had his way he would have the far­
mer pay that tax in cash, that is he 
would have to sell his produce, if 
he could sell it, at reduced price for 
cash, and give that to the tax gath­
erer. Heaven protect us from Mr. 
Blake.—Ed.]

A SHAMEFUL MISREPRESENTATION.

He said that under the present 
way of paying taxes, the people did 
not know how much they were tak­
ing out of them at Ott awa. Sup 
pose he said the duty is 14 per cent. 
Consider what that 14 per cent, 
means. It means simply this, that 
whatever you go to the merchant 
to buy, whether pounds or yards, if 
you give your order for scycn 
pounds or seven yards,the merchant 
if he tells you the whole story, will 
say to you, “I will fill your cider, 
but I am sorry to say that I will 
have to charge you for eight 
pounds.” “Well,’’you will tell him, 
“I don’t want eight pounds, and I 
cannot afford to pay for it.” He will 
tell you in reply, “I am very glad 
you don’t want it, for you ate not 
going to get it, and I am very sorry 
you can’t afford it, because you will 
have to pay foi it whether you cau 
a fiord it or not. Tbe^fact is, my 
friend, that the eighth pound I hav c 
already sent to the treasury at Ot­
tawa, and it has gone to meet the 
public necessities. I have to charge 
you the price of eight pounds, though 
I can only give you seven.”

Now that was the result of an 
average 14 per cent, tariff, and it is 
bad enough to think that when you 
made a purchase you had to pay 
for eight pounds, though you got 
only seven. How is it now? Instead 
of 14 per cent, the average tariff is 
20 per cent., and instead of losing 
one pound on every seven you have 
to lose one pound on every five.

John Jones is a rich man and 
Tom Smith is a poor man. John 
Jones shall pay a duty of one cent 
a yard on the cotton he buys, and 
Tom Smith shall pay a cent a yard 
on the cotton he buys. Suppose, 
now, that John Jones pays ten cents 
and buys a yard of cotton ; on that 
he pays oue cent duty, or one yard 
in every ten, Tom Smith is poor, 
and buys only five cent cotton.

,hat he keeps for himself, while the 
poor man must give them one in 
every five; in other words the tax til 
twice as heavy ou the poor man as 
on the rich.

[When Mr. Blake told this the 
other day ou our town pasture some 
of the few Grits there groaued aud­
ibly and turned up the whiles of 
their eyes at one another. They did 
not know that a grosser misrepre­
sentation was never made by a public 
man, and that Mr. Blake must have 
considered their gullibility as un­
bounded as tlieir ignorance. Does uo 
every intelligent man iu this com­
munity know that ou those at tides 
enumerated by Mr. Blake, there are 
two kinds of duty? Mr Blake ouly 
8poke of the specific duty, whicu 
says how much it shall by on a yard, 
not naming the quality. If this were 
the only duty, the poor man would 
certainly suffer, for he would have 
to pay as much duly on a yard of 
six-penny cotton, as the rich man 
would have to pay on a yard of ten 
penny cotton. But theie is another 
duty called the *d valorem, ot duty, 
according to the valuei 1 he ta* on a 
yard under this duty, is therefore 
paid on the value of the yard,so that

ltich man’s tax 12a.fi
Yet the conclusion of Mr. Blake's 
quoted sentences is

“ In other words the tax is twice 
as heavy on the poor man as on the 
rich.” Ill

This is a sample of the truth fit 
Mr. Blake, and the fairness with 
which lie treats public questions. 
That- he would tell such a story, is 
a poor compliment indeed to the in 
telligence of our people. We sup 
pose however he thought anything 
would “ go down” among the Chat­
ham people, that they were ignoraqt 
ond would believe anything.

Now some one will say, there is 
yet a small difference in favot of the 
rich man. There is we grant in 
theory but not in practice. The Do­
minion manufacturers are now mak­
ing the coarser quality of goods and 
they can be bought, and are bought, 
from these manufacturers, just as 
cheaply as in the days of our lowest 
tariff. So that there is absolutely 
no point to the special pleadings'of 
Mr. Blake on the subject. Wc 
need only say on this point, what 
is true of th*e cottons, is true of all 
the other articles teferred to by Mr. 
Blake.—Ed.]

He went on at much length to 
ridicule the surplus, end telling the 
people that a certain proportion of 
all they bought went up to Ottawa 
and was part of the surplus. Au 
extra width had been taken out of 
the ladies dresses, and it was up iu 
.Ottawa and a part, of the surplus ; 
even the blanket as clipped and 
the piece cut off was also at Ottawa, 
and part of the surplus.

[While Mr. Blake was saying this 
a young lad who is connected with a 
little variety store not 
very far from the Star off­
ice, began to be offensive telling 
a reporter present to put that down.

A TAX UPON RAW MATERIAL.

he said, is a most unfortunate kind 
of a tax. It violates the great prin­
ciple that you should get as much in_ 
to the treasury out of the tax as 
possible, because the tux being 
charged upon the raw material, in 
the first instance, has to pay a profit 
on the article going through two or 
three hands before it reaches the 
hand of the consumer. The cost is 
therefore increased to the consumer 
and the margin of profit to the manu 
facturer diunshed, and this injury 
results in one way or another from 
the tariff.

THE CANADA PACIFIC RAILROAD
Oil this subject he did not say a 

great deal, complaining that the au­
dience was not attentive euougn,and 
that his voice was not very strong, 
lie told the story of the old Syndi­
cate and the second Syifdicate, in not 
many words. He said the Govern­
ment compdlled Parliament to sanc­
tion the building of I he road Of thé 
“new” Syndicate ho said;—Many of 
them were millionaires, and they 
formed, as I said in my place iu Par 
liament, a combination of Canadian 
capitalists the si longest financially 
and in point of business ability that I 
have ever known to be formed. What 
was their offer? Let me state the 

i tenor, and yon will judge for vourself 
whether they are better or worse 
than the terms oflered by the syndi­
cate. They offered to build the road 
tor $3,000,000 less of your money 
and three million acres less of your 
land, without privileges, without 
monopolies, without the exemption 
ot the laud front taxation, without 
the exemption ot their stock, with the 
right of the Government to acquire 
their property. Alt the odious,or all 
the most odious conditions of the 
contract were eliminated, and the 
cost was reduced by nine ntdlion dol­
lars,estimating the land at $6,000,000. 
That was the offer in brief, and Par­
liament bad to vote whether it would 
accept either offer. The majority said 
we will accept. Parliament then had 
to say which offer it would accept,and 
the majority decided to accept the 
worse and reject the better of the 
two offers—for they were both utters, 
and they decided to choose the worse 
instead of the better. Thus they im­
posed upon you a tax of $3,000,000 
more money and gave away three 
million acres of your land. They im­
posed upon you and the North-West 
together these privileges,monopolies, 
restrictions and exemptions, which 
form, no doubt, ait element of enor­
mous value to the company and in­
volve a still greater detriment to the 
country at large.

[To which statement we take many 
exceptions, in the first place it is 
welt known the Second Syndicate 
was a bogus affair, even though sev­
eral responsible and worthy gentle­
men consented to join it. In the 
second place the tlirce million acres 
of laud which Mr. Blake estimates 
as worth six million dollars, some ot 
his own party, leading members of 
it, some time before put down as 
worth not move limn 50 cents an acre. 
Mr. Anglin said the northwest was a 
arcary barren waste, Mr.Mills said it 
would take 6 millions above the earn­
ings per year to run the road through 
a country which when opened,perhaps 
was not worth the opening, finally, 
bad though Mr Blake and his party 
try to prove the Governments bargain 
is, had their terms been accepted the 
terms they offered when in power, 
the bargain would be three times 
worse.

A MADMAN'S TERRIBLE ACTS 
—SEVERAL PERSONS SHOT 

BY HIM.

Chicago, 111., Sept. 2.—Henry 
C. Neal, of Troy, N. Y., ran 
through the streets here this 
morning naked, shooting at 
everyone he met, mortally 
wounding two and dangerously 
wounding three other persons. 
Neal, who is a young grocer’s 
clerk, and never regarded as 
quite sane, roomed at No. 262 
South Clark Ssreet with Rod-» 
crick Fagin, a cook. This morn­
ing, at one o’clock, he awoke, 
waked Fagin up with ‘ Help 
me, protect my wife and chil­
dren,” placing the revolver by 
Fagins ear and fired, the ball 
entering the brain. He then 
started down stairs in his un» 
dershirt,caught the nightwatch- 
man, William Springfield,threw 
him around and fired, the ball 
entering midway between the 
shoulder blades and passing 
through the body. Neal fell 
down the last flight of stairs, 
aud hurt and bleeding he went 
into the street, running north. 
At the first corner he caught 
hold ofWilliamJohnson,colored, 
shot him in the breast over the 
heart, holding the weapon so 
close as to burn his coat. He 
then ran up Polk street and in­
to the Eock Island freight depot, 
shot Thomas Flynn the flagman 
in the neck, and John "Wolf, the 
night clerk, in the breast. He 
rushed out of the depot, and in 
turning the corner ran into the 
policemen Boolt. Both men 
were knocked down by the col­
lision. Boolt grappled with the 
maniac, who succeeded in firing 
the last shot, emptying the re­
volver without effect. Boolt 
shot him in the neck, and he 
was captured and sent to the 
hospital.

MU. BLAKE S SPEECH.

We shall endeavour now as 
we promised in our last, to lay 
Mr. Slakes leading points before 
our readers adding to each point 
a note of our own. After Mr. 
Burchill had finished reading 
the address Mr. Blake began.— 
He said he was thankful lor 
the personal allusions made to 
him in the address, and express» 
ed the pleasure he felt at ad­
dressing such a fine audience as1 
those assembled around him. 
He said his voice was not very 
strong, but he would do his best 
to make himself be heard. He 
said he had to talk upon an im­
portant matter, one that con»’ 
cerned everyone who listened 
to him, just as much as it con* 
cerned him,

[Yes, hut is not Mr. Blake 
looting for a premiership?] He 
said it was his business there to 
keep his mouth open for an hour 
or so, and it was the business 
of the audience to keep theirs 
shut. [This is the eighth time 
Mr-Blake has repeated this joke 
in the Maritime Provinces. The 
joke comes down frem the time 
of Swift.] He then stated what 
he conceived to be the people’s 
duty in informing themselves in 
telligently on the public questi­
ons of the day,thinking for them­
selves and going to the bottom 
of the questions before them,and 
when they go the polls, voting 
on their intelligent convictions. 
He likewise discoursed with 
happy ease, and logical accuracy 
on the principles of responsible 
government, and what consti­
tuted it from the elector up to the 
elect,and after subscribing to the 
hoary doctrines of the old Free 
Trade schools said we were now 
engaged in this country in a 
struggle for freedom,not of re. 
ligious or personal freedom, 
but of

FREEDOM OF PROPERTY.
The greatest attribute of value 
of all these things which we are 
engaged in producing from year 
to year is their power of being 
exchanged for* these things 
which we do produce, but 
which we yet require. Any 
limitation which is not required 
for govermentai purposes upon 
that freedom oi exchange is un­
questionably a restriction inju» 
rious to the individual whose 
right is restricted,and those who 
propound to a free people a po­
licy of restridjkn must be asked 
to give a satisfactory ground 
why that liberty, which but for 
the law proposes to be enacted 
would exist, should be restrain­
ed. I want you to recollect that 
a protective law which is really 
a protective law is a law de­
signed to prevent us from doing 
what we will with our own, to, 
prevent us from trading where 
we’ otherwise would trade, an^ 
from purchasing from the person 
in the market, the article we 
would purchase if we were free 
to purchase where we chose.

[ This is the doctrine of Bright 
and Cobden, and of /ohn otew- 
art Mill, as regards countries in 
their manhood. This pin cip.oj 
is correct enough, applied to 
country who-e mannlucturs can 
rival those in a neighbour state, 
but Mill who is the philosopher 
of Free Trade says tiiut he will 
not deny that 1'rotectiou in anj 
in tant slate of ample natura
