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THE DISPUTED TERRITORY.

Trouble in Rat Portage on the Liguor
License Question,

Wixxipec, Nov. 20.—The Free Press pub-
lishes a sensational despatch from Rat Port-
age, trying to make it appear that Astorney-
General Miller's visit there was for the pur-
pose of bulldozing the Maritoba Council into
a course calculated to cause resistance by Mr.
Mowat’s officials. :

The following despatch to the Times gives
the facts regarding the trouble foreshadowed
in THE MAIL telegram some days ago, when
it was announced that Brigadier Burden was
buying ap all the fire;arms and arming - the
Grit specials :—‘sA¢ 4, CYgncil meeting held
last night, at whicHM¢: Miller was present,
it was resolved to ‘take proceedings to re-
strain the Grit Council from acting in mu-
nicipal atfairs. The liguor licenses were also
regulated.

‘“ A summons was issned by the Manitoba
Magistrate Brereton against Malcolm Me-
Quarrie for selling liquor without a license,
McQuarrie ignored the summons, wheredpon
a warrant was issued for his arrest. Chief of
Police Creighton, with four men, went this
morning to arrest McQuarrie, when eighty
of the Grit special constables stationed in the
rear of the building rushed into the store and
resisted the Manitoba force, handcutfing
Chief Creighton and taking him to the
Ontario gaol. :Later McQuarrie made his
appearance on the street, when he was ar-
rested by Policeman Campbe!l. The siznal
was given by. the ringleaders of the Mowat
band, and Campbell was 1mmediately sur-
rounded and pounced upon by fosty men,
who drazged bim to the Ontario gaol.

‘* Action will be taken. by the Manitoba
force to make a test case, but the Grit forces
prefer to let it remain an open question.
They have adopted the rioting principle to
sustain themselves, The greatest excitement
prevails, and indignation is ireely expressed
at the proceedings of the Mowat authorities.
More trouble is momentarily expected.”

The news has caused much excitement here,

Premier Norquay, when interviewed, said :
—*Qur sole object is to get Mr. Mowat’s
Government to consent to a reference of the
question of jurisdiction to the Superior Court
or some other competeént tribunal asa pre-
liminary step towards the settlement of the
boundary question. We wish to protect the
Maunicipal Council of Rat Portage, which is
incorporated under Manitoba jurisdiction. We
shall be happy to have a reference agreed to

by the Mowat Government, the result of’

which will relieve both parties of the uncer-
tamnty of the jurisdiction claimed by them,
and if the Mowat Government wiil submit to
a friendly investigation beiore a competent
tribunal we will be only too glad to consent.
We are not acting in a hostile spirit, but
merely wish to test our jurisdiction.”

Attorney-General Miller returned from Rat
Portage to-night. He says the disturbance
to-day will hasten the settlement of the boun-
dary question, and has no doubt as to Mani-
toba’s position. Unless new and serious
troubles take place the military will not be
sent.

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SANITARY CONVENTION,

Discussion of Important Toples at the Ses-
sion in London, Unt,

Lox0ox, Nov. 16.—The sesfion of the san-
itary convention under the auspices of the
Provincial Beard of Health opened at the City
hall this morning, there being a large attend-
ance of local physicians and medical gentle-
men from a distance, ~ After the opening ex
ercises by Rev. Father Tiernan,

An address on public health, prepared by
Dr. Harding, of St. John,:N.B,, was read by
Dr. Oldright, which consisted priucipally of
hints regarding the necessity, advisability,
and best methods of imparting sanitary in-
formation among the general public and the
recent acquisition of ladies as advocates of
sanitory reform, alluding also to the fact that
many physicians were not qualified to impart
such information to the public, but that in
general they were the most fitting bodies,
He held that it was the duty of the public to
themselves to study this subject and profis
by such study. Dr. Oldright considered the
paper eminently appropriate to the opening
session. He expressed gratification that the
ladies were taking increased interest in sani-
tary science, and that there might be a good
attendance of the fair sex during the session
of the board.

Dr. EpwarDs considered that a practical
way of meeting the masses would ‘be by im-
partiog sanitary information in the schools,

Dr. PLAYTER, of Ottawa, thought the medi-
cal men bad to complain that the public bad
not vet co-operated with them in regard to
sanitary science, though he hoped they would,
and be believed London would be a good
starti int,

Mr. WaLKER spoke briefly of the complete
system of sewage in vogue 1n England, where
under the law of sanitary anthority a sanitary
officer inspects houses, grounds, and water
closets.

MILLDAMS PREJUDICIAL TO HEALTH,

Dr. Arxort, of London, read a lengthy
f‘aper on *““ The Effects of Mili Dams on

ublic Health.” Aifter referring to the grave
responsibilities resting on the medical fra-
ternity, he alluded to malaria as amongst the
most hidden and potent causes of disease,
and while it wasjone of the most preventible
of diseases few measures of importance had
been adopted with a view to its suppression.
Miil dams, locks, and other -obstructions to
the natural flow of the water were its most
fertile sources in this part of Ontario. The
building of a lock or dam had always been
foilowed at no distant date by an
increase of such diseases, and their
removal had been followed shortly
afterwards by a very great diminution, if not
complete cessation, of malarial troubles., He
cited several instances which had come under
his own observation of whole families having
been down with ague from the too close prox-
Imity of a mill dam on a sluggish stream,
and showed that with their removal from the
spot the disease had disappeared from
amongst them, and they had never been
bothered since, He concluded by askirg :—
‘“ Whatsha'l be said of the people who per-
mit dams to remain on the river, where they
collect all the refuse and sewage in addition
to the ordinary impurities, A private citizen
would be indictable were he to keep an open
tess pit in the yard to coilect the sewerage of
one house, but in a city of 30,000 inhabitants
the authorities permit the existence of
three dams, which collect all the sewerage
and rgfuge into three huge cesspools. To
two 5 these causes may undoubtedly be
charged a great amount of the sickness of the
city. I bLelieve that the' late great figod,
whicl did so much damage to bridges and
dams, was a great blessing in a sanitary point
of view to thie city and surrounding country.
Nor do 1 believe in a financial point of view
the balance will be 's0 muach against us as
might be supposed. For the inergased pro-
ductive power of the peopletin good health,
the saving of time through a lessened amoung
of illness, and last but not least the diminished
expenditure for medical attendance, are
a saving to the country which at
all events goes far to balarce the
expenditure - for bridges.
agreed that the removai of 8 dam would be
the means of decreasing sickness, diminishing
doctors’ bilis, and saving vainable lives, does
it not foilow that failing to do so would bein
the highest degree triminal, morally if not
legally ? Has the.time not arr.ved when the
bealth of the people should be the chief con-
sideration of our rulers, and the prevention of
disease wiser and more honourable than its
cure ?’

.HYGIENIC CONDITION OF RURAL SCHOOLS,

Mr. DEaRNEss, inspector of schools for
East Middlesex, then read an address on the
‘“ Hygienic Condition of Rural-Schools.” He
believed four-fifths of the deaths of children
were due to ¢in and ignorance and disease,
and lamented the fact that nothing had been
done by the Government to diffuse a know-
ledge of hygienic matters amongst the p=ople.
After referring to the defects of the site
usually chosen for rural schools, he advocated
the selection of ground for the building with
a southern aspect, and facing south, Venti-
lation and warmth were important essentials
in schoole, and in many buildings both were
lacking. The airof tne majority of schools
was to his mind a most prolific factor of con-
sumption. He referred to the usnal method
of warming by stoves placed near the door,
and also to the inefficient supply of water ;
48 per cent. of the rural schools had wells, 30
per cent. depended on the neighbours, and
for tiee balance tHe scholars had to obtain a
supply as best they could. He concluded an
admirable paper by aliuding to the apologies
for closets, the impurities of the well water,
the excellence of the furniture, and gave it as
his opinion thav a child should not be sent to
school before the age of seven years.

LEGISLATIVE AID.

Several resolutions were then adopted.
The first asked the Legislature to amend the
Pubiic Health Acts of the province so as to
provide for a Board of Health and health offi-
cer in each municipality.”

- While there she died in childbirth,
For some reason Mrs, Thompson, her mother,
who still resided at the oli mansion, would
not believe that her daughter was dead, and
became possessed of an idea that her husband
had
PLACED HER IN SOME CONVENT

in Soath America that he might be free to
pay his addresses to some dark-eyed beauty
of the Spanish-American court.

In order to satisfy the mother of the truth
of his assertions, and that her child was not
pining 1n the captivity of a South American
convent, M, Hersout resorted to an expedient
as horrible and novel as it was successful.
He had the heart of bis dead wife and that
of her babe removed from their ieg, pre-
served in spirits, and after prope: tifica-
tion by the Spanish authorities e city
where the death occurred, forwarded them to
the parents without preliminary notice. They
arrived, and the package was opened in the
presence of the mother, withous a word of
warning or even a suspicion of its contents.

POISONED BY STRYCHNINE.

The Coroner’s Jury Think €nok Teat Mur-‘
dered His Youug; Wife,

FresaErTON, Nov. 16:~—The mysterious
poisoning case of Rose Léppard, at Eugenia,
a small village near here, two weeks ago has,
with the resumption of thecorbner’sinquest to-
day, excited more interest'tham when the un-
fortunate young girl met hér death. The un-
fortunate girl was married‘to Cook Teat,
an old bilind man, by Rev. D. J.
Macdonnell in ' Toronto, “‘and procured
a policy on her life for 84,000°in the Canadian
Mutual Aid Association, thréugh Mr. W, P,
Page, Toronto, agent of ‘the company. In.
terest in tho case has been Heighitened since
the inquest adjourned tw6- weeks ago, on
account of residents of Eugenia volunteering
statements of their knowledge of the
case, sgd altogether “there has been
forming;*® since the inquest  adjourned
a fortnightMago, a strong chain of cir-
cumstantial evidence, wﬂﬁg bas been grad-
ually but surely hgtom'n ‘round the princi-
pal actor in,the affair. e reason the in-
quest was adjourned, it will be remembered,
was to procure an analysis of the contents of
ths deceased’s stomach by, Dr. Ellis, public
analyst. Dr. Ellis forwarded his report of
the analysis from Toronto to-day, which states
conclusively that he had N

DISCOVERED STRYCHNINE

in the girl’s stomach. This report was read
at the coroner’s inquest held to-day by Dr.
Christie, coroner, of this place. It will be
remembered that this girl died in great agony,
and while she was in apparent good heaith,
Her mother states that she never had a sick
day in her life, and tbat she was the
healthiest  girl in  the township.
Death, however, was accompanied by
every symptom of strychnine poison-
ing. It 'was ciearly shown Cook Teat had
strychnine in his possession, and indeed a
small partly-filled bottle of the poison has
been found in*his possession. At the inquest
to-day Aaron Teeter testified that beiore the
poisoning of the girl, Cook Teat had shown a
bottle, which he said contained strychnine.
At the tinge he was shown the bottle, it was
about two-thirds full of the poison; now
the bottle which was found in Teat’s pos-
session, and which Teeter recognized as the
same one which the latter had shown to
him, is only one-third full, the strychnine
when found making it quite apparent that
some of 1t has been used for some purpose.
Since the adjournment of the inquest, two
weeks ago, Cook Teat amd Mrs. Leppard,
mother of the murdered girl, seem to have
had a falling out, for at the inquest this
morning she seemed inc.ined to tell all she
knew that would be to his disadvantage.
There was some hard swearing in the case,
and a great deal of contradictory evidence,
especially between Mrs. Leppard, Aaron
Teeter, and Cook Teat. She said she was

SURE ROSE HAD BEEN POISONED,

not by her own hands, for the girl was not of
a despondent disposition, but she thoughs
she must have been viven poison by somegne,
and took 1t unknowingly. It was also shown
that Cook Teat and g(oue had been seen on
Monday, the day she died, walking down the

road while she held the papetaqbich_gvidpnte ,

ly oqnnim.:wme i powger, from the.
way. (. ahe. . ; t  was- immedigtely
aff.zr ‘Sv{i" ii'nﬂ:'* that :g:' took :ick’.-
Her mother “states Cook Teat bhad on
one occasion offered. to _bring down
some strychunine to poisonsome onions which
were being stolen from ber garden, and by
which Teat proposed to cateh the thief.
Sheppard, however, refused to nse it upon any
account. Part of Aaron Tceter'sevidence was
quite irrelevant to the poisouing case, but it
tended to show that Teat’s character was not
by any means irreproachavle, and was calcu-
lated to prejadice the mest conscientions
jury against him. Teeter.said, and Cook
Teat admitted that he had another wife
in Erin, who was a daughter of Mr. Sart
.geant, - Teeter said Teat’s wife in Erin had
told him that he had on sundry occasions,
whenshe lived with him, threatened to cut her
throat and shoot her, He delayed his mar-
riage, it seems, with Rose Leppard, in order
to try and get a separation from his other
wife ; it was also shown that he offered
this woman in Erin $50 if she
would sign deeds of separation. This
separation from his first wife was never con-
summated, but when he was married bv Rev.
Mr. Macdonnell he alleged, as shown at the
inquest to-day, that he was a bachelor, They
were married, and before Cook Teat had been
keeping company many months with Rose
Leppard it became painfully apparent that
‘her marriage toy him was a social necessity,
and it is generally presumed that he gave her
strychnine, which caused her death,

UNDER THE PRETENCE THAT IT WAS MEDICINE
that would have the effect of procuring a mis-
carriage. It is supposed she took deadly

isdbn quite ignorant of what it was,  Mrs,

pparg alsostated that after the opening of
the inquest on her daughter’s remains her
suspicion that she had been poisoned was
strengthened, and when she returned home
from the inquest she found crumbs of bread
and cheese in Rote's satchel, and thinking
her daughter might have heen poison-
ed through some food given her to
eat, she soaked the crumbs in milk and gave
them to whe cat next day, but they had no
effect. Thestrange fact in connection with
the case is that while the gravedigger was
preparing the grave for Rose Leppard he had
occasion to call at her mother’s house, and
took his dog with him, The dog ate some
morsel of food which he found outside Lep-
pard’s door, and strange to say, mext
day showed symptoms of having been
poisoned . by strychnine. Cook Teat’s
evidence was taken. ' He' said Teeter's
had told a good string of falsehoods; that
they had the effect of quite apsetting him,
He swore that he had never snowa him
any strychnine ; that he had mever proposed
to give Mrs. Leppard any to use, and that
with the exception of a little he gave a neigh-
bour to poison a dog with, he' had never used
any for any purpose, He had never, hesaid,
given deceased anything in the way of medi-
cine for herseli, The inquest lasted for
nearly six hours. Mr, Frost, brother of
County Court Attorney Frost, of Owen
Sound, watched the proceedings in the in-
terets of the Crown. The case was summed
up by Coroner Christie, and given to the jury
about nine o’clock.  After’ eonsidering it
about balf an hour, thsy returned a verdict,
finding e !

COOK TEAT GUILTY

of causing the girl’s death by poisoning her
with strychnine, Teat, who was present,
seemed to take matters with singular cool-
ness. He took his pipe outof his pocket,
and leaning back in his chair smoked de-
liberately for some time. Then Constable
Field, of Flesherton, took him'in custody,
and to-morrow he will be transferred to gaol
in Owen Sound to await his trial at the next
Criminal Assizes there. The prisooeris a
peculiar looking old man, about fiity years
of age, and, as stated before, quite
blind. His medium length bhair is
stiff- like bristles, and brushed straight,
while his chin and side whiskers are cut to
correspond with his hair. He lives with his
mother and her several children near Eugenia.
The family came from Lexingtomy Michigan,
some years ago and settied here. His mother
enjoyed & pension ifrom the United States
Government, obtained through her son hav-
ing been engaged in the American war.  He
had a brother living who lost an arm in the
American war, and another who is also blind.
He and his brother became blind by accident,
and altogether the families; some members of
which are said to be highly respectabls, seem
to bave been remarkably unforturete,

THE DUKE OF CONNAUGHT.

Heand the Duchess go to Indis-~The First
]-:::nlployment of an English  Prinece in
India,

From London Times, Nov. 3.

The Duke and Duchess of Connaught left
last evening on their way to India, where his
Royal Highness is to take up the military
command of the ‘Meerut Division, to which
he bas besn designated. The good wishes of
the whole English people will accompany him
and the duchess. Whatever objections may
attach to the appointment of members of the
Royal Family to responsible postsin adminis-
tration at home or abroad, it has always
been recognized as fitting that in .the
profession of arms, with which they are by
tradition connected, they should have the op-
portunity of serving their country and mak-
ing for themselves a distinguished and useful
career. It is no amateur soldiering on which
the Duke enters when he accepts an Indian
command. In India there are few of the
amenities of military life which sometimes
call forth the eriticism or satire of those
who observe a highly placed officer’s position
in England. The Indian army cccupies a
country 'the condition of which brings our
troops into something like the category of
the continental armies, and every man who
takes service in it, whatever may be his
rank or fanctions, knows that he maust be
ever ready to deal with unknown contin-
gencies. To engage in this more earness and
serious service has, we believe, been long the
desire of the Duke of Connaugkt. He has
looked upon his profession not as a mere
ornamental adjunct to his high rank, but asa
career to be steadfastly followed ; and this
Indian command, involving, “as _it does,
separation for himself and his c#nsort for
several years from the society and the condi-
tions of life to which they have been accus-
tomed, has been accepted with hopeful antici-

tion by both of them. That the son of our
&een and the daughter of the gallant Fred-
erick Charles may be favoured with all good
fortune in their new career will be the wish
of every Englishman. This is the first in-
stance of the employment of an English
Prince within the imits of our Eastern Em-
pire. All will desire that the result may be
of good omen for the future,

A Substitute for Matches.

Countless accidents, as every one we,
arise from the use of matches.' To obtain
light without employing them, and so wita-
out the danger or setting things on fire, an
ingenious contrivance’ is now used by the
watchmen of Paris in all magazines where
explosive or inflammabie materials are kept.
Any one may easily thake trial of it. Take
an oblong phial of the whitest and clearest
glass, and put into 1t a piece of phosphorus
about the size of a pea. Pour some olive
oil heated to the boiling pomnt upon the
phosphorus ; fill the phial about one-third
full, and then cork it tightly. To use this
novel light, remove the cork, allow the air
to enter tiie phial, and then re-cork it. The
empty space in the ghial will become lumin-
ous, -and the light obtained will be equal to
that of a lamp. When the light grows dim,
its power can be mncreased by taking out the
cork, and allowing a fresh supply of air to
enter the phial. In winter it is sometimes
necessary to heat the phial between the hands
‘In order to increase the fluidity of the oil.
The apparatus thus prepared may be used for
six months.

cherish and Support her, appealed in vain,
The dful condition of affairs prompted
the Guelph Mercury to ask what-the licen-

neglected their duties ? .
e%‘urther evidence of the disastrous re-
sults of the political administration of the
licensing system is produced by the same
Roform paper this week in reply to the
Harriston T'ribune, which journal has ven-
ured to discredit its assertion. The Mer-
cury correspondent says :
““It will require more than his (the 7'ri-
bune’s editor) word to convince a number of
families in the eastern part of the town, who
were forced to listen for hours to the most
vile and obscene language by drunken parties
on Monday night last, tnat suéh never occurs
in our midst.

ties from Harriston have mof conducted
themselves in a scandalous manper in that
town for the pastitwo or three Sundays.”

This is bad in all conscience. It would
be pleasing if it were possible to believe
that the evils attending the mismanagement
of the licensing system were confined to
one town. But if the Mercury speaks
correctiyrsueh a belief would be unwar-
ranted.” If “says : .

‘“ We have never said that the morals of

the people of Harriston were worse than
other towns, but)do decidedly say that there
is abundant room for improvement,”
So that, however deplorable the results of
the political use of the Crooks Act machin-
ery are in Harriston, they are quite as
bad in other places. The testimony of a
Reform paper to the failure of the Crooks
Act as a temperance measure, is sufficient
to set people who are interested in the
moral well-being of the community think-
ing.

DR DOWLING UNSEATED,

TaE decision in the South Renfrew con-
troverted election case, which was given
yesterday, was fuily -expected by all who
had read the testimony adduced at the
trial. It is clear that when Dr. Dowrina
became the Reform candidate for the rid-
ing 'he ‘‘ went in to win "—as an eminent
Purist, a magter hand in the art of eor-
ruption, once put it. Though he was the
license i he treated promiscuously
and extensively in unlicensed groggeries.
Chanceller Boyp remarks regarding his
conduct in this respect, that ‘‘ it was as-
‘‘ tonishing that Dr, DowriNe should
‘““have indulged in the treating proved
“ﬁdmt him, holding as he did
“ the office of license .inspector.”
That the expenses of bringing voters to
the polls were paid by him was sufficiently
proved o warrant the avoiding of the
clection. In the opinion of Mr. Justice
CameroN, Dr. Dowrine by corruptly pro-
mising the license inspectorship to a
variety of persons for the purpose of in-
fluencing their votes has earned his di
qualification. - On this point Mr. Chandel-
lor Boyp has not made up his mind ; but
he ntly remarks that *°the act

‘““tends in the 'direction of disqualifica-
‘““tion.” The legal phrase is to the effect.
that *‘equity follows the law.” It
is therefore not at all improbable that
the decision of the Chancellor will
be the same as that of Mr. Justice Came-
ROoN. But whether the judges agree or
not regarding disqualification, there is one
point upon which they speak with a single
voice, and that is as to the unblushing
corruption . which was practised in Dr.
DowriNg’s interest throughout the con-
test. The law was set at defiance by the
candidate of the Reform Government.
The representatives of the temperance
party—as the Grits love to call them-
selves—drank and treated in unlicensed
groggeries. The embodiment of electoral
purity, the stern enemy of corruption,
handed out his money, contrary to law,
to pay voters to go to the polls. The op-
ponent .of undue influence at elections
furthered his own interests by making in-
discriminate promiges of license inspector-
ships. In fact, the whole case is a bad
one. But, of course, that will not pre-
vent the Reform party from masquerading
as usual as the one and only honest and
pure party in Canada.

In 1872, when the matter was first oposed,
8Sir' John Macdonald was the leader of the
Dominion Government. When it was sug-

—the Privy Council of Great Britain. It is
a matter to be graatly deplored that this ad-
vice was not taken.

reserved the right to reject the award for
cause, if in their wisdom the Dominion Par-
hament saw fit to do so.

It is quite evident that there must bea point
of contact where the rights of the province
and the rights of the Dominion come so near
that it is extremely difficalt to decide where
the dividing line is. But the guestions
which must arise, and which are sure to canse
enougkh bitterness in any case, should not be
made the football of y politics, They
are not matters upon which the strong .
sions and prejudices of the people should be
aroused, but they should be settied as
speedily as possible and by peaceful constitu-
tional and legal means.

for the sale of lignor. I have taken the
ground that in my humble judgment the
right to exercise the power of granting those
licenses rests with the Legislatures of ‘the
several provinces. Buat gentlemen of high
standing and greater experience than myseif
hold the contrary view, that that power rests
with the Dommion Parliament. There has
been an Act passed by the Dominion Parlia-
ment on this snbject which béars the name of
your distinguished townsman and the repre-
sentative in the House of Commons (Mr. Mec-
Carthy). (Loud applause,) By that Act the
Dominion Government has taken the control
of the licensing system. I desire to make this
point. In my opinion the Provincial authori-
ties havethe rigEt to deal with thissubjecty but
at thesame timeg, if there has been any iater-
ference with the jurisdiction of the Provin-
cial Legislature it has been forced upon tne
Dominion by the expression of public disap-
probation in consequence of the outrageous

way in which the License Acts have been |

administered by the present officers under the
Ontario Government. Now, sir, I think, if
there is one thing more to be respected than
another, it is the temperance sentiment of
of this community, and any Government that
will take advantage of that temperance senti-

yment for the purpose of foisting upon the com-

munity legislation under the name of temper-
ance legislation, but really intended to pro-
mote party ends, is guilty of an unworthy act.
I charge that against the Mowat Government,
a great deal of delicacy was felt in dealing
with this question when it was first intro-
duced. The members of the Opposition said
they feared the Act would be used for parti-
san purpos 3, but Mr. Mowat declared that
they had no such- intention.

Oune of the
best features of the McCarthy Act is that the
meetings of the commissioners will be open to
the people and to the members of the press
instead of being held with closed doors, asjare
the meetings of the present commissioners in
Ontario, Now, when the McCarthy Act
comes intp force there will no doubt be a con-
flict of authority, and I bave no doubt Mr,
Mowat’s supporters will raise another cry of
interference with provincial rights. There is
one sensible “way of settling the question.
Let a case be agreed upon and submitted to
the Supreme Court to determine whether the
Jicensing power rests with the Ontario or
the Dominion Government, and let the people
loyally abide by the decision. If this is not
done we may have two licensing bodies dealing
with the question, and g great deal of confusion
wili arise, It will be the duty of Mr. Mowat,
but I am afraid he will not discharge that
duty to agree to such a reference to the Su-
preme Court. I will only refer to one other
matter to show the cant.rnlizin% policy of this
Government, and that is the fact that they
have taken igto their own hands the appoint-
ment of the clecks and bailiffs of Division
courts. These appointments were formerly
made by the county judges. If it was deemed
advisable to taks the power out of their
hands there was no reason why it should have
been taken by the Government. It might
have been handed over to the county councils,
and the danger of centralization so far
avoided. I want to say a few words to you
about cur educational system. I ask you,
whether the resuilt of the present system has
not been detrimental to the interests of edn-
cation ! I do not desire to make politidal at-
tacks upon the Education Departinent, but I
call your attention to the fact that leading
educationists throughout the country are
in favour of a system something like that
which exigted under Dr. Ryerson. I ask
you, do not the outcries now .being raised,
not only by the Conservative press but by
the Reformn press as well, show that there
are grievances to be remedied ? The cry
1s being raised in all parts of the pro-
vince that our ‘educational system is
getting into disrepute. We muss keep
educational matters free from party bias.

This woman was in excellent health. In
Utiea, before her marriage, she had been
noticeable for her graceful, petite figure.
Her husband was. a member of a cavalr

She
caught a severe cold while attending him in
the rude army hospital, and immediately
commenced to grow fat. Her dimensions in-
creased to such an extent that she placed
herself under medical treatment and was
sent to Detroit. The physicians at Harper
Hospital succeeded in reducing her weight to
350 pounds, and she returned home, In 1877
she again came to the hospital, where she
finally died of an accumulation of fat around
the heart, and yet, at the time of her death,
sht was comparatively emaciated, her weight
being less than two hundred pounds.

An almost analogous casegis that of Mrs,
David Moses, who is familiar to newspaper
readers as the ** fat woman of Detroit.”” This
lady, who was recently found dead in her bed
in New York city from a fatty accumulation
around the heart, was born herein 1866, She
was always inclhined to embonpoint, but it was
not until the years of her early girlhood were
passed that she began to obtain those pro-
portions which made her the object of com-
petition among cheap showmen. At the time
of her death she weighed 517 pounds.

Medicines are powerless in the treatment of
obesity. There are, however, three methods
by which a fat person can be reduced. The
first and most important thing to be consid-
ered is the diet. All starchy or saccharine
foods must be avoided ; the amount of water
used must be reduced to a minimum, aad
regnlar daily exercise must be taken. Fric-
tion of the skin is another method of treating
obesity, but the prime factors in the reduc-
tion of fat are a careful dietry and plenty of
exercise. The foolish theory which once pre-
vailed that by use of alkalies fat be
converted into soap and washed out, is no
longer heeded by medical men. It is a theory

SCROFULOUS OSTITIS. .

At a recent meeting of the students of the
‘ntario Veterinary College, Toronto, Mr. R.
M. Mason, of Mono Mills, Ont., read a paper
on the above subject, from which is_taken
the following :—This disease has been re-
corded in districts where breeding has beem
carried on, and is known in different coun-
tries by various names. Some years it pre-
vails very extensively, and appears to be
almost enzootic in England and France, By
some authorities it is said to be a constitu-
tional disease, by others as scrofulous inNits
nature, while others coasider it as essentially
pyzmic, and a_sequel to purulent omphalo
phiebitis, There are various theories brought
forward to explain the cause of the disease,
and indeed the different ideas are so contra.

dictory and conflicting that it is needless to |

refer to them. Hoilinger, however, after
carefully studying the disease and making
post mortem examinations, came to the con-
clusion that there was a complete analogy
between the aithritis of foals, espegially in
the lesions or injuries observed, and the ré-
sults noticed as a consequence of omphalitis
in mfants. In his opinion this joint
disease, with its complications, is due to
metasiatic pyemia. ln a recent publica-
tion be says that the lameness or disease of
the joints which attacks foals and calves dur.
ing the first weeks after birth is due to prim-
ary aiterations in the apparatus of circulation,
namelyy ioflammation of the umbilicus,
(navel) and umbilical vessels. He lays great
stress on the want of care which is, as a rule,
bestowed upon the navel of newly-born do-
mestic animals, and compares this neglect
with the serupulous attention paid to infants
when the cord is severed and the navel care-
fully bandaged after birth, while the former
are frequently compelled to lie in all sorts of
filth, with an open wound exposed in the
readiest manner possible’to inoculation wit
180D0US Or injurious matter, which canno
e excluded from stables, even where they
are specially built for the comfort and con-
venience of cattle.

Mr. Mason then gave an account of some
cases that bad come under his observation
while practising with Dr. Richardson, of
Paisley,’Ont., where several young colts fell
victims to the fatal malady. During the lat-
ter part ot April they were called to see two
colts, the disease showing iwself in the
torm of swelling at the joints, laboured
breathing, inability tb stand long at
a time, thickening of the umbilical cord, and
a creamy discharge from the same. There
were purulent abscesses formed on the pec-
toral muscies (located in the chest), and ulti-
mately suppuration of the joint, with con-
stipation in both cases. The freatment was
as follows :—Four ounces of castor o1l were
given to increase peristaitic or spontaneous
action of the bowels, followed by salicylate of
soda in half drachm doses, twice daily, snd
an infusion of gentian and sulphate of soda
in two drachm dozes, once a day. A poaltice
was appiied to the navel to reduce the in-
flammation, afterwards using a carbolic
dressing. Tinéture of iron was also applied
freely to the swollen joints, but this treat-
ment did not prove successful, as both colts
succumbed to the disease. Owing, howeven,
to the effects’ produced on the first animal
treated they were notd:sposed to dispense with
the remedies then used without further inves-
tigation, and ‘during the following three
months a number were given the same treat-
ment, substituting in some cases salicylic acid
for salicylate of soda. The average death
reached about fifty per cent., but in all casés
where suppuration had not set in the animals
recovere‘f, while where pus was formed the
cases invariably proved fatal.

Mercarial ointments are very effectual, but
should be used with great caution, as mer-
cury has a tendency to produce salivation,
If mercury is used in any form the animal
must be kept carefully from cold, and espe-
cially from getting wet. Sulphurisa good
remedy, but shoulg be used with the precau-
tion of keeping the animal dry after applica-
tion. The best form of employing sulphur is
to take suiphuret of potassium (liver of sal-
phur) one ounce, watet eight ounces, and ap-

ly the lotion twice a day. A practical
armer, who 1s extengively engaged in cattle
raising, recommends the following :—Digs
solve about a . pint of strong, soft soap in a
pail of warm soft water ; saturate the whole
surface of the avimal's body with it ; repeat
in half an'hour, and at the expiration of an-
other half hour take a ‘pail of clean, warm
water, and quickly and thoronghly wash out
all the soap water and dead lice ; then pat
the animal in a warm stable and cover it
with a dry blanket. .

PINK-EYE IN HORSES.

G. M,, Harkaway.—1. **I have a team of
norses whose front legs are beginning to
swell. Icannot see anything else the matter
with them excepting they are drowsy and
sleepy. What 18 the matter with them, and
what remedies would you suggest? 2. Also,
please give the symptoms of pink-eye and
remedies to combat n.’; .

1. Possibly your horses are taking a slight
attack of influenza, or pink-eye. Give them
one drachm jodide of potassium morning and
night. Keep them in well vegtilated stables,
and feed on small quantities of boiled oats
and flaxseed. \

The puff on hock you refer to is no detri-
ment to the horse’s stozk, and if he is other-

wise well formed it should not interfere with
him for show purposes.

SWELLING ON HIP JOINT.

Iroquors,—** I have a horse 14 years old.
Four months ago I noticed a difference in his
gait while travelling, and two months later I
recognized & pecaliar swelling on the bip
joint, It is 8o hard you cannot make an im-
preseion on 1%, asnd he flinches when it is
rubbed. .

But when the os calcis
is short, forming & short, pointed hock, the
leverage, or mechanical Power, 18 injuriously
diminished, leaving too much for the/fother
arts of the joint to perform, and concussion
fs the common consequence, followed by
inflammation and lameness, sometimes con-
nected with ourbs, af other times spavins or
thorough-pins ; and it is not an uncommon
case to see all threeof these diseasesin the hack
at one time. There are other hocks, formed
otherwise, which are even more disposed to
curbs than the one just mentioned, such as
the sickie, or cow-hocked horse,—National
Live Stock Journal, Chicago.

SBugar Beet Culture in Quebec,

MoxTREAL, Nov. 19,—The beet root sugar
manufagture, which was believed to be a
great failure in this province, has been re-
vived this year, and under new, improved,
and economical management promises £ be
a great success hereafter.

. The following particulars have been l:l;:-
}:lied on the subject : The'o ions of the
actory at West Farnham have been com-
pletely satisfactory this year. Various im-
provements were made in the machinery,
which effected a diminution in the staff re-
quired for the working. The directors re-
solved upon the adoption as far as possible of
& new policy this year, :

The works were run withJthirty men less
than in former years, and the working
expenses were reduced by $300 per week.
This year’s crop of beets has already been
converted into syrup and sugar, and the
refinery is about to begin operations, The
farmers who have been cultivating the beets
for the factory are remarkably well satisfied
with the returns made, some of which are
very encouraging. Messrs. Dufresne, of St.
Pié, have realized as much as $64 from half
an acre of beets; Amadée Rainville, Ste.
Marie, $325 from smix #res, and Joseph
Hughes, $55 from half an acre, .

Ploughing Land in the Fall,

A correspondent of the Couniry Gentleman
says -—‘‘ It seems tome that it would be a
most excellent plan for farmers who have
time this fall to plough their stubble land in-
stead of waiting until next spring, Some
farmers merely scarify the surface of the soi}
in the spring, preparatory to putting in the
seed, and when such a course is pursued, the
land should also be well ploughed. Land
that is to be ploughedin spring should also be
ploughed this fall. If it is clay, a fall slough-
g will expose the soil to the air and frost.
The land peed not be very carefully ploughed ;
it is enough if it is turned over and laid up,
80 that water will not lie upon it in spring, I
think that the land ploughed this fall, and
again in spring, will prove more profitable, no
matter what crop is raised. If land isto be
sowed in the usual manner in spring, I would
prefer to have it spring ploughed than
ploughed in fall. Batif farmers would pul-
verize the soil as deep.as they plough, I would
prefer to have land fall ploughed.

“I also think that land ploughed up
loose in the fall will be more apt to retain
tertilizing properties from rains'and snows
than when not ploughed. It is quite clear
that fall-ploughed Iand loses nothing by the
additional cultivation. It is alsoa good prac-
tice to throw out all the stones that come in
the way of the plough, on the plonghed land,
and afterward draw them away .to usein
draips o7 walls, There is more time to do
this work in the fall than in the spging. Few
fapmers _have time to do much at ing
land in spring.”. .

- SHE DATRY.

The T'ribune and Farmer says that as farm-
ers are utilizing the whey procured from
creameries by feeding to the pigs, they should
bear in mind that whey is only a portion of
the milk, and also the poorest part. When
feeding it, 1f for growing pigs, thicken it,with
ground oats, but for hogs that are being fat-
tened use corn meal with it, Whey may not,
of itself, be very nutritious, but 1t -answers
well from a dietary point of view.

-A writer fn the Mirror and Farmer thus
treats of rennet in domestic cheese-making.
The rennet of a calf, five or ten days old or
one that has lived wholly on milk, should be
selected for use. The calf should be allowed
to make a moderate meal eighteen or twenty
hours before killing. The calf may be fed for
the last time at night and kilied the next
noon, When the rennet is removed from the
calf it should be bandled with great care.
The contents should be carefully emptied,
turning the sack inside ont,  Any specks of
dirt or hairs should be picked off. If further
cleansing is necessary it may be carefully
rinsed by laying it in a dish of water or wip-
ing 1t with a moist cloth. Water should not
be poured upon it. When sufficiently cleans-
ed it should be lightly raised and stretched
upon a crotched or bent stick and allowed to
dry.

There is possibly no more repulsive sight
than-a ¢ow stable in which dirty cattle are
housed, the Sanitarian thinks. Tt has been
demongtrated that cows neglected in this re-
spect fail $o0 yield a perfect flow of milk, and
it is reasonable to suppose that such is the
cage. The richest of food may be given to
them, but if condition in the stalis is neglected
they will not thrive. The foul odour of a
filthy stable must necessarily permeate not
only the animal’s hide, but it has been proved
that the meat of.stall-fed steers fattened
under these circumstances 18 unwholesome ;
moreover, the milk, even during the period
of milking, is liable to absorb the filthy
emapations from such stables and to become
absolutely poisonous. It would seem, therer
fore, reasonable that owners and dealers in
cattle and milk should appreciate the im-
portance of cleanliness and its relation to
health, éven as a qource of profit.

New Method of Washing Butter,

A new method of washing butter has been
patented in Germany. As soon as gathered
in the churn in partizles: about a tenth of an
xoh im.size, it is transferred to a centrifugal
machine, whose drum is pierced with holes
and hiped with a linen sack that is finally
taken out with the butter, As soon as the
machine is set in rapid motion the butter-
milk -begins escape; a spray of water
thrown into theWevolving drum washes out
all foreign matter adhering to the butter ; this
washing is kept up till the wash-water comes
away clean, and the revolution is then con-
tinned tili the last dr? of water is removed,
as clothes are dried in the centrifugal
wringer ; the dry butter is then taken 'out,
moulded, and packed, It is claimed that the
product thusso fully and quickly freed from
all impurities, without any working or knead-
ing, has a finer flavour, aroma and grain. and
better keeping qualities than when prepared
for market in the ordinary way.

These are hatd facts,
and not fancies, In four years’ continuous
dairying, both summer and winter, . with an
average of forty cows, I have found the above
statements as to the yield to be invariably
correct, and also the butter to contain a larger
percentage of butter fats.”

Deputation Walt Upon Attorney-General
as to Procuring Their Immigratton,

A deputation of gentlemen, interested in

the Canada West d Agency Company,
waited upon the Attorney-General on Friday
afternoon with the object of urging upon the
Government the desirability of making great-
er efforts to induce $cnant farmers from
Great Britain to emigrate to this province,

" Hon. G. W. ArraN, who actel! as spokes-
maan for the deputation, stated that their ob-
ject was to induce the Government to.make
special efforts to attract to this province
that very desirable class of English immi-
grants composed of tenant farmers and gen-
tlemen of independent but small means. He
pointed out that admirable as the efforts of
the Dominion and Ontario Governments to
attract the stream of immigration to this
country had been, they had yet failed in
reaching the class hevb;‘\x referred to. The
company Wwhich he  represented had been
formed with the objeet of making the British
farmers acquainted with the desirable invest-
mente which existed in Ontario for British
farmers with capital,

to the class referred'to, and had also circu-
lated large numbers of the Canadian Farm
Journal, a publicatipn which contained lists
of the improved farmswhich are for sale
the different counties of the province. The
company had no lands $o sell, and therefore
made no money by their effofts. It would
be hardly fair that they,should spend all the
money they had in promoting the object 1
view, and they suggested thatif the Govern-
ment should on consideration come to the
conclusion that their efforts were worthy of
recognition, that they should co-operate with
them in the enterprise they had undertaken.
The company had this year settied 100 people
in Ontario, and had also brought out 80 farm
pupils, who would in course of time take up
farms here.

FEW ESCAPED UNHURT.

The engine completely imbedded itself.in
the car, the engers being thrown
forward, and then the boiler expioded, one
Pieee being forced entirely through the car.
The car was filled with steam and boiling
water, - Mrs. Henderson and daughter were
frightfully injared. and died almost instantly
from inhalatlon of steam. L. G. Pease, of
Dwight, was killed from scalding and a cut in
the head. Humisten, a wealthy farmer liv-
ing near Kaneville, was killed by a severe cut
on the head. He was on his way to attend
the funeral of his brother at Pontiac. Rev.
Samuel Dickover, presiding elder of the
Germap Evangelical church, was badly cut
about the head and scalded. He was shortly
after taken from the car.

None of the forward cars or per-
sons* ‘in  them were more than badly
shaken up. The freight train was,
contrary to rules, running nearer than five
minutes behind the passenger train, but had
an drder from the train despatcher to do so.

The result would be
that a uniform system of making the letters
would then be adopted ; every pupil in our
schoals would have a critical knowledge of
the alphabet, and it only lay with the teach-
ers in advanced rooms to add gracefulness
and rapidity, which could easily be accom.
plished by practice,

_The Hamilton Teachers' Association is
divided into sections, each of which hollls
monthly meetings. The inspector Presents a
report of his observations during his visits to
theseveral classes, The object of these meet-
ings is to discues this report, and by a discus-
sion of good and bufomothod- to adopt
some good uniform method of mauagement,
and of teaching the several “subjects of the
school course, and thus to unify and im-
prove the teaching in all the city schools,
At the meeting on Friday 'evening last he
placed on the biackboard the following mis-

America will have to look to art schools for
skilled workmen in the fature,

It is a great mistake to imagine that the
pursuit of learning is injurious to health. We
see that studious men live as long as persons
of any other profession. History will confirm
the truth of this observation. In fact, the
regular, calm, and aniform life of a student,
conduces $o health, and removes many incon-
veniences and dangers which might otherwise
assault it, provided that the superfluous heat
of the constitution be assuaged by moderate
exercise, and the habit of the body be not
overcharged - with a quantity of aliment in-
compatible with a sedentary life,—Huef,

Professor Huxley said in a recent lecture :
—*I have said before, I 'r@5éat it here,
thatif a man cannot pet?litérdry culture of
the highest kind ont of ‘his’Bible, and Chau-
cer, and Shakespeare, and Milton, and
Hobbes, and Biahop Berkeley, to mention
only a few of our illustrious writers—I say
if he cannot get it out of those writers, he
cannot get 1t out of anything; and I would
assuredly devote a very large portion of the
time of every English child to the careful
study of the models of English writing of
such varied and wonderfal kind as we pos-
sess, and what is still more important, and
still more neglected, the habit of using that
language with precision.and with force and
with art. I fancy we are almost the only
nation in the world who seem to think ﬁﬁ“
composition comes by nature. The French
attend to their own language. the Germans
study theirs ; but Englishmen do not seem
to think it worth their while,” :
