Here are the facts in the case: |

A. W. Hay of Woodstock, chair-
man of the Farm Settlement Board,
has been a farmer all his life, until
two years ago when he cold the large
farm which he had been operating |
at Lower Woodstock. He was a suc- |
cessful farmer, and breeder of Clydes- |
dale horses and other pur(n‘|
bred stock. It is asserted
that there is no man in
New Brunswick with a better know-
ledge of the quality and value of
agricultural land than Mr. Hay.

James Gilchrist, of St. John, the
Secretary of the Farm Settlement
Board, is a practical farmer, who is|
now operating the farm in Kings|
county onto which he moved with his
father when eight vears of age. Mr.
Gllchrist took charge of ‘the farm
twenty five years ago. Whether or not
he is a practical farmer can best be
determined, perhaps, from what he
has accomplished. When he toox
over the farm it would only support
thirty head of stock, the buildings on
it were poor, and there was a mort-
gage of $2000 on the farm. Out of the
earnings of the farm the mortgage
has been paid off, the buildings have
all been vastly ifmproved, the stab
ies all having concrete floors and
running water in them; an orchard of
800 trees has been planted and is now
coming into bearing. At present from
40 to 50 head of cattle and 6 horses
are wintered on the farm, which an-
nually produces a car load of hay,
besides what is fed to the stock;
from 500 to 600 bushels of grain:
from 1000 to 2000 bushels of tur-
nips, and other smaller crops.

T. W. Butler, of Milltown, Char-
lotte Co. is the third member of the
Farm Settlement Board. Mr. Butler
was born and brought up on a farm.
He farmed all his early life, has kept
fn close touch with farming all the
time, and at present is assisting his
son in working a farm a short dis-
tance from St. Stephen. His excel
lent judgment in farm values and
quality of soil has been exercised .n
the purchase of a number of farms
for the Board in Charlotte
county and there has never
been a complaint from any set
tler who has located on a farm
purchased by him.

The Advisory Board is composed
of Capt. J. E. Masters, of Moncton,
C'hairman; A. B. Wilmot of Burton;
and Ald. C. C. Hayward of Newcastle.
The funetion of the Advisory Board
s to advise the Government and
Farm Settlement Board on business
matters in commection with the work
of farm settl t, and bust ab-
flity rather than knowledge of farm-
fng is tho chief qualification requir-
ed in its members.
