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‘“Not this man, but Barabbas. Now Barab-
bas was a robber.”’—-John xviii., 40:

My text this morning carries us away
back some eighteen centuries and a half.
A famous trial is going on, the trial of
Jesus before Pontius Pilate, a trial in
which the whole world, throughout all
ages, has an interest. There have been
famous trials both before and since the
trial of Jesus, in which men have felt
much interest, and rightly so, for it is,
and must be every man’s interest, that
truth and right be maintained in the
courts of justice. But this trial over-
shadows every other in interest and im-
portance, and for this reason among
others, that every man has a real personal
interest in it.

Some years ago, there was a famous
trial in the British law-courts—I refer
to that of the Tichborne claimant—in
which the whole civilized world felt an
interest, and watched the proceedings
from day to day with an anxious sympathy.
And yet the decision in the case whether
Just or unjust, was of no material advan-
tage or disadvantage in any respect to
to the millions of on-lookers; did not
affect an interest they had ; made them
neither richer nor poorer, better mnor
worse.

Now, am I right in saying, that not
halfthe interest has been shewn atany one
time in the trial of Jesus by the world
generally, as was taken at the time in the
trial of the Tichborne claimant, notwith-
standing the fact, that the decision of
the judgein the trial of Jesus has affected,
and does affect still, and will go on affect-
ing forever, every interest that every
man has, or can have? It is not a dead
issue this—a something that has long
since ceased to be of importance to the
ages. No. If there is a living question
before the world to-day—a question
worthy of men’s earnest consideration,
the trial of Jesus is that question ; and if
we are not interested in it, I have only
to say this, we ought to be interested in
it, for it is bound up with every interest
we have, and it is to shew you what a
great practical interest we have in it that
I am bringing the subject before you
to-day.

And first, let us understand, if we can,
just how the matter stands, what the
trial is about, and what this cry of the
populace means, “not this man, but
Barabbas.”

Some three years before,a youngman of
humble but respectable parentage, set out
as the founder of christianity and reform
of the world. He claimed to be sent by
God; and to be the son of God ; and, with

the spirit and power of God possessing |

His soul, He entered upon His great
work. He made no display, got up no
popular cry, did nothing extravagant or
out of the way to attract the world’s at-
tention to Him or His work, anua took no
advantage of the credulity and simplicity
and sensationalism of the people to gain
adherents. He went about His work
with a quiet earnestness. Whatever He
did He did in an open straightfoward man-
ner, seekingout the poorest and neediest
and vilest of the people and telling them
the good news of salvation, interesting
_ and instructing them by means of His
beautiful parables, and when there was
an occasion for it, exerting His miracle-
power on their behalf. He wasin earnes.
He felt that His inessage was all-important
to the world. He took every opportunity
of pressing His claims upon the attention
of the people, and of leading them to
think and enquire as to the truth of what
He taught ; but He never brought any
undue influence to bear upon them. He
was no demagogue, no popular leader,
no miserable sectarianist who had his
own little party-interests to advance, no
political agitator, no wild revolutionist.
It must be admitted, of course, that
His doctrines were such that they must
1 ecessarily affect the interests of both
the church and state of the day. They
were revolutionary in their tendencies,
although not necessarily so in their mode
of operation. Theirinfluencebegan deep
down at the very roots of society, and
the change effected being a radical ore,
it was only a question of time for the
whole social and nationel and world tree,
trunk and branches, leaves and fruit, to
be changed, too, But the natural way
for the change to take place, according to
the great fundamental principles of His
system of spiritual reform, was by growth,
not by revolution.

It was soon felt, however, by those who
were interested in the permanency of the
old institutions, that the power was slowly
but surely slipping out of their hands;
and they saw that if something was not
done to stay the tide of new ideas flowing
in upon them, all would be lost. The
Pharisees were alarmed. The priestsand
rulers woke up to the fact that the youth-
ful reformer was making his influence
felt in every direction, and was inaugura-
ing, in spite of all they could do to the

contrary, anew era that would ultimately
sweep them from place and power. But
what was to be done? They very soon
made up their minds what they would do,
and they were not very particular as to
what it was they would do. They would
do anything that would promise success.
They would get up an agitation to put
Him down. They would excite the peo-
ple’s prejudices against His doctrines.
They would plot His ruin. And they did
8o, and after a while, through intrigue and
deception, they succeeded. They got him
into their hands, and dragged him before
the courts—the ecclesiastical court as an
impostor and blasphemer, and the civil
court as an enemy of the government, a
would-be king, a revolutionist, a subverter
of the laws, and a ringleader of the
people.

Now, it is as before the civil court, the
Roman tribunal, that we have to do with
Him to-day. Early in the morning the
Jewish leaders and a multitude of the
people drag Jesus bound to the official
residence of the procurator. They want
to get his sanction to put him to death.
It deesn’t appear tnat they expected
Pilate to go into any investigation of the
case himself. He had the right to do it,
and it was his duty to do it; but, more
than once, he had taken for granted that
the proceediugs of the Sanhedrim were
all right and had simply sanctioned them,
and their hope is that he will do so to-day.
Pilate comes out to them, and he sees at
a glance that there is something wrong.
The proceedings are evidently those of a
lawless mob, not of a court of justice.
He refuses tosign off-hand, and upon their
credit and at their bidding, the death
warrant of a man like this. He insists
upon an investigation. He asks what are
the charges they have against him. They
are taken aback. However, there is no
help for it, and they there and then for-
mulate certain charges. They charge
Him with perverting the nation, forbid-
ding to give tribute to Csesar, and assert-
ing Hig claims to be king. Pilate takes
Jesus into the house and he examines
him. After a while he comes out to the
people, and he says to them, “I have ex-
amined Him, and I find no fault in him.”

They are wild with fury. They threaten
an insurrection. - Pilate hardly knows
what to do. He is afraid of their savage
threats. - He knows the Jews do not like
him any too well. He wavers. He tries
to get out of it. He reminds the people
that it is a custom of his to release on the
passover-week a prisoner, and he proposes
to release Jesus. But they will not have
Jesus. They prefer Barabbas,a notorious
insurrectionist, and a robber and mur-
derer. “Not this man, but Barabbas,”
the mob bellows. Whatis he todo? He
has not the courage to do the right, re-
gardless of consequences. So he washes
his hands, and gives up Jesus to be cruci-
fied, and lets the murderer live !

I come to speak next of the relations
which we bear to the trial of Jesus and
how it affects our interests. This trial is
not a mere matter of history, an event
that occurred long ago, and only of inter-
est to us as a historical fact. No. As I
have already intimated, it is 4 living ques-
tion, and we have to take it up, each one
for himself, as if it had never been taken
up before, and come to some practical
decision as to its merits, and abide by the
consequences. We denounce, perhaps,
the dastardliness of Pilate and the wick-
edness of the Jews; but, let us under-
stand this, that we have as much to do
with the trial of Jesus as Pilate and the
Jews had, and let us see to it, that we, at
least, do right in the case. This trial is
still goiugon. Itis going on here to-day.
It is going on in our streets every day.
It is going on in our places of business.
It is going on in our homes. It is going
on everywhere. The question is for ever
coming up in some shape or form, and in
a way that we cannot buv take up and
answer, “Jesus or Barabbas? Jesus or
Barabbas ?”

When Pilate’s wife awoke the morning
of the trial, she sent word to him to have
nothing to do with Jesus, for she had a
terrible dream about Him; but Pilate
had to do with him, whether he would or
not. He warhed his hands; and tried to
clear himself of any responsibility in the
matter ; but he could not clear himself.
He was guilty. The blood of Jesus stuck
fast to him, and no washing of his could
wash it off from him. He snappishly said
to the Jews, ¢ Your king!” Jesus, how-
ever, was his king quite as much as the
Jews’ king ; and He brought the matter
home to Pilate’s conscience in a way that
he felt, that his Romanism did not and
could not, exonerate him from the claims
of truth.

And how many there are to-day who,
like Pilate and his wife, do not want to
have anything to do with Jesus. They
are ready enough to admit, perhaps, that
He is a just man. They can find no fault
with Him. They have a high regard for
His character. They admire His noble
hife. They speak well of his labors of
love. They give Him credit for doing
much good, introducing a glorious world-
reform, and awakening men to higher
ideas of life and duty and hope. They

believe in religion, and they believe in

the christian religion, and they are reli-
gious. At all events they want to be
thought religious. Who is the man—
where will you find him,  who does not
claim to have more or less of religion
about him ? His hold upon the world to
come may be very slight, but, slight as it
is, he would not like to give it up, and do
without it altogether. The most of men
want to have religion enough to take
them to heaven when they die. And so
they keep on atrending church, and are
going the weary round of certain religious
duties. All the time, however, they take
very good care not to have anything to do
with Jesus. They do business without
him. They farm without him. . They
buy and sell without him. They shut him
out of their counting-houses, and stores,
and banks, and homes, and hearts. “A
very good man,” they will say; “did a
great work for the world ; but we prefer
doing without Him."”

But men cannot do without Jesus.
They might as well talk about doing with-
out the air they breathe, or the food they
eat, or the water they drink, or the world
they live in, as talk about doing without
Jesus, for he is bound up with every in}
terest they have. He has so intensified
himself with men, and their interests and
affairs, that He has to be taken into ac-
count in all that they do. They may, of
course, ignore Him, and live and act as if
there were no Christ; but their ignoring
him does not exclude him from a hand
in their affairs. Whether they will or
not, they have todowih him. Theyhave
no choice in the matter. Inten thousand
ways He makes them understand that
there is a hand at work, and it is His
hand, doing or undoing, making or marr-
ing, influencing, controlling, directing’
moving, shaping everything.

Here is a merchant. He says, “What
have I to do with the trial of Jesus? I
dont profess to be christian.” I leave
matters of this kind to others, and attend
to my own business.” And he buys and
sells as if there was no Jesus, and as if
there was no trial of Jesus goingon. But
he cannot do it. Nothing may be said
about it, but all day long; down in yon
shop of his on Water street, there is a
trial going on, and with his yard-
stick he is deciding whether it is to be
Jesus or Barabbas.

- To the most of men life is full of com-
mon-places. There is nothing serious,
grand, solemn, awful in it. They meet
and part, walk and rest, buy and sell, go
and come, live and die, and there is little
to take a note of. Theyteead the weary
round of life with very little higher ideas
as to what it is than the stupid gin-horse.
But the dullest common-places of life,
when looked at right, are sublime. The
web of life we are weaving from day to
day may be hodden-gray, not a thread of
scarlet and gold in it ; but pevertheless,
the hodden-gray of life, because it is life,
is not gray but golden. The plainest,
humblest, dullest, most common-:place life
hasits sublimities. The man Jesusis both
God and man,and I am not speaking
wickedly when I say that every man is
in some sense God and man. We tread
the weary round of duty from day to day:
and care not much what we do orhow we
doit ; but when we look at the sublimities
of this life of ours, when we think of all
that is being won or lost when we doright
or wrong, when we come to know that
the trial of Jesus is going on amid life's
common-places, and when we realise that
the interests of our souls for all eternity
are at stake, then we begin to understand
that life is more than many think it is.
Oh what it is tolive! What interests are
at stake! How thoughtfully and watch-
fully we should live, for so much may be
gained or lost by our taking a single false
step? We do wrong, and think we are
making money out of the transaction, at-
taining to honor and power, and crowning
ourselves with glory. But looked at in
another aspect—looked at in the right
aspect, it is neither more nor less than
this : “Not this man, but Barabbas.”

I come to speak still further of the
dread alternative of not taking Jesus. If
not this man, then it is Barabbas, and
Barabbas was a robber. That was how
the matter stood with regard to the Jews.
It was Jesus, or Barabbas, and they chose
the murderer. It was a bad- choice, a
choice fatal to their interests as a people,
a choice that whelmed them in national
ruin; but having made the choice, they
had to abide by it.

" And it is still Jesus or Barabbas. The
choice we have to-day is not between a
good and a better, or between a good and
the best ; but it is between the begt and
the worst. Youdo not want to choose
perhaps. You want to have nothing to
do with the great trial that is going on.
You want to be neutral in the life-strug-
gle. You prefer to make no choice at
all, neither Jesus nor Barabbas. But you
cannot be neutral. I have tried to shew
you that. You are deciding one way or
the other every step you are taking in
life.
deciding. Out on the street you are de-
ciding. Sittingin your pew there listening
to this sermon you are making a decision.

Whether you will or not you have to make

Down in your shop yonder you are-
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your choice. And the choice you make
is either Jesus or Barabbas.

You ask, “Can we not choose a good
that is a real good without choosing
Jesus? We are here to-day. We like to
be here. We prefer being in the house
of God on the Sabbath. We enjoy the
preaching of the gospel. But we have
not yet made up our minds to go as far
as make an out and out choice of Jessus
nor have we yet made up our minds to
reject Him. Can we not then remain
where we are? Can we not enjoy the
choice we have made, without going
further ?” :

My answer to that is, No; you cannot
remain where you are. The choice you
have made so far is no choice at all. It
cannot satisfy your own conscience, and
it is not satisfactory to God. Jesus will
have no compromise with the world, and
that is really what your choice is. He
will be either wholly yours or not at all
yours. Where you are, you are halting
between two opinions, and while God
may patiently wait on your coming up to
the only safe standing-ground, He cannot
let you stay there,and He will not let you
stay there. Everything is pressing you
forward to a decision, and a decision you
must come to whether you will or not;
and your decision, when it is come to,
will be Jesus or Barabbas.

This halting between two 6pinions, this
being almost & christian, this stopping
short of the truth as it is in Jesus, this
trying to be satisfied with something less
than a whole-hearted surrender to the Son
of God, is a dangerous state to be in. I
know men like it. It is neither too hot
nor too cold for them. The responsibility
is not great. Not much is expected of
them, and they do as little or as much as
they feel-disposed, and usually they are
not disposed to do very much. It is thus
a comfertable state to be in. But I want
to presg this home upon you, that it is a
most déngerous state to be in. There is
no salvation in that state, To stay there,
I don’t care how near the pulpit, or how
near the cross, or how near eternal life, is
to perish. Souls are perishing there in
those pews as fast as anywhere else, per-
haps faster. There is no permanency in
that state, and one of the worst features
about it is, that those in it are just as lia-
able to go back as come forward—I think
I would be safe in saying they are more
liable to go back than to come forward.
How often have I seen men come on and
om, nearer and nearer to the truth, until
they were all but christians. ~Oh, it is
most interesting to see souls waking up
to their duties and responsibilities, and
to amappreciation of the truth as it is in
Jesus! But very often, just when I have
expected them to take the final step, they
have stopped short, as if thcy were far
enough, and farther they would not go,
and all has been lost. Satan made them
believe that because they had got as far
as the church, and as far as a good moral
life, and as far as profession, they were
all right, whereas, by stopping short of a
whole-hearted surrender to Jesus, they
really and practically said with the Jews,
% Not this man, but Barabbas.”

Numbers of church-goers are making
themselves believe, because they are
chureh-geers, that they have chosen Jesus.
But they have no#: chosen Jesus. Ask
them to profess Christ. Ask them to

‘own Him before:tnen.- Ask them tocome

to the Lord’s table next Sabbath. And
will they do it? No; they will refuse.
They are not prepared to take that step.
The truth is, they are deceiving thein-
selves. They are choosing, and they
don’t know it. They are saying, “ Not
this man,” and although you cannot get
them to say the other, “but Barabbas,”
still it comes to that.

Oh, friends, let us understand just how
it is with us! I hope we do not want to
go through life and into eternity with a
lie in our right hand. I hope we want to
krow the truth, however unpleasant it
may be. And the truth certainly is, that
if we will not have Jesus as He offers
Himself, as our King and Saviour, as our
Shepherd and Redecmer, the only alter-
native is, we must take Barabbas, and all
Barabbas represents. Jesus is on trial
before us to-day. The world is about
Him. Some are saying he is a good man.
He is the Son of God, the Saviour of the
world. He isworthy of our love and faith.
He is true asthe truth’s self, and glorious
with the glory of God, aud they gladly
choose Him as the all in all to their souls.
Others, however, are condemning Him.
They see no beauty in him. They despise
him. They mock his name and cast re-
proach upon his cross. They will not
have the man Jesus to reign over them,
and they turn their backs upon all his
claims. “Not this man,” they say ; “not
this man, rather Barabbas than this man.”
Now, one or other of the two parties you
must belongto. How then do you stand ?
Where are you, friends? The church
and the world wait to know just where
yow are. ls it Jesus, or is it Barabbas?
One or other it must be. You cannot sit
here looking like a christian, and then
go down ths streét to-morrow and in a
business transactién ‘wrong your brother
man. That is Barabbas ; and you cannot

have Barabbas down in your shop and

Jesus in church. I know some are trying
it. Butit will not work. It must be
Jesus here and there too, else it is Ba-
rabbas here as well as there. Which is
it?

But you cannot get a great many to say
in words what their choice is. They will
sit and sit, and you do not know what
they are. But wordsare not necessary to
a choice. How do they live? Is it Jesus
or Barabbas in life with them, in their
business transactions, in their pleasures,
in their companionships? If we have
chosen the world, chosen its riches,
chosen its vanities, chosen its society,
chosen its interests and prospects, we
have said, “not this man, but Barabbas.”

Some of you have chosen Jesus. You
have cast in your lot wirh the people of
God. Your earnest life-endeavor is to
have Him in His right place everywhere.
in your family, in your business, in your
pleasures. ; ;

But how many are practically saying
“Not this man”? Oh, my friends, your
choice is a fatal one! Not to take Jesus,
is to take Barabbas. Itis to throw the
door of your heart open to every evil.
You think you can choose your company-
You can take only as mrch of the world
or as little as you please. But you will
find out before you are through with it,
that in choosing the world, that you have
to take thé world as it is, and the world
as it is, is Barabbas,arobberrobbing your
soul of Salvation, a murderer, murdering
your peace. Oh, is it too late to ask you
to reconsider your choice? No. To-day
you may choose right. To-day Jesus is
before you, and He says, ¥ Take me. I
will bless you and glorify you.”

TUPPER GOES TO THE COUNTRY.

Should the incredible occur and the
Conservatives succeed at the June elec-
tions, Sir Charles Tnpper will be the only
possible leader of the Government, owing
to the feebleness of constitution of Sir
John A. Macdonald. His will be the
directing mind, his the Tory policy, even
though Sir John should remain the
nominal Premier for a time, and Sir
Leonard take some little time in select-
ing a fat morsel to retire with. What
Sir John asks the country to do for him
is to elect a majority in support of a
Ministry to be headed by Tupper. That
would be enough to sink the Tory craft,
it it were not already overloaded with an
injurious policy and an infamous admin-
istrative record.

The speech of Sir Charles Tupper on
the budget well illustrates one peculiarity
of his chara-ter. It begins, proceeds, and
ends with hardy falsehoods. Men have
existed who were as ready to utter un-
truths, but we think it would be hard to
name one who did or does exhibit so
audacious a preference for the untrue. It
is not that Sir Charles misrepresents, not
that he mingles truth with falsehoods
so that to ‘seperate them is difficult, not
that he insinuates what is contrary to the
fact. His method is artless, bold, straight-
forward assertions of what every one who
hears him knows to be false. With a
bellow he asserts that he was always a
Protectionist; he roars out that the tax
on coal reducesits price to the consumer;
hoarsely shouts that the Government is
econo.mical; his amazed audience would
scarcely have been startled to hear him,
with a howl, declare himself to be an
honest man. He is the orator of the in-
credible, the great ignorer of such a thing
as fact. To insult intelligence is his de-
light. He will come to Toronto, we dare
say, and boldly tell the people who have
paid the coal tax that it has put money
in their pockets. ’

The hardihood of his falsification is not
more Tremarkable than the nakedness
of his jobbery. The pickpocket to whom
his present colleague compared him,
taking a purse with a full knowledge of
the owner, and then shaking it under the
latter’s nose with an assurance that noth-
ing had been stolen from him, would not
be one particle less audacious than Sir
Charles in the Carillon, Section B, and
Moody frauds. = These jobs were “gross as
a mountain, open, palpable.” Tupper
does not even pretend to furnish an ex-
cuse for them, except the assertion that
he was not dishonest “in his mind.”

This brawling, bullying, reckless, cor-
rupt, roaring, Bull of debate, brags of the
thick hide which renders him callous. to
the reproaches and the contempt with
which he is universally regarded. He
calls his disregard for truth and decency
“ courage !” On his insensibility to shame
is founded his claim to the leadership of
his party.

The Conservatives of Canada have been
dragged through much mire in their ser-
vile following of their party chiefs, but
we doubt whether they will accept the
lead of Tupper. Sir John has always
practised corruption as a political art, as
a means to power ; Sir Charles practises
politics as a business which affords oppor-
tunities for filling his own pockets. Even

dyed-in-the-wool Tories will hesitate to
follow the professional politician who has
grown rich as he has grown notori-
ous, and it is very certain that the
electors of the Dominion will not endure

a Government headed by such & man.—
Toronto Globe.

TRAGIC END.
A STORY OF DISAPPOINTED LOVE.

Niaeara Favnts, Ont., Feb. 28.—A sad
romance, connecting the history of one
who was once the leading belle ot this
village, has been town talk for the past
week. Amelia Taylor, the daughter of a
storekeeper at Niagara Falls, was teu
years ago the favorite of many suitors.
She was then but seventeen, beautiful,
and endowed with a_classical education,
combined with rare musical accomplish-
ments. She inherited the ambition and
energetic traits of character, and down to
her death her life was one of many sacri-
fices. Among the suitors for her hand
was one Charles Wilson, a handsome, rol-
licking young fellow, the son of a wealthy
grocer and a respectable citizen here.
She showed him so much favor that the
gossips intimated that their fortunes
would be united some day, but fate or-
dained a different future for them.

THE FIRST CLOUD.

Chatles Wilson's parents were rich and
proud, and objected to the union on the
ground that Amelia was far below their
son socially, and positively forbade their
marriage. Amelia’s bright hopes van-
ished. Charles Wilson was true to his
love, but respected the wishes of his pa-
rents and his two sisters, who are the
belles of society at the Falls. Eight years
ago Amelia, tiring of this village, and leav-
ing her father, went to Rochester. While
there she became acquainted with Dr:
Peer, a dentist, and after a short court-
ship came to Drummeondville with him,
and was married. Her marriage fell
heavily upon young Wilson, who yet loved
Amelia, with whom, it is said, he corres-
ponded after her marriage.

BROKEN VOWS.

Mrs. Peer’s first year of wedded life was
indeed a happy one, but after that her
husband became addicted to the company
of fast women, which aroused the jealousy
of his wife. Eighteen months after their
nuptials, Dr. Peer was found in his rooms
with a handkerchief covering his face
saturated with chloroform. Betore medi-
cal aid could be brought to bear he died.
Mrs. Peer then came to Niagara Falls,
where she remained for two years in her
father’s store as elerk. But life was too
dreary for her, and she left for Rochester
again, where she remained but a short
time. After a time she went to New
York and became & saleswoman in a large
millinery house.

DEATH FROM RAT POISON.

About eight o'clock on the night of
February 15th, 1882, Mr. Hardy stepped
into the dining-room to tell Mrs. Peer of
his trip, when she exclaimed :—* Don't
come near me, for my breath is disagree
able. I have taken rat poison.” Mr.
Hardy smelled phosphorous, but he paid
no attention to Mrs. Peer’s remarks, not
having any idea that she had taken
enough to do any harm. Towards mid-
night she was seized with violent pains,
and despite every effort of two physicians
she died about five o’clock on the morn-
ing of February 16th. Coroner Brady -
took charge of the case, and discovered
that Mrs. Peer had purchased poison os-
tensibly for rats, and had playfully re-
marked to her servant that it was not
injurious to human beings, and pointed
to the label as proof of her asserfion.

Charles Wilson, when he heard of Mrs.
Peer’s death, was stricken with grief, and
was one of the principal mourners at the
funeral. Since the death of Mrs. Peer he
has apparently lost all interest in busi-
ness, and has become despondent and

reckless.

TaE Froops 1N ARrkansas.— HELENa,
Ark., Feb. 19.—For three weeks it has
ra ned almost daily, until now there is
but a dreary watery waste between.
Memphis and Vicksburg; extending 15
miles inland from either bank. The
destruction of dwellings, stock, and lands
cannot be estimated. There have been
innumerable breaks in the levees, and
the outlook for the future is anything
but hopeful. Cattle and hogs have been
drowned by hundreds, barns swept away
and their contents wasted, mules and
horses suffering, and the loss to planters
by these mishaps will cramp their facilit-
ies for putting in- crops for the year.
This condition of affairs exists to an
alarming extent in the largest cotton
growing counties of the Mississippi valley
Starvation threatens many poor people
whose homes line the bank of the over-
flowed streams. In some instances,
negroes, hogs and mules are all gathered
in cabins awaitiug the receding of the
waters. The latest break occurred
Friday night above Austin, Miss. This
will overflow the country for a distance
of 35 miles.

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THAT INVESTIGATION.

The similarity which exists between
great minds is well illustrated by articles
which appeared in the Capifal and Sun
of Saturday. Both begin by charging
their contemporaries with falsifying the
evidence in the Clerk of the Pleas mat-
ter; both go on to give a version of the
ease entirely different fro.n what the wit-
nesses have aworn to ; both close with the
wountain in labor story; and both are
entirely wrong. The falsification of evi-
dence is one of the last and meanest re
sorts of a coward. It lacks the respecta-
» lity ofa downright lie. For an example
o it we may refer to the account which
the Capiial gave of the fistic encounter
between its editor and a merchant, after
tirst seouring itself against the possibility
of contradiction by asking all the news
paper men in the city not to notice the
fracas. Neither the Globe, the News, or
Tar Herawp falsified or garbled the evi-
dence given before the comnmittee of the
House. The evidence as published in 'nr
Heratp were taken down verbafim as
given by Mr. Carman, and the only differ-
ence between our report and that of the
Clerk of the Committee is, that in ours
the evidence being taken exactly as first
given makes Mr. Carinan repeat one or
two state.nents, which repetitions were
usually eliminated by the Clerk from the
answers as they were given—a discrep-
ancy which any man who knows anything
about taking down testimony, knows will
oceur in spite of the utmost care.

must take his political reputation and
standing in his hand when he attempts
an investigation ? If Mr. Blair had failed
to sustain his charge, his standing in the
Legislature would be gone, and yet we
are told it is nothing that the affairs of
the Treasury of this Province are so con-
ducted as to handicap mewnbers of the
Legislature in this fashion, in their endea-
vor to arrive at the actual state of affairs.

We have not space to-day to analyze
the evidence any further. We publisa
the testimony that our readers may fol-
low it up for themselves.

SALMON FISHING.

We surrender a large amount of space
to-day to Mr. J. Henry Phair's letter on
the course pursued by the Fisheries De-
partment; in respect to the river fisheries
in this Province. This letter gives to the
public for the first time the history of the
proceedings which terminated the other
day at the Nisi Prius Sittings,in a verdict
for $311 in favor of our correspondent and
against Mr. W. H. Venning, the New
Brunswick Inspector of Fisheries. It
lays bare for the inspection of the public
one of the most scandalous attempts to
deprive the people of this Province of
their rights which can- be well conceived,
and i*. is a matter for great congratulation
to the public that the men who had to
bear the brunt of official oppression were
of the right stamp. The manner in which
applications for licenses to fish have been
treated by the Ottawa Government is a
clear proof that the gentlemen in charge
think the pleasure of a few political
friends counts for more than the rights
which the courts of this country have de-
clared to be inherent to the owners of the
soil. Notwithstanding the decision of
our Court here and of the Exchequer
Court at Ottawa, the Department con-
tinued to endeavor to give effect to their
lease by a perversion of the powers con-
ferred on them to regulate the fisheries.
When those to whom the duty of enfore-
ing the law is entrusted)emplgy their
ingenuity to discover how it ¢an be evaded,
it is time for the public “to_know it.
Such, however, was clearly the intention
of the Department in granting licenses
only to those recommended by their
lessee, who had himself abandoned his
lease by bringing his action in the Ex-
chequer Court.

We commend Mr. Phair’s letter to our
readers.

TUPPER'S ECONOMY.

If the Tories bragged of one thing more
than another it was of the way the Inter-
colonial Railway under Tupper had been
economically run. The Liberal papers
used to meet these boasts by the s:ate-
aent that the road was being allowed to
run down, and that a large grant would
soon be necessary to make it equal to
what it was when Mr. Mackenzie went
out of power.

But time, which proves all
things, has proved the truth of the claim
that.the expenses of the road were being
reduced at the cost of the general effici-
ency of the line.

303,000
0 a totaliofi. oliiiciininasiein $955,600
Or nearly one million dollars, which, if it
had been distributed over the four years
of Tupper’s management, as should have
done, would have made a vast difference
in the show of economy which has been
made.

THE GoverNMENT have abolished the
duty on tea and coffee, and done away
with stamps upon promissory notes. This
is its manner of meeting the universal
demand for a reduction of taxation. It
is the same old story over again, of dis-
crimination in favor of those who can best
afford to bear the burden of taxation.
The poor man complained that the things
which were absolutely necessary for the
support of his family, were made so ex-
pensive that he could scarcely make both
ends meet, and the Government, with
fine irony, responded by declaringit to be
no longer necessary to put a stamp on a
promissory note. He complains that his
clothing, and that of his children, costs
more than he can afford to pay, and the
Finance Minister kindly removes the
duty from coffee, which the burdened tax
payer never uses. , d

The rich may grow richer at the ex-
pense of the masses of the people, and
the Tory Government, to keep the bal-
ance even, take the duty off tea. Indeed,
the Finance Minister takes his stand
squarely upon his policy of building up
the few at the expense of the many. In
the whole range of taxation there was
probably nothing less burdensome than
the taxes.on tea and coffee and the stamp
duty on bills of exchange and promissory
notes.

WE puBLISH an able letter from ¢ Fair
Play,” in another column, the subject
being the proposed blow at the represen-
tation of the River counties of New Bruns-
wick. The story that Queen’s and Sun-
bury are to be consolidated into one riding
may not be true ; but we fear there may
be something in it. The objection to the
present state of things, from his stand-
point, is not that these counties have to-
gether a population of only 20,000, but
that the majority of this 20,000 are Lib-
erals. OQOur correspondent shows very
clearly what an injustice will be done the
western part of New Brunswick if such a
step is taken. We shall wait, however,
to see what truth there is in the report
before discussing it further. The latest
developments on this subject are given
in our Ottawa despatch.

The South-West Miramichi,

Interesting Letter from Mr. J.
Henry Phair on Fishing and
Riparian. Rights on this
Beautiful Stream.

To the Editor of the Herald:—

Sir,—In your issue of the 25th January
last I find some remarks upon a case in
which I was plaintiff and William H.
Venning defendant, .tried on the 24th
ult.,, at the recent York Sittings of the
Supreme Court. As-I think there are
many matters connected with the sub-
Ject with which you are unacyuainted,
and which may be interesting to your
readers, I propose, with your permission,
to give a short account of the manner in
which the fishing for salmon with rod and
line on non-tidal rivers in this Province
has been dealt with by the Government
of the Dominion and the Minister of
Marine and Fisheries of the Dominion of
Canada. I shall confine my remarks
more particularly to the South-west
Miramichi River, as it is an old friend
whose waters I have fished for the past
forty years, enjoying much rare sport and
many pleasant hours on its rushing waters
and tranquil pools. In 1834 the New
Brunswick and Nova Scotia Land Com-
pany obtained a grant from the Govern-
ment of New Brunswick of the lands on
both sides of the South-west Miramichi
(including the river itself) from a point &
few miles above Boiestown to near the
head of the river. This grant, by oper-
ation of law, conveyed to the Company
the exclusive right of fishing within its
boundaries. The Company, however,
rarely exercised ‘this right, but allowed
all parties to fish within its limits, with-
out any other restrictions than those im-
posed by the laws of the Province for the
regulation of the- times and modes of
fishing and the preservation of fish gen-
erally. They rather encouraged parties
to fish their waters, believing it in their
interest to doso. Numbers of gentlemen
from the United States, from Canada (as
then known) and even from Europe,
every season visifed the S. W. in pursuit
of the king of fishes, and as a pleasant
recreation from the toils of a city life.

Their visits were a boon to the Province | ;

generally and to the settlers on the river
in particular, for they travelled on our
roads and steamboats, they brought cus-
tom to the hotels and the merchants, and
they gave employment annually to num-
bers of canoce-men and guides on the
river, besides affording a good market to
the settlers for a considerable portion of
their farm produce. Such was the state
of affairs until the time of Confederation.
In 1868 the Dominion Parliament enacted

09,800 | what is known as “The Fisheries Act,

1868.” The second section of this Act is
as follows:— :

2. The Minister of Marine and Fisheries
may, where the exclusive right of fishing
does not already exist by law, issue or
authorize to be issued, fishery leases and
licenses for fisheries and fishing wheresoever
situated or carried on; but leases or licenses
for any term exceeding nine years, shall be
issued only under authority of an Order of
the Governor-in-Council.

“Where the exclusive right of fishing
does not already exist” the Minister of
Marine and Fisheries may issue leases or
licenses, but there could be no doubt
that the exclusive right did already
exist on the S.W. Ithad been granted to
the Land Company in 1834, thirty years
at least before the passing of the Act .of
Confederation, (and here, by way of
parenthesis, I would add that it has been
decided by our Supreme Court that had
it not been so granted prior to Con-
federation, the exclusive right of fishing,
being incident to the ownership of the
land, unless severed by grant or reserva-
tion, exists in the Government of New
Brunswick for the benefit of the people
of N. B.) Thus you will perceive that
the 2nd section of the Fisheries Act not
only does not give the Minister of
Marine and Fisheries power to issue
leases or licenses where there is an ex-
clusive right of fishing, but it incidentally
recognizes and preserves the right where
it does exist, and there is no other
authority given by this Act or any other
Acts to grant such leases or licenses,
though I believe it is contended by the
Minister of Marine and Fisheries that the
19th section of this Act gives to the
Governor and Council of the Dominion
power to make regulations to that effect.
I will refer to this section and the
regulation assumed to be made under it
as I proceed.

In 1873 the Minister of Marine and
Fisheries granted to Christian A. Robert-
son, of St. Jéhh, a lease of the exclusive
right of fishing on the S. W. from Price's
Bend (about four miles above Boiestown)
to the head of the river and its sources
for a term of nine years from the 11th of
January 1874, at an annual rental of $50,
and reserving to the fishery department
the right tofish with fourrods. This lease
included all the waters of the S. W.
within the grant to the Land Company
as also those granted to anumber of in-
dividual settlers prior to Confederation.
There was no notice given to the public
that the river was to be leased; it was
not put up to competition, but was
secretly granted to Mr. Robertson at a
nominal rental. Within the lease there
are at least ten good fishirig pools, any
one of which ifput up to competi-
tion would have produced twice the
amount (at least) charged the present

lessee for the whole river, and I have

been informed, and I believe correctly,
that an American gentleman has statea
his willingness to give $200 per year for
one station alone (I allude to Burnt
Hill).  Surely if the Dominion owned the
right of fishing on these waters which
they pretend to claim, (but which the
Courts have decided they have not) they
merely hold it for the benefit of the
people of the Dominion and not for the
individual benefit of the Government or
their friends. It was (under their con-
tention) public property, and if so I
contend the public of the Dominion had
a right, if the property was to be leased,
at all events to be informed of that fact
and be afforded an opportunity of com-
peting for its purchase. It appears, how-
ever. the Dominion authorities thought
otherwise and so they granted the lease
in question without advertisement or
competition, reserving to the Minister of
Marine and Fisheries the right to fish
within the waters of the lease at any
time with four rods. What does this
reservation mean? I take it to be this:
that four gentlemen of the Department
of Marine and Fisheries or their friends
may, when they desire a few days or
weeks pleasant recreation from the' toils
of office, make an excursion to the S. W.
to inspect the Fisheries!!! The expense
of such excursion and free fishing to be
paid out of the public chest. Immediately
on obtaining such lease the lessee for-
bade all parties from fishing within its
limits without a permit from him, for
which permit he charged $2 per day for
each rod. Thus without any authority
of law or otherwise the Minister of Mar-
ine and Fisheries quietly, and without
notice to any one concerned, by a stroke
ofhis pen seeks to take from the Company
and other parties the valuable privelege
which they had purchased and enjoyed
for upwards of thirty years. ButI and
one or two friends (who had together
for.years fished these waters by the per-
mission of the Company and having
purchased from them some fishing
stations on the river) did not propose to
tamely submit to be driven off the river
and to be deprived of our property with-
out a struggle.

We refused to recognise the lease or to
pay any license fee to the lessee, con
tending that he was trespassing on our
rights, not us upon his, for years. We
were followed up the river whenever we
visited it by the Wardens and Fishery
officers, forbade to fish, and threatened
with seizure of- our canoes, tents, fishing
rods, &c., and all the other penalties of
the law. We were called poachers, and
all kinds of offensive epithets were applied
tous. We proposed an amicable appeal
to the Courts, even offering to pay all
costs, let the decision be what it might;
but all our efforts m that direction were
ineffectual. Finally, the lessee, by his
agents or officers, attacked two of the
friends to whom I have alluded, and en-
deavored forcibly to take from them their
rods, &e. My friends, however, proving
to be the best men retained their pro-
perty. A suit was then brought by the
lessee against these gentlemen and my-
self, and a special case was agreed upon
for the opinion of the Supreme Court of
N. B. In this suit the grant to the Land
Company was not set outin the pleadings,
we relying on the right of property in the
fisheries of non-tidal rivers in N. B. being
in the government of New Brunswick,
and the Dominion Parliament having
merely the right to regulate the modes
and times of fishing. Upon this yuestion
a majority of the Court decided against
us, and we had to pay the costs. The late
Judge Fisher, however, dissented from
the other Judges, and gave a most able
judgment in our favor. I then com-
menced suits in the Supreme Court for
the parties whose rods were attempted to
be seized, as above mentioned, against
the lessee and his officers, for such at-
tempted seizure. These suits were sev-
erally tried before His Honor Judge Wet-
more, at the York Sittings in June 1877,
and a verdict was entered by consent of
the plaintiffs for nominal damages (merely
sufficient to cover the expenses we had
been put to in the former suits, the only
object of the plaintiffs then being to have
the matter finally settled), with leave to
the defendants to move the Court in
banc for a non-suit on the question of the
validity of the lease. The whole matter
was then argued before the Judges in
term, and judgment given without a dis-
senting voice in favor of the plaintiffs,
and sustaining the judgment of Mr. Jus-
tice Fisher in the former case. The les-
see did not appeal from this judgment;
he paid the amount of verdict and costs,
and then turned round and sued the Do-
minion Government in the Exchequer
Court at Ottawa, for giving him a lease
which they had no power to grant. This
cause was tried before His Honor Mr.
Justice Green, and judgment given in
favoraof the plaintiff. Some points in the
case were appealed from, butthey do not
affect the main question at issue, and
Jjudgment has not yet been given by the
Appeal Court thereon.

You would naturally suppose that the
matter in dispute was then at rest, that
the question of riparian rights was at last
settled, but nothing of the kind. All the
Courts had decided against the assumed
authority of the Minister of Marine and
Fisheries, but he was not to be governed
by these decisions, and if he could not
get over them he at least might get around
them, and still uphold his friend’s leases.

To effect this object, the following Order

in Council was then made at Ottawa on
the 11th of June, 1879:

ORDER IN COUNCIL.

On the recommendation of the Honorable
the Minister of Marine and Fisheries, and
under the provisions of the 19th section of
the Act passed in the Session of Parliament
of Canada, held in the 31st year of Her
Majesty’s reign, chapter 60, and intituled
“An Act for the Regulation of Fishing and
Protection of Fisheries—"'

His Excellency, by and with the advice of
the Queen’s Privy Council for Canada, has
been pleased to order, and it i3 hereby order-
ed, that the following Fishing Regulation be,
and the same is hereby made and adopted :—
“Fishing for Salmon in the Dominion of
Canada, excepting under the authority of
Leases or Licenses from the Department of
Marine and Fisheries is hereby prohibited.”

[Extract from Canada Gazette of Saturday,
the 14th June, 1879.]

This is called a Fishery Regulation, but
you will observe that it makes no pro-
vision as to to how the lease or license
may be obtained, who may obtain it, nor
the price, if any, to be paid therefor. We
contended that it did not apply to the
riparian owners, that they were protected
by the 2nd section of the Act, and conse-
quently did not affect us on the South-
West. That it was merely an attempt on
the part of the Minister of Marine and
Fisheries to enforce their leases which the
courts of the land had decided were in-
valid and beyond the powers of the Depart-
ment to grant, and so we determined to
fish as usual.

One gentleman of our party, Mr. Han-
son, in order to test the sincerity of the
Departient, applied to the Fishery Office
in Fredericton for a license, at the same
lime stating that he did not acknowledge
the right of the Department to grant such
license, but that he applied for it in order
to avoid any unpleasant collision with the
officers on the river. This application
was forwarded by the officer in Frederic-
ton to the Inspector at St. John, and by
him sent to the head of the Department
at Ottawa. :

After some weeks he received from the
St. John office the following communica-
tion :— ’

Fisueries CFrICE, ]‘
St. John, 18th July, 1881.
Edgar Hanson, Esq., Fredericton :—

Sir:—0n my return here I find answer
from Ottawa to your application to fish in
front of your lands on the 8. W. Miramichi.
It is as follows:

Your telegram on behalf of Mr. Hanson
has been submitted to the Acting Minister,
who thinks the proper course is for the party
to make ap_glicntion to this Department, set-
ting forth the grounds of his claim to license
and the limits, and also referring to titles on
which his claim is based. The application
should specify what license fee the applicant

offers.
(Signed) W F. WirTcHER,

Commissioner of Fisheries.
From the above you will perceive that it
is out of my power to give licenses or per-
mits on the South-west. :
I have the honor, &c., &c.,
W. H. VExNING,
Insp. Fisheries.

Now, I am informed (and Ibelieve cor-
rectly) that other gentlemen, whose
names I can give if necessary, applied to
the fishery officer in St. John for license,
and upon the recommendation of Mr.
Robertson (the lessee) license was grant-
ed by such officer without the payment
of any fee, and that in their cases there
was no sending of the application to
Ottawa. Why was this? Why was Mr.
Hanson's application sent from officer to
officer and at last to Ottawa and finally
refused, when the other gentlemen ob-
tained licenses in St.John without trouble
and without price? Was it not in effect
to give to Mr. Robertson the benefit of
that lease which the courts of the land
had over and again decided the Depart-
ment of Marine and Fisheries had no
authority to grant? After Mr. Hanson’s
application, and before he received his
reply thereto, he, my other friend and
myself, made arrangements for a fishing
excursion to the S. W. We intended
starting about the 1st of July last. -My
friend being in St. John a few days before
that date met Mr. Venning, the Fishery
Inspector, there, who, in course of con-
versation, told him that he had
been informed of our intention,
and that he- had received orders
from Ottawa to follow us up the
river and seize our rods, &c. My friend
replied that there was no necessity for
such a course; we were all well known
residents of Fredericton, we would go up
and fish as usual ; on our return we would
acknowledge the fishing, and if the de-
partment thought they had any charge
against us, they could then lay theircom-
plaint before a magistrate, and have the
matter tried out in a legal manner. I be-
lieve the Inspector would himself have
preferred this course, but there were
others at his back whom it did not suit.
We went to the river and on the 6th of
July were fishing on our own land, pur-
chased by us from the Land Company,
when the Fishery Inspector (the defen-
dant in my suit), with the Deputy Minis-
ter of Justice for New Brunswick, two
other Wardens on the river, a constable,
and several other men—some of the party
were armed with revolvers—came upon
us and demanded our rods, &c., and upon
my refusing to give up my rod unless
compelled to do so, the Inspector drew
his revolver, and told me he would use it
if I resisted.

endanger my life for the sake of my fish-
ing rod ; myself and my friend then gave
up our rods. He afterwards returned
them to us upon our promising to pro-
duce them when required by Her Ma-
jesty the Queen so to do. It has been
stated that the whole attack and seizure
was an understood matter between the
officer and ourselves, and that my show
of resistance was a sham. Nothing can
be further from the truth than this as-
gertion. We felt ourselves deeply ag-
grieved and insulted, but were compelled
to submit to an armed force, and we de-
termined to appeal again to the laws of
our country for redress. I have heard it
urged that I could not have been much
aggrieved by the attack, inasmuch as,
after the affair was over, I invited the
party to my camp todinner. I did invite
them to dinper, and gave them the best
our larder afforded. My conduct, per-
haps, may be contrasted with theirs; so
beit. I do notoffer any apology for mine.
I believed they were acting under their
instructions, that there were others at
their back, who pulled the wires; and,
after the excitement was over, I felt lit-
tle resentment to the officers, they were
merely carrying out their orders. We
parted good friends and we resumed our
fishing. On our return to Fredericton
we found summonses awaiting us, to ap-
pear severally before John L. Marsh, Esq.,
Police Magistrate, and Mr. Ingraham, a
Justice of the Peace, to answer the com-
plaint of the Fishery Inspector, for ille-
gally fishing in contravention of the Fish-
eries Act and Order in Council. We at-
tended and the summonses were dis-
missed. :

Now let me ask, where was the neces-
sity for the Inspector following us up the
river with an armed force, seizing our
rods under a threat of using his revolver
and then giving them back to us, and
afterwards laying his complaint before the
magistrate in Fredericton? Could he
not have made his complaint without the
seizure? Was it necessary that he should
first publically insult us and endeavor to
force us into a fight, in which blood would -
probably have been spilled, and perhaps
lives lost, but for the peaceable course we
pursued? Was it not rather the exercise
of a contemptible tyranny of office, a
miserable show of a little brief authority,
to which we must submit? My friend,
when in St. John, offered the Inspector to
acknowledge the fishing. -He could not
doubt his word, but even if he did doubt
it and required other proof, I purposely
offered it to him, for I continued for some
minutes fishing in his presence before the
seizure.. I think it can only be taken as
a deliberate insult and assault upon us,
because we dared assert our rights, and
would not surrender those rights at the
behest of the Minister of Marine and
Figheries. On the foregoing complaints
being dismissed, I commenced suits in
the Supreme Court for myself, my friend
and Mr. Hanson against Mr. Venning for
the seizure and assault. My case was
tried on the 24th January last, and a ver-
dict given against the defendant for $511
damages ; the other cases have not yet
been tried, so stands the matter at pre-
sent. I await the next move.

But, sir, this subject is one in which the
people of this Province are as deeply
interested as I am, though we have had
to fight the battle single handed. Will
they quietly submit to be deprived of
their undoubted rights in the manner I
have above set forth? Are the decisions
of our Courts to be treated with contempt?
Are the settlers on the river, where they
have resided for upward of fifty years, to
be told that you may not go out in the
morning and catch a fish in your own
waters, in front of your own lands and in
a lawful manner,without first applying to
Ottawa for permission to do so? Will
they consent that the valuable ungranted
lands on the non-tidal rivers shall be ren-
dered comparatively valueless to the Prov-
ince by this illegally assumed authority
of the Fisheries Department at Ottawa ?
Will they submit to be shot down like
dogs if they dare assert their rights? I
mistake them if they do. We are a law-
abiding people, but there is a limit when
forbearance ceases to be a virtue.

I do not for a moment dispute the
right of the Dominion Parliament to regu-
late the fishing, that is (for instance) to
say that fish shall only be taken at certain
seasons, and in a certain manner, or even
entirely to close a river for a certain
period in order that the fish may have
an opportunity to increase, or in many
ways, or even perhaps to charge a fixed
fee upon all fishermen to raise a fund to
protect the river (the latter, I believe,
but few fishermen would object to); but
to take away my right and give it to
another, or to permit A, B and C to fish
while they prohibit me, is not regulating
the fisheries ; it is rather an illegal exer-
cise of authority and favoritism to which
I at least will not submit until compelled
to, or until I am convinced that I am
wrong.

Let me add in conclusion that the
same grievances of whichI complain in
the South-West exist on most of the other
rivers of New Brunswick.

I apologize for. the length of my com-
munication, as well, perhaps, for its many
defects. It is, however, a plain state-
ment of facts. It is the first occasion in
which I have figured as a newspaper cor-
respondent, but I trust that the import-
ance of the subject will be sufficient ex-
cuse for my bringing it before the public
through your columns.

TWO HUSBANDS AT FOURTEEN.

A MARYLAND GIRL MARRIES HER STEP-FATHER
AND THEN HER TRUE LOVEn—A QUEER
MARRIAGE.

A wedding has just taken place in
Dame's Quarter District, Somerset Co.,
Md., under circumstances which have
probably never been paralleled in this
country. . H. E. Whyte, a boy aged 17
and of excellent character, married a
pretty little brunette named Ella Shores,
aged fourteen, thus giving to the girl a
second husband within a period of two
years. On Feb. - 5th, 1880, precisely two
years from the date of this marriage, the
residence of Dame’s Quarter were greatly
excited by learning that Sydney Shores,
a farmer aged 65 years, had married Ella
Shores, the 12-yearold daughter of his
deceased wife by a former husband. The
ceremony was performed by Rev.Zacharias
Bowen, a Methodist Episcopal clergyman,
who, as shown afterwards, was deceived
by Shores as to the child’s age and did
not know that she was his stepdaughter.
At that time there were threats of lynch-
ing the bridegroom, and a mob visited
his house one night to hang him. Shores,
however, who was an old soldier, showed
fight, and beat off the mob. After the
man had lived with the child as his wife
for four days the county authorities took
cognizance of the affair and arrested him.
Shores was committed to jail in default
of bail, and the girl was taken charge of
by friends and removed from Shores’
. house. The feeling against Shores was
further aggravated by the fact that his
wife, who was the widow of his uncle, had
only been dead a month when he married
the girl. Some months later Shores was
tried at the County Court, convicted of
misdemeanor and sentenced to pay a fine
of $500 and stand committed to jail until
it was paid. The clergyman was ac-
quitted on the ground that he had not
known: the facts of the case. Shores,
being, a poor man, could not pay his fine,
and would doubtless have been in jail
now had he not_succeeded in escaping
last year, since which time he has not
been heard of. Meanwhile the girl-wife,
by friends, applied for a divorce, which
application was heard last fall and grant-
ed. Throughout her troubles, Whyte,
her second husband, displayed the most
Quixotic solicitude for her, and finally in-
duced her to marry him last week, as
stated. Mrs. Whyte is an unusually
pretty girl, well educated and intelligent.
Several prominent residents of the
country have taken an interest in the
weltare of the young couple and will
help to establish the bridegroom in busi-
ness.

FOUND AT LAST.

A DESERTED WIFE DISCOVERS HER TRUANT
HUSBAND'S LOCATION AFTER A TWENTY
YEAR'S SEARCH.

Recently the arrival of a visitor at a
farm house near Berlin, on the Grand
Trunk, caused a great deal of consterna
tion amorg the quiet inmates. The
visitor was a young man of about twenty,
who spoke English with an effort, and
was evidently a foreigner. He enquired
for the owner, and on that gentle:nan
presenting himself he stated his errand.
He said that his name was August Tre-
sinsky; that he came from: Riga, in
Russia, and he greatly startled the
farmer’s wife and her daughters by claim-
ing the head of the house as his father,
and affirming that his proper name was
Tresinsky. The farmer disclai.ued the
relationship, and said that he had never
been in Russia. The young man reiter-
ated his state.nent, and was finally com-
pelled to leave the house. On the day
tollowing the same youth acco.npanied
by his mother put in an appearance, and
the farmer manifested greatemotion and
uneasiness at seeing her. She claimed
him as her husband, but as before he
denied all knowledge of her, and ordered
her from the house.

THE WOMAN’S STORY.

Mrs. Tresinsky talks Ger.nan, and told
aresident of that Gerwman settiement
the following story :—Twenty-one years
ago she was married to Jacob Tresinsky
in Riga. They lived happily together
until after the birth of her son, when
being thrown out of employmnent, he
became inorose and frequently ill-treated
her. Suddenly, about twenty years ago
he left home, and all efforts to discover
him proving unavailing, she considered
him dead. Three years ago a man who
had returned to Russia informed her
that her husband was living in Canada.
Want of means prevented her immediate
departure to this country, but last fall
she arrived, and then commenced her
weary search for the truant husband.
ghe knew that he lived in the county of
Waterloo, but his change of name, of
which she had not been informed, ren-
dered it extremely difficult for her to
trace him. and now, when found, the
long-lost husband disowns both her and
her son. The farmer is quite wealthy,
and has a large family of sons and
daughters, to whom the news has been a
severe shock. Mrs. Tresinsky states
that she will appeal to the law for her
rights, and there the matter rests for the
present. :

anything calculated to advance the mate-
rial interests of the people. '

In discussing the political issues now
beforée the people, this journal will act in
sympathy with Her Majesty’s Loyal Oppo-
sition in Parliament.

The people of Canada cannot view with
indifference the enormous expense at-
tendant upon the administration of gov-
ernment. This is entirely out of propor-
tion to the wealth and population of the
Dominion, and as in a new country, seek-
ing to build itself up by attracting immi-
gration, it is all important that the rate of
taxation should be kept low, the HEraLD
will join hands with those who advo
cate a reduction in the cost of gov-
ernment. The expense of administration
and the large debt of the Dominion com
pel the inposition of a customs tariff,
which, in order that sufficient revenue
may.be raised, must bear so large a pro-
portion to the foreign trade of the Do-
minion as to be necessarily “ protective.”
The 8o called “ National Policy” is sim-
ply the outcome of past and present ex-
travagance, and cannot be justitied by
reference to any principle other than this,
that the country ought to meet its en
gageinents as they fall due. The people
not being willing to have resort to direct
taxation, it follows, as a matter of course,
that whatever party is in power will be
compelled to continue a high tariff.
Nevertheless such alterations ought to
be nade in details as will make the burden
of taxation bear as lightly as possible upon
the staple industries of the country and
the laboringclasses. The nearer we can ap-
proach to free trade the better, in viewas
well as of the interests of our own people
as of the relations in which the Dominion
stands towards the other parts of the
Empire and the United States.

Upon the Temperance question the
Hgeravp will occupy no uncertain position;
but will give its assistance to any well de-
vised attempt, either by legislation or
otherwise, to suppress the use and traffic
in intoxicating liquors.

The HeraLp will endeavor to keep its
readers informed as to the progress of
thought in the domain of religion and
philosophy, without occupying any ex-
treme or partisan position : neither pub-
lishing anything merely because it 1s
novel, nor omitting to do so because it
assails some generally recognized opinion.

The clergymen resident in the city will
be requested to favor the readers of the
Herawp by permitting the occasional
publication in extenso of sermons by them.
A special effort will be made to keep a
record of what is transpiring in the

religious world.’” No prominence will be

given to any one denomination over
another, but it will be our constant aim
in the matter of news to treat all classes,
creeds and sects with even-handed justice.

THE TORY APPEAL
_Sir Teonard Tilley made a very long
speech on introducing his budget. It is
a most involved and mixed up production,
and is in places absolutely unintelligible.
Nevertheless it is possible to spell out of
the long sentences the grounds upon
which the Torys propose to appeal to the
people for a vindication of their taxation
policy. Sir Leonard, after some intro-
ductory remarks, proceeded to congratu-
late himself upon the revenue producing
character of the tariff. It would be an
easy matter to make it still more pro-
ductive in this respect. Another increase
all along the line would do it, and the
Finance Minister has no more reason to
be proud of his success in this particular
than he has of the fact that three times
two is greater than twice two. But he
says the revenue producing character of
the tariff is due to the greater purchasing
power of the people, and that this in its
turn is due to the N. P.  This he said he
was going to prove, and he goes on to
prove it, in the fashion with which we
have grown so familiar, by repeating the
same idea in new words and a more
triumphant tone. But what are the
facts? The purchasing power of the
people abroad depends chiefly upon the
exports of the country in the previous
year. The increase in those exports was
almost entirely in lumber and the pro-
duce of the farm. The former of these
the Minister, in giving birth to his policy,
pronounced a waning industry, and to
make the waning process a little more
rapid put on a tax equal to $1.00 on every
thousand feet of lumber producedin the
country ; the latter he has avowed him-
self repeatedly as unable to protect.
Having exported largely of these lines of
goods a large amount of importations was
possible, and it was simply because the
tariff was high that it produced a large
revenue. If it had been higher it would
have produced more. Whether it is from
the force of habit derived from his former
experience in underwriting we do not
know ; but Sir Leonard Tilley is strong
in striking averages. In replying to the
charge that he placed over $4,000,000 of
unnecessary taxation on the people last
year, he asks us to strike an average for
the last two years and we will find that
only $2,900,000 has been collected above
what was necessary ; but he shuts his
eyes to the fact that he is estimating on
a surplus of $4,460,000 for the current
year, and $3,000,000 for next year, which
will make over $4,000,000 a year collected
and to be collected from the people for
no reason whatever than that it is con-
sidered advisable to doso that a few
favored rich men may accumulate money
faster than the legitimate business of the
country will permit. The Minister also
discussed the public debt, which by 1890
he says will amount to $203,376,680—a
pretty sum indeed for a country like
Canalatoowe. He then goes on to show
how this may be reduced to $100,000,000.
His argument on this point may be
summarized as follows:—If the surplus
continues to be at least a million a year,
if the debt is not added to, and if the
Government sell enough land in the North-
West, about one-half the debt can be paid
off. To which it may be answered that,
if the surplus should, either by the suc-
cess of the N. P. in building up manufac-
tures, or by a depression in times, be wiped
out, or if the debt should be added to,or if
the Government should not sell enough
land, the debt will not be paid off. It is,
however, folly to estimate upon the pay-
ment of the public debt by the sale of
lands in the West. The people who settle
the new provinces will, in the first place,
insist that the revenue from the lands
shall be held for their benefit ; and, sec-
ondly, the erection of new provinces and
the outlay made necessary by the immi-
gration which is expécted into the North-
West, will- more than counterbalance any
income which may be derived from the
sales of land there. Yet the Minister

ignores these important items altogether |

in his calculations. There is a point in
what he says about the reduction of the
rate of interest ; but this is due to cir-
cumstances over which the Government
of Canada had no control, and the public

will most heartily commend any attempt
to take advantage of the low rate ruling
now to refund any portion of the debt.
The Minister repeats his oid statement
that, notwithstanding the fact that every-
thing is taxed higher than it was, the price
is less than ever. It is absurd to tell any
one that if an article in England costs
$1.00, and the importer pays 60 cents
duty on it, he can sell it as cheaply as he
could if he paid only 30 cents duty on it.
Yet that is what Sir Leonard tells us. We
grant that a man can buy a $20 suit of
clothes now as readily as he could five
years ago; but we deny that he will get
as good an article, and so it is all along
the line of protected articles. They are
protected in order that they may be made
more expensive to import; so that by
Keeping up the price home production
may be increased. This is the foundation
upon which protection rests. Therefore
when the Minister denies that the goods
are more expensive to the consumer, he
ought to go further, if he expects to con-
vince any one, and tells us who pays the
addition to the price which his tariff im-
poses. But he has no wish to do ‘this;
the whole object of his speech was to fur-
nish his party with electioneering cries.
—_— _e+r———

PREPARING FOR THE FIGHT.

The Tory Government proposes to

ensure victory when the next appeal is
made to the polls, if they can do so by
fair means or foul. We do not know
who suggested the idea of redistributing
seats and carving up Counties into
ridings ; but such a resort is one of the
most discreditable which a Government
can adopt. We have a little hint of how
the game is played in what has been
going the rounds of the papers about the
New Brunswick Counties. Two facts
stared the Tories in the face: one being
that the river Counties were solid for the
Liberals, and the other that Sir Albert
Smith had a firm hold on Westmoreland.
It was felt impossible to make a break in
this phalanx, so the next best thing was
to get rid of one Liberal and add one
to the Tories by amalgamating Queens
and Sunbury, and cutting Westmoreland
in twoso as to make a riding which
would return a Tory. When it was seen
that this game would not work, a new
proposition was made to unite Gloucester
and Restigouche into one riding and give
an additional member to Westmoreland by
the above division. What has only been
hinted at in reference to this Province as
yet is to be carried into effect in Ontario,
where every effort will be made to cut
up the constituencies so as to weaken
the Liberals and strengthen the Govern-
ment.
There has as yet been no authoritative
declaration from the Government that
a general election will be held in June;
but it seems generally to be accepted at
Ottawa as settled upon. Every nerve is
therefore being strained by both parties
and the work of preparation for the
conflict is going on with an earnestness
which promises a keen struggle. The
papers on both sides of politics discuss
the issues of the hour. with a fierceness
which shows that they recognize that a
great deal has to be accomplished in a
short time. The budget speech was, in
every sense of the word, a campaign ut-
terance, addressed to the electors rather
than to Parliament. Provision is made
in the estimates for the increased repre-
sentation made necessary on account of
the facts brought to light by the census.
From these and other circumstances,
and especially in view of the growing
discontent with Tory rule which is
manifesting itself both in the east and
the west, it is not unreasonable to infer
that the Premier contemplates a dissolu-
tion of Parliament at the close of the
present session. :

WESTMORELAND'S CLAIMS.

Senator Wark made an excellent
speech in the Senate in reply to that of
Senator Botsford advocating the increase
in the Representation in Westmoreland at
the expense of the river Counties. We
‘have heard so much about the “noble
County” recently, and it has threatened
so often to engulph all the rest of the
Province,that Senator Wark’s comparison
of it with other Counties is not uninterest-
ing. He said:—

Westmoreland is never backward in making
claims, but I believe now that if we had lost
a member, the City and County of St. John,
instead of endeavoring to take representa-
tion from one of these small counties, such
as Restigouehe, Sunbury or Queens, would
give up the member which they got at the
last census. The hon member speaks of the
shipping of the County of Westmoreland. If
shipping i3 to be represented, where would
the County of St. John be? Where would
Yarmouth and Windsor in Nova Scotia be ?
These ships are built and leave the port in
which they are constructed and are never
seen there again. They are abroad earning
money for their owners and remitting ex-
change, but these large ships never come
back again. The hon gentleman speaks also
of the factories. Well, in Fredericton we
have some, and there are numerous factories
in St. John. We have just the same de-
scription of factories in Fredericton that
they have in the: County of Weetmorland—
shoe factories, foundries, and everything
that he has named except a sugar refinery.
I hope the refinery at Moncton will succeed ;
but from the representations that have been
made, that one sugar refinery would be
enough for the whole of the Dominion, I fear
that it will not. However, that is their own
business, but I do not see that the existence
of a refinery at Moncton entitles the County
of Westmoreland to another representative.

Then, the hon gentleman speaks of the
amonnt of duties paid at the four ports in
that County, but that gives no idea of what
the representation should be. What I look
to is the exports from the county to show
what it really produces to pay for the
imports. Itis trye that they hada large
amount of duties collected last year, because
a vast quantity of sugar was imported into
Moncton. For what purpose was it imported?
To be distributed and consumed over the
whole of the Dominion ; but itis no proof
that they-are entitled to increase the repre-
sentation. I will give the House now some
statistics with respect to the exports.
Dorrhester exported last year $39,000 worth,
Moncton $40,645, Sackville $58,040, Shediac
$87,912; making less than a quarter million
dollars from that large County of West-
moreland.

Hon Mr Botsford—How much did Sunbury
and Queens export?

Hon Mr Wark—I can tell the hon gentle-
man that we have one man in York County,
very near the Sunbury line, who exports’
more than four times as much.as the whole
County of Westmorland. He exported
$1,000,000 worth last year. I will now give
the exports from some ports further north.
I have shown that the exports from the four
ports of Westmorland last year were less
than a quarter of million. of dollars. Dal-
housie exported $206,000 worth, Bathurst
$270.000 worth—more than the whole County
of Westmorland ; Chatham and Newcastle
exported $1,356,000; thatis in the County of
Northumberland.  Restigouche exported
$240,000 worth—more than the whole County
of Westmoreland. Yet there is no claim put
forward by any of these counties for another
representative. We always look upon
Northumberland, though, it has not so large
a population, as one of the mostimportant.
after St. John, in the Province, because of
its large exports. :

It was to be expected that the Capital
would be chagrined when it found out
that the sugar refining, of which it has
talked so much, was of less industrial
importance than the lumber business of
one of our neighbors; but this will
scarcely justify its attack upon the gen-
tleman who carries on such extensive
operations in the woods as to employ
more men than are engaged in'all Sir
Leonard’s pet factories. The gentleman
in question is probably quite indifferent
to the censure or praise of the Capital.
The insinuation that the large lumber
business in question is carried on because
its proprietor has certain “immunities”
which other men do not enjoy, is simply
nonsense. The statement that its pro-
prietor is a monopolistand the insinuation
that he exercises an injurious effect in
York County are maliciously false. ' The
career of the gentleman in question is
one of which the people of this Province
have reason to feel proud. A self:made
man who has placed himself at the head
of the great American lumber trade;
whose great energy has been devoted not
simply to his own affairs, but" has alone
rendered the dream of a short com-
mercial highway to the St. Lawrence
possible tobe realized ; who is foremost
in every good work; whose name is a
tower of strength to any enterprise ‘with
which it is associated; who, though
possessed of an ample fortune, remains
with us in the Provigee, unlike the rich
lumbermen who have preceded him,or
the Sugar Lord of Montreal, who takes to
London the fortune he has wrung from
the people of Canada to spend his days
in the easy retirement of the late
residence of the ex-Empress Eugenie—
such a man can afford to treat the snarls
of the Capital with the indifference they
merit.

Notes and Notions.

—Do you know tFa: the Speaker pre-
ceded the Sergeant-at-Arms out of the
House the other day, instead of following
him. We protest against these innova-
tions, against such an unrighteous trifling
with that palladium of our freedom and
bulwark of our liberties! What is the
Speaker for, if not to form a rear guard to
the distinguished Sergeant ?

—It is really worth remembering that
all this Sugar business, of which we have
heard so much, is not so important a factor
in the industries of the Dominion as Mr.
Alex. Gibson’s lumber business.

—Eleven hundred men, all told, in the
Sugar Refineries, and a big tax to keep
them there. Eleven hundred men in the
woods on the Nashwaak, with 700 horses,
and a fleet on the ocean carrying lumber
to Europe—one man’s business alone—
and a tax on everything connected with
it. Oh, the glorious N. P.

—What do you suppose is Sir Leonard’s
contribution to the poor man? His won-
derful budget speech tells us. ¢ Chlora-
lum,” says the knight of the mortar and
pestle, “as a disinfectant, is a most valu-
able article, and used as it is alike by
rich and poor, it has been thought desira-
ble to place it in the free list.” Now, at
last, we see the silver lining of the cloud.
What though breadstuffs be taxed and
clothing made dear!

Oh, Sir Leonard,
we thank thee; the noble army of Apo-
thecaries shall bless thee.

The House met at 10 o’ clock.

After routine several bills were advanced
a stage, and three bills sent to the Legisla-
tive Council for concurrence.

Dr. Lewis enquired if it is the intention of
the Government to make an appropriation in
aid of the Deaf and Dumb Institute St. John.

Provincial Secretary—It is not the inten-
tion of the Government to do so.

The House went into Committee of the
whole on Mr. Colter’s bill providing that re-
turning officers in any election shall be a
resident in the place where the polling place
is held, Mr Morton in the chair.

The Bill was thrown out.

Mr Barberie gave notice of motion for
Tuesday next.

The House wentinto Committee of the
whole on the bill to amend the aet in-
corporating the Society of the Prevention of
Cruelty to Animals.

The bill was still being discussed when
the Committee rose for dinner.

AFTERNOON SESSION.

After recess Mr. Elder's S. P. C. A. bill
was further considered and progress reported

Mr. Hill’s bill to “incorporate the Riley
Point Wharf Company and the St. Croix
Skating Rink Company were discussed in
committee, Messrs. Willis and Gillespie res-
pectively in the chair, and agreed to.

Mr. Hill introduced a bill in amendment of
the Act amending the Act incorporating
Milltown, and submitted a petition in favor
of the same becoming law.

The Hon. Provincial Secretary laid on the
table the Report of the Chief Superintendent
of Education. also further returns of muni-
cipal and civic indebtedness, under 44 Vic.,
chap. xx.

Mr. Barberie moved the House into com-
mittee for the further consideration of his
School Bill, Mr. McManus in the chair.
After a brief discussion progress was report-
ed, and the House adjourned till 10 a. m.,
Monday, on motion of the Hon. Provincial
Secretary.

Mr. Butler presented a petition from Thos.
O’Donnell, W. H. White, and seventy-three
others, praying that an alteration may be
made in-the Parish line between the Parishes
of Waterborough and Johnston, in the County
of Queen’s.

Mr. Ritchie introduced a bill entitled an
Act to amend an Act entitled an Act in ad-
dition to and in amendment of certain Acts
relating to Public Slaughter Houses in the
City and County of St. John.

Dr. Vail reported from the Committee on
Standing Rules, that they have had under
their consideration a bill to amend Chapter
44th Victoria, entitled an Act to incorporate
the Saint John Bridge and Railway Com-
pany, and recommended the suspension of
Rule 186, to allow of itsintroduction.

After some notice of motion, the Provincial
Secretary submitted the balance sheet of the
Province to the 16th of February 1882; a
statement of the fees received in the office of
the Provincial Secretary to 31st Oct. 1881;
and a statement of the amounts paid by the
Board of Works from Nov. 1st, 1881, to
February 16, 1882.

A message was received from the Legis-
lative Council stating that they had agreed
to the Act incorporating the New Brunswick
Auxiliary Bible Society without any amend-
ment.

Mr. Hanington, after some discussion was
allowed to introduce his bill to amend the
Act to incorporate the St. John Bridge and
Railway Company.

Mr Colter then committed his lumber bill.
A discussion arose over the jurisdiction of
the Legislature an the subject and progress
was reported.

The House then went into committee on
Mr Hanington’s Bill to amend the Act re-
lating to Municipalities.

The ‘Hon Provincial Secretary read the
following telegram from Sir Leonard Tilley,
Finance Minister :—

To Hown. MR. WEDDERBURN,
Provincial Secretary, etc.

We understand that your Government in-
tend holding an exbibition in 1883, and we
purpose giving it a Dominion character by

making a vote in aid. This we are prepared
to do.

Hon Mr Perley committed his bill to
authorize the Councillors of Blissville to
sell certain lands. Progress was reported.

Mr. Turner introduced a bill entitled an
act relating to the payment of Coroners in
the County of Albert.

The Provincial Secretary introduced a bill
entitled an actto vest the appointment of
the Chief of Police of the City of St. John in
the Common Council of that city; and
another bill of similar import regarding the
office of Recorder. The bills were accom-
panied by the usual petitions from the City
Council of St. John. He also presented a
schedule of the warrants issued since 31st
Oct. 1881; a statement of the Ceunty
Fund School Loans ; returns of school loans
to sundry boards; statement of debentures
issued to the 16th of Feb. 1882 ; and Finan-
cial Statement for the year 1881, and copy of
estimates for 1882.

Dr Lewis gave notice of enquiry of the
Government for Saturday.

Mr. Hill introduced a bill entitled an Act
to-incorporate the St. Croix Skating Rink
Company, and presented the usual petition,
praying that it may become law.

Mr. Ritchie gave notice of motion for Satur-
day.

Mr. Ritchie introduced a bill relating to
the Assessment in St. John, after which the
House adjourned.

MONDAY, March 6.

The Speaker took the chairat 10 a. m., and
after routine Mr. Hill, chairman of Committee
on Corporations, submitted a report referring
the Sun Publishing Company’s Bill to in-
crease its capital stock back to the House
for consideration. The committee further
reported they could not recommend the Bill
to incorporate -the Franco-American Crec
Foncier, to the favorable consideration or
the House, The report was received.

Mr White moved the House into Commit-
tee on a bill to amend chapter 68 of the
Consolidated Statutes relating to Highways,
so far as the same relates to the County of
Carleton.
After routine, Mr Hill from the committee

. on corporations submitted a report, recom-

mending the Sun Publishing Company’s bill
to the consideration of the House. The com-
mittee further reported that they could not
recommend the bill to incorporate the Franco-
American Credit Foncier to the consideration
of the House.

Mr. Davidson, from the law committee, re-
ported, recommending the bill to amend
chapter 59 Counsolidated Statutes, Parish
Courts, and bill to further amend chap 57
Consolidated Statutes, Portland Civil Court,
with an amendment, to the favorable con-
sideration of the House.

The Hon Attorney General committed a
bill to amend chap 49 Consolidated Statutes
of Parish Courts, Dr Vail in the chair. The
mover explained the bill was intended to
create in York County an additional parish
court in each parish. There was considerable
discussion, which was still going on when the
committee rose for dinner.

AFTERNOON SESSION.

The House met at 2.30, when it continued
its session in Committee of the Whole on Mr.
Fraser’s bill for an additional Parish Court
Commisrioner. After some discussion Mr.
Sayre proposed amending the bill so as to
make it general. This was embodied in an
amendment, which was lost when it came to
a vote, and the bill carried. ;

58, intituled an Act to incorpo-
rate the N. B. Society for the Prevention of
Cruelty to Animals.

The House went into committee on the bill
to legalize the elector's lists for Albert
County for 1881, Mr McLellan in the chair.

Progress was reported with leave to sit
again, at 6 o’clock, when the House adjourn-
ed until 10 o’clock Tuesday morning.

TUESDAY, March 7.

The House met at 10 ¢’clock.

After routine several bills were advanced
a stage, and referred to the Committee on
Corporations.

Messrs Elder, Ritchieand Ryan gave notice
of motion for Thursday next.

. Mr Hutchison gave notice of motion for
Thursday next in reference to the vacaucieg
in the Legislative Council.

Mz Blair introduced « bill entitled an Act

to authorize the Municipality of York to
erectsidewalks and to assess for the expense
of the same and keep them in repair, and pre-
sented the customary petition praying that
the same may pass and become law.

The House took recess at 11.50, when Dr.”
Vail submitted a report from the Committee
on Standing Rules, and Mr. Hill the report
of the Committee on Municipalities on several
bills which had been under their consider-
ation.

Mr Barberie made the following motion :—

Resolved, That humble address be pre-

00 | sented to the Lieutenant Governor, praying

that His Honor will be pleased to cause to be
laid before the House a return of all corres-
pondence between the Local Governmentand
the Government of the Dominion, relating to
the question of the rights of riparian proprie-
tors in this Province to the enjoyment of the
inland fisheries, and touching the granting of
license to fish and the leasing of rivers in this
Province, and of any minutes of Council
touching thes question. and of all memorials
or protests, if any, presented to the Govern-
ment at Ottawa by the Government of this
Province since the first day of uly, 1867.

Mr Barberie, in speaking of his motion,
said he would be able to show the House that
the Government and the preceding Govern-
ments since 1867 had overlooked this matter
—why he ceuld not say—and he thought
that this should not be so. The question of
riparian rights should be settled one way or
another. He was sustained in the position
he took by an able judgment delivered by the
late Judge Fisher. The courts had decided
that the riparian owner had the full and only
right to fish, and if this was so, why had our
Government acted as it had? He cited the
law,as laid down in the judgment referred to,
on the question, showing that the exclusive
right to fish was incident to the ownership of
the soil, and wanted to know how the
Dominion Government could lease certain
rivers in the face of it, and when the lands
facing on therivers were held in fee simple.
The rights of ungranted Crown Lands were
vested in the people of New Bruaswick, and
what right had the Dominion Government to
lease any riparian privileges there which be-
longed to our own people. The Dominion
Government has a hatchery, he was sorry to
say, and they took salmon out of the river,
which were lost, and our salmon fishery had
decreased. The hatchery had been some two
or three years in vogue, but had done no
good. Our salmon rivers were second to
none in the world. It was no wender people
were going away, when the Government
stood by and allowed such things to be
done. The young salmon fry were thrown
out from this hdtchery promisculously into
the stream, and nine-tenths of them were de-
stroyed. With these facts before them, he
hoped the Government would take the mat-
ter into consideration and lay it before the
Dominion Government. He quoted further
from the judgment of the Supreme Court,
and wanted to know why the Government
were sleeping. Thousands ot dollars were
lost to this Province, and much damage was
done to the salmon fishery by the large
amount of small fish caught. If we had good
Governments heretofore and at present—for
he held that it was the same®Government to-
day—this would have been remedied. He
was told that a special case was being pre-
pared for the courts, but he thought that
there was sufficient law on the subject
already, but the trouble was the Government
was sleeping and would not avail themselves
of it. He had shown by law,and what he
had stated, that the Dominion Government
had no right to interfere with these rights of
the Province, and he hoped, in councluding,
that the Government would sleep no longer
while the vested rights of a majority of the
people of this Province were being snapped
up and taken away from them.

Mr Thompson seconded the motion.

Hon Provincial Secretary said the matter
was worthy of consideration. As the hon
gentleman had said the Government had not
taken the matter under their consideration,
he would refer him to the very full statement
made by the Hon Attorney General the other
day. He would say nothing ahout the hatch-
eries, as they were out of his province, and
said the Dominion Government held they
were not tresspassing on any vested rights,
and that they were taking steps which wouald
bring about a speedy solution of the matter.
He would, however, have much pleasure in
giving the information desired.

Mr Blair said he did not think.that mere
conversation was a very substantial manner
in which to bring a matter of such import-
ance under the direct attention of the Domi-
nion Government. The matter was one of
much importance, and he would also ask for
a return of all protests made against sales of
lands on these rivers in order to preserve
these lands for the future when they will be
more valuable, as they must surely become
in time. He moved in amendment as follows :

“Together with a return of any protests or
remonstrauces presented to the Government
against the granting of lands on the rivers
in the northern part of this Province, which
would soon become valuable fishing privi-
leges and a source of revenue to this Prov-
ince.”

The Hon Provincial Secretary said he
could not agree with the Hon Leader of the
Opposition in saying that the Government
had not used proper means to bring this
matter in a substantial manner before the
Dominion Government. He took exception
to this, as he thought there could be no more
substantial manner than that of a formal
delegation to confer on the matter.

Mr Blair—There is no record.

Hon Provincial Secretary—The hon gentle-
man will find when that delegation reports
that there is a substantial record; and there-
fore both a substantial presentation and
record of opinion on the question. He would
furnigh the information desired.

*Mr Leighton, under suspension of rule 186,
introduced a bill entitled an act to empower
the County Council of the Municipality of
Carleton to issue debentures and make as-
sessmcnt for the purpose of purchasing land
and erecting County buildings, and presented
the usual petition praying that it may pass
and become law.

Mr Blair moved the following enquiry of
the Government :

1 Who was the contractor for the building
of the bridge across and near the mouth of
the River Keswick in York County?

2 Did he complete his contract?

3 What was the contract price ?

4 Did the contractor give a bond with
suretieg conditioned for the performance of
this work ?

by contract let after tenders asked for and
received ?

6 What did the whole work cost ?

7 Did the Government call upon the
sureties to make good the increased cost?

> WEDNESDAY, March 8.

The House met at 10 o’clock this morning.

After routine several bills were advanced
a stage, and the bill relating to Parish
Courts in the County of York was sent up

' to the Legislative Council for concurrence.

Mr. Hill introduced a bill under sus-
pension of rule 186, entitled an act
relating to the stock of the New, Brunswick
and Canada Railway Company, which was
read a first and second time, and referred to
the Committee on Corporations.

The House took recess until 11.50.

The House met again at 11.50.

The Hon Solicitor General introduced a
bill entitled an Act toincorporate the Rothe--
say Water Company, and presented a peti-
tion praying that the same may pass and be-
come law.

Mr Morton introduced a bill to alter the
polling place in the Parish of Hammond,
King’s County, for elections to the General
Assembly, and presented the petition of A
Sherwood and others praying that the same
may pass and become law.

Hon Chief Commissioner Landry introduc-
ed a bill entitled an Act to amend an Act
entitled an Act to incorporate the Belliveau
Albertite Company, and presented the peti-
tion of Blair Botsford and others, praying
that the same may pass and become law.

On the order of the day being called, the
House went into committee on Mr Butler's
bill to amend Chapter 59 of Consolidated
Statutes of Parish Courts, Mr Turner in the
chair. The bill was agreed to with amend-
ments and passed the House.

Mr Lynott presented the petition of the
Muricipality of Charlotte County against
changing the boundaries of that county, and
praying that a bill entitled an Act to alter
the boundary of the City and County of St
John and the County of Charlotte, may not
pass and become law ; and the petition of W
K Reynoldsand forty-five ratepayers of the
Parish of Lepreau, Charlotte county, against
the passage of the bill.

Hon Solicitor General gave notice of mo-
tion for Saturday.

The House went into committee on Mr.
Killam’s biil to amend the Act incorporating
the Moncton Driving Park Association, Mr
Hill in the Chair. The bill was agreed to.

The House went into ¢committee on Hon
Mr Fraser’s bill to amend Chapter 100 of
the Consolidated Statutes of Rates and
Taxes, Mr Elder in the ‘chair. The debate
on the bill was going on when the commit-
tee rose for dinner at one o’clock.

The Enquiry into the Clerk of
the Pleas’ Office.

" The Committee met again at 7.30 on Fri-
day evening, when George J. Bliss, Esq.,
was sworn and said :—I am Clerk of the As-
sembly and also a clerk in the office of the
Clerk of the Please. I have received as
salary as Clerk of the Assembly $1,000, pay-
able quarterly as by law; $200 for the index,
and in the office as Clerk of the Pleas I re-
ceive $400, payable quarterly, and $200
extra. I receive the $1,000 by warrant
quarterly. I receive the $200 for index
through the Attorney General, and the $400
as clerk in the office of the Clerk of the Pleas
by warrant payable quarterly. The $200
extra I receive in the office from Mr. Carman.
The $200 from the office of the Clerk of the
Pleas I understood was to make up my
salary as Clerk of the House of Assembly.
I have been receiving that amount since
1873, when I was appoin.ed Clerk of the
House. I was at that time Clerk of the
Legislative Council and resigned that clerk-
ship to take the situation of Clerk of the
House, under the impression that I was to
receive the same salary that Mr. Wetmore,
the then Clerk received—that salary was
$1,600 per annum. While [ was Clerk of
the Council and was asked to take a situa-
tion down stairs I stated that I would rather
stay up stairs at £340 than take a situation
down stairs at £400. I stated this to Mr.
Fraser, and I understood he assented to that
arrangement—that I was to have £400. That
would be in 1873, during the session of the
Legislature. The arrangement was made
with Mr. Fraser. Mr. Young, President of
the Council, came to me and asked me to
write out my resignation, and I did so. He
was not present when the arrangement was
made with Mr- Fraser. Mr. Fraser was the
only person that discussed the subject with
me, and with whom I had the understanding:
He was then Provincial Secretary. From
1873 down to the present time I have been in
receipt of the amounts named. Have made
no renewal of this understanding with any
of the gentlemen who are now in the Gov-
ernment, and the arrangement stands as
it did in 1879. Therehas been no change.

Cross-examined by Mr. Hanington—I was
appointed Clerk of the Legislative Council
in Feb., 1870. Geo. Botsford, Esq.,was then
Clerk. I did not perform the duties of Clerk
of the Council in 1876, for the hon. members
of the Council would not allow me to go in
there, and it was the same in 1871. About
the middle of the session of 1872 I took my
seat there, and acted for the rest of the ses-
s*on and did the work, fixed up the index for
the Journals of that session, and in 1873 I
was then acting as Clerk until the 18th of
March, when I was appointed Clerk of the
House and took my seat in the House of As-
gsembly on the 19th March. During that
time there was a conflict between the Execu-
tive and the Legislative‘Council as to the
Clerk. They claimed that Mr. Botsford was
their Clerk up to the time I took my seat.
The arrangement with Mr. Fraser was made
during the session-of 1873. Some time after-

ward there was s difference of opinion be-

tween Mr. Fraser and myself as to the ar-
rangement, he contending that he had not
made an arrangement with me at all as to
the amount of salary This was after the
session of 1873. 1 contended that I was to
have the $1,600, and would not have resigned
if that arrangement had not been made. In
1873, 1874 and 1875 T:received $1,600 as Clerk
of the House. Iam speaking from memory.
I think it was made up by $400 for the index
in three years, and since that time it has
been $200 less. I got in three years as
Deputy Clerk of the Pleas $400 per annum.
Since 1875 I have received from Mr. Fraser
$200 per annum for index to Journal. For
the previous years I received checks from
Mr. Fraser for the $400 for index in different
amounts. I contended I was entitled to
$400 for the index the same as Mr. Wetmore
received, and that there was a balance due
me with respect to those three years (*73,'74,
’75) of a counsiderable amount. Mr. Frager
thought I had been overpaid. Iremonstrated
with Mr. Fraser about 1875, and he said he
had not made the arngement which I
claimed. he had. I think it resulted in being
referred to a committee of the Executive
Council, consisting of Messrs. Stevenson,
Kelly and Fraser. They met and settled,
and there was a certain amount due me—I
think $600 or $700, allowing me at the rate
of $400 for the index up to that time. At
that committee I think Mr. Stevenson stated
he thought $400 was too much for the index
ar d could not allow more than $200. Since
that time I have receivod $200 for the index,
and the $200 extra clerk hiré from Mr. Car-
man since 1873. The payments I receive in
1881, as a sample yearis $1,000 by law,
$200 from Mr. Fraser, $400 allowance in
the office of Clerk of the Pleas, and $200
from Mr Carman. Mr. Carman has not
been at the office much during 1881, owing
to the state of his health. He was at the
office occasionally the year before.. He had
young Gregory there fora few days.

Mr. Geo N Babbitt was sworn and said :—
T am cashier to the Receiver General: I have
not brought statements of accounts filed with
me by Mr. Carman. The papers are filed
with Mr Smith the Deputy Provincial Secre-
tary. I did for a portion of last year, 1881,
receive fees from Mr Carman. I merely took
what fees were handed to me retaining the
name of the parties who paid the same and
the amount.
twegp fees received by me us payable to Mr.
Carman as Clerk of the Pleas or Clerk in
Equity. Tgave a statement to Mr Carman.
The fees amounted to $343,64. Theamounts
were entered as I received them. The Bar-
risters’ Library fees which I did not under-
stand by Mr Blair's question to be included
was kept seperate. At about the close of
the year I received a note from Mr Carman
agking me to give him a statement of what
I had received and to deduct’5 per cent.
which he allowed me, and to pass the
balance to the credit of the Province on
account of fees. Witness saw by examination
of papers that Carman had included a check
for $280, which he handed - to'the Receiver
General to refund crier's fees, which fees
had heen paid by the Receiver General.
Witness was aware Carman had given a
check.. Carman handed witness the money.
It was not witness’s duty to see to the cor-
rectness of the account. The accounts were
handed to the Deputy Rec. General, Mr
Smith, and by him en ered on the schedule
and subsequently referred to Council. The
check spoken of he could not fix the date of
specially. It was somewhere in Feb. 1877,
and was for crier's fees paid by Receiver
General. Witness had no entry of it in his
cash receipts when received ; he has when
deposited in bank on 3rd Sept., 1880. Itwas
in the cash box of the office all that time.
The reason it remained so long was that the
matter for which it was given was in abey-
ance. It wasa question whether - the fees
should be paid by Mr Carman er a warrant
should issue in the case. The check was
handed to him so that he would have it to
show the advance. When the matter was
finally closed he passed itto the credit of
the advance he had paid to the Crier of
Cgddet: He had paid this amount to the
Crier during 1875 and 1876 by check. About
three monthe after last payment he got the
che¢k from Mr Carman for $280. Witness
remembered getting it from the Receiver
General and knew that it was paid at bank
on 3rd September 1881. He referred the
matter to the Attorney General and he told
him to present check.

Cross-examined by Mr Hanington:—He
has been acting as cashier to the Receiver
General since 12th March, 1868. On the
11th of February, 1875, he began to pay the
crier, Gill, $35 quarterly; did that two
years. The appropriation payment of $160
a year continued. During the two years
mentioned, Mr Carman did not charge these
sums against the Province, but credited the
Province for all the moneys he received and
accounted for them to the Province. When
Carman gave the $280 1e had without that,_
accounted for all the money he had received.
After the check was cashed in 1880 the
Province would owe Mr Carman $280,
apsuming he had accounted for the whole
moneys received. Mr Carman charged it in
1881. This would bea correct way to ac-
count for the $1100 paid. He thought there
was no money due the Province. When
witness spoke to Carman he had no distinct
recollectivn of the check. If Carman got
the check back it was from witness's father.
We discussed the subject as to how it should
be made correct in accounts. He (Carman)
spoke about having it placed in theaccounts
as 8o much received from him. Witness told
him this would be impossible unless he
applied for a warrant. The same result was
accomplished as if he had paid the amount.
As far as witness knew of the accounts the
money was honestly dealt with. Mr Carman
sent a circular to attorneys to pay the
amounts to witness. -

Re-examined by Mr Blair—Witness did not
know whether or not Mr. Carman’s con-
tention that the crier’'s fees should be paid by
the Province or by him was assented to or
not; did not know whether there was any
difference between the Receiver General and
Mr. Carman on the subject. The payments
to crier in 1875 and 1876 have not appeared
in published accounts. At the time these
payments were made they were informal
payments. He could give no information in
regard to the payments to Mr Bliss by Car-
man. He does receive quarterly warrants.

I know of no distinction be-|.

Adjourned until Tuesday evening, at 7.30
o’clock,

At a meeting of the committee held last
evening the Attorney General was examined.
He gave a full account of the negotiations
which led to the resignation of Mr Bliss as
Clerk of the Legislative Council. He stated
that it was agreed that Mr. Bliss’ salary as
Clerk of the House should be $1,000, and
that his salary as Deputy Clerk of the Pleas
should be $600, and in pursuance of that ar-
rangement directions were given to Mr. Car-
man, Clerk of the Pleas, to pay Mc. Bliss
this $200 extra. Mr Bliss claimed $400 fo:
the index to Journals; the Attorney General
objected and said that if he paid it he would
have to do so out of his own pocket. He
paid the $400 for one or two years, as he did
not wish Bliss to be a loser by the arrange-
ment. Afterwards he paid him $200 foc the
index. ‘“An order would be drawn on me
and the amount paid when the index was
completed.”” He thought he told Bliss that
the extra $200 would be given him to induce
him to resign; but he did not know whether
Mr Bliss understood he got the $200 as
Deputy Clerk of the Pleas or not. He might
have understood it as an addition to his
salary as Clerk of the House. He could
not state just how the payments for the in-
dex-were made to Mr Bliss, but when the
latter memorialized the Executive Council on
the subject, he (the Att'y Gen) stepped in
and paid it himself. The matter was referred
to a committee of the Council. The amount
80 paid was never recouped to the witness,
who has since paid him the $200 every year
out of his own pocket. The $200 extca
elerk hire never appeared in the public ac-
counts. It was not known by the Legisla-
ture generally. It was put in as part or the
contingencies of the clerk’s office. The Clerk
of the Pleas accounts were not audited by
the Attorney Genera] nor by any one else.
He did not know whether Mr Carman receiv-
ed commission on fees collected or not. He
explained the affair of the $280 check, which
he said was given by Mc Carman to reimburse
the Receiver General for-an amount paid the
Crier as a salary in lieu of fees, in pursuance
of an understanding acrived at between the
Government and the Crier. At the time Me.
Carman gave this check he had already paid
to the Treasury all the Crier’s fees he had re-
ceived and did not owe anything to the Pro-
vince on that account.

The Committee adjourned until this even-
ing at 7.30. :

There is an old saying that figures can
be made to prove anything, and Sir Leon-
ard Tilley did not fail to endeavor to
make out that the effect of his tariff was
to reduce the imports from the United
States, and to increase those fro.n Great
Britain. We doubt inuch whether the
year selected, 1877, is a fair one, and we
think it much wore desirable to institute
a comparison between the years ending
respectively 30th June, 1830 #nd 1881,
when the tariff was the sa.ue and circum-
stances not widely different.

In 1880 the dutiable goods i.uported
from the United States were $19,586,567,
and in 1881 $25,632,313, beingan increase
of $6,065,746, or about 3! per cent. In
1880 the dutiable imports from Great
Britain were $28,038,118, and in 1881
$35,860,461, being an increase of $7,822,
343, or about 28 per cent. The increase
in the free goods was much the same,
viz., fro.n Great Britain $1,300,241, and
from the United States $1,291,418.

The most startling circuwmstance con-
nected with the returns, and most
assuredly no one could forin an idea of
it, from Sir Leonard Tilley’sspeech, is the
effect of the tariff on a class of goods
which it was specially intended to pro-
tect, viz.,, cotton manufacturers. Nothing
can be more deceptive than the figures
employed to prove that these duties are
calculated to encourage imports from
Great Britain. Of course it is well-known
that there are certain descriptions of
cottons, principally the more expensive
goods, in which the United States cannot
compete with Great Britain, while the
Canadian manufacturers do not produce
them at all. These goods are largely
imported from Great Britain at a revenue
duty of 20 per cent., and by blocking all
cotton goods together it iz made to
appear that Great Britain competes with
the United States at a great advantage.
This is simply a delusion, and one that
we have already called attention to, citing
facts from last year’s trade returns. We
shall now give figures from the returns
for the year 1881. We shall take the
first three items under the head ot Cotton
Manufacturers, viz.,, “Grey or unbleached
and bleached cottons, sheetings, drills,
ducks, etc., not stained, painted or
printed.” “Ginghaiws and plaids, dyed or
colored.” “Denims, drillings, bed tick-
ings, canton flannels, ducks, and drills,
dyed or colored, checked and striped
shirtings, cottonades, etc.” Now the
foregoing goods are manufactured in
Canada, and are likewise imported from
Great Britain and the United States
under heavy protective duties. We
claim that they are fair items for com-
parison. The imports of these goods
from Great Britain last year were $952,-
412, which paid duties amounting to
$304,331.54, or rather above 32 per cent.
The imports of the same articles from
the United States were $1,008,974, which
paid duties amounting to $279,502.66, or
273% per cent., being rather more than 4
per cent. paid on British in excess of

United States imports of the goods in
question. This arises from the operation
of the specific duty peryard, there having
been 10,579,565 square yards in the
British goods, and 8,852,905 in those from
the United States. The price per yard
is over 3 cents higher on the American
than the British goods. It must be borne
in mind that the number of yards stated
is the gross quantity, and that the prices
vary on the different qualities, but the
difference in price is about 3 eents per
yardon each quality of goods.—Journal
of Commerce. :

MYSTERIOUS SUICIDE.

A BEAUTIFUL AND WEALTHY GIRL SHOOTS
HERSELF IN KINGSTON.

KingstoN, Feb. 28.—_This afternoon a
young and beautiful girl named Edith
Gray, who for the past week has been
stopping at the British American Hotel,
comwitted suicide by shooting herself
through the brain with a revolver. The
affair is somewhat mysterious, but the
following are the facts as nearly as they
as they can at present be ascertained :—
Last Tuesday, the girl, who is about 21
years of age, arrived at the hotel and
registered her namne as Edith Gray Stokes.
Her object in coming to this city was, she
said, to s<e a niece who was in the con-
vent, and of whom she was guardian.
Having plenty of money, and being of a
pre-possessing and lady-like appearance,
the proprietor of the hotel, Mr. Davis, in-
tended to aid her in findin~ her niece.
The next day, however, she was taken ill
with hemorrage of the lungs, and was
confined to her Led, medical attendance
being brought in. While ill she was
visited by a medical student named
Grange, and a close intimacy sprang up
between them, which finally resulted in
their engagement. Being attacked with
hemorrhage; and fearing death, she made
a will, leaving all her property, of which
she had considerable, to her intended
husband, destroyed the will the next
day, and broke off the engagement. The
medical student still plied his suit, and
she appealed to the proprietor of the
hotel, who demanded to know who she
was and all about her. - She referred him
to Mr. L. Titus of Trenton, who, she
averred, was her guardian. That gentle-
man was telegraphed to, and arrived this
afternoon. The girl, on hearing of his
arrival, retired to her room, and Mr
Titus, after having had an interview with
the proprietor, went to her room, accom-
panied by that gentleman. The door was
locked, and on looking through the key-
hole, they could see the body of Miss
Gray lying on the floor. Fearing some-
thing was wrong, they burst open the
door, and found the unfortunate girl still
alive, but evidently mortally wounded.
A revolver, with one barrel discharged,
lay beside her. The report of the shot
was not heard by any one in the build-
ing. The girls true name is Edith Gray,
and she comes from the township of
Hiller, Prince Edward county. She is
still living, but death is certain.
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THE TARIFF AND THE PEOPLE.

It is safe to take the third batch of
amendments to Sir Leonard Tilley’s tariff
as already constituting part of the law of
the land, for there is not enough inde-
pendence on the Conservative side of the
House to dictate resistance to any of the
proposed changes. The tariff) therefore,
as Parliament will have it this sesson,
will contain every one of its discrimina-
tions against the farmer. No notice what-

~ ever has been taken of remonstrances

from the patrons of husbandry and
others. The heaviest taxes will continue
to be levied on the class of goods which
the farmer consumes. His freight rates
will continue to be extravagantly high—
purposely made so by the Government
in order that an entirely unnecessary
revenue may be derived from coal and
iron. His implements and his household
supplies will continue to be increased in
cost, while the senseless trade policy will
keep his markets always down to the
lowest (export) point.

Nothing whatever has been done to
lighten the tremendous load of taxation
laid on the workingman, save that a mat-
ter of sixteen cents a year is
taken off the price of his tea
—a reduction, however, which is cer-
tain to go mostly to the wholesaler and
retailer. He will continue to be subject
to coal and bread taxes—imposts which
Sir R. Cartwright rightly said had never
been inflicted upon any other community
in like circumstances. He must still pay
on his woollen clothing taxes of 45 per
cent. against the 23 per cent. paid by the
rich man; and on his cotton shirtings an
almost equally discriminating tax. In
short the workingman must continue for
another year to live under a tariff framed
by a Government which has exercised
the minutest care in laying the lightest
taxes on the rich and the heaviest on the
poor ; a Government which professes to
be anxious to promote Canadian indus-
tries, but which gives monopolies to the
rich, and doubles the amount heretofore
annually spentin bringing over Europeans
to compete with Canadian workingmen.

The tariff, as last amended, does noth-
ing for the lumbering industry, but con-
tinues to levy a new and special tax of
$1 on every thousand feet of lumber pro-
duced, thus diminishing the number of
American and European markets in
which it is possible for our lumbermen to
compete, and therefore actually dimin-
ishing the amount of work performed in
the woods, as well as the rates of wages
which the lumbermen can pay.

Nothing isdone for the salaried classes,
consisting mainly of persons who are liv-
ing from hand to mouth, and have no re
sources to fall back upon in order to
meet the increased cost of living caused
by the tariff. Nothing is before this class
but retrenchment, doubly distasteful at

_ atime when other classes, not a bit more

deserving of success, are launching out
into profuse expenditure and display; for
there is no tariff imposed upon the im-

. portation of  German and English clerks

and bookkeepers, who would swarm over
in thousands if the situations of our
salaried people were worth competing
for.

There remains the manufa “turing class.
The tariff does attempt something for a
selected handful of this class. But to
nineteen-twentieths of the manufacturers
the tariff is not only not helpful but is
actually injurious. It needs but a slight
further progress of the markets in the
direction in which they are now tending
to deepen the impression already created
in the minds of many manufacturers, that
the Tilley tariff is the most disastrous
accident that ever happened to Canadian
in lustries.

In vindication of our often expressed

opinion that the majority of Canadian

manufacturers are injured and not bene-
fitted by the tariff, we have undertaken
the task of gathering the opinions of
representatives of the several trades.
The first instalment of the reports of in-
terviews with these gentlemen is pub-
lished elsewhere. Other reports will fol-
low in due course. So far, it will be ob-
served, what the manufacturers have to
say bears out our statements. Outside
of the half-dozen monopolies endowed
with enormous specific duties, there is
no such state of beatific satisfaction with

. the N. P. as the untruthful Sir Leonard

in his Budget Speech pretended. On the
contrary, where the tariff is not distinctly
stated to_be harmful it is said to do
neither harm nor good; but the latter
neutral state is ascribed to it by those
who are g0 fortunately situated that they
can shift on to the shoulders of the con-
suners their new load of taxation.—
Toronto Globe.

POOR DOCUMENT

A SINGULAR PHENOMENON.

DEATH AND RESURRECTION OF A MAN.

A special despatch from Hagerstown,
Md., gives the particulars of a psycholo-
gical phenomenon which has been made
public by Rev. J. Spangles Ke!ifer, of the
Reformed church. The story of the minis-
ter is that one night he was summoned to
the bedside of a dying man named Tor-
rant. To his great regret when he reached
the house, a mile distant from the town
in the mountains, he was informed by the
attending physician that the man was
dead. He went to the room and saw
lying on the bed the stark and rigid form
of the departed, the lower jaw fallen, the
ashy palor of death on the face, and the
body cold. It was about nine o’clock in
the evening when the minister arrived.

: | The family were terribly griefstricken.

A son in particular was inconsolable. He
called on his father, begged him to come
back, and with difficulty could be kept
away from the body. The clergyman re-
mained until near’ two o'clock in the
morning. At this time when the pastor
.was thinking of leaving, the son, who
seemed to take the death so much to
heart, was seized with another paroxysm
of grief, threw himself on the body of the
father, embraced him, called him, bathed
the cold face with tears, shrieking that
he could not let him go; that he must
say one word, look at him once more;
that he must not leave him without just
one more word and one more look. As
if the agonized voio® had penetrated the
silence of the other world, the lips of the
father moved, the eyes opened and cast
a sad, reproachful look on the weeping
son, and in the well known voice came
distinctly these words: “Oh, why did you
bring me back?’ As soon as the awe-
stricken group could regain their presence
of mind after this appalling scene, they
immediately administered restoratives to
the patient, when the minister left him,
very weak, but still alive. He was sent
for by the father next day, who gave an
account of his death (as he evidently be-
lieved it had been) and his experience to
the time when he was apparently called
to life. He said: :

“When I died I first felt a sickening,
going, sensation. I knew everything going
on in the room, but I could not speak or
move my lips. Then all was blank. The
next thing I remember was being in a
dense darkness, seemingly in a tunnel,
through which I was being pushed. There
seemed to be two forms, one on each side,
pushing me along through the tunnel,
and I appeared to move as if I was float-
ing, touching nothing above or below.
At last it appeared to grow lighter, as
though we were nearing the end of the
passage. It grew brighter every moment,
and then I seemed to observe two shining
beautiful forms on each side of me. I
had a feeling of ‘perfect peace and well-
being, and heard, as though it was a part
of the space I floated in, the most sooth-
ing and delightful music. I have been a
great sufferer, and the feeling of rest and
treedom from pain was the thing I noticed
most in my new state. I remained a
short time in this blessed state, when it
seemed to be disturbed by a voice in pain
calling on me to come back. If they
had known how much better I was they
would never have wanted me back in this
weak and suffering body.”

The man lived several days and then
died, and his famil- sincerely believed a
second time, and remembering his solemn
words as to his first experience, did not
call him back. Whether the man was in
a snycope from which the piercing lamcn-
tations of the tamily aroused him, or
whether he had indeed been permitted
to return after a glance at the glories of
the great unknown, no one.can answer.
But one thing is certain, that for the
space of several hours, to all intents and
purposes, so far as the doctor, the pastor
and the family were concerned, and so
far as all outward indications were con-
erned, the man was dead.

PovLvearmy.—SaLr Lake, Feb. 27.—The
-Ladies’ Anti-Polygamy Society last night
adopted resolutions declaring that the
Society speaks in the name of outraged
womanhood and for 40,000 real citizens
of the territory, beseeching Congress to
take at once from the Mormons all

wrong.

Southwest Miramichi. When completed
these pictures will do very great credit to
Mr. Taylor.

Free Fi1GHT.—A free fight of a rather dis-
graceful nature took place on the corner of
Regent and King streets, between one and
two o’clock Monday afternoon, when several
young men, well known around town, set
upon an old man named Martin Burke, of
Hanwell, and his son, aged about 19. There
was considerable excitement for a time. The
old man and the lad held their own fairly
well, but the former got pretty badly cut
about the face.

THE OroMOCTO BREAKWATER.— During the
winter men have been employed putting an
apron of brush and stone on the inside of the
Oromocto Breaker to prevent the water
rughing over in the spring undermining it.
The brush and stone is sunk through the ice,
and the work has been completed with the
exception of about 1000 feet. Operations
have been suspendéd, however, owing to the
sudden rise of the river consequent upon the
recent heavy rain,

St. PAuL's PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH.—An
adjourned congregational meeting of St.

THE WEATHER DURING FEBRUARY.-

We publish below a table giving a synopsis
of the temperature, per centage of clouding,
depth of rain-fall and snow ininches, in F’ton
during month Feb. from ’72 to’82, inclusive.
It will be noticed that the month of February,
just passed, has not been a very remarkable
month, meteorologically considered. The
fall of snow is a feature which, while not
being remarkable compared with the fall for
the same month in the other ten years, is
worthy of note taken in connection with the
other heavy snow falls during this winter,
There were 130’hours and 30 minutes of sun-
shinpe last month. The windiest day was
Wodnesday the 22d, when the Anemograph
recorded five hundred and thirty miles for
the twenty-four hours ending at midnight.
The greatest hourly velocity was thirty miles,
the greatest gusty velocity wasat the rate of
thirty-six miles.

Trerr or MoNEY.—The shop of John
McKnight, on the corner ofg Regent and
King streets, was robbed Monday a. m. of the
sum of $44—$19 in bills and $25 in silver.
The money was there when Mr. McKnight
went to"dinner, locking the door after him,
and when he returned, the money was- gone.
From the appearance of the premises on his
return it was apparent that some one had
pushed in the small window under the shop-
front leading into the cellar, and from the
cellar had gained an entrance into the shop.
Mr McKnight hasa pretty good idea where
the money went to. He has recovered $20
but declines to give the name of the thief.
It was a small lad.

WOODSTOCK NOTES.

WoobsTock, March 3.
UxpEr PROTEST.—A couple of Montreal
commercial travellers who came here the
first of the week, on being asked to contri-
bute of their substance to the town treasury
through the Marshal, refused. The refusal
was based on the plea that such demand was
both unjust and illegal. They contended
that the case decided against a similar claim
made by the City of St. John on commercial
travellers held good in this instance; but the
authorities here contend that the levying of
the fees here are entirely different in principle
from either that of Fredericton or St. John.
The two gentlemen paid the license fees under
protest, so that the probabilities of an im-
portant law suit before long are quite prom-
ising.
FURNITURE FAc'rony — A new farniture
factory, with machinery for general wood-
work, is to be erected in Woodstock soon.
Messrs. J. G. Vanwart and Albert Jones are
going into the enterprise with commendable
vigor, and the character of these gentlemen
is & guarantee that energy and intelligence
will direct their undertaking. The building
will be located on the south side of the
Meduxnakik, near its mouth. The machinery
iz in course of construction, and the frame
will be erected shortly.

AcOIDENT.—Jethro Grass, of Waterville,
had his leg badly fractured in a peculiar way
one day last week. He had been hauling
some pressed hay, and while illustrating to
gome ladies how it was handled and weighed,
a bale relled down and struok his leg, caus-
ing a compound fracture between the knee
and foot. He was taken out from under the
heavy buadle of hay with some difficulty.

THE REPRESENTATION OF THE RIVER
COUNTIES.

To the Editor of the Evening Herald.

Sir,—The readers of your valuable paper
will recollect that some time during the past
summer Sir Hector Langevin paid a flying
visit to the Maritime Provinces. That gen-
tleman met with a cordial reception at the
hands of his friends. He professed on all occa-
gions to be deeply interested in the welfare
of localities visited. About the same time
his fellow-countrymen in New Brunswick
were summoned to meet in solumn conclave
at Memramcook. Loud and long were the
barangues indulged in at that gathering.
The brilliant future in store for our Acadian
friends was clearly pointed out to them. An
inquiring public began to ask, what means
this new departure ? That question is now
about to be answered. A recent issue of the
Moncton Times, an organ of the Dominion
Government, foreshadows a plot which, if
carried out, aims a direct blow at the rights
of the river Counties in New Brunswick, and
may possibly enable Sir Hector to secure an
addition to his numerous following in Par-
liament.

The proposition is to unite theold and
loyal Counties of Queens and Sunbury for
electoral purpose, thereby depriving these
‘people of one-half their present representa-
tion, and to give an additional representa-
tion to the County of Westmorland.

Of course it would not do to propose such
an outrage without attempting to justify it
in some way. The organ of the Tory party
referred to sets forth a number of reasons
why the changes should be made—among
these it is stated, first, that Queens.and Sun-
bury are not increasing in population, and
further that they have no large towns or im-
portant shipbuilding, munufacturing, or
other interests that especially need looking
after at Ottawa.

With reference to those Counties there is
some truth in the assertions. The reason
why is not far to seek. The betrayal of the
confidence reposed in our present Finance

about such ‘a condition of things. To be
taunted now in the manner we are by an
organ of that gentleman’s party is adding
ingult to injury. Every one who has paid
any attention to the development of the Pro-
vince knows that the rapid strides of the
Town of Moncton are due to the fact that at
the cost of the whole people it has been made
a great railway centre: that thousands of
dollars of public funds are annually expend-
ed there: that the factories that to-day ex-

ist there are pampered by a protective turiff.

Minister has had much to do with bringing.

Had the pledges made by Sir Leonard been
faithfully adhered to, some other point on
the I. C. R. R. would have been to-day en-
joying Moncton’s advantages. Towns and
villages would have grown up in Queens and
Sunbury as they have in Westmorland, and
in the matter of population they would no
doubt have kept pace with their sister
Counties.

But, Mr. Editor, it will not, I think, be
difficult to show that even on the basis of
population the western counties of New
Brunswiek, as distingunished from the north-
ern and eastern Counties ought not to be
tampered with. A reference to the last
census will show that the aggregate popula-
tion of Kings, Queens, Sunbury, Charlotte,
Carleton and Victoria is 141,280. This,
divided by seven, gives one member in the
Commons to every 20,260 of these inhabi-
tants. Now if we take the Counties of
Albert, Westmorland, Kent, Northumber-
land, Gloucester and Restigouche, ‘we find
their population amounts to 196,447, which,
divided by six, gives one representative to
21,074 of their population. The change
which it is proposed to make would give the
first-named Counties but one representative
to 23,545 persons, while the last-named
Counties would have one to 18,062 persons.
It will be seen at a glance that the present
arrangement is more equitable than the one
proposed, and so long as no dissatisfaction
exists the river Counties ought not to be
interfered with. Besides it is possible to
remedy the condition of things complained
of by the T'imes in a much fairer way; that
is by adding a part of Westmorland to the
adjoining County of Albert, which cannot
be considered a large or populous County.
Ifa change, such as is contemplated, should
receive the sanction of the Government it
will assuredly give color to the rumor which
is already being circulated, that the head of
the Public Works Department in New Bruns-.
wick, who recently paid a visit to Ottawa,
had other fish to fry than looking after the
unadjusted claims, so called. More anon.

To the Editor of the Evening Herald :

Sie—I believe the water works question is
finally settled by a small majority, and it is
no doubt taken for granted that those who
did not vote were in favor, for if they were
opposed they would have cast their vote
against its introduction. 1In reference to
this question of water supply the difficulty
has only begun; the vote taken is only one
step in advance, There are several to fol-
low, and most important steps involving
considerable outlay and thought; and it
seems to me that before going any further
we ought, as citizens who are to be benefitted
by this movement, and who are to pay for
the construction of it, move cautiously—be
sure we are right, then go ahead. Recently
in Halifax, N. 8., gentlemen combined toge-
ther to construct a sugarrefinery. They did
8o, put in some four hundred thousand dol-
lars, more or less, left the management to
unskilled men, and the result was a failure.
This may be the case with the water supply
for Fredericton. Had we not better com-
mence right?

The Mayor called a public meeting of the
citizens to consider how to suitably open the
Parliament Building. Here is a subject of
vastly much more importance than that to
us. Why could not His Worship call the
citizens together and discuss ways and
means in reference to pure water? I think
he would find men willing and able to give
information on this important subject that
would be advantageous to all concerned.

I hope there will be a move in this matter
at once.

The belief is general that the dissolution of
Parliament has been decided on. The Gov-
ernment do not dare to go on another year
for fear that the Syndicate monopoly, and
other complications, will cause their Hver-
throw. They therefore decide to go to the
country. They will first re-adjust the con-
stituencies and change the lines of the ridings
80 as to give them every advantage.
They will resort to any measure however
outrageous to retain power. The New Bruns-
wick Senator, acting in the interest of French
Tories, is said now to be willing to unite
Gloucester and Restigouche and not disturb
the river counties’ representation s he pro-
posed in.the Senate, provided his object of
getting a Tory representative for part of
Westmorland is obained.
