He now comes out flat
footed in favor of a higher tariff
against the United States if they
longer refuse to reciprocate with
us in trade matters. He announ-

ces himself as an advocate of reci-

procity in products or in tariffs.
That is sound doctrine and is
not contrary to the principles
underlying the Natiogal Policy
inaugurated by the Conservatives
under Sir John MecDonald ; it is
what a - great many have con-
stantly held as the only solution
of the trade relafonsof the tvwe
countries. Another important ad-
mission made by Mr. Charlton is
that reciprocity between this
country and the United States
shouldf#bt be sought for by agree-
ing to make any concession’ that
might be detrimental in the slight-
est degree to Canada. . Let us
make a tariff -that will give us
sufficient protection and then :let
our neighbors come to terms or
not, as they saw fit. Thatis quite
difterent from “looking to Wash.
ington,” of which we had, in times
past, heard so wmuch from Mr.
Charlton and his friends. Mr.
Charlton freely admits the advan-
tage Canada would reap from a
preference to the Colonies by the
Imperial Government, should the
latter at any time agree to such.
Reciprocity would then be no
more thought of. He certainly
struck the Government hard when
he pointed out how they had been
fostering trade with the United
States to the disadvantage of the
Mother Country, when he showed
how much higher the duties were
oa imports from Great Britain
than on imports from the United
States, notwithstanding the boast-
ed preference to British imports.
This was a great injustice to Can-
ada, and while it continued there
could be no hope of reciprocity or
anything approaching 'fair tariff
arrangements between this coun-
try and the United States. Mr.
Charleton’s speech was certainly
an exposure of the hypocritical
tariff tinkering of the Govern-
ment, and a candid confession that
the Counservatives are right on the
tariff question.

Dominion. Parliament.

Reciprocity had the floor in the House
of Commons on February 24th, the sit-
ting being characterizad by a remark-
able speech from Mr. John Charlion,
which was frequently applauded by con-
servatives, and received in absolute
silence by the liberals. He said that
any unprejudiced man must agree with
him that Canada had not been making
satisfactory progress since confedera-
tion. During the last decade our popu-
lation had increased only 103 per cent.,
while, since 1867 the total incresse was
47 per cent. 1In the first thirty years of
her existence;the United States increas-
in population by 1,699,000. Canads
bad been losing the very flower of the
population, and he thonght time had
arrived to stop this drain, and to adopt

and ‘greater progress towards making
Canada a nation. Mr. Charlton went
on to speak of the effuct of the recipro-
city treaty of 1854-66. During that
sime Canadian exports to the Uaited
States increased from $:2,000,000 to
$44,000,000. An nnfortanate expression
of opinion by Canada contributed to the’
abrogation of the treaty: Notwithstand-
ing the fact that this country had sent
40,000 men to fight with the union army,
the United States refuscd to congider.a
r:uewsal of the treaty and Lad entered
upon a period of repression which had
lasted for 35 yeare, Continning, Mr,
Charlton spoke ‘of the remarkable
growth of our imports from the United
Btates, a8 compared with thote from
Great Britain. Oar tariff was 1.rgely
reeponsible for this unsatisfactory state
of affairs. Last year our average duty
on imports from the United States was
24.83 per cent., while' from Great Britain
it was 24.87 per cent,

It was possible
that Great Britain might conclude to
give a preference to the colonies. It
was possible that a duty might be levied
by England and the colonies against
the outside world- If that policy. were
adopted reciprocity wounld be signed
down and this country wounld listen to
it no more. (Hear. Hear.)

After remarks from some  other
speakers Mr. Bell, Picton, said that in
dealing with the United States this
country had gone as far as was consist-
ent with national self-respect. In did
not seem at all unnatural to argoe that
the difference in the relative prosperity
between the two countries was due in
large measure to the difference in their
tariff policies. (Hear, hear.) If Can-
ada could mot have reciprocity with
the United States in the sense of a mu-
tual reduction of tariffs then it would
be necesaary to adopt the aliernative.
Canadians realized that the measure
of free trade among the provinces, re-
sulting from confederation; had been
of great benefit. This was not a ques-
tion of theoretical free trade or the
reverse, The nations were engaged in
rivalry and were trying to grasp the
prize of power and empire and
wealth, The Americans refused to
give Canada any part of their trade so
far as they could prevent it, but at the
same time they were absorbing the
whole of Canada’s trade. Canada
could not afford to tolerate such a sys-
tem. (Applause). The repéal of the
old reciprocity treaty had not been an
unmixed evil, 8o far at least, as the
Maritime Provinces were concerned,
becanse, as & result of that repeal, the
indastries of those provinces had been
greally extended. The census of 1891
had been & painfal sarprise, and so
also had been the census of 1901. It
behooved Canada now to enquire
whether her policy did not require
some fandamental change. He was
not fully able to make up his mind as
to the correctness of the course indica-
ted by Mr. Cbailton, but as a man he
felt very much inclined to follow ont
that course, or to meet an unfriendly
blow.
