at least unsuited to the
of Agriculture in this Country.” “Land
eu cheap and Iahor 8o dear,’”” say they, ‘that
we can't afford 1o farm eo high as the Eng-
lish and Belginns do.”—Now half the men
who talk 1n this way have no clear idea of
what superior farming reallv ie, but, if press

ed for a definition of it, will dilate on . the
unprodeoctive expenss of whiteswashing
trere, planing boarde for fences, ar some-
thing of the sort, which hae nothing te do
with Farming at all, A farmer, gnod or
bad, may expend 80 much eapital in more
fancy -work aw to render his farm nmproduc.
tive and even an expence to him: bat that
dnes not mvahidate the soand general rule
that Auy thing ean profitably br wri.v done i
whick can profitably be done at wll. " T this |
rule we know no exceptions, One man's |
| 1and may be unsuited 1o Corn, or Wheat, or |
bariay, so that he onght not 10 attempt the

An official sur-
vey gliour National Agricolture e-timates
tha deterioration of the soil ot this country
since ite ~ettl-ment by white men ssdetr.ct
ing at least Five ilundred Miliions of Dol
lare from ite value! All observing men are
familiar with facts which sistan this esti
mae, There are whole Canticg, and
mo-+1 while States, which.would once hav-
vielded an average of twenty bushels of
Wheat or forty of Indian Corn to the acre,
yet wonld now (uomanured) average not
wore than twenty of Corn and not five of |
Wheat. The virtue has gone ont of them.'
Thev have been gradually robbed of their
fertility by false, migerable, wasteful cul

twe. The gclemeonts eseential to the pro-
guctue uf (he cereal goam= have been pgra:

duaily abetracted, and not returned nor
replaced. They liave been gent off to the
cities, to Europe and have long since ser
ved to fertilize British fields or have been
thrown fcom the docks, or crept through
the sewers of our eeabord cities into the
ocean.  Every dollar of the dwninished
value of the 8ol 18 0 much robbed by in
dolence and ignorance in the past from the
patrimony of future generations.

Every acre of land under cultivation aught |
to be worth more afler each year's tullage
than it wne before. It may not, indeed, be
n condition to produce a larger amount o
that eame crop; it o that is _ample reason
for changing to something else. To say
that a farmer can’t affird the fertilization
