Ott the abové subject an American paper
hds the following :—Our exchanges from
Mexico are filled with accounts of robbery,
rapine and murder, almost without a
parallel in the history of that lost and
abandoned ‘people. The Brownasville
Ranchero is full to overflowing with dis-
gusting recitals’ 6f the outrages by that
semi-barbarous race. Butthe worst fea-
ture of all is that Americans every-where
in the bloody Republic, appear to be the
objective point of Mexican hatred. In
plain truth, the condition of Mexico now
18 far more appalling than at any former
Yenod in her history, bloody as that is.

But a few days since we read an account of
a band of desperadoes penetrating the
heart of the'city of Puebla and carrying off
one of the wealthiest merchants of that
heretofore well-governed city. This mer-
chant was held for ransom, but not receiv-
ing tho $15,000 demanded, they tortured
their victim, and finally killed him, Here-
tofore oecurrences of ‘this kind were rare.
but now they have become more than fear-
fully common. Even the walled-in city of
Pucbla bad to yield to invasion.
