His Grace has desired us to maké a
correction or denial of a statement
made—or at least insinuated, in the
letter of “Citizen” in the Evening
Telegram, of Feb. 21st., viz., that the
Pastoral Letter was sent by His Grace
for publication to non-Catholic news-
papers—the following is the state-
ment: “We have no objection to Arch-
bishop Howley giving Religious
instruction to his people. If such an
article (as the Pastoral) appeared in
the¢ir own paper it is only what one
may reasonably expect, but to air
such views in faee of the general pub-
lic is bound to proveke a reply.”

His Grace wrote the Pastoral sole-
ly for the instruction of his oewn peo-
ple. He printed it at his own ex-
pense and distributed it (or had dis-
tributed) free among his own people
only and within the precincts of the
Catholic Churches. He never sent it
to any paper, Catholie or non-Catholic
for publication. If the papers thought
it worth publishing it was certainly
within their right to do so, as by being
printed and read from the pulpits it
became public property. Nor does
His Grace object to any fair and legiti-
mate criticism. His Grace stated in
the broadest way the trend of thought
of the XVI. Century which gave rise to
the Reformation. The historical facts
such as the spread of a sentiment of
Liberty (or License) of thought, etc.,
are not denied by any Historian, Pro-
testant or Catholic. It is only that
His Grace draws a certain conclusion
