New York, Feb. 6—Statistics gath-
ered by the Employment Bureau of
the Society for Improving the Condi-

tion of the Poor, showing that 331,900'

me nin New York were out of wmgg
furnish an interesting study for em*
ployers,( philanthropists and social

economists. As a result of a canvass

of manufacturers, contractors and
merchants, the Buréan reports that
conditions were abniormal and the
worst since the winter of 1907-1908.

“Most of the employers felt, hew-
ever,” says the report, “that business
relief was in sight and that a very
few months would see the return of
normal business conditions.”

Unskilled Lahor Worse.

Of the tatal . unemplaoyed, 140,000
were unskilled laborers. The build-
ing trades came next, with 70,000.

engineers and firemen, 3,000; and
other trades in smaller proportion.

The Bureau acknowledged that
these figures are only approximate,
but said that in every case the most
conservative information was follow-
ed.

Journalism 1,500
Years Ago.

The President of the Chinese Re-
public, Yuan Shi Kai, recently sup-
pressed the newspaper “King-Boa)”
which undoubtedly was the oldest
paper in the world.

For 1,560 vears it has reported the
more important news not only of Chi-
na, but also of foreign countries. At
a time when the art of printing and
journalism was as yet unknown in
Europe, the Chinese invented a means
for making type of lead and silver, and
in the year 400 A.D., the paper “King-
Bao,” was printed, and has since been
issued regularly until recently.

John D. Rockfeller, one of the most
frequently mentioned citizens of the
United States, lives in a country near
New YorK City, which he has made
over into a very handsome front yard.
He also has a residence in Cleveland,
Ohig, where he lived many years, and
is acquainted with several people.

Mr. Rockfeller is famous in more
ways than any other American, with
the "possible exception of that ster=
Hpg athlete hunter, author, explorer,
woodchopper, warrior, preacher, his-
terian  father and statesman, Col.
Roosevelt. Mr. Rockfeller is one of
the most noted golfers in tiie country.
He has never won a cup, but he is
the only golfer who rides eofter his
ball on a bicycle.

Mr. Rockfetler is also the nation’s
most famous Sunday School teacher.
He has a large class in New York

City .and it was on account of his
talks to young men on lLow to sue-

ceed that he was elected to honorary
membership in the Amerjcan Press
Humorists’ ‘Association some years
ago.

Mr. Rockfeller is 2lso noted for
his extravagance. Money slips
through his hands like water.-No soon-
er dees he save a cent a gallon on the
price of transporting oil thar he lets
go of a million dollars {no-some col-
lege or other. He blew in $25,000,000
on Chicagoe University in ten years,
thus putting the record of the most
extravagant senior to.shame. With
him it i3 a case of saving at the spi-
got and wasting on the General Edu-
cation Board. He has spent $120,-
000,000 in the last twenty vears. If it
were not for a little Stahdard Oil
stock—say about $500,000,000 worth
—he would be a poor man to-day.

Mr. Raockfeller also has the most
famous head of hair in the country.
When he bought it reporiers wrote
columas about it.

Mr. Rockfeller, morever, is famous
for his exclugiveness. He does not
go-to tango teas or Europe, and has
never been elected to office. He is
personally known to verv few citiz-
ens.’ He is so retiring that when the
government wished to serve a wit-
ness subpoena on him, scme years
ago, it took a hundred denuty sheriffs
 several weeks to find him.

Mr. Rockefeller is the most famous
ex-dyspeptic. in the country. Twenty

| companies. Of late years, however,
he has cut both of these arficles ef
diet and eats everything else with
impunity.

Mr. Rochefeller was born in New
Yqrk state in 1839 and is a selfmade
man. He used to sell oil for a living

but retited some years ago, leng after

HOSPITAL TREATMENT FOR IX.

SANITY.

The London Medico Legal Society
at its last two mesctings has been dis-
cussing in some -detail the questio:
of .the hospital treatment of acute
nd incipient insanity which now
seems likely to be put into operatior
by. the London County Council. Thi
system, by which a large and impor-
tant class of persons liable to ment
a]l affections may be successfull:;
treated without incurring the stigm
of being placed on the register of lu-
natics, has been advocated by man}
alienists, notably Dr. Maudsley, whe
a few years ago, presented a consid-
erable sum of money to the London
County Council towards the estab-
lishment of suitable wards. Pro-
gress has been hindered’ by legal ob
stacles, but meanwhile medical anc
legal opinion has ripened, and ther
is now practically unanimity that the
system should be adopted generall
by local authorities. In France an:
Germany it is general, but in thi
country the only case is in Glasgow
where the local authorities have hac
a complete system of hospital treat
ment of the acute and incipient in
anities in full operation for som
en years. Dr. Carswell, the physic
an to the hospital, described Iit:
vorking at a recent meeting of the
fedico Legal Society. There is, o
course, no compulsion on any patien
‘0 enter the wards, but in practic
1one make objection. The period o©
‘reatment is limited to six weeks
Juring last year about 750 patient
wero treated, of whom only 250 he
ultimately to be certified insane anc
-ransferred to the asylum. If legis
ation is secured for this new forn
f treating the mentally deranged we
