Several comments have laid stress
this
\pproaching clection to decide whe-
her the people want to return to the
Ward System in Municipal elections.
It is right that the blame, if any,
.hould rest on the proper shoulders.
The suggestion for a plebiscite came
from the Citizens’ Committee in which
are many who favor the Ward Sys-
tem, but this suggestion asked that the
question be put to the people at, the
slection of C(‘ouncillors which was
held on June 30th, and not that a sep-
rate election be .held. ~This idea was
10t acceptable to the Select. Commit-
tee or vather, they took the advice of
the Commissioners who . thought that
he public would get the matter con-
‘used, or in any case, the time was
o¢ short for the peopie to-thoroughly
understand the question. I think this
must have been some months before
june 30th. The Commissioners said
that their Charter was based on a
‘ouncil elected.at large and that =a
hange to a. Ward System .would
/arow their work into confusion. 1
» not know how this can be so, but
sverfheless it was their stated opin-
n. herefore the ~unnecessary ex-
>nditure qf money in holding this
ection in two or three weeks’ time

's at the door of the now-scattered
ommission. The Ward System ap-
eals to me as an improvement on
Llection at large. Let us imagine for
minute if our House of Assembly
rere elected at large and everyone
ad a vote for 36 members. Can we
.ink that in this .case each district
ould reeceive the care and attention
at it does now? Can we imagine
at some of the Districts would re-
°ive no visits from the Government
all? Now our members of the
House are not elected primariiy to
wk after the interests of their dis-
icts, but to act for the good of the
blony.  Nevertheless their particular
ttention to one portion of the Colony
highly desirable and necessary, and
) the members form links of the same
1ain and by each keeping his link in
nod repair, the whole chain is kept
rong.
Now in the City, is it not the same?
Would it not be 'simpler, easier and
better to have one man walking
iround one-gixth of the City and no-
icing its needs, than to have six men
roaming around the whole City, see-
mg much, and perhaps too much to do
anything. A Ward Councillor can
get in touch with his people; he can

encourage them to help in making a
clean City; he can bring his Ward to
the point where they will try to make
their Ward the cleanest in the City.
The healthy rivalry of cleanliness,
what could be better.

As regards getting work done in the
‘Wards, most of that would still rest
with the Council as a body as it does
now; the Councillors can very well
be limited in their authority as they
are now.

One objection to the Ward System is
that the man of power in the Council
and who can talk, will get every-
thing he wants for his Ward over thc
heads of the other Councillors who
are not so ingenious or persuasive.
But cannot this take place in a Cour-
cil elected at large? If any one of
our present Councillors has a few
friends living on a street that he wish-
es to keep in with, can he not arrange
for the street to be oiled? and the rest
of the Councillors give in to his plaus-
ible reasons. Another objection is
that under the . Ward System some
portions of the town would get better
treatment and consideration  than
others. -How this is figured out I can-
not say. I do know, however, that
under our present system of: election
at large, undoubtedly there are por-
tions of the City which get more con-
sideration than others. Which streets
are getting oiled? The better locali-
ties of the poorer localities? Which
are getiing repaired and watered?

The best streets or the back streets? |!

1 don’t object to good streets. I know
many of ours are an abomination.
But I do object to money being spent
on a luxury when neecessity confronts
us. I do object to the spending of
thousands of dollars on a splendid
ties or the poorer localities? Which
one of the least populated in the City,
whilst we have TWO THOUSAND
houses without the commonest sani-
tary conveniences, and houses unfit
to live in, and people living amidst
environments which drag them lower
and lowar. If this is the result of
elections at large, then don’t you
think it is high time that these other
portions of the City were represented
and had a more direct voice in their
interests?

In one
case it was stated that a mother had
fed her ten months’ old baby on
stews, bread and milk, .cabbage, and
bread and butter! Why did" it cry?
Another motlier who had already bur-
ied twelve babies and was in a fair
way to kill ofi the thirteenth, tearfully
complained: “I can’t understand why
it is—Pve never denied ’em anything
they ecried for.,”

Of course any public reform in this
way is véry hard to accomplish. It is
one of the problems that await settle-
ment at the hands of women, and the
franchise which looms nearer every
day will bring the solution of many
like questions nearer. It is in so
many cases another result of our
survival-of-the-fittest civilization. The
struggle for bread, the power of mon-
ey have separated us one from an-
other. And if some go under, we
leave them there without a thought of
innocent babies being born in _that
under-world environment, and grow-
ing up uaeducated, uncouth.

Mad »l)ogs.

The Huns’ Monstrous War - Machine
is Now Beginning to Weaken.

London, Sept. 2.—The second-ia-
command of a battalion which has
been doing some hard fighting down
Gulliemont way was among the cot
cases a press representative talkad
with at Southampton. He said:

“My own impression is that the folk
who talk about the Huns having gone
mad—being the mad dogs of Europe
—are not really exaggerating so much
as you might suppose. I believe a
tremendous number of Boches are 10
all intents and purposes mad. Tall
you why. When a man really loses all

too mad to be good company. It really
is so. Complete absence of the sense
of humor is in effect madness; cn
leads to it, anyway. And that’s what
is the matter with the Boche to-day.

“When the Hun was practically
having things his own way, a year
ago, the news he gave the world was
quite intelligible, and a good deal of
it was to be relied on. He lies like
the dickens now in all his news. Well,
that’s all right; one can easily see
why. But if you read his lies careful-
ly—I've been reading ’em all the way
between Amiens and here—you’ll find
they're the lies of a madman; they
are quite mad lies.

“He says our offensive has been
smashed; that we have given it up,
having accomplished nothing at all;
that we have failed to injure him in
the least, have gained nothing, and
are so appalled by the terrible casual-
ties he has inflicted on us that sve
have finally given wup in despair.
Well, really, you know! Do we look
like it? Ask any man you like who
comes from the front. Everybody on
our side knows we dictate every move,
keep going forward, never go back.

“Thank goodness, at our worst we
never showed much sign of losing
our sense of humor. I've been study-
ing the Boche in the field for over a
year, and I'm convinced he’s lost his
ertirely; and that this is a worse loss
than anything in ground or muni-
tions. Indeed, I think it's fatal. His
monstrous war machine is still im-
mensely strong, and will go on work-
ing and destroying for a long time
yet. But his individual ﬁghters—thay
are either drug and machine driven
maniacs, foaming and fighting as mad
dogs fight, or, in other places, they
are breken and despairing wretches
who, in:the absence of blows
pricks from their herdsmen,
mercy and capture.

Youthful Offenders.

Despite all the din of war,

the nations that are busy

making it are not too

nfuch occupied to foresee
the end and to do a little introspection
that is concerned with the prospect.
England for one is doing a great deal:
she is preparing for peace even.while
she wages war as if she did not know
what peace was.- Reform is in the air,
or at any rate in ail the papers—
economic, social, educational and what
not. Touching education in particu-
lar a good deal of overhauling is tak-
ing place and a wealth of sane sug-
gestion being made which is certain
to result at least in a better system
than heretofore. There is as good need
as there is little hope of our follow-
lowing this example, but there is one
direction in which it is time that we
did something.

Anyone who has scanned, however
casually, the Police Court reports
during the past few months, cannot
fail to have been struck by the fre-
quency with which the names of
minors and mere boys have occurred.
Scarcely a week has passed without
the commission by some young mis-
demeanant of an offence varying from
a boyish escapade to a serious crime.
Larceny is particularly prevalent, this
again varying greatly in degree of
seriousness. Nor arc instances of
youthful depravity confined to police
circles, for they are evident in many
places and at many times, manifest-
ing themselves in rowdyism, destruc-
tion of property and generally unruly
behaviour.

This state of things is a serious
evil and does not bode well for the fu-
ture of the city. It will only be
rectified by the removal of the chief
cause, which - is idleness. These boys
are not naturally worse than other
boys in other places. But they are al-
lowed to become worse. They seem to
have no place in our social scheme.
Most of them do not go to school, and
we have no compulsory education
which would turn them into good and
valuable citizens, The only discipline
they receive is in the last schools they
should be permitted to enter, the po-
lice court and penitentiary. It is trite,
but none the less correct, to say that
this is the best process thdat could be
devised for turning them into crimin-
als. Yet the law and its officers can-
not be blamed, as they very often are;
for to condone offences. only leads to
their more serious repetition, while
some offences cannot be condoned or
disregarded.

The matter is a problem, and a more
serious one than we think is generally
recognized. 1ts solution is the busi-
ness of the Churches, educationalists
and civic and governmental authori-
ties. What we think is needed more
than anything else is some system of
industrial schools, if not reformator-
fes. The return, direct -and indirect,
to the city would far exceed the cost
of any such institution. The provis-
fon of City playgrounds is another
suggestion that may be worth making.
They are an institution in almost
every foreign city of importance and
are found to work well; apart from
keeping children out of mischief, they
are invaluable to their health. The
practical measures, however, we leave
to more competent hands, trusting
that they will be taken when the ex-
istence of the state of things which
we have mentioned is fully recognized.

| The Black List Troub'e

America is not Iljkely to
enhance  her reputation
by hér attitude and action
. on the Black List ques-
tion. The publication of the list was
one of the best tests that could have
been applied to the  genuineness of
American sentiment. This had been’
loud and overwhelming in favour of
the Allizs, but words cost nothing. The
list threatened to hit many Americans
in the most vital place, their pockets.
Their detestation of German methods
did not prevent them from doing pro-
fitable business, where possible, with
Germany and with those of German
sympathizers. England’s action ar-
oused an instant and indignant pro-
test which moved even the President
to speech and correspondence. The
New York Times spoke of Britain
“stooping to folly,” and gave'the mor-
al reasons for America’s objections,
the legal ones being too clear and ob-
vicus to need pointing out. Unfortun-
ately, nothing in the domain of Inter-
national L.aw is clear and obvious,
nowadays, and these reasons have not
yet been given. On the contrary, if
anything is undisputed it is the right
of a Sovereign nation to forbid its
subjects' commercial intercourse with
its enemies. To this America could
scarcely object; what she did not like
was the prospect of the inconvenience
and loss to herself in dealing with the
proscripted ones that would follow as
a consequence. Thus, as an example,
firms in other countries would not risi
consigning good to Germans on the
black list lest they should be denied
coal and other facilities by the Brit-
ish. America would accordingly lose
a certain amount of trade, so that the
wlole position was monstrous and f{l-
legal. What the indignant Americans
did not see was that all this would
result not directly from the British
regulations themselves but from the
accident of the very extensive British
power and influence, which Britain
had every right to use to the full in
support of a line of conduct legal and
justifiable in every way. .In other
words, America begins to feel for-once
an unfavourable operation of the
great naval supremacy of England of
which she has, consciously or uncon-
sciously, had the benefit for more than
two years. Saner Americans are be-
ginning to realize this and to see the
escence of the situation, but they are
few. In the midst of selfish and nar-
row-viewed .chatter the words of the
Tribune stand out as a remarkable
and fearless admission of Britain's
rights and the fact that they are not
necessarily co-extensive with those of
American commerce.

The New York Fishing Gazette,
dated Aug. 26th, says: Peter Griffin,
a member of the crew of the Steamer
Wave, of Boston, died of appendicitis
in a hospital in that city early this
week. l}le was brought into Boston
on the Str.

LONIION BUDGET,

LONDON, To-day.

Roumania, which entered the FEuro-
pean war less than two weeks ago,
is now the scene of a great battle be-
tween the Russo-Roumanian forces
and armies of the Central Powers.
The southern part of Dobrudia or
eastern Roumania has become the
fighting ground where the opposing
armies are engaged from the Biack
Sea to the Danube. along a front of
about 70 miles. Bulgarian and Turk-
ish troops advancing along the Black
Sea coast have occupied. Baltjik and
two other seaports, Sofia reports, and
the fortress of Dobritchor, Bazardjik,
fifty miles southeast of Bucharest, has
been taken by combined Bulgarian and
German forces, but the armies of the
Central Powers have not yet crossed
the Danube. All reports agree that
the Roumanians continue the offen-
sive in eastern Transylvania and have
occupied the important town of Orso-
va on the Danube above the Iron Gate.
Advancing from Szededa in Transyl-
vania north of Kronstadt, the Rou-
manians are driving westward. Vi-
enna admits the withdrawal of Aus-
trian forces before the attacks against
Hargitta. The Russians on the north-
ern end of the line near Riga have
commenced a new undertaking and
have crossed the Dvina north of
Dvinsk. Repeated efforts by the Ger-
mans to dislodge them, Petrograd de-
clares, have been unsuccessful. In
eastern Galicia the Austro-Germans
are fighting to hold the Russians ad-
vancing on Halicz southeast of Lem-
berg. Petrograd says the Austro-
German forces have fallen back to the
western bank of the Gnita-Lipa, while
Vienna asserts that the troops of the
Central f'owers are holding their own
in the heavy fighting that is going on.
The Russian attacks against German
positions on the Zlota-Lipa southeast
of Brzezany failed with heavy losses,
Berlin reports. On tie Somme front
in France a violent bombardment con-
tinues along almost the entire line.
Only infantry engagements have taken
place south of the river. The French
report a further advance for their
troops in the village of  Verman-
Dovillers. In the Berny-en-Santerre
and Chaulnes sector, where fighting is
particularly vicious, both Germans
and French record successes for
their armies in the repulse of attacks.
There has been no infantry action on
the front in Greek Macedonia, but ar-
tillery duels continued along the Stru-
ma and in the region of Lake Doiran.

HUNGARY PRESAGES THE END.

AQUI, Italy, Sept. 9.

By Dr. W. J. Dillon: Field Marshal
Von Hindenburg’'s appointment as
Chief of the Genman General Staff
suggests a desperate endeavor to
shatter the Russian and Roumanian
forces. The Hungarian press con-
siders the coming struggle in that
quarter decisive. For the isolation of
the Germans from their Eastern Allies
and for a Russian invasion of Hun-
garian plains, they make it clear that
the fullest apprehension prevails, and
that all hope has vanished. The Bul-'
garian village says Germany can face
an economic war only so long as she
possesses the Berlin-Bagdad railway.
If Transylvania is lost and if the Bal-
kans fall into the hands of her enem-
ies, Germany cannot survive the loss.

CORRESPONDENT’S STORY.

Headquarters of General Von
Gallwitz, Sept. 6.
(By Courier to Copenhagen), Tor-
onto Globe, by William Bayard Hale—
“To-day I have been on the firing line
south of the Somme. The great battie
is over for the present; that is to say
the activity is reduced, and wide sec-
tions of the line are silent though
the roar of the artillery and occasion-
al gunfire and less frequently the ma-
chine gun work still fill the air. I was
able, therefore, to creep mnearer the
front position, especially as it was
hazy, and I made the acquaintance
of acres rendered forever memorable
by events of yesterday and the day
before.- What I saw within the tren-
ches it is unlawful to describe. Per-
haps the Censor will permit me to
make reference to a battalion which
on a 100 yard front received two
thousand shells within the time dur-
ing which they had patience to count
and not a man was hurt. For ob-
taining real information one of the
best opportunities is to talk with
prisoners. Most of themr were French-
men with Senegal mnegroes among
them, A few hours before there had
been 1300 of them in the sugar shed
where I saw them fight. A hundred
passed on to the rear of the line.
Of the remainder fifty or sixty were
boys of 1916, but all looked well fed
and comfortably clothed. They had
spent 8 days in a resting place and
were only returning to a front posi-
tion when they were gobbled up. They
were willing to talk, but from a mili-
tary standpoint the value of the testi-
mony of these prisoners was tine
evidence they afforded regarding the
number of French and British forces
engaged on the south line of the tri-
angle attacking Peronne, that is to
say on the line described as south
of the Somme. It is certain that ten
French divisions participated in the
battle of the last three days. On
the northern line of the triangle it is
believed that 25 French and British
divisions are engaged. This means
that a total of 70,000 men attacked
the German line; as a matter of fact
probably near a third of these ware
held in reserve. It is safe to say that
half a million soldiers were gathered
within that slice of land which their
Generals have cut out of the German
piece. How many were the numbers
of the defenders I am not sufficientiy
in the confidence of the German Gen-
erals to learn. .

RUSSIAN "GENERAL’S ESCAPE.

PETROGRAD, To-day.

General Korniloff, formerly Com-
mander of the Fortieth Russian divi-
sion, who was captured by the Austro-
Germans in Galicia in May. 1915, es-
caped from the prison camp in which
he was held in Austria, and has ar-
rived at Buckarest. The Russian
General reached the capital of Rou-
mania after a month of. adventures
in his trip across Hungary, walking
by night and hiding by day.

King Constantine of Greece is a
monarch who may be said to have
missed one of the greatest opportuni-
ties that ever came to the ruler of a
small State. He could easily have re-
vived the ancient glories of Greece,
but lost the chance through his lean-
ing toward the cause of Prussia and
her Teuton, Bulgar and Turkish al-
lies.

Great Britain offered to cede Cyprus
to Greece if he would join in repell-
ing the invaders of Serbia, but he
refused, and the offer was withdrawn.
Ignoring the treaty which bound him
to act in defence of Serbia in case
she were attacked, he attempted to
maintain an impossible neutrality.
Leaving the Serbs and Montenegrins
to their fate, but not daring to oppose
the Allies, he has fallen between two
stools, and his kingdom is a prey to
warring factions and is threatened
with invasion.

Beginning his reign after the as-
sassination of his father, King George
I., at Salonika on March 18, 1913, he
was very popular and was hailed as
the liberator of Macedonia from the
thrall of the Turks. Under his reign
the territory of the kingdom increas-
ed more than fifty per cent as a re-
sult of the Balkan wars and the an-
nexation of Crete.

The Greeks had a tradition, cher-
ished for centuries, that when a Con-
stantine sat once more on the throne
the Eastern Empire would be revived
and the Cross would be raised again
on the dome of St. Sophia, which had
borne the Crescent for 463 years. In
many official documents he was styled
Emperor Constantine XIII. The last
Byzantine emperor was Constantine
XII., who was killed on May 29, 1453,
when the last vestige of the great
Roman Empire disappeared and Con-
stantinople was taken by the Turks
under ‘Mohammed II.

Under Prussian Influence.

But he was educated by Prussian
tutors and was completely under the
influence of the Potsdam Court. He
was married at Athens on October 27,
1889, to the Princess Sophia of Prus-
sia, sister of Emperor William.

The King always was known as a
man with opinions of his own, even
to the extent of opposing a ministry
which he thought was going contrary
to the interests of the country. The
Tricoupis Cabinet ran contrary to his
wisghes and the Tricoupis Cabinet went
out of office, The Venizelos Cabinet
met the same fate.

With the entrance of Turkey into
the European war the question of the
intervention of Greece soon began to
be seriously considered, but King
Constantine insisted upon strict neu-
trality, The Cabinet, headed by Mr,
Venizelos, which was for war on the
side of the Allies, finally tendered its
resignation. The Greek attitude, at
least as far as the war party was con-
cerned, was largely to the effect that
if Greece had no hand in the war her
interests might suffer when peace was
arranged.

In the second month of the war the
Greek Premier had intimated to the
Entente Powers that Greece would
join their cause actively if the neces-
sity should arise, and with the com-
mencement of the operations against
the Dardaneclles the government "be-
lieved the time had come for Greece
to abandon her neutrality. The King,
however, refused to countenance this
project. It was argued that sending
forces to the Dardanelles would dan-
gerously weaken Greece’s defence on
the Bulgarian frontier, and since
Greece had received no formal invita-
tion from the Triple Entente her en-
trance into theﬁ\‘ar would be under-
taken without any guarantee from the
Powers as to the Gresk position on
the mainland.

The King’s refusal to consent to the
war policy is said to have been ac-
tuated by a consideration of the mili-
tary difficulties. Unfortunately, his
entourage held strong pro-Prussian
sentiments. The principal officers of
the General Staff were pupils of the
Berlin Kriegsakademie and were firm-
ly convinced that Prussia must ulti-
mately win the war. This, and not
the fear of Bulgaria, was said to be
the real reason of their opposition to
Greece’s participation in the oper-
ations against Turkey.

Queen and Crown Prince,

The Queen, as a Hohenzollern Prin-
cess, was wholly' for her brother's
course, Hardly a day passed but she
received from the German Military
Attache the official Berlin war re-
ports. It was reported that on the
evening preceding the King’s final de-
cision a long telegram from the Em-
peror was received at the place urg-
ing Greece's abstention from the war.
It was also said that the Queen openly
declared that if Greece took such ac-
tion she would immediately leave her

Crown Prince George, ho
bound by no such ties.

Whe
the Entente troops landed at Salonik
last year the King sent the Crown
Prince to take charge of the Greek}
forces there. It was reported several’
months ago that the Prince had been
sent on a mission to the German and
Austrian Emperors.

The Russian Government has ask-
ed Canada to make public the fact that
two Polar expeditions sent out by the
Archangel Scciety in 1912, for the
study of conditions in the Russian
Far North, have been missing for two
yvears. Partics of sclentists were sent
out to study conditions’ between the
Sea of Kars and Behring Straits in
August, 1914. One of the ships was
abandoned, and it is feared that both
parties are lost.

HEAVY FIGHTING.
. VIENNA, Sept. 8.

Austrian troops have been with-
drawn from positions west of Szerada,
fifty miles north of Kronstadt, before
Roumanian attacks, says an official
issued from the Austro-Hungarian
headquarters to-day. Heavy fighting
continues east of Halicz, in Galicia,
the official adds.

THE BLACK LIST CONTROVERSY.

LONDON, Sept, 8.

It is rot likely that Britain will
change her black list policy at the re-
quest of the United States, said Lord
Robert (‘ecil, Minister of War Trade,
discussing to-day the possible effect
of the recent * American retaliatory
legislation. To the Associated Press,
Lord Robert said the reply to the
black list protest made by the States
may be expected soon. Lord Robert
declined to enter into any details of
the contents of the reply, beyond the
statement. that the principle embodied
in the British legislation forbidding
trading with an enemy country. was
unlikely to be surrendered in any
measure. The Minister of War Trade
professed himself to be puzzled by the
provisions in the Revenue Bill passed
by Congress at Washington, dealing
with prohibition imports, as such or-
ders, he said, were adopted strictly as
an effort to conserve tonnage, and
were applied accordingly in general
defence of British commercial acts.
To the Associated Press, Lord Robert
said the ideas expressed by some of
your newspapers that Britain is
adopting a deliberate policy with
which to injure American trade, is
purest moonshine, since, outside our
own dominions, our trade with . the
Stathes is most important. Of course,
and naiurally, a trade rivalry exists,
but no responsible statesman of this
country would dream of proposing an
insane measure designed to injure
American commerce.

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S. S. Ranger Being
Rebuilt and Reclassed

BY BOWRING BROTHERS, LIMITED.

Undertaking Will  Cost $20,000—\
Boon to Shipwrights.

Just now the Southside waterfront
premises of Messrs. -Bowring Bros.,
Ltd., present to the casual observer a
striking scene of activity in the shape
of shipbuilding operations. There are
some thirty shipwrights ang other
workmen steadily employed in the
work bf making a new steamer out of
the firm’s veteran sealer the s.s. Ran-
ger. It was the intention of the owu-
ers that the cMip was to be thoroughly
renovated inside as well as outside
from stem to stern, or in other words
that she was to be "rebuilt and
classed. No expense was to be spared
in- the undertaking, which, it is esti-
mated, will mean an expenditure of
approximately $20,000. Not long
since the Ranger was in the Reid Co.’s
dry dock where the strictest attention
was given to her bottom, which was
pronounced to be in Al condition by
Lloyd’s representative here before
the steamer left the stocks. As previ-
ously stated, she is now at the South-
side and is being stripped. All the old

re-

by new, consisting of pitch pine and
greenheart.
new stern including stern post, main
deck, cabin, beams, covering boards,
stanchions, ‘rails, forecastle
forecastle, deck, and a full new
waterway for the whole length of the
ship. Some of the old timber taken
out of the ship was as good and as in-
tact as when put there when she was
first built nearly a half century ago.
This wood was Englisn oak, but we
are informed by a shipbuilding au-
thority that it is not obtainable in the.
market at present. The work of re-
building the ship is Deing carried cn
with despatch under the skilful super-
vision of Mr. M. McGettigan and is ex-
pected to finish about five wecks
hence. In the near future she will
get a new foremast. When completed
the Ranger, it is said, will be as fine a
ship as when first she was launched
and will lose that prefix “old” which
she has borne in nautical parlance.
It may be mentioned that the Ranger
brought into this port close on one
millionv seals during her career, ex-
tending over forty years at the seal-
fishery. She will participate in the
sealing hunt again next spring and the
public generally and old-timers in
particular will look forward eagerly
to her roturning witih a bumper trip.
The rebuilding of the Ranger not alone
affords employinent to so many arti-
zans and workmen generally in the

illustration of the enterprise and pro-
gressiveness of the Bowring firm,
which hold such a pre-eminent reputa-
tion in the mercantile marine world.

PRIVATE - STANLEY

The following account of the fun-
eral of Private Stanley Pike  at
Wandsworth on August 14th was sent
to the Nfld. War Contingent Associa-
tion by a Newfoundlander who at-
tended it:— *

Stanley Gordon Pike was buried
with all Military Honours at Wands-
worth Cemetery on the afternoon of
Monday, August 14. The casket was
a handsome one and placed on the

. top were two very beautiful wreaths.

One, a laurel chaplet with a cluster
of red roses given by the Newfound-
land‘ Association, and the other, a
laurel and white lily wreath sent by
the British Red Cross Society. Up-
on a neatly carved plate were inscrib-
ed the young soldier’s name, regiment
and' the dates of birth and death.
After the wreaths had been tenderly
placed in position, the casket was
lifted upon the strong shoulders of six
of the “King’s Royal Rifles” and
silently borne out of the doors of the
King George Hospital, and through
the lines of bowed soldiers, and placed
in the waiting hearse. Quite a crowd
of sympathetic watchers waited out-
side to see the last remains of the
young soldier start upon his last
journey.

At 1 p.m. the hearse moved off and
the Representative of the Pay and
Record Office stepped into place be-
hind the casket, while a' party of
twenty of the “King’s Royal Rifles”
formed up behind as a Guard of Hon-
our.” The firing party carrying re-
verse arms preceded the hearse. Three
of the King’s Royal Rifles on each
side of the casket walked as pall
bearers. During the march through
London, everywhere people stopped,
and silently gave the token of respect
to the young soldier who had so gal-
lantly laid down his life. At 3 o’clock
the, sad procession entered the gates
of the emetery and was met by the
Chaplain who had been with tlie
young lad when the “spirit of death”
had hovered near. A short service of
prayer was gone through in the
Church prior to reaching the grave-
side. The afternoon was particular-
ly bright and sunny, and many visit-
ors to the Cemetery gathered round
the grave and with bowed heads and
hearts listened to the solemn words
and prayers uttered in the silent and
beautiful spot known to all hungering
hearts as “God’s Acre.” And as the
coffin was slowly lowered into the
sheltering arms of Mother Earth all
hearts went out in pity and great
wide sympathy to the bereaved
mother in the far-off home across the

sea. Three volleys were fired over
the grave, in accordance with hon-
ours given to soldiers of His Ma-

jesty’s Forces, and with the sweet and
final notes of the “Last Post” ringing
out in the quiet of the afternoon air
another Newfoundlander had gone to
rest. It was very impressive and
most beautiful, and strangely touch-
ed the hearts of all present—strang-
ers no longer—over the grave. After
the burial was over the Representative
of the Pay and Record Office thanked
the Sergeant of the King’s Royal
Rifles for their part in the ceremony,
who replied that he 'and his mefh were
“proud to be able to pay tribute io
their Newfoundland comrade.”

His grave is prettily situated in a

i quiet corner overlooking one of the
! most beautiful parts of the Cemetery

and is surrounded by graves of other
Newfoundland soldiers—all far from
the beloved Island Home but resting
peacefully in the soil that they so
nobly helped to defend.

Confronting so rapid a change and fus-
ion, a transformation in a few months
which but for the world’s upheavel,
could not have been anticipated within
a generation, a hundred questions
clamour for answer. :

“Will these new State organizations
ever return to the unrestricted often
wasteful, competition of private enter-
prise? Will the' meiti of the returning
armies—tired of war and all its fut-
ilities, well-fed and healthy for the
most part as never before, conscious
of ecitizenship and the accomplishment
of great deeds—be content to return
to the old conditions, the stagnant life
of the village, the slum of the great
city, the miserable reward of unskilled
labour without hope or opportunity of
improvement?

“Are these armies.of women, again,
to become demolished from industry
simultaneously with the demoblization
of the men from fighting, and, aband-
oning their positions on railways ‘and
conveyances, in the engineering works
or in the cultivation of the land, to re-
turn to the old condition of depgend-
ence upon others?”

A compdnson between German and
Canadian methods of farming may be
drawn by contrasting the .average

yvield per;_acre ‘-of the principal field
crops in the.two.countries for the year
1913. Tt is to -be remembered that
Canada has a distinct advantage in

soil, that of Germany having been

used over and over again for hundreds
of years, while much of the area un-
der cultivation in Canada in 1913 was
comparatively virgin.

Of wheat, Germany in 1913 produc-'
ed ‘35.0 bushels per acre, while Can-
ada produced’ 21.04.

In rye, Germany produced 30.4
bushels per acre, while we produced
29.28.

In barley, Germany produced 40.3
bushels per ag¢re, while we produced
29,96.

In oats, Germany . obtained 61.0
bushels per acre, while we were get-
ting 38.78.

In potatoes, we obtained 165.38
bushels per acre while the Germans
were getting 235.4.

This is rather impressive evidence
of what has been done in Germany
mainly by constant and scientific fer-
tliization of the soil and by educating
the farmer’s son for the work he
ought to do instead of preparing him
to leave the land and live in the city.

The increased use of potash, salis
and nitrates is held by experts to ex-
plain the big production of German
farms. In 1913, Germany imported
saltpetre from Chili.-to the  value of
$41,000,000 and, when war deprived
her of this supply, her scientists had
a sufficient grasp of the situation to
find a substitute in certain domestic
products.

We Canadians consider ours a great
agricultural country .and so_it is, but
Canada owes her agricultural great-
ness more to natural advantages than
to our actual accomplishments in the
world of farming. Production can be
doubled or trebled when we find out
how to apply the advantages of sci-
ence to the soil, and the knowledge
we lack is available, since the essen-
tial methods of German agricultur-
alists are a matter of record.

Desire to profit by efficient German
methods in any line of industry is
compatible with a hearty dislike and
distrust of Germany and the Germans.
The best way to defeat the ends of
Germany now and in the future is to
imitate such of her methods as are
better than our own.

Beyond a doubt, in the matter of sci-
entific agriculture, including fertili-
zation, education, orgénized effort,
the use of mixed farming and .crop ro-
tation, the Germans are far ahead of
us. One of the essential needs in pre-
paration for the coming period of re-
construction .is appreciation and use
of this fact in Canada. — Montreal
Mail.

Munitions, as created by Mr. Lloyd
George, is going to show what can he
done by the giant energies of a free
society when challenged upon an is-
sue of life and death to.compete with
the Prussian specialty of organisa-
tion, All the ingenuity of Count Zep-
pelin and the poison-chemists has not
done as much for Germany as has
been lost for that nation by tyran-
nous cruelties, the slaughter of non-
combatants, the murders of Nurse
Cavell and of Capt. Fryatt, and all the
ghastly pedantries of the Teutonic
War Book. Attempts to imitate the
machiavellianism of Frederick and
Bismarck have only led to suicidal
bungling.

“What remains? Not the superior
fighting-power of troops. Never again
will the Germans be allowed to im-
agine that they surpass other races

in the guality wherein quite naively |

they thought themselves unmatched.
There Temains not even a vestige of
the claim to superior leadership and
proféssional capacity in war. Several
military chiefs of the Allies will be re-
membered as greater and more far-
sighted soldiers than any whom the
present Emperor’s influence and sys-
tem have allowed Germany to bring
forth in this war. Hindenburg has
hitherto been strong and able, but no
more.
Two Theories.

“There are two military theories of
what must take place within a some-
what shorter or somewhat longer
period. Either the enemy’s present
lines will sag until they break up at
last at several points, enabling the
Allies to roll up the enemy’s forces
section hy section, and so make an
end, Or the Central Empires will try
to prolong the struggle by a fighting
retreat and by making successive
stcnds on shortening lines, which
would be served of course, with in-
creasing railway efficiency. This lat-
ter attempt might or not retard the
issue, but could in no event change it.

“Let us now look at these two the-
ories of the enemy’s fate. Siuppose,
first, that he will not retreat, or can-

not retreat without risk of speedier |«

disaster, and elects to fight it out like
grim death more or less where he
stands, West and East. As his casu-
alties increase and his power to re-
inforce rapidly diminishes until it is
extinguished, his present lines would

berome as a whole thinner, more rig-

id, more brittle. The pressure upon
them would increase. Any threatened
sectors could only be temporarily
strengtliened by denuding others in a

fatal manner certain te be detected.

The Allies would effect a total rup-
ture of the enemy’s front at some
point, when there would be no hostile
man-power to fill the. breach, and
would drive clean through.

The Cavalry’s Day.

ward conformation. Other brond rup-

tures would speedily follow. The long-
deferred ‘day of the Allies’ cavalry
might come at last, and in a great de-
struction the enemy might be requited
for all. That is a perfectly thinkable
end of trench warfare within the next
twelve months. It would mean a
cataclysm. IL would be the debacle
of the enemy: the crash of the Cen-
tral Empires. But though this is by
no means inconceivable, and it would
be the sequel most to be preferred, we
are not yet to assume that it is the in-
evitable process of victory.

“Some writers, op the other hand,
dqny that the enemy can conduct any
fighting retreat on shortening lines.
They think the mechanical difficulties
would be too great. They think also
that the moral effect on the German
nation and forces would be too disas-
trcus, since the whole monstrous fab-
ric of deception and self-deception
would have collapsed and there would
be no prospect but doom. About this
we are by no means so sure. That
wonders in retreat can be wrought has
been proved by all the Allies in the
present war. The Germans falling
back would have an incomparable
railway system behind them. If the
enemy lingered too long after his
lines had been steadily pushed back
pretty far by such operations as are
at present being carried on in Picardy,
general retreat without general de-
struction might indeed prove impos-
sible.

Towards German Seil.

“If the German positions can be
forced in Picardy, they can be forced
anywhere. Again, the Central Em-
pires have marked out, no doubt,
rearward positions in the East and
are employing hordes of laborers to
fortify still further the courses of the
Niemen, the Bug, the lower Vistula,
and the passes of the eastern Carpa-
thians. But, if need be, this system
and any system like it will be turned
through' the Balkans from the south
by the stronger co-operation of all the
Allies.. We Lave often shown that the
doom of Turkey and Austria will so
restrict the chief enemy’s resources as
to ensure that Germany should be
beaten to the earth.

“The Allies ought to stand on Ger-
man soil well within the next twelve
months, and the British nation will
expect that such eloquent and stern
words as were used by the Premier
and Mr. Bonar Law at the anniversary
meeting recently shall be inflexibly
fulfilled. Never has been committed
so frightful a crime against the human
race as this war, in which the pan-
Germanism planned to wade to world-
dominion through a wide sea of blood
and tears. This struggle was avoid-
able.”—-Public Opinion.

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Three Spies: Caplured
on the Olympic.

Fredericton Soldier Writes of an Ex-
citing Trip—An Officer Tried to
Blow up the Big Liner.

(Fredericton Gleaner.)

That three German spies were cap-
tured on the s.s. Olympic on that
steamer’s last trip to England with
Canadian troops, is the information
contained in a letter received here
from Co. Sergt. Major Leslie G. Hathe-
way, of Lhe 109th Battalion, now at
Sandgat: Camp, England.

Writing to his father, Fred. W.
Hatheway, of this city, Sergt. Major
Hatheway says that one of the spies
was an officer, another a member of
the 112th Nova Scotia Battalion and
the third a member of 'the crew. All
three were captured, but only after
one had almost succeeded in dynamit
ing the steamer.

His letter regarding the capture of
the spies follow:

“We got no less than three spies
on board coming over and one of them
nearly got us. The fellow that nearly
did the trick was an officer in the 103rd
British Columbia Battalion. He was
quite close to the engine room with
only fourteen sticks of dynamite, but
was nabbed in time.

“The second one was a man in the
112th Battalion from Nova Scotia. He
was cauzht sketching the Olympic
guns fore and aft and had drawings of
where torpedoes would hit us from a
submarine. The third man was in
the crew, and all I know about him is
that he was up in our quarters and he
was carried down the passageway all
tied up with . ropes and had been
caught signalling out of a porthole.

“Besides this we- were only within
half an hour’s run of being torpedo-
ed. A submarine had just sunk two
ships and we ’bout turned’ and went
clean around the coast of Ireland.”

Tracing Shells by Tunes

Finding Batteries by Listening to the
Shells.

Have you an ear for music? If so,
you may find yourself of value at the
front.

Fritz Kreisler, an Austrian violin-
ist, who has been fighting for his coun-
try, made a valuable discovery before
he had been in action many days. He
found he could locate the batteries of
the Russians with great precision by
listening elosely to the passage of the
shells as they approached.

When a shell is discharged it travels
upward in a curve, and during this
time right up to its highest point of
its ascent it makes a dull whine; 4i-
rectly it turns downwards the noise
alters,

By noting the instant of its “acme,”
as it is calledi—that is, the exact mo-
ment when it stops ascending and
starts coming down, it was possible

for Kreisler to calculate the distance

travelled.

As many of the batteries are so well
hidden that even aviators cannot de-
tect them, this was a valuable new
way of finding their whereabouts.

Kreisler was sent on reconnoitering
duties, therefore, in order that his fine
ear could detect where the guns were.
placed, and marking on a map the
points where he believed they were,
his locations were found to be fairly
correct.--Pearson’s Weekly.
