I have 
seen, the Bide Puttee men given their 
leave the same as other men in the 
ranks, and during the time that I was 
acting Company Commander the Blue 
Puttee men were given their leave the 
samedi» any other man in the Com­

He also mentions that there are 
some able bodied men attached to the 
Depot! in Scotland, who should bo in 
fhe trenches in France.

VICTORY IN PALESTINE.
LONDON, To-day.

A British official communication 
dealing with operations in Palestine 
reports the capture of territory south­
east of Jerusalem and 117 Turkish 
prisoners. The statement follows : 
General Allenby reports that our 
troops have seized high ground east 
of Abudis, two miles southeast of 
Jerusalem, and have taken 117 prison­
ers including five officers. Our casu­
alties are considerably less in num­
ber than the Turkish dead counted by 
us.

PATRIOTIC IRISH AMERICANS.
CHICAGO, To-day.

A declaration upholding the Irish 
Parliamentary party and charging 
that any Irishman or organization 
who seek to embarrass any of the Al­
lied Powers in the conduct of the war 
is committing an act of open hostil- 
ityity to the United States was adopt­
ed to-night by the Irish Fellowship 
Club here, the largest Irish organiza­
tion in the city. It was directed to 
John E. Redmond and" announced the 
forwarding of $10,000 as the first in­
stalment of a fund to be collected in 
America in support of the party. A 
declaration of principles will be sub­
mitted to air the Irish organizations 
of the United States, and it is expect­
ed ultimately to be forwarded to Ire­
land as a concrete expression of the 
support of the people of Irish blood in 
America of the war. The declaration 
says, “Any attempt to make distinc­
tions between the Allies is futile, fool­
ish or insincere. Any policy which 
promises aid to the cause of the Al­
lies and at the same time singles one 
pf them out tor attack is self­
contradictory. We are therefore com­
pelled to regard %ny Irishman who at 
this time tries to embarrass the con­
duct of the war by anÿ of the Euro­
pean Powers as trying to embarrass 
America. With any such policy, we 
must tell our Irish brethren at home, 
they cannot look to America or Irish 
America lor any sympathy. On the 
contrary, we regard any such policy 
as an act of open hositility to Aemri- 
cans and to us as Americans. There 
is not a single honest or genuine Am­
erican who does not stand behind the 
President and American Government 
in its policy. The Irish people have 
now a choice between the enmity and 
friendship of the United States, and 
loyal ap We have always been to the 
cause of Irish liberty we must tell 
the Irish people that we will not, we 
cannot retain sympathy for an Ire­
land that makes war on our beloved 
country and our sons. We claim no 
right to enter into a discussion of the 
international political issues in Ire­
land. But this moment raises ques­
tions far outside Ireland. We have 
our plain duty and oqr clear convic­
tion, which is to stand by the men 
who are frankly on our side and to 
give you both our financial and moral 
support to the end of your demands 
upon us.” The approval given the

A GENERALISSIMO NOT A GOOD 
SCHEME, SAYS TIMES.

LONDON, To-Day.
The Times’ military correspondent 

discusses the question of appointing 
a generalissimo of, the Allied armies 
and dismisses the idea as impractical. 
He admits that such an appointment 
would meet the wishes of the French, 
who he says are disappointed because 
the British will not consent to this, 
but is convinced that the scheme 
would prove a failure. The writer 
cites various occurrences to show 
that centralization of the command in 
Germany has not prevented great Ger­
man ( ? failures. Her) successes are 
more owing to the international weak­
nesses of Germany’s enemies than to 
her own strength. He maintained that 
the appointment of a generalissimo 
for the Allies would start friction. 
Everyone would grumble and become 
suspicious, and If the troops of one of 
the nations failed, everybody would 
denounce the generalissimo and the 
resentment would be intense. The 
fact has to be accepted, says the cor­
respondent, that an army can stand 
defeat under Its own confidence but 
cannot stand defeat incurred in obey­
ing the orders of a foreign general.

12th Inst. It is a far cry to the days 
of "The Rebellion of ’98,” yet the fa­
ther of William Coady was one of the 
pikemen who took part in that ill- 
fated insurrection. The elder Coady 
,was then only sixteen, and did not 
come to Newfoundland till some thirty 
years later. He settled at Outer Cove, 
and married the following year. The 
subject of this obituary was born in 
the year 1838. William Coady pros­
ecuted the fishery at Outer Cove for 
many years, and later in life removed 
to Putpit, Torbay Road. Here he 
worked at farming, and until a few 
weeks ago, enjoyed vigorous health. 
The illness to which he succumbed 
was the first serious one of hie long 
life. He was of a genial disposition, 
and knew the folk lore of the Green 
Isle, as handed down to him by his 
Wexford forbears. He died fortified 
by the rites of the "Faith that can 
never decay,” and he now sleeps in 
tlie shadow of the old parish church 
at Torbay south, where he had been 
a familiar" figure for over seventy 
years. He is survived by five sons, to 
whom sympathy is extended. May his 
soul rest in peace.—Com.
