HEAVY FIGHTING.

WITH THE BRITISH ARMY IN
FLANDERS; Sept. 2. (By the A.P.)—
At Mont St. Quentin the Germans have
counter attacked again and again at
great cost, but the line there remains
intact. The enemy seems to have re-
moved virtually everything he had in
Peronne, for he realized that the town
must soon come into British hands,
nevertheless there was heavy fight-
ing there before the place was cap-
tured. There has been more  hard
ﬁghting around Le Transloy, which
fell t8 the British a few days ago. The
Germans here were firmly established
in the cemetery at the edge of the
town, but the place has now been
stormed and captured and the Ger-
mans driven south and east. The ene-
my delivered- powerful counter at-
tacks east of Fremicourt, on the Ba-
paume—Ca.mbrai road, the infantry be-
ing asstised according to reports, by
a few tanks.® The Germans succeeded
in penetratiig a short distance, but
the British immediately re-attacked
and the ground which: the Germans
had occupied quickly became a sham-
bles. In this operation the British
captured many prisoners. Among the
German dead at this point was a bat-
talion commander. The British were
also counter-attacked at Vaulx-Vrau-
court. The Germans gained a corner
in the northeast section of the village
and held it for a time, only to be

Cambrai road the advance continues.
During the night it was held up by a
strong fire from a lone trench just
south of the road. The Germans ap-
peared determined to hold on here and
frought desperately. Finally the Brit-
ish “kicked off” from their positions
and charged the enemy. During the
fight that followed the British either
killed or captured every man of the
enemy garrison, and in addition bag-
ged fifteen machine guns. This was
accomplished with casualties so light
as to sound incredible. In fact the
number was so small that it was not
made known.

Subs. Crew Tired of War.

This mornlnz, the ‘lblegrun re’port-
er obtained from the captain of - the
Hlsie Porter, fall details of the cap-
ture and release by the German sub-
marine ‘which sank his ship, Friday.
afternoon. He, his son and another
member of his crew, were ordered
aboard the sub. to which they went ir
their dory, which contained water,
food and clothing. When, aboard the
undersea- boat, they were ordered he-
low. Meanwhile, the sub. commander
closely questioned them ‘about their
vessel, the fishing, and their business
generally, which they answered Tc-
cording to their own discrtion. As
prisoners, they were used as well as
can be imagined, the treatment re-
ceived by them being of the very best
and the kindest. The captain was in-
vited ‘into the officers’ arters, and
there partook of refr ents and
food. Cigars, cigarettes and food in
profusion were served out. The bread
eaten by the officers, was good white
bread, while that of the crew was
black, and having been preserved in
tins, was not fresh, but tasted stale.
The crew of the 'sub. also treated
them very kindly and friemdly, and in
the course of their chatting, declared
that they were heartily sick of war,
and that they would like to have the
privilege of going ashore. The cap-
tain and his two men, after three and
a half hours of detention aboard the
submarine, were told ‘that they could

g0, snd they found that their dory was
still tied to the submarine. The water,
food and clothing were all intact, but
there were only three oars left, two
having become broken, of these one
was old and of - no practical value.
However they had a sail, which they
raised at times, and which very great-
1y facilitated their progress, They
had fine weather all the time, until
Sunday evening, when it became very
rough. About two miles off here, they
1 met the schooner Harry Lewis, which
they boarded. There they were treat-
ed to mug-up, and other kindnesses.
Outside the Narrows a motor boat was
sighted, which they hailed, and the
man in charge gave them a tow in, and
in other ways treated them with. the
greatest kindmess, for which they are
grateful. When leaving the sub.. the
captain and his- crew were wished
God-speed and good luck by the Ger-
mans. They are now staying at the
Seamen’s, Institute, where every
thing possible for their comfort is be-
ing done. The c,\aptain, by ‘the sinking
of his vessel, has suffered a loss of
four or five ‘thousand -dollars, but
says that as all the crew are safe, that
does ndf trouble him, as he can easily
begin again. The captain is a splen-
did s\ﬁecimen of physical perfection
and looks as though he could stand all
kinds of hardship. He is the type of,
man who has built up the British
Empire, and made it what it is to-day.

QOur American
Letter.

Boston, Aug. 28.--The newspapers
for the past week have been filled
with despatches from Amsterdam,
telling of starvation and misery in
Germany and the open disloyalty of
the people to the Kaiser and all that
he stands fer. Many people will take
these reports seriously, not knowing
that they are merely the preliminar-
fes to a ‘ence offensive by the Ger-
man Government. E

In the early days of the war such
reports would receive general cre-
dence, but to-day intelligent people
know them to be merely products of
the great German lie factory sent out
from a neutral country in the hope
of putting the brakes on the Allied
war machines. Germany at present is
sparring for time and is taking this
Means to lull her opponents into a
false sense of security thereby causing
them to slacken their efforts to defeat
her.

Beware of all news emanating from
Germany. It is all meant to deceive.
Not until the Hun has been so thor-
oughly beaten that he willingly ac-
cepts our terms of unconditional sur-
render; must there be any pause in the
present drive against him.. We are

going to turn a deaf ear to all tales '

of German internal unrest until we
have slain the monster and placed
our heel upon his neck. o
The German papers are denoun-
. cing Wilson in unmeasured terms. It
is the cry of desperation from a na-
tion which sees defeat and utter ruin
staring it in the face. The réaping
of the German whirlwind has begun.
The piratical junkers who drenched
the world in blood have begun to
realize that the nation they affected to
despise has destroyed forever all hope
of a German victory or even a negb-
tiated peace.

The 1,500,000 Ameérican troops in
France have made it possible for Haig
and Foch to change their attitude of
defence into one of vigorous and suc-
cessful éffense.

The term “doughboy” as a nickname
for the American infantryman is a
very old one, datlnz buck to the Mex-
ican War of 1846.

where attacked enemy troops and
'transpb;ts with bombs ‘and machine
gun fire, causing heavy casualties and
much confusion. Bridges and railway
connections were heavily bombed in
the enemy back areas. In the air
fighting enemy machines were de-
stroyed and four driven' down out of
control. Six hostile balloons were
|brought down in flames by our air-
planes. Eight of our machines are
missing. On the following night
'bombing was continued both in the
, 2oné immediately beyond the battle
,llne, and further east, a German air-
dr,omo beyond St.- Quentin was heav-
!ily attacked and direct hits were ob-
served. We lost one night hombing
machine. During the 24 hours over
34 tons of bombs were launched on
ﬂiﬁerept targets.

The German
Beast.

The Kaiser
in Canada.

The Kaiser used to be always ex-
horting his subjects to spend all their
money at home. They were never to

Germany or to invest their money in
foreign securities. :

That he has not practised what he
preached is proved by the fact that
before the war, he invested very heav-
ily in Canada. Since the war began it
has come to light that he had bought
land in Alberta and in British Colum-
bia valued at no less than twenty-nine
millions of dollars. The property
comprises timber and mining lands
and town lots. It brings in a revenue
of about four million dollars (£800,-
000) a year.

The agent in the matter was Baron
Alvo von Alvensleben, and so cleverly
did he camouflage his purchases for
his royal master that the ' Kaiser’s
name does not appear in any of the
Canadian Government offices. The
most ~ exhaustiye: precautions were
taken to cover up the tracks, yet with-
out ;avail. The Cafiadian authorities
have unearthed the: real facts, and
Canada, it may be mentioned, has a
law whereby all German property in
the ‘Dominioni can be confiscated.

Facts About
the Moon.

The apparent size and brightness of
the moon depends upon its nearness
to the earth, and the biggest and
brightest full moon weé have enjoyed
this century was that of January,
1912, which came as near to the earth
as any moon can ever ‘come—about
221,620 miles, that is to say. For an-
other moon to rival that we must wait
until 1930.

The greatest distance the moon
can ever recede from the earth Iis
262,830 miles; when, of course, she
appears smaller and dimmer.

The phases of the moon, since she
shines by reflected sunlight, depends
upon the continually changln; posi-
tion with regard to the earth. It is
because of this that the hormns of the
crescent moon in its first quarter al-
ways point to the left, while in the
last quarter the position is reversed,
the horns then pointing to the right.

attraction. Its reflected heat is al-
most negligible, being somewhere
about 185,000 times less than that of

-Germany’s U-boat campaign on our
Atlantic’ coast began-in May and has
beon #o far a highly futile, not to say
l' ludicrous, performance. Nothing of
military value has been achieved. The
toll is mde up of fishing emacks, coal
scows, a feéw coastwise vessels, and
one gbsolete warship. After the first
ghudder and thrill of interest, people
began to treat it rather as a nuisance
than a menace. The spectacle of a
frightful submarine in combat with a
tug and barges. off Cape Cod threw
the whole -affair into comic relief.
And as the U-boat continued to bag
non-essentials in its heroic German
way, the Navy Depariment was in-
creasingly admired for the success
with which it bafled the real purpose
of this abominable visitation. Near-
ly three months have passed, and it
is still to be appreciated that the
great military lane through = which
one and a quarter million of troops
and immeasurable quantities of am-
munition and sustenance have passed
remains untouched. This is a fact
of the highest importance. Military
values come first. Nevertheless, the
sinking of an oil tanker at the very
gates of New York harbor is a dis-
agreeable reminder that the German
U-boats are roaming up and down the
Atlantic coast with much impunity.
Despatches from Washington say the
Navy Department people would not
be surprised to hear of the bombard-
ment of unfortified coast resorts. Nor,
fact, would anybody else, for if
a U-boat can sink a tanker just out-
side New York harbor, it can shoot
up Atlantic City or drop shells on
Coney Island. Probably the Navy De-
partment’s resources are so fully em-
ployed in protecting essential mili-
tary shipping that the means of de-
fending our vast stretch of coastline
are inadequate. That, in fact, is to
be assumed. We were unprepared to
meet the U-boat on these shores. But
is that is the situation, it would seem
that the Government might issue
warnings accordingly, so that people
should know where danger is. A
horrible German atrocity upon some
unfortified seaside place is evidently
possible, and if it should occur, the
Navy Department would be blamed
for having merely scoffed at the mili-
tary value of the U-boat’s exploits

Sélf- imposed
Exile.

Germany’s -plans for “peaceful
penetration” in Roumamia have gon2
ahead very rapidly since the signing
of the treaty of peace. According to
advices from an authoritative source
in Roumania, the resumption of rail-
way traffic. with the districts occu-
pied by the Ceneral Powers was fol-
lpwed by a great inrush of German
merchants, politicians and intriguers.
Within a few weeks the pushing and
overbearing Germans had become so
much in evidence in Jassy that the
Royal Family, including the King afd
Queen and the Crown Prince, felt
compelled to leave the city. Tha
Royal Family is now living in what
amounts to self-imposed exile in the
remote frontier village of Bicaz. Her2
in the depths of the  Carpathian for-
esis, the Royal Family is living in an
old hunting lodge of King Ferdinand’s.
