Appeal For Help.

With star\atlon staring the
peoples of Central Europe, out-
side Germany, in the face
coupled with the generally un-
satisfactory condition of things
in the countries therein, it ap-
pears rather strange for a
Viennese journal to be making
a call on humanity for the pur-

pose of aiding ‘“prisoners of
war in terrible Siberia.” The
World Market, (Der Welt-

markt) is the official Trade Jour-
nal for the Central (European)
and Foreign States, and is pub-
lished in Vienna, according to
the imprint. Its issue of Nov-
ember 15th of the present year,
a copy of which is before us,
contains on the first page an
eloquent appeal for contribu-
tions to help war prisoners in
Siberia. “All those,” says the
introduction, “who have any hu-

'man feeling and wish to forget

race hatred and distinction may
contribute to help the poor
prisoners of war in terrible
SIBERIA.” No explanation is
given as to whom these poor
war prisoners may be ' or are.
The request is to give toward
their relief. Money and warm
clothing are required, subserip-
tions of the former to be sent
to The Club of the East of Cen-
tral Europe, headquarters, Vi-
enna. Old clothes may be for-
warded to the Swedish Consu-

late, Shanghai, China. A far
cry surely.

In sharp contrast to the aid
for war prisoners’ appeal is an
article on page two, describing
the existing want in Vienna it-
self. Coal and Food is needed
there, the inhabitants being
destitute of either. “Could any

Englishman or American,” be-

gins the second paragraph of
this -whine, “who has had the
pleasure of being among the in-
nocent, good-natured (it is to
laugh) people of Vienna see
them suffer : so terribly after
five years of starvation, and so
to further their absolute de-
moralization, when only .a small
contribution, if not in money,
but by their influence might
bring relief.” A truly pathetic
request from the innocent, good-
natured members of the Vienna
Club, of the East. Here is an-
other characteristic whine: *“It

Among
the advertisements are three
London, England, Houses: Ar-
dath Tobacco Co., Ltd.; Poulton
and Noel. and Ehrmann’s (Teu-
tonic that) wine and spirit
dealers. Der Weltmarkt also
has a DPress Ageney, whose
specialty is the supplying of
Anglo-American Press news.
The Hun is thorough when he
sets about anything, and if Brit-
ain is not to be left behind in
the trade race, producers and
exporters will have to get busy.

What he had
to tell he told in a straightforward
manner, without embellishment or
flourish, and his was indeed the happy
and (as far as the journalist is con-
cerned, at least) valuable ability of
telling, without being urged or aided,
every essential fact there was.

Sir John (then esimply Captain)
Alcock, K.B.E.,, D.S.C., will ever be re-
membered by Newfoundlanders—
even - when the other Transatlantic
aviators have been forgotten—for he
is very near to being a Newfoundland-
er himself. His granfather lived here,
and he has relatives living here now.
He was the last one to arrive in the
country for the purpose of attempting
the flight across the broad Atlantic,
and he was the first to aeccomplish
it. But little was heard of him until
he actually left, and when he did ar-
rive on the other side the world went
wild over him. No part-of it, however,
regarded his achievement nor himself
with greater pride and admiration
than did little sea-girt Newfoundiand,
the Pride of the Ocean.

Alcock has gone but his memory re-

mains.

Labor has six more seats than
in the last Parliament and there are
fourtecn fewer pledged supporters of
Hughes. It is a victory, adds the West-
minster Gazette, that trembles on the
verge of disaster, the more so as
Hughes has, like the Liberals in the
British Government, joined with a
party to which he was opposed, and
to which his own personal following
is in a minority. He will carry on for
the time being no doubt, but the hand-
writing is already on the wall.

London, Dec. 12.—There is a pros-
pect in the near future of the medical
profession in Great Britain becom-
ing nationalized. That is, all doctors
will be under the supervision of the
State, paid by the State and their en-
ergies directed by the State. Doctors
will then become servants of the state
Iike the army, navy and civil ser-
vices.

Dr. John Playfair, Director of the
Medical Guild, says that numbers of
doctors would be quite willing to ac-
cept State medical service if such
service were limited to the needy
classes. Indeed for a long time ser-
vice of such-a nature had been ap-
proved and has formed one of the
principles of the guild, The fear,
however, was that the State medical
service proposed by the Government
might ultimately embrace a whole
community, including hospitals and
all institutions in any way connected
with the maintenance of the health
of people.

Buch a sweeping movement would
not only be antagonistic to all feel-
ings and aspirations of the doctors,
but would, among other 'disadvan-

tages, tend to reduce all professional
activities and attainments to a dead
level, and would entirely abolish all

feeling and sympathy between doc- |

tors and patients which members of
the guild cherished and upheld, and
would be a bad bargain for the na-
tion as leading to inefficient and per-
functory medical attendance.

The King’s Mark.

An exceedingly strange revenge
perpetrated on December 21, 1670, and
one, moreover, that enfailed the pass-
ing of a special Act of Parliamenr,
which remained in force until 1829,
About ten o'clock at night, a party of
some twenty of the King's Guard as-
sembled silently near the corner of
Suffolk Street, under the command of
Sir Thomas Sands. After waiting for
some time, they saw emerging from
& tavern not, far away, two figures,
one of a servant, who led the way,
hearing in his hand a flaming-torch,
and the other of a man, richly attired,
and evidently of noble birth. As the
latter reached the cornmer, he caught
sight of the soldiers, and being fully
aware that their presence boded no
good to him, he snatched the flam-
beau from his servant’s hand, and
drawing his sword, prepared to defend
himself. He was soon disarmed, and
they “cut his nose to the bone, to teach
him what respect he owed to the King,’
and then decamped. Earlier in the
year, the opponents of the Govern-
ment proposed in Parliament to levy
a tax on playhouses, and in the course
of the debate Sir John Coventry, (the
victim mentioned above) asked,
“Whether the King’s pleasure .lie
among the men or the women that
acted?” Sir John probably had in
view the Kings visit to Moll Davis,
in: Suffolk Street, where Charles ‘had
furnished a house for her,” and given
lfé; a ring worth £700, which Pepys
speaks of as “a most infinite shame.”
The King determined to leave a mark
upon Sir John' for his freedom . of
speech and thus the attack. But Par-
liament, furious at the indignity offers
ed to one of their most ‘influential
members, banished the principal actor
in the affair, and passed the law
known as the “Coventry Act,” which
rendered the cutting, maining, or dis-
figuring of any man punishable by
death without “benefit of clergy.”

King Victor Emmanuel, born on
November 11, 1869, is the only son of
the late King -Humbert, whom he
succeeded on July 29, 1900, His
mother, the Dowager Queen Marguer-
ite, is.a daughter of the Prince of
Savoy, and his wife, Queen Helen is
a daughter of the ex-King of Monte-
negro—a country that with other
Southern Slav States, has united with
Serbia,

King Victor Emmanuel is a clever
man of affairs, diligent in the dis-
charge of his public duties, and de-
voted to the best interests of his
country,

During the war he did all in his
power to strengthen the hands of his
Ministers, who, after some delay,
threw Italy’s strength into the con-
filct against Austria; and the peace
treaty has restored to Victor Em-
manuel'’s kingdom two Austrian pro-
vinces, Trent and Trieste, that for-
merly belonged to Italy and that geo-

ttrom a fountain over an area of 100

_feet in diameter. At once a scene of
" indescribable horror took  place.
i Scores of people were thrown flat,
“while just within the circle of the
flames some bodies could be seen in
the. seething oil, one man, who had
been digging a ditch to convey away
the oil to a lower part of the ground,
was killed, and could be seen, as h2
fell over the handle of his spade,
roasting in the fierce element. A gen-
tleman of the locality was standing
near the pit, and was blown twenty
{feet by the explosion. He got up and
'ran about ten feet or more further,
(and was dragged out by two men and
jconveyed to a shanty some distance
‘from the well. When he arrived, not
a vestige of clothing was left upon
him but his stockings and boots. His
hair was burnt off, as well as his
finger nails, while the balls of his eyes
were crisped up to nothingness. I[n
this condition he lived nine hours,
The heat of the fire was so intense
that no one could approach within 150
feet without getting scorched. No
human power could extinguish the
flames, and the fire burnt until the oil
was exhausted.
