What and where Is this strange 
place? It 1» at Eastleigh, about five 
utiles from Southampton, and, while 
it is In no sense an Island, the name 
which has been given to It—Britain’s 
“Ellis Island"—conveys the best des­
cription of it although Its comforts 
are far superior to those of the latter 
place. A

A Heme for Emigrants.
A collection of huts and airship 

hangers which have been converted 
into homes1 and recreation rooms, 
Atlantic Park Hostel—to give its pro­
per nsnje— Is a temporary home for 
many thousands of emigrants—mostly 
Russian and Polish—who are held up 
from time to time in this country ow­
ing to the fact that the emigration 
quota |p America ,1s full.

Under the United States emigration 
laws only a certain number of emi­
grants from each country are allow­
ed to land on American 
specified times; thus emigrants who 
reach Southampton when the quota 
has been exhausted are taken to At­
lantic Park and housed and fed there 
until the next quota is opened in 
America.

Atlantic Crossed in Tain.
When I visited Atlantic Park 

Hostel, which is conducted by Colonel 
R. D. Barbor, the manager for the 
three principal Atlantic steamship 
lines—the Cunard, the Canadian Paci­
fic, and the White Star—I discovered 
a very happy and contented colony of 
almost a thousand emigrants .most of 
whom had been there nearly six 
months. Two hundred ot them actual­
ly crossed the-Atlantic only to be 
turned back, within sight of the pro­
mised land, when they reached Ellis 
Island. They are now awaiting the 
time when they will i?e able to pro­
ceed.

The hostel extends over an area of 
twenty-five acres and the huts in 
which the emigrants live are provided 
with every reasonable comfort. The 
occupants are encouraged to beautify 
their temporary homes, which, as I 
saw in the course ot my visit, they 
are reqdy and eager to do. There is 
a large and well-equipped hospital 
ready to deal with any outbreak of 
disease—a contingency which, of 
course, must be guarded against in 
such circumsfoeces—while, as the 
emigrant^-comprise both Jews and 
Gentiles, the» are two different kit­
chens with special cooks, one for 
Kosher (Jewish food) and the other 
for ordinary food.

After Twenty Years.
The inhabitants, whe have little of 

which to complain regarding lack of 
luxury, are also waited upon in the 
dining-rooms by waitresses. There 
is a large recreation room, and a foot­
ball field, as well as a school, at which 
the young ones are taught various 
subjects, principally English.

'They are all very likeable people," 
Colonel Barbor told me. “They are 
just like big children. But perhaps I 
am prejudiced because I have lived so 
long in Russia, know the people so 

"well , and speak their language. They 
are remarkably intelligent, particular­
ly the children, who show the most 
remarkable aptitude and eagerness 
for learning,

“The hostel has been In existence 
for some years now—since the war— 
and many thousands of emigrants 
have pawed through It They are all 
very orderly, though coming from 
Russia as they do, and holding widely 
different political opinions, it is nec­
essary to keep some of the men sepa­
rate from their companions.

“Once I had rather a bad few minu­
tes when I heard what sounded like 
pandemonium break out in the dining­
room. I immediately thought It must 
pe a racial riot. But my fears when I 
got to the room soon allayed. One 
man who had sat down at table next 
te another had turned te discover that 
hie companion wae the man who had 
saved him from drowning twenty 
y care before, and they had not seen 
each other from that day. It was 
certainly A dramatic meeting, and the 
two proclaimed their mutual delight 
in no half-hearted fashion.

LONDON, July 22.

With the Inter-Allied Conference 
on the Experts Reparations plan not 
yet a week old, the United States Am­
bassador, Frank B. Kellogg has been 
called upon to play the delicate role 
of mediator, which all the delegations 
confidently predicted would be ne­
cessary, sooner or later, when the 
statesmen opened their parleys here 
last Wednesday. Mr. Kellogg’s op­

Bering 
the last meek it has been (tieWWred 
that all the schooners that Srimi in 
tbe Straits bave gone So northern 
Labrador and up -to the present about 
one hundred anfi fifty are -deem Wens.
They deserve seme consideration.1 
These schooners carry 1,766 men. 
they haw# no means et caring for 
sick people pr anything else. Taking 
all things into consideration he had 
come to the conclusion that a boat 
should be sent down. He had con­
sequently asked for tenders and yes­
terday had accepted one agreeing to 
perforin the aarslae lor two and a 
half months at the rate of $2,800 per 
month. This was tar dMerent In 
cost from tira. service of last year.
He understood It had cost $36,000.
This year tbe same service wield be 
given lor $7,000. If a large saving 
like that could be had there was 
some reason in again starting the 
service. In reply to Mr. Warren he 
said he did not discharge the «new 
neither did he recommend it to Die 
owners who had done so, and neither 
did he recommend any of the newly 
engaged crew.

He want­
ed a square deal to everyone in the 
Island, North, South, East and West 
and was prepared to see that the 
fishermen especially was given fair 
play to catch fish. People walking 
around St. John’s drawing large sal­
aries from the Government could af­
ford to have acme surplus cash lopped 
off as well as the fishermen.

Sir Join Crosble, Minister of Fin­
ance said tbe whole fact of the 
matter was that economy had te be 
practised and a start to put it into 
effect had to be made somewhere.
Mr. Warren objected to it beginning 
at Fortune Bay. He admitted that 
his Government intended to start it 
by cutting out the Labrador boat. The 
only difference was that Mr. Warren 
had started in one place and he in 
another. If Labrador had been the 
victim and Fortune Bay not touched 
the honorable member would have 
been silent. The cost of the service 
in Fortune Bay was altogether too 
much. Fifteen thousand dollars had 
been voted to run the service there 
last year but tbe large sum of $42,068,- 
had been spent. He had run the 
Fortune Bay service for some years.
The Government paid Ms company 
$20,000 subsidy and the total re­
ceipts tor tbe boat outside that sub­
sidy did not exceed $1,000 a year.
It was too costly for tbe country.
The paring had to start and it was 
just as well for members to make up 
their minds the Budget had to be bal­
anced or the country was beyond sav­
ing. Daring tbe past tour years 
squandering had been indulged in be­
yond the wildest imaginations and If 
thrift and economy had been practis­
ed during these years there would be 
no difficulty tn letting Fortune Bay 
keep her service now.

In both cases the world’s
stocks are so small that they could 
easily be carried in a coat pocket. 

Seeds With Favourite Soils.
Few people know that although the 

best celery is grown ip France, the 
seed of French celery .planted else­
where yields poor crops. The result 
is that fresh plants have to be im­
ported from France every year. Oùr 
green pea is equally difficult to grow 
outside this country. Plant English 
peas in Canada or America and you 
will be disappointed. Peas need years 
of acclimatizing before they will 
yield well in a foreign soil.
