When Marshall came back Dean 
had two pigs, which he sold him, and 
one of these was proved to be Mr Mc- 
Nee’s property. Verdict, Gi "Uy. Mr. 
Peterson for the Crown ; Mr Guthrie for 
the defence.

The Queen vs. Robert and Mary 
Purdy.—The prisoners were indicted for 
receiving goods knowing them to be sto­
len. This was the sequel to the store 
robbing case in Erin Village. Martin, 
who was found gv’lty of taking goods 
from Messrs. Hood, White & Co’s store, 
boarded'for some time at Purdy’s, and a 
large number of articles were found in 
the house, some of them in Purdy’s bed­
room and some in Martin’s. They con­
sisted of various and diverse articles,such 
as capes, coats, pants, handkerchiefs, &c. 
Rainsboutom was brought up as witness 
for the prosecution. He had known some 
of the goods which were taken from the 
store to be carried to Purdy’s, but did not 
know whether they had any knowledge 
of their being there. Martin was a'so 
brought out of gaol to give evidence for 
the defence, and he conducted Kjnself to 
all intents and purposes like what he is, 
an insolent scoundrel. He lifted the ar 
tides one by one, and gave a short his­
torical sketch of each. Several, he said, 
he had bought, and that no person had 
any right to them. Others he had put 
into Purdy’s room without the know­
ledge of either him or liis wife. Mrs. 
Purdy had been away from home, and 
Martin for a while acted as cook and gen­
eral housekeeper.

TRIAL OFWHELAN

At the request of Counsel for the de­
fence, the court adjourned »the case at 
2 o'clock this afternoon till 10 a. m. to 
to-morrow,in order to allow of the arrival 
of an important witness from Cincinnati. 
Of the merits of defence, now almost clos­
ed we need say little. It does not ap­
pear to me in the least to break down the 
strongest evidence against Whelan, but 
his counsel have made the most of it, 
and Mr. O'Farrell as the one getting up 
the case has been indefatigable, both in 
and out of court, and the three other 
counsel for the defence have never re­
laxed in their efforts.

Trial not likely to Close this Week.

From our own Correspondent.
Ottawa, Sept. 12.

The case of Whelan was adjourned at 
2 o’clock yesterday, on application of the 
prisoner’s counsel, to give time for arrival 
of an important witness then on the road 
from Cincinnati. Witness arrived on the 
train this morning, and the case was re­
sumed at half-past 10 o’clock. Court 
room, as usual, densely crowded, large 
numbers ol ladies, members of Parlia­
ment, and prominent men from various 
parts of the province, being present.

BOBBING PETER TO PAY PAUL.
The Toronto Telegraph charges Mr. 

Rose, the Finance Minister of the 
Dominion, with using the money spe­
cially procured on the guarantee of 
the Home Government for construc­
ting the Intercolonial Railway, to pay 
off part of the floating debt of the 
Dominion. If there is any truth in 
this rumor, and we arc inclined to 
think there is, Mr. Rose has perpetra­
ted apiece of financial da. Ing com­
pletely eclipsing the acts of Mr. Galt. 
Our cotemporary says :—

“ By what authority, people cannot 
help asking, was this diversion of the 
railway loan made?.. Under the Im­
perial guarantee, fouk trustees were 
created to see that it was properly ap­
plied. Two officers of the Imperial 
Exchequer act as Trustees for Eng­
land, and Messrs. Baring and Glyn 
act in the same capacity for Canada. 
Mr Rosejcould not have temporarily di 
verted the loan from its special purpose 
without the consent of these trustees. 
And we may be sure they did not 
give that consent v Ilhout obtaining 
some substantial security that the 
money will be forthcoming when it is 
required to pay for the construction 
of the railroad, as the work progres­
ses. They would not dare to give 
their consent on any other conditions; 
and even then, it cannot be said that 
their action is free from censure.

The expedient now resorte 1 to may 
possibly admit of being once repeated. 
The balance of the loan money may 
be put on the market in time to per­
mit of the temporary diversion of the 
money thus taken to pay the floating 
debt being prolonged. But this 
financial expedient would not admit 
of being extended beyond a certain 
time. When the railroad is comple­
ted, the money provided for its pay­
ment would have to be forthcoming, 
and then the hypothecated debentures 
will have to be put on the market. 
No one can foresee the circumstances, 
or the state of the money market un­
der which the operation may have 
to be made, or what the ultimate cost 
of the present facilities, gained by 
questionable means, may be.

“ It cannot be admitted as a plea in 
justification of what has been done 
that the money has been obtained at 
a cheap rate. The Imperial guaran­
tee would never have been given to 
enable Canada to borrow cheaply for 
ordinary purposes. The money has 
been diverted from the object, for 
which it was obtained. The case, as 
it stands, is scarcely dislinguishable 
from one of false pretences- If àuch 
a breach of trust had occurred in pri­
vate life, the aid of the Court of 
Chancery would be invoked to right 
the wrong.”

An Editor Conimitted —The 
Brockville Recorder says that Mr. R. 
W. Kelly, of the Canadian, was ar­
rested on Tuesday morning, on a 
warrant issued by John M’Elhinny, 
Esq., J. P.> on a complaint made by 
John M’Mullen, Esq., J. P., editor of 
the Monitor, for a libel published in 
the Canadian in October, 18G7. The 
libel, we understand, was published 
immediately after the fire which oc­
curred in the Canadian printing 
oEce, in which, Mr. M’Mullen alle­
ges, Mr. Kelly insinuates that he had 
set the place on fire. After Mr. 
Kelly had been arrested he was taken 
before Mr. M’Elhinny, and the ex­
amination was proceeded with. At 
the cloco, the magistrate committed 
Mr. Kelly for trial, at the same time 
offering to take his own recognizan­
ces for his appearance at the Queen’s 
Bench. Mr. Kelly refused the offer, 
and was therefore conducted to, and 
lodged îmgaol, by constable M’Phaul.
