Serious Collision on the Great Western 
Railway.

London, Aug. 30.—The second train 
bringing the Great Western employees 
here from the pic-nic at Belle Isle ran 
into the tail end of No. 26 freight about 
a quarter of a mile west of ThamesvMlc, 
about two o'clock this morning, badly the 
smashed engine, conductor’s oar, and two 
passenger coaches. The engine broke 
loose from the tender and tumbled into 
the ditoh. . Two passenger coaches, by 
the concussion, were “ telescoped,” and 
report says that sixteen persons are in­
jured.

The train bad twenty-three coaches, 
crowded with passengers, and the wonder 
is that more were not injured. It is said 
that the latter part of the freight train 
had brokeii loose, And was standing on 
the main line, which, owing to the heavy 
fog, Was not observed until too late. The 
èngtûeer and thé fireman remained on 
the éfigiiié, and escaped without harm.

The trains going east were delayed 
abottt thrèe hours.

When the engine . 16ft the trade and 
went head first into the ûlteh, the driver 
opened the exhaust pipes and allowed 
the steam in the boilor to escape. Had 
he ndt thought of this, the collision might 
have resulted more disastrously than it 
did, and by his thoughtfulness is due the 
fact that there are not several fatal 
casualties by scalding..

Mr. 1 Make’s Great Speech.
(Continued from yesterday's issue.)

The appointment of the Commission is 
a high contempt of Parliament, and you 
are not to listen to those who talk to you 
about the privilege and rights of Parlia­
ment not being important. The privilege 
of the Parliament is the privilege of the 
leople. (Hear, hear.) The rights of 
>arliament are the rights of the people.

It is for those rights and in 
(rests alone that we are striving 

to-day. We are not separate from you, 
from you we spring, to you we go back 
again, in your interest and in your name 
alone we speak and act,and it is for your 
rights that we are struggling to-day. 
(Great cheering.) Besides, this commis- 
mission is a gross and glaring breach in 
the one particular of the most important 
privilege of Parliament—tbe freedom of 
speech and the freedom of debating and 

lestionlng in that House. Sir, who ie 
tere that does not know that freedom of 

speech is liberty? In the heyday of free­
dom shall we abandon the securities for 
liberty ? If you do, I know not how soon 
you may fall upon those evil days in 
which without those securities your liber­
ty may be taken away from you. I say 
to you that at this moment, by the un­
constitutional acts of the present Admin­
istration, the government of this country 
has been seized into their hands ; that 
at this moment, by their act of proroga- 
gation, they have substituted an arbi­
trary and tyrannical government by the 
Cabinet for that Parliamentary and popu­
lar government we have hitherto enjoyed. 
(Immense cheering.) Sir, let us not for­
get the history of the past ; let us not for­
get what has been said and done and 
suffered in order to secure for you this 
liberty which this Commission impeaches. 
I see in the ministerial prints that in 
effect Mr. Huntington is upon his de­
fence ; and that the question really to be 
investigated is, how in these honest and 
honorable transactions which all these 
ministerial gentlemen are so glad did 
come to light, did come to light. (Laugh­
ter).

John Eliot, who was imp!

leges of Parliament. Adverting to the 
Royal Commission recently appointed, he ■ 
said it was incompatible with the secu­
rity of members for things done by them 
in Parliament.—The principle on which 
the commission is illegal is, that no tri­
bunal can be constituted which shall take 
any cognizance of what transpires in 
Parliament; that that House alone must 
deal with what its members do. (Cheers). 
But the Commission is upon otherrands in my judgment illegal and void.

the first place it is contrary to the 
fundamental principles of justice that 
either the accusers or the accused should 
have the creation and control of the tri­
bunal which is to do any material thing 
in the trial. That commends itself to 
every man. Which of us hi any private 
contention would agree that the other 
party should name the persons who are 
to take the evidence ? But it is said this 
is not a material thing ; it is said it is 
simply a recording of evidence. Do not 
be led away by such fallaey as that. I 
tell you- that the questions which will 
arise before the tribunal, however con­
stituted and wherever constituted, as to 
the limitations of this inquiry, as to the 
order in which the witneSsees shall be 
called, as to the mode in which they 
shall be examined, as to the character of 
the answers whieh shall be accepted as 
satisfactory, are of the essence of the 
great cause. Mr. Day’s letter expressly 
says that the Commission is authorized 
to enquire into and report upon the mat­
ters stated in Mr. Huntington’s resolu­
tion. I say that the design is to obtain 
a report from this Commission, so named, 
and afterwards call Parliament and say 
to Parliament, “ these gentlemen heird 
the evidence, they saw the witnesses,they 
knew exactly what degree of credibility 
was to be attached to éfich ; you didn’t 
eee them, you could not judge whether 
So and so told the truth ; who so quali­
fied to judge as the persons who heard 
the evidence ? Will you not accept their 
opinion ?” These are the argumenta 
that will bé addressed to the House. In 
speaking of this, I say the whole founda­
tion of our system of justice is subverted; 
the jury system is subverted ; the system 
of challenging jurors is destroyed by the 
adoption of the principle of allowing onif 
side of the investigation to name the per­
sons who shall be judges of the fact and 
of the iaw. Whst reason, what justice is 
there in it? Does it not shock every 
honest mind? Again remember this, 
those who talk to you so much about 
oaths, the superiority of Judges, lose 
eight of the fact that while a Judge who 
is doing hie judicial work is sworn to do 
it honestly and fairly without favor and 
impartially, those gentlemen comprising 
this comm'Esion, two of whom happen to 
bo Judges, and one an ex-Judge, are, of 
course, not sworn in this investigation, 
nor do their oaths of office apply in the 
slightest degree to it, and therefore that 
alleged security of a judical tribunal 
is not given in its entirety. 
These ltoyal Commissions are issued in 
order to inform the Government of the 
day of matters of which the Government 
was ignorant, to make inquiries into 
things which they knew not of in order 
that they may be the better able to deter­
mine what the public interests may re­
quire. That is the legitimate object of 
such Commissions. But of this Com­
mission vho can say that the minds of
Ministers require to be informed? (Cheeis
and laughter.) It ie the publie mind 
that requires to be informed. It is what 
Ministers know and can say that is to be 
disclosed, and forsooth they sppoint a 
Commission to find out what they know! 
(Laughter.) Again this Commission ie 
entirely without warrant either of the 
common or the statute law. The great 
master of English law, Sir Edward Coke, 
laid down, that “ a Commission iea dele­
gation by warrant of an act of Parlia­
ment oi of the common law whereby 
jurisdiction, power, or authority is trans­
ferred to other. _ All Commissions of new 
invention are against law till they have 
allowance by act of Parliament." The 
crime or offence wow charged against

of offences. Remember the Commission 
that has issued to-day to inquire into 
these charges which are cognizable by 
the courts may in the fnture be issued to 
inquire into offences committed by you.
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or me, and that we may be called out of 
the ordinary course of law before a tri­
bunal constituted by the prerogative 
alone ; that a Commission would be 
liable to try robbery of the mails, for in- 
stance, instead of leaving it to be tried 
by the ordinary courts of law. The se­
curity of the subject is, therefore, im­
paired by the Commission. But it is 
aaid that this Act under which the Con: 2 
mission was appointed authorized it. 
Not so. The Act, in the first place, does 
not so much authorize the issue of Com­
missions ns to provide, when Government 
deems it expedient, means of conferring 
additional powers on.. Commissioners. 
The Act leaves the issue of Commissions 
to the prerogative. Apart from that the 
general language of the Act can never be 
extended to subvert fundamental laws 
and principles such as we have been die 
cussing, those, viz,, that the accused 
shall not nominate the tribunal \to try 
them ; that offences against the law cog­
nizable by the conrts shall not be taken, 
hold of by any tribunal constituted out 
of the ordinary course of justice, and 
also that Commissions are issued to in­
form the mind of the Crown about mat­
ters of which Ministers are ignorant. 
Now, I have very shortly stated what, of 
course, is a legal question, but which the 
intelligent people of this country must 
to some extent consider, inasmuch as 
the rights of every man amongst us de­
pends upon the true apprehension of 
those principles which confine inquiries 
into crimes to the general standing laws 
and the general courts which are author­
ized for the purpose. Then there 
are certain . grave inconveniences 
connected with the commission. Wit­
nesses may refuse to answer crimin­
ating questions. The Commons, I be­
lieve, have the right to compel answers, 
At any rale, provision might be made 
for that, but by this Act, witnesses may 
refuse to answer anything. The offence 
charged is a criminal offence, and it is 
competent for the chief actors to decline 
before this Commission to answer many 
most material questions. There are in­
deed other objections which I do not re­
fer to for lack of time. Another point— 
I am extremely adverse to say anything 
about the personnel of the Commission. 
It is always disagreeable to say anything 
against those who are practically preclud­
ed from making a public answer. There­
fore, I shall confine myself to the state­
ment that I am unable to acquiesce in 
the proposition that the Government 
have chosen men in whose decision the 
country would or ought to have confi­
dence. I am obliged to say thaj, much, 
though I must say that it was not in hu­
man nature to expect anything more 
when the accuse^., were choosing the tri­
bunal. My fellow members and myself 
who signed the appeal to His Excellency 
have got to stand by each other in de­
fence of the constitution. (Cheers.) We 
must bide our time till Parliament meets. 
An early meeting is promised ; for that 
early meeting the faith of the Crown is 
pledged, and at that meeting we shall 
assert those views of the Canadian con­
stitution which I have been endeavoring 
to state to you. We •’hall state what we 
would have said h the opportunity 
been given us to criticise before the 
the act the act which has been committed, 
and we shall look to the people to sus­
tain us in fighting the people’s battles. 
(Tremendous cheering, lasting for some 
moments.) If I speak to any man here, 
or if my utterances be read by any man, 
who calls himself a Conservative, let me 
ask him to step to the front with me to 
conserve those ancient- principles of 
British liberty which he* can agree with 
me are not "now fangledJN Is it for 
any one who calls himself a Conservative 
to propose to sanction or express other 
than abhorrence of a now and 
dangerous course, sweeping away every 
well settled principle upon which the 
constitution rests ? (Cheers.) You may 
ba told that although these principles 
are undeniable, and these privileges are 
unquestionable, yet they do not concern 
you, because the end is good. (Laugh­
ter.) You may be sought to be enlisted 
in the assertion of the doctrine that “ the 
end justifies the means.” You may be 
asked to say that because the object is 
investigation you should entirely over­
look the means. And yet these gentle­
men who will tell you that with the 
same breath are prepared to denounce 
my-friend Mr. Huntington, because they 
aspect that in the attainment of that 
good end, namely, this investigation, he 
has used some unjustifiable means in 
getting evidence. (Laughter.) But it is 
.said the matter is a trifling one. Was 
the twenty shillings that was levied upon 
John Hampden for bis ship monev trifl­
ing ? It would have been better, these 
time-servers and followers of expediency 
will tell you, for him to pay the twenty 
shillings than to be vexed and harassed 
with suits; and yet upon that issue the 
liberties of England were staked (cheers), 
and his name is held in everlasting re­
membrance by all worthy sons of Eng­
land because he refused to pay that 
trifling sum, and put fortune, fame, life 
Itself to the issue, rather than desert 
what was his ! country's cause. (Great 
cheering ) These are doctrines we can­
not afford to hear broached without their 
being denounced. We cannot permit 
the most trifling encroachment upon 
principles the inviolable preservation of 
which is the only security for our liberty. 
(Hear, hear.) There is the greatest 
danger in an evil precedent. I have 
seen it in my own brief experience. I 
tell you now that l never saw a bad act 
passed in parliament, but that it was 
urged, and oftentimes successfully, as a 
good precedent for the passage of a muet 
worse act the next session. Such is the 
inevitable result. Give the precedent 
and it is always stretched, and stretched 
in the wrong direction. The trifle of to­
day becomes the monster of tomorrow, 
The cloud no bigger than a man’s hand 
in the morning may become the deluge 
of the night, which will sweep away the 
liberties of the country. (Cheers.) Let 
me say to you that no situation is so 
secure but that negligence of the people 
may endanger it, and that no situation 
is so desperate but that the vigilance of 
the people may w^rk out their own sal­
vation. Upon the vigilance of the 
people depends the preservation of your 
liberties of to-day. That vigilance I ex­
pect you to exercise. I hope you will 
awake to the magnitude of the issue. 
There is no doubt whatever that the feel­
ings of the people will be the feelings of 
Parliament at the next session. 
There is no doubt whatever that 
what you — that what the intelligent 
paople cf Canada shall have deter­
mined in the meetings out of Par­
liament with regard to the arbitrary 
exercises of the prerogative, will be the 
feeling of Parliament. Will you then 
awake to the issue; will you let your voice 
and weight be felt ? I believe you will.
I call upon you by one stern lesson to 
teach a corrupt and audacious Ministry 
thatjfhey cannot unpunished trifle with 
yoiydearest lights, and to plant once 
more, broai and deep, the foundations i f 
public virtue and constitutional liberty, 
the noble structure which >our rulers are 
now shaking to its base. ( Immense 
cheering, the liouorablo gentlemen 
taking his seat amid thunders of ap­
latira again and again repeated.)

SuripU
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How Others See Them.
Our people know enough of Eng­

lish newspaper intelligence from 
Canada to value it et its full worth ; 
Canadians have had occasion for 
regret, and they have again and 
again been moved to laughter, by 
the blunders foisted upon an unsus­
pecting British public as facts from 
this side of the Atlantic. At the 
same time, we have seen enough Of 
the opinions of the old country press 
on Canadian affairs to regard these 
opinions as fair and impartial when 
the writers are well informed, and 
are acquainted with the leading fea 
tures of the question they have un­
der. review. Khowing that, if correct 
data had been furnished, the exprès 
sion of the British Press upon the 
Pacific outrage would give the can­
did utterances of disinterested out­
siders, we looked forward with conti 
dence to the arrival of the English 
mail bringing out the editorial com­
ments of our brethren over the water. 
They are now to hand, and do not 
disappoint lis. Although the whole 
facts were not known to the English 
editors, enough is said by them to 
convince Lord Dufterin himself that 
however “constitutional’’ it might be 
to accept the advice-ot his accused 
ministry, it was exceedingly unsound 
and unwise. And this plain out­
speaking is not confined to the 
journal of one party. The London 
Times, the Daily News, the Pall Mall 
Gazette, the Morning Post, and the 
London Globe concur in the opinion 
that the Ministerial counsel given to 
the Governor General was bad, im­
politic, unfair, and only just short of 

‘unconstitutional. The Times says that 
it was an attempt to stifle free dis­
cussion by an act of prerogative: that 
His Excellency might have met his 
Premier’s advice by suggesting that 
he should first consult the House of 
Commons; and that by preventing an 
expression of such opinion he enabled 
his Ministers to override the free ac­
tion of Parliament. The News de­
clares that the course to be pursued 
in the investigation ought to have 
been suggested by the House rather 
than volunteered by the Government, 
and styles the action of Sir John 
similar to that of Bismarck when hé 
sought to stop inconvenient debate 
by prorogation. The Pall Mall Ga­
zette expresses the opinion that Sir 
John sheltered himself by an ex 
treme exercise ot prerogative. The 
Post regards prorogation as a mistake, 
and asserts that Governor and Gov­
ernment have incurred tbe odium of 
acting with a high handed authority 
not required by the circumstances, 
and predicts that by such a couree 
the Cabinet must fall still further in 
the estimation of the whole country. 
The London Globe argues that the 
Commons alone had the right to deal 
with the question, that constitutional 
rights have been invaded by their 
high-handed dismissal, and that Lord 
Dufterin accepted a serious responsi­
bility when he accepted the advice of 
his Ministry.

All this bears out the contention 
of the Reform Press of Canada from 
the day that prorogation was first 
spoken of even as an improbable and 
almost impossible last resort of des­
perate men. If it is said that Cana­
dian Reform editors are more Or less 
partizan in their feeling, and that 
their opposition to the Ministerial 
proposition sprang from prejudice as 
much as from judgment, that cannot 
be charged against the English 
writers. They, although seeing do­
mestic politics from different stand­
points, look with a single eye upon 
the outrage on Responsible Govern­
ment which has been perpetrated in 
the Dominion. Whig, and Tory, and 
Radical unite in condemning the 
paltry policy of evasion, prompted by 
a disgraceful fear of consequences, 
which Sir John has carrie’d out in 
orejer once more to save his dying 
Cabinet. The full facts were not 
sent in the telegrams which told all 
England how a Canadian stateman 
had sought to baffle justice. Ere this, 
they are m possession of the Cana­
dian newspaper reports, and another 
week or so will bring out expressions 
tff opinion more strongly put than 
those which we have placed before 
our readers. But enough has reached 
us to show the drift of English 
opinion. The descendants of those 
who fought and died for the best 
form of constitutional Government 
which the world has yet seen, know 
how to measure tricksters who would 
willingly make Parliament a myth 
and Privilege a by-word.
