Washington, April 19.—Agents of the 

government secret service have arrested 
the makers of the famous one hundred 
dollar silver certificate which was put 
in circulation something over a year ago, 
and which resulted in the retirement of 
the whole issue. Arthur Taylor and 
Baldwin S. Bredeil, supposed to be the 
principals, were arrested in Philadelphia 
yesterday. William Jacobs and Wil­
liam L. lilndey, late cigar manufactur­
ers, and James Burns, who was in 
Jacobs’ employ, were arrested in Lan­
caster, Pa., to-day.

The plàtes from which the notes were 
printed, together with a large quantity 
of counterfeit revenue stamp plates, 
rolls and about five tons of paper, were 
also secured. In their confession to­
day, Taylor and Bredeil stated that less 
than $10,000 of the $100 certificates 
were printed. This is regarded as the 
most important capture made by the 
secret service.

Philadelphia, April 19.—A sensational 
arrest was made in this city to-night in 
connection with the capture of the 
counterfeiting gang reported from 
Washington to-day. Harvey K. Newitt, 
who was assistant United States district 
attorney in this city during the adminis­
tration of President Harrison, was 
taken into custody by secret service 
men on a warrant sworn out by Chief 
Wilkie, charging him with bribing De­
tective McManus, of the Philadelphia 
otlice.

According to the story told by one of 
the officers, Kindley, the cigar maker of 
Lancaster, suspected early this year that 
he and his confederates were being 
watched by secret service men in Lan­
caster. He came to this city and en­
gaged Newitt as a go-between to bribe 
Officers Burns and McManus, who were 
working on the case. Burns was not 
approached, but McManus was. Ail 
the meetings between Newitt and Mc­
Manus were witnessed by members of 
Mr. Wilkie’s force. Newitt 
connected, and has practised here since 
retiring from the United States district 
attorney’s office.

SMALLPOX IN CLEVELAND.

Has Bothered Ohio City for Two Months
but Now Becomes Epidemic.

Cleveland, O., April 19.—Smallpox has 
increased in this city to such an extent 
that the health department officials con­
fess themselves unable to cope with it 
under the present conditions. Three of 
the public schools have been closed and 
health officer Lick has written the city 
council to immediately place $15,000 at 
his disposal in addition to the regular 
funds.

Up to three o’clock this afternoon 
eleven new cases had been reported. 
Seven cases were reported after that 
hour. They are widely scattered, 
part of the city being represented.

The pest house long ago proved utterly 
inadequate to hold the patients assigned 
to it and a large annex is being 
structed. An idea of the extent of the 
disease can be gathered from the fact 
that although to-day’s record for new 
cases is the largest thus far, every day 
for more than two months has been from 
two to nine cases reported.

A RIVER ON FIRE.

Chicago the Scene and the Fact There­
fore Not Remarkable.

Chicago, April 19.—The Chicago river 
was set on fire last night and for an 
hour the flames leaped fifty feet into the 
air from the surface of the stream. The 
firemen had to work hard to keep them 
from spreading, and one of the bridges 
was in danger. The fire was caused 
oy the ignition of the oil, grease and gas 
that cover the surface of the river or 
bubble up from its foul bed. The dam­

FREAK LAW DEFIED.

San Francisco Publishers United in

The action of the government meets 
with very general approval among all 
classes whose interests are not princi­
pally in sugar.

In fact there is a very 
large and growing element among the 
planters which does not look 
tract labor as a necessity, nor in many 
ways desirable. Nearly all the long es­
tablished plantations have been canvass­
ing plans to get along without it and to 
secure some other thau Asiatic labor for 
the cauefields. Some of the plantations, 
notably Ewa, hnvc already made a start 
in securing lâbomfis of other nationali­
ties, and has introduced a system of 
cultivation oti shares with the cultiva­
tors. Several of the newly organized 
plantations in whole or in part are or­
ganized on the plan of providing mill 
and marketing facilities for the home­
steaders and smal lcultivators of a par­
ticular district, and advancing them 

where needed to carry them 
through the period of cane growing and 
getting returns from market.

It is estimated that with the new 
plantations starting and the enlargement 
of new ones, 25,000 additional laborers 
will be required within the next two 
years. Many of these will be required to 
take the places of laborers whose term of 
service will expire and who will return to 
their native lands.

With the abolition of contract labor, 
new laborers, whether Japanese or of 
other nationalities, will have to come in 
uuder the regular immigration laws.

The cabinet has framed a new form of 
oath to be taken by electors seeking reg­
istration in order to vote next Septem­
ber. The new oath includes allegiance 
to the United States, the promise of 
support to the constitution and laws of 
Hawaii, and retains the provision against 
attempting directly or indirectly to re­
establish a monarchial form of govern­
ment for the Hawaiian islands. The 
cabinet claims to find authority for this 
action in the Hawaiian constitution.

What do we find now? Three years 
have gone by since these gentlemen 
took power and still the taxes are in­
creasing, still they are putting their 
hands into the pockets of the people 
deeper and deeper.

It is all very well for 
hon. gentlemen opposite to say that 
there has been more trade, but that is 
no argument, for the fact remains that 
this increased taxation has been taken 
out of the pockets of the people. Then 
again, gentlemen opposite when the Con­
servatives were in power, told us it was 
a monstrous thing that Canada should 
have such a great public debt. Well, 
in 1896 the net debt was $258,497,000 
and 1898, under the control of these gen­
tlemen, it is $263,966,000 or an increase 
of $5,459,000. That is a pretty good 
showing for gentlemen who preached all 
over the country that they were going to 
economize. Of course, we do not expect 
the blush of shame to come to the cheek 
of gentlemen opposite, but we would 
think they would at least attempt to 
offer some excuse for this. One would 
imagine that the hon. members of the 
government and the Liberal members of 
parliament who preached all over the 
country that the debt would be decreased 
should now offer some excuse for their 
extravagance. Sir, the only excuse I 
have heard, either publicly or privately, 
is: Well, we are in power and you are 
out; what are you going to do about it? 
That is about as far as they can get 
in the shape of an apology. It would 
seem from the utterances of the minister 
of public works (Mr. Tarte) that he hopes 
by large expenditures to hold the reins of 
power for a long time. That hon. gen­
tleman (Mr. Tarte) admits that the ex­
penditure has been large, but he has also 
stated: Wait till you see what we shall 
do next year. His policy is to get as 
much money as he possibly can and to 
expend it all. I am informed that at 
a banquet held last night in the Russell 
House, Ottawa, the gentleman who was 
in the seat of honor, spoke magnificently 
for about fifty minutes and the trend of 
his remarks was. Sir Wilfrid, Sir Wil­
frid, take every dollar you can out of the 
treasury, 
cent
come after you. 
for the present, but 1 do not think it 
will go down with the electorate of tlii:/ 
country. tApplause).

PREFERENTIAL TRADE.
The question of preferential trade will 

be treated of by gentlemen who are 
better qualified to speak on the subject 
than 1; but I may remark that the 
preferential trade inaugurated by these 
honorable gentlemen opposite has not 
been a success, and has entirely failed 
to benefit Great Britain as they say it 
was intended. Although that preferen­
tial policy is in full force, we find that 
of the imports coming into Canada, 72Vi 
per cent, still comes from the United 
States, and only 17% per cent, from 
Great Britain. Sir, the right honorable 
the leader of the government made a 
great mistake when he did not get a 
quid pro quo from Great Britain for his 
preferential trade, 
that Great Britain would have objected 
to give it, and I do not believe that any­
body in Canada would have hesitated 
to take it. (Hear, hear).

BIG FEED SHIPMENT.Here we have a case where one minis­

ter says the tariff is settled and another 
minister says the manufacturers will 
never have any rest because the tariff 
will be changed. Who is right? How 
do they reconcile these two statements? 
I may say that I am afraid the hon. 
minister of the interior will get the worst 
of that. If, the hon. gentleman was 
right in saying that they settled the tar­
iff, let us look for one moment at the 
alterations that they have made. I am 
willing to take the figures that have been 
quoted in this house by my hon. friend 
the ex-minister of finance (Mr. Foster) 
and my hon. friend the ex-controller of 
customs (Mr. Wallace) in this house, be­
cause, I know that they never quote 
figures here that they are not perfectly 
sure of. They stated in this house that 
the alterations in the duties, that the 
present government had made, did not 
amount to more than one-half of one per 
cent, on the total. This is a magnificent 
change to make in the tariff by hon. 
gentlemen who have stumped the coun­
try up and down, denouncing the men 
in power, at (hat time, as robbers and 
scoundrels, great and small. We find 
that the duty on imports for home con­
sumption in 1896 was 30.07 per cent., 
while in 1898, after these hon. gentle­
men had been in power for two years, it 
was 29.43 per cent., or 64-100 of one 
per cent. less. On dutiable and free 
goods, because of course they will say, 
look at the amount of free goods coming 
in, in 1896 the duty was 18.28 per cent, 
and in 1898 16.95 per cent., which 
shows but a gain of one and thirty-three 
hundredths of one per cent. I am not 
going into figures very much, but I would 
like to say that that shows a very small 
percentage of alteration to make all this 
fuss about. Not only have they not 
owered them very little, but one instance 
that was brought to the attention of the 
house by the hon ex-controller of customs 
(Mr. Wallace) was cotton goods. If 
there is an article that honi gentleman 
got excited about when they were in 
opposition and in regard to which they 
denounced the government for assisting 
the extortion that the cotton manufac­
turers were putting upon the poor people 
of this country, it was the article of cot­
ton. What do we find? We find that 
since these hon. gentlemen got into power 
they have not lowered the duty on cotton, 
but they have increased it from 30 to 
35 per cent. There is no doubt about 
that, and I am afraid that that must 
be a little by-play of my hon. friend the 
minister of public works (Mr. Tarte) 
who seems to have great influence in 
these quarters. Some mention has been 
made about a tollgate and I am inclined 
to think that there is a tollgate in Can­
ada as my hon. friend here says. We, 
of course, are not satisfied on this side 
of the house, but, are the people satis­
fied? Some hon. gentlemen say “yes”.

areAN EXCITED CORRESPONDENT.

Talks of the American Miners Cleaning 
Out the Canadians in the North.

A correspondent of the Seattle Post- 
Intelligencer at Skagway writes as fol­
lows:

“The action of Deputy Collector of Cus­
toms Andrews in holding all liquors tor the 
Interior here and refusing to forward them 
by convoys so long as the Canadian officials 
insist on stopping American officers at the 
summit, has caused an accumulation In the 
bonded warehouse, until to-day there are 
nearly 100 tons of liquors of all kinds 
awaiting the action of the secretary of 
the interior on Mr. Andrews’ letter asking 
for Instructions. In the meantime a liquor 
famine is threatened at Atlin, Log Cabin 
and Bennett, and smugglers are making 
big money in getting past the American 
customs officers.

“The Canadians are now working on the 
Dyea deputy, Beegle, and hope to Induce 
him to let the liquors go to the summit 
through the Chllkoot Pass. The American 
deputy collector, formerly stationed at 
Linderman, W. Zimmers, has for some 
reason not known allowed himself to be 
pushed back from Linderman to Crater 
take, where the tram company’s line lands 
all packages. Liquors forwarded by the 
tram at Dyea are loaded in aerial buckets 
and landed at Crater lake. The convoy 
leisurely walks along the trail and meets 
It at Crater lake and turns it over to the 
Canadians.

“This station at Crater lake is about one 
mile across what the Canadians allege is 
the boundary line. As the convoy qpnnot 
ride in the buckets his walking on the trail 
as such is winked at by the Canadians, 
and so they get their liquors. Only a very 
small percentage of It, however, goes that 
way, but the driving back of Zimmers 
from Linderman to Crater is being used 
on Andrews to induce him to move the 
American deputy now at Log Cabin to the 
summit. Andrews Is firm in his position. 
He will not recognize the arbitrary sum­
mit line as the boundary, and will hold 
all liquors until he hears from Washing­
ton.

“There is a strained feeling existing to­
wards the Canadian officials, as the result 
of their arbitrary assumption of the sum­
mit as the boundary line, and it would not 
take much to create an open demonstra­
tion and a resort to arms should the Can­
adians attempt any further encroachment 
on American territory. While there was 
no truth In the reported battle between 
miners and Mounted Police on the bound­
ary line in the Porcupine district, It Is 
stated that a forward move was contem­
plated by the Canadians, and all arrange­
ments had been perfected to move the 
boundary line far enough toward the 
coast to embrace the rich diggings of the 
Porcupine river. The miners In there, 
numbering about 700, had a few determined 
leaders.
Police that their attempt to encroach on 
American territory would result in blood­
shed.

“As the Americans are in the majority 
thé Canadians reconsidered their Intention. 
A corresponding move from the summit 
to Skagway was also planned, yand It Is 
the knowledge of these contemplated 
movements that has aroused a feeling of 
antagonism here against the Canadians 
that will yet result in serious trouble If 
the boundary question Is not settled soon.

“Every Amerlean here feels that he hhs 
been neglected and left unprotected by the 
government at Washington, and that also 
has added to the bitterness of the feeling 
which was Intensified to a dangerous point 
when the news came here that the govern­
ment contemplated giving the Canadians a 
port on Lynn canal. Every man in this 
community and the Porcupine has a rifle 
and ammunition, and a very dangerous 
army of several thousand men coaid be 
put into the field in an Incredibly short 
space of time which would make short 
work of the Canadians and their preten­
tions for a line on the summit.

“Every movement of the people In Skag­
way and the sayings of the papers pub­
lished here is reported to headquarters by 
a squad of Mounted Police stationed here 
In Skagway, whjSie duties ostensibly are 
to forward governtnejtt shipments, but in 
reality who act ab spies on the Americans.”

WILL JN43ÈSTIGATE FULLY.

Before Endorsing the Position of the

A considerable portion of the time of 
the Trades and Labor Council at then- 
meeting last evening was given np to 
Mr. James Wilks, secretary of the 
Rossland miners’ union and vice-presi­
dent of the Dominion Trades Congress, 
who came to the city a few days ago in 
reference to the eight-hour law and its 
enforcement.

Now, Mr. Speaker, as to the plebiscite 
and the policy of the government anent 
that. It appears to me that the action 
of the government on this matter has 
been one of the most heartless cruelty, 
and I cannot look ojk. it in any other 
light. The government had no right to 
lead the temperance people of 
country on as they did, unless they in­
tended to give them fair play. The pro­
hibitionists, whatever we may think of 
them individually, are a body of men 
who are actuated by the purest motives; 
men who have this question at heart, 
and who firmly believe that prohibition 
ivSuld be for the genefit of their coun­
try. They are actuated by no selfish 
votives, and their object, in the light 
they see it, is the welfare of the com­
munity. But what have we seen? 
These gentlemen put their faith in the 
government, and they believed the prom­
ises made to them time and again, not­
ably by the premier at Winnipeg, and 
they went into the contest believing that 
if they got a majority in the country, a 
prohibition law would be enacted. But, 
sir, they were stabbed in the back by 
this government, some of the members 
of which stumped the province of Que­
bec from one end to the other in an ef­
fort to defeat prohibition. After the 
promises made by the government to the 
prohibitionists, it was an extrerordinary 
spectacle to see several of the’ministers 
attempting to defeat prohibition in their 
province. At Winnipeg* the right honor­
able the leader of the government stated :

He would pledge his honor that 
as the Liberals came Into power In Ottawa 
they would take a plebiscite of the Do­
minion, by which the party would stand, 
and the will of the people would be carried 
out, even were it to cost power forever to 
the Liberal party.

BROKEN PROMISE i.
Sir, the present government un­

doubtedly gained thousands nd thou­
sands of votes over the whvle of this 
Dominion by the promises t ney made 
to an unsuspecting electorate, that if 
they were successful in reaching power, 
they would give the country free trade, 
they would economize, they would re­
duce the national debt, the artisan would 
have to put his hands into his pockets 
for money very much less frequently 
than he had done in years past. They 
preached this doctrine from every hust­
ings, and from every platform; but, at 
the same time, they took very good care 
to go around to the back door and tell 
the manufacturers that they had noth­
ing to fear, that, although they were go­
ing to get into power on a free trade 
cry, on a promise to cut off every bit of 
protection, still they were going to look 
after their friends, as they called them, 
the manufacturers. Well, sir, if those 
hon. gentlemen had been men enough to 
stick to their promises and to keep their 
pledges, do you believe for one moment 
that we should see what we see now? 
Should we see the hon. member for 
North Leeds (Mr. Frost), the hon. mem­
ber for Centre Toronto (Mr. Bertram), 
the hon. member for Hamilton (Mr. 
Wood), all gentlemen having large man­
ufacturing interests in this country, who 
are undoubtedly satisfied with things 
they are at the present time—do you 
think we would see these gentlemen now 
supporting this government, if hon. gen­
tlemen opposite had kept their pledges? 
Why, sir, we know perfectly well that 
their policy would have been the ruina­
tion of the manufacturers. Let us see 
for a moment what these pledges were. 
Last night, when I asked (he hon. mem­
ber for Gainsboro’ whether they still in­
tended to take up free trade and have it 
iu 20 years, he said they did, and that 
they would do very well indeed if they 
got it in twenty years. My hon. friend 
from North Leeds and Grenville (Mr. 
Frost) and my hon. friend from Toronto 
(Mr. Bertram) will have made a pretty 
good fortune before twenty years 
up, and so they have nothing to fear; 
but I think the electors of Canada will 
look upon it in a different way. The 
right hen. prime minister, speaking at 
the Liberal convention, said:

“I submit to you that the ideal fiscal 
system is the British

* * I submit to you, there­
fore, that the system of protection which 
is maintained by the government, that is 
to say, of levying tribute upon the peo­
ple, not for the legitimate expenses of 
the government, bur for a private and 
privileged class, should be condemned 
without qualification. Let it be well 
understood that from this moment we 
have a distinct issue with the party in 
Vower. Their ideal is protection ; 
ideal of free trade.”

Well, sir, this is their ideal of free 
trade which they may get to in twenty 
years. The resolution moved at the 
convention has been read before, but I 
think it cannot be impressed too strongly 
upon the minds of the people of Can­
ada, and I will read it again:

“ We denounce the principle of pro­
tection as radically unsound and unjust 
tbnthe masses of the people, and wè de­
clare our conviction that any tariff 
changes based on that principle must 
fail to afford 
from the burdens 
country labors.

“ This issue we unhesitatingly accept, 
and upon it we await with the fullest 
confidence the verdict of the electors of 
Canada.”

Well, sir, the electors took them at 
their word; they pnt them there, and I 
hope they are satisfied, but I very much 
doubt it. At Newmarket, in 1893, the 
right hon. Prime Minister said:

“I will not be satisfied until the last 
vestige of protection has been removed 
from the soil of Canada.

His captors instead of making a meal 
of him, as their Solomon Island or New 
Britain neighbors would have done, 
treated him as a white slave, and took 
all kinds of care to ensure his captivity 
when a labor or other vessel chanced 
that way by binding him to a tree. His 
special vocation was to do the carrying 
work for the tribe into whose inhospit­
able hands he had fallen.

But his chance came at the time of a 
big festival, and the indulgence of a few 
hours’ liberty was put to tbe most useful 
account. While the tribe slept Stoitz 
was much awake, and having become 
during his exile good with the paddle he 
got away in a canoe. It is true that his 
food supply was limited; but after three 
days of steady going he replenished his 
stock of yams and kept on his way re- 
jsitting, not without that misgiving which 
cornés of knowing that one is for the 
time a fugitive..

For ten days more he braved the perils, 
and was. picked up and carried to Fried­
erich Wilhelms Hafen. When the Mores­
by people left him there on the 13th in­
stant he bad pretty well recovered his 
strength, and; indeed, said the Moresby’s 
purser, “looked very well under the cir­
cumstances.”

THE OUTPUT OF KLONDIKE.

The estimate of the output of the 
Klondike for 1899 given in yesterday’s 
Colonist is so great as to be bewildering. 
Hitherto the general impression has been 
that the amount would not exceed that 
of last year by more than fifty per cent. 
A week ago the Colonist said that the 
highest estimates made up to that time 
were of $20,000,000. 
figure mentioned yesterday is double that 
amount. The names of those who are 
mentioned ia connection with these later 
estimates entitle them to consideration. 
If the expectations of these gentlemen 
are realized, the world will be amazed 
and the effect upon the development of 
the North will be immeasureable.

“gone" gbr the present -season—he both 
went in and came out by this shortest 
cut-off, and found the travelling better 
on the outward journey than on going in. 
The Too-chi trail broke up about the 
time the Captain went in, while all 
freight of course must now be handled 
by the Lake Bennett trail.

There wa.s not much .(practical work 
being «done on the creeks when Cap­
tain Langley came «out, -on Wednesday 
last, the season being as. yet very young

although better weather was being ex­
pected by the Atlin folk than even that 
with which Victoria is. favored in April.
In .fact there cannot ;be much done__
the creeks until the snow goes, there 
being two feet left a week ago although 
it was going fast.

Sluice-box building i was in progress 
everywhere, and considerable prospect­
ing was being .done on Spruce creek— 
more indeed than at-any other point in 
the district Bine creek, the original

tionally quiet

Nor was the news of gold heard only 
f from the Atfin 'district.

The Canadian-Australian liner Aorangi 
with passengers and cargo (including 
much frozen mutton), from Australia, 
New Zealand, Fiji and Hawaii, paid the 
outer wharf a call at aa early hour yes­
terday morning, landed a few travellers 
and a little freight, and by noon was 
well on her way to Vancouver, 
ing Sydney on March 25, and Suva on 
April 4, the liner had an orthodox pass­
age to Honolule, from which port to the 
end of the run high seas and thick 
weather prevailed. It was 90 degrees 
in the shade when the Aorahgi left the 
New South Wales port, and the ther­
mometer fell to freezing point before 
the voyage was completed. The most 
interesting subject of antipodean dis­
cussion when the just-arrived steamship 
started north—aside, of course, from the 
Samoan tangle—was the progress of the 
federation movement and the new plans 
for the Canadian mail steamship line. 
As to the former, Queensland was hav­
ing an election with this as practically 
the only live issue; while in regard to 
the latter, considerable interest had been 
aroused by the publication of a state­
ment that on the return trip of the 
Aorangi, the New Zealand call would 
be cut out of the schedule. It is ex­
tremely improbable that this will be 
done, however, for it is part of the inter­
colonial
from Vancouver and Victoria shall call 
at either a Queensland port or at New 
Zealand. Negotiations were recently 
opened up for the steamers to call at 
Brisbane, and possibly this change has 
been agreed to. The New South Wales 
government have only just decided to 
continue their annual subsidy of £10,000 
for a further period of four years, the 
new contract stipulating that either a 
Queensland or a New Zealand port may 
be made a port of call. The preference 
in New South Wales is possibly slightly 
iu favor of Brisbane.

The spring "rush” of miners and prospec­
tors lut» the Northern gold fields may be 
said to have fairly commenced and although 
the parties of treasure-seekers are not so 
large and perhaps not so blindly enthusi­
astic as two years ago, very considerable 
additions are dally being made to the popu­
lation of the Klondike and Atlin districts 
by the men who make Victoria their out­
fitting point. Possibly one-half, and at 
least one-third, of yesterday’s arrivals at 
the city hotels were North-bound prospec­
tors. Luke Daniels, who although a British 
subject, comes here from San Francisco, 
Is at the Dominion, bound for Atlin. D. 
Kennedy and Alec Kennedy, with William 
Beckler, from St. Peter and Tracy, Minne­
sota. are making the new British Columbia 
placer district their objective point, and 
are also quartered at the Dominion while 
they are engaged in outfitting. Bertram 
Tennyson and J. W. McGllllvray, the 
former from Moosomln and the latter from 
Inverness, Scotland, are two Hotel Victoria 
guests who also have set their faces toward 
the country of which Atlin City Is the 
capital. The latter gentleman left the “old 
country" by the steamship Britannic, and 
both are going equipped for the destruc­
tion of all big game that the country may 
be possessed of—In addition they hope to 
win their share of the district's gold. Mr. 
Tennyson was a visitor to Victoria In 1892, 
and sees many Interesting changes since 
that date. The Queen’s has its contingent 
of gold hunters, too, one party being com­
posed of J. McLaren, T. Broomer and W. 
M. C. Spadden, of Inverness, Scotland; and 
another of Californians—Herbert S. Ashton, 
from Riverside; H. A. and J. S. Kent, from 
King City; John Frell, of Applegate, Placer 
county; A. Try horn, A. Classman and H. 
Wakes, of San Francisco; and T. Shey, of 
Oakland—all miners of experience. Those 
of the party who are British subjects will 
probably go to Atlin, while the others will 
press farther, and try their luck In the 
Northwest Territories of Canada.

INDIAN SUPERSTITIONS.

Consumptive Woman’s Strange Means 
of Freeing Herself From Disease.

An almost incredible story of Indian 
superstition is told by late arrivals from 
Ahouseitt, a small West Coast village 
less than a hundred miles from Vic­
toria. Here, as elsewhere along the 
coast, the ravages of disease are yearly 
laying sad daim on the natives, and 
consumption above till other kinds of 
sickness is being regarded with a pecu­
liar horror. This was very oddly dem­
onstrated on Saturday last, shortly be­
fore the regular West Coast steamer 
made her periodical call, 
woman in the village, ;in about the last 
stages of the disease and being a favor­
ite, the natives of the reservation were 
resorting to desperate means to cure 
her. The blood she coughed np after a 
very severe hemorrhage on Snnday 
morning was preserved, and with it they 
painted the door-knobs of every cabin 
and house in the village, even to the door 
of the white storekeeper. This natur­
ally aroused consternation among many 
and on investigation afterwards the 
reason of it was learned. There is a 
belief among the Indians that when this 
is done another contracts the disease and 
the woman is cured, bnt the practice is 
not customary.

No Hope of Saving the Unfortunate 
Cuthona Nor Yet Her Oargo.

Advices by the steamship Aorangi yes­
terday contain the news, that the unfor- 
unate ship Cuthona which went ashore 
at Kaipara Heads on the 21st March—as 
reported in cable despatches— will prove 
a total loss with her cargo. In connection 
with the wreck the Sydney Morning Her­
ald says:

“A cable was received from the cap­
tain by Messrs. Nelson and Robertson, 
stating that a tug had been sent from 
Auckland, but she failed to tow her off. 
The vessel is insured in the imperial 
Marine of Tokio Company for a nominal 
amount, and the freight is covered by 
the Canton for a small amount, and the 
cargo is in a New Zealand office.” The 
Cuthona will be remembered by North­
west marine men. She loaded wheat at 
Tacoma last year, for the United King­
dom.

Russia is 
another factor bent on mischief. She 
has accomplished her purpose in Man­
churia, and is resuming her aggravating 
methods in the Korean peninsula. The 
Russian hear is aching to thrash the 
Japanese, and the little brown men need 
not very much provocation to accept the 
challenge. I am not in love with the 
Japanese; their boundless vanity is not 
apt to make friends. Still fairness com­
pels to give the devil his due, and small 
as they are in size, their patriotism and 
courage is beyond question. What part 
will England play in the coming strug­
gle? Who can say? The arrival of a 
new factor upon the Oriental chess­
board has altered circumstances very 
considerably- 
Britain during the late unpleasantness 
with Spain has caused a high degree of 
good feeling toward the mother country 
in the United States, for which I thank 
God. Both nations have the same 
aspirations, the same love of liberty and 
progress, and why they should not unite 
in the work of real civilization in such 
heathen countries as Japan, Korea and 
China, has been a puzzle to better men 
than the speaker. May the fellow- 
low feeling of race and kindred in­
crease! That is the wish of every 
American and Englishman whose lot is 
cast in the Far East.

Such a comedy combination as the 
modern stage has never seen is being 
enacted in the little island kingdom of 
Tonga—or was when the Aorangi left 
tiie South Seas—the cast including King 
George Tahoa I.; two rival claimants 
for the heart and handset His Majesty ; 
a German financial firm holding a 
mortgage on the state and anxious either 
to foreclose or to dismiss the First Min­
ister; the said First Minister, whom 
the King will not allow to resign; a 
Royal Treasurer who absconds with the 
contents of the state strong-box, thereby 
necessitating a postponement of the 
royal wedding; a German vice-consul 
employed as middle-man by the mort­
gagees of the kingdom, who threatens to 
seize Vavua island unless a collection of 
private native debts are paid; the Chief 
of police, who is also father of one of 
the brides-elect, and who pursues the 
peculating treasurer — with soldiers, 
courtiers, peasants, dancing girls, et al., 
to make the spectacle complete and real­
istic.

The scene of action shifts from the 
king’s palace to the office of the state 
treasurer, with its rifled safe; thence 
to the royal yacht, on which the treas­
urer flees the kingdom and is ship­
wrecked; again to the dark forests of 
Samoa, where the fugitive evades pur­
suing justice; and back again to His 
Majesty’s palace for the sad finale—the 
monarch announcing the postponement 
of the wedding joys to his weeping 
fiancees, for the good and valid reason 
that he has “ gone broke ” and cannot 
afford one, to say nothing of a pair of 
wives.

The only improvement that could be 
suggested, apparently, in the arrange­
ment of the incidents in this accidental 
comedy of statecraft, love and finance, 
would be for the treasurer to have stolen 
oue of the prospective brides and thus 
have saved the merry monarch from a 
somewhat awkward dilemma.

The whole situation is irresistibly 
reminiscent of the play of action in 
“ The Gondoliers,” and in accordance 
with the advice of the personages in 
peaceful Sanatoria, it may be well “ in 
a contemplative fashion ” to try to 
“ solve the complicated plot.”

To begin with, Barataria—or rather 
Tonga—is practically bankrupt, 
natives are stated to be largely indebted 
to a financial and commercial firm, and 
this firm seeks to induce tht king to dis­
miss his prime minister. The prime 
minister sees no especial advantage 
accruing from occupying the post of 
buffer to the throne, and himself resigns. 
Naturally the king refuses to accept the 
resignation.

The Australian Eleven.

Li A few days prior to the sailing of the 
just-arrived steamship Aorang: from Syd­
ney, N. S. W., the all-Australian cricketing 
eleven left that port for the annual series 
of matches in Merrie England. It is ex­
pected that the Antipodean batsmen and 
bowlers will return home via the Canadian- 
Australian line, and the possibility of a 
visit from the team naturally invests it 
with additional interest for British Colum­
bians. Speaking of the eleven on the morn­
ing subsequent to its departure, the Sydney 
Morning Herald prints the following:

“Experts tell us that the team constitutes 
as strong a batting combination as ever left 

There are batsmen in it who 
play the game wUhout taking any 

risks; such as Hill, McLeod, Tromper and 
Laver, one only of whom it will be noticed, 
has passed through the ordeal of an English 

How far the eccentricities of the 
climate and o£ the wickets may affect the 
new men remains to be seen. Then there 
are the vigorous batsmen, the men who can 
force the game, if necessary—such men as 
Darling, Iredale, Gregory and Noble. In 
this category there is only one man who 
has not sampled the English climate; but 
of Noble it may safely be predicted that 
sooner or later he will display the run­
getting powers which have made him 
notable here in club and international 
cricket. Worrall is a particularly fast 
scorer, and it is expected of him that he 
will fill the place of big hitter occupied in 
previous teams by Lyons and McDonnell 
and Massie. Nor it is possible to leave 
Howell’s name out of the list of possible 
run-getters. The man who could make 
95 runs in 60 minutes against the best 
bowling of England has distinct claims to 
be regarded as a hitter, not of the first 
class, possibly, but still one who at any 
time might make a useful score. Then we 
have Kelly, who might almost challenge 
admission to the eleven on his battjng, 
not to mention his fine keeping of wickets. 
Jones, too, is an improving batsman.

“On paper the team is weak in bowling, 
and the selectors Itibutil certainly have 
seen to it that there was more variety. 
Of the six bowlers—J ones, Trumble, 
Howell, Noble, McLeod and Laver—only 
the first two have had experience of Eng­
lish wickets. The others, as everybody 
knows, are great bowlers on Australian 
wickets, but it is as yet to be ascertained 
how they will shape in England. It is a 
very trying ordeal this English tour. The 
team has to play about 36 matches, which 
means being engaged six days in the week. 
Of these five are test matches, played under 
the arrangement of the Marylebone Cricket 
Club at different centres in England. The 
other matches, whilst not so picturesquely 
important, are all against good teams, and

thy, In the Queeslander for March 11th is 
an appreciative article on the Atiin gold 
fields, made up chiefly of statements 
from Mr. Havelock Smith, who is de­
scribed as “lately one ‘of theour shores. repre-
sentatives of the Cassiar Central Rail­
way of Cassiar, British Columbia,” and 
has lately arrived at Brisbane after a 
visit to the northern part of this prov­
ince. Mr. Smith is endorsed by the 
Queenslander as one competent to 
press an opinion upon gold fields, by 
reason of his experience in most of the 
important mining centres of the world. 
What he says will therefore doubtless 
carry much weight with it in Queens­
land. He says the possibilities are be­
yond realization, and that the country 
will become one of the largest gold- 
producers. We understand this refer- 
try. Atiin, he describes as a poor man’s 
paradise and he predicts that it will be 
one of the largest speculative mining 
camps of our time, “resembling in many 
respects the best days of Johannesburg-” 
He bases this view upon the nearness 
of the gold fields to the ocean, the exist­
ence of quartz deposits of undoubted 
richness, the movement certain to take 
place in real estate and the extent of the 
gold-bearing area. The sentences fol­
lowing are worth quoting entire: “Large 
individual fortunes will not be made on 
the alluvial propositions, but they will 
be made in the opening of the quartz 
deposits. This real mass of golden 
wealth in these northern regions remains 
yet untouched, waiting tor machinery to 
take it out.” He describes the camp as 
ideal, by reason of the ease with which 
it can be reached, its excellent climate 
and abundant timber. He thinks no 
enterprising miner who can command 
$500 need hesitate about leaving Austra­
lia for Atiin. The publication of this 
article in a paper of the standing of the 
Queenslander can hardly fail to lead 
many Australian miners to seek their 
fortunes in northern British Columbia.
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ASSAYERS’ EXAMS.
There will be examinations for effi­

ciency in the practice of assaying in the 
laboratory of the bureau of mines on 
May 14 and November 20. The exam­
iners will be the provincial mineralogist 
and provincial assayer, and W. Peliew- 
Harvey, who will act as special exam­
iner for such examinations as may be 
held on or near the coast. Should the 
minister of mines deem it advisable to 
hold examinations in other localities, he 
is authorized to appoint another special 
examiner for each such locality, who 
shall act in conjunction with the provin­
cial mineralogist and assayer. Exam­
iners will not be salaried.
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General Manager E. C. Hawkins of 
the White Pass Sc Yukon railway ar­
rived over from the Sound by the King­
ston yesterday and is spending to-day 
at the Driard. He has only recently 
returned from the scene of construction, 
and brings the good news that the work­
ing force on the line will shortly be in­
creased from the 450 to 700 men kept 
busy since the strike on the 1st of March 
last, to 1,500 or 2,000. Grading is now 
completed to within a comparatively 
short distance of Bennett, and as soon 
as the snow disappears—it is now going 
fast—construction will be pushed with 
renewed vigor. Laboring men accus­
tomed to railway work would do well 
to keep this employment in view, for it 
means steady work, congenial surround­
ings, and 30 cents per hour for the 11- 
hour working day. At the present time 
the railway is thoroughly accommodat­
ing both passengers and freight as far 
as the track is laid and ballasted, goods 
being delivered in Bennett 24 or 27 
hours from Skagway, and two passen­
ger trains a day—each with four or five 
coaches—having been operated since the 
12th ultimo.

THE YUKON SCANDAL.

Whatever may have been the case in 
other parts of the Dominion, there has 
been no effort in British Columbia on 
the part of the Conservative press to 
make political capital out of the Yukon 
scandals. They came too closely home 
to us; they touched our business inter­
ests too vitally. From the very outset 
there was a disposition in this province 
to deal generously with Mr. Sifton in 
his administration of the northern gold 
fields. It is only necessary to refer to 
the reception accorded him on the occa­
sion of his trip to the North, and the 
comments made 4n the papers of both 
parties. Every desire was manifested 
to recognize the difficulties with which 
he had to contend and to give him credit 
for an earnest desire to overcome them 
in a manner best calculated to promote 
the public welfare. It had been our 
pride and boast that when a gold field 
was discovered in Canada, the laws 
governing it were administered without 
fear, favor or affection; that there never 
were any grounds for scandal; that offi­
cials sought only to discharge their 
duties to the public. Hence when the 
first reports came down of maladminis­
tration, the disposition here was to dis­
regard them, and it was only after fre­
quent repetition that they were taken 
up. No explanation that has yet been 
offered at all satisfies the people of Vic­
toria, who have been in personal .con­
tact with hundreds of Yukoners, and 
we think the dissatisfaction is not by 
any means confined to one political 
party.

THE SAMOAN QUESTION.

Late Fiji exchanges give a near-by 
view of the Samoan question. IM 
Fiji Times says that when news arrived 
at Suva of the conditions existing in 
the Samoan group, there was an immedi­
ate movement for the organization of an 
armed force to go to the protection of 
the white inhabitants. The Fijian paper 
thinks that Australia will not be con­
tent to permit such scenes to be repeated, 
for the Australians will not stand quietly 
by and see their relatives and friends de­
prived of their property and put in peril 
of their lives. It thinks the proposed 
division of the group between Great 
Britain, the United States and Germany 
“simply is a child’s disposition of af­
fairs.” The group contains something 
like a million acres, we are told, less than 
a quarter the area of the Fiji group. 
“To put it tersely, a sheep walk of re­
spectable dimensions in Australia con­
tains more acres than those comprised in 
the area which it is. presumably, seri­
ously proposed to proportion out between 
three great powers. The proposition is 
very funny—too funny to be entertained 
seriously on this side of the world.”
