An order was issued this evening
to General Me, who wuas despatched
months ago under an injunction to crush
the insurgents to return to Pekin and
report immediately to the Dowager Em-
press, who desires to learn the exact
situation, the reasons of the complica-
tions and the cause of his failure to
carry out the orders given to him, Oth-
er edicts have appeared recently for the
correction of abuses which are supposed
to have caused the rebellion.

The new C. P. N. steamer Princess
Victoria—which was built at Newcastle-
on‘Tyne for the Victoria-Vancouver
route—arrived in port yesterday motn-
ing, after a passage of 59 days, and al-
though at no time did the steamer trav-
el other than at economic speed, her run
lis the best that has been made by any
lof the vessels that have come to Vic
itoria from KEngland. Had the steame:
come out making her best time, ana
burning coal which, of necessity, would
*result from making speed, she would
ihave made the run in less than 35 days,
|including stops. At her trial trip in No
| vember last, the steamer ran into a
heavy gale with a choppy, confused sea,
and made 18.55 knots an hour, without
having recourse to the forced draft. The
builders figure that she can make 19:25
knots, and possibly 20 knots, with favor-
able conditions.

And thereby hangs
a tale, with the outcome of which Col-
onist readers have already become ac-
«uainted through the despatches. Hume
went to arrest a bad Indian, who was
-crazed by drink and had become trou-
blesome. In the struggle which ensued
forr possession of the Indian’s revolver
.the weapon was discharged, the ball en-
tering the Indian’s head. Five days
ago the Indian died, and now Hume has
to stand trial, presumably. It trans-
piréd that the Indian had killed anoiher
anan ‘ouly a few days previously, and
ithe feeling is general that he only got
avhat ‘was coming to him, and the ofli-
«wer would surely have been killed had
his unfaithful “special” got the upper
hand in the struggle. :

Mr. Hume brings confirmation of the
oreat loss of cattle on the ranges of the
Antérior.

ALASKA CANNERIES WRECKED.

Further Particulars of Devastation
Wrought by Tidal Wave Last Fall.

Seattle, March 26.—Further particu--
lars of the havoc and devastation
wrought by the tidal wave which swept
over Bristol Bay in October last and
lashed its fury on the Nushagak, Kog-
giung and Naknek rivers salmon can-
ning properties have been received here,
having been sent down by specidl dog
train to Chignik,.thence by Pacific Pack-
ing & Navigation Co.’s mail steamer
Shelikoff to Valdes, where conmection
was made for Seattle,

The indications are that the damage
is undombtedly much greater than at
first reported, and will probably have
a very serious effect. on the prospective
pack of Alaska salmon in the abeve dis-
tricts for the season 1903. The ad-
vices are to the effect that out of a
total - of 22 canneries which operated
last season on _Bristol Bay, 13 have been
damaged to stich an extent that it will
be impossible to make repairs in time to
put up more than half a pack at the
very utmost, aud it is further stated
that five large and important plants have
been literally swept out of existence.
“The importance of a shortage in the
pack of Alaska salmon will be appre-
ciated more fully if it is taken into con-
sideration that more than 60 pz cent.
of the world’s total pack of salmon,
which in 1902 amounted to 4,311,142
cases, of 48 cans each, was nr.iuced in
Alaskan waters.”
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Jury Returned
Open Verdict

In Coroner’s Inquest Into Causes
Which Led to Anderson’s
Death.

George Jeffs Gives Straighfor-
ward Accountof Unfortu-
nate Affair.

The Coroner’s jury, which sat beforé
Dr. Hart yesterday to enquire into the
causes which led to the tragic deatlf of

C. Anderson—as a result of which
tragedy George Jeffs is charged with
manslaughter—brought in an open ver-
dict. The jury found that on Sunday
morning, March 15, the said Alfred
Charles Anderson did come to his death
at Victoria in a violent and unnatural
manner, namely, from the effects of a
fractured skull, but how, when, and
where, the said fracture was produced,
doth not appear to the said inrors.

This verdict was reached by Messrs.
Langley, Birk, Johnson, Blygh, Turner,
and Lynn after hearing the evidence
given by the spectators of the unfor=
tunate squabble on the early morning of
the 15th, and by relatives of deceased
and Dr. Hall. Yesterday George Jeffs,
the young man who is held on bail of
5,000 to appear on Monday to answer
to the charge of manslaughter in con-
hection with the tragedy, and R. Day-
kin, a witness of the fracas, gave evi-
dence. Daykin's story was similar in
every particular to that given by Reid
and Carroll, the others who witnessed
the fracas at the Victoria hotel. Jeffs
told a straightforward story of the in-
cidents of the night. and gave a few
new particulars. '

Jeffs said that on the mght of the
15th he met Anderson on Yates street
at 8 p. m. He knew him slightly, and
remained in his company during the
evenming. At 11.30 they went to the
Victoria hotel, and later they returned
there, after having had some drinks in
the course of the evening. They went
to ths;y bar. Anderson was “feeling pretty
good.” He went into the card room and
witness asked him if he would not g0
home.

He
struck out his hands to stop him in self-
defence, and he dropped to- the side-
walk on his back, and his head struck
the sidewalk. Witness said: “I'm sorry
I hit him so hard as I only meant to
ward l§m off from hitting me.” With
some others witness carried deceased to
the washroom, where witness loosened
his clothing, took off his collar, and af-
ter putting a cold towel on deceased’s
hpnd_worked his arms to assist res-
piration. Witness went to the office,
and in a few minutes one of the boys
came and said deceased would be all
rlgh:t in a few minutes. Witness stood
talking for two or three minutes, and
then someone came and told him that
deceased was coming too.

Witness went in and deceased opened
his eves and looked at him. He lifted
deceased, who smiled at him. Witness
held out his hand, which deceased took
and witness said** Anderson, you were
the best man. You're all right. I'll bid
You good night.” Anderson went to the
toilet and one of the boys told witness
he had better go home, and they would
send Anderson home in a hack. Wit-
ness said “See thiat you do.” and then
went home, The same night he left for
Francisco. At that time he had
heard mnothing about Anderson except
fm.- the fact that just before the steamer
sailed someone told him that Anderson
was dead, but he did not believe them.

In answer to questions by the juror
and counsel, Messrs, C. H. Lugrin and
Whittaker, who appeared in his inter-
ests, Jeffs said he was not a boxer, and
did not box. It was his brother that
did. Anderson was’quite drunk when
he was in the Vietoria hotel with him.
He had a few drinks, but had his head
clear. He had intended going to San
Francisco a week before the affair, and
bad bid good-bye to some of his friends.

In summing up, the Coroner, Dr.

Hart, statéd that he wished to remind
the jury that they had no one on trial,
and their duty was to bring in a verdiet
in accordance with the evidence. He
did unot suppose that anything the jury
said or did would influence or bear upon
any subsequent proceedings. The evi-
dence was clear, as far as it went, and
hardly needed comment. Two men
were deank. There was a slight fracas
and one knocked the other down, and
he became unconscious. Subsequently
this young man, unfortunately, died.
The evidence was in, and it was for
the jury to decide whether thée blow or
the fall was: the cause of death. In
the case there was a certain amount of
uncertainty.: Deceased may have fallen
and received other blows, but this is not
shown in the evidence, and this fall of
which the witnesses have spoken, was
sufficient to cause unconsciousness. If
they considered that death resulted from
the fall as a result of the blow, that
would put some responsibility on the
Young man who delivered the blow, for
‘when a party is engaged -with another
in an unlawful aect, and death follows,
‘that is' manslaughter. The courts have
held that all fighting and sparring is an
unlawful act, but the jury were not to
look outside the evidence for guidance,
ns their verdiect was a matter of evi-
dence, not law. .

W. F. Findley, reporter of the Prov-
ince knew HKEstes. Had interviewed him
with other members of the executive of
the U. B. R. E. Interviewed him on
March 7 over telephone. Negotiations
were then being made for a settlement
of the strike. Witness asked Estes what
progress had been made and he replied
that no agreement had been reached,
and negotiations were broken. There
was a conversation regarding whether
Calgary and Winnipeg would be called
out, and it was understood that they
would be ordered out. Estes had said on
that occasion that a telegram would be
sent ordering them out. He said the
U. B. R. E. would continue the strug-
gle to the end. KEstes also spoke of the
shipping. He said: “We will, if neces-
sary, tie up all the shipping in: Burrard
Inlet.” Witness read from the Province
interview with Estes telling of the call-
ing out of Calgary and Winnipeg unions,
and of the tying up of the shipping.
Witness interviewed Estes again on the
11th. Estes had come to the executive
and given the executive to understand
that it had been decided to call out the
crew of the steamer Charmer, which,
as he and they thought would tie up
the steamer. It was understood that
the steamer would be allowed to come
to Viectoria, and the crew called out in
Victoria. Witness knew Estes’ signa-
ture. He identified it on a letter, which
was not read.

A prolonged discussion took place re-
garding the admissibility of the signa-
ture, and finally Mr. Findley was re-
called for cross-examination by Mr.
Powell, Witness -said in answer to
questions that he had seen Estes write
his name several times. He had signed
articles given to the Province review-
ing the strike situation. He would not
swear that the signature was that of
Estes, but there was no doubt in his
own mind that it was. Mr. Powell
contended - that the evidence was not
sufficiently clear to allow of the signa-
ture being used for the purpose of com-
parison. = Mr. Bodwell said that if any
doubt existed he would call other wit-
nesses. The signature remained in
abeyance,

Sam R. Robb, reporter of the Vancou-
ver World, had interviewed KEstes. He
had received signed statements from
him. Had seen him sign his name a
sufficient number of times:to form an
opinion as to his signature. He identi-
fied a signature on a telegram placed in
evidence, as that of Estes. Cross-exam-
ined by Mr. Powell, witness said he
would swear the signature was that of

stes.

The despatch, which 'was dated on
March 15—the day prior to the coming
~f Estes to Vietoria—was addressed to
E. D. Smith, of Winnipeg, and read:

“Montreal Star publishes a report that
men have gone back to work. Deny it.

CONSUMPTION IN NEW YORK.
Board of Health Take Action Owing to

Alarming Prevalence.

New York, March 25.—Dr. Ledere, of
the Board of Health today reported to
Mayor Low that “Tuberculosis remains
the greatest single cause of death in
this city, and one which, in many opin-
ions, demands more attention from the
municipal authorities in the interest of
the public health.

Open Verdict

In Coroner’s Inquest Into Causes
Which Led to Anderson’s
Death.

George Jeffs Gives Straighfor-
ward Account of Unfortu-
nate Affair.

The Coroner’s jury, which sat beforé
Dr. Hart yesterday to enquire into the
causes which led to the tragic death of
A. C. Anderson—as a result of which
tragedy George Jeffs is charged with
manslaughter—brought in an open ver-
dict. The jury found that on Sunday
morning, March 15, the said Alfred
Charles Anderson did come to his death
at Victoria in a violent and unnatural
manner, namely, from the effects of a
fractured skull, but how, when, and
where, the said fracture was produced,
doth not appear to the said iurors.

This verdict was reached by Messrs.
Langley, Birk, Johnson, Blygh, Turner,
and Lynn after hearing the evidence
given by the spectators of the unfor=
tunate squabble on the early morning of
the 15th, and by relatives of deceased
and Dr. Hall. Yesterday George Jeffs,
the young man who is held on bail of
$5,000 to appear on Monday to answer
to the ch:}rge of manslaughter in con-
nection with the tragedy, and R. Day-
kin, a witness of the fracas, gave evi-
dence. Daykin's story was similar in
every particular to that given by Reid
and Carroll, the others who witnessed
the fracas at the Victoria hotel. Jeffs
tgld a straightforward story of the in-
cidents of the night, and gave a few
new particulars.

_Jeffs said that on the mght of the
15th he met Anderson on Yates street
at 8 p. m. He knew him slightly, and
remained in his company during the
evening. At 11.30 they went to the
Victoria hotel, and later they returned
there, after having had some drinks in
the course of the evening.

Evidence For the P;oSecutlon

Was Completed in Police
Court. Yesterday.

Vancouver Newspapermen Tell

of Interviews With Strike
Leader.

The case against strike leader Estes,
who is aecused of inciting the crew of

the steamers Charmer and Danube to
strike, and thus delay the passage and
progress of the King's mails, closed yes-

terday afternoon—the last witness for
the prosecution having told his tale of
the workings of the strike. The evi-
dence given before the police magis-
trate yesterday was that of Vancouver
men, two newspaper men of the Ter-
minal City, one of whom told of how
Estes had spoken of tying up the steam-
er Charmer before he left Vancouver,
and a telegram was placed in evidence
which had been sent to Winnipeg the
day prior to Kstes arrival here, which
said that the steamboatmen would go
on strike on the following day. The
V.ancouver reporters, S. R. Robb of
the World, and W. F. Findley of the
Provines, both told of interviews with
Estes regarding the strike, and Clar-
ence Marpole told of the agreement
made with Estes relating to the release
of the tug Czar and barge Transfer,
which were to carry coal to Vancouver.

The first witness examined yesterday
was A, Farrara, counter clerk of the
Western Union Telegraph office in Van-
couver, who produced the telegram de-
spatched to Winnipeg to the etfect that
the steamboatmen' would go out on
strike on the 16th. The second witness.

W. F. Findley, reporter of the Prov-
ince knew HKstes. Had interviewed him
with other members of the executive of
the U. B. R. E. Interviewed him on
March 7 over telephone. Negotiations
were then being made for a settlement
of the strike. Witness asked Estes what
progress had been made and he replied
that no agreement had been reached,
and negotiations were broken. There
was a conversation regarding whether
Calgary and Winnipeg would be called
out, and it was understood that they
would be ordered out. Estes had said on
that occasion that a telegram would be
sent ordering them out. He said the
U. B. R. E. would continue the strug-
gle to the end. KEstes also spoke of the
shipping. He said: “We will, if neces-
sary, tie up all the shipping in: Burrard
Inlet.” Witness read from the Province
interview with Estes telling of the call-
ing out of Calgary and Winnipeg unions,
and of the tying up of the shipping.
Witness interviewed Estes again on the
11th. Estes had come to the executive
and given the executive to understand
that it had been decided to call out the
crew of the steamer Charmer, which,
as he ‘and they thought would tie up
the steamer. It was understood that
the steamer would be allowed to come
to Viectoria, and the crew called out in
Victoria. Witness knew Estes’ signa-
ture. He identified it on a letter, which
was not read.

A prolonged discussion took place re-
garding the admissibility of the signa-
ture, and finally Mr. Kindley was re-
called for cross-examination by Mr.
Powell. Witness -said in answer to
questions that he had seen Estes write
his name several times. He had signed
articles given to the Province review-
ing the strike situation. He would not
swear that the signature was that qf
Estes, but there was no doubt in his
own mind that it was. Mr. Powell
contended that the evidence was not
sufficiently clear to allow of the signa-
ture being used for the purpose of com-
parison. Mr. Bodwell said that if any
doubt existed he would call other wit-
nesses. The signature remained in
abeyance,

Sam R. Robb, reporter of the Vancou-
ver World, had interviewed Estes. He
had received signed statements from
him. Had seen him sign his name a
sufficient number of times:to form an
opinion as to his signature. He identi-
fied a signature on a telegram placed in
evidence, as that of Estes. Cross-exam-
ined by Mr. Powell, witness said he
would ‘swear the signature was that of
Estes.

The despatch, which 'was dated on
March 15—the day prior to the coming
~f Estes to Viectoria—was addressed to
E. D. Smith, of Winnipeg, and read:

“Montreal Star publishes a report that
men have gone back to work. Deny it.
We are all firm. Steamship men come
out tomorrow.

CONSUMPTION IN NEW YORK.

Board of Health Take Action Owing to
Alarming Prevalence.

Bill

New York, March 25.—Dr. Ledere. of
the Board of Health today reported to
Mayor Low that “Tuberculosis remains
the greatest single cause of death in
this city, and one which, in many opin-
lons, demands more attention from the
municipal authorities in the interest of
the public health. The number of per-
sons suffering from tuberculosis is
variously estimated at from thirty to
forty thousand, and many of these un-
doubtedly are infecting their associates,
thus adding to the extent of the dis-
ease. I believe that the time has come
when the citvy of New York should ex-
tend its facilities for the treatment of
tuwberculosis.” He recommends the
erection of a sanitarium on the tent
plan.  The deaths from pulmonary tub-
erculasis in New York last year num-
bered 7,571.

One week from today the ratepayers
of the city of Victoria—that is those who
are entitled to vote oh money bylaws—
will: be summoned to the polls by Return-
ing Officer Northcott to make a choice
of a site for the Carnegie library edifice,
the construction of which has, been at
last finally decided upon by the City
Council. Those who go to the polls to
declare’ their judgment will not find
the task of making a choice one requir-
ing very close attention to the list, as
the latter will contain only two Ilots,
one at the corner of Yates and Blan-
chard streets, and the other that portion
of the waterfront property situated just
South of the new post office on Govern-
ment street. In respect to the former
site, it will be remembered that when
it was first mentioned it would be a
suitable location for the library building,
inquiry elicited the fact that it could
not be purchased for a less sum than
$7,500. Working on the assumption
that the securing of the lot to the city
at a considerably less sum would be con-
swvdere(.l a material advantage by the City
Council, a number of public-spirited citi-
zens got together and raised a sum of
money sufficient to reduce the price of
the lot to the city to $4,500—the amount
which, in its wisdom, the council feels
can be safely appropriated for the pur-
pose of purchasing a site.

Vast Continent Declared to Be About
South Pole.

London, March 27.—President Mark-
ham, of the Royal Geographical Society,
commenting on the achievements of th'e
British Antarctic ship Discovery, says it
has been proved cnnc]usivﬁly that _the
greater part of the Antarctic region is a
vast continent. Capt. Scott, the com-
mander of the Discovery. penetrated '100
miles farther South than any previous
explorer and discovered an extensive
mountainous region hitherto absolutely
unknown, extending to 83.20 South. He
thinks this indieates that the land
stretches to the pole in a series of very
lofty mountains. which is considered to
be far the most important geographic re-
snlt ever achieved in Antarctic explora-
tion. The Discovery wintered 400 miles
further South than any vessel had pre-
viously wintered.

THE TREADGOLD CONCESSION.

A great agitation has been begun in

form. The
Dawson Board of Trade has taken the
matter up. It calls the Treadgold con-
cession ‘“one of the most iniquitous
measures that was ever inflicted on a
people.” It says ‘“that the benefits con-
ferred upon the grantees are of imcal-
culable value and involve an enormous
exploitation of the public resources of
this territory for the benefit of a few
favored concessionaires,” and a number
of other things equally wunpleasant to
the government which granted that con-
cession. The Dawson Board of Trade
and the people of Dawson have no right
to say a word. 'When given an oppor-
tunity to protest in the proper coustitu-
tional way, they elected a supporter of
the governmeni. Mr. Ross. Of course
we know that the election methods of
our Liberal friends were peculiarly in
evidence during the Yukon election, but
at the same time, all the people in the
Yukon could not have been improperly
influenced. 'We venture to say that a
majority of the members of the Dawson
Board of Trade voted for Mr. Ross.
What right have the people up there to
ask anybody to take up their grievan-
ces? Let them get Mr. Ross to take
them up. If people propose to have a
representative who is favorable to the
government, they must take the rough
with the smooth. The Treadgold con-
cession is no different now than it was
when Mr. Ross was elected. We do not

During the month of February the im-
ports of the United States showed an in-
crease of $14,000,000 over the corres-
ponding period of last year. The ex-
ports increased $15,000,000, due to heavy

of the market does not show indications
likely to strengthen the financial posi-
tion of the Hinited States. Prices in the
United States have risen so high that

tariff boundaries. Any great further in-
crease of prices is impossible without
the export trade of the United States
being temporarily destroyed. Therefore
any great increase in profits is also im-
possible. Therefore concerns not now
earning dividends upon their capital
stock are not likely to do so in the fu-
ture. Therefore a great and general
liuidation in the inflated industrials is
a positive certainty. The industrial

the average so situated that they have
to earn 30 per cent. upon the actual
capital invested, measured by their pro-
ductive capacity, before they can pay
10 per cent, upon their nominal capital
at par. Costs of raw material and
wages have risen so that they cannot do
this unless in possession of some natural
or patented monopoly. If the price of
their products is moved up, the only
effect is for raw material and wages
to be moved up also. And, as we have
seen, prices cannot be moved up much
further without imports being stimulated
to a ruinous extent. So that it may
safely be predicted that the whole pro-
cess of indnstrial inflation is coming to
an end., and that normal conditions will
be brought ahout again, no matter what
the cost in dislocation of business npd
poverty and suffering among industrial
communities.

On Thursday the weather was also
rough off the coast, the wind blowing
thirty-eix miles an hour off the Colum-
‘hia, the storm continuing all day Thurs-
day. Last night saw the storm signa.s
«~et on the post office by the local weath-
er observers, and about 7 o’clock the
storm started, the wind blowing with
considerable velocity from the Kast.

The steamer was looked for yesterday
afternoon, it being expected that she
would make faster time than the San
Francisce liners, being a much . more
speedy vessel than any of the Pacifie
woast liners. She was out 54 hours at
midnight, but up to that time had mot
heen reported. It is expected, though,
that she will reach the quarantine sta-
tron early this morning. If she reach-
¢s port this morning, the steamer will
have averaged about 280 miles a day.
The vessel will not remain long at Vie-

Mr. Justice Drake Hands Down
Judgment - Opening Old
Thoroughfare.

Closing Bylaw Quashed, Com
pensation Coming to Prop-
erty Owners.

The Civic Act Declared to B
Senseiess and Mean-
Ingless.

Craigflower road, which will go down
on the annals of fame as une cause
celebre in connection with the manage-
ment of Victoria’s municipal affairs, is
open again to the use of the general
public. So Mr. Justice Drake decided
yesterday .in the application to quash the
Closing Bylaw made by the quimalt
Waterworks iCompany—thus removing
from the field. of contentious questions a
dispute which has worried numerous
municipal bodies for the past five or six
years, led to the spilling of gallons of
printer’s. ink in hot words of newspaper
controversy, and disturbed to a distress-
ing degree the peace of Victoria West.

‘His Lordship pronounces the bylaw
“insensible and meaningless”; the cor-
foration is bound to make compensation
to the occupiers of the land entered upon
or taken by the corporation in the exer-
cise of its powers, the amounts to be
ascertained by arbitration. The appli-
cents (the Esquimalt Waterworks Com-
pany) are entitied to the use of the road
as heretofore, and the corporation is to
pay all costs in the case. The full text
of the judgment is as follows:

A rule nisi was granted on Thursday,
the 12th of June, 1902, calling upon the
corporation to show cause why th
Craigflower Road Closing Bylaw, 1902,
should not be. quashed on various
grounds. The Waterworks ‘Company,
the applicants, had laid their pipes, un-
der the authority of the act, under the
roads and streets long prior to the time
when Victoria West was first included
within the city limits. The first four
grounds of the rule all relate the ques-
tions which were argued before the Fuli
Court in September, 1809, in Styles vs.
Lorporation of Victoria 8 B. «C. R. 406,
andy I am bound by that judgment. I
therefore decide these grounds adverse-
ly to the . applicants.

The fifth ground is that the bylaw
was not passed in the public interest
or in good faith, but for the benefit of
certain property holders, with the in-
tention of remedying a private grievance,
This and the next ground both relaie
to the same cause. It can hardly be
said that because certiain persons are
benefited by a particular bylaw, that
therefore the bylaw should be quashed.
If a-bylaw is within the authority of
the Municipal Clauses Act # is no
ground for quashing it that some mem-
ber of the council is benefited, unless °t
is clearly shown that the benefit thus
obtained is prejudicial to the public
good, or that some fraudulent or other
improper means were put in operation
for obtaining the passage thereof. Noth-
ing of the sort appears here. It may
be, and possibly is, quite true that some
persons are benefited by the closing of
this road, but that is not eufficient
gronnd to declare the bylaw bad.

The seventh ground is that the statu-
tory rights of the applicants are inter-
fered with by this bylaw. The bylaw
No. 387, enacts (1) “That portion of
the Craigflower Road Bylaw No. 377
bteing the Craigflower Road Re-opening
Bylaw, 1900, declared to be a public
kighway, is hereby stopped up and
closed to public trafic. What i8 it
that is stopped up? The Craigflower
Road Bylaw. ‘Luere is a clear omis-
sion of something here: the road is mnot
stopped up, but the Craigflower Road
Bylaw is. The bylaw is insensible and
meaningless. A bylaw has the force of
a statutory enactment, and I am mnot at
liberty to read “language into it which
is not there for the purposge of making
it effective. Tn my opinion, this bylaw
effects nothing, and has neither closed
the road mnor opened any other means
of communication: but it has effectually
repealed Bylaw No. 327. The effect of
this is that the Craigflower road is
the same position as it was before the
passage of Bylaw No. 327, but the re-
peal of that bylaw does not revive the
provisions of the bylaw, which was
thereby repealed. But apart from this,
the applicants contend that even if the
bylaw was valid, no provision is made
for compensating the applicants for the
mjury they would sustain by being ex-
cluded from the road through which
their line of pipes for supplying Viec-
toria West with water was run.
«pinion the corporation are .bound to
make compensation to the occupiers of
land entered upon or taken by the cor-
poration in the exercise of its powers,
and the amount is to be ascertained by
arbitration. There is nothing in this
section which makes it a condition pre-
cedent before entering wuwpon land to
render compensation, neither is it neces-
sarily a part of any bylaw that such
compensation and the mode of assessing
it, should be inserted therein, If the
bylaw was wvalid, the corporation are
ound to make compensation under the
act, but as in my opinion the bylaw as
to section 1 thereof being worded, the
applicants are entitled to the use of the
road as heretofore. Every bylaw must
be reasonable, clear and unequivocal—
Crowe vs. ‘Steeper et al, 466, C, 87. If
it is ambiguous or of doubtful import, it
will be quashed, but the court should
always endeavor to give reasounable ef-
fect to-a bylaw. If that is impossible,
the bylaw is bad. I therefore hold that
section 1 of this bylaw is bad because a
reasonable effect cannot be given to it,
and the corporation will have to pay
the costs.

FIRING OF NAVAL ORDNANCE.
‘When the sights are aligned verticall;
and horizontally the gun is fired, ani
inaccuracy of fire, givine good means
of sighting, is due to the firer discharg-
ing the' gun when it is no* exactly aliz-
ned in ‘both respects.

Ottawa, Mareh 27.—Mr. Monk will
enquire if it is true, as currently. report-
ed, that the Grand Trunk Railway Com-
pany has concluded an agreement with
the government since the meeting of
pariament, to build a transeontinental
line from North Bay to Port Simpson,
for_ a subsidy of $20,000,000. Whether
it is a fact that some members of the
government are urging the Grand Trunk
to purchase the Mackenzie & Mann rail-
 way system, and that the Grand Trunk
Railway are asking for a land grant as
a consideration for such purposes.

The return of expenditure on account
of the last four censuses was presented
today.

SURVEYS ARE
A NECESSITY

Explanation As to Why Timber
Lands Must Be Surveyed
Under 8pe¢;lal Licenses.

Objection is made in some quarters
respecting the recent ruling of the gov-
ernment requiring the survey of timber
lands prior to the taking up of the same
by special license, it being claimed that
the order came without notice, and s
likely to prove harmful to the interests
of the loggers.

Interviewed by a Colonist reporter yes-
terday evening, Hon. Mr, ‘Wells, chief
commissioner of lands and works, said
the government had had to make an or-
der requiring the survey of timber lands
prior to the taking up of the same un-
aer special licenses, simply because it
was a matter of absolute necessity in
the interests of the general public. ‘The
special license system had recently been
carried to an extent never contemplat-
ed. by the government. The privilege
was arranged for, in the first place, to
permit of individual loggers getting out
timber in a small way, without going
throu_gh the somewhat lengthy process of
acquiring the right to do so under a
leagse. Owing to the great rush of ap-
plications for timber licenses now on,
undoubtedly in many instances for the
purposes of speculation, there was grave
reason to fear that if the government
granted the applications indiscriminate-
1y, serious complications respecting title
and boundaries would result, and make
it very difficult to handle the cases
where right to purchase or pre-empt oth-
er public lands was applied. for.

The special license is such an advan-
tageous arrangement for the legitimate
timber man, that no outery may ex-
pected from him, as he does not rkquire
to enter into public competition to se-
cure what he applies for, as he would
be required to do under the lease sys-
tem. The government has no misgivings
as to the arrangement being a thor-
oughly equitable one and entirely in the
interests of the country.

New Ferry Steamer For Vlctqﬂt;-
Vancouver Run Has Passed
San Francisco.

Sealers - Lost ,From' Schooer
Enterprise Land on the
Oregon Coast

The Steamer Princess Victoria, the

new ferry steamer of the C. P. N. Co.
for the Victoria-Vancouver run, which
wgs built to the order of the local com-
pany  at Newcastle-on-T'yne, will arrive
at, the outer docks tomorrow, after a
passage ef 58 days—the best that has
yet beem -made. by any vessels which
have come from Britain. The new <.
P. N. steamer passed San Francisco
vesterday morning, according to a des-
patch received from the Golden Gate
by Capt. J. W. Troup, manager of the
IC. P. N, and she was making good
speed on the voyage Northward:
« 'The Princess Victoria left Newcastle-
on/I'yne in charge of Capt. Cooper, who
brought the steamer Princess May, then
known as the Hating, to Victoria frqm
‘Hongkong, when that vessel was acquir-
ed by the C. P. N. Co., on January 28,
and but two stops have been made to
£fil her bunkers on the voyage out. The
steamer stopped at Rio de Janiero and
Coronal. . She reached the former port
on the Edst coast of South America.on
February 20, after a voyage of 23 days
from the ways on which she was con-
structed, and after coaling she : pro-
ceeded to Coronal, where she #rrived
after rounding the Horn, eight days la-
ter, and since then she has made good
time from the Southern American port,
which lies six thousand miles from Vie-
toria.

‘The officials of the company are very
pleased at the performance of the new
three-funneled steamer,_which has bro-
ken all previous records for the run out
from KEngland to Victoria. The steam-
ers Tarvar and Athenian, which are
now running to the Orient for the C.
. R., occupied 66 and 68 days when
they arrived from England to be placed
on the Skagway route, on which they
were engaged during the Klondike rush,
and the steamers Quadra and Islander,
both of which were brought outjfrom
Britain, where they were built, occupied
a week or two longer. The steamer Isl-
ander occupied 84 days in making the
passage to. Victoria, and the steamer
Quadra, which was built in Scotland for

the Dominion government, occupied T2:

days in making the passage out. Com-
pared with the passages of the steam-
ers which have rounded the Horn to
Victoria from the British shipyards, it
will be seen that the steamer Princess
Victoria has made an excellent pass-
age. In fact the new steamer has made
the voyage out in 26 days less time than
the steamer which came out:for the

same route some years ago and was lost:

two years ago in-August in the North.

There was just one small spot where it
was possible to land, and we happened
to strike it. We then had to take to
the mountains, and we certainly had a
hard time. Detectives were after us
three days and nights before they got
any of us. Four were first captarpd.
Next day one more was taken, leaving
myself and one other. We were caught
two days later. We were all sent to the
state prison to await trial. The prison
here is a bad one, but we did not feel
bad over it, as we knew we were justi-
fied in doing what we did. I suppose
our friends do not think much of us
because of getting into this trouble, but
we are not criminals. We were only
looking after our lives, for if we had
not run away the vessel would never
have entered port, and we would be
floating around the bottom somewhere.
The others of the crew can therefore
thank us.”

GREAT PERIL

Water Is Now  Higher Than
Known For Sixteen
Years.

Montreal, March 25.—Never but twice
in the history of fioods in the city of
Montreal has the water reached the
tigure attained today. At midnight last
ught the gauge at the Harbor oftice -
dicated 42 1eet 3 inches, which is 2
teet 2 inches lower than the highest
mark attained in the flood of 1886, and
L toot 1}% inches lower than the highest
mark in 1887. Kortunately the facilities
tor handling high water have been great-
ly improved else the lower portions of
the city would be under several feet of
water. The new granite wall, which
uow encircles the harbor front protect-
ing the city from one end to the other,
has given ample proof of its stability,
for now the water washes against it
to a depth of two and one-half teet, and
still there is no leakage to speak of, and
the gates which are also new are hold-
ing against tons of water in a maanner
which is most reassuring.

The ice jam, which extends from Ile
Ronde well down 'the river to a point
opposite the House of Industry and
Rgfuge, is one solid mass of unknown
thickness, and from present indications
it looks as if it would be some days
before it gives way. Men connected
with the harbor board, who have watch-
ed the movements of the St. Lawrence
for many years past, are of opinion that
the ice is likely to hold for some time
yet, perhaps a week or tem days. Men
and teams were crossing the river at
Longue Pointe 'as late as Friday last,
and even on Sunday the ice at that
point looked solid and finre. The dam-

PATENT FENDER |

" FOR STREET CARS

Victoria Man invents Life Sav-
Ing Apparatus of '
Merit.

‘For many years inventors and others
with a bent for practical mechanics have
been at work on the problem of devising
more effective street car fenders than
those im general use. In large cities
where there is congested traffic, and cars
operated on many parallel tracks by dif-
ferent car eompanies, on the same street,
a pedestrian faces an ever-present dan-
ger of being run down by a car coming
from’ some unexpected quarter. In these
iarge cities the question of furnishing
street ‘ears with devices to prevent in-
jury and death in the event of accident
has occupied more attention than in
smaller cities, where such.dangers are
not so directly imminent. It is a matter
of pardonable local pride that the man
to grapple and effectively solve such am
important problem, involving as it does
the saving of countless lives, should be
a resident of this city. For many years
Mr. W. T. Watson has been employed
as. a motorman, being daily engaged in
the operating of a car on Victoria’s
streets. ‘Having a marked talent- for
the science of mechanics, he has devot-
ed his epare moments to mastering the
technieal principles of various kinds of
machinery. His efforts were first direct-
ed to the invention of a street car fen-
der by the perusal of an article in the
Western HElectrician, a Chicago publica-
tion, calling attention to the deplorable
fact that American genius had not been
able to devise a more effective fender
or guard than those in use. Mr. Wat-
son had already been pondering over
the matter, but after reading the arti-
cle, he felt convinced that the impera-
tive necessity for an improvement in
fenders would lead to mew attempts td
solve the problem, and also that there
must be a practical way of coping with
the difficulty. He then applied himself
diligently to working out a device that
would be characterized by simplicity of
construetion and action, durability, and
also be a radical departure from any-
thing in use. The application of a tel-
escopic frame appealed to him as the
only feasible method of lessening the
blows of the fender in picking up a per-
son. Other features commending them-
selves to his attention were the provid-
ing of a flexible front to the sliding secs
tion, composed of rubber tubing and
metallic strips in the cradle and cuslgon
of the. fender. It was necessary to have
material that would be resilient enough
to give without bruising, and also suffi-
ciently metallic in general construction
to ensure durability. Other points con-
sidered essential by Mr. Watson were
the comstruction of the fender in such
a way that it could be readily folded and
detached, and also the facility of au-

In
hot one.instance had it failed undep
most trying circumstances. Ths Tesult
was that the provincial engintér of On-
tario recommended -thit it be used on
all street car Systems in that province,
and the officials of thé Toronto street
car asystem at once made arrange-
ments with Mr. Watson for the manu-
facture of sufficient fenders for all of
their cars. This was done, and for the
past two years the Watson fender has
been in use, the Toronto papers fre-
quently referring to cases where the
fender has been the means of saving
veople from injury and death.

ZLmother life-saving device invented by
Mr. Watson is a wheel guard, which
was also designed whilst in the East su-
perintending the Toronto cars with his
fenders. He claims rhat his wheel
guard is constructed on a principle
which is a radical departure from any-
thing ever contrived; this in spite of the
old saying that there is nothing new
under the sun. This wheel guard is sim-
ple in construction and is entirely auto-
matic, having no connection with the
woodwork 2f the car body.

He succeeded in interest-
ing a few Victorians, who have supplied
all the capital necessary for immediate
measures to introduce the devices in the
United States. A company has been-
incorporated in this ecity, the memoran-
dum of association having been filed last
Monday. This will be the parent com-
pany, which will negotiate all the ar-
rangements for the introduction of the
device in the United States, Canada,
Great Britain and the various countries
of Kurope.
