James’-
square Presbyterian Church yesterday fore-
noon and evening. The preacher on both
occasions was Rev. Dr. Ormiston, of New
York. In the morning the text was from
Luke xii:

81. Rather seek.

Tn the course of an earnest and &loguent
discourse, he said Christ came not to interfere
1 business or politics but to lay dow princi-
Pes. This did not imply that religion had
nothing to do with thesa matters.  On the
contrary religion declared that everything
should be conducted on the principles of love,
unselfishness, order and discipline.  Christ-
ianity dealt with men, not with causes and
strove to unite all men in a great brotherhood.
Christianity dealt with commerce but did not
decide whether it should be eompetition or
socialism. To talk against men accumulating
wealth was rank nonsense. Men  should
gather wealth honestly and use it for the glory
of God. It was terrible when a man made a
God of his wealth and neglected the higher life.

The Doctor then went on to show how
by accepting Christ the higher life of man be-
came developed, whereas 1f Christ was rejected
the baser characteristics showed themselyes
in avarice, meanness, brutality and selfishness.

At the settlement this week the ordinary stock
of the former company was **garried over ” at
95, ot just abous 40 Below the highest point to
which it was raised by the speculative activity
that followed the -inception: of the jeint stock
undertaking, and later . tramsactions have
taken place at about 90. -In the case of Gum-
ness, Son & Co., the price of stock is about 15
below the highest, - Thé dividends for the
first half of the ciirrent year. represent a yield
to an investor at the highest prices of less than
4 per cent. in the case of “Allsopps and of
something under. 5 pet cent. in the case of
Guinness, - Iudeed, thef per -cent. .dividend
declated by the turmer company ¢an only be
paid by drawing upon the individed balance
brought forward from the precediug half yedr.

The positiou jstot & satisfactory otie for
brewery sharebolders’ to contemplate. It is
indispdtable that for somé yeéars past thé pro-
duction of beer has been carried o under the
In the near futura,
however, the probubility seems to be that the
breweries ot the Unit
contend with a less advantageous state of
affairs. In the first place, there is every pros-
pect that this veas’s ceop of batley and hops
will be considerably below the average.
the second ‘place it is only reasonable to as-
sume that before very long the licensing ques-
gion will have to be taken in haud seriously
and dealt with, and it is not in the leass like-
ly to be dealt with ina manwer favorable to
the brewing interest. !

Nor is there any prospect of any material
increase in our exports of beer ; for some of
our coloniss-which used to be good customers
for English beers now brew ghemsdelves at an
increasing rate ; aud this is true also of some
of the: continental States, notably Gérmauvy
and Italy.

From The New York Post-Express.

The simple fact is that the formation oi
¢rusts is a ‘natural result of mode n methods
of domg business. It comes from the growth
of capital, the rnuldn.y of communication, the
f-mdmrlty with joint stock operations. It re-
presents tlie economie. tendency to supersede
eompetition by monopoly—a tendency which
may in the eud echeapen production, but a
tendency so dangerous that the State
must either check or control it for the general
good. The protective systems may facilitate
¢be formation of trusts in certain things,
but it is not the soures of them: and the most
remarkable trust 1n this country, the oil trust,
deals in an article which has no foreign com-
petition here and which holds its own in the
markets of the world, The wmere fact that

Jand is a free trade country canvot pre-
went the prevalence ot the modern business
spirit there. Mark Twain alluding to a cer-
tain immoral custom in the Sandwich Islands,
said that owing to the heroic - efforts of the
missionuries the name of it is no longer in use
snd only the thing itsclf remains. It 1s the
same way with trusts in England.
