THE DEAD IN HEAPS.

A London Times Cable Which Was Cut Off
Abruptly. .

Lowpon, July 28.—A despatch’ to 'The
Times from Buenos Ayres say$s. Early on
Saturday the artillery, joined by some
Cubans, took the first steps to overthrow the
Government.

The troops and the police parleyed, Firing
was opened at Palermoand soon extended to
the Plaza Lavalle,

The infantry and artillery with meitrail-

\ luses kept up a_heavy firing all the morning,

{_The police fired at and dispersed a crowd
around the Government House but the people
kept firing from houses,

A determined group of 40 men stood pluck-
ily to their arms in front of the Government
house while the roar of artillery and the roll
of the musketry came nearer and nearer.
A policeman in mere wantonness split an
Englishman’s head open with his sabre and a

+ bystander shot the policeman down.

Then after noon the revolutionary Govern-
ment issued its first decree. This ordered
the mobilization of the national guard and
appointed Nicolas Menalez chief of police.

At 5 o'clock on Saturday afternoon two
attacks were made by the Government
troops on citizen battalions. The troops
were repulsed both times.

Policemen and artillerymen are lying dead
in heaps. The chief of police, Captain De
Villa, is wounded.

The Minister of War is reported killed,

Sharp fighting continues around the ar-
tillery barracks,

Buenos Ayres is to the Argentine Confedera-
tion what the Bank of England is to the
“ United Kingdom. When, therefore, it was
stated recently that the former institution
has had to pass its quarterly dividend, it was
at once seen that what has of late seemed the
most prosperous and progressive of Spanish-
American communities was in its turn pass-
ing through a severe financial crisis. The
cause of the trouble is substantially identi-
cal with that which reduced Peru to bank-
ruptey, viz.,, excessive indulgence in the
luxury of borrowing rendered possible by
the credulity of toreign investors and the
connivance of foreign promoters of stock
companies. There is no doubt, however,
that the Argentines will presently emerge
irom their financial difficulties, because, in-
stead of depending, like the Peruvians, on
deposits of guano and nitrates, they possess
agricultural resources of limitless extent, for
whose Vvigorous development they may rely
upon a large population, incessanly recruited
by immigration..

AGAINST THEIR PRESIDENT.

A Report of a Revolution in Guatemala-
‘War Surmises.

WasHINGTON, July 26.—A telegram has
been received at the State Department from
United States Minister Misener at Guate-
mala saying that consternation prevails at
that place over rumors that the Government
troops had been defeated in an enﬁlagement
with the Salvadorian army. The Minister's
telegram gives evidence that he has not re-
ceived the department’s instructions in re-
gard to the case of the steamship Colina, and
steps will be taken to discover the cause of
the delay,

Citry oF Mexico, July 26.—News comes
from Salvador that & revolution against
President Barillas has broken out at Guate-
mala.

SAN FrRANCISCO, July 26.—The steamer San
Jose arrived from Panama last night. Capt.
W. J. Russell states that he has spent the
greater part of the last six months in Guate-
mala City and that immense quantities of
rifles and guns and ammunition have been
shipped into Guatermala from England,
France, the United States and other coun-
tries, and that there are enough rifles in this
country to arm 100,000 men.

Capt. Russell says Guatemala lacks a dis-
ciplined army; that fhey have one foreigner
there, a Frenchman, who is an instructor in
a military school, but they have no fighters,
and in war times they have to go out and
catch recruits,

Spanish Warships en Route.

Crry oF Mexico, July 27.—The Spanish
Minister here says two Spanish warships
have been ordered to Central America. A
large amount of counterfeit silver is in cir-
culation here. Several revolutionary bands
are marauding near the Mexican frontier in
Guatemalan territory. Both Guatemala
and San Salvador are trying to mass troops
with the utmost haste; but Guatemala finds
difficulty in the dissatisfaction of her soldiers,
Guatemala despatches claim that the
Guatemalan forces so greatly outnumber the
Salvadorians that in the present week the
tables will be turned.

Another Guatemalan Story.

RiceFIELD SPRINGS, N.Y,, July 27.—A
cipher despatch received here to-day by an
official of the Guatemalan Government says
Guatemala accepts the war provoked by San
Salvador and will continue 1t until San Sal-
vador elects a legitimate President in place
of Eyeta. The battle fought on July 23, the
despatch recives, resulted in the rout of the
San Balvadorians, but as Salvadqgr com-
mands the cable to Central America the gov-
ernment only allows despatches favorable to
itself 't be sent abroad.

The telegram further asserts that the arms
taken from the steamer ,Colina were taken
with the consent of the Pacific Mail agent
and the American Minister by virtue of ar-
ticle’17 of the Pacific Mail contract. Hon-
duras, the despatch says, will remain neutral
for the present, but may join with Guate-
mala if events require her, Guatemala has
40,000.mén under arms and Honduras 6000,
while Ban Balvador has orily about 10,000,

SAN ANTONIO, July 27.—Senor Romero,
Mexican Minister at Washington, passed
through here yesterday en route to the City
of Mexico. Senor Romero said the Central

Canada “Forcing” England’s Hand.

LoNDoN, July 26.—The British press are
backing up Lord Balisbury in his Behring
Sea attitude with their usual bgisterous zeal,
and they have the usual assistance from New
York. Onemay guess that Candda’s share in
the business is ill received in England.

Contending for a Thing Unsubstantial,

 [New York World, July 25.]

Mr. Blaine, having nothing . very substan-
tial to contend for, has done his best and has
made about every claim possible except one
that was suggested by a very silly organ—
viz.: that the United States 20 years ago
‘““bought the seals” which are now swimming
in the vasty deep.

At the same time the weakness of the
British Government is very apparent. It
can come to no conclusion except with the
consent of its province.

If Congress should repeal the law on which
the 'seal-catching monopoly is based, and
Canada should set up in business for itself,
an agreement might be reached.

An English M.P. on Blaine,
[Interview in Toronto News, July 26, ]

Staveley Hill, M.P., of London, Eng., was
in Toronto on Saturday. He is on his way
back from the Pacific coast. To a News re-
porter he said: My mission is purely for
private information and in no sense official.
At the Pacific coast I inquired most careful-
ly into the circumstances of the seizures of
Canadian sealing vessels by American ships,
and also intd the habits of the seals in order
that I may be prepared to engage with
greater confldence in the scussions
which must ensue in the English House
of Commons. So far as the diplomatic ques-
tions are concerned, I am satisfied that there
is nota flaw in England’s claim to have
Behring Sea considered a closed sea. There
is absolutely nothing in Mr. Blaine’s letters
but sophistry. I could convince yowif I had
time that the sea has never been ¢onsidered
a closed sea, even when Russia owned both
sides and that the present contention of the
United States is simply ridiculous. As to
Canada’s ition there is a very manifest
desire in diplomatic circles that she shall be
fully represented at every conference, and
that nothing be done without her judgment,

England to Take a Strong Stand.

Mr. Hill was seen by a World reporter and
said: “’I may say, generally, that so far as I
can learn England is going to take a strong
stand in this matter, Our position isa sound
one, not only as against the seizures of the
United States but as against the seizures by
the Russians in 1888. You will remember
that the Americans made seizures in 1886 and
1887, but in the following year they made no
seizures, The Alaska Company, finding that
they were not upheld by tge United States,
applied to the Russian intendant of the Com-
mander: Igland, and under his orders the
Arannali was seized. In 1880, the United
States Government resumed their policy of
1886-7. This year, however, they seem to
have reverted to their policy of 1888, and
bave made mno seizures. 1 believe we
have good ground for claiming re-
compense for injury done by both the
American and ussian Governments. 1
believe that it is Britain’s intention, if other
seizures are made, toresent these seizures.’

Mr. Hill visited British Columbia with the
express purpose of informing himself of the
actual state of affairs in relation to the
Behring Sea question in order that he might
know what position to take as a member of
the Imperial Parliament. The feeling in
British Columb’a, Mr. Hill says, is very in-
tense, the people being unable to see why
they should not be allowed the free and
peaceable exercise of their rights. There
were now six British war vessels ‘on the
Pacific coart under Admiral Hotham’s flag,
a force quite strong enough to meet any
emergency.

Prineipal Grant Pays an Eloguent Tribute
to the Worth of a Man Whose Sympa-
thy Was Wide as Want.

When a man this has been allowed by
the Almighty to fulfll his day, to complete
the full period of human life and ‘to
away in peace, surrounded by those'who love
him best, there can be no sorrow felt, as in
another case. He is gathered into the great
garner, as a shock of corn fully ripe. There
could be no sorrow except thenatural sense of
sore bereavement felt by children for a

nt, by connections for a relative, b
grlends for a friend. Mr. Hay could loo
back on a life crowded with honorable activi-
ties; to the last his intellect was keen and his
interest in everything that bore on the pros-
perity and progress of the country un-
abated. SucE a life and such a death-bed is
what each of us may well wish for, We can
have it only by imitating his virtues, by fol-
lowing the great pole star of duty.

There was one feature of his c! cter to
which I'may allude. A Bcotchman, com-

of the characteristic virtues of the
tch—one of those Scotchmen who have
done so much to make this country—he al-
ways felt that his first duty was, notwith-
standing, to that country which he had
made his own. Reverencing the past, he
lived in the present, and identified himself
with the common welfare,

He did not talk about religion; he did
what is better, practised it. He practised
that true religion which St. James describes:
“ Pure religion and undefiled before God and
the Father is this,.To visit the widow and
fatherless in their affliction, and to keep our-
selves unspotted from the world”—that reli-

ion which St. John describes as ‘“‘He that
oveth is born of God, dnd he that hateth his
brother is a murderer;”; that religion which
St, Paul sets before us in his description of
charity. A verse of our paraphrase of that
chapter was a favorite of his: ‘“Love glows
with social tenderness and feels for all man-
kind.” “That is my religion,” he used to
say. Well, it was, as we have 'seen, the reli-
gion of the Apostles. It was the religion of
the Lord, who said that on two command-
ments, love to God and love to man, hang all
the law and the prophets. Our friend felt it
was a supreme duty to be kind always, and
to all men. He had pity for the horse o'er-
driven, for the r, for the workman in dis-
tress, most of all for orphaned or suffering
children. He felt that unless he for-

ave others, he could mnot expeet to
forgiven in_accordance with what we are
taught in the Lord’s prayer, ‘Unless ye for-
ive ‘men their trespasses neither will your
giavenly Father forgiye you your tres-
passes.” And so his attitude to God was
that indicated in the well-known lines of
Pope, *“The mercy I to others show, that
mercy show to me.” The memories of such
men should be cherished. They are the men
who make a country great,for itis righteous-
ness that exalteth a nation, while sin is the
reproach of any people.

HOMELEDS [UNDREDS.

South Lawrence (Mass.) Struck
by a Cyclone.

8 PEOPLE KILLED, MENY INJURED.

About 100 Buildings Leveled to.the Ground
~The Hurricane Cuts a Swath a Mile
longt hrough a thickly Populated section
—The Property Loss Estimated at $100,-
000—-Houses Lifted from Foundations
and Crushed Like Eggshells—The Work
of the Tornado Clean Cut and Devas-
tating.

LAWRENCE, Mass. July 26.—A cyclone,
the first of any considerable im-
portance within memory in New Eng-
land, and one equal ' in destructive
power to those so frequently reported from
western communities, visited the suburb of
South Lawrence this forenoon atabout 9
w'clock, and in 15 minutes had killed 8 per-
sons, seriously injured from 15 to 20, slightly
injured at least 20 more, cut a swath
through a thickly populated section 260 fest
wide and a mile long, rendered 500 people
homeless, destroyed or greatly , damaged
from 75 to 100 buildings, mostly dwelling
houses, levelled a beautiful square of over
500 trees-and entailed a property loss now
estimated at $100,000, all -of which was in-
sured against damage by wind and storm.
The calamity is the greatest which has
visited Lawrence since the fall and burning
of the Pemberton Mills 30 years ago.

South Lawrence is that section of the city
lying south of the Merrimac River, At this
point the main line of the Boston & Maine
Railroad takes a sharp turn to the eastward
and following the Merrimae crosses the river
at Bradford. A railroad bridge connects
the suburb with the ci';y proper and with
the railroad lines north. The point is a busy
railroad junction, and in the vicinity were
|, many wooden houses, occupied mainly by
well-to-do mechanics, and among . these the
air fiend spent his greatest fury. The

In an instant the crash came. ' Buildings
were crushed like eggshells; some were lifted
from their foundations and dashed to pieces;
others were tipped over or blown from their
position and more or less damaged. The air
was filled with flying debris. Most of those
who met death in the wreck were killed in-
stantly, Many lay unconscious or groaning
in the ruins of their homes.

The Path of the Storm,

The survivors were too much terrified to
know where or when ~the cyclone
ended its courss, but the train of
ruinin the path showed that it touched -the
earth at or near the cricket grounds, crossed
Emmett-street and Broadway, the railroad
and Parkers street, entered Springiield-street
at its southwest end, traversed its entire
length, demolished 'nearly everything in its
course, including one house in "Foster-street
and two in South Union-street, where they
cross Springfleld-street, passed from Spring-
fleld-street into Union-square, levelling over
500 trees, and thence over Shawseen River
into the town of Audover, where it exhaust-
ed its fury on trees and fences,

As soon as the survivors realized the ex-
tent of the devastating work word was sent
to the police statien, and ambulances with a
squad of officers started for the scere, Mar-
shal Vosesoon ordered on the whole force, an

promptly and rendered great assistance in
removing the injured from the ruins. The
ambulance carried several loads of. mangled
and crushed human beings to the hospital.
Others were taken to private houses.

As if Cut With a Knife,

The work of devastation began at the
cricket grounds, on the southwest, with the
uprooting of a number of ‘magnificent trees.
In Emmett-street the wind lifted a story and
a half house, belonging to Thomas Evans,
bodily and slapEed it into tho roadway a
complete wreck., Mr, Evans, his wife and
baby were in the house at. vhe time but es-
caped without great, injury. No. 19 Emmett-
street, occupied by a family named Daley,
was lifted from its foundation and dashed
down. No.6 was partly moved from the
foundation. In the rear of No.6 was a
story and a half house occupied by James
Lyons and family. Hearing the approach
of the storm, Lyons rushed into the house,
seized” his baby from his wife’s arms
and fled into thestreet. Both man and child
escaped, but the dead body of Mrs, Lyons
was subsequently taken from the ruinsof her
dwelling. On Saunders court near by, St.
Patrick’s Church hall, & wooden structure,
was carried 15 feet from its foundation and
a few windows were broken in the parochial
residence, At the foot of Saunders court a
switch house, in which Michael ,Higgins, a
section hand, was standing, was taken
up bodily by ' the wind and ' carried
under the overhead - railroad bridge
crossing  Salem - street,” where Higgins
fell out and was instantly killed, ?he
railing on this bridge was taken off as
thn&g cut with a knife.

Carr, chief clerk of the car shops,
Wwas an eye-witness of the storm at this point,
He says there was a sudden rumbling sound
and darkness. Timbers and trees flew by the
car shogs ata terrible rate, When these had
passéd he and other occupants of the shops
saw that the Cutler House was in ruins. Miss
Flosgie Cutler was found in -the cellar with a
prained ankle.

Dr. Burt's paper was masterly in its ex-
haustive treatin@nt of the disease. He did
not disappoint his audience in the abso-
lute novelty of his theory. Eight months
ago, when reading of the wonderful clmgge_
hmu{lt. about in the pbesity of Prince I
marck, through hig refraining from the use
of water and carbohydrates, it occurred to
him that an opposite treatment ought to
result in the cure of all wasting diseases,
His i ts since have justified him in
the staterment that excessive eating and the
excessive use of water will cure 50 cent,
of all consumptive cases in their first and
second stages. He explained at length the
tonic influence and power in building up
tissue possessed by water, which forms three-
fourths of the human body, and stated that
even in health six pints a day were necessary
to meet the water waste, and in disease
twelve pints, charged with carbolic acid.
The doctor claimed it would give the very |
life to the system and tissues demanded
in  consumption. He pronounced the
bacteria theory, .so_ ' popular of late
as pure nonsensé. In detail his treat-,
ment consisted of the free use of water
every hour in the day, nine hours sleep, regu-
lar and not exhaustive out-door exercise, if
possible the sea or mountain air. Above all,
the patient must look upon the drinking of
water for all time as his life. Heredity was
the great danger, and Dr. Burt advocated
the passing by Congress of a law forbidding
the marriage of consumptives. With this in
force, 100 years from now consumption
would not exist in the United States.

Look Out for the Flavor.

On Saturday night the carcases of two
dead horses, rather strong in point of smell,
drifted ashore in the Humber Bay. The
people of the neighborhood shoved them off
again into deep water, and this morning they
sailed gaily through the western gap, anchor-
ing near the Waterworks pumping station.
Here again they were sent out to seek for
other quarters. A change of wind drove
them out again into the lake. Last night
they skirted the lsland shore until they
reached the intake pipe of the waterworks,
where they now repose. The police were no-
tified and the carcases will be removed by
Ceontractor Harris to-day.

Editor World: In your issue of the 18th

inst. I was pleased to notice your remarks
under the above heading. It is really too
bad that our citizens do not take more inter-
est and pride in making and keeping our
streets more beautiful.

The B.M.E. Church
was formerly a branch of the African
Methodist Episcopal Church, until the
ear 1856, when it separated and estab-
ished the present independent religious
body known as - the ritish Methodist
Episc%al Church, and elected the
Rev. Willis Nazery the first bishop, At that
time the colored population had grown rapid-
ly in numbers by the enforcement .of the
fugitive slave law, and the church was con-
ducted with considerable success until the
death of the venerable bishop in 1875. Since
that time the congregations have been de-
gleted by the return of many of their ad-
erents to the United States. This state of
things has forced for consideration the ques-
tion as to the expediency of once mom?ink-
ing their fortunes with the mother church.
I believe a majority are agreed that it is the
most judicious thing to do, but the condi-
tions imposed by the A. M. E. Church can-
not be accegted, viz., the alienation of their
property, the obliteration of the digtinctive
title **British,” and the substitution ‘therefor
of the word ** African.” When you consider
that the old fathers adopted that word
British out of gratitude to -the British
people for affording them & place of refuge
in the burning days of slavery, you may
able to realize the reason why they
were s0 worked up on the occasion
when an attempt was made by the agents of
the A, M. E.’s to take possession of the little
church where their fathers had offered up so
many silent prayers, not only for the protec-
ticn of themselves and little ones, but also for
their Queen and country.

ThePlans for the New Collegiate Institute,
Editor World: As your paper generally is

will you kindly insert these few lines respect-
ing the competition drawings for the Colle-
giate Institute? It appears that nine plans
were sent in and that there were but three
that met with the approval of the commiittee,

require slight interior modifications—for it
is utterly impossible for any competition
plan to meet the fullest requirements, Where
the public feels injustice is being done is the
fact of the committee eutertaining for a
single minute the adoption of a plan that
will cost fully $40,000 more that the sum
named, which was $45,000. The merest tyro
of a draughtsman or architéct can make a
more effective drawing of a building that is
to cost $85,000 than of one that is to cost
$45,000. It is to be hoped therefore that the
board will see that justice is done to those
architects whose plans can be executed for
the amount of money that, by a public ad-
vertisement, architects were solicited to send
in designs, for the plans made by Messrs. Knox
& Elliott should not be allowed to be altered
in such a manner‘as to curtail the cost; for if
so gross injustice will be done to the other
architects, who, most likely by being able
to design a building not to cost more than $45 -
000, are more competent men than those who
pretend to skill and~art by submitting a
design for a building whicu will cost fully
$35,000, when the instructions they received
limited the cost to $45,000. If the board is
convinced that $45,000 is not a sufficient
amount to give them & school and caretaker’s
lodge, it would be grossly unjust to throw
