Mr. John Roche received the follow­
ing official notice from the Canadian Red 
Cross Society, 14-16 Cockspur St., Lon­
don, S.W. :—“I beg to inform you that 
14570 Basil T. Roche, ot Strathcona 
Horse, is now at No. 4 General Hospital, 
Versailles, France. He was visited by 
our authorized visitor who reports him to 
be suffering from a shrapnel wound in 
the left shoulder. He has also sprained 
his right knee. You may be sure he is 
receiving every care and attention and a 
further report will be sent to you later.” 
—Énia Bover, Canadian Red Cross Com­
missioner. Trooper Roche has since 
joined his regiment at the front.

No further word has been received 
about Capt. T. L. Swift. His father 
cabled to Lieut. Binks, who is in the 
casualty department, but the reply stated 
that no information could be obtained. 
Mr. J. E. Armstrong, M.P., is also en­
deavoring to gain information through 
the Adjutant-General and the American 
Ambassador, but so far without results. 
It is conjectured that when left wounded 
in the German trench Capt. Swift may 
have been picked up and placed in a 
Red Cross hospital. In that event it 
will likely be some time before his name 
is reported, as such reports do not come 
through the regular war channels, but 
through the United States Ambassador. 
In the meantime all are anxiously await­
ing news. Mr. and Mrs. Swift and 
family have the sympathy ot the com­
munity in their distressing situation.

theMore Casualties Among 
Watford Boys

The news from the front regarding 
local boys shows that they have again 
been in the thick of the fight, with sad 
results. Monday’s casualty list reports 
Sergt. Harry M. Whitsitt as Wounded 
and being in a French hospital. Tues­
day’s list states that Sergt. Frederick 
Burk Wakelin was killed in action and 
that Sergt. Tom Wakelin and Pte. Cecil 
F. Manning were wounded. Lance-Corp. 
Roy Nichols Fair, of Arkona, is also re­
ported killed in action.

These gallant heroes are all well- 
known in this district. Sergt. Whitsitt 
has been a resident of Watford for many 
years and is familiarly known as “The 
Irishman.”

The Wakelin boys and Manning work­
ed for John McCormick and have many 
warm friends in Kingscourt and Watford.

Lance-Corp. Fair enlisted at Sarnia. 
He is a son of Rev. Hugh J. Fair, ot 
Arkona. He was only 21 years old and a 
general favorite among his acquaintances.

There is a noticeable coincidence in the 
casualties to brothers who left Watford. 
Of the two Ward boys one was killed and 
the other wounded. Of the two Newell 
boys one was killed and the other wound­
ed, and the same fate came to the Wake­
lin brothers. Nearly every soldier that 
left Watford has figured in the casualty 
list, the only names that have not been 
mentioned are Pte. Fred Phelps, who had 
his feet frozen and did not go into the 
firing line, and Lieut. Bury Binks, who 
was given a position on the casualty re­
porting staff.

At 
the barracks of the 11th Bersaglieri, 
a famous Italian regiment in Naples, 
the families of all the men at the 
front, from the wife of the colonel 
of the regiment down to the baby 
brothers and sisters of the youngest 
private, were assembled.

They all slowly walked in front 
of the machine, blowing kisses and 
waving handkerchiefs. Each one 
could be distinguished clearly, and 
In the evenings the Italian soldiers 
were able thus to see their loved 
ones again.

Britain’s Dummy Warships.
The Deutsche Kriegszetung of Ber­

lin has obtained the interesting in­
formation from America that the 
British Admiralty has bought some 
hundred obsolete passenger steamers 
which are being transformed into 
dummy war vessels, with wooden 
guns and turrets. These vessels are 
filled with cement and stores, and 
are to be employed to mystify Ger­
man submarines and draw their at­
tention from the real warships. The 
paper further declares that these 
ships are to be sunk in important 
sea routes in order to bottle up the 
German fleet, especially along the 
Belgian coast and in Danish waters.

WENT BACK AFTER IT.

Soldier Who Sought For Pocket Knife 
on Battlefield.

Great bravery la rarer on a retreat 
than on a charge for obvious reasons 
the excitement and thrill of attack is 
then lacking, and the necessity of 
haste in order to get away Is often 
real. This fact makes interesting an 
incident related concerning a soldier 
of the army of the Rhine in the war 
of 1670.

A battery of mitrailleuses bad 
made a stand against the advancing 
Germans near Metz. It was on Aug. 
16, in the brave fight made by the 
division of Gen. Picard. The fire of 
the enemy was terrible, and seemed 
to be sweeping away the whole 
French division.

In the midst of the final firing of 
the French, prior to their re­
treat, one of thé mitrailleuses ceased 
to work on account of the sticking of 
a shell in the barrel. A lieutenant 
looked about for something with 
which to remove the shell, and a sol­
dier offered him his pocket knife. 
The lieutenant had jüst removed the 
shell when the order came to fall 
back. In the confusion the officer 
dropped the soldier’s knife on the 
ground. When they had withdrawn a 
little distance the soldier came up to 
the lieutenant and said, saluting:

“Will you please let me have my 
knife?”

“I have lost it. It’s back there 
somewhere on the ground.”

The soldier showed signs of deep 
regret.

“I’ll get you another in Metz to 
take its place,” said the officer.

“It isn’t the value of the knife at 
all,” said the soldier. “I’m just fond 
of it, that’s all. I brought it from 
home. If you will permit, I shall go 
back after it.”

“In the face of this fire and ad­
vance of the enemy?”

“Yes, sir.”
“Well, if you care as much as that 

for a pocket knife, it must be pretty 
dear to you. Go on.”

The soldier started back. Shot and 
shell were flying; the enemy were 
near, somewhere in the gloom of the 
battlefield, and the man knew he 
might be overwhelmed. And all this 
for an old knife that he had carried 
since he was a boy, and which was 
associated with dear things at home.

He reached the place and found 
the spot where the gun must have 
stood. He groped about, the balls 
whistled in his ears and shells burst. 
He heard the rattle of approaching 
artillery and the near blaring of bu­
gles sounding orders. It was the en­
emy advancing. Nevertheless, he kept 
on rummaging about for the old 
knife. He found It. It had been 
dropped while still open, and the 
blade glistened. He picked it up, 
and thrust it into his pocket. He 
ran so fast that before long he over­
took his retreating company. The 
lieutenant saw him coming up and 
looked inquiringly at him.

“I’ve got it, lieutenant!” he shout­
ed, slapping his pocket.

Pigeon-Whistle Concerts.
One of the most curious expres­

sions of emotional life in China is 
the application of whistles to a flock 
of pigeons. These whistles, very 
light, weighing hardly a few gram­
mes, are attached to the tails of 
young pigeons soon after their birth, 
by means of a fine copper wire, so 
that when the birds fly the wind will 
blow through the whistles, and set 
them vibrating, thus producing an 
open-air concert, for the instruments 
in one and the same flock are all 
tuned differently.

There are two distinct types of 
whistles—those consisting of bam­
boo tubes placed side by side, and 
a type placed on the principle of 
tubes attached to a gourd-body or 
wind-chest. They are lacquered In 
yellow, brown, red, and black to pro­
tect ( the material from destructive 
influences of the atmosphere.

“After a cannonade, the Canadians 
made a bayonet charge with great gal­
lantry. In less than 15 minutes they 
were in full possession of the first line of 
German trenches. There they paused 
only for a moment.

“They then went tearing at the second 
line, which they carried gallantly. In a 
few minutes the third and fourth liues 
were assailed and carried.

“The Canadians followed at the heels 
of the fleeing enemy, giving him no time 
to rally his forces. The battalion at once 
began to consolidate the conquered 
positions, but finally the Gfcryians made 
a stand and opened a counter-attack.

“In the meantime the Canadians’ am­
munition had run low. Their grenades 
had been expended in carrying the four 
lines of trenches. They resisted the 
counter-attack obstinately, but finally, 
under a shower of shells and grenades, 
the gallant Canadians had to relinquish 
the front lines of trenches.

“In the partial retirement which fol­
lowed,” continues the narrative, “the- 
Canadian losses were very heavy. Dur­
ing the night of June 15 the second 
brigade relieved the first brigade and the 
Ontarians.

“On the night of June 16-17 the Ger­
mans delivered a heavy counter-attack 
against the lines held by the 2nd Cana­
dian brigade. This evened the score.

“The Canadian riflemen waited until 
the attack had developed strength and 
then wiped the German infantry out of 
existence. Few Germans got back to 
their lines;”

Here they have all been in 
even though it is Sunday. Great large 
barges are plying up and down the 
canals all the time and a lot of them are 
drawn by women from the bank. Now 
and then a horse is used for this purpose.

We are liable to be in a show of some 
Irind within the next day or so, but all is 
kept very secret until immediately pre­
ceding the move. I was up within 40 
yards of the German line yesterday and 
had a look at the trenches the blighters 
were in through a periscope. I am en­
closing a little flower picked near the 
front line so that you can see that even 
war does not stop the beautiful flowers 
from blooming, even in the midst of it.
I thought of that passage while picking 
it,

“And many a flower is born to blush 
unseeti

And waste its fragrance on the desert 
air,”

and I could not but wish to send home 
a big bunch of them. The poppy is in 
bloom all over the fields and its red 
bloom is seen everywhere. I cot Dad’s 
letters with enclosures from Winnifred 
and Vera, also Vera’s box of cigars, oxo, 
chewing gum and cigarettes all in good 
shape. Thanks.

Sergt. T. Wakelin Writes From 
the Trenches

The following extract from a letter 
written by Sergt. T. Wakelin to friends 
at Kingscourt will be ot interest to many. 
The letter is dated June 7th

“I suppose Fred wrote and told you he 
was awarded the distinguished conduct 
medal for bravery on April 23rd at Ypres. 
We are, as you know, both Sergeants. 
Getting along fine with both officers and 
men. We’ve been in the trenches a short 
time back. It was awful to see the ground 
where we were. We were in a trench 
taken from the Germans at an awful 
cost. We saw the effects of the British 
artillery. The ground looks as if there 
had been an earthquake—dead bodies lay 
unburied, or if buried had been unearth­
ed by huge shells. The German trenches 
are a marvel of construction ; the officers 
quarters especially showing signs of 
great extravagance to make them com­
fortable. They had dug-outs deep in 
the ground, nothing could touch them 
but high-explosives, and you know at the 
beginning of the war the British relied 
on shrapnel. The German artillery is 
great, they keep up an incessant 
bardment and seem to have an unlimited 
supply of ammunition. We’ve 
couple of rests lately at quite large towns 
so it’s not all war. Well, it looks like 
conscription in England. I guess they 
need all the men they can get. We have 
come across different types ot the "French 
army in our travels. Their artillerÿ is 
splendid, especially the small 75’s as 
they are called. Going back again to 
the' German trench we were in last 
there were souvenirs galore—machine 
guns (the Germans have two ot these to 
our one), rifles, helmets, etc. I was the 
first one in our platoon to get one of 
their showy helmets with brass eagle. I 
didn’t do anything brave to get it ; I 
stole it off a dead man. Remember me 
to all inquiring friends.

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A SMALL JOB 
OF PIRACY

It Happened In the Bay 
of Naples.

I sailed from New York on the 10th 
of April as first mate of the steamer 
Pelican with a cargo which was to be 
sold out at Mediterranean ports. We 
reached Naples on the 6th of May, hav­
ing disposed of all the cargo except a 
few things that we sold there, and took 
nothing aboard, Intending to load np 
with Arabian goods on the African 
coast The purser went ashore with 
money he bad taken In for the goods 
we had sold, got It changed Into gold 
that would pass readily In the places 
we expected to make purchases, and it 
was brought aboard In bags.

We had a promiscuous crew of white 
and copper colored men. the latter 
having been picked up on the Medi­
terranean coast, while the former had 
come from the low grade of sailors one 
will find In the shipping districts of 
New York. Since we were not loading 
they had nothing to do, and when the 
bags of gold were taken aboard a 
lot of them wereJooklng over the side 
of the ship. And from the weight of the 
gold and the clinking of the coins when 
a bag was placed on the deck It was 
plain to them that they contained 
money.

I noticed an expression on the faces 
of several of the worst of the crew 
which Indicated, to say the least, covet­
ousness. I mentioned the matter to 
the captain, suggesting that bringing 
gold aboard so openly was throwing 
temptation In the men’s way. He pooh- 
poohed the matter, and, having warned 
hlm, I did not press It further.

That evening a liberty party went 
ashore. We were at anchor In the bay 
of Naples, and the captain concluded 
to let all the men go, while he and I 
and the purser remained on watch. 
This again seemed to me to be taking 
a risk. Naples is noted for the crimes 
committed In and about It. If we had 
nothing to fear directly from the crew 
we had something to fear from those 
to whom they aright talk about the 
gold they had seen carried aboard the 
Pelican. 1

The bay of Naples Is probably the 
most beautiful bay In the world. At 
any rate, I have In my voyages visited 
many, bat none other impressed me In 
the same way. The night we lay at 
anchor there I remember as more 
beautiful than any other I have spent; 
A full moon stood In the heavens, 
lighting up the city, Vesuvius and the 
Islands of Ischia and Capri, while It 
left its shimmer on the water. Then, 
too, the temperature was delightful. 
The day had been hot, but the nights 
In Italy are nsually cool. On this night 
It was just warm enough to sit out on 
deck in light clothing.

Facing eastward from the bay one 
looks to his right upon Mount Vesu­
vius, beneath which lie the half buried, 
half exhumed cities of Pompeii and 
Herculaneum. Directly before him the 
city of Naples rises with the ground 
on which it is built, and to me, view­
ing It at night. It was successive tiers 
of light

By 10 o’clock all who were aboard 
except myself had turned In, I having 
volunteered to stand watch till the lib­
erty party returned. The men had or­
ders to return at 11 o'clock, but that 
hour arrived without them. I was not 
especially surprised, for sailors ashore 
are not very reliable. I didn't mind 
their not coming, for the night was so 
beautiful that I bad no desire to 
tarn in.

Twelve o’clock came and still no 
crew. 1 began to get a bit drowsy and 
dozed in my chair. Opening my eyes, 
I saw a boat heading for the ship. I 
did not doubt that it was the liberty 
party returning till I noticed that there 
was no sound of oars or voices. Sail­
ors who go ashore for a good time 
don’t usually come back quietly. Be­
sides, it very soon dawned upon me 
that the oars In the approaching boat 
were mufiied.

What 1 have said about the gold and 
the crew and crime In Naples flash­
ed through my brain. I ran down­
stairs to awaken the captain and the 
parser.

“Arm yourselves and get on deck as 
soon as possible !" I cried, shaking 
them at the same time.

I then ran to where the arms were 
kept and, seizing a musket, a cutlass 
and a revolver, got up the companion- 
way Just in time to see the boat abont 
100 yards distant From the gunwale 
amidships I cried out to the approach­
ing party to keep off, though It they 
were Italians they would not under­
stand me.

They stopped rowing, and I could 
hear them talking In the guttural 
sounds of the low grade of the Italian

people. Then without heeding my 
warning they resumed their course to­
ward the Pelican. I fired a shot from 
the musket, but, not being sure of their 
Intentions, aimed above their heads. 
If they were not bent on crime this 
would stop them. It did not stop them, 
for they pulled forward with lusty 
strokes.

Hearing the shot hastened the cap­
tain and the parser, who arrived half 
dressed, but armed, a few moments 
after I had fired. They Joined me 
when the boat was within thirty yards 
of the ship. The party had come In a 
large yawl, and there were about a 
dozen of them. They had an advan­
tage over us In numbers, while they 
were at a disadvantage as to position, 
tor It is not an easy matter to board a 
vessel from a boat much lower than 
the ship to be boarded. Unfortunately 
we were at some distance from the 
shore or any other vessel. One or two 
ships had been near us when we an­
chored, but they had sailed or docked 
during the day.

While I could not tell who these men 
were, I presumed that they were Ital­
ians who had heard the crew talking 
In Naples about the treasure in the 
ship. Quite likely some members of 
the crew had been heard talking about 
the practicability of boarding the Peli­
can, seizing the gold and making off 
with It There was no time to con­
jecture who they were. Our main 
business was to stand them off.

The captain and the purser were Ig­
norant of what had appeared to me, 
and since I had no time to enter Into 
an explanation in words 1 decided to 
do so by a shot I put a ball In among 
the men huddled together In the boat 
That I hit some person or persons was 
evident from the fact that there was a 
commotion aboard. But the rowing 
was not long Interfered with. A Jab­
bering In the Italian language follow­
ed, but they did not reply to my fire. 
I attributed this to their having In­
tended a surprise and that they had 
not expected to attract the attention 
of the police by the sound of firing.

My companions were by this time 
convinced by ocular demonstration 
that there was mischief In the boat 
near us, and both blazed away. But 
the boat was under the bulwarks, and 
we were obliged to lean over to see 
her. We heard one clear, composed 
voice, evidently that of a commander 
giving orders, but since we did not un­
derstand the Italian language we were 
Ignorant of what he said. This con­
vinced me that we were attacked by 
a party of brigands under a competent 
leader and would all be murdered un­
less we could drive them off.

The Pelican’s crew had gone down 
Into their boat by means of the wood­
en steps roped together, used for tak­
ing on and letting off pilots and such 
other purposes. It was hanging ready 
for them when they should return. I 
would have pulled it up on seeing a 
suspicious boat approaching, but had 
not time. The brigands began to climb 
it Captain Walnrlght claimed the po­
sition to receive the first man who 
came up. The bandit must use his two 
bands and could not very well fight 
his way on to the ship, but he was 
protected by a man In the boat, who 
threw a knife at the captain, which 
struck him in the chest I pushed him 
away and took his place. A knife 
whizzed by my ear so close as to clip 
off enough of It to draw blood, but I 
succeeded in landing a blow on the 
head of the top man on the ladder with 
the butt of my revolver that dropped 
him.

His fall disconcerted the man be­
low him, and before he could reach the 
top step the purser brought a cutlass 
down on him which sent him after his 
companion.

Meanwhile I had noticed a man be­
low take to the water and swim to­
ward the stern. I surmised that he 
was making for the anchor chain to 
climb on board. Captain Walnrlght 
had pulled the knife out of his chest, 
and, thinking he might be able to pro­
tect the bow from the swimmer, I sug­
gested that he do so, leaving me and 
the purser where the principal danger 
lay. Walnrlght said that he was'up 
to the job and started forward with 
a musket, stanching the blood flowing 
from his chest at the same time. He 
was not seen by the man In the water 
who seized the anchor chain and was 
beginning to shin up it when the cap- 
tain dropped him by a shot from his 
musket

Meanwhile the purser and I were 
fighting at the steps to keep off board­

ers. We were somewhat protected by 
the bulwarks from those In the boat 
and after the captain's mishap kept as 
well below as possible. Hut 1 believed 
the battle would at last go against us 
when I thought of a way to cut off the 
ascent I told the purser to bring an 
ax. while I fought on. He did so, and 
when he returned 1 cut the ropes that 
held the steps. There were three men 
on them at the time, all of whom tum­
bled lute the boat or the water.

Hearing the sound of oars, I looked 
and saw another boat rapidly ap­
proaching. That it did not contain re- 
enforcements for the bandits was evi­
dent from the fact that they pushed 
off and pulled away as fast as they 
could. They were chased by the other 
boat and were fired at As the latter 
passed near the Pelican I could see In 
the moonlight that the men In It wore 
the showy uniforms of the carabineers, 
or national police of Italy. We watch­
ed them till we saw them overhaul the 
bandits and take thofr boat In tow.

They pulled back to the Pelican and 
left a carabineer who spoke some Eng­
lish on board to get what Information 
we had to impart concerning the at­
tack and to inform us that we would 
be expected to appear against the 
bandits. The police had been attract­
ed by our shots.

At 2 o’clock In the morning onr crew 
returned minus three men we had 
picked up at Tangier. These men 
formed the plan of attacking us and 
getting the gold we had on board, tak­
ing with them an organized band. The 
authorities offered to give up these 
men of our crew to us that we might 
try them for mutiny, but our captain 
preferred to leave them to be dealt 
with by the Italian courts.

Such was my experience In the bay 
of Naples, an experience which spoiled 
that body of water for me ever after­
ward. I have been there a number of 
times since, and, while it Is always a 
scene of beauty, the memory of that 
night, which might have been my last 
on earth, always threw a gloom over 
Its shimmering waters.

A WITTY STATESMAN.

Augustine Birrell Is Also a Popular 
Member of the British House.

"Recreation: Pedestrianism, golf, 
book-hunting." Thus "Who’s Who," 
in Its biographical notes on Mr. 
Birrell, Chief Secretary for Ireland 
since 1907, who, Is Is announced, 
will resign at an early date. To 
which might be added the genial 
pastime of increasing not a little the 
gaiety of ÿls fellows, for Mr. Birrell, 
being a confirmed optimist, as he has 
more than once confessed, loves to 
look at things through rose-colored 
spectacles, and to seize the oppor­
tunity to enliven even the most seri­
ous situations with light-hearted wit­
ticisms and epigrams.

Men of all parties have a sincere 
affection for him. When Birrell is 
“up” In the House, lobby, smoking- 
rooms, and dining-rooms are at once 
emptied, for members are sure to 
hear a speech witty, informing, and 
eloquent.

Some of his witty sayings will live 
long after he Is dead. It was he who 
on one memorable occasion referred 
to the House of Lords as "represent­
ing nobody but themselves, and they 
enjoyed the full confidence of their 
constituents,” while in the same vein 
he declared that “a pension of five 
shillings a week was not much in­
ducement to longevity."

And then there was his witty re­
tort, when things were going badly 
with his Education Bill in 1907, to 
a Church dignitary who, meeting him 
one day, observed, "I am afraid yonr 
Bill is dead, Mr. Birrell." "Yes, it 
may be, my lord," was the prompt 
reply. "But I believe in the resur­
rection of the dead."

As an example of the gentle art of 
subtle sarcasm, it would be difficult 
to beat Mr. Birrell’s description 
years ago of the Front Bench of the 
House of Commons. Referring to 
what is known as a full-dress debate, 
he said :

“On such occasions the House of 
Commons has reminded me of a 
great drying-ground, where all the 
clothes of a neighborhood may be 
seen fluttering in a gale of wind. 
There are nightgowns and shirts and 
petticoats so distended and distorted 
by the breeze as to seem the gar­
ments of a race of giants rather than 
of poor mortal man. Even the stock­
ings of slim maiden when puffed out 
by the lawless wind assume dropsi­
cal proportions. But the windzsinks, 
having done its task, and then the 
matter-of-fact washerwoman unpegs 
the garments, sprinkles them with 
water, and ruthlessly passes over 
them her flat-iro6s, and, lo and be­
hold! these giants’ robes are reduced 
to their familiar domestic and In­
significant proportions.-'

Needless to say, this was in the 
days before Mr. Birrell dreamt that 
he himself would occupy a seat on 
the bench of honor.

No one laughed more heartily than 
himself when he perpetrated a 
"bull" in the House of Commons on 
a certain occasion when he was being 
heckled by Earl Winterton regard­
ing a statement said to have been 
Issued by the Chief Secretary In con­
nection with certain industrial trou­
bles in Dublin.

"What appeared," said Mr. Bir­
rell; "was a wholly garbled version 
or what never took pane.”

1915 Edition ot McKinvs Cana­
dian Newspaper Directory 

Now Issued
• ** °ow nearly b quarter of a century 

since Mr. A. McKim, who established 
the first independent advertising agency 
in this country, completed the rather 
ambitious task of publishing the first 
directory of Canadian publications.. The 
nine successive editions of this valuable 
work provide the most complete and 
detailed record available of the growth 
of Canadian periodicals.

The 1915 edition, of which we have just 
received a copy, shows that the great 
war has not seriously affected the news­
papers of Canada. While the birthrate 
of new publications has received a check, 
and the death rate of the weak ones has 
perhaps increased a trifle, most of the 
leading papers, particularly the dailies, 
show very healthy increases in circula­
tion.

Woodpeckers Are Beautiful and 

Useful Birds.

THE FLICKER FOND OF ANTS.

On# of the Largest of His Species, He 
Performs Good Service to Mankind. 
Kills Tree Bore re—-Puzzles and Gamas 
For Little People.

One of the larger woodpeckers fa­
miliar to every one Is the flicker, or 
golden winged woodpecker, which is 
generally distributed throughout the 
United States from the Atlantic coast 
to the Rocky mountains. There it is 
replaced by the red shafted flicker, 
which extends westward to the Pacific. 
The flickers, while genuine woodpeck­
ers, differ somewhat in habits from the 
rest of the family and are frequently

seen searching for food upon the 
ground, lake the downy and hairy 
w oodpeckers, they feèd upon wood bor­
ing grubs and ants, but the number of 
ants eaten is much greater than that 
eaten by the other two species.

The flicker’s habit of pecking holes 
in buildings sometimes greatly annoys 
his human friends, and it is particular­
ly noticeable in the California species. 
Observation has shown that the object 
of the work is to obtain shelter for the 
winter. In the east most of the flick­
ers are migratory, and only a few re­
main north, where shelter is necessary. 
These generally find a safe retreat in 
the hollow tree in which they nested. 
To the woodpecker family more than 
to any other agency we owe the preser­
vation of trees from hordes of destruc­
tive insects.

Game of Fisherman.
If there is a large table at hand all 

sit around it to play the game of fish­
erman. One of the players is armed 
with a short stick, to which a piece of 
twine is attached, the twine being tied 
in a loop at one end. The fisherman 
drops his line in such a way that the 
loop lies on the table about in the cen­
ter.

THE MILKY WAY.

Students of the Stars Stop Appalled 
at This Mystery.

No man, woman or child lives but 
has looked upon and wondered at 
the Milky Way, that illimitable ag­
gregation of stars that seems to be 
almost a mist, which spans the celes­
tial sphere, and which has been call­
ed throughout the ages a thousand 
names by the people of all lands.

Astronomers, who in poetic verse 
separated heaven from earth and 
earth from heaven, and gave to airy 
nothings a local habitation and a 
name, who have told us of the com­
position of our sun and all of the 
planets; who have almost penetrated 
the mysteries of star clusters thous­
ands of billions of miles distant, stop 
appalled at the mystery of mysteries, 
the galaxy, the Milky Way, the 
River of Heaven, the River of Light, 
the Tien Ho, or Celestial River of 
the far Orient, the Via Lactea of the 
Latins, the All Nahr of the Arabs.

If ever the morning stars sang 
together they must have had their 
first symphonies in the inexplicable 
river of stars called in all languages 
by some name expressive of our own 
homely words. If there Is not “the 
smallest orb which thou beholdest 
but in his motion like an angel 
sings,” what must be the quiring of 
the innumerable multitudes of the 
Milky Way, the splendid tracery of 
which is known even to the little 
children of our world ?

It Is not so many years since this 
River of Light was thought to be 
nebulous by the great astronomers. 
That is, it seemed to be an aggrega­
tion of gases in various stages of 
condensation.

Then came the days of the won­
derful lenses, which concenter rays 
of light, separating the stars 01 
heaven and the insects of earth, and 
telling the children of earth that the 
magnificent spectacle of the galaxy 
is not a nebula, not a star fog, but 
an aggregation of suns born of un­
utterable energy of the atomic uni­
verse, growing through eons of eons 
of years, the word years in that con­
nection meaning nothing, and assem­
bling in this glorious pathway of 
what are called the heavens, that 
word meaning nothing, the one spec­
tacle of the outer space that is best 
known to all who look away in the 
night from the dross and scum of 
earth.

German Censor Spoofed.
It is a great advantage to possess 

a knowledge of Welsh if you happen 
to be a prisoner of war. Welsh pris­
oners of war in Germany are able to 
notify their friends in Great Britain 
more fully of the conditions of pris­
on and internment camp life than are 
their English colleagues, and that 
without having recourse to the doubt­
ful safeguard of invisible ink. A let­
ter which passed the German censor, 
and will long be kept as a family trea­
sure, contains the following:

“You will be glad to hear news of 
old friends. Mr. Bwyr (food) is very 
bad here. Mr. Bara (bread) is very 
much darker than when you saw him, 
and "is quite hard. I never see Mr. 
Gig (meat), and Mr. Ymenyn (but­
ter), but seldom ; he was very bad in­
deed the last few times I met him. I 
used at first to meet Mr. Llaeth 
(milk) every day, but he has not 
been here now for some time.”

The words given in brackets are 
the English equivalents of the Welsh 
word immediately preceding. The let­
ter was written in English through­
out, excepting . the Welsh words, 
which the German censor took to be 
the names of other English pris­
oners.

Hospitnl Barges.
Northern France is rich in water­

ways, and hospital barges are al­
ready running between Paris and the 
battlefront,. under the auspices of the 
Union des Femmes de France. The 
hold is enamelled white and fitted 
with forty beds, and at the end is 
the nurse’s retiring-room. The barge- 
master’s cabin is converted into a 
living-room for two surgeons. There 
is an operating-room, too, with wash­
ing gear, an electric plant, and a 
perfect system of heating. To con­
vert a Seine barge into a gondola’ of 
this kind costs a bare $500, and the 
results are beyond praise—especially 
to fracture cases, to whom the jolt­
ing road is agony.

The wounded are hoisted in by 
means of small cranes, and the barge 
is then towed 'by steam or motor 
yachts lent by wealthy persons, who 
are more than glad not only to lend 
their boats free of charge, but to 
navigate them in person, thus shar­
ing in the work mercy.
