Candies are an important Item in the 
filling of the Christmas stocking, and Santa 
Claus would be a niggardly fellow Indeed if 
he failed to distribute those with his other 
gifts. A pleasant ending to the festivities 
of Christmas eve is a candy frolic, which is 
always in order with children. Delicious 
chocolate caramels are made as follows : 
Boil together one pint of molasses and two 
cups of sugar for half an hour ; add half a 
pound of Baker’s chocolate scraped fine and 
dissolved in a cup of hot milk. Let this 
stand on the back of the range until it be­
comes a paste before adding the other in­
gredient. Then add butter the size of an 
egg, and boil until it becomes brittle when 
dropped from a spoon into cold water. 
Pour into buttered pans, and mark into 
squares with the back of a knife when half 
cold.

Nice white candy is easily made thus ; 
Take one quart of granulated sugar, 
pint of water, and two tablespoonfuls of 
vinegar. Boil like molasses candy, but do 
not stir. You can tell when it is done by 
trying it in cold water. Pull it as if it 
was molasses candy, have a dish near by 
with some vanilla in it, and work in 
enough to flavour as you pull it ; put it in 
a cold room and the next day it will be 
found very delicious.

Candies can be easily made without boil­
ing and by giving different flavors a great 
variety can be made at home cheaper than 
the same quantity can be bought Making 
caudy, too, is always great fun for an en­
tertainment. The powdered sugar is bet­
ter than the granulated for this purpose 
and the confectioner’s, which can usually be 
found at a baker’s, If no grocer in the place 
keeps it, is still better. Put the whites of 
two eggs into a bowl and beat them so they 
will not be stringy, add half a cupful of 
cold water and stir in sugar until the paste 
is stiff enough to shape with the fingers. 
Have a square of unsweetened chocolate 
melted in a cup set in a dish of hot water. 
Pinch out a bit of the white paste, shape it 
into a moose and stick a bit of thread or 
twine into the paste mouse for a tail, and 
put him on a buttered paper on a plate or 
pan. With a spoon give him a coating of 
the chocolate. Other fancy shapes can be 
made if one is sufficiently skillful in form­
ing animals or figures. Red sugar will 
make another color or perhaps half the 
sugar could be wet up with beet or currant 
juice instead of cold water. I have not 
tried this, however, and so cannot say posi­
tively. If you put part of your paste into 
different dishes you can make as many dif­
ferent flavors as you please. With English 
walnuts and almouds divided you can make 
nut creams, and a pound of dates at ten 
cents, will make a great quantity of cream 
dates. Two coffee cups of granulated sugar 
and one-half of a bar of chocolate will make 
a great quantity of chocolate drops. Boil 
the sugar with A of a cup of hot water till 
it candies when 1 bit is dropped into cold 
water. Take from

Plaster ov Paris Floorino.—Plaster 
of Paris can now be rendered hard enough 
to be used for flooring purposes by

process recently communicated by the 
French Academy of Science. The plaster 
is mixed with one-sixth of its weight of 
freshly slacked lime of good quality, and 
thk mixture worked and applied with aa 
little water as possible. After it has thor­
oughly dried it k treated with a strong

The New Oil Cartridge.

of the oil cartridge, which comes not to 
kill, but to save. The ose of oil to still 
the fury of the most tempestuous 
long been known, but bow to get the oil 
just where it would breathe ita reposeful 
spirit of benediction over the angry waves 
has been a problem aa hard to solve aa that 
of judiciously bringing to bear the emol­
lient influence of the 1 soft answer which 
turneth away the wrath of man.* Now, 
at last, the problem seems to be happily 
solved. A simple cartridge holding 
two ounces of oil has keen devised, 
can be thrown by a small gun to any spot 
where it may be wanted.

SOME HISTORICAL ANTIQUES.

IV.

The Rev. Thomas Handley Chipman, 
the fourth, in direct descent, from hie im­
migrant ancestor, was born in Newport, in 
1766, and was, therefore, only four years 
oM when his father and mother came to 
Nova Scotia, in 178<k Whatever of edu­
cation he received he received in the Pro­
vince, and its measure must have been 
very limited, indeed. He assisted his 
father in conducting his farm labors until 
his majority, when he commenced life on his 
own account as a farmer, who of all men, 
most requires a helpmate of the other sfcx, 
Mr. Chipman selected from among the very 
limited number of marriageable maids 
then in the province, a Miss Jane Huston 
or Hueston, whose father had only a short 
time before, moved across the basin from 
Cumberland County to what was soon after 
to be widely known as the garden of Nova 
Scotia. By this, his first wife, he had four 
children as follows : (1) Jane, who married 
John Morse, (2) Margaret, who married 
George Troop, (3), John Hueston, who 
married, 1st, (l) Hopestead Barnaby, (3) 
Ann Prince use Johnston, (4) Ana who 
jnarried Daniel Lovett His wife having 
died he married Jane Harding for a second 
wife, by whom he had two children, (1) 
Helen, who married William Randall, (2) 
Mary, who married George Fitch. .Jane 
Harding having decease» h® marnod^fary 
Briggs, by whom he had four other child­
ren, (1) Thomas Handley, who died un­
married, (2) Joseph Whcelock, who 
ried Theresa Charlton, (3) Eliza, who 
married John Quirk, (4) Samuel Lord, who 
married (1) Mercy Fit/.Randolph, (2) Ann 
Tomlinson nee Schafner.

We have not been ab'o to get the exact 
date of the final removal of Mr. Chipman 
from Cornwallis to this county, but it took 
place about J790. He 
acquainted with this county and its people 
before the time of his settling among them, 
for in the missionary rambles of his early 
ministry he often came iato this section of 
the valley.

On the farm now owned and occupied by 
Mr. Calvin Corbitt, near its west line on 
the south side of the highway may still be 
seen an old cellar over which once stood 
the dwelling in which Mr. Chipman and 
his family found their first home on arrival 
here. On this farm he pursued the doable 
calling of farmer and preacher, and on it 
he continued to live until 1807 or 1808 
when he bought the Alden Bass lot in the 
upper or" Niutaux district, and transferred 
his home thither. This lot is still owned 
and occupied by one of his grandsons—Mr. 
Frederick Miles Chipman, one of our most 
skilful and enterprising farmers and or- 
eljpirdist*. Here he died about fifty years 
ago, belovei by his own denomination and 
respected and esteemed by all others. As 
a preacher he was characterized by much 
earnestness and considerable ability, though 
without the educational training so nccces- 
sary to the “ rightly dividing the word.”

Let us now turn a moment to his male 
descendants. His oldest son, the late John 
Hueston Chipman, who married Hope- 
stead Barnaby, of Cornwallis, by whom he 
had four children, (1) Brooke Watson, who 
married Njary Woodbury, (2) Rebecca, who 
married Arthur Dodge, (3) William Hues­
ton who married Elizabeth Dodge, (4) 
Sarah, who died unmarried.

Brooke Watson Chipman, the oldest of 
these children, had by his marriage four 
children (1) James Edward, whe married 
Sophia Lavinia Fowler nee Chipman, (2) 
Brooke Watson, Jr., who married Catherine 
Harris, (3) Mary, who married "Whitney 
Harris, and (4) John, who married Jessie 
Rockwell Of these the two eldest sons 
constitute the firm of Chipman Bros., mer­
chants, Halifax, and John, the youngest 
son resides in Lynn, Mass. Joseph Whee- 
lock Chipman, second son of Rev. Thomas 
Handley, and who married Theresa Charl­
ton, had two children only, (1) George 8-, 
who married Lavinia Morton, and, (2) 
Robert Handley, who married Charlotte 
Morton. The former of these resides in 
Massachusetts, the latter in Middleton, 
who ranks among the most intelligent and 
successful farmers and fruit growers in the 
county. Samuel Lord Chipman, youngest 
son of the late Rev. Thomas Handley, and 
who married, (1) Mercy FitzRandolph, (2) 
Ann Tomlinson, nee Schafner, was the 
father of seven children, (1) Phebe Jane, 
who married George Shafner, (2) Lavinia
Ann, who married------------------------ —.

These by first wife ; by the second there
were (3) James Albert, who married--------
Tapper, of Stewiack, (4) Thomas Handley, 
»ho married Elizabeth Tnpper, (6) Aman­
da (deceased) who married George J. 
Bishop, (6) Mary Eliza, and (7) Frederick 
Miles, who married Annie Fisher. The 
eldest of these sons is à well known merchant 
ei Halifax, and the others are well known 
and respected farmers in the township of An­
napolis. The other branches of the Chip- 
man tree who have found a home in this 
county will be traced in another article at 
a future day.

WE ALSO CLUB —AND—Church Services.

On Sunday morning the Baptist pulpit 
was filled by the pastor, Rev. F. M. Young, 
who preached an excellent sermon on the 
obligations of the church towards their 
pastor. His text was in Exodus, ch. 17, 
verse 12, which reads as follows : “ But 
Moses’ hands were heavy ; and they took a 
stone and put it under him, and he sat 
thereon ; aud Aaron and Hur stayed up his 
hands, the one on the one side, and the 
other on the other side ; and his hands 
were steady until the going down of the 
sun.” The church in relation to its pastor 
should fill the position of Aaron and Hnr— 
they should hold up his hands when they 
drooped. (1) By their sympathy ; (2) by 
love, and confidence in his desire to serve 
them ; (3) by obedience to his wishes so far 
as they were sustained by the Word of 
God ; (4) by constant and earnest co-opera­
tion with him, and (5) by their prayers to 
God for him. Each of these beads were 
expanded and their results pointed ont In 
a most suitable and impressive manner. 
During the delivery of the sermon he made 
a graceful reference to this journal as being 
alike useful and creditable to the commun­
ity, and recited in excellent style and taste 
the little poem entitled " Wise,” which 
appeared in its last number. Although not 
a member of his communion we most 
cordially wish him a successful pastorate 
while among us. ^

There was no service in the afternoon in 
any of the churches in town until 19 o’clock, 
at which hour service was held in the Pro­
vidence Wesleyan Church, the pulpit being 
filled by Rev, Mr. Wright, the pastor. He 
preached from Ecclesiastes, 12th chap., 13th 
and 14th veascs, which read as follows: 
“ Let us hear the conclusion of the whole 
matter. Fear God and keep his command­
ments, for this is the whole duty of 
For God shall bring every work into judg­
ment, with every secret thing whether it be 
good or whether it bo evil. ” The book of 
Ecclesiastes, he said, was the autobiography 
of Solomon, whose life was so conspicuous 
a failure not withstaudingall his advantages. 
It contained some things that 
and some things that were impure, but it 
mast be remembered these sayings were the 
words of Solomon, and not those of God.- 
The writer had sought happiness in the 
acquisition of knowledge, in the enjoyment 
of ease, in the whirl of pleasure, in w ine 
and women, and in all t hings that could min. 
ister to his lower nature, and he had been 
forced, at the last, to speak the greatest 
truth that had ever passed his lips in the 
words of the text. He then made an appeal 
to the youth of the congregation to avoid 
the course of the,great prince if they would 
hope to find true happiness in this life and 
perchance in the next. This sermon was 
admirably adapted to do good to all who 
listened to it, and all seemed impressed 
with its value and eloquence.

A case absolutely new in the jurispru­
dence of New York state, if not in that of 
the country, has just been decided by the 
New York court of appeals, which has re­
versed the written statutes in behalf of the 
unwritten law. Elmer Palmer, a boy liv­
ing in SL Lawrence county, Now York, 
became the pet of hto grandfather, who had 
a will drawn making Elmer ltis principal 
legatee. Subsequently the hoy misbehaved, 
and hto grandfather threatened to disin­
herit him. To prevent this the boy poison­
ed hto grandfather. The young murderer 

convicted but escaped with a term in 
the reformatory. The dead man’s children 
then sued for tho property, but were 
suited, the supremo court finding no statute 
which would authorize the revocation of a 
last testament. This decision has lieen re- 

d by the court of appeals, which, while 
admitting that the case to not covered by 
existing statutes readily comprehends it 
within these broad principles : —

‘ No one shall be permitted to profit by 
hto own wrong or to found a claim upon liis 

iniquity, or to acquire property by his 
own crime.

“A thing which to within the intention 
of tho makers of a statute to as much with­
in the statute as if it were within the let­
ter, and a thing wliich is within tho 
qf the statute is not within the statute 
unless it be within the Intention of the 
makers.

For a Christmas Dessert.

The following receipts for Christmas 
dessert dishes are given by Mrs. Eliza R. 
Parker in The Ladite Home Journal for 
December, and can be accepted as reliable.

Christmas Podding.—Wash and dry a 
pound of currants, stone a pound of raisins. 
Mix together. Dry a quarter of a pound 
of sifted flour, a quarter of a pound of stale 
bread crumbs, a quarter of a pound of 
brown sugar, a pound of finely chopped 
suet, and half a pound of cut candied 
orange peel, grate in half a nutmeg and 
one lemon. Beat five eggs, to which add a 
teacup of molasses, pour over the other in­
gredients, and mix thoroughly. Pack in 
a weli greased mould and boil ten hours. 
Serve with hard sauce.

Christmas Ginger Cakes.—Rub half a 
pound of fresh butter into a scant pound of 
flour ; beat four eggs, add one pound of 
powdered sugar, the grated peel of a lemon, 
and a tablespoonful of extract of ginger. 
Mix all together well. Roll thin, cut in 
small oval cakes, sift with powdered sugar, 
and bake in a slow oven until pale brown.

Santa Clads Cake.—Three cups of 
sugar, half a cup of butter, the whites of 
eight eggs, ode pint of sifted flour, two 
teaspoonfuls of baking powder, and a table- 
spoonful of rose water. Rub the butter 
and sugar to a cream, add the flour and 
baking powder, mix in a smooth batter, add 
a small teacup of sweet milk, and the 
flavoring, lastly stir in the stiffly beaten 
whites of the eggs. Bake in jelly cake 
pans. For filling make an icing of the 
beaten whites of four eggs, three cups of 
sugar flavored with vanilla,—divide in half 
—in one portion mix a teacup of chopped 
almonds, in the other the same of finely 
chopped figs. Spread alternately on the 
layers of cake. Ice the top in fancy icing, 
and put in the centre a little colored sugar 
figure of Santa Claus (which can bought be 
at the confectioner's.)

Baby Postage Stamps.

PORTRAIT OK A CHILD MONARCH ON THE 
STAMPS OK SPAIN.

Letters which have recently arrived from 
Spain have borne a new postage stamp, 
marked with the effigy of the King of 
Spain, Don Alfonso XIIL The fact in 
itself is nothing at all remarkable, since 
the postage stamps of every monarchical 
country boar the portrait of its monarch. 
But the fact that the King is less than four 
years old, having been bom May 17, 1886 
and the further fact that the stamps of the 
kingdom have lieen marked with his effigy 
but a short time, makes the circumstance 
an interesting one, says the Youth's Com­
panion. Never before, we believe, has a 
postage stamp borne the portrait of a baby 
monarch. There have been many child 
potentates, but Don Alfonso XIII. is the 
first baby who has reigned over a European 
country since the introduction of tho use 
of postage stamps.

To this generation, which considers the 
postage stamp almost as much a necessity 
of life as food or raiment, it seems hard to 
believe that 40 years have not yet gone by 
since postage stamps came into general use 
in*Kurope and the United States.

No doubt this new baby stamp of Spain 
will be sought for, at least for a time, by 
thousands of stamp collectors for its novel­
ty. It is quite sure, however, to become 
common. But witbiu a few years Don 
Alfonso, growing so old that he may fairly 
claim to be * quite a big boy,' will need a 
new postage stamp ; and then, perhaps 
another and another before he has become 
a man. So that people who preserve these 
stamps will possess a record in postage 
stamps of a young king’s growth from baby­
hood to man hood.

It is printed in several colors, according 
to the denomination.

THE FIRST STEAMER TO CROSS THE ATLAN­
TIC WITHOUT AUXILIARY SAILS.

(From the Montreal Star.)
J. W. Henry, of Quelwc, who, as an ap­

prentice in Tweddill’s foundry, cast the 
grate bars for the vessel, writes to give 
some interesting information about the 
steamer Royal William, which was the 
first steamer to cross the Atlantic under 
steam alone. The arrival of the vessel at 
London was described in the Quebec Morn­
ing Chronicle November Cth, 1832, in its 
London correspondence as follows :

‘The steamer Royal William arrived 
here some days since from Pictou, after be­
ing 19 days out, of which she had two days 
detention to make some alteration in her 
machinery. The whole distance of the 
voyage (about 2500 miles) was performed 
by steam with the most perfect success, 
and the captain and engineers declare that 
it is superior as fuel for the use of steam­
ers to anything tried before. They found 
no inconvenience from clinkers, and what­
ever adhered to the bars of the grate 
scaled off with a slight touch, leaving the 
bars clean and uninjured. As a proof of 
the latter, one set of bars served for the 
whole voyage without damage. They had 
made no alteration on their grates, and 
they consider one chaldron of Pictou coal 
equal to three cords of wood.”

Mr. Henry explains that the above ves­
sel was built by George Black, senr., at 
Cape Cove, Quebec. James Goudie, now 
living in Chicago, was the foreman of the 
shipyard, and served his apprenticeship in 
Glasgow. He brought the model of the 
vessel out with him, and it can still be 
seen at the rooms of the Literary and His­
torical tiocicty, Merton college, Quebec. 
The engine was made by Bennett juid Hen­
derson, Montreal.

How * Lightning ’ Sketches Ark 

Made.—In the illustration of his lectures 
by the drawing of rapid caricatures ou the 
stage Mr. Nast is said to resort to one of 
those helpful, though by no means illeg­
itimate, tricks which every artist who at­
tempts this sort of * lightning ’ sketch bus­
iness before audiences finds it necessary to 
make use of. No man, however practical 
and expert, can be sufficiently sure of liis 
nerve and skill under such circumstances as 
to rely wholly upon them, and thus he is 
compelled to resort to some little harmless 
deception. The important lines in car­
toons so executed Mr. Nast has pricked 
out beforehand with pin-holes invisible to 
the spectators, and by these his chalk is 
guided. Others lightly sketch their out­
lines with a solution of gum arabic, which 
is made visible to the artist by the reflec­
tion of the glare of the footlights. The 
most common way, however, is to do the 
tracing with a mixture of soapsuds and 
Canada balsam, with a drop or two of 
some fixed oiL This leaves an invisible 
but sticky line. When the artist goes to 
work before the audience be holds in his 
hand a rag on which crayon dust has been 
rubbed. This dust catches on the outline 
and really makes the mark that is appar­
ently produced by the stick of crayon held 
in the fingers.—New Orleans Picayune.
