about this country has more might than a 
resident—at least people think so—-the fol­
lowing extract from a letter written bv Rev. 
J. A. McMullen, Vicar of Colridge, England, 
will be read with interest :

“The rancheros maintain that mixed agri- 
iculture is impossible in those regions, owing 
to the prevalence of summer fronts, which 
destroy green drops and injure corn ; but, in 
my opinion, this is only true of certain lim-, 
ted areas, Mr. Shaw, of Fish Creek, a few 
miles from C dgary, kept a record of the 
temperature there all through last year, and 
only once during the summer months did 
the thermometer fall to freezing point—on 
the night of August 23—when it came down 
to 23 9 ; but at that time all the grain was 
harvested, and the effect on green crops was 
hardly perceptible. Observations taken at 
Fort MacLeod are to the same effect, so that 
it mly safely be concluded that from Calgary 
to the frontier mixed farming will prove 
successful. At Edmonton, m latitude 53,31. 
nearly two hundred miles nortu of Calgary, 
summer frosts never do any barm, and I was 
informed by Father Lecombe, that excellent 
wheat is grown at Fort Dunvegan, on the 
Peace Rivet, m latitude 56°. The spring
