A Visit Among my D-iéciblc
Friends.

On Gth of last Juno Mo Gafl camo
to tho Christian Institute, Toronto, to
rco me, and Invited mo to go to the
Convention of the Disciples, which was
held at Owen Sound., It was about
ten o'clock at night and T was corvect.
ing o paper, which a young missionary
had written in the Oriental language.
I told him that [ would cloge wy class

my clags on Juno 6th, T:called in the
afternoon on Bro. Malcolm, at hisliomo
on Church strect.  Wo left tho Union
station for tho Convontion, by the 4,45
p-n. train, in which wero many peoplo
who wero going to Owen Sound, When
wo arrived at Orangovills wo found
tho track washed away by tho flood,
and tho worning train stilldelayed, the
passenger Loing obliged to tako tho
other road, Wo arrived at Owen Sound
at 10 o'clock, p.an,, and weut to tho
church but tho meoting was over. [
was token to Mrs. Wm, Konuedy's
bome, whero wo remained that night,
Bro. D. Munro, and Bro. A, Gray were
with mo. On Juno 7, 1 attonded tho
Disciples Convention, which was well
attended by Disciples from all over tho
province. I apoko ot tho afternoon
meeting on " Union of Christians in
Japan,” baving been introduced by Dro.
QUafl.  Owen Sound ina beautiful town
ziluated on tho bay of tho same name,

Konnedy to drivo to sco the Falls, about
four wilcs out of town. In tho alternoon
about two o'clock Mrs. Keancdy, Mrs,
Baughman, DBro. Gray and I went to
tho Folls in a carringo. Tho scenery of
thia country is beautiful, On our way
to the Falls wo saw n great diversity of
landscape.  Beautiful mountains aro
reparated from each other by pictur-
etquo valloys. When I arrived at the
fall I found it grand and magnificent.
Tho largo fouring-mill besido tho fall
{s run by water-power, also o largo
woolen favtory built Ly thoe rock, run
by tho samo natural power. In tho
afternoon I went to another village
with Mrs, Xennedy, Miss Kerboroun
and Mre. Creasor, 1o sco Canadian
Indians who were camping in tho wood.

They wereliving in a small teut, and
the women wero making Lasketa, 1
asked tho girl to writo some Indinn
words for e, and she wroto some words
on o picco of paper in Roman cliaracters,
so I thought they have no written
language. This Is what she wrote:
¢ Keo (o ahi po al: mooun dur yo geou
ke gich poosho knmee.” I am vory
glad to sco you who cane from foreign
land.” It gives me great pleasuro to
csll on ther Indians, as a famous Eth
nologlan mid: *“Tho anceators of the
American Indious camo  from  the
northern part of Japan, if not tho
Japancso anceatora dexcended from the
Indians.”

On Friday I lefc Owen Sound for
Toronto, and at 9 o'cleck arrived safely

[

at the Union atation. T enjoyed very
much tho visit to Owon Sound, whero
I found so many friends from all parts
of tho provinco who wero very kind to
mo. ‘Tho Owen Sound Convention was
the most glorious meeting I have
attended ainco I camoto thiscontinent.
1 only regrotted that I could not re-
wember all of their names, yot they
remewnbered and called e ¢ Bro. Ohno
from Japan.”
