THE 1-IOLIDAY SEASON,
We are now rapidly approacbing the holiday season, and ai-

ready the pictorial papers are out with their beautifully exe-
ented chromo-lithographe of "Christmas as it ought to be."
According to the illustrated press. Christmas ls one round of
jollity and good-will. Every oneis engagedinstirring puddings,
telling ghost storice, relieving picturesque distress, and, to sum
the whole up in a few words, ail are acting a part in that con-
ventional Christmas which, so far as the great majority of people
are concerned, existe only in their imagination. No doubt
amongst some of our merchant princes Christmas really is what
it is pictorially represented to be. They can afford to burn
Yule loge and indulge freely in all the various festivities that
are considered appropriate to this season of the year. To their
honor, be it said, most of them are alo equally ready to remem-
ber the poor and friendless. But to the great majority of the
people Christmas is anythiig but a period of rejoicing. in fact
it is the very time when most demands are made upon their
purees and when they are least able to meet them.

There is an old, but very true saying, that no people can be
rendered happy by Act of Parliament, and, although social Cus-
toms operate with a despotie authority that no legislative en-
actment could possibly command, even the necessity Of com-
pliance with the customs of the society in which we live eau
hardly render Christmas a festive seanson in this climate. Look
at it how we will, the fact is evident that, for the average Can-
adian, Christmas comes ut the vrong season of the year. He je
required to b festive and jocund at the very period when his
mind is most occupied with the great problem of ways and

means. He le called upon to give a series of useless, but none
the less expensive, presants at a time when ha is least able to
afford them; simply because it is Christmas. Take the average
man of business-outside of our merchant princes. The heav-
lest expenses of the year are just now crowding upon him. He
must lay in and pay for his winter fuel; he must provide him-
self and his family with that amount of winter clothing without
which the severity of this climate could not be endured; lie
muet pay for all the multifarious household expenses entailed
upon him by the advent of the beautiful snow; and lie muet
meet all the bills that pour in upon him with merciless regular.
ity at the end of the year. Lucky ha is if ha does not also re-
ceive notice that unless bis taxes, etc., are paid within fifteen
days execution will forthwith issue against bis goods and
chattels. He knows that the holiday week will bring him in
but little profit, and that the coming fonrth of January will be a
date that will tax bis resources to the uttermost, and yet public
opinion and the press call upon him to be jovial and hospitable,
and compel him to mask bis real anxiety and worry under an
outward front of festivity and congratulation.

But if things are bad enough for the ordinary householder,
they are tan times worse for the retail trader. Take for instance
the case of the retail grocer or general storekeeper. For weeks
past ha has had a large number of customers (possibly a major.
ity of his trade) who have run behind on the books simply be-
cause the cash ha would otherwise have received has gone for
coal, stoves, winter clothing, rubbers, putting up double win-
dows, etc., and yet the unfortunate man is compelled by the
iron rule of custom not only to put up with an accumulation of
indebtedness forced upon him by the exigencies of the climate,
but also to present every customer wit.h a Christmas gift, usu-
ally expected in the form of some of bis choicest and most ex-
pensive goode, apparently as a reward for bis not bavingpaid up
to date.

This is one of the idiotic customeentailed upon us by a slav-
ish adherence ta the custome of the older world. No doubt at
one time, when the European countries were almost purely
agricultural, the latter end of December (apart from its religious
character) was peculiarly appropriate for holiday making. By
that time tae crops were all harvested and sold, and King Frost
bad chained the earth in his icy fetters, so that the few weeks
laft before the spring toil commenced once again, were the best
possible season for festivity. In fact there was nothing lase ta
do. But now-a-days our conditions are altogether changed. The
Christmas week is a week of toil and of anxiety. With the first
of the year comes a cloud of liabilities that tax the average busi-
ness man's resources to a very grave extent, and with the com-
ing fourth staring him in the face, bis merriment is, perforce,
spasmodic. e le by no means in the position of his more for-
tuate progenitor; so that the customs which were so appropri-
ate ta the medirval ages of Englaud and Germany fit in very
poorly with the conditions under which modern Canada is com-
pelled to exist. And yet the average citizen is called upon (if
an employer of laçbor) ta signalize a peculiarly expensive season
by gifts ta his most prominent employes (if not ta all) as 'well as
to" remember" in a tangible and expansive form a large circle
of expectant relatives.

Oa certain classes of the retail trade this Christmas tax falls
with unusual force. We do not expect the coal dealer ta furnish
us with a ton of coal for nothing, or the gas company to present
us with a quarter's gas; but the moment we reach those trades-
men who minister to the needs of the Inner man the unwritten
code of Christmas taxation comes at once into action, and is en-
forced with an iron hand. Possibly this peculiar liability of
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certain trades is due ta our 'greater familiarity with them; ta
the fact that they make daily visite ta our homes and that thus
insensibly they have cona ta ha regarded as more intimately
connected with us and therefore, presumably, to take a closer
interest in our welfare at this season. This sentiment, like a
hard-headed nation, we have turned ta practical account by in-
sisting on their displaying it in a tangible nanner; regardlese
of the fact that the necessity of making presents out of the most
profitable articles in hie stock to a large circle of expectant cus-
tomers, renders the Christmas of the poorer tradesman infinitely
less "merry " than it otherwise would have beau.

Wlhat la the consequence ? Simply that Christmas, instead
of being the jovial holiday it ought to be, has developed into a
species of social bugbear. It has becorae a season vlen the
mean customer expects ta get "square" with his suppliers by
exacting from then a Christmas gift of far greater value than
the volume of his trade really justifies. IL lias become a season
when people are forced ta make presents that tbey cannot afford
in exchange for gifts that they have no earthly need of. It i a
season of mild, but noue the less irritating, extortion. It is the
season where donors make presents simply because they have
ta, and where the recipients accept them without gratitude sim-
ply because they know they are given under pressuire.

This may possibly seom a pessimistic view of Christmas; but
there are bundreds of marchants, both wholesale and retail, in
this city, who will endorse our statements in this particular.
What was originally intended as a season of supreme unselfish-
ness and generosity is rapidly degenerating into a season of
licensed greed; for if the expected gift does not meet the antici-
pations of the recipient the donor is certain ta hear of it, directly
or indirectly. As a consequence the merchant la compelled ta
make provision in his calculations for a certain amount of dead
loss in the shape of Christmas gifts, at thi very time when le
lias most need of bis ready money, Is it then ta ha expected
that ha can look forward ta Christmas with any feeling of de-
liglht, or that ha can enjoy it in the true spirit of rejoicing? He
would be something out of the ordinary run of human nature if
lie could. Nor does the favored customer reap an advantage
anything like commensurate with the loss entailed upon the
donor. The present la usually something le does niot want, and
would possibly be far better without; and thus the ordinary re-
sult of the custom of Christmas giving je that neither party reap
the least advantage from the transaction.

The fact le that we do not aparoach ChristmaEs in a practical
spirit. Thanks ta the efforts of the pictorial press ve have ha-
coma imbued with the belief that Christmae is an ideal period
wlen the ordinary course of events is perverted for sentimental
reasons, and when the relations between buyer and seller and
between employer and employed become suddenly reversed. It
is in the effort to render ourselves conformable ta this untenable
position that we make the mistake. Let uslook upon Christmas
as it really le in this country-that is as a purely religiousIholi-
day. Let us divest it of this ridiculons customn of gift giving,
and abandon the pretence of generosity when we well know that
our presents are forced from us by pressure. In other words jet
us be what we really are; and not pretenid that human nature
eau be suddenly cbanged simply because the press say it ought
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to he. If vo did so, Christmas would be a purer and holier
festival tian it now is. IL would he stripped of its present
morcenary features, and instead of being a season of self-indul-
gence and mare material enjoyment it would he really one of
peace on eartli and good will towards men. Our present ideal
Christmas is a pure newspaper " fake "; a monstrosity of mince
p ies and in(ligestil)le plumn-pudding. We are a practical people-
let ns then have a practical Christmas.

THE PORT OF MONTREAL.
In a former article under this caption some remarks were

imado on proposed expendituros in connection with the port
whichi have been conmented upon in a favorable light by lead-
ing slipners and practical men. It la beginning ta dawn upon
the public that there is something behind this violent hurry to
spend millions of dollars on the harbor, which savors of jobs and
boodling, and they would like to sea suchi movements initiated by
mon of woiglt in mercantile affaira. Until quite recently our
Canadian lawyer--aldermen, politicians and contractors have
been quite apathetic about ships and shipping. Why this
change ?

Tho proposai to establish a still-water basin et the east end
of the harbor, several miles from the present centre, will, we feal
sure, recetive no countenanco except fron those directly inter-
ested. Thore is already a long lino of waarfage in the east end,
more tian enough for present wants, and When a Iditional ac-
connodation ls wauted it can oasily be provided by menus of
piers, the river here bing wide and deep. As there is no tide
at Montreal, there is nu uecesity for a'still-water basin, as in
Quîebec. We pointed ont in a former issue that the east end
wharvos lying so far from the .wholesale warehousea the cart-
ages charges on heavy goods from thence are quite liable to be
more than the ocean freight, aud ships berthed to the west and
contre will always have the advantage, unless, in fact, the Can-
adian Paciflc which la supposod to be favorable to certain east
and inprovemnents, should devise some systemu of local distri-
bution from the whiarves by rail. The advocates of expenditure
have stated that forty or lifty more ships would have loaded hee
this season if the accommodation hdd bean ample, whereas
practical hippers have told us they suffered no inconvenience, in
spite of an unusually large trade, and if the harbor commission-
ers al einforced their excellent by-laws, with reference to the
handling O ships and the prompt despatch of freight fram the
docks, mnany more vessels could have traded Ihere. It seems
absurd to speak of expansive docks when the present harbor
channel ls so narrow that a shoal appeared in the river this
summer about two stone throws from the Custom House wharf.
Thte river could be dredged et comparatively small cost far ont
in the streai and the present wharves and piers extended in-
deflnitely.

If a dock is roally found to be a necessity the proper place for
it is near the entrance to the canal, in the vicinity of the large
warehoises and factories, as proposed li the Henshaw schieme
Suich a dock would conveniently winter a large number of canal,
river and lake craft, and secure an immense saving on cartage
hills. This basii, or doek, wotuld caver 24 acres on the unim-
proved plot of gruGnid, partly occupied by dingy, old buildings,
bounddol hy McGill, Wellington and Colborne streets and pre-
sents many practical featurcs. Wo have no desire at present to
favor this, or any other sclcno. Thit danger that thratena us
is thmat o wild hapazard expenditure and harbor grabs similar to
those made in the past oi the United States Treasury. It may
h1 poiiteid out that ilhe scheno nost favored by the maîijority of
the specil comittee of the Montreal Board uf Trade in May of
the currenît year la not without serious objections. The'mnuuin
foature is I protectivt emlbaniiiiment placed o the Shoals in
front of the ideep wialer which would protect certain projected
wharves and piers and tthe entrance to the canal against ice
shoves. 'Thie n)ew vharves iu this plan " No. 6 would give 9,960
feet addilional accommodation fron the entrance to the Lachine
canal to the Victoria pier, and 2,400 fot more if the protective
emabankmnt i8 arranged for whaives as it no doubt would be.'
The commuitoe la of opinion tbat this eubankmenmt " would not
interfère in ainy way with the ordinary current of the river, or
augment floods in other directions, or increase the force or speed
of the current in the river." Unfortunately the opinion enter-
tainied by tlie commnitteo ls not universal. There are people
who hold it would seriously affect the. current and depth of
vater and causo floods on the south shore, resulting in hîeavy

actions for damages aigainst the port.

The les dangerous and less expansive project would'be to
try the effect of piers and booms in Lake St. Louis for the deten-
tion of the spring ice. If ice jams and floods can be stopped in
this way, and thera is strong reason and high expert authority
to support this view, the present piers and wharves can he ex-
tended indefinitely in the harbor by the simple process of
dredging the river to the south; the roadway along the river
front cean be widened on the river side-and the present unsightly
dyke abolisbed. Saveral schemes have included high wharves
and a high protective wall along the river front. These offer
impediments to the loading.and unloading of freight, especially
with regard to the smaller craft, and would also add to the cart-
age difficulty. Both wharves and sea-wall should be as low as
possible.

The subject is of such vital importance that we may raturn
to it again before long.

THE QUEBEC LEGISLATURE.
The coming session of the Quebec Legislature, which opens

next month, will be one of unusual interest, since it is currently
believed that one of the first measures to be brought before the
house will be a bill providing for the redistribution of constitu-
ences, and that, so soon as the Province shall have been so
gerrymandered as to render the re-election of the Mercier gov-
ernment to power a certainty, the Premier will dissolve the
present legislature and appeal confidently to the country for a
ratification of this policy.

That this skilful move la made for the purpose of neutralizing
the English vote, is more than probable. Ever since the alec-
tion in Brome the Mercier press have been full of menaces
towards the English speaking minority. They have been
threatened openly with political extinction unless they came
obediently to heel, and have been warned that punishment for
their contumaey was at band. The blow le now about to fall.
The donatituences, where the English vote is sufficiently numer-
ous to be formidable, are to be so reconstructed as to ensure an
overwhelming preponderance of French voters, and as the more
ignorant and fanatical tlbe voter, and the more plastic ha is in
the hands of the iNationalist heelers, every effort will ha made
to so redistribute the seate as to effectually debar the educated
classes, and more especially the -English-speaking voters, from
having auy chance to sway the destinies of an election.

Of course .Mr. Mercier puts forward the plea tiat as the
existing electoral divisions were formed some forty years ago
they are no longer applicable to the cbanged conditions of the
country. So far as Montreal is concerned, this statement car-
tainly is correct. That a city containing 180,000 inhabitants
and furnishing nine-tenths of the provincial revenue, should
only have three representatives while every tiny county with a
few thousand of population sends one, la certainly absurd; and
the interests of this city demand a larger representation in order
to curb as much as possible the tendency of the government to
treat Montreal as the milch cow of the province. But so far as
most of the constituences whence Mr. Mercier draws his majority
are concerned, tley are practically the same as they were fifty,
or indeed a hundred years ago, and, therefore, to plead the
necessity of redistribution in order to provide for the march of
population or the spread of education in their case, la simply
aheer nonsense. The fact la the whole mensur lia a "gerry-
mander" intended to swamp the vote of the minority and to
put the election of the Mercier candidates as far beyond doubt
as is possible in counties where some petty local issue will often
sway the contest to one side or the other.

Should this scheme succeed and Mr. Mercier once more
return to power with an increased following of obedienit partis-
ans behind him, let us hope that bis first act will be to
thoroughly examine into the condition of the finances of tbis
province, and to see if it b not possible to curtail some of the
present expenditure, since any further increase in revenue seems
hardly within the possibilities. Since the Mercier administra-
tion came into power, the cost of administering the provincial
government has increased so rapidly that four millions of dol-
lars have bea added to our indebtedness, while the interest
alone -le rapidly approaching 50 par cent. of the ordinary re-
venue. Shortly another new loan must he placed to meet the
deficiency. In fact it was only by the expedient of using the
funde deposited with the government by certain railways to
purchase a guarautee that the necessity for further borrowing
has been postponed so long. Inspite of thefactthatthenew im-
poste have increased the revenue by $350:000 yearly, the pro-
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vince I daily sinking deeper into debt. The taxes on commer-
cial corporations, which aggregate nearly $900,000 siùè Mr.
Mercier put the law into operation, the additional imposte on
the lumbermen which have produced $300,000, and the in-
creased revenue from licenses, have all been absorbed, as well
the proceeds of the loan of $3,500,000, and the railway deposits of
$2,230,000, and yet the liabilhties of the province are more than
$4,000,000 in excess of what they were two years ago.

This is indeed a serions showing. We cannot go on living
on borrowed money. If we do, we shall soon find the revenue
sinking under the pressure of the load of interest. There must
come a time when new loans can no longer be obtained and
wben the provincial credit will ho seriously impared. Only one
rational course je open to the governmerit, and that je ta reduce
the expenditure within the limits of the revenue. It can be
done, and it nust he doue; even if some of the government
favorites allowances of " pap"I have to he curtailed. There is no
other way that will afford any but the most temporary relief.
Did the commercial community possese sulflcient electoral
power they would insist upon such a course being followed at
once; but unfortunately they do not. The whole of the elec-
toral po wer je beld by ignorant and bigoted French-Cauadian
farmers who believe everything that a glib-tongued orator of
their own race and creed chooses to tell them, and who care
nothing for the advancement of the country so long as their own
little farme are not taxed. Hayseed legislation bas always been
the drawback ta Montreal. " Tax the merchant and let the
farmer go free 1" bas always been the battle-cry of the politician•
and were it not for the energy and push of our business men
this policy would long since have trottled Montreal's trade and
driven'her largest commercial enterprises across the provincial
border lino. But a time must come when the taxable capacity
of this city will be reached ; and then the farmer will he com-
pelled to assume his share of the burden. Wheu that period
cones, and ho is touched in hie tenderest point, the pocket, he
will probably learn common sense ; but so long as he le aible ta
shift the cost upon the shoulders of the citizen so long shall we
be compelled to bear the burden entailed upon us by the present
reckless expenditure of the provincial funds.

CANADIAN DEVELOPMENT.
Judged by the standard of larger and wealthier and more

favorably situated communities, the development and progress
which we ose around us might not cause unusual encourage-
ment or gratification; but that there is progress and steady, con-
tinuons improvement in many directions cannot be doubted.

This is seen easily enough in our larger urban communities,
but that it applies ta the whole country cannot be denied, as the
volume of our imports and exports speak for themselves. In
Montreal the increase in assessments for the Current vear will
be between five and six million dollars, nearly all due ta build-
ings put up within the past twelve months. The new business
blocks were included in last year's roll, and the principal in-
crease this year bas been in St. Antoine ward, -a residence dis-
trict largely. Last year the assessments reached a total of
$o0,324,600, which. the exemptions of $19,131,920 brought up ta
S109,456,535. This year the real estate available for taxation

vill ho 96,000,000; the exemptions are fully $22,000,000; givine
a total value of $118,000,000. Building operations have been
brisk not only in St. Antoine, but in St. Lawrence, Central,'St.
Gabriel and St. Jean Baptiste wards, and the prospects of the
building trade for next year are most promising.

Another encouraging feature is afforded by the shipping in-
terest. Owingto the smallneEs of the Canadian grain crop there
was little domestic wheat, peas, oats and barley for export, but
this was made up by large shipments of American wbeat and
corn from Chicago and other western points, exportera patron-
izing the St. Lawrence and Montreal route who had never done
so before. This trade could never have been secured if the
government had not enforced a rebate of the canal talls at the
opening of the season as it bas now done for somle years past.
Our shippers should continue ta urge tieir claims until perman-
eut reduction le effected, as with fair play there le no doubt the
St. Lawrence canais are more than a match for the Erie canal
route to New York. An exception to the large exports of the
present year lias been in the item of apples, oily about 310,000
barrels having been shipped, as against some 690,000 last year.
This is due to the crop not heing so abundant and cheap. On an
examination of the shipping statistics of the port we notice

the number of steamabips is less but the tonnage le larger than
last year. So far as sailing vessels are concerned, there is an
increase both in numbers and tonnage.

The value of the assessable real estate of Toronto bas in-
creased to a wonderful extent, and the building "boom,"
although not so active, ls apparently not yet at an end. hie last
assessment gives a value of $122,651,244, against only $41,773.497
in 1879. Ten years ago the population was estimated at 74,000
and to-day at over 175,000; in the sae period the volume of
trade bas advanced from $15,000,000 to S23,000,000. Hitherto
the buildings erected in Toronto have probably not been so pre.
tentious, costly, nor as substantial as in some other cities of the
same size, but there bas been a marked improvement in these
particulars of late. The new Board of Trade building, in course of
construction, will present an imposing front, being built of red
stone and pressed brick; it is to ho seven stories and will cost
some $400,000. Its success as a filancial enterplisu may, per-
haps, awaken our Montreal Board to action. The sister Board bas
already rented for ten-year terme oflices suflicient to bring in an
annual rental of $25,200, leaving $11,000 worth unengaged. A
handsome building of seven stories, to cost $350,000, li being
erected by the Bank of Commerce, and among other buildings
under construction are those of the Freehold Loan & Savings,
Traders' Bank, Canada Life, etc. These fine blocks, and others
contemplated, will add greatly to the appearance of Ontario's
chief city.

Looking wider afield, we find increased attention is being
paid to the extension of our foreign trade and the new depart-
ment of commerce at Ottawa, should be a signal benefit to the
country at large. The Anderson contract for the Atlantic steam-
ship service has fallen through, but it je probable something wi!l
be done with other lines to improve the present service and give
us a speed of at least sixteen or seventeen kuots. In January,
1891, the Pacific steamship route will be navigated by vessels of
sixteen to seventeen and a half knots, equal to the finest which
sail from New York, It is estimated that a seventeen knot
vessel can steam from Liverpool to Rimouski in less than six
days, and would have larger freight capacity than the 20-kuot
boats which the Andersons proposed to put on, as theso would
have ta carry an immense supply of bunker coal to the exclusion
of other goods. With the geographical advantages in our favor
it je not necessary to make such a high rate of speed as is dlone
from New York, but the Atlantic steamers should fully corres-
pond to those of the Pacifie. This fast through service promises
to have a stimulating effect on Canadian trade, and opens up ad-
vantages which our people cannot afford to lose sight of.

ELECTRIC LIGHING.
THE ARO LIGIIT.

The application of electricity to industrial purposes has
developed vith such wonderful rapidity during the past decade
that one la justified in anticipating any thing short of the miracu-
loue. Few indeed of us, outside of those who make a special
study of this wonderful force, realize the true extent of this
development. In every branch of human activity, In every one
of our domestie needs, electricity le being daily more utilized.
[n fact so general have electric appliances become that we are
now almost commencing to undervalue them, and to treat as
commonplace, achievements which in other ages would have
beau deemed supernatural. Men speak of electric lighting se in
other days they spoke of candles. The incandescent-lamp with
its carbon filament is no more wonderful ta them than the coal
oil lamp, and the are lamp is simply an improvoment on lighting
by gas. Few indeed of our citizens understand the method of
producing the electrie current necessary for such illumination or
how complex is the machinery required ta keep the carbons In
an ordinary are lamp always at the proper distances apart. The
majority never trouble themselves about it ail. They simply'-
accept the light as it la, and beyond a vaiue idea.that it je more
or less dangerous, dismiss it as one of the ordinary commonplace
street illuminants.

But were they ta once inspect a street lighting station, or still
better, the beadquarters station, they would realize at once not
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only the anount of delicate mechanism requisite to produce the
result achieved, but the amount of akill and science required
upon the part of the managers and eleçtricians. Take for in-
stance the familiar arc-larmp that dots our streets at night with
its brillianti lustre. Each of these lights requires 45 volts of
current, and on the ordinarv circuit the current la li-nited in this
city to 2,000 volts. 'hi current is produced bv a dynamo-electric
machine conposed of two powerful inagnets surroniided with
armatures whicl are connected witli two endi of a closed cir-
cuit. The revolutioi of the armature breaks the line of force
between the north and south poles of the magnets and- thus
generates the electricity which l collected on thin slips of
copper, terned "brusies," whicli convey it to the wires. Au
ingeiious autonatic regulator gaverns the amounît of electricity
ta be produced, and guarantees tlat no more shall be generated
than is really needed. Fromn the dynamos the wires pase to the
switchboard wlere all city circuits termiuate, and then out to
the forcet of poles tliat are day by day taking the place of
shado treos on Our streets, Arrived at the lamp the current
passes downa throughi the upper carbon and then tbrougl
thre-sixteenths of an inch of air to the lower carbon. It
is the passage of the current through the air that furnishes
thie brilliant white liglit we admire so mnuch; not the coin-
bnstion of the carbon. Carboi is siiply used because its
destruction is the most even of any known substance. Those
used ini Montreal are made of petroleum coke aud are the only
p)rtioi of the laip iot made li this country. The most in-
genions portion of the lamnp i the method by whiclh the counter
attraction of two magnets is male to feed the upper carbion
aitomnatically so that the space betweci the two is always
mllainitaiied at exactly the saie distance no rnatter how unequal
t.ie rapidity of consumtion of the two may be. This in the
systei uised by the Ro.yal Electric Light Company is almost

perfect. Double carbone are ised; each of which lest 8 hours.
Tho current by an automatic switch passes froin te firet to the
second so soon as the former is consumued, and does so mith such
rapidity that the extincetioi Of the Ome and the lightinlg Of the
otlier i imperceptible to the eye. hlie disagreeable flickoring
which occurs at times in the lighlt is either due to somae imper-
faction in these carlois or possibly to somae defect in the
mechanin of the lamp; but not, ta any dellection l the curreut.

rhirouiglh the courtesy of M.r. Charles Hagar, the general
manager, a reprOentatlive of the JoURNAL was permitted,
accompaiiied by Mr. 1). A. Starr, the general superintendeut,
to linspoct the promises of the Royal Electric Light Con-
pany fromn its hugo boller room in the basenent to the
spaciousB romais crowded withi skilled mnchanics where all
the many comaplex portions of clectrical macliinery are
nanufactured, adjusîted and put together. This company has

250 miles of insulatod wire of its own manufacture strung
in this city, and the excellence of tlieir insulation is evidenced by
te fict that althouigh they were compelled to employ "green I
men at firet, they have nover iad aile single accident. lu the
streets they operate 700 are and 600 incandescent lamps of 32
candle power. In stores and private dwellings they have 600
arc lamps and 3,000 incandescent lamps of from 16 to 125 candle
power. In not aie single case lias a user, or lineman suffered
injury. They cmnploy 20 linemon and cight patrol waggons who
patrol te city at niglt. Their mai attend every lire to ceut
wires if necessary, and they have also a tire waggon fitted with
wire and tools for re-ostablisling lines cnt or burnt through. To
give an instance of their promptitude and discipline ; at the
recent tire on Craig street the necossary cutting of the wires
broke a circuit and pnt out 40 lights. In less thai ten minutes
the company's eiployeos had a ne w wire strung round Victoria
square aud every lamîp ivas burning again as brilliantly se ever.

INcANDElScEI-NT LIGnING.

We now pass V the second of the company's systons; that
of incandescent lightiiig This is the one popularly suipposed ta
bo dangerous ; sinply because it is generated by a machine
givimg nu altorniating current. No doubt a pulsating current
gives a far worso shock than a steady one, and were the current
ta leave the machine in the sane forni as it is generated it
ulndoubtedly would be dangerous in ths extreme. But it does
not. li ftact it nover leaves the polos. IL roue directly to a
" trinsforiiier" wliere the electricity which leaves the machine
withî a heavy pressure and a low current le converted
into a mîîild curront of only 50 volts with a very light
pressure, and thereforo in a fori iot in the least dan-
gerous ta himan life. l fact s0 ridiculously mild i the

current required to illuminate these lamps that even with
a wetted finger applied to the two poles only the faintest shock
can be perceived. 'Io speak of such a current as this in terms
of apprehension is simply absurd. The lamp, as every one
knows, le simply a filament of carbonized bamboo enclosed in a
glass bulb in a vacuum. It is attached to the upper portion of
the lamp by two short pieces of platimum wire and the light is
produced by its incandescence when a low current of electricity
is passed along it. It l emphatically the light of the future, and
before long the present gas lamp will be as great a rarity in
every better class house as the tallow candle.

DANOR OF ELEcTJ o LIGHTING,

One of the greatest drawbacks that electric lighting bas had
to contend with in this city is the popular belief in its danger.
People read in the American press of the dangers of the " live "
wire, and jump to the conclusion that death lurks in every harm-
less wire strung across our streets. As a matter of fact there
have been more deaths in the last few monthe from coal-oil and
gas explosions than there have been from electricity in as nany
years. In this city, notwithstanding the fact that most of the
company's men were new to the business when firet employed,
there lias never been a single death or even accident from elec-
tricity. Even in the arc light curients only 2,000 volts are
allowed on each circuit; an amount which would certainly give
a smart shock, but could hardly prove fatal to any person of
sound constitution, even if they received it in all its intensity.
In the incandescent system there is simply no danger at all. A
current of 50 volts gives a barely perceptible shock, and the
average man would never know that he bad received it at all.
In fact these stories of death on the wire are mostly imaginary
and could only occur in cities where the amount of volts is
allowed ta reach up among the thousands. Wheu the number
of volts on each circuit is permitted to reach eight or ten thou-
sand (as is the case in somae cities in the United States) then
thera is danger lurking in the wire; but in this city the current
never exceeds 2 000 volts, and therefore may fairly be said to be
innocuous. In fact, in Montreal, electricity is safer than either
gas or coal-oil, and the more intelligent of our citizens have long
since recognized the fact.

THE LEGAL ASPECT OF TRUSTS.
The enormous influence and wealth attained in a few years

by the great Trust corporations of the United States is, at pre-
sent, onie of the remarkable features of commercial ,life on this
continent. Almost every departmenît of trade and industry bas
been affected by a concentration of capital and a combination of
interests, calculated on the one side to reduce expenditure and
enforce economies in production, and on the other to choke off
and stifle possible competition. It le perhaps not too much to
say that their possibilities for mischief and extortion, rather
than wrongs already committed, bave arrayed public sentiment
againet them.

A paragraph in Prosident Harrison's message to Congress in-
dicates that a Federal measure to limit or destroy their present
status under the law will be introduced, and there will doubt-
less be a severe struggle between the will of the people and the
power of the Trusts. As the conflict may be a protracted one
it is important to observe Vlat a decision of the United States
Supreme Court has fully sustained certain objections raised
against Trust organizations. The argument against thm bas
two distinct branches. The Trusts may be illegal, and yet be
liarmless and even beneficial to the public. But they may also
be legal, and yet on the whole pernicious to society. Many
abuses and evils, which all civilized society recognizes as per-
nicious, are nevertheless held to be not witlim its governing
scope; sometimes because it obviously lacks power to prevent
them, and sometimes because it cannot prevent them witbout
interfering too much with the freedom of the individual, and
doing more barm than good. The decision of the court is tbat
the Trust organization is in its nature such that a presumptioi
of unlawful purpose existe, upon which any jury would be justi-
fied in holding it guilty of conspiracy against the public welfare

In the opinion of our excellent contemporary, the New York
Commercial Bulleinu, the weak point of the decision, so far as it
bas a weak point, lies in the presumption that any and every
organization of the nature under consideration must be pre-
sumaed to seek the profit of participants by enhanoing the prices
of products. That does not always happeni. Individuals- do not
always seek their own profit in that way. IL is not too much to
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say that the tendency and temptatioi to seek profit in that way
are exceedingly strong with organizations of the kind in ques-
ftin. But the undisputed faci that both tendency and tempta-
tion have been by some such organizations resisted muet be
faced as a proof that the evil use of the power is not a necessary
result of the organization. It would be more accurate and more
philosophical ta say that the evii use results in so large a pro-
partion of cases, and the tendeny and temptation in that di-
rection are always s0 strong, that the very mode of organization
muet be held hostile ta the public welfare. To that length, and
even further, the Supreme Court evidently goes in the decision
rendered. The mere enhancing of prices is not an offense
against society. Every merchant endeavors with perfect free-
dom and perfect right, ta get the bet price he cea for bis goods.
But when severai individuais conspire together ta enhance
prices, their doing so is a confession that conspiracy is necessary
in order ta attain the advance desired, and consequently, that
the advance is not at the time justified by natural conditions of
demand and supply. The conspiracy of several brings into oper-
ation concentrated force, which l antagonistic to and tende ta
overpower the force of individual consumeras. In effect, it tends
ta destroy a free market; ta prevent [that free competition by
which alone prices eau be regulated equitably both ta producers
and consumera. Hence it le thaf the decision of the court holds
such a conspiracy contrary ta the public welfare, and therefore
criminal.

The aggregation of individuals under the form of the Trust
does in fact, in nearly all cases, contemplate control of the
markets and the fIxing of prices regardless of consumers.
Wherever this je the case, the reasouing of the court appears ta
be irrefragible. If a Trust should be organized withl no power
entrusted to anybody ta ix selling prices, and no attempt ta fix
them-a thing scarcely conceivable-then it might li argued
with some reason that the organization had voluntarily deprived
itself of the power ta conspire againat thu publie good, and so
could net be treated as such a conspiracy. But the Sugar Trust
not only bas the power, but bas openly exercised the power. to
fix the Belling prices of producte. The surrender by a corpor-
ation of its entire power of management ta trustees net contem-
plated in ifs franchise, whether for good or evil purposes, would
be an act of questionable legality. But when this technical ab-
dication of its responsibility ta the public je attended with the
disclosure of a purpose hostile to the interests of society and to
the laws, the corporation muet be held ta have forfeited its riglit
to exist or ta do business. Such je the sveeping decision of the
court, and it corresponds so closely with the purport of recent
legislation in many States that it muet, for the present at least,
be considered the established law of the United States.

CROP SvTTIcs.-The following Ontario crop statistics are taken
from the report of the Bureau of Industries, Toronto, dated Novem-
ber 25 :-The Grain Crops.-The results of thresliing have proved the
fall wheat crop ta be just about what was expected. The quality je
generally inferior, and the yield a small one. The conditions have
been exactly the reverse of what they were last ycar. Instead of a
dry, unfavorable spring, the prospects this year at that season were
Al that could lie desIred, and the outlook was an exceedingly cheer-
ful one ; but Je place of a very favorable period for maturing the grain,
wu unfortunately experienced a protracted drouth, and this, cornbined
with the unusrally beavy June raina, did very great injury ta almost
all crops. The natural consequence of the sudden heat was ta cause
an extensive shrinkage in the cars of grain, while rust was exceed-
ingly prevalent. Tho what yield te consequently a light one, averag.
ing barely 16 bushels to the acre, and weighing 50 ta 60 pound8 to
the buehel. ,TVie New Crop (f lall 11hea.--A generai reduction ls ap.
parent throughout the province in the area of fi wheat saown thli
year, and there will probably be a total falling off of from 10 to 15
per cent. on tla year's crop, in spite of the fact that in some instances
more than usual bas bou sown. This la probably due ta the condi
tion of the ground being such, owing to the drouth, that it was nexi
ta impossible to prepare stulible land for seeding. Again the mosi
unfavorable reports come from the south-western countie, where the
land has be exceedingly bard, dry and lumpy, and the acreage li
still less than it was last yenr. It ie stated that a considerable pro
portion of the seed has failed to germinate, owing to a lack of sueicieni
moisture. A botter tone ts apparent in the reports from the mid.
land and eastern counties, and there thre- falling off is not nearly so
marked, as the land was generally in good condition at seeding
and sumnmer fallowed laids are in most instances looking well. Tht
crop ls firly healthy, but much too backward owIng to the alo

growtb, and it has hardly made sufficient head ta be in a good condi-
tion to stand the rigors of the winter. The Hessian tfy does not ap-
pear to lie doing much damage this autumn, but the wire-worm is
occasionally mentioned in some of the eastern counties. Potatoes
have improved upon the first estimate, but mangels, carrots and
turnips, the latter especially, have not turned out as welt as prouised
early in the season. The difference between the estimates before and
after pulling turnips was 39.5 bushols per acre, which meaus consider-
ably over 4,000,000 busheis of,t decrease in the total for the province.
None of the roots approach to anything like au Ayerage yield, Tite
Yield of Crops.-Tie results of the threshing prove that in the Sep-
tember estimates too high a yield was credited the varions grains.
Spring wheat lias turned out to be only 14.3 bushels pur acre, or 1.3
bueiele lower than the estimate of September, and oats have dropped
1.6 per acre. The falling off ln the yield of beans is greater sti], being
3.3 bushels an acre. Corn ie the only grain that bas surpassed the
September estimate, having increased from 45.4 bushels in the car per
acre ta 49.4 bushels, but even these figures fall greatly behind au
average yield. Barley and buckwheat are the only grains which ex-
ceed their average for the savon years 1882-9.

ILsides cured mea ithe United Kingdom uses up 100,ooo,ooo Ibs. of
lard every year, of which over 90 per cent. is sent froin the United
States, while this country supplies ouly 6,000,000 Ibs. a year, which,
in vieiw of the fact that much of the Anerican lard is adulterated
with cotton seul cil and the Canadiau product la unadulterated,
cvinces a want of cnterpirise on the part of the Dominion.

THE Department of Fishteries is at present collecting Information
upon the subject of lobster hatelteries in order to establish two or three
in connection with the hatchery system, In view of the falling off In,
the lobster industry, consequent, upon over-ilshing. Lobster Hatche-
ries in New Fugland and in Norway have beau very successful
and there is no reason why they should not be so in Canada. Recently
the Newfoundliaud goverument secured the services of a specialist on
these natters from Norway, a Mr. Neilson, to superintend the batching
out of cod ova and lobster fry, and it would secmu, therefore, only
proper that Canada ahould not bu behindhand in this respect.

COMPETING WITH BINDING TWLNE.

Early last spring the Illinois State Grange,
on account of the bigh prices demoanded for
binding twine, offered, through its Executive
Committee, $10,000 for a successful and prac-
tical machine or attachment to bind grain
with straw. The cornmittee received forty
applications to compete for this prize fron the
various States and Territories, and frot
Canada and Scotland. Many of the models
submitted showed much thought and in-
genuity, only one of which, however, was
deemed entiroly satisfactory. For fiis inven-
tion the committee tendered $10,000, but the
inventer declined te deed his straw-binding
device to the State Grange for this anount of
money, having had much larger offers for his
machine and his patents.

"We h.ve seen this machine bind grain,'
the committee Say in a report on the subject,
l and it does the work much finer and batter
than can be done by atr'w bands by band. It
has an extra attachment for short straw or

grain thiat eau be set in motiou by tie foot of
the driver. This binder seems perfect in ail
its parts, more simple and casier te operato
thait the twine binder. We consider this a
matter of great importance to ail grain-raising'
farmers, for they will not bereafter bu subject
te tire trusts and combines of the twine men,
having plenty of binding material right at
baud on the farm."--N.Y. Commerci2l BtlUetin.

These proceedings, of course, do net affect the
real statistical position, being meraely a change
of holders. But it went a long way towards
relieving the pressure for warrants and thus
pievented any squeeze. At the same time the
prices show that Middlesboro le stili oversold;
or the price ivould never be a sbilling higher
than Scotch. Either Scotch warrants are too
low, or Middlesboro is too high. One or the

other. These of course are the speculative
prices; and te show how little cffect they bave
on the actuail market, makers prices have not
fallen a penny, and the lower grades of Scotch
are actually 6d per ton dearer than atthis time
than last week, in apite of the fall in warrants.
iere, we have no sales of pig to report
Foundries are ail well supplied, and there is
no speculative buying. Tin plates are very
firm. We advance coke plates to $4 25. Char-
coal tin has not yet advanced; though why it
should not is a mystery. In England charcoal
tin le quoted et 18s, or equal to $4 8,0 laid
dowu here, and yet we can still chronicle sales
et $4.50, and know of one instance where a
wholesaler silled an order for coke tin et $4.26
with charcoal tin, sooner tban purchase the
former. Terne plates are very firm and we
advance prices te $8.25@$8 50. Bar iron ie
strong; but the predicteri advance to$2.60 lias
not yet materialized. We still quote crown
bar et $2.60, and ordure are filled et this figure.
Opper is strong and higher in spite of the

enormous stock on hand. In New York 15
cents is spoken of; which would be equal te
l6) cents laid down hare. In this city, 14J
cents is the inside figure now, and seme large
sales bave been made et 14@i@5 cents. The
talk of the trade li that aiter the syndicate
settied with the banks at a figure in the
vicinity of 10 cents in the dollar and released
the producers from their contracts, the latter
voluntarily agreed te curtail their production
and maintain prices on the basin of 13 cents
in ordeîr to i1low the banks te unload et the
same figure as they advanced on. Tliis sounds
ail very well; but in face of the enormious
stock it le doubtfui whether the agreement
will be maintained. In Scotiand a private
letter informes us that steel producers (both
Basic and Siemen) have rtisd .prices from 59
te lâsa ton, and that in each department there
is said toe b unusual pressure of new work.
The placing of the Admiralty contract for
20,000 tons of steel fur use in the dockyards,
lias helped te stiffen tie positionofmakersa'àl
round, and the feeling is firm and hopeful. In
this city a somewbat uneasy feeling was pro-
duced by the announcement that Wm. Thom-
son & Co, of Toronto, bad callei a meeting
of their creditors. They owe very littie in
Montrea as their crodit lvas very poor, and
what sales wero made were sold to them on
the faith of Mr. Thomson's personally high
character. A week or se ago ve learn that
their position was se unsatisfactory that orders
could net be placed hure except for cash.
They were ln trouble about five years ago,
when they compromised et 60oc in the dollar;
but it le understood that considerable new
capital was invested iii the firm last spring and
therefore It le te be hoped that tho etate will
turn out a good one.

Liva &roctC.-Trade bas been fairly active
and a good business bas ben donc et steady
prices.
