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China is being severely halndled by lier snall but active
antagoiist. The latest news of the early conflicts
would seei, however, to modify very msaterially the
earlier accounts by teleguaphi, and there is no doubt that
Japan is suffering il men and iaterial at no inîsignifi-
cant rate also. The nations of Europe aid the people
ou this side of the Atlantie, seei to have taken sides
accordiig as they adiniréd the pluck of the
Japanese or lad some regard for the eventtual possible
outcoine of the contest. Iii England sympathy appears
to be on the side of China, chiefly through apprehen-
sion that the training and coisequenlt success of the
smialler power may lead the people of easLern Asia out
of the superstitiotns belief which lias alvays been in-
spired by the prowess of European armies. If the
Chinese are convinced that the. people of Japan are able
to conquer them, a people whon they have always des-
pised, lhey are likely to reason themselves into tie b-
lief tha it is Iot hecause of any superhumuanî agency
tlat they have il ail cases heretofore been worsted by
western soldiers ; and there is sono danger after the
new armies have been trained into te methods of
nodcru witri!arC, that the encroaclments of England
and France in In dia, on the border of Tibet, Siai and
China, mtay becomue more diflicult to maintain, an1d
thereby throw obstacles ii the way of the Christian
civilization whicli has bsen slowly but surely making
gradual inroads among the southern and eastern
Asiaties.

On the other hanod, the United States is strongly in-
clinîed tu favor the Japanese, and, indeed, il is to thaI
counmtry that the people of the eastern Asialie islanlds owe
their emancipation froi the ancient mitethods and form
of civilization which have long separated western from
castern people". It las been fregtiently reiarked dur-
ing the last quarter of a century, that the universities
and colleges of the United States have been made use
of, more or less, by students from Japani, whîo, on thiei
return home, carried w'itb themii the iew ideas which
have borne fruit in the present superior attitude anîd
standing ofl that country in its conItesL with a nation
with a poplttion fromu si- to cight times as great
The race is not aLhvays to te swift, nîor the battie t(
the strong; but ihere can be no doubt that if China i
able to iold out long enougli, Japan must, in lie lou
run, be exhausted in men and mîoney. An aplt con
parison is tLhat made in one of our Enîglish exclange
lately-of Ch ina to the whale, anîd Japan to the sword
lish. Were the whale able to live for 12 hours, th
sword-lish. would be cxhausted and imust die before it
uniwieldy prey.

All the news, however, that cornes from the seat o
war, iust be taken with a conisiderable grain of sali
and more especially as the Japanlese, as a governmeu
are more in direct communication by telegraph with tl
great niew centres of the world., Thai nteither side i
anything over-mîerciful to its enueiy, is proved b
the conduet of the Japanese, who kept ou pouring sho
and slell into one of the wreckced Cliiniese vessels au
on its crew after the ship had struck, and vhile she wi
sinking; but huian lives are lightly regarded in tho
countries. It would not be a iiatter of mnuch regre
perhaps, were the great Chinese nation with its 4i
millions of inhabitants overthrown and divided u
into four or five governmnents, and icre is som
probability thiat the nations of Europe *May interfere

To
the rtail merchat as a class, then, the projected coi-
pany woluld oter bhe advantage of thc elmination of
un tfair comupetition. 1t it is a question whvbether the
gain to Lhe retailer wolid not be oilset by the injury
sucli a mctiod of disposing of baikrupt stocks would
do to te interests of tie wholesale trade. Merchants
woulId natural ly attend these sales in the hope of pick-
ing up bargains iii tieir respective lines, and the result
woulId be fhnt thc overturn of the wholesale houses
wouild be correspondingly dîiminished. Stronig accounts
able Lo pay nsht, or requiring only short dating, would
Cer:tinly purcliase to bte best dvantage, and Hms the
wlolesale bouses would be compelled to sec their most
valied cuistomners purchasing a portion, at all events"of
their stocks at the weekly auction sales. and find onfly
Lteir weaker accoumnts faihlful to tent. This would
naturally render tlien hostilo Lt hc conpany front the
start, and imiuch impair its chances of securing any stock
ii wli ci bhey were interested.

I n iLs prospectus the conpany lays great stress upon
the fact that there are iii this country over 1,000 insol-
vencies every year. It points out itat if it eoild secure
only one-eighth of these stocks, and mIake a profit of
$1,000 on eaci, iL would realize sullicient to pay a very
handsone di vidend to its shareholders. Preciscly. But
liow is it going Lo do il ? A large proportion of these
stocks are iot valted at niuci more than $1,000, and
the comtpanty cCld nt1 hope tc mIake More than 100

pe. cent. on ieir overturn. It canntot buy the stocks
cheapler tai any Onle eIsc. Iideed il is doubtful if iL
can aliord to pay as nich for bient as the insolvent ;
and if lie bids bhe stock np, and the compan y has Lo pay
more for il bitit iL is really worth, where would lte pro-
fit be ? IL mist be reiembered that ie can always af-
ford to pay more for it because lie can iandie iL uilon
;te grouid, and m ssibly beenise it is exceptionally fitted
for his locality. Wlereas bte company would have to
transport it te Mottreal, carL iL to teir stores, pay
salaries to lte experts iii caci line who are to classify
and soli iL, and itici; ail te expenses of advertising, rnt,
iisurane, interest, autinee's taxes, and other mis-
cellaieous disbursemttents. I is.itis handicapped front
te start, and its chances of disposing of te stock to

ad vantage re mnaterially lessenîed. Agaii iL must be
remonibered that many of these insolvent stocks are so
tied up with liens and privileged claimtus that tLhey realize
very little or iothing for isecured creditors, and bits
couild lardily prove sources of profitto te coinpany, and
there is always Lite possibility tai som of Lite creditors
mitay net be illiig to pertiit lte comitpaniy Lo buy te
estate. Maniy intsol vents fail itroughi no falit of tieir
ow i, and ii suchl cases bte crediturs mtîight be untwilling

to sec a good customer in lte past, and a prospective
good custoner in the future, summînarily forced out of
business. If they should decide, then, to assist him iiin
recoiveritig his estate, the company's prospects of secur-
ing it at a profitable figure might be a doubtful quan-
tity.

Oie advantage te companty would 1ndoubtedly have.
IL wotid be in a position to pay cash, for estates, and
Lius bhc credibors wouId receive theîir dividends prompt-
ly, instead of havinig to w'ait for three, six, nine, or
twelve muonths, as at present. But iL may be pointed
out that ib is alteady te customu to pay cash, or give
good discouitable collateral, for stocks. It is only in
thc case of bills receivable, or in the realization of real
estate, that the creditors have to wait for their dividend,
and in such cases thc companiy wouldlhardly fmnd it pro-
Pitable to pay prompt casi and lose intcrest during the
tedious process of collection aid realization.

Another point is that, for te successful workinîg of
the comtpany, it will be necessary to secure some legis-
labjotinpon insolvency questions which the government
are hardly likely to grant at the prescnt moment when
bite Dominion Insolvency Bill, in iLs revised form, is
just about to be again laid before the Hoards of Trade,
te baks, and other commercial bodies. This measure

has already been once before the ilouse, and, owing to
te mnber of conflicting interests involved,it bas been

deented better to hold i ovet for another session. I is
hardly likely thon, that the Company would be able to
secure special legislation upon thc points embraced in
so important an act, ad hence its prospects of success
at Ottawa are not promising. This would be another
obstacle for te company to encoumiter, and one fiat;
imight possibly prove fatal to iLs ends.

Suming up the arguments Lteni 011 both sides, we
may draw te conclesion that bhc beneficial features af-
forded by bhc formation of such a company are the as-
sistance iL would prove iii preventing te swanpintg of
trade in small localities by bhc sudden sacrifice of bank-
rupt stocks, and iLs aid in rendering iL less easy for
fraudulent iisolvents to recover Possession of their
estates. On the oLter hand iL would create in this city
a weekly sacrifice market which could not fail to be itn-
jurions to lte inîterests not onflyof the wholesale houses
but of those retailers -whose lack of ready money pre-
vented their purchasing in iL. It would disorganize
trade more or less for a Lime, and at a period like the
preseit il migh possibly do quite as muuch harm as
good. Still thore is much to be said on both sides of
teic question, and possibly in actual practice somne of the
dliiculties suggested by the prospectus might disappear.

CUEDIT.1 INSURANCE.

The failire of the United States Credit Systen Co., of
Newark, a company cngaged in the intisurance of mer-
catile risks, is anotier example of te error into which
so nmany of ic smaller comtpanies fall wien they lock
up the greater portion a£ tLieir available assets ili the
erection of costly buildings. The Credit System Co.
had a capital of onily $500,000 at its inception, and yet
the directors did not hesitate to build a hatndsome head
ofice at a cost of $2S5,000 and to launeh out ito other
heavy expenditure without taking sufficiently into con-
sideration the fact thiat htuL they cotfideitl'y bèIieved
to be ite Iirst breath of prosperity inight prove to be
only te lc e zephyr of Lemporary suceess. As a eon-

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seqiuenice wlien the bide ofl depression began to maeke its
ell!ect>s felt, ai losses began to acenuuilate, they foundi
their resources locked uip iii iunavailable assets, and the
resuit; was that they were rompelled to suspend opera-
tionîs, and, as the sharelholders of the Unmited States
Credit Systeml Co. of Newark, are idenitical w'ith tbose
of the Canadiain and Europeait Export Credit Systeim
Co., whicl has its lieadquarters ii Toronto, the latter
wýas also comlpelled to cease to write policies, and ib is
probable that the deposit of $30,000 in Caniadiai and
$70,000 in Province of New Brunswick bonds, mnade at
Otawa to secure the iiterests of policy holders il
Camada, will have to be wislidrawnî anld the comîpany
will thus cease to do business in the Diomninion.

iThat its place will promiptly be takei by ainotier
comuipanmy is certain ; for Canada has proved to be ai
exceptionally favorabît. field for this formî of insurance.
Dutring the year 1893 the company took in $25,000 il
premiu mis without incurriug oie dollar of loss, and dur-
img the entire period of its doing businers in this colin-
try il bas losb but $8,000 on a not insurance in force of
$638,500. lu fact it has proved a profitable venture and
it is little wonder that it shoutld be so, whenm bhe policy
iolders realize how very l ittle risk bhe comnpanîy assunies
andi how munch they are1 called upon to s1older them-
suves. Ilt must bu remuembered tlat the comupanîy doues
not undertake to insure licîr clients against all losses,
but only against the excess of bad debts over and above
fthe ordinary percentage from which no.firn is free.
The initending inisurer is called upon to furnilsh over his
own signature a statement of the amtount of his buisi-
ness and the amount of his bad debts for the five
previous years. The company will then undertake to
insure him against the excess of loss over this figure
but they issue no one policy for ever $10,000, and thus
their loss by any one firi is liimited to this amouat no
matter how large the overturn of business may be.
Thon there are other stipulations limiting blicir. risk.
They do not cover losses made by selling to merchiants
liaving no rating in the mercantile agencies or who do
not possess the first or second credit marks, On tlose
who are rated they accepb liability only for 25 per cent.
of tMeir lowest rated capital. Thus on a merchant rated
fromî $3,000 to $5,000 they would not be responsible for
loss on gools sold to him over the value of $750, anl
the amounb o the otial risk they assume is graded by
tihat of the business of the insurer so that reckless brad-
ing cannot possibly injure them. A business over-turnu
of hall! a million annuali y is required ini order to secure
a policy for $7,500, and the average amoutaî of those
issued may bu placed at $5,000. When a claim is made
the company's interests are equally carefully safe-
'uarded. The claimant must give a plain detailed

statenent of how the loss occurred, and the amount of
dividends rceived or likely to be received. Tice coipanmy

îthen dednes12½ per cent. of the balance, and pays what
remains of the loss.

Ib can be easily seen by this that the element of
meral hazard is entirely eliminated, and that the coi-
pany really accepts very little responsibility. This is
proved by the fact that last year they made actually
no losses ai; all, and that their premîtiuni income las
proved ample to pay all the naturail expectation of
claims four or five times over. T fact, given ordinary
busiess sagacity and a faithful observance of the stip-
ulations, the percentage is so strongly in their favor that
the comupany cannot fail to be successful once suillicientb

business to cover the neucssary expenditure can be se-
cured. IL is only ni cases like bite preseat, where an
unexpected andl persistent wave of depression causès a
continuons succession of lusses, and be m ount of capi-
bal available is inuadequate to tide the comnpany over the
crisis, that disaster is likely to occur, and as the coin-
mercial horizon is iow steadily brightening, and the
outlook is becominîg daily more hopefuml, it is hardly
likely thaLt any more suspensions are likely to occur
aiong the comipalies engaged in te insurance of ier-
cantile credits.

THE lPAPlER TRIAD)E.
A cougress of paper nmamnfacturers fromi various

coumntries wvas openied two weeks ago in Antwerp under
the presidency of the Belgian iinister of Industry.
Delegates were present froi Austria, Germuany, Bel-
giumn, France, Italy, Norway and Iollaid ; but after
much deliberation the onily conclusion arrived at was
tbat he business of papermakinlg iras sufferinîg from
overproduction. The suggestion was made that the
dulegates binid thiemselves to close their mills for 24
hours every week. To this Enland demurred. The
English Associatiou pointed ont; that-their mills do not
work oni Suudays, as miost of che Continental mills do ,
anid that maniy of thei close doin o Saturday afber-
nas also, and thus that they already worked 40 hours
less every week btain their foreign competitors. They
complained also that they were comnpelled to operate
munder severe restrictions as to the conduct of their fac-
tories and the pollution of rivers, fromu which ilmakers on
the Comntinentb and in this country are entirely free.
They pointed out furtherthat in many instances bounties
oi paper exported were paid in competing countries,
and that while foreign aitde paper was adnitted free
of duty into England, Entglislh paper w'as shub out by
prohibitory taritt-s fron the Contiiien tal market. For
these reasons tiey declined to send delegates to the
Conîgress and contented theiselves writh a few vague
expressions of syipaby.

lI this country the paper-making inidustry is passing
through ai experience alnost ideitical with that out-
lined in Europe. Over-production bas brought downt
prices until "iews" paper is buing offered in the West
at $2.10, f.o.b. cars, and it is believed to htave been sold
as Iow as $1.90 and even $1.87½ per 100 lbs. To add to
the difficulty of the position of the maanufacturers the
finiislhed oroducb is dimninishing in value owinug to the
keeness of competibion, while the price of the pulp-wood
which forus the raw niaterial is steadily increasiing.
The paper manufacturer is thus betweeni two fires. On
bte one hand lie is confronted wibh greater dilliculty
anld hiber cost in getting his supplies of puilp-wood,
and on the other be muast face the probletm of lower
prices. Of course lie las not bo pay anything liku
English or European prices for bis wood. In Eigland
the maker mîust pay $10 to $11.50, in Gernany $10, and
in Norway and S-weden $0 to $8.00 per cord. No suci
figuîres are likely to rule here for many a day. Btb the
competition of A muerican paper' makers for Caiadian
pulp-wood in Canada is daily inicreasing. The duty of
10 per cent. on wood-pulp going into the UJnifted btates
aund the 40 cents per cord crown stumapage dues ex-
acted by the Provincial Governmtienît of Quebee,
do not seetn to hamper theni at all, for tley have ai-
ready bought two large timuber limits, notwithstanding
bat it cosbs tieumî $5 per cord antd upwards to lay it
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down at thleir"imills. This has naturally aroused much
apprehension as to the flutnre cost of pulp-wood, at near-
by points in Canada at ail events, and the probleml of
prices las assuied a serious character.

Tiere is I!orîtinately onc resource open ta the Cana-
uian paper-miiaker. 11e cau reduce the cost of produc-
tion. If his Aiericain competitors can alford to pay
practically Lwice as iuch for wood, and yet can seli
paper in Canada, there is no reason why the Canadian
should not be able to undrcut American and Europeai
*mIkOrs by the amoun1 o11 Of! thodifference iin the cost of the
raw material. But to do this, lie mîust use the latest,

Sastest and iost improved imachinery, must avail imîn-
self to the iutmnost of the magnificent water powers of
the consîtry, and must seek spots in as close proxiity as
possible to the virgin sprue. Against a nill so located
the Ameiicrican makers would compete in vain, and it is
evi dc!n t tihat the prese ni, period Of evoluitio n n Ehe
papermnaking trade (to w hich we briefly referred abolit
two weeks ago) has awakeled our paper menoiî to the
fact. New interprises are already being exploited on
tIese lines. As an exa Cpe Ie lay cite the case Of the
n1ew puilp Lîald paper iills, wlicl begain operations on
the 15tlh October Inst. This citerprise is to contain a
grouid wood pulp, a sulphite piulp, and a paper mil
i lle. A portionî of hic 25,()00 h orse power controlled
wil drive three 10-iiici lourdrinier iiaciîines capable
of' tuîning ont Iearly 100 tons ol! a day. Tlcir

puil p wood ean b got i:or SLI.l»0 per cord. This mill
is illendi to sup liiy the Unîitel States and can atford
to ilisregard lie 15 per Ccent. dulty iiposed uîponî its pro-
duIet, aid coipete siccessl1îy in that market. It is
d 1lonbtlss the type o! the ilIl of the future, and wiîen
simiular o11n hiv been eeeted 1i equaly suitable local-
ties Caniada Will take that ranlk as a paper prod ucing
country to which lier iatural advantages in the way
of waLer power, abun îdanîce of raw matcrial, and cheap
skilled labor, jlustly cititle her.

IAIN INSPECTION.

The cou lliet of opinion between the Winnipcg Grain
xchange and the Boards of Trade of Mon treal and

T'horonto over lie subject of! the existing system of in-

spectioi ol! Manitoba grain at Fort WilliamI, has id-
vanîced aiotlIer stage owiig to tohe receipt by the Gov-
erîinment; of a neimorial froim the Excliaiige in answer
to the statemenis coitainied iii the resolutions forward-
ed to Ottawa by the easterin commercial bodies. This
umlemllorial unidoiutedly presets their side of the ques-

Uioni in a foreible nd logical maluer ; but the framers
have cvidently attempted to prove too uiiich, and in
thcir elorts to uplold even the weakest spots in Hi e
preseht systemlî, tiey have so weakened tlheir argument
as te pracienlll y ivt attack.

The Exchange states that fHe preseit system ofi mix-
iug No. i hlard Maititoba wheat with lower grades, re-
jected, and even scoured smiatty wleat, in order to
lower iE uinîtil if will just pass iiuster before the inspec-
tor, enables tlcm to pay better prices to the producer
thain they possibly coiul if a rigid systei of inspection
were exacted imider which the quantity of aci grade in
a parcel vould be specifically stated. To thi Monstreal
shippers reply that in every instance of adulteration
the saine plea of higher prices to the produmcer of the

genuuine article has been put forward. The sophistica-

tors of, butter alleged that a percentage of artificial
butter in the product sold to the consumer enabled
tlien ta pay a higher price ta farmers for genuine but-
ter. Yet this did iot avert legislative action. on the
subject. Why then should this plea availin the case of
the adulteration of grain ? Hlere both parties distinctly
join issue. The one says that the system of nixing
grain lias not reduîced the quality of Manitoba wheat
below the level of a high grade of excellence as hasbeen
proved by the fact that not one single appeal has, as
yet, bleen imade f rom the grading of the goveriment in-

spectors this season. The others hold Ehat adulteration
is adulteration, no matter liow specious the tiLle, and
that 110 system of inspectioni can be considered satisfac-
tory under which a car of wheat Clnlgo inîto an elevator
on one side as No. 3, and cone out on the other side as
No. i hard.

The divergence of opinion betweein the two bodies on
the subject of sinuitted wlieat is equally wide. The
Winnipeg Exchange holds that, this year,siiiutted wieat
in Manitoba, cani with the expensive and iiproved ap-
pliances provided, ha cleaned up ta a gooci sailiple, and
under the prevailing regiulations and iethoids, deaiers
have been enalbled to so haidile this elass of grain as to
give to producers practically the prices of No. 1 or No. 2
hard less actual cost of slrinlkage and cleansing. Were
siutted wlieat, thenî, ta be shuît out froin use ni iîxinîg
wvith souid wvheat, they argue tLhat its value would ha
depreciated at Northl-West receiving points. Ta tlis
Montrea.l shippers reply that no matter how much
simîutty wý'hieat iay be cleniiised,. doctored or scoured in
a grain hospital, il will alwaysimpart a sîmutty taste to
the [tour. They argue that, in spite of legal quibbles
as tEo the exact punctuation, the Inspection Act
clearly provides that snmîutty wheat shall never be
graded higher tlian No. 3 liard, no matter -what treat-
ment it may have received in the hospital, and hence
that its presenée in No. 1 hard, oni the strength of the
misplacing ol a comma in the act, is a violation of the
principle upon which the existiig system of inspection
was franed. As to the charge that this woiuld lower
the value of snutty wlieat, they hold that the percóit-
age of suint in the crop is so smuall that the loss to those
who were uinfortunate enongli to raise it wouild e more
than coinpotisated for by the increased price obtainable
for unmixced grain.

The
mîîemiîbers of the Exchange iandle fully 05 per cent. of
the grain exported fram Manitoba and Northwest Ter-
ritories and for the great part have all their capital in-
vested in the Nortliwest. For every reason they are anx-
iois that Manitoba crops shiould returnî, the maximum
of value to the producers in the Province and Territories,
and as a iecessity thereto that the rei utation of Mani-
toba grain should be maintained in foreign markets.
But il is questionable whetler their contention that, on
this account, the selection of the Western Grain Stand-
ard Board should be made exclusively froi their nui-
ber, is Wise. 'Plie present systemî of appointing ta this
.Board a certainmi niber of Toronto and Montreal iillers
and shippers has proved very satisfactory in the past
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anîd it is doubtful if a purely local board would ca
equal weight ,ith the foreign trade. The very f
that they have no immediate stake in the country
likely to prove an advantage rather than a detrime
since it frecs them from bias or partiality. No

TRADE WITI AUSTRALIA.

We are favored by Hon. Mackenzie Bowell, Minis

the new deatli duties. The special advantages of these
policies is fhat the amoiut insured will be paid to cither
appoieiiLd trustees or direct to flie conuilissioners of Ii-
land Reveie before the grant of! probate, and at a time,
tlherefore whien ail flie otier funds belonging to the
estate are still locked up. A part froin the facility
whiicl this forn o! insirance afgords for nmaking pro-
vision beforchand for lie duties, instead of leaving
tliem as a burden on the estate, it vill naterially lighten
the responsibilities of trustees and. as it will ronder the
collection of the duties easy and sure, it is certain to be
warmnly endorsed by the Inland Reveinue autlorities.

The roason for this is, and you will see that it is quite a
suflicient one, that in the class of total abstainers are included all
deatlhs of babies and young children, which plays terrible havoc
with an average. Any insurahce company will give tie testi-
mony, that the risk of the life or a total abstainer is very mnuch
to be preferred to tlat of a user of alcololics.

Tha miners realized that their
insurance was their famnilies only protection and therefore
strained every nerve to pay their'premiuis. They pay $5
iore than the preminm charged to inen wlio follow less dan-

gerous occupations.
