§1r,—I fecl that your letter is couceived in the
spirit of justice as well as of humaunity, We have in
these cases to ascertain, first, that the events have
really occured; and cecondly, who were the doers.
The people of this country remained quiet last
year about the Bulgarian atrocities until both were
ascertained. This is not, so far as I know, the case
at pregent. The shameless, wholesalo lying of the
Turkish Government deprives its allegations of all
claim to value. There is, however, I think,evidence
enough of many cruel and horrible deeds. I my-
self should be most thankful to any one who would
give me the means of judging whether they were
doe to Russians or to Bulgarians.—Yours faith-

BUSSIA’S DEFEAT.
The Times draws the following gloomy pic-
ture as the result of Russia’s defeat in the pre-
sent war :— ‘

“A Russian defeat of the great kind means un.
certainty in Europe for a hundred years,a daily
possibility of combinations, the mere risk of which
wonld render commerce insecvre and international
disarmament impossible, All the dangers which
arose from the Italian desire for freedom, and which
arise from the Franch desire to regain Alsace and
Lorraine, would be trivial compared with those
which wonld spring from Rusgia’s desire to rehabi-
litate her reputation, roined by a defeat which
cvery Russian would regard as we should our ex-
pulsion from Southern India by the armies of the
Nizam. Indeed, it is more than probable that the
danger would not be kept off even for a time, and
that Russia, unable to bear defeat in the one great
work she has attempted to do for civilization, would
offer terms to Germany such as would change the
mamp of Europe, and perhaps involve the whole
Continent in war.”

If I say the Church. is Catholic, I mean that the
Church 1z Universal—i. e., it exists for all time; it
exists for all places; and it must contain the
the whole Revelation of God, It mustexist,not for
one or the other period of time, but for all time; it
must exist, not for one or the other placebut for all
places without exception ; and it must contain, not
one or the other or a faw of reachings of Revelation,
but it must contain, whole of the Revelation made
by God to msn, This is the meaning of the word
Catholic. Now, did God intend this Church ehould
He could not have
had any other view. To prove this, T will lead
you back into the Old Testament. 1 will rg.ad {0
you only one of the many testimonies regarding the
Catholicity of the Chwrch which I find in. the
books of the Old Testament. The prophet Isaias,
speaking of the growing of the Gospel among the
Gentiles, makes use of the following very remark-
able expressions: *Rut I Anow their works and
their thoughts ; I come that I may gather them to-
gother with all nations and tongues ; and they shall
come and shall see my glory. Apd I will set a
sign among them, and I shall send of them that
shall be eaved, to the Gentiles, into the
ses, into Africa and India, them that draw the
bow; into Italy and Greece, to the islands afar off
to them that have not herd of me and have not
seen my glory, And they shall declare my glory
to the gentiles.” What is the meaning of these
words 7 Is it not the promise of an everlasting
Church? Is it not the promiss of a Church that is
to embrace sll nations and.all times to the end of
the world? This promise, made by the prophet
Isains, was fulfilled by a son of God, Jesus Christ,
who, addressing His Apostles, said: * All power
is given to me in Heaven and on earth; go ye,
therefors, teach all nations, baptising them in the
name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy
Ghost, teaching them to observe all things whatso-
ever I have commanded you, and bshold Iam with
you all days, even to the consummation of the
world.” In these fow words Jesus Christ expresses

-the three-fold universality of His Church. “Go teach

all netions;” that is to say, there shall be no limit
of space for you. You shall go—-notto this, or that,
or the other country, not merely in Palestine shall
you preach my Gospel—but yon shall paes the limits
of Palestine and go into Africa, into Europe, iato
Asis, into all nations, among all peoples, and preach
My Gospel. . Here is the university of space, Then
to show them that the Church is to last to the end
of the word, He says. “Iam with you all days
even to the consummation of the world.” TUntil
the end of the world, I am with you. Until the
end of the world you will have to fulfil this com-
mand I have put upon you to preach my Gospel.
He tells them also that His Churchis to be univers-
al in authority, for He says: “Teach them all
things I bave commanded you) Not one or the
other of my doctrines, but all of them withont any
exception. Hence, in these three simple texts our
desr Lord expresses the three-fold universality of
His Church—universality of doctrine, And now,
Task yon, could the Church be otherwise than
universal? For what did Jesus Christ the Son of
God, come down from Heaven'{o earth? Did He
come {o save a handful of Jews, a few Asiaticg, or
did He come to save each and every individual in
the whole world ? T answer, and you must answer :

" He came, not for one or the other nation, He came

for all the world, He came for all because all were
lost ; nll were descended from the same stock, and,
1herefore, all had' the curse of Adam upon them

_"—=ll needed salvation. Hence He came to save all

- men., Ifthat were the purpose of His coming,and

the Church were established for that purpose, it
follows that the Church must exist for all, and the
whole revelation of God must be given to her. ‘The
Church of God muat. be the Church of all; hence,
the Church must be universal. What is the mean-
ingof all this ? It means that the Church is com-
missioned by Jesus Christ to teach the whole world
oneand the same doctrine—the same for the Jews,
for the Gentiles ; the same for the rich and for the

-poor; for the learned and the ignorant; for the

man, the woman,. the child. It means that the
Church is commissioned to enter into every pbase
of human life—to take unto herself the teaching
and education of the human race in every one of its
phases, She is commissioned to teach the child,
to teach the youth, to teach the man in hismature
years. Sheis commissioned to teach men how they
are to live at home and abroad ; as individual men
and as mem sers of Society. Therefore, -there is no
phase of human life that does not come, by this
commission, under the influence of the Church. The
Church has a right to lay down the principles of
morality and as education, of safe and solid govern-
ment. In other words, the Church is commissioned
to teach all nations and to teach them all that Jesus
Christ has commanded. What is the meaning of
.this Catholicity of the Church? It means. that the
Church is not-confined to one or the- ather nation,
but that the Church is commissioned by the Son
of God to break down, as faras religion is concern-
ed, all bounds of:nationality. Nationality in reli-
gion is a heathen iden;, Itis the idea which was
fostered by all the nations of heathenism. Where-

Go along the strests
of any city and ask the firstlittle boy you meet,
1 Tell me, my son, where is the Catholic Chtirch ?”
Will he point out to you a Lutheran temple, a
Methodist conventicle? He' will not; he will
take you to a Roman Cgtholic Church, This argu.
ment was used Dy Saint Augustin, . He sayg: “ Ask
any man, womean, ot child, no matter how ignorant
they are, where ig the Catholic Church ? They will
point, not to one of the houses wherse the sects
meet, but to a Catholic Church.”

Has the Church this mark of Catholicity? It has.
Xt has all the doctrines revealed by Jesus Christ,
without any exception, It teaches all the doctrines
concerning God’'s nature—His Unity, His Trinity.
It teashes all the doctrines concerning the Incarna-
tion of the Sonof God—the virginity of the Blessed
Virgin, the dual nsture in Christ. The Church
teaches the Divinity of Jesus Christ, despite heresy,
despite those who hate and prosecuteher, She in-
siste that Jesus Christ is God,—not & prophet, not
a great man like Mahomet, not a learned man like
Plato, not & great socialist like Socrates—but she
tells you plainly He is the Son of the living God,
equal to God in all things, Omuipotent Creator of
heaven and earth. She tells you that there are
seven sacraments, that these are necessary for gal-
vation, though all of them are not neceesary;
she teaches the resurrection of the dead, the
immortality of the soul, the eternal rewards after
this life, the eternal punishments after this life.
So that the Catholic Church alone fulfils this com-
mand of Jesus Christ: ¢ Teach all men, and teach
them all things that I bave commanded you.”

Is the Catholic Church universal in time? Ian-
swer yes. Youmay goback as far as the days of
the Boman Emperors, you will find the Church,
You may live till the end of time and you wili find
the Church, in spite of all the persecutions and all
the hate of men and devils, renewing her youth
coutinually, now apparently crushed to dust,and
then rising again like the phwnix out of her
ashes. :

Is the Catholic Church universal in space? Do
you know Low many belong to the. Catholic
Church? All the Oriental churches, the Greeks,
the Roumanians, the Cbaldeans, the Russians,
number together about 75 millions of members,
All the different Protestant sects, in all at least
one hundred and forty (how many more, 1 do not
know) number sixty millions, not even a3 many as
the Oriental sects. The Catholic Church counts
two hundred and fifty millions members, living at
present on the face of the earth, Now, I ask you,
is the Catholic Church universal or is she not?
when she counts 250 millions of members, where.as
all the Protestants together count only sixty mil.
lions and all the Orientals, 75 millions—more than
all the Oriental sects and all the Protestant Bects
put together. Go to any country in the world, I
csre not to which, and there you will find the
Catholic Church. Thers ia not a nation on the
face of the carth that has not the Catholic Church
in its midst.

Thus, the Catholic Church has this ﬁrst. gl:eat
mark of the Church of God; she is Catholic, {.e,
universal. ‘This characteristic mark has been im-
pressed upon her brow by the son of God Himself,
and he who sees this mark and yet refuses to enter
that body, pronounces his own damnation. Those
who see this (I am not speaking of ignorant men.
of those who never had a.chance to see) but I say.
those who see this mark of universality impressed
upon the Church, and still remain in the sects, pro-
nounce their own damnation, the damnation that
was pronounced against them long ago by Jesus
Christ when he said ; * Go preach the Gospel, and
he that believeth and is baptized shall be saved,
and he that believeth not shall be damned.” They
shall lose their eternal salvation ; they shall burn
oue day in the flames of an eternal hell—a hell
from which there is no redemption.

We, Catholics, ought to be thankful to God that
He has called us to this universal Church without
any merit of our own, and wo ought to live in ac-
cordance with its teachings. There are a great
many Catholics who are proud of being members of
the Church of Jesus Christ and yet who do not live
in accordance with its precepts—who remain absent
from the tribunal of penance’ for years together,
who make no distinction between the days set
apart for worship and the days set apart for labor;
who do not obgerve the days of fast and abstin-
ence; who get drank and stagger about the
streets ; who are, in fact, Catholics only in name,
Such Catholics are uuworthy of the name; they are
a scandal and an eycsore to their Mother the
Church, they cause a blush to suffuss her counten-
ance when they onght, instead, to give her -honor
and respect. We honor the Church by living in
accordance with her precepts. In this way, alone,
can we render ourselves worthy of our title; can
we merit from God the grace of perseverance, ‘and
gain the eternal reward - which'is given to thoso
who have served God faithiully during their life,

LEGENDARY JRELLND.

The study of Irish history, althongh a most in-
teresting one, is sadly neglected, even among the
sons of the Green Isle. Thismay be accounted for,
to some extent, from the fact that we possess no
complete history of our country. That-of Mac.
Geoghegan, which is perhaps the best, is, after nll,
but on epitome. It compresses into an octavo
volume of some six hundred pages the history of
well nigh twenty-five centuries, each of which
would furnish material fors volnme of the same
size; and we have no history of any period which
deserves the name. All our histories commence
with the earliest times and extend down to the an.
thot's time or a century or two previous. Mr,
Froude, indeed, has kindly scught to remedy this
want to some extent by giving us thehistory of the
English occupation ; but inasmuch as his work is a
pamphlet of somewhat laige dimensions, devoted
mainly to the abuse of everything and everybody
in the remotest degree connected with Ireland, save
only the Presbyteriang and Orangemen of Ulster,
bis work is not likely to take high rank asan
historical production, Some effort should be made
to rcmedy this state of things., Irishimanurcripts
that lie monidering inlibraries should be published,
and the history of our land more generally known,
At all events it does not deserve the neglect it now
receives, The history of a pation which exhibit-
ed a high degree ot civilization at & time coeval
with the

HALF MYTHICAL SIZGE OF TROY,
which since that petiod produced priests, sages,
kings, and warriors whose names the world will
not willingly let die, in which burned brightly the
lamp of learning at & period when Britain was peo-
pled with palnted savages, and Rome was struggling
for bare exigtencejamid the petty tribes of Samnium
.and Etruria. At a Jater period when her miesion-
aries were diffusing the light of Gospel truth among
the savage tribes of Germany and Gaul, her scholars
filling chairs in the centres of European lesrning,
their names cherished among the nations of theis
adoption are forgotten by their countrymen, who
learn with half-indifferent astonishment that St.
Gall, who gave his name to a city in Switzerland,
and John Scotus Erjens, the most famous of
medeval schoolmen, were Irishmen, Even within
the periad of madern history how many Irishmen,
whose names are household words In the countrics
to which they devoted their swords, and the fame
of whose deeds made Europe ring, are known in
their own land! If these humble papers will have
the effect of directing your attention to the closer
study of history of our country they have served
their purpose, for they have no other And now to

song, although shut out from Paradise, yet she was
not wholly condemned to despair, and in after days,
as we shall see’if spared to complete this series, she
alone among the nations of the earth received the
faith without the cost of a single drop of martyr's
blood. I might direct your attention too to the
evidence furnished by the similarity of national and
tribal names.

CuarLes WATERTON, the eminent English natural-
ist, wrote such wise advice years ago to his son,
when sending him to the great Jesuit College of
Stonyhurst, that we have pleasure in commending
it to tho attzntion of all our Catholic youths, now
upon the eve of returning totheir studies of college
after the midsummer holidays., Here is the late
Charles Waterton's letter, every sentence of which
is full of Oatholic wisdom :—%To my dear Edmund,
—You are now, my dear boy, about to enter into a
college conducted by Professors famed far and near
for their learning, for their sanctity, and for their
paternal care of those who are intrusted to therr
charge. This college will be & paradise or n
purgatory to you., If you love God above all
things, if yon rovere your superiots, if you give
good example to your vquals, and attend to your
studies, bappy indeed will be your hours and your
days, But if, on the contrary, you negloct to pers
form your duty to God and man, there will then be
no comfort for you, and you will be annoyed by
brambles and by thorns at every step as you ad-
vance along. Now is the ncceptable time. Never,
never will yon have such an opportunity of ac-
quiring that knowledge, and those habits of virtue,
which will infallibly insure your superiority ou
this side .of the grave and your salvation on the
other.

OPENING OF THE PEOPLE'S PARK AT
LIMERICK.

On Mondey the People’s Park was formalls
thrown open to the public by the Mayor, Mr. James
Spaight, J.P,, in the presence of Lord Emly and a
large number of citizens. The weather was rather
unfavourable, & drizzling mist falling almost tothe
close of the ceremony, but with this excaption
everything passed off successfully. The sile for
the park wag most liberally given some time since
by the Earl of Limerick, and the committee who
were appointed by certain of the citizens to raise &
suitable memorial to the late Mr. Richard Russell,
J.P,, an extensive merchant of Limerick city, de-
cided that the ground so given should be planted
and laid out as & public park, and handed over to
the corporation, iz trust, for tne benefit and recrea-
tion of the citizens of Limerick. Accordingly asum
of over £2,600 was made available for beautifying
the grounds, containing, as they do, some seven
acres. ‘The park is very handsomely planted with
trees, shrubs, and flowers of various species and
sizes, and is furtber oraamented with a uoble col-
umn, some eighty feet high, surmounted witha
statue of the late Right Hon, Thomas Spring Rice,
sometime Chancellor of the Imperial Exchequer,
and first Baron Monteagle, who represented Lim-
erick city in Parliament for several years. The
Muayor said it afforded him very grent plessure in
opening the park, and he was sure it would prove a
delightful place of recreation for the citizens. He
regretted that - the inclement weather prevented a
large attendance of the fair sex, and also that the
opcning ceremony was not performed by his Grace,
the Duke of Marlborough, Lord Lieutenantof Ire-
land. He met his Grace and the Duchess the othex
day at Athenry, on their way to the cattle show at
Gnlway, and they both bade him cxpress to the
people of Limerick their regret at being unable to
be present at the opening of the park ; but hs Ex-
cellency added that be would pay a specinl visit to
Limerick in'the month of May next. He was glad
to see the country and city associated in the person
of Lord Emly, who was present at the opening cere-
mony, and now had the great pleasure of formslly
delaring the park open to the public (loud ap-
plause). - Lord Emly briefly thanked the Mayor for
the kind mention of his name, He believed that
by providing the people withsuch places of amuse-
ment and recreation as this Peoplc's Park more
good would be done than by repressive legislation
in checking drunkenness and such offences. He
hoped, too, that the Mayor before his year of office
bad expired, would be able to inaugurate in Lim-
erick a movement for improving the dwellings of
working classes.— Limerick Reporter.

‘The Russians have evacuated Gagovo, and retired to
Polomaika, pursued thither by the Turksand Egyp-
tiana.

Myrvan Suavcarsr.—2,000 Montenegring sur-
rounded a village near Pressika, intending to get
cattle and corn, During the night another band of
Montenegrins arrived and being mistaken for Turks
a fierce combat ensued, 700 being killed and alarge
number wounded

Russtan LCerear.~Mebemet All telegraphs from
EKechlowa that Eyoub Pasha has defeated the Rus-
sians this side of the Lom; the Russians recrossed
the Lom in disorder, abandoming their fortified
positions near Kechlawa; they lost 3,000 ; the
commander of their cavalry was killed ; we lost
lost 900.

Barrie or Lovarz.—The battle of Lovatz com-
menced by the Turks attacking the Russiaus fierce-
ly. TheRussians repulsed nine successive assaults
drove the Turks into the town, entsred with them,
and drove them out. The Tuarks retired in dis
order befors Skobolofl's cavalry. Theslaughter was
great, especially among the Turks.

Drivex Back.—An important engagement took
place yesterday near Rustchuk, afterwards the Rus-
sians bombarded that city, The Turks repiyed
The candonade lasted all yesterday and continues
to-day. Some Tarks from Widden last night in
attempting to reach Chupenchene, near Kalafat, in
a boat weredriven back by the Roumarian battery.

A Frinr—At the eapture of Lovaiz, the actual
Russian attacking force was 22,000, with a division
inreserve, The capture was eflectcd partly by sur-
prise. The Russians, oo Sunday and early on Mon-
day, bivouacked on the reverse side of the heights
east of Lovatz, to concesl the camp fires from the
Tarkish sentinels, Earth works were thrown up
by the Russians during the night for 80 cannon.

Harp StavocLe.—A Russian ofitcial account says:
On Tuesdsy the Turkish forces from Rastchuk
captured Sladidkio, but were driven out with great
loss. The Russians lost 180. Prince Merinsky tele-
graphed that Loftcha had been taken after 12 hours’
fighting, despite its natural strength and the stub-
born resistance of the Turks, Gkobelofi was the
hero of the day. The Russian loss was not ascer-
tained, General Gasgildiafeff was wounded.

Position,—~The Russians have withdrawn their
right wing from the upper Lom line at Popskoi, to
where they can touch the forces guarding Osman
Pasha's roads, Thus Mehemet Ali has gained an
advantage by the Karussan victory. The 'I'orks, as
the result of this victory, occupied a mountain
forming the key of the Rasgrad position, and com-
manding the Lom, the Karalom, add the Russian
position at Obaka and Gazover.

To Be Rerrackp.~The Russians, dissatisied
with the incapacity of the staff officers, especially
Sevitsky, acting chief, all eyes iurnto General
Diagomiroff, who, though wounded, directs military
operations, The discontent is augmented by the
appointment of Prince Charles to the command
before Plevaa, It is exceedingly probable that
Servia will immediately declare war. Only the
Grand Duke’s orders are waited for, and 40,000 men
will pags Widdin and operate in rear of Osman
Pasha; 20,000 men will form a stationary reserve.

Tre Mitirary Position,.—The Russian'occupatiop
of Lovatz places Qaman Pasha in the awkward posi-
tion of a hostile force on both flanks. Either defent
at Plevna or atrempted withdrawal might result in
the destruction of his army, unless the Rugsiansare
compelied to weaken their forces on that side, in
arder to maet Mehmet -Ali's advance from Rasgrad,
The latter seems'to place Crzarewitch’s army in a
-position very similar to Osman Pasba's. If Turk-
.igh accounts may be trusted, a division of the Turk-
ish.forces have crossed the Lom and reacbed the
neighbourhood of Opetteni, while another has cross-
ed theKaralom to Polormarka,. These are under-
stood to be operating against Bisla, but they jeopar-
dize the whole Russian campaign’ east of -the
Yaxtra river, ag woll as the communications with
Tirnova. :

RussiaN Grasp Arrack.—The Iferalds cable re-
cordd the advance of the Russians preceding the
capture of Lovatz, and says :—* The- long expected
attack on Osman Pasha bas at last commenced.
According to a pre-arranged plan by which the as-
sault- whs'to be simultaneous slomy the whole
Russian line, from near the mouth of the Vid fo
almost the foot of the Balkars, south of Lovatz, the
atteck as' mude was irresistable. The Grand Duke
fully intended that the advance once begun should
not suffer any check. He had pursued during the
past month ‘with ceaseless and relentless purpose,
the one purpose of crushing Osraau Pashs, and re-
trieving the disaster of July-ths 31st. On Mongj_sy
everything was ready, and theadvance begun ateix,
with fighting at ten. - The Turksfought obstinately, .
while the Russiaa. advance was_irresistable, . Al
ready all communjcation between Lovatz and’ Plev-
‘nn has besn devered, and-when the former;position
is carried; as It must.be to.day, the left centre will
flank the Tuakish position,. by ‘moving into the
‘gouth of Plevna. - Thé battle eintinues, IsLovatz

Sitting Bull wasin British possessions as late as
Aug. 14.

LacrossE~—A match was played on Tuesday
afternoon, on the Plains of Abraham, between the
Shamrock and White Stars Clubs of this city, in
presence of 8 goodly number of spectators, Four
games were played ; the firat falling to the Sham-
rocks in twenty-eight miputes. The next three
were taken by the White Stars in 10,15 and 13
minutes, respectively.

Turkisy Leapere.~The Turkish army is, contrary
to opinion, well officered in the highest ranks, being
led foreign officors, many of whom bhave at-
tained distinction. It is said that Osman Pasha ia
no less a person than Marsbal Bazaine, Mehemet
Ali is a Prussian educated in the best military
schools. Colonel Valentine Baker has always been
regarded ns one of the best cavalry oflicers in Eurepe,
Mukhtar Pasha's second in command in Asia is a
Hungarian. Hobart Pagha, as every one knows, is
one of the best naval officers England ever had.
French, English, German, Austrian, Huungarian,
and American officers are plentifal in the Turkish
army.

Crixest ScrooL.—The Chincse in San Francisco
have petitioned the Board of Educatien for a ecbool.
They say in their memorial :—* Your honorable
State levies poll and other taxes for the support of
education, and makes no difference between natives
and foreigners: If from the first Chinese and
Americans had been placed on the same footing in
theschools, it would have been in rccordance with
right and justice, and tlere would have Leen sub-
sequently no distinction ; but your honorable State
has established schools of all grades and have not
admitted Chinese, which ig contrary to the original
intention (that they should be opcn to all). We
therefore respectfolly and carnestly beg that you
will open schools for the benefit of the Chinese,and
that you will appoint AMr, Kerr, who is famallar
with our language to havo charge, Thus the
original cxcellent design will be realized, and the
learning of your honorable country will be dissem-
inated.”

Awros ScrrEmING 1N Invia—The editor of the
Mudras Times, a member of the relief committee,
writes August 1 :—*The population in Southern
India, more or less aillicted by the famine, number
24,000,000, In the most favorable circumstances
at Jeast one-sixth of the people will die. The fam-
ineis immeasurably greater than was that in Ben-
gal. Twenty-three people in all died of starvation
in Bengal. In Madras no camp of 3,000 rises morn-
ing after morning without leaving 30 corpscs, In
the interior the distress is most fearful. One gen.-
tleman patsing dewn .a valley in Wynaad District
counted 29 dead bodies on the road. A coffee.
planter seeking sheltérfrom the rain in ahut, found
six decomposing corpses in it. Every day mothers
are scen in the streets of Madras offering children
for sale, while the foundling portion of the poor-
house is full of infants found by the police, on the
roads, deserted. Since the famine has commenced
500,000 bave died of want and distress. The firat
big tragedy may be expected in Mysove. In that
province there have beca to cases of cannibalism
already.”

PoruLaTioN oF BELeion.—~The Belgian census, just
taken, shows the population of the country to be
5,335,185, This is almost precisely the pregent
population of Ireland, which by the late census was
5,338,986. What an illustration of the cffect of
different government! Balgium is one of the most
prosperous and happy conntries in the world. It
has no national debt ; ita cities and towns are full
of trade ; its barbors of commerce ; its agricultural
population comfortable; its laws respected; its
king beloved. Ireland, on the contrary, though
teeming with national resources, is silent with the
lethargy of death; her cities and towns are without
trade, crombling to decay ; her wonderful soil pro-
duces only grass for sheep and herds; her splendid
fields are devoid of husbandmen, who have sailed
away in despair to (ill the soil of othercountries ;
her wide and gheltered harbors are empty. of ships ;
her deep river-mouths are filling up with drift-
sand; stagnation has setftled oo n)l things—income
is dead, outgo alona coniinues, in the shape of rents
to be epent abread by absentee landlords, and fat
cattle for the English market, It isadireful con-
trast, that should nerve the determination of Irish-
men to continue agitating till they secure for Ire.
land the blessing of Home 'Government.—Boston
Pilot. . : C :

GicaxTic Bosks.—WWhenever any bones of
unusual magnitude were discovered, - it was
fnvariably the custom to ascribe them to some
giant. This was always so up to recent years,
and no wounder it was 80 much tho case. at the
early period of 1660. . About that time, when the
brook or rivulet from which the town of Corbridge,
In the North of England, derives its name, had
Leen worn away by somo impetuous land-flood , &
skeleton, supposed to be that of a man of extra-
ordinary and prodigious size was discovered.
The length of the thigh boue was nearly six feet,
and the skull, teeth, and other parts proportion-
ntely moustrous, so that the length of the whole
body was computed at twenty-ono feet. It is
conjectured, by the more enlightened men of
modern times, that these strange bones belonged
to some large animal that had been sacrificed by
the Romans at thealter dedicated to Hercules, which
was found here some yenrs ugo, Notwithstanding
that the guperatition of former years has lost nearly
all its credit and influence, n singularly large bone
found here ia now exibited in Keswick Museum as
the rib of the giant Cor.

TEr SwowrLower,—One remarkable account is
admitted into Les Mondes of a so-called snaw tlower,
said to have been discovered by Count Anthosdoff
in 1863, in the northernmost portion of Siberis,
where the earth is continually covered with a
coating offrost. This wonderful object shoota forth
from the frozen soil the first day of the year, and
veaches a height of over three foet, blooms on the
third day, remains over twenty four hoars, and then
returus to to its original stem, leaves, and flower
are converted into snow; thoe leaves are three in
number, aud about three inches in dinmeter, cavered
by a kind of microscopic ice, developed only on that
side of the stem whech ia turned to the north. The
flower then opened is star-shaped, its petals of the
same leogth with the leaves, and about half an inch
wide. On the third day tho extremities of the anthers,
whichare five in number, show minute glisten
penks, like diamonds, the size of a pin’s head, which
arc the seeds of this. astonishing flower. Count
Anthoskofl collected some of these seeds, and
hastened with them to St. Petersburg. They wera
placed in e pot of snow; there they remained for an
entire year, but on the 1at of Jonuary, 1864, the saow~
flower burst through its icy envelope and displayed
its beauties before the cyes of the imperial court.

Srker,—Dr. Hammond says slcep may bo defined
a8 gencral repose.  Almost all tho organs rest dur-
ing sleep, The heart, popularly supposed to bein
perpetual motion, is at rest 6 hours out of 24, the
respiratory orgaas 8, and the other organs more ot
less. The brain alons is constantly employed duar-
ing wakefalness, and for it sleep was formed and
made needful to its preservation. It I8 tre thnt
sleop does 1ot give tha Lrain a total recessfrom Ia-
bour ; imngination and memory nre often vividly
active during slcop, and unconsclous cershration
likewiee takes place, but ocoough rest is obtained for
‘thiorenovation of the brain, and that which has been
torn dowo during wakefulness is to n certain ex-
tent rebuilt. Sleep s & most wonderful power—
often stronger than the will, aa {n the case of the
sleeping soldier—and more mighty than pain, as
whengick persons and tortured prisonera sleep in
the midst of their suffering. Notorture, it is said,
has been found equal to the prevention of slcep.

Remem-
ber the threat of ¢ Woe to NMontreal,”
and remember the threat of ¢ Awnihilation”
to our Church, These we kaow to be but the
insane vapourings of a disloyal orangeman and
a clerical clown, but no matter, to be fore-
warned is to be forearmed, and you are wise
to prepare to meet, by co_nsbitutiohal _power,
the dengers with which we are surrounded.

THE VOLUNTEERS.

"It is the privilege of all free bora men to
carry arms in defence of thestate. It isa duty
which free men owe the state, as it is protec-
tion which they owe themselves. Disloyalty
alone can warrant a government in withholding
the permission to carry arms. The Catholies
of the Dominion are, we believe, to a man, loyal
to the constitution and to the laws of this free
land. To Canada and its laws the Catholics
of every nationality, living within the Con-
federation, owe as much, and we believe give
as much, allegiance asany other class of their
fellov; citizens, Whatever may .be the un-
happy causes of internal strife—thers is no
doubt about the policy we wonld all pursue in
defence of the honmour of this our adopted
land, if invasion threatened our borders. Upon
that point we believe the Catholies of the
Dominion are unznimous, It is neither poli-
tieal nor just that the defence of Canada should
be left to any one part of the people. At pre-
sent it is the Protestants who constitute the
largest forces, \Whatever may be the causes of
this monopoly we shall not now discuss, VWhe-
ther it was intended or not we do not know, but
the fact remains, and certninly the Protestant
volunteers are not to blame because of the ab-
gence of Catholics from their ranks, Whatever
mistake has been committed we think that it is
principally dueto the indifference of the Cath.
olics themselves. At first they may have been
somewhat careless—then the corps became
fillod—then there were reductions—and finally
the Catholies found themselves out in the cold,
and so it come to pass thata man in uniform
was almost sure to be a Protestant. Now this
state of things cannot be conducive to the
peace, prosperity, or security of any people. It
is in the nature of things that one side should
come to look upon itself as possessing all
the power, if the slightest turmoil or hostili-
ties were cvoked. Then one side lost
confidence,while the other, knowing its power,
instinctively felt 2 superiority over their un.
armed fellow citizens and perhaps, antagonists.
The present administrations has done a little to
alter this state of affairs, This we must say
in all fairness. The St. Jean Baptiste In-
fantry Company will be, no douht, be prineipally
composed of Irish and French Catholics. It
will be a small muster, it is true, yet it will be a
representative corps, and it is a move in the
right direction. Let wus assure all whom it
may concern that we do not advocate the en-
rolement of Catholics in the volunteers for the
purpose of creating a disturbance, (uite the
contrary, we advocate it for the purpose
of preventing disturbance. We agree with
a contemporary when it says ¢ Tet wus
know cach other better and we will love
each other more.” Such intercourse as will
arise between volunteers of .different redigious
beliefs must tend towards this result, and thus
do some little good towards seouring that har-
mony which we.all so much desire. '

Mr. Kehoe acted as Chairman, and, after inviting
the members of the Grand Council present to take
seats on the platform, said that in taking the chair
this eveniog he had very little to say. He thought
it proper that it should be so when he considered
the gentlemen who were to address them. How-
ever, he could not let the occasion pass without
thanking .the people of Ottawa on behalf of the
Union for the generous patronage extended to them
yesterday. -(Cheers). The weather was propitious,
and everything had passed off most successfully ; but,
above all, the demoustration was an earnest of
public opinion. (Cheers.) It was not a mere gath-
ering for pleasure, but it showed thatthe public
were with them, and had come to ackeowledge and
respect the work of the Union. It waswith faelings
of the deepest satisfaction that he had toreturn
thanks for the demounstration of yesterday after.
noon. It used to ke an old saying of Daniel O’Con-
nell when public opinion was exgpressed for Ireland,
“This is a great day for Treland.” He felt like say-
ing yesterday that “this wasa great day for Ire-
land and for France.” (Cheers). It was a great day,
not only for the Union, but for the Catholics of
Canada. He agein returned thanks for the patroun-
age extended to the Union, and closed by calling

A RESOLUTION,

The Chairman uow read the following resolution
both in English and in Frencb: Moved by Mr. J.
C. Tache, jr., seconded by Mr. Edward Cass:
‘i That the Thanks of the Catholic Young Men's
Literary and Benevolent Union and of the Catholics
of Ottawa generally be hereby tendered to the Pres-
ident of the Catholic Union of Montreal, to Captain
Kirwan, and to the other delegates for the en.
couragement which their visit has given to the
great cause,

The resolution was put and received with loud
cheers.

Mr. McEvenue, in acknowledgement, said as
representative of the best abused organization in
Canada, he felt pleasure in meeting the Catholics
of Ottawa. He went back to AMoatreal with the
conviction that the great theory bad bevn solved
The clergy bad attempted it in vain, and it bad
been left toa few young men to accomplish that
great desideratum viz,, the union of the Irishmen
and French Cathelics of the Dominion. (Cheers.)
Their progress as Catholics was now assured, and
while granting full liberty 1o their Prot¢gtant fellow
citizens, they wers bound to maintain their rights.
He denied that the Union in Montreal had been
formed as an antidote to Orangeism. He would
think very little of an organization merely for
counteracting their evil effects, The Union bad
been formed on account of the aggressive steps of
the Protestant Defence Alliance in Montreal, which
was composed of some of the prominent mep of the
city. Their organization in Montreal had been a
success, as had the one in Ottawa. (Cheers.) The
Montreal brethren would be prepared to co-operate
with the Ottawa Union on any and all occasious.
Hs had been conversing with their President, Mr.

conscience. But let no mere idle issues tempt you
from the path of Catholic unity and Catholic power.

ever issue the policy of its enemies may force you
to adopt. Never allow an unkind werd to escape
your lips toward your Protestant fricnds. Christ
died for ugall, and he is only a fool who cndeavors
to make you fall out with your Protestant neigh-
bors.

Mr. S. Drapeauaddressed the audience in French,
gpeakidg of the great importance of the demonsta-
tion of yesterdny, and congratnlating the men on
the success achieved.

0 prosperous career.

Mr. Kehoe now stated that as the Montreal dele-
gates were leaving for the train to-night, and had
some business to attend to before leaving the
meeting would row draw to a close, He had
to thank them for the compliment paid to the
Mountreal brethren, and thought they were well
worthy of it.

would see that peace was preserved, and wounld say
with George Washington, ¥ to be prepared for war
is the best guarantee of peace” When they were
ready and willing to promote harmony amongst
themeclves their neighbours. Their body there-
fore 'promoted harmoay, and therefore he said they
were not at all bigoted, The French Canadian and
Irish young men of the city had been brought har-
moniously together, and it had - been shown that
there was no fcundation for the fears expressed at
the time of their organization; viz, that in these
exciting times, violeace might result. People had
learned that their motio wns not defiance but de-
fonce.

REMINISCENCES OF A PILGRIM
By Bervarp Tansey.

1t is utierly impossible to give,in the emallspace
at my command, even a condensced account of our
stayjin Rome after the interview with the Sovereign
Pontiff. We visited the principal churches, saw
the classic flood of the Yellow Tiber roll silently
through the eternal city, as it rolled in the days
when Ceasar and Cugsuis breasted its waves, while
swiming to ** Yonder Point,” we were shown ruins
which would make a respectable city; saw the
gigantic Collisseum, the Amphitheatre, where
Christians were wont to be delivered to the Tigers,
and where beautiful dames of Rome held down
their cruel fingers and exclaimed, * Non kabet” in
answer to some mute appeal for mercy; the cata-
combs, where the mysteries of Christinnity were
secretly practised in Rome, and in fact all the
places historic and classic, which the intelligent
traveller is eager to see on his arrival in what was
once the Capital of the pagan, and is now of the
Christian world. Our party left Rome on the 16th
of June, aed arrived in Florence on theday follow-
ing, which was Sunday, Florence isrich in magni-
ficent public buildings, noble paintings sculpt-
ure and other works of art. Many ot the
tombs of its illustrious sons are¢ pointed out to the
stranger, for Florence in this respect is only sur-
passed by Rome herself, In the sight seeivg of
Florence and all the other continental cities which
we visited, our party consisted of Mrs. Muallarky
aud family, Father Sheehy, also Father Egan, and
Miss Mahon and sister, Mr. and Mrs. McKenna,
Miss Carlon and Miss Rice of New York
and myself, all of whom left Rome together, and kept
together until we reached Ireland. Womade Venice
on the 19th, Venice of the ten thousand isles in
sober reality, and of course went out in a Gondolo,
and were taken through the principal streets by a
Gondolier, if I may use such an expression when
talking of sailing in a boat on the Adriatic Sea.
We saw the Church and Lion of St. Mark, and took
time to think with a shudder of the charges often
concealed in the lions mouth, We stood, like Byron,
on the bridge of Sighs ‘

“A palace anda prison or each hand” We were
shown the house wherein the illustrious poet him-
self lived while in Venice, and many other notable
places, not the least of which was the room whero
the terrible council of ten held secret session, and
decided the fate of many a sleeping, innocent citizen
We left Venice on the 19th passed through Turin
which was once large enough for the capital of the
Carbonnari King of Italy,entered Milan and visited
the celebrated Cathedral, and without further ado
started for Paris, the queen of cities and capital of
the grand nation, where we arrived on the 21st, at
five in the morning, Among other of the sights of
Paris we visited Pere Ia Chaise, and raw where
Marshal Ney ‘the bravest of the brave” was
buried, without & tomb or astone to mark the
last resting place of a hero, thongh people say Na-
poleon the Third was grateful. We also visited the
Hotel des Invalids where resta the asghes of the
greatest man, of this or perhaps any otber age,
NarorsoN Bonararte It was with regret we tore
ourselves away from the allurements of the Circean
city, appreciating as we did the Americans fondness
forit. We arrived in Londen on the 24th, visited
Hyde Park, the tower, Kew gardens and other well
known places. Our stay in London was but short
and on the 28th we steamed up the Bay of Dublin
and shortly after pressed the shores of Holy Ireland
after (on my part) an absence of 30 years how shall
I describe my sensations? To those who havere-
visited the land of their birth after a long sojourn
in other countrics it would be unnecessary while
those who did not could not understand them, so
I shall pass them over.—Enger as I was to pass on
to the west where lies my native county
of Rosscommon I could not leave Dublin
without seeing the sights, Seven of us took an open
phbateou, a regular Iiish jaunting car and
drove through Dublia, We visited the Four
Courts, Trinity College, the Custom House, the
Bank of Ireland, formerly the Irish Parliament
House, whose walls are now disturbed only hy the
chink of gold and silver but which once reverber-
ated to the immortal eloquence of Grattan, Curran,
Brueh and Flood, Ponsonby, and Plunkett and other
famoue Irish orators, whose names will live as long
as Demosthenes or Cicera. It may appear a little
prolix to mention Sackville street to those who have
seen Dublin, but it is different when one is absent
thirty years and revisits it agaln, then it is that
the noblest thoroughfare in Europe appears in all
its majesty, by comparison the finest stroet
in the world The Post-office, here is a sight to see,
fully 150 feet square. I could lovingly dwell upon
Dublin, the beauty of its Bay, the clegance of its
public buildings, and the romantic scenery surround.

Growine Crora—Growing crops should now be
coming on finely, especially those that, like celery,
late cabbage, ratagabas, etc. fliourish best when the
nighta are cold and the days warm. They should
be encouraged by the frequent use of the end culti-
vator.—Ameriegn Agriculturalisi,

Curring Cory.—This is, or should be the next
It is unwise to defer it
until October. . The extra valve of well cuved
fodder, not damaged by frost is ne small considera.
tion.  The.corn is ready to cut as soon as it is
glazed, ' It gains nothing by standing longer, and
the fodder is always deteriorated.

Sowiné WarAT.—~The majority of farmers prefer
to sow wheat this month. Where there i3 no
danger of the fly,and where the season of fall growth
is short, most of the whenrt is sown in August.
The 10th of September is probably the date which
suits the ideas and convenience of most farmers.
We prefer not to be later than this if we can avoid
it. 'Tbis subject wazsufficiently treated last month,

Sowixe Tovroruy; Harmowine WuesT.-~ When
grass seed is sown ; Larrowing wheat can not be
done either in the fall or spring. Tae Lenefit de.
rived from harrowtny in both seasous, is certainly
greater than the advantage of having the grassseed
in the ground before winter. When clover is to be
sown in the spring, it will be much safer to defer
sowing thé timothv until then, and sow it with
the clover on the freshly harrowed ground.

Rye axp WreAT.—Investigations by P. F. Marklyn
and Mr. Cooper would seem to place tye before
whent in the scale of natrition. They pronocunce it
one third richer than wheat. Rye is especially rich
in gluten. This corresponds with the generslly re-
ceived idea of farmers. Iu Pennsyivania rye las
lang beea considered one of the most valuable
cereals as food for horses, apd in Europe it ishkeld
in high estimation for bread. It winters casily and
thrives on a comparatively poor soil.

Crover Skep.—The second crop of clover for seed
may be cut with a mower, and gathered uwpon a
frame, made of light strips pf wood or iron rods, to
which a piece of caavas is sewed, and fastened to
the cutter-bar by two bolts. The clover gathered
upon the clotl: can be raked oft by a Loy following
with a wide hay-rake. The straw and chaff are
useless for hay, and are not worth the trouble of
preserving from the weather, but will make ex-
cellent litter for furrowing cows. To be wetted
and dried two or threc times, causes the sead to
hull easiiy.

CuLTivaTing Waear—We are experimenting
with wheat sown in rows 14 inches apart, and the
rows to be worked with o Rue's hand-cultivator.
If it will pay to cultivate wiieat here, as it does in
Eogland, it will be done. The proper implement
can be had without difiiculty. A common grain
drill can be furnished with hoes to do the worlk.
If other crops pay for cultivation, it is difticalt to
say why wheat should not. [t ouly needs that the
mode of sowing be arranged to suit. An experi-
ment of this pature can easily be made on 2 small
plot of ground, and may be very valnable in its
resnlts,

ProwixG Cory-StcasLe ~When fall grain is sown
upon corn-stubble, the stooks should be as wide as
possible. The plan of binding in sheaves, will then

be set up 12 rows apart, or 7 rows on each side of
each row of stooks. This will give nearly 40 feet
of plowed ground in eachstrip, and leave very little
space to be plowed afterwards. ''beu, if the ground
is plowed by throwing the first furrows lightly to-
wards the stooks and finishing by an open furrow
betweed them, the strips left may be plowed by
throwing the furrows to those first made, again
lightly, aud finishing bya dead furrow in the mid-
dle. Then the ground will be left in lands 21 feet
wide, a width, nearly 10 paces, that isusually given
to thelands.

Trresuisc WHeaT.—When it is convenient it js
far the best plan to thresh wheat early. When
put into the bara, it always undergoes a process of
gwenting.” This is caused by the water contained
in the grain and straw, and which cannot all be
dried out in the field, but which is veaporated by
the process of heating and ¥ sweating,” The Dara
should he thoroughly ventilated during this pro-
cess ard the doors thrown epen every fine day, es-
pecially when a breeze is blowing, After this
sweating has occurred, the grain threshes easily,
and may then be put away into the granary safely,
The steaw is too valvable to be used for Iitter,
Plenty of matter can be procured for this purpose
which costs nothing, ned is good for nothing else,
such a8 leaves, coorse grass, weeds cut before they
blossom, ot seed, sand, dry earth, swamp muck, etc,
These should be gathered in good time, and stored
under cover, ot protected from the rain,

VanieTigs oF WumaT —A great nuwmber of new
varictics of wheat bhave been tested of late.  The
Clawson wheat lias become very popula_r:m ac.ctc.;uut

itg hardiness. It is a rmooth variety, with a
;fulx:asp, u:gber grin, and yields well, The “Gold
Medal” has made many friends, but we know it
only by veport. Of all that we have grown, the
Treadwell, the Clawson, and the 'Dxehl, bave suc-
ceeded beat on moderately light soil, nnd we would
choose them in the order here named. The Diehl,
is a fine white variety, but the white wheats need
better soil nnd cultivation than the an_)ber, and
these better than the red wheats. It is a good
farmer that can raise good crops of the white sorts,
But then every farmer should try for the best. Co
the whole, however, the amber wheats, will pro-
0 ost successful under ordinary
cultivation, and, as arule, they make excellent

flour.

Ape Fowus Provrrasia 7—They certainly are,
where the fowls bave araage of grass land to forage
upon, The range need not all be in grass, but 50 hens
‘ought to have a quarter of an acre ef grass' ground,
atlesst. Then, ifthey can run upon a cora or
potato patch ndjoining the grass, it would be
advantageous to them, and especially to chx.ckens,
as they will notlinjure cors nor potaloes. Nor will Any
injury Do sustained by using Paris green to kill
potato bugs, as the fowls will not eat the bugs. I
had fifty fowl running constantly last season among
my potatoes, which were infested Dy bugs, and Paris
green was nsed freely ; and pot & chick nor & hen
was-ailiog all'sumwer. . But fowls are not prafitable
when kept confined in very small yards, with no
‘grass to run upov. It willdo very well, a8 a
‘matter of family convenience, fo have & few fresh
eggs, 1o keep 10.0t 15 fowlaina yard 50 foet square,

~CITY COUNCIL.

Moxtany MERTING,
(Special Report.)

The regular monthly meeting of the Council
took place on last Monday afternoon, His Worship
Mayor Beaudry presiding. The following Alder-
men were algo present : Nelson, Donovan, Childs,
4 Grenier, Clendenning, Mercer, Genereux, Hood,
Duhamel, Robert, Laurent, Laberge, Greene, Mc-
Cambridge, Thibault, Kennedy, Melancon, Wilson,
Chausse, Holland, " Rivard, McLaren, Stephens,
Gauthier and Taylor. : )

The only Aldermen not present were Messrs.
Mullin and McCord, both of whom are absent from
the city. ) Dot

The minutes of the preceding meeting- having
been read were adopted, after which the report of
the Board of Revisers was read, declaring Mr. Claude
Melancon duly elected asrepresentative of St. Louis
‘Ward in place of Ald. David who bad resigned. On
motion of Ald. Grenier, seconded by Ald. McCam-
bridge, the report was adopted, and Mr. Melancon,
after subscribing to the necessary oaths of office,
was conducted to his place at the Qouncit Board.

Ald, Laurent was appointed to fill the vacancy
on the Water Committee cansed by the resignation
of Ald. David ; and, in conseguence of this change
Ald, Melancon was appointed to the positions
vacated by Ald. Lanrent on the Firé and Market
Committees.

Seversl applications were made for permission to
keep Lumber und Coal yards in different parts of
the city—Referred to the Fire Committee.

A report was presented from the Chairman of the
Water Committee (Mr. Donovan) setting forth that
the Committee had an extraordimary amount of
work on hand which reqnired constant sapervision.
Understanding thoroughly the grave responsibilities
attached to the office of Chairman of that Committee,
he had, within a period of one week called three
meetings, but in every cage was unsuccessful in
obtaining a quorum, At the first mesting called for
3 o'clock on 28th Aug. only the Chairmanand Ald.
Robert attended, while at the second meeting con-
vened for 31st Aug., the Chairman and Ald. Hoed
alone put in an appearance. The third meeting
wag alike unproductive of result as unfortunately
the necessary number of members did not present
themselves., The Chairman was unable to state
whether the absence of these gontlemen was volun-
tary or unavoidable, however he thought the matter
was of such importance as to be brought before the
Council, in order that the members might take
what action they thought proper.

Ald. Donovan, in reference to the report, said he
was sorry to be obliged to bring the matter before
the public, but he considered it his duty as works
of the utmost importance were awaiting the action
of the Committee. He could not imagine what rea-
son members had for acting as had the gentlemen
composing the Water Committee, and he called

upon the members present in Council to give their
Treasons for having failed to attend the meetings

when properly requested to do so. Two most im-
portant contracts were to come before the Com-
mittee, and letters, &c., concerning the subject were
to be congidered, and should be attended to without
delay. The insulting and disgraceful paragraphbs
which appeared concerning the speaker in the
press, gave an important significance to the cir-
cumstance. Inthe Starof Friday last it was stated
that the members of the Water Committee would
nolonger sit with their Chairman. He (Mr. Donovan)
well knew whence these reports emanated, and he
despised the author. The intention was to oust
him from the cbairmanship, but he could assure
the Council he bad no intention whatever of resign-
ing. He would remain and continue to fill the
posilion to which the Council did him the honor to
elect him. He thought he had performed his duties
satisfactorily, and would continue to do sowhile he
occupied the position, In comclasion he trustied
the gentlemen would give satisfactory explana-
tions a8 to their conduct as members of the Water
Committee:
Ald. Thibaultexplained that he had been present
on the days of the meeting, but left finding there
was no quorum,
Ald. Stephens was glad to know that the Chair.
man of the Water Committee was net goiug to resign,
as while Mr. Donovan occupied that position he
would attend well to the business of the Depart-
ment. He explained that many members were out
outof town during the month of August which
would account for their non-attendance at the
mectings called by Mr, Donovan. He, (Ald.
Stephens) a8 Chairman of the Road Committee had
often called meeting and found not quorum, but he
persevered and in the end succeded in getting e full
meeting together.
The Finance Committee reported concurring in
the report of the Fire Committee asking for $422
to entertaln the Hudson N.Y, firemen—Carried.
A supplementary grant of $53,000 was voted to
to the credit of the New City Hall Committee to
enable them to complete all payments, and make
the different departments tenantable as soon as
possible.
The sum of $32,0¢0 was granted to the Com-
mittee for the paymeut of the Colhorne Tunnel.
Ald. Rivard moved, seconded by Ald. Wilson,
that the name of Ald Clendenning be added to
the Cowmmittee for revising the taxation system,
and that five members constitute a quorum.
Several reports of the Road Committee were
adopted.
A report of the same Committee for a grant of
$500 to pay tor labor in public gardens and squares,
wag voted down.
The Fire Committee reported asking for an ap-
propriation of $10,600 distributed asfollows, $5,000
for a new fire station, $5,000 for a new fire engine,
and $600 for an additional fireman. The report
wag adopted a8 to the last {wo items, the sum of
$500 tor a fire station not being entertained,

Permission was granted to two butchers to open
private stalls.

Ald. Olendenning was elected Acting Mayor for
the ensulng three months,

After some discussion the meeting adjourned
until next Friday afternoon at 3 o'clock. )

There was a pretty fair attendance of the general
public who remained throughout the sitting, pro-
bably expecting to hear the debate on the question
of the payment of the volunteera for services on the
12th and 16th July, The settlement of this im-
portant question will certainly be brought up at
next meeting,
