The bad weather, and the  terribly low -price
of cattle and wheat have prodaced an econe-
mic crisis, and the fact is the farmers are not
able to pay the rents which the land courts
have fixed. Up to the present there
have been only sporadic manifestations of o
coming time of severe strugple between the
tenants and the landlerds; bnt the general
sirnggle will probably come. It is well to
consider the chances of sueh & struggle by
the light of events in England and Scotland,
Jlis « most hopefal sign of the times that
the crigis is no louger a purely Irish
crisis ; that it exists in England and Scot-
Jand as well a8 in Ireland. It is a still more
hopeful sign of the times that the remedies
proposed 1n the three countries are practically
the sume. In England and in Scotland pub-
lic opinien points, as in Ireland, to the rack
rents of the landlords as the fountain and ori-
gin of the existing dietress ; and in the three
countries the demand is simultaneously made
for a reduction of this intolerable impost as
one the first necessity to establish a better
gtate of things. Three years ago a demand
fer o reduction of rents by the Irish farmers
was denounced as rotbery and confiscation by
the Emcticall_v unanimous opinion of England
and Scotland ; and when a **No Rent Mani-
feste™ was issued the English Prime Min-
ister was backed in applying every re-
gource of British civilization, so called,
to put it down. To-day a ‘‘No Rent Mani-
festo” i8 issued, and acted upon in all the
islands around Skye ; and in Cheshire there is
talk of a resort to the same weapon. Infact,
the farmers of these two districts in Scotland
and England are, as -the 5t James’s Gazetle
remarks, with its characteristically savage
hatred of Ireland and of popular movements
have adopted *‘ the regnlar Land League pro-
cedure.” .

The attitade of the Eaglish press under
guch circumstances i8 noteworthy, With
scarcely an exception, they applaud the gal-
lant crofters, who are determined to pay no
rent till their grievances are redressed,
and to die 1ather than consent to be
evicted. The temptation to contrast the
difference between this tone towards the
crofters of Skye and the tone towards the
farmers of Ireland is great ; but we pass this
by, as our concern. to-day is with the influ.

1881.82. The Conaervative party themselves
arehelping forward, unintentionally of course,
the demand for a reduction of rents. Mr.
Chaplin, Mr. Lowther, and men of that
irresponsible type arc getting up an agitation
under the name of Fair Trade, which in
plain English means that the wheat of
America is to be taxed, and the bread of
English artisans thereby made dearer, in
order that the landlords may still be able to
exact as large a rent as that which they ob-
lained before the ‘wheat fields of
California competed with those of Iasex
and Oxfordshire, It is =carcely mneces-
sary to say that such schemes have as
much chance: of beiig realised as the
" return of the poriod and the customs before
. thedeluge. The choice of the British farmer
is between paying a smaller rent or getting
more money for his wheat, through an 1mport
duty on American grain; ana as thelatter al-
ternative is entirely outside of any possible
combination, the former: alternative alone, is
left, The rent must be reduced in England
and Scotland, and the.reduotion of the rent
in these places will, of course, be fullowed by
a similar moveuent in Ireland. .

RaTErPARNBAN, Dec. 22.—It is with ex-
treme reluctance that .l write to you on the
grievances.and .sufferings of Irishmen in their
own native country. Much more pleasant is
it to'tréat of the brave efforts the men and
‘women of . the present  generation are
making té lift themselves and their country.
out of the slough. of despondency to which
they seem -to be consigned by g0 many cen-
turies of*misrnle and oppression. That these
efforts “havy Deen not unly brave, but heroic
and sucéessful, I can gladly testify, Let.the
facts ret” forth in this letter, though only a
few cnlled, nlmost ut hazard, from a multitude,
enable Atnericun resders to say whether or not
during the last century, as well as in the last
years, there has been a brave battle fonght to
improve tho xocial condition of this old
Celtic land. Travelers from Europe to the
United States who wish to judge soundly of
the social prozsress made in our republic with-
in a given period should study the condition
of our public instizuticns both at the begin-
ning and at the close nf such period.
For public iustitutions are both the outcome
and the sources of national life. They grow
out of thelife nnd habits of a people, and
they are the very well-springs of public life
and virtne

Since 1 caine to the capitnl city of Ireland,
and- have been led to stuily closoly her pust
history and present condition, my wander
and admiration have steadily incrensed by the
marvollous chunge which has tuken place
from the year 1781 to the present yeur of
grace, 1884, 1 must be understood as speak-
ing of Catholicism alone. The comparison is
in favor of Ireland., The Church proscribed,
persecuted, laboring under manifold legal and
socinl disabilities, has grown [rom within and
by virtue of her own vital energy.

I have been visitiog some of these great
female cstablishments of education and char-
ity, which may De in all truth styled the nur-
series of the na.onal life in Ircland, if your
Protestant renders will concede to me that
the religion of the immense majority of Irish-
men in the past and of the great majority of
themat presentisthe Catholicreligion. Forthat
faith, since 1534 down to the present day, the
pation has battled and suffered. This faith Las
been the sustaining, the energizing principle
in their sonls all through a struggle unparal-
lIeled in history. The soul of the nation to-
day, in ita literature and its institutions,
only breathes freely and fully, and manifests
itself in all its native vigor, when it combinea
the expression of Catholic faith and sentiment
with the love of the old land, the sacred tra-
ditions of thepast, and the irrepressible aspi-
ratins toward o free national existence.

I visited in Dublin the houses of the Irish
Sisters of Charity, and here at Rathfarnham
the great mother-house of the Sisters of the
Institute of the Blessed Virgin Muary, better
known as the Nuns of Loretto, a houss which
also stands foremost in all Ircland as a female
seminary ; and, while at Cork, I ngain and
again visited the South I’resentation Convent,
together with the far-famed Ursuline Aca-
demy at Blackrock, both the ereation of Nano
Nagle. This heroic and saintly Irish maiden
wus o native of Cork, n near relutive hoth of
Edmund Burke and Father Muathew. She
died in her 56th year, April 26, 1784, and was
the first who dared in her own bative city to
apen & school for the children of the Catholic
poor, braving all the terrors of the penal laws.
She died prematurely, worn out by her chari-
table labors. It has been my privilege to kuneel
at her grave and to examine carefully every
part of the lowly house where sne first dwelt
with her companions. InJanuary, 1787, was
born, in that same city of Cork, Mary Aiken-
head, who was destined to De the fouudress
of the Irish Sisters of Charity, n religious
order different in everything Dut in name
from the Vincentiun Sisters, who acknow-
ledged Vincent of Panl as their pavent. In
Janunry, 1794, was Dborn_in Dublin TFrances
Ball, the parent of the Irish branch of the
Loretto nuns. _Catherine McAuley, the great
mother of the Irish Sisters of Mercy, was also
bern in Dublin, on September 17, 1787.

T here unite the names of four of the nob-
lest woraen ‘ever born in any land, all belong-
ing by their birth to the eighteenth century,
but whose labors have contributed more per-
haps than those of any three men their con-
temporuries to prepare and secure for Ireland
the plorious, intellectual and moral spring-
tide, the very sight of which fills my soul
with unspéakable joy and hope.

MR, CLEVELAND SPEAKS,

A STATESMANLIKE LETTER ON THE CIVIL
SERVICE QUESTION.

New Yorg, Dec. 29.—Cleveland hns
written a letter to the executive committee of
the Naticnal Civil Service Reform Leaguo, in
which hoaays : ** That practical reform in
the civil service is demsnded is abundantly
established by the fact that u stagutc to secure
such result hns been passed in congress with
the assent of Doth political parties and by the
further fact that a sentiment is gencrally pre-
valent among patriotic people culling for a
fair and honest enforcement of the law which
has been thus enawcted. I regard myself
pl¢dged to this, Lecause my conception of
true democratic faith and public duty requires
that this and all other statutes should be in
good faith and withont evasion cnforced, and
hecause in many utterances made prior to my
election as Prosident, approved by the party
to which { helong, and which T have no dis-
pasition to disclaim, I have in effect promised
the people that this should be done. If T
were addressing none but party friends, I
should deem it entirely proper to remind them
that, thongh the coming administration is to
be democratic, & due regard for the people’s
interest does not permit faithful party work
to be always rewsrded by appointment to
office, and to say to them that while demo-
crats may expect all proper consideration, se-
lections for office not embraced within the
civil service rules will be based upen suffici-
ent unqluiry as to fitness instituted by those
charged with that duty, rather than upon
pemsistent importunity or self-solicitod re-
commendations on Dehalf of candidates for
appointment.”

The telegru.?hed accounts of Sir Johr Mac-
donald’s speech at Toronto on Wednesday on
the subject of reciprocity will excite no sur-
prisc among those who ars nwure of the secret
political movements both in Eugland and
Cunads during . the - past six months,
Canadza, which for years past has been

}eeeking n new reciprocity treaty with the

United States in the lines of the old trenty
of 1854, now, at the bidding of her Premier,
sees even the fishery clouses of the Washing-
ton treaty expire without an effort on her
part to renew it.  This is remarkable in view
of the fact that Capada is not prosperous,
and sadly needs the market for her fish which
the United States affords, but which will be
closed ngainst her on the 1st July. next.
A well known Canadian who Nas recently
returned from England, ard who is in a posi-
tion to know ali; the facts, explained this
apparent apathy on the part of Capada to a
representative of this paper in & way which
makes it very clear, and which will probably
cause some of our business men to open their
cyes.
RECIPROCITY.

minds that it i3 time it should be stopped,
They say if the United States will not buy
from us wo will not buy from them, but we
will form a customs league with our colonies
and keep the trade within the Iimpire,”

“But do the colonies produce everything
that Mngland aeeds

*“ Bverything ; they embrace more than
seven and a half million square miles and
have a population of abont three hundred
million souls- They includo territory in
every climate and in each of the great couti-
nents. There is not an article that England
requires that cannot be prodaced ns cheaply
in her colonies as inany forgign country.
Look at the list of British imports,  The six
principal articles are flour and grain, ruw cot-
ton, wool, sugar, wood and timber and tea.
To these should be added other food
products, such ns live animals, meats,
eggs and fish. As for flour and
grain, lodis, Australin, New Zealand,
Cunada and KEgypt, which is virtually a
British colony, will supply England with all
sho needs, Speaking ns a Canadian, I may
sny that our exports of grain to the United
Kingdom could be incrensed three-fold in a
couple of years. The surplus of wheat in
Manitoba for export this year is six million
bushels and in three years it will bo sixty
millions if the scheme of imperial federation
is carried out, as it will be. I expect to see
the day, and not u very distant one either,
when not one bushel of grain will go from the
Unrited States to England.”

** But can Lngland do without American
cotton 1" ‘

Long stapled cotton can now be produced
better in the Southern States than anywhere
else, but that is no reason why this should
always beso.

Cotton is aleo grown in the
Biji Islauds, in Natal, and lorgely in Egypt,
which sends apnually about $30,000,-
000 worth to DIngland, The produe-
tion in all these countries could be increased
to meet the demands of England’s cotton mills.
As for the other articles which Englund im-
ports you will hardly need my assurance that
all the wool, sugar, nieats and timber that
England needs can be produced in the British

FaArMERS in several of the Western States
are actually burning their corn for fuel
They find it ‘o be cheaper than coal. There
must be something radically wrong when
breadstufls have thus to be destroyed. One
of the principal reasons given by the farmers
for this destruction is the impossibility of
marketing their grain at the present low
prices, unless the railroad companies consent
to reduce their freight rates, The railroads
maintain that they are losing now and that
they caonot afford to reduce the rates.

While the effect of the present industrial
depression is bad enough, Bradsireet’s Review
publishes the results of an investigation into
the condition of the manufacturers in the pro-
vinces of Ontario and Quebec which would
indicate this the depression has been some-
what cxaggerated.

SIR JOEN AND HIS MUSKET.

At the late Toronto convention of the Cox-
servative party, s plank was adopted con-
demning all agitation and all utterances in
favor of Canadw’s political emancipation. Sir
John Macdonald, in his specches on that oe-
casion, emphasized his ardent love for the
British connectiop and declarcd that ¢ there
never could be a change inour positions with-

out & war.” The Premier even went farther,
and in & moment of excitement when
his feelings ‘outweighed his judgment,

exclaimed in schoolboy fashion, *¢.There
‘“can be no powible change. I-for one
‘¢ carried my musket as & boy in 1837, and I
¢ will shoulder my musket again for the pur-
““ pose of fighting for British connection.”
This is silly bluster, and is unworthy of the
veteran statesman who, six years ago, sanc-
tioned the war cry, not ouly of his party, but
also of the country: ¢ If the National Policy
% for Canada is going to hurt England, chy
a0 much the worse fer Britich connection !”
That was the cry that made Sir John and his
party whattheyareto-day, Itrallied the coun-
try around their standard and gave them
complete sway over the destinies of the Dom-
inion. And now the Premier and his follow-
ers stultify themselves to the extent of awal-
lowing those words of patriotic assertion and
of uttering a fitful - a=quiescence in the perpe-
tunl vassalage of this Canada of ours, The
cry now is ** if British connection hurt Can-
“t ada, why so much the worse for Canada !”
Unless the Canadian people are as change-
able and as purchasable as their leaders, this

Jatest cry « will  drive  them from
power with irresistiDle force. Even in
Sir Johm's Cabinet, a unanimity of
opinion does not exist vegarding - the

future position of Crnada. Not all of them
would bear u musket to shoot down a Cana-
dian who would seek for the national
sovereignty of his counntry. The echoes of
Sir John's spsech, in which he declared that
there was no possible change for Canada,
that there could be no change without a war,
and that ho would be there with his musket,
had scarcely died away when the Hon. J. A.
Chapleau, Secretary of State, laid it down in
eloquent terms that the problem of Canada’s
future mode of existence was to be wsolved
by Imperial Federation or by Independence.

If Canada is satisfied so are we. The Siates
revolted from the Crown to which Canads, s
still subject more than one hundred years ngo,
Canada has remained in leadingstrings. The
States have struck cut for themselves. The
States constitute one of . the great powers of
the earth, Cuanude is tarely heard of evin
hereexcept asa refige. So far as achieve
ments aro concerned there ia in the paralle]
much reason, we think, for Canada to wish
independence, and no reason for the United
States to envy it in its dependence. If there
is less morality, public and private, in this
country than in others, which we do notad
mit, it would not be lessened by changing our
form of government, nor would the Cana-
dians, if B0 much more virtuous than we are,
be contaminated if they lived under a Presi:
dent rather than a Viceroy.”

THE MEMOKIES OF THE COMMUNE,

Henri Rochefort publishes in the Intran.
sigeant o series of letters which prove that
M. Thiers was actually responsible for the
death of the Archbishop of Paris and the
murder of the other hostages. It mppears
from the correspondence that there was
an intermedisry between Versailles and
Paris during the insurrection of 1871. The
pam2 of this mysterious individual waa
Flotte, and he had repeated interviews
with M, Thiers. The Communists propused
thut Blanqui should be given up to them in
return for Monseigneur Darboy, the Abbé
Deguerry (parish priest of the Madeleine),
President Bonjean, and several other ecclesi-
astics. When M. Flotte did not succeed,
they actually permitted the Abbé Lagarde to
leave the prison of La Hoguette, on parole, to
further the negotiations, M. Lagerdewas kept
in Versailles by B Thiers until the inaurree-
tionhad takenanew turn, and whenevery trans-
action would have been impracticable. Svel
conduct was inhuman, and again proves what
has becn 80 amply demonstrated before that
the sinister little stateswman was fuller of
egotiam than of putriotism. It is sometimes
gaid that M. Thiers could not go into
negotiations with the chiefs of the revalt
sgainst public order. Bu$, unfortunately,
he was not so dignifled in other indirect com-
municatisnswith M. RaoulRigeult, M. Rossel,
and other influential members of the Com.
mune. To make the case more flagranta
letter was sent by tho Archbishop himself,
in which that saintly furelate touchingly called
attention to the cruel position ot his fellow
prisoners, and left out nll mention of
himself. The AbbS Deguery olso wrote
to M. Thiers, In the end Blanqui
was amnestied and Archbishop Darboy
reccived & martyr’s crown.

DEATH OF TWO IRISH NUNS.

Two aged Irish nune were buried on the 4th
inst., says the Dublin Freeman of the 5th,
one in tho conventual cemetery of the
Presentation Convent at 'Tuam, under
the shadow of the Archiepiscopal Uathe-
dral, and with the blessing of His Grace
the Most Rev. Dr. M’Evilly ; the other in the
restful little DLurial ground of the Lorette
Convent at DBalbripgan. Possibly they
were the two senior ladies of the rell-
gious cloistered commnnities in Irelund.
Miss Tucker, Detter kanown as Mcther
Teresa, was the oldest nun in the long-estab-
lished branch of the Presentation order at
Tuam.

Mother Mary Ursula Dwyer, the
revered lndy who, after more than fifty
years’ work in the order of Lorette,
was buried at Balbriggan yesterday, was in
her 79th year, She entered on her mnovi-
tiate ot Rothfarnham the year of the
great reform act of 1832.

THE SPANISH TREATY.

WasnrxgroN, Dec. 26.—Secretary Freling-
huysen has written s lengthy letter to Chair-
man Miller, of the committes on foreign re.
lations, regarding the political considerations
important to the . country reluting tv the
treaty between the TUnited States and
Spoin as to Cuba and Porto Rico.
