tloned hereafter, than will be the cage If his
resent illness proves » fatal one, .John
Bright was born Nev. 16, 1811, at Greenbank,
s place near the now famoua Rochdale, his
rosent resldence, his father, whose namo was
Jucob Belght, being a Qaaker spinner and
manufacturer at Rochdale. When he was in
his 24th year young Bright made a trlp to the
continent, going aa far as Palestine, and on
bis return heme he delivered a seriea of lec-
tares on hin travels bafore a literary Institn-
tion which he had previonsly formed at Roch-
dale, Always deeply interested In ail ques-
tions of political economy, youug Bright,
when the Anti-Corn Law League sprang into
exiatence in 1839, became one of ita leading
memberz, taking an active part in the agita-
tion which followed, and he also vigorously
espoused the frae trade movement, ranging
himaelf upon that issne elde by aide with Mr.
Cobden. His first attempt to secure parlla-
mentary honors was made in 1843, when he
offared himeelf to the eleotors of Darham, and
although he was beaten In his firet canvaes,
he suoceeded in the same year in getting him-
gelf elected member for Dorham City., Of
his parliamentary labora little need be eald,
save that he threw himeelf earnestly into all
menauren of reform. In 1845 he ssoured an
appolntment an a parliamentary committee
on game laws, and be afterwards pablished
an address to the tenant farmera of England
strongly condemning the existing laws and
arging agitation for thelr repeal. In 1847 he
was returned as one of the members for Man
chenter, and for several years following he
worked band in hand with Cobden for finan.
olal reform and free trade. True to his
Quaker priociples, when the Crimean war
was on the point of breaking out in 1854, he
urged Its avoldance by all possible meane,
and he took part in the proceedings of the
Peace Soclety which sent a delegation to St.
Petersburg to aek the Ozar to use all hie in-
finenca for the maiutenance of peace. When
war fioally ensusd Bright did not cease to
denounce the government for taking part
in 1t, apd ma energetically did he engagae
In thia worle that hie health broke down, and
he was obliged to seek rest on the gontinent,
During hig absence another election ensued,
and the &skar was rejected by his former
constitnency, which apparently had little
sympathy with opposition to the minlsterial
war polioy. Bright, however, was not the
sort of a man to remain long out of politics.
Tn 1857 he secured an election fzom Birming-
ham, and while representing thav constitu-
ency he was instrumental in overthrowlng

eatlng 1t on the second reading of the
Ebynt:;lfraoy gill. When our civil war broke
out Mr, Bright was one of the few English.
men who did not desire to see the breaking
up of the Unlon, and the attitude he then
maintained, at a time when even such men as
(ladatone Beymed to sympathize with the
South, won him & warm place in the Amerioan
heart, and an sffeotion which he has not
wholly forfeited by his Iate aots in esponsing
the ocause of ocoerolom, acta 8o inconsistent
with his early oareer, when he was a Radical
of the Radicals ond.an advooate of juetice
and equality. In the Gladstontan minlatry
which followed tha ocloze of the clvil war in
this country, Mr. Bright was ono of the lead-
‘Jog ministers, holding the position of presi.
dent of the board of trade, and at that time
‘the warmest poesible aympathy oxisted be-
tween him and the grand old man whoge Irish
proposala Bright has emblttered the closing
years of his life by trying to defeat.

Mr, Bright, before he was led astray from
hie early principles, was always a good friend
of Ireland and the Irlsh people, and In behalf
of tha Jatter his voloe was often uplifted in
Parliament and his pen willingly employed in
the press, It was he who was chiefly instru-
meetal in eecuring for Justin MoOarthy hie
first smployment when that young Irishman,
neatly forty years ago now, went to London
in the hope of trying his fortunes in that
great metropolis, Bright was at that time a
3hareholder in the Morsing Star, and through

hia Infinence Mr, McCarthy seoured his first
London engagement, which was that of par-
lamentary reporter for the Star, of which
paper the briliiant Irishman afterwards be-
camo editor-In-chlef, When, following the
electlon of 1868, it became evident that Mr.
Bright was golug to become a cabinet minla-
%er in the Gladstone ministry, and when, In
consequence of that fact, the Quaker states.
man sold ont his stook ia the Star, so great
weg Mr. MoCarthy’s reverence for Bright
that ho refused to remain longer with the
paper, and,” consequently, handed in his re-
signation. - Bright's regard for MaOarthy was
then of the bighest sort. The old Q:uker,

in a speech, in which he recounted hia many
brilliant qualities, and coogratnlated Parlia-
ment on the accession of such a man to its
ranka,

Bright, once he had entered Mr. Glad-
stone's cabinet, loyslly supported that pre-
mler in al]l his movements. Ho uphsld the
government, even at the risk of his own prin.
ciples, and hls fidelity to his caief thcn
seemed unalterable. In fact, his alleglance
to Mr. Gladstons then may be asaid to have
been, In one sense, tho cause and erigiz of his
trasson te bim et the present time, When
the Llverals propased coerciun for Ireland
Mr, Bright, notwithatanding that the greater
part of his lifetime had besn devoted to ad-
vooating justice and humans treatmeat for
all clagses, was as ready as the verlest gyca-
phant of the minlstry to go into the govern-
meat lobby on a division, and in these firat
acts of violence to hia conacience, whioch must
oven then have upbraldad him for his derelic-
tion of his earller principles, may be found
$be motives which impelled him in these later
years, when Mr. Gladstone at last saw the
neceasity and justice of granting home ruls to
Ireland, to break with hia former leader, ally
hircself with the coerciomists, and thus con-
tinue the courze he entared upon when, in the
Gladetonian winietry, he first became a aup-
porter of that miserable misrule of Ireland
whioh continues until the present day., Lot
1t not be supposcd, though, that Mr. Bright
became a coerofonlst all at once when he be-
came a cabinet minister. Prior to that event
few Euoglishmen had been more outapoken
than he in professlons of aympathy with the
down-trodden Irish people, and even when,
in deference to his chief, be voted for those
enactments for the malotenance of *law and
order” In Ireland, he seldom talled, when op-
portunity offered, of saying a good word for
the Irish people and of urging measures for
the welfare of their miserfes, Batimes he
even spoke agatnat coerclon, and when, in the
fall of 1880, a parllamentary demand for a
new crimes uct was being formed, consequent
upon the holding of a landlorde’ meeting in
Dublin, Mr, Bright sald: I saw the other
day the statement that 100 of them, (the
Irish landlords) equal nearly to the namber
of the Irish members, had assembled in
Dublln, and discaesed the state of things,
and they had nothing but thelr old remedy,
force, the English government, armed polioe,
increased military protection and assistsnce,
and it may be measuras of restriction and
coercion, which they were anxicus to urge
upon the government, The question for ue
to ask ouraselves Is, Ie there any remedy for
thia state of things?

FORCE IS mO REMEDY,

There are times when it may be necessary,
and when its employment may be absolutely
unavoidable, but I should rather regard, and
rather discuss, measures of rellef as mearures
of ramedy, than measares of force, whose in-
fluence is only temporary, and in the long
run, I belleve, is disastrous.”
Yot Mr. Bright, within a few days after
he had utteraed thess brave worde, went Inta
a cabinet’ meeting, and consented to the in-
trndnotion of a new crimes act, so that, from
1880, at least, all his expresesions of sympathy
for lreland have had a dishonest and insin-
oere sound in them ; and his treachery then
paved the way for the infamy to which he has
since descended, How wmuoh better would
his réputation not be te-day if he had stood
by his statement that * force Is no remedy,”
and resigned his cabinet portfolio sooner
than consent to the ocoercloa bill of 1880,
and how immeasurably greater would bo
the honor sarrounding his name now
if he had refused then to enter
upon that downward path wbioh has since
led him into the ranks of Torylsm and the
perpetration of aote which must forever re-
main a stigma upon bis memory ! After this
aot of recreancy on Bright’s part nobody was
surprised when, a few years later, he referred
to a recital of eviotions in Ireland, as that
was told In Westminlater, as something that
“was in many partas interestlng and in soms
parts amusing ; neither were many astonished
when he refused to return to reason with Mr.
Gladstono when the latter statesman, frankly
acknowledging the errors of the past, ad-
mitted that coercion in Ireland would aiways
prove a failure snd asserted that the only way
in which the Iriesh question could ever be
satiafactorily settled was by granting the
Irish people the restoration of thelr atolen
leglalativa rights.
Mr, Bright conenmmated his downfall from
Liberallsm by seceding from Mr. Gladatone
when the lattor signified his intentlon of in-
troducing on Irish home rale biil in Parlia-
ment, It is very difficult to underatand what
motives conld have lmpelled the venerable
Quaker to take this step. One can under-
stand, It is true, with difhcnlty, why, In obe-
dience to Mr. Gladstoune’s wiahes, and agalnat
his own conviotions, ho coneented in 1880-'81
to the Introduction of a new orimes act, Hs
wans then a cabine’ minieter, and hie opposl-
tion to the government then would mean the
loss of his portfollo, No suoh matter was at
stake, though, when he broke with Mr. Glad-
stene on the home rule question, an Issne en
which, had he been trus te himself, it shonld
have heen an easy thing for Bright to sup-
ort

He had
always professed sympathy for the people,
and he had reached an age when politioal
ambitions are seldom entertained. He cer-
taloly was never jealous of Mr, Gladstone,
and yet from being one of that statesman’s
warmest friende and ataunchest supporters be
has become ons of bis bitterest ensmles and
most determined opponents. No man, not
even Chamberlain himaelf, shameless sooun-
drel oa he is, has spoken mors virulently of
Mr, Gladstone in late years than John
Brizht, and po **Untonist” has boen more
stubbora then he In his refusal to accept the
alive bronoh which the grand old man has 8o
often extanded to the dissidents,

And. yet, M one can credit roports, there is
o lingerlng love yet In Jokn Bright's heart lor
the man under whose captaincy he served for
8o many of the best years of his life. A recent
vialtor to Bright'a residence relates that dur-
ing & conversation he had with the venerable
Qaakar, the subject of politics being discnased
and Mr, Gladstone’s name being bronght into
notfce, Mr. Brigbt declared that the saddest
momant of hie life was that in which he
found 1t necessary to part company with
the man whom he had mo long regarded
as bis political guide and Ieader, Upon
the visitor's mentioning the fact that he had
been a recent caller at Hawsrden, Mr, Bright
eagerly inquired : * Tell me, then, tell me
did you notice any signs of senility in Mr.
Gladstone's mind ?” thus indlcatiug that it is
bio mbikakzn belief that nothing but mental
aberration could ever have induced Mr. Glad-
stone $o propase lsglelative independence for
the Irish people. Mr. Bright's tamily rela-
tiona have been torely disturbed by hie late
politicsl tergiversation. In fact, they have
bzen almost completely sundered If the re-
ports which have come

Frieudship of the highest order should banish
sll wearirome restrictions and formalities. If I
happen to drop in upon my nearest friend as
she is prepsring to go out with another, she
should feel free to go with no fear that I will be
burt or feel slighted.

The redeeming point
in Mrs. Henry Wood’s piorer work—of whioh
“ The Story of Charles Strange” provides an
average specimen—is the vivacity which isin-
gpired by self conildence and success, Mrs.
Wood believed in_herself, in her plate, in her
characters, and in her style ; and 16 is wonder-
ful to what extent such belief on the part of an
aubhor will compel the belief of other people.—

£ ignificant comment on the relative pre.
valsace of crime in Ireland and England is
farnished by the epecial retarns for the quarter
endlng September 30th last, InIreland thers
hag been & gensral deoreasein orime. In fact
there was no crime to spsak about outside the
districte whare disturbance haa been oreated
by the landlord’s eviction ocampsign, Even
in the digturbed countles, Galway, Clare and
Kerry, there were only elghty-one crimes, or
about one-half of the total of all Ireland. Two
murders are reported, murders by polics and
emergencymen are net mentioned. During
the same quarter the crimes in London alone
were far in excess of the total offences com-
mitted In Ireland. Of murders In London
there were twolve, ag against two in Ireland,
and bodies of persons who had died by drown-
ing or violence, leaving no clue to the mystery
of their death, were fonnd almort dafly, In
faot, Ireland ia free from orime compared
with England, in epfte of malignant mis-
government and the exasperation of the

people,

Ir is evidently not Canada but the British
empire that the paper Empire at Toronto haa
a mission to preserve. If not why {a it ever-
lastingly howling about tho ** Qld Flag” and
acousing advooates of reolprocity of a desire
to tear down that venerable bit of bunting?
As & matter of fact the French largely out-
oumber the Eoglish o Uanada.

THE LAND QUESTION IN ENGLAND.

We are famillar onongh with pictures of
the desolation produced by landlordiam in
Ireland, but the desoription given by a cler-
gyman of the Established Church cf the
condition to which the agrleultural regions of
England are reduced, is acarcely less appal-
liog. In o paper, published In the Church
Relormer, he relates his impressions of
Deavonshire, ‘¢ It is the contrast, he writes,
““aver present to the mind between
the beauty and glory, the promiee
and everlastig hope of matare, and
the hopoless, almleas, dreary lives of
those who live in the midst ot aer beautier,
whizh welghn the spirits down ; the contezat
between that which is and that which might
be but for the folly and greed of man; the
thought of how all these gifts of nature are
the joy of a few, while the thousanda whom
they might rejoloe and sexve are, in deapalrn
and often only with a fisrce reluctsnce, tuin-
ing their baoks upon them and meeking the
glume and dens, the over-crowded work-
shops.”

He describen the people as quiet, patient,
enduring, honest, but ‘*the deeps are break-
Ing up,” he says, and their pallence is be-
coming exhisusted. The agricoltural laborers
ore leaving thelr homes and the houses are
{alling dowr, and the felds are lying half
tilled, and there are left behind the old and
belpless and decrepit to drag out a few
woary years on parlsh pay or in the work-
house, Itis guite a rare thing for a young
man to remain very long In one place. That
which used to be the moat stationary of the
populiation is aompletely changlng its charac-
tor and is becoming nomadic ; the old firm-
pess and slow patient perseverance, than
which one can imagine no grander bass for a
nation's strength, is disappearing, and no-
thing but a freah attachment of these men to
the soil wiil reatore it.

Lack of work is said to be tho cause of the
disappesrance the English peasantry, but the
writer we have quoted says he has seen field
after fisld tkat once produced twenty and
thirty bushels of grain to theacre which is
now a teedy mareh. Everywhere it {s the
same, There is no lack of work to be dene.
The land is orylng out for more labor, But
tboze who now farm the land will not employ
the laborers, perhapa cannot, and the Iaborers
are not able to gain acoess to it for them-
ealves,

Theee views of the state of rural Eogland
are abundantly sustained by other observers,
who, in seeking o rcmedy, declare the present
syetem of land tenure must cense, Landlordiam
must go, Is the ory in Eng.rnd as well as in
Ireland, though we do not hear it so loundly
expressed, becansc the people crowd into the
citics and the noise of mechinery drowns
their voloes. But the social war is at hand,
for soon American, colonial and okher foreign
competitien in manufacturiog will bringabeut
tho samse resnlts in the oltfes of England thas
sgricaltural competition in the same rsgions
bas preduced In the country. In faot, this I
being felt alrendy, and, when pushed farther,
the results are obvicus.

*vent, if such vile practices oan prevenst, the

cover in the daytime and prey on the com-
moaity after nightfall ; who bave no more
moral principle than o ton of cosl; whose
capital in trade consists of aseltcocking nlstol
and what ls known aa nerve ; whose relation
1S cpdezly moolety resembles that of the
shark to the fishes of the sea ; who represent
& claas of mep who compel us to tax ouraelvea
in order to snpply accommodation for them
in soms State prison. Their co-operatives are
two women who are used as decoy ducks
and about whom the less said the better.”

Such charaocters we n‘ra told are plentiful,
and the orimes they commit ocour every
month in the year. Whereapon the Hera!d
observes ;—*¢ These are atern hard, cold and
uncompromising faots, and they indicate a
oondition of society which need not exclte our
astonishment, though they may woll ronse
philaathropy and religlon te Increased ac-
tivity.”

Undoubtedly that soclety Is In a bad way
when such revelations can be made concern-
Ing it, It ia all very well to constitute conrte,
build gaols, employ datectives and policemen
to deal with these coriminals, but there Ia
something more requiring attention. Atrocious
a8 are the crimes perpetrated for gain by pro-
tesslonal robbers, swindlers and confidence
men and women, they differ only in degree,
not in kind, from fransactions taking place
avery day under the name and nccording to
the forms of business, Poisonoua adultera-
tion of food is the rule, nob the exceptlon.
Even polson itself 18 adulterated. OCheating,
gambling, awindling of all sorts, are ocarried
on openly in atecks, The highest public
bonors are secured by bribery, frand and mie-
representation. The highest truste, the most
sacred obliget.ons are violated, evaded and
excused by r.en looked upon as paragons of
busioess snccees,

In their dealinga with those who work for
them many emplovers are unscrupulously
harsh, unjust and dlshonest to the extent that
they make and take all pesaible opportanities
for depriving those they think deperdent on
them of the rowaragjof toil. Persons of thi®
class, who generally know enough of the law
to kecp safely within it, would resent the
imputation of being no befter morally than
professional thieves. Bud, in reality they are
worse, for tho snccess they achieve by menns,
palpably dishoneet in the view of the unsue-
cossful, leads such to the penitentiary
or the gnllows by  precisely the
aame i(mmorsl reasoning that aecures
fortunes for more refinedly cunning rascals.
Like the criminal, described by the Herald as
occupylog the foreground, with & long ilst of
homan wrecks us the woful result of his
cavecr, wo have in our mind’s eye men who
Lava robbed their employeos, cheated their
neightore, entered into all sorty of schemes
for making woney corruptly—men who ex-
cits only loathing for thelr character and sur-
price ut thelr sucoese. These are the men
who give an impulie to orime and orente the
state of soolely deplored by the Herald. The
villainy they teach dulier men olumsily jml-
tate and the very Instruoctors of turpitude
mesy be scen holding up their hands fn holy
korror that’the * professionals ” have greatly
bettered their inatruction.

But the incentive to orlme, by bad example
of suocess cbtained by dishonest methods, ia
not the only evil. A spirit of hatred and re-
venge Is routed against the anthora of wrongs,
and ¢ the patisuce lozg of him who cherishes
a wrong” has its roward of suggeation, which
only walta oocarion for satisfaction. Religion
teachas men to forglve their enemies and to
do good to those who dlepitefully use them.
Bat homaun pasalon is often stionger than re.
ligicn, Therefore, he is a wise man who wiil
not wrong another. He may not make so
much money, he may make more, but he will
not have a spectre dogging his steps, and a
voloe crylng ever in his heart—

# Tremble thou wretch,
That has within thes undivulged crimes,
Towhipp'd of justice.”

The evil genius of the
King {nterposed anthority and stayed his ex-
patriation, Io fast, Cromwell, tho’ confident

after the events feretold were past. He was
the chief of those who never put their saper-

TW0 DREDGERS SUNK AKND A NUMBER OF
BOATS TAKEX ON THE MARYLAND
FISHING GROUND.

Axxapouts, Md., D:ze. I11.—Tuere has
been an eugagement bstween the stato
steamer Governor McLane and the fleet of
oyster dredgors near the Cheater river. Two
of the dredgers’ boata were eunk and a num-
ber of boats were taken. Ooe of tho crew of
tha steamer Governor McL e was shot in the
arm. Tho steamer was riidled with balls,
Cnpt., Howard has asked [ r ruisforcomente,
azd the steamer Goverinnr LThomss has been
ssnt, The McLans’s tw:lve-pound cannon
wns mounsed last night and sae started imme-
diately for Chester river, where it was thought
the Illogal dredging wes belng continned. The
Governor Thomas' canncn is on board, and
the carpenters went with i in hope of mount-
ing it before the steamor reached the scene of
action, The fight took pliaca at Hell Point,
at the month of the Cheater river. To the
sarprise of the dredgers, the n-ptsin of the
MecLzne ueed hie cannon = welt as his rifles,
The Secretary of State of Maryland hes been
notified from Wasbington th.t tix more can.
non will ba ment lmmedistely. Deputy
Postmaster Ford at Winobaster says he
counted thirty-nine reports of cannon, be.
gides & hundred or more rifl= shots, This
morning the steamers B. S. Ford and Grati-
tude, from Cheater river, met the ateamer
McLane and the schecner Binzhman convey-
ing a captured dredge, the Mazgle Corbett,
to Centreville for trial. Juat ofi Hell Poin
two sunken dredges wers pawsed. The
schooner’s salls were etill up and were riddled
with shot, A man, dressed ia blue uniform,
was seen on the McLanse’s deck, leading to
the supposition that sz expert gunner had
been borrowed from the Naval academy.
schooner was geen ashore on Carpenter's
island, another on Walnut Trez bar, another
on Darden’s creek, sud a fourth on Kent
{sland. 'I'be fight may have resulted in con-
siderable 1oss of life, as Peter Mullen, cook
on board the schooner Julia A. Jones, saya
he was the only man out of a crew of
oleven to eacape. The state vessels were
hotly attacked by the dredgers, who were
heavily armed with repeating rifles and did
not return the fire until compelled to. The
steamer MoLane was thoroughly riddled
with bullets, and Captaln Howsrd deter-
mined to resort to extreme messures. Back-
ing the stoamer off from a fleot of seven
dredgers which were tled together, he singlad
ont the Julia A. Jones ert, putting on a full
head ot steam, made dircctly for her stern,
striking fairly the bow of the Molane pene-
trating clean to the schocnet’s companion
way, and ti:e latter sauk nimost ipstantly.
Muallen esoaped by climblng up the
steamer’s sochor chalz, hut sags the rewt
of the orew were In the fezrepart and conld not
have gotten ont, As eosn o3 the McLane got
oleared from tho wreck she w2s sgain backed
off and again headed for the fiset, striking the
J. C. Maloney rquarely on thestern. She
at once began to sink and the rest got away
na fast as possible, Some of the crew of the
Maloney escaped by olimblng on board,
and as each one came on he was put
In the hold, A white man named
Coleman and a negro named Bramble of the
crew of the Maloney are believed to have
been drowned as they were not geen after the
vesaels were struok. A large fleet of dredgera
aro reported to be on unlawful ground %o-
night, and it is not unlikely that there will
be another fight before morning. Around
Canton, whers oyatermen congregate, thers I
considerable warlike talk and a bloody fight
is feared.

Prof. Mahafly, who addressed
the meeting after Magennis, ioterpreted the
auditor’s remark In the sense that the Catho-
lic Chorch is favorable to aristocracy, and
deolared that he had communioations from
Proteatant friends in America aseuring him

atituted a danger to the libertles of the coun-
try. Mr. Mahaffy’s American friends are,
we have nuv doubt, llke his coerclonist asso-
clates In Ireland, of the Orange type—per-
baps the narrowestof narrow bigote, such es
Colonel Sandye, M P. The American people,
and ail unprejudiced observers of American
life, are well aware that, as Mr. John Dillon
testified, thers are not in the States more
faithfal or loyal citizens tban the Catholics.
With regard to the charge that the Catholic
Church s opposed to popunlar forms of gov-
ernmen$, 1t Is rejeoted by students who have
given quite as much attention to the bistory
of democracy as Professor Mahaffy.

THE ST. CLAIR FLATS OANAL,

WasBINGTON, Deo, 10.—The report of the
ohicf of engineers in response fo the resolu-
tlon of enquiry concerning the juriadiction
over the St. Olair canal was transmitted to
tho Senate to-day, The report states that
the question of jurisdiotion is determined by
vhe position of the boundary line between the
United States and Canada, as flxed by the
commiseloners on June 18, 1822, under the
treaty of Ghent. All of the canel west of the
boundary line would be within the territory
of the United States and the portion to the
east of the line within the territory of Carada.
The exercise of jurisdiction by Canada over
the exosedingly small portion of the canal to
the east ef the boundary line could not In any
way affect the use or control of the canal by
the United Stater, and it was apparently the
recognition of this fact and the desire to
benefit the citizens of both countries that
prompted the adoption of artlcle 27 of the
treaty of May 8, 1871, between the United
States and Great Britain.

KING GEORGE OF GREECE.

S0ME NOTES ON THE CAREER OF A SOVEREIGN
WHO WILL RETIRE 500N,

The continental correapondent of a Dablin
paper vays of the King of the Hellenes :—
King George has beon rather a lucky man and
ls a member of a very lucky family, Born
in comparative poverty, he has mounted
a throne and veen one of hiz slstors
Emprees of Rusefa and another the fature
Empress of Indin, The eeoond #on of the
Duke of Schieawig, he began lite ss a aimple
officer in the Danish marine, Later on, when
King Otho was dethrored at Athene, thsre
wan at first no talk of George as a serious
candidate, The Greclan people, convoked to
nominate a successor to the late monarch,
voted 200,000 atrong for the Duoke of Edin-
burgh, who hes solemnly proclaimed Kiog of
the Groeks—the present soverelgn receiving
oely six solitary votes, while the Dauke
d’Aumale obtelned only three. It is not
gencrally known that & few huudred cuffrages
wore recorded ou thia cocasfon in faver ef
Marsbal MacMahon, whom his ckamplons
forwarded aa ‘* tho linecal descendant of the
old royal bouse of Ireland. Englaud, how-
ever, having refused toallow Queen Victoris’s
tecond son to he crowned King of Greoce, the
grest powers advised the Inhabitants of that
oountry to selact George of Denmark for the
vacant post, and ho waa accordingly raised e
that dignity in 1863, on tho condition that
England ehould give up sll fature clalm
to the Ionlan Isles, King George wan thep
only eighteen yeare ol age, but he had already
o groat fund of common senme, which, by-
the-bye, seoms to be the chief characteriatic
of the famlily to which he belonge. 'L'he his-
tory of Greece during bis relgn has not Leen
altogether without ita blurs and disappolnt-
ments, not only so far as external but alao in-
ternal affalrs are concerned, Nevertheless,
an the whale, Greace has made coneiderable
headway, not merely in msterlal prosperity,
but in political Importance. The Insur-
rection of Crete, which broks out shortly
nfter George's soceseion to the throre, cozt the
Groeka millions of morey ; and althongh the
king pleaded at the different Eurcpean
courts for the cesslon of that territory he
was met everywhere with a blunt refusal, It
may be worth while to romembar tist the
same enthusiaatic hopes which now great the
marringe of the crown prince wore sl ia-
dulged in by thele ferefathera of o gencration
which sald thelr youngz monarch would be-
coms aon-in-law of Coustantine, brothur of
the Czar Alexander II. Royal matrimontal
olliancez do not, as a rule, cement ths unlon
of nations, The modern Greek may soon fied
himaelf over-sanguine on the queeticn of the
sincerity of Germany's friendehip.

Tha Now York Mall and 1xpress says re-
gardiny the ues and cleaning of kerosene
lamp: :—The lamps should slwayn bo cleaned
ir the mcrning, for if left untll afternoon they
are luble to be forgotten, and when wanted
for use cleancy hurrledly or not cleaned at
al', Once the lamp Is lightad, the wick ought
not to be tnrned up to Ite full height at firat,
but turned down vntil the vapor of the ohim-
ney has disappeared aod the glass Is clear and
when then turned up to its frll height the
glass will never break, Itis the puttiag on
of the chimney when the wick Is turned to
ita full helght that broaks it suddenly, owing
to the suddenness of the hsat on the cold
glass, If new chimneys are first put inte
cold water and placed on the stove and al-
lowed to come to a boll, then taken off and
allowed to cool In the water, they wiil ha-
come very durable and are not ensily broken.
1f the burcer becomes clogged, boil it in soda
water, wipe and then dry on tho baok of the
«tove, New wicks should always ba sonkod
in vinegar and dried before using, when they
will give a clearer light and one not likely to
fllcker.

The Grand Trunk and the Canadian Pacifio
Railways, combined, hold and control ten thou-
sand miles of railwny, aud although the Osns-
dian Pacific, per se, i8 purely a trans-Continen-
tal line from. the Pacifio const to the St Law-
rence River, not at all interferig with tbe
Grand Trunk, still, through o system of exten-
slons, move especially thab of the Ontario ¢nd

aebeo, which 18 gnarsateed by the Canadian

aeific. that system is now inberwoven, so to
epeak, with the Grand Trunk tosuch an extent
through the provinces of Quebec and Qutario
a4 to rendur sharp competition inevitabe; and,
a8 usual, such a ccmpetition briogs low rates
and small profits, b

Considerable inperest has been arouted re-
cently by a proposition which was submitted to
s meeting oF the Oanadian Pasific shareholders
laat weel, for the exteanlon of the guarantee of
the Ontarlo angd Quekteo for u further portion of
that line fcom the city of London, Ontario, to
the Detroib river, and as this line for a distance
of 110 miles wonld bave to be construgted slmoat
within » stone's throw of the Great Westera divi-
sion of the Grand Trunk, it has caused greab
anxiety both to the shareholdera of the Canadian
Pacific and those of the Grand Trunk, becsuse
it is believed by the former that thess continued

arantees will jeopardiza their dividends, and

v the latter that it will briog in another com-
petitor for the through American business
between Chicago and New York, Itis, there-
fore, not to be wondered ab that those concerned
should bake this serious position of affairs into
their careful consideration. .

It was atated in a cable mesrage published by
a contemporary that the President of the Cana-
dian Pacific had remarked ab the meeting of
shareholders of that company, which was called
to consider thie question, last Saturday, that
several attempts had béen made to tome to an
sgreement with the Grand Truuk, by which
running powers over that line could be
gecured between London and Datroit, and
that these attempts had been unsuc-
cessful. 'The President of the Grand
Trunk, at the meeting of that Company’a share-
holdsra on the 30ch October last, stated, on the
other hand, that every effort had been made on
their part to come to an arrangement with the
Canadian Pacific, but that they had been unauc
cessful. The only way of arriving at the tru sh
sfter these conflicting assertions was by the pub-
lication of the correspondenca between the
managera of the two companies, and this has
bsen done. On examination of thiscorrespon-
dence we find that the statem:nt made by the
Canadian Pacific presidene, that the Grand
Truok Company would rnly meke an arrange-
ment on coudition thab she Canadlan Pacitic
CQompsany gave up the right to do business from
the Province of Ontario, along its long route
round by Smith’s Falls and North Bay, to the
Canadian North-West, iz inaccurate, because
there is no such staterment to be found in the
correspondsnce ; on the contrary, the Catadian
Pacific demanded that, if they made an arffliae-
ment with the Grand Trunk thab that comDay
should be precluded from usirg ita own AmEnN
can lines for any traffic > tho North-West.
