5 a.m. Mass is staid and the offices
again recited mutil 7.30 a.m. At that
hour they partauke of a light breakfast
and they attend to their varions duties
until 11 o'clock, when other offices are
again recited. A liglut dinner is eaten
at 12 o'clock, nmil they work until 2 30
p.m. Prayers and offices are again re-
peated, after which they work until six.
They take supper and retire at 8.30 .m.
Thwir meals consist of the poores t fare,
and they observe the most rigorous faste.

They observe Lent twice a year, and
chastise their body. They depend for
their sustenance on public charity, sev-
eral of them being detailed eacl day to
beg their food froimn door to door. Their
dseeping apartinents consist of cells, and
the only article of furnittre in them is
a straw mattress, with a little wasistand;
a crucifix generally hangs on the wall.

The Order was founded by St. Francis
of Assisi, in 1209Was approved verbally
hy Pope Innocent IIl, in 1210, and hy
the Coîncil of Lateran, in 1215. Pope
Honorits H. approved the regulations
of the Order in 1223. The Order is com-
posed of Fathers and Liay Brothers ; the
first preaichi and administer Sacramxentts;
the Lay Brothers do the work about the
Monastery.

'Ihey were the first missionaries to
cone to Can u, as the lc'll't Fathiors
are a braneh of that Order. in 1615
Champlain brouight witi hit Faiter<
Denis Jammay. Joseph Le Carron, Jeaii
d'Olbeau, and Brotier Pacifique Duples-
sis. As early as 1618, thei Riecollets buîilt,
in Quebec, the first chunrci, the irst
couvent and the first seminary that were
erected in North Anierica. The chuirch
aras known us that of Our Lady of the
Angels (Notre Dame des Anges). The
Jesuit Fathers iluen they tirst came to
t!'t ida, I:!5, lived for some time with
the . l l s.

The cereniiets of Holy Week are not
lor the oye îalone; they are intended to
:awaken the devotion of thee fitle, to
recall the events tiat cluster around the
close of Our Lord's earthly lifte, and to
parade before the vision the scenes that
consecrate the cworld's history' above ail
others. Ve will have a word to say, ais
has been our wont each year, about eacli
&f those important days. Meanwhile
there is a still more imperative duty
that tUe spirit of Catholie journalism
prescribes; it is to warn our readers of
the great obligation of approaching the
sacraments at Etaster time.

The Chutrch ordains that each une of
the faithful shall, under pain of excoria-
inunication, receive absolution and the
'Blessed Eucharist, at least once in each
year; and that ai Easter time. The
:period prescribed for the performanc 'of
$aster duy extends from the beginning
-of Lent until the Stnday after Easter.
Of course there are exceptions to eve-ry
ule; there are circumatances which ex-

.cuse those who otherwise would corne
-within the limita of the precept. For
-example, there are some people su,
:situated that it is physically impossible
for them to reach a priest or a church at
that season. Such persoris are not bound
-by the rule; but they are obliged, just
-as seon as an opportunity presents itseli
later on, to perform the duty thus
-omitted. IL is not o 'nly necessary that
-each One seould approach the Holy
'Table; but he, or sUe, muet dos ain the
regular parish church. It does not
Suffice to receive Holy Communion in a
ch apel,or in a aneighboring parish church,
unless special permission le obtained.

As a rule, wlhen we ask for aty ac-

knovletdga'd rigat of otir people, we aire
toil, that we cale too late.

Of late there lias len consider-
aible comrnotion in theanew St. Lawrence
Division over t ie sel ection of' candidates,
in both political parties. for the coming
Federal contest. It would appear, by all
that has taken place, Ltat an English-
speaking Protestant representative is ex-
pectcd utosit for that Division in the
.Ieoase of Commens. Sincccircumnstaneces,
lin the political world, force upon thec
public the race andi creced c.onsiderattions,
much as we dialike the ayatem, wre must
also accept the situation. Both cte Libi-
eral and Conservative electors accrm to
centre uapon Enîglish-speaking Fioteet-
aiLs as candidates in the appnoaching
e·lectien. Se fan we have ne [aunit Le find.
Btut wre cententi, andi we urge atrong>y,
that, at leaset in une Hou.se-in one Leg-
isiative Hall-the division sheîild liavte
an Engiisth-speaking Cathelic represen-
tativ-e. We care net wlhether lt la in the
Federali or Local Hoeuse; but if, in une
et these, Lhe Protestant elemeant, is repre-
senmed, lin the other the Catholic element
shouid have a voice',-

At a recent nieeting fer the selection I
of0a candidate, b>' one political party', a
pr. rinent Englia-h-speakcing Cathiolio
dlrew attention te the hick of representa-
tien on the part of his eleenit. Hc w-as
perfectly right. We do not ask that a
Liberal or a Conservative be elected ;
that is a matter that blongs to the
voters to decide. But we do insist hat
in one of the Houses an English-speak-
ing Catholie shoualal sit for that division.
We state this plain contention, and we
will return to the subject in a more em.
phatic manner, if reasons and details are
required. Meauwhile we trust to the
spirit of justice that animates the people
of the division, and we hope that our
stand will meet with approval.

While on this question of representa-
tion we desire te cal attention 'to theé
exising vacan-' in the Legi8lative

Council. A m.,mnner of rumnors are
abroad regarding a successor to the late
Hon. Mr. Starnes. Here again does jus'
Lice denand chat, an English-speaking
Catholic should be appointed. The dis-
trict represented by the late Honorable
gentleman-who w-as an English-epeak-
ing Catholic-is, with the exception
of Pontiac, te miost English district in
Lower Canriada. In the Couneil wve are
unrepresented at preecnt-particularly
the lrish-Catholic elenient. If we Iad
ano person eligible, as in the cases of
otler4ailapintnents when that argumnient
wais used, we would have nothing tosay ;
but we can cotant ftully liaif ai dozen-if
not iore-Irish-Catholics in Montreal,
men in every walk of life, commercial,
professiottal, literary, and other spheres,
who have strong clains and who possess
every qialiticatiounrequiisite. We fer-
vently hope that the Governnent will
not passver the fair and just claims of
our people in this instance.

it te Ireland, If tUe pninciple were- once
legally> acknowledgedl LUcre wrouldt be ne
exciase for making Ireland ail exception,.
But Englandi does net w'ant te place that
country on an tequai footing wiLh her
colonies, therefore site wiillfnot allow the
general principle et Home Rtule Lu bec
establislhed. IL is a spirit of grab ail
and of extrenie selfishness that causes
this sacriftice of principle at the uncer-
tain and dangerous shrine of expediency.

In this Manitobat school question we
have another illustration of the same
tendency. Tic'Federat Government de-
sires to establish ie general principle
of the right of minorities to separate
schools; the opposing forces do not want
any such principle, because in this ii-1
mediate case its efects wouht prove
beneficial to the .Catholic elemeit. But
he ether important fauct is' overloket,
that to-niorrow its aid might be iiivoked

in favor of a Protestant minority, or a
Jewish minority, or any other minority.
The spirit, therefore, that opposes the
establishment of such a principle is one
of absolute tyranny, one that will ac-
knowledge no rights but those that suit
its own convenience. Wherefore is it
that we are anxious to see the govern-
ment carry the Bill to its logical con-
elusion in order to establish a liberty-
fraught principle of justice.

THE SAILORS' CLUB
Several tinmes of laie have we drawn

attention to the noble work that is being
donc by the nenabers of the Catholic
Sailors' Club. Of course the organiza-
tion is yet in its infancy; its nutmbers
tire not as large as the cause deserves;
but there is every promise that great
strides forward will be made this year.

The drawing of the Tombola, in aid of
the Caitholie Sailors' Club, that was fixed
for Eacster Monday lias been postponed
until he farst Saiturday in May. This
Tombola should be the mediutn of en-
couraging the promoters of the Club.
b. is a purely charitable-antid a nobly
benevolent institution. The memaîbers
have secured a large building, nost ad-
miirably adapted tu the putrposta of their
goud work. This, however, involve s
very heavy expenies, and they are ear-
estly soliciitiu bsenipcionst L enaîble
tlhem to carry the uandertakinag to i stc-
sessful issue.

As our readers well know the work of
the club consiasits in looking after the
Catholic seamen who arrive iii this port.
So fac. very gratifyiaig restults liave
rewvarded the efforts of l te few who
fornied the nucleus of the Society.
Even in their cild rons on St. Paul
street, hliey were able to do iuitoltl good
for the Catholic sailors. It is tu be ex-

pected that increascd ienielhs wil flow
froni the new and etrihusiastic departtre.

USEFUL TO KNOW.
110W TO SEEP EGGS INDEPINITELY.

When eggs are cheap, get a large bu
ter tub and put in a layer of coarse fin
salt, as the grocers call it, at the botto
two or three inches deep, then place th
ggs, ithe large ends in the salt, bein

careful not to let the eggs touch euc
other or the sides of the tub. Cove
thickly with salt and add -auuther laye
in the sanie 'nanner until the tub is uli
leaving space at top to add a good, thic
layer of salt; then cover and put ino
oool, dry cellar.

HOW TO MAKE APPLE TRIPLE.
Crush five or six cloves, and put them

into a pan with a tumblerful of water
half a pound of sugar, and about an inc
of cinnamon stick, and let the suga
mielt. Meanwhile peel some good cook
ing apples (codlings are best). core and
sice thei. When the sugar is dissolv
ed, lay the sliced apple into the pan with
it,'put on the lid oi the pan and stew it
slowly together till the fruit is quit
tender, when it must be rubbed through
a sieve. Taste the puree to sce if it re
quires further sweetness, then return i
to a pan, with a wlneglassful of clare
and an ounce of best leaf gelatine. Sti
this ail toget.her till the gelatine is uelt
ed; then pour it into a mould. If you
think the wine does not color it suflici
ently, add a little carmine. Serve plain
or with whipped cream.

HERE Is A iIINT ON FLOwER$.

Ferns do admirably in "jadoo," whicli
is likely to supersede the use of soil for
decorative plants, as they can be grown
to perfectionini very sniall pots in this
usefl niaterial, which is also so light
that it niakes the work of lifting pot
plants an easy one. Jadoo fs-a librous
material, which is saturated with all the
chemicals which plants need for their
health: and the astonishing thing about
it is that it suits then all, whether
chrysantthenuns, roses, ferns, orehids or
pal ni

" With the life and inissionar ilabors
of the Apostle of Ireland our reaters are
enflicently fumuiliar. Hie birti lu 372,
i six ytears' cuptivity in Irelant, hie

estcpe to France. his study untier St.
Martin of Tours in the monuatery, of
Matrnuntier on the banks of the Loire,
the years te spent under the guidance of
St. Germanus of Auxerre, his journe, to
the monastery of Ltrins, his commission
from Pope Celestine to preach the Gospel
in ireland and finally his arrivai in that
country in 432, are mut-ters too well
known to need discussion in our pages.
Nor need we describe the conversion of
Ireland by St. Patrick. Man> incidents
in his career would form the sbject of a
lengthy article. We prefer, however, to
glance ut his literary lahors aud.especi-
ally the part he played in revising the
great law code. It was the fashion in
times past to regard St. Pattrick as a
typical monk. He was an ignorant and
suiperstit-ionis Romnan prie-Rt and on his
shoulders tests the responsibibity of the
utiigd ignorance of his children in the
faitt.

S ho enemies of Ireland and of
Catholicity have for igre stubsidized
scribes to oistort the fucs of history
that the Britisli conquest and the reli-
gious persecution mtiglt tppear juistifia-
ble. Recently however inpartii his-
torians have the courage of tieir ron-
victions, and it is generally recognized
nowitttys tat St. Patrick not only con-
verted the [rish, but puritied their laws,
gai- iew inspiration te lite tbardsnd
lait] te fouiuimtion cf" titsystour cf'
ehtat ion <hich ade Iri fnd the liglît
anti er> of Exmrope for centuries.

" As the laws of a people extrcise a
great and permanent infltence ln mouuild-
irg their character, it vas always the
ai-n of ithe arlyi missionaries that the
legislation nf the nations they converteo
shouli be just and pure. St. Patrick was
no exception. lie found thegreat code
known as the Brehon Laws in Ireland.
Th-ls cote sprang from three sources-
the decisions of th jîndges. the enet-
ments of the Triernil Parhamtients
known as the Grieat Fc-is of Tara, ani
the custonmnry laws. Mariy provisins
in the Brehont Lau-s clastied with the
rue Christian ideal and St. I'atrick set
hinseif to expunîge ttheu.

REV. FATHER MAcCORMAC.

onITuAlr FA MUCI LOVED PRIEST OF TIE
DIOCESE OF 0ITAWA.

Through the death of Rev. Fatheri
MacCormac, which sad and untimelyi
event occurred on Thursday, the 18th
March, antOttawa, a good man and a1
zetloius priest has gone to his reward.i
He was parish priest of Brudernell. Al-
though ailing for sontie lime, it was yet1
hoped that bis natural robust conustitu-à
tion would withstand the ravages of ill-1
ness, butit was not to be ; a greater one
had ordained otherwise.

Father MacCormac was born en the 4tht
of October, 1813, at Ballinvana, Co. Lim-i
erick, Irelaînd. Hisu collegiate and theo-
logicual studios were made, ini his native c
coîuntry, and after his ordination ta the
priesthor'd, in 1867, ho came to Cainada
and becamne connected 'with the Ottawa
diocese, tiret mimnsteing at Mount St.
Patrick. Hie was there only a short
Lime, when he was removed to Brudenelli
as parish priest, a chuarge ho held te tihe
lime cf his deaîth. A quarter of a cen-
tory ago the hardship and cuare whieh a
priest, situated as Faîther MaicCormac e
was, had to endure, are suchl that iL is
difficulît to conceive thenm ; and there is c
not, a doubt that his demuise was the re-
suit e! the arduoums and constant toit t

wiîich ho uînderwecnt dîuring the early
years of hcis pacstorate. There was one i
thing whcich the late priet had done
most effectually, and t haut was toa plant
deep and well the seeds of mutual es.
teem bcetweenî Octhoiics and Protesitnts.
Te his breadth of view ande geniaîl nature i
are largely due the tolerance and liber-
ality which so hcappily prevacil. ati the
present time, in t hat part o! the Cuty
o!

In June, 1865 the Drake Constitution,
calied after its author, Ltwyer Chare
1). Drake, of St Louis, became a law.
